The deliberateness with which this 
murder was planned and carried -into 
execution, coupled with the fact that 
the Welter and Hendershott families 
have lived in the county fot^ half a cen­
tury, will make this case stand out in 
bold reliei against the thickly dotted 
firmament of criminaj jurisprudence in 
Elgin County. •

il' U One of Elgin County’s murder mysteries 
was cleared up in a remarkable manner 
yesterday. By scientific analysis it was 
proven conclusively that no murder was 
committed. Aud this in the face of the 
fact that the victim’s body; contained) 
many grains ot arsenic.

On May 13 last George Scealey, a far­
mer near Vienna, died after a few days’ 
illness. He was living at the time with 
a woman named Best. After his death 
a will was found, in which tie left all 
his property to Mrs. Best. Hie daughter 
was cut off withtiut a dollar.

Then Provincial Constable Clayton of 
Aylma appeared on the scene, an inquest 
was ordered and the remains df. Scealey 
exhumed. The stomach and portions of 
the liver and kidneys were submitted to1 
a provincial analyst at London.

Provincial Detective Greer was given 
charge of the case. He Mind the post 
mortem had been slovenly conducted 
and the organs when removed simply 
placed in a pail to be taken to* the an­
alyst, instead of being eealed up by. the 
coroner.

The report of the analyst also show­
ed that there was an enormous quantity 
of the poison in the body.

A Second Analysis#
* The detective’s suspicions -were arous­
ed that the poison was sprinkled on the 
kidneys aud liver after the body had been 
exhumed and the organs removed. That 
iu fact a conspiracy existed to fasten 
the crime of murder on the woman! Best, 
although Scealey had died from natural 
causes. But the parties to the con­
spiracy betrayed themselves by their stu­
pidity at the crucial moment.

In their duties 
as surgeons of the railway companies 
these physicians have attended hundreds 
of employes who have met with acci­
dents and are particularly well quali­
fied from their iôug experience to speak 
as to the probable cause of wounds. All 
agreed with Dr. Lawrence that the 
wounds on Hendershott’s head could not 
have been inflicted by a falling tree. The 
skull was found to be fractured iu two 
places and the wounds were caused, 
some' by a sharp a(nd others by a< blunt 
instrument.

Blood Underneath the Tree.
A discovery made to-day would indicate 

that the murder was committed before 
the tree was felled. Underneath the 
tree several pools of blood were discov­
ered a considerable distance from the 
spot where the body was discoveied after 
Welter gave the alarm. This Clinches 
the theory that deceased was struck 
on the head with an ax while standing 
near the tree, and that he staggered 
around in a circle,the blood pouring from 
his wounds until he was brought down 
by other blows from the weapon, 
tree was then felled with the axe with 
which the mortier was committed. This 
explains the presence of blood marks on 
the stump of the fallen tree. Diligent 
search has failed to find the axe.

\o Arrests Yet.
No arrests have yet been made. Pro­

vincial Detective Murray has only been 
here a day, and as the advantage of 
prompt action had already been lost he 
is not likely to make any decisive move 
until he has fully acquainted himself 
with all the features of the case, for 
after all the publicity given the affair 
and the certainty that the trial will 
be one of great interest, be will not 
order un> arrests until he is satisfied 
that he can prove his cose. The surface 
indications point to a bad case for 
William Welter, the dead man’s com­
panion in the bush, and the deceased’s 
uncle, John Hendershott, to whom the 
$11,000, carried by the victim, was pay­
able.

Not a Murder.
Dr. A. J. Johnson, one of the greatest 

experts on poisons on the continent, who 
was called in by the Government to re­
port on the possibilities of poisoning in 
the case, was interviewed last evening 
and said : “ My report, based on the 
analysis presented to me, was that the 
indications were that Scealey had died 
of some disorder of the stomach and 
bowels. The quantity of arsenic found 
in the man’s organs was incompatible 
with arsenical poisoning. Arsenic, when 
administered, passes off through the kid­
neys within 45 minutes, and in cases of 
poisouiug only a few traces are found 
after death. In the case of Scealey too 
much was found to justify a Charge of 
murder.”

The report of Auditor Hughep on the 
affair» of the Consumera' Gas Company 
in a very important document. Accord­
ing to hie audit -the -users ol gas In Tor­
onto are entitled by statute to a reduc­
tion of 27 cents peg thousand In the price 
of gas. ,We have figured it out repeated­
ly to show, that such a reduction! is pos­
sible without depriving the shareholders 
let their unual dividends. Mr. Hifghes 
dhows how. we are entitled to it by a 
clause In the company's charter speci­
ally, relating to reduction» from time to 
time. It le about a year now since we 
pointed out .the necessity of investigat­
ing Auditor Hughes’ previous report. 
Matters have been allowed to drag 
along at snail's pace ever since, and no 
one can tell ua when the question will be 
brought to a decisive issue. There ought 
to be, and there undoubtedly 1», some 
fcuick process by. Which the Consumers’ 
Has Company, can be mads to act in con­
formity with the law. If one energetic) 
pushing man in the council had taken the 
question up he would hava had it set­
tled long ago. We are. told that Mrj 
Christopher Robinson has been retained 
to argue the case for the city in the suit 
that has been entered against the com­
pany by a private citizen. That is all 
right so far as it goes. But there is 
pomething else that might be done in the 
meantime. .Why not let us have an ex­
pert accountant look over Auditor 
Hughes' reports and tell us whether the 
totter is on the right track on not 7 II 
Mr. Hughes’ deductions were approved ol 
by competent authorities, this in -itself 
[would go a long way towards making 
the company act justly towards the peo­
ple. Mr. Hughes has been sending jn the 

. Rame kind ol reports for several years 
pack, but no attention has been paid to 
them. If Mr. Hughes is correct in his 
deduction» we ought to know it, and' at 
once, and without waiting till the ques­
tion is decided In the court. II Mr.

tains the Connell.
The City Council, with a unmber of 

officials, cx-aldermea aud contractors 
u-crc the guests of Architect Lennox at 
the Court House yesterday. Two hours 
were pleasantly spent in inspecting the 
works and at luncheon. The host was 
called on for a speech and gave a short 
history of the progress of the building 
siuce he first took hold of it in 1885. 
Many chairmen had come and gone since 
then. Aid. Walker, first, who secured the 
site: then Aid. Hastings, who pushed 
along the plans: Aid. Hunter, who put 
a hole in the ground; Aid. Jones, who 
put through the scheme of combined 
buildings; Aid. Gibbs, who let the con­
tracts; Aid. Small, who> saw the con­
struction commence and the difficulties 
with the contractor arise, and finally 
Aid. Crawford, the present chairman, to 

much of the present progress was
due.

There bad been no boodling, cither, in 
connection with the Court House and not 
one cent of money wasted. Comparisons 
bad been instituted between the building 
and the new Parliament buildings. Both 
edilicee would cost about the same. $1,- 
800,000. The Court House covered 6 1-2 
the oue would be 104 feet high at the 
highest point, the other 93 feet. The 
cube of one was 81*2 million cubic feet, 
of the other 7 million cubic feet. It 
..otild thus be seen that the Court House 
was the cheaper of the two, although it 
had been aaid that the . Parliament 
buildings was the cheapest edifice ou 
this continent.

Since Architect Lennox took charge in 
the fall of ’92, 65 feet of wall has been 
raised. The roof and one story are yet 
to be put on. For two years the work 
has been done by day labor*, but this 
will stop and the building finished by 
contract ns soon as the walls are com­
pleted. $700,000 Lae already been ex­
pended. Next year Mr. Lennox will 
ask for $26,000 extra-to make the cor­
ridors and the roof fireproof. There 
is now enough stone on the premises to 
complete the walls.

The new council chamber will he one- 
third smaller than the present one, hut 
on the third storey will be an audience 
bail capable of holding 2000 or 3000 
people.

It is thought the building will he com­
pleted inside aud out by July, 1899.
