After 
the case is disposed of by the Judge, and 
during the term of probation, upon the 
Probation Officer falls the duty of receiv­
ing the weekly reports of the probationer 
and his parents. The office is indeed a 
difficult one to fill, and Vancouver is for­
tunate in having such an able Chief Pro­
bation Officer as Mr. Collier, to whom, is 
due a great part of the credit for the suc­
cess and usefulness of the Juvenile Court 
here. Mr. Collier is ably assisted in his 
work in the Detention Home by bis kind- 
hearted, child-loving, Christian wife. 
The sympathetic Christian influence that 
surrounds the children while detained in 
the Home has proved to be very benefi­
cial, and many a child has gone from the 
Detention Home with a much higher and 
better idea of life."

Congregational Church Destroyed 
By Fire.

The Watford Congregational Church 
was completely destroyed by fire during 
the early hours of Tuesday morning. 
The fire was discovered about I o’clock 
by Mr. W. S. Fuller, but not before it 
had gained considerable headway and 
the roof was in flames shortly after the 
alarm was given. The origin of the fire 
is a mystery, as the building had not 
been occupied since Sunday night, and 
the caretaker was in the building on 
Monday atternoon when everthing seem­
ed alright. The building was a brick 
veneer and with the furnishings was 
worth at least $3000. Originally it was 
a frame building situated on Victoria St. 
and was built in 1875. About the year 
1888 the structure was moved to Main St. 
and brick veneered, and an addition 
built on the rear. The church was a 
neat building, well finisned, artistically 
decorated and comfortably furnished. 
Everything was consumed, including two 
O'gans and a quantity of new music books 
which had just been purchased. There 
was an insurance of $1300 in the Royal 
Insurance Co. on the building and con­
tents. The blaze was a fierce one. Luck­
ily there was little wind, and but for 
that fact, combined with the good work 
done by the Fire Brigade and citizens, 
some of the nearby buildings would also 
have been consumed. The congrega­
tion has the sincere sympathy of the 
entire community.

Crops That Will Pay.

Rural Canada is strewn with neg­
lected opportunities, declares the Far­
mers’ Advocate. Crops which might 
be grown with large profit are ig­
nored, or produced under small acre­
age, on account of the excuse that 
they make too much work. This 
point is very, much overwrought. In 
determining what lines of agriculture 
to engage in, the question should be 
not what crop will make the least 
work, but what will repay the most 
ample wages for the labor that is 
employed, The answer, of course, 
will vary with conditions and cir­
cumstances, but, taking the repre­
sentatives average farm, a studious 
farmer of our acquaintance contends 
it is within the mark to say that one- 
tenth of the arable acreage should be 
in alfalfa, one-^xth to one-fifth in 
corn, and one-quarter to one-third in 
clover. These crops make work, but 
they make the money that liberally 
rewards the work. If one of these 
estimates is decided too low, it is the 
estimate allowed for alfalfa. Re­
member that alfalfa and clover in­
crease the capital or producing value 
of the land.

There is a tiertilxer of the" Quebec 
IHouse who believes that riding on 
railways free of: charge is the legiti­
mate right of alt members of the 
Legislature, and with this in view 
Mr. Biesonette, who sits for Staud; 
stead, recently introduced a bill to 
that effect. He ddeijp't want to ride 
by “courtesy” of the railway, but by 
right of his occupying the position be 
does. Ho explains in his measure 
that the Legislative councillors and 
and members of the Legislature no 
longer receive a mileage allowaûcè, 
and in lieu to this he wants the rail­
ways operating within the province 
to make good the deficiency. This 
same question was brought up some 
years ago in the Federal House by 
the member for South York, Mr. 
Maclean’s argument being that when 
railways now issue passes to mem­
bers it is a species of bribery, where­
as if it was a matter of law or rather 
custom, tbo bribing feature wrould 
cease to exist. As it now stands, 
members of the Federal House may 
utilize a railway pass and then charge 
up their mileage, which the Govern­
ment pays. They collect from the 
the railways on the one hand and 
from the Government on the other. 
As a matter of fact, there appears 
only one way out, and that is to pass 
laws which will prevent the railways 
giving passes to members of the 
Legislatures, the Federal House, the 
Senate, or to any one connected 
with the. Governmental services, 

.either Provincial or Federal. It is a 
low, cheap, speciés of bribery on the 
part of the railways, and pilfering 
and petty larceny on the part of our 
Governmental bodies that should 
cease.—Saturday Night.

Bishop Dumoulin.
Something like half a century ago 

three eloquent young Irishmen crossed 
the Atlantic to serve the Church of 
England in Canada. Strong men they 
early became influential forces in the 
new country. Two of them served in 
the rectorship of St. James’ Cathedral, 
Toronto, and all three attained the rank 
of Bishop. The Right Rev. John Phillip 
DuMoulin, Bishop of Niagara, died Wed­
nesday morning, Bishop Sullivan and 
Bishop Carmichael having preceded him 
some years.
