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Butter and Cheese Factories.

REGULATIONS ADOPTED UNDER THE PROVI-
SIONS OF THE ACT FOR THEIR EN-
COURAGEMENT.

It will be remembered that at the last ses-
sion of the provincial legislature an act was

* Ontario will be undergoing the agonies of a
R election, and the contest is likely to
" present some features which will render it
of more than usual interest. Since the last
election, four years ago, at least two new
elements have entered the pclitical arena,
and they are now about to make a bid for
public support, for the first time. These
f¢ the Patrons of Industry, and the Protes-
tant Protective Association,.so called. The
avowed object of the former is to advance
the interests of the agricultural and laboring
classes; while the latter party professes to
believe that in some way the interests of
Protestant Canada are in danger from the
aggressiveness of their Roman Catholic fellow
citizens ,and that a political party is needed
to oppose this danger. The latter party is
receiving but little consideration at the
hands of politicians, as indeed it would
seem to deserve none. But the Patrons of
Industry is an el t which has to be
reckoned with, as the farmers, if they chose
to combine, could carry nearly every con-
stituency in the province. Thus far, al-
though strong bids Yave been made for their
support, the Patrons have kept themselves
aloof from both of the old political parties.
Should they continue in this course they
will undoubtedly hold the balance of pow-
er in a good many constituencies, aud thus
the fate of Sir Oliver Mowat’s government
is in their hands. But there is considerable
probability that when the contest begins to
wax hot the old party feeling will again pre-
vail and lead many of the patrons to drop
back into their old places again. Still there
“"Is enough of-uncertainty upoa this point to
render the result of the coming contest a
matter of unusual interest. Without tbese
disturbing influences Sir Oliver would un-
doubtedly be sustained, as on so many pre-
vious occasions. He has been premier of
Oatario for twenty-two years, which is a
long period for one party to hold power con-
tinuously. He is a wily old customer and it
has been generally supposed that he would
find some way of conciliating the Patrons of
Industry before the time for the general
election arrived, and thus gain their support.
But the Tact that the Patrons have decided
to run & candidate against Sir Oliver in his
own coastituency of North Oxford seems to
indicate that they are after che little pre-
mier's political scalp, and have no intention
of compromising. Should they persevere
in this course until the end of the campaign
they will undoubtedly make it warm for the
liberal party of Ontario. But the latter are
consoling themselves with the thought that
the Patrons are “ agin the government,”
both dominion and local, aud will m«ke it
equally as warm for Sir Johu Thompson
when his time comes. For these reasons the
approaching local election of Qatario will be
watched with more than usual interest.

—THe action of the Couacil in decidingat
the Iate meeting to proceed with the erection
of an asylum for the incurably icsane is one
which, we think, will meet with the general
approval of the people of the county. The
question is one which has been before the
ratepayers for a number of years, and it has
been discussed quite fully both privately and
in the press, so that there can be no charge
of undue haste urged concerning the matter.
Indeed the amplest opportunity has been
afforded any who felt disposed to offer objec-
. tions to the erection of such an institution,
to make their views known. It will now be
in order for all such persons to *‘forever
afterwards hold their peace,” should there
be any such in the county.

It is perhaps unnecessary to remind our
readers that this action on the part of the
Council does not involve any taxation upon
the people of the county, as the institution
is to be erected from a part of the funds re-
ceived from the Western Counties Railway,
on account of the right of way, a matter
with which our readers are already familiar.
The erection of this asylum will place us in
the front rank among the counties of the
province in providing the best facilities for
caring for our poor and insane. Indeed, if
we remewmber correctly, no other county of
the province has yet established such an in-
stitution, so that in this matter this county
is taking the lead.

—EvEesTs in Newfoundland are rapidly
déveloping points that are new and strange
to the student of constitutional history. The
latest of these is the attempt now being 1nade
by the new government to securc an act of
the British parliament granting the supplies
which the Whiteway party refused to pro-
vide before resiguing. If this couli be done
it would save the necessity of calling the
house together again until next winter, and
would completely defeat the aims and par-
poses of the late government. [he Iinperial
parliament doubtless has the power to do
this, but it is extremely doubtful if it will
care to exercise that power.
is a self governing colony, enjoying all the
privileges of responsible government, and it
would seem to be a very high-handed acc for
the parliament of Great Britain to attempt
to vote away the taxes which the people of
Newfoundland have paid into the treasury
of the colony.

A dissolution of the legislature and a gen-
eral election seems about the only way to
end the present maddle and clear the politi-
cal atmosphere. The people vught to be
capable of managiog their own affuirs, and if
they want a goverowment which is corgupt
and ‘dishonest they have a right to it.

—As the now notorious Breckenriige has
publicly announced his intention of being
s candidate for Congress ouce more, the
world will be given an opportunity of form-
ing an estimate of the standard of Kentucky
morals. A jury of ywelve good men and
true have given a verdict which virtually
pronounces him what Shakespeare would
call & * smiling damned villain,” and if the
people of Kentucky again send him to Con-
gress it will give the world a mighty poor
idea of the staudard of morality observed by
the electors of that state.

Parnell, when coanvicted in the courts of a
similar offence, had to step down from his
high position, although he held a stronger
hold upon the Irish people than any other
man has held since the time of ‘Duniel
O'Connell. For asimilar offence, Sir Charles
Dilke was banished from parliament for
years,falthough he was one of the ablest ora-
tors in the House of Commons, and a* one
time bid fair to inherit the mantle of Gl.d-
stone. That is the way the English pedple
treat their Breckenridges. We shall see
what the people of Kentucky will do with
theirs.

the first year in which any creamery and
cheese factory shall be in operation, $100 for
the second year and $100 for the third year.
The act stipulates that the proposed grants
shall not be paid for more than three factor-
jes in any county, and that no grants shall be
paid to any factory established after January
1, 1899. The governor-in-council has made
the followirg regulations for carrying out
the provisions of the act.

1. In these regalations, wherever the word
*creamery ” is used without qualification, it
is understood as im};lxlng that the so-called
creamery is also fitted for and operated as a
cheese factory.

2. Application for approval under the act
of a creamery shall be made in writing to
the secretary for agriculture by the person,
firm or association proposing to establish and
maintain such creamery. The application
should contain explicit information on the
following points:

(a) The full name and address of the per-
son, firm, or association proposing tc estab-
lish and maintain the same. In case of a
cerporation, give the name of the corpora-
tion, and the names of its president or chair-
man, and of the secretary and treasurer
duly appointed and authorized to act
officially for'the body of corporators.

(b) Whether the creamery is to be man-
aged on the co-operative plan, or how, with
a copy of by-laws, if any such have been
agreed to.

(c) The names of the town or place and
the county in which it is proposed to locate
the creamery, and the time at which it isin-
tended to have it in operation.

(d) A statement (approximate) of the di-
mensions and general character creamery
building, and of the character and capacity
of the machinery, apparatus and appliances
for butter and cheese making.

(e) An estimate of the number of cows
the milk of which can be secured for manu-
facture during the season, with an indication
of the facts or assurances upon which such
estimate is founded.

3. In the case of applications which re-
ceive the approval of the governor-in-council,
notice of such appréval will be given to the
applicant by the secretary for agriculture.
In the absence of such approval and notice,
no creamery shall be entitled to any grant.

4. The minimum production of butter at
one factory for which a grant shall be paid
shall be not less than one third of the pro-
duct of two hundred cows, and for the second
and third years the creamery shall be oper-
ated for a period of not less than five months
of each year.

5. During the first year of its operation
the creamery may be limited to the making
of butter alone, without disqualifying for
the grant, but during the second and third
years both cheese and butter are to be made
at suitable seasons and in reasonable pro-
portion.

6 The grant of two hundred dollars
($200), under the act for the first year in
which a creamery shall be in operation, will
be paid to the person, firm or association in
whose name the original application was
wade, after the creamery has been continu-
ously in operation for a period not less than
one calendar month, to the satisfaction of
the sceretary for agriculiure, or person as
may bgappointed by the provincial secretary
to examine into its -efficiency. Provided,
however, that such payment shall not be
made before the first day of October, 1894.
The grants for the sccond and third years
will be paid at the end of each of such years,
and will be dependent upon the continued
and efficient working of the creamery, as
shown by a statement of the work actually
done during the year, under a statutable
declaration of the manufacturer, owner or
secretary, before a justice of the peace.

7. An annual report of the operations of
the year will be required from all creamer-
ies participating in the grant under the act,
such report to be transmitted before the 30th
September of each year to the secretary for
agriculture.

Christian Enaeavor News.

WHAT ENDEAVORERS ARE DOING IN VARIOUS
PLACES.

There are now 30,610 societies of Christian
Endeavor in the world with a total member-
ship of 1,836,600. Junior societies number
5,438.

England and Australia have each over 1200
societies; Canada has about 2000; the United
.?;ates, 25,000; Africa, 19; India, 72; China,

There are societies in the United Statgs
army, the navy, the police force, the life-
saving stations, the prisons and among the
commercial travellers.

The Y. P. 8. C. E. has aroused a greatly
increased interest in the great cause of Mis-
sions. Last yeirthe Endeavorers gave $100,-
000 to the various denominational boards.

In the Maritime Provinces and in .one de-
nomination alone over $1,000 was given to
Missions by the societies and this year will
see a very considerable increase.

An American pastor testifies to the useful-
ness of the Y. P. 8. C. E., when in his un-
avoidable absence from Sunday or midweek
service the young people take charge of such
with capableness.

One of the societies in Chicago has sent
cut to the suffering poor during the past
winter 5,000 packages of provisions each con-
taining enough food t6 supply a family with
a good meal. This is an Endeavor of the
right kind.

Through the months of the past winter
the Endeavorers of Kansas City, Mo., main-
tained a soup-kitchen, where 400 men, poor,
unemployed and starving were daily furnish-
ed with food. Spiritual ministration follow-
ed the physical.

The wearers of the C. E. pin are active in
moral reform. They fight for better Sunday
observance, for the temperance cause and
for civil righteousness. Their efforts meet
with success too, and that, very generally,
in a marked degree. There are missionaries
not a few now working in the foreigp field
who derive their support in whole or in great
measure from the Christian Endeavor socie-
ties at home., Their missionary motto is
“go or send ” ** for Christ and the Church.”

A society in Truro holds regularly a prayer-
meeting at Johnson’s Crossing, an outlying
portion of the congregation; visits the jail
and kindly ministers to the spiritual wants
of the prisoners; and supplies two barber
shops with fresh reading matter.

The members of a Chinese society denied
themselves meat and flour for two weeks in
ordér to save money for famine sufferers;
such is their sense of duty. Another society
in China recently sent a contribution to the
home mission enterprise in America! Surely
this is an application of the law of vice versa.

Britain in the Pacifle.

Concurrently with the quiet pushing ahead
of the Imperial fortifications at Esquimalt,
comes the intelligence that the efforts to keep
open the harbor of Vladivostocky the great
naval station of Russia on the Pacific, by
means of the ice breakers Silatch have again
ended by disappointment, owing to the sec-
ond break-down to the Silatch. As a conse-
quence the Russian steamer which wished
to land some railway material there has re-
turned to a Japanese harbor to wait for
climatic reinforcements. In time, St. Peters-
burg will be able to cemmunicate with
Vladivostock by rail, but this will not avail
much in the event of war if the Russian
Pacific fleet is either icebound in the harbor
or ice barred out from its base of supplies.
With an abundance of coal at Esquimalt—
some of it smokeless—well protected against
sudden attack, it would seem as if the Brit-
ish navy must be as certain of supremacy on
the Pacific as on the Atlantic or the Medi-
terranean. Even though Russiashould build
a fleet, the severity of the winter at Vladivo-
stock would plainly handicap it fatally dur-
ing any lengthy operations, and Russia is the
only warlike power likely to dispute ‘ the
sea of peace” with the nation whose naval
supremacy is to-day the best guarantee of a
world of peace. This circumstance should
bring comfort to General Roberts, who fears
that the army in India must be augmented
if the natives are to be kept loyal. AsCapt.
Mahan showed in his recent work on the
value of naval power, the people that have
commanded the sea have eventually won in
most of world’s conflicts. The armies of
Carthage overpowered those of Rome and

eld a footing in Italy; but Rome was
mistress of the Mediterranean and finally
tired out an antagonist which must send its
troops to the seat of war via the Alps.

To-day, Russia is the only power Britain
need guard against in Northern India; and
there are Alps for her to cross too. Still as
prevention is usually less costly than cure,
it will pay Britain to take General Roberts’
advice and keep the supremacy of her Indian
army manifest to all observers.

As for Canada, whom wise people some-
times try to frighten with the threat that
she will be drawn calamitously into Imperial
wars, it cannot but be an assuring comfort to
her to know that the Empire to which she
belongs absolutely dominates the two oceans
that wash her shores on either side; and, as
a further guarantee to her safety, that this
domination depends largely upon the success-
ful protection of her harbors at Halifax and
Esquimalt..-— Montreal Star.

Valparaizo, March 7.—Barque Latona of
St John, N. B., Tingley, from Junin for New
York which put in here March 5in distress,
reports sustained serious damage on the voy-
age; 26 days after leaving Junin, on Feb. 28,
in lat. 40 S. lon. 89 W. encountered terrific
weather, shipping heavy seas, causing the
vessel to spring a leak, during which the
main and mizzentopmasts were carried away,
together with all the sails, yards and all the
masts above them, sprung mizzenmast and
rudder head. On account of the leakage and
loss the captain steered for Valparaiso for
repairs, and after 8 days succeeded in reach-
ing port and was towed in.

In the course of his budget speech, Mr.
Foster, minister of finance, comparing the
trade and commerce of Canada during the
fiscal year 1892-3, with that of previous
years and with those of other countries,
said:

¢ The trade and commerce of the country
(Canada) showed not only well comparative-
ly to itself in preceding years, but exceed-
ingly well relating to the experience of other
countries. The Australian colonies in their
trade ran down by the hundreds of thousands;
British commerce decreased in 1892-3 as
compared with the preceding year to the
extent of $133,289,644, and her exports de-
creased to the extent of $41,678,026. Freuch
commerce declined $97,811,239, her exports
declining $49,883,914 of that amount. The
United States trade fell off $133,182,229, the
exports being in that amount $68,499,544.
With this record of decrease and decadence
in trade, it is pleasing to contrast Canada’s
experience, which shows an increase of trade
of $11,183,431 and an increase of exports of
home products of $8,459,344.”

AS OTHERS SEE US.

Some of the late British delegates to Can-
ada have just issued their opinions of this
country as follows:—Mr. Joseph Swmith—
“The various advautages of settling in Can-
ada are: Firstly, it is part of the British
Empire, and under British'laws and regula-
tions. Secondly, the people speak our own
language, and are our own relations. Third-
ly, it means building up our great Empire.
Fourthly, Canada has a great future before
it, and with its stalwart sons has an import-
ant part to play in the Empire. Fifthly, it
is a place where little is thought of wealth,
and more of men and character. Sixthly, a
man can get on with much less capital, and
make a living for himself and family with
less risk and anxiety than elsewhere.”

Mr. T. Pitt.—* Were I migrating to any
part of Britain or Greater Britain, there is
none I would prefer to Canada, where you
can live on half the income with similar sor-
roundings.”

Mr. A. J. Davis—* To anyone who is get-
ting a fair living here I would say, don’t
emigrate. To the great army of English
farmers’ sons I believe Canada offers, as a
field of settlement, many advantages.”

Mr: W. H. Dempster—** We were unani-
mously of the opinion that Canada is a great
but undeveloped country, with unbounded
wealth both in minerals and agriculiure. It
undoubtedly has a great future before it.
Many thousands of families who are striving
against the tide of fortune in Great Britain
will obtain in Canada what they never can
expect to where they are—viz., the privilege
of being their own landlords, with as I have
before said, the law and liberty of the Old
Country.”

A Mile a Minute on the Sea.
A Welsh engineer has prepared designs
for a vessel which he claims will attain a
speed of sixty miles an hour. His proposed
vessel is flat {otwmed, 550 feet long, 50 feet
in width, wedge shaped at each end for 100
feet of her length, with a displacement of
some 14,600 tons. Such a vessel, fitted with
sixteen paddle wheels, driven at 170 revolu-
tions a minute, this sanguine inventor be-
lieves would be propelled through the water
at the [rate of sixty miles an hour. This
would be breaking the record with a ven-
i , for the L ia, which has just
psed all previous performances, averaged
barely twenty-two miles an hour. The six-
teen paddle wheels of the proposed express
r steamer would be placed eight on
each side, one behind the otEer in a wager
channel running fore and aft just above the
ship’s bottom. They are of a fuliar con-
struction, the paddle always maintaining a
perpendicular position, and always entering
leaving the water at exactly the same
point.

To the Editor of the Monitor:

Dear Sir,—I wish to ask such of the
readers of the Mox1TOR as will olunteer me
the information, & question which bas been
troubling the heads- and prestmably the
hearts—of the good church members all
around here this winter. . Not tostir up dis-
cussion but in a purely inquiring spirit I ask
—where and what is the harm in dancing?
A numberof young animals—sup lambs—
meet and frolic on the green. In pure exuber-
ance of spirits and excess of animal life, th:{
skip and leap, performing figures more intri-
cate and graceful than those used in any
dance. When the world was young, in the
good old bible days, the young men and
maidens sang and danced together for very
joy. The world was fresh and beautiful, the
young blood coursed richly through their
veins, and in light springing movements they
kept time to the songs their hearts sang.
Even now when the earth is growing old and
weary with wickedness and misery, every
year the wonderful mystery of the spring-
tide brings again to thoughtful eyes a glimpse
of its youth. Our young people of to-day
are the same beings as the Jewish youths and
maidens, filled with the same rhythm and
melody, yet people sanction the dancing of
the lambs and forbid nature taking its course
in those who are but young animals of a
different growth. Of course I am not advo-
cating the public dance hall, or any place
where fast dances are kept up until ““after
the break of morn,” but am merely showing
why I fail to see harm in any games where
the feet step around blithely in time to musie,
either vocal or instrumental; or in the square
dances whose graceful figures please the eye,
and exhilarate the pulses of youth. And
then there is another aspect to the case. I
have seen men—good staunch church mem-
bers, and others who are as loud in denunci-
ation of dancing as if they were—to bitterly
condemn dancing, but they would spend a
long evening playing *‘ Copenhagen” and
talking about their neighbours, and the next
day drive their oxen to the woods, pile on a
load of twenty hundred when the animals
had only a pulling capacity of twelve hun-
dred, and then cruelly beat the dumb brutes
until goaded by pain the poor beasts rush
forward; and up and down hills, over rough
places and smooth, the load is safely drawn
to its destination; while as its driver walks
behind he complacently thinks of the fine
exhortation he gave in prayer meeting the
day before and smiles wreathe his counten-
ance as he fondly thinks what a hit he made
when they pleaded with even  the vilest
dancer to return.” And worst of all—al-
though I hope such cases are few—there are
some animals maimed and deformed, their
injuries dumbly crying out-for the rocks and
stones to shield them from themodern Pharoh
who in a fit of senseless rage inflicted such
saffering upon them, and now arrayed in a
robe of spotless reputation loudly inveighs
against dancing. Verily ‘‘let him who is
without sin cast the first stone.” And then
again,—does the little strip along the bay
shore from Hampton to Phinney’s Cove em-
brace all the salt of the earth? Oatside in
the valley and farther up and down the
shore, moderate dancing is counted an inno-
cent amusement. There must surely be some
good people among all this number,’else had
these places shared the fate of Sodom and
Gomorrah, and if they do sink, woe betide
the inhabitants of this narrow strip of coun-
try, who have been looking so intently at
these workers of iniquity, though it was only
for criticism. Remember Lot’s wife. If any
thinker will kindly throw a little more light
upon this subject it will be gladly welcomed

Grafts and Stoeks.

1n horticultural investigation in this coun-
try elaborate efforts have been made to as-
certain the influence which soil and climate
<have upon fruit trees. These investigations
have been carried so far that we are enabled
better than ever before in the history of fruit
culture to decide what manures and fertili-
zers to apply to our trees when growing on
certain soils. We know also in what - clim-
 ate the va lous sorts of apple, pear, peach
and plum trees do the best, and where their
onltivation is not consistent with good farm-
.ing. All of this is of inestimable value to

| the grower, and one cannot expect to suc-

ceed in frait ing without some know-
ledge of this :&ot.

But the point which has been largely neg-
lected is the relations existing between
graft and stock. When we consider that
nine-tenths nearly of our fruits are grown
from grafted trees, and not from seedling
stock, we must realize the importance of this
question. The graft generally predominates
vitality when grown to seedling stock, but
it does not follow that tho.stock does not
influence at all the fruits of the graft.
Formerly the chief idea of the stock was
that it furnished a large tree on which to
make grafts of superior fruit grow, and the
larger the stock the better it was for the
purpose. Now from experience we are taught
the older and larger the seedling stock is the
more influence it has upon the the fruit of
the graft, and the stock that is so young
(hat it has never produced fruits will leave
hardly any trace of its influence upon the
fruits.

In our markets we have this illustrated in
our Baldwins, Greenings, Northern Spy,
Russets and other varieties of apples. They
do not run evenly, and some of them have
been changed so from the original and typi-
cal varieties that one is half inclined not to
believe that it belongs to that sort. It isnot
simply a question of size, but one of color,
shape and flavor, and general appearance.
Baldwins grafted on a strong, sturdy Green-
ing will partake more of the greenish color
of the latter than is common with the typi-
cal Baldwin. There is no doubt but the
stock has so influenced the graft that it has
lost part of its qualities. The same is true
in graftiog the Greening on the Baldwin.
We get a more highly colored Greening,
provided the stock is an old, strong tree,
full of vitality and life.

The Time for Planting Corn.

Some farmers are of the opinion that corn
should be planted early. Others arguesthat
it will do betcer planted late. The truth is
that in this, as in everything else, extremes
should be avoided. The terms early and
late are indefinite terms, owiog to the var-
iations of seasons. What would be early
one season may be late another. Two ex-
tremes should be avoided in planting corn.
One is planting it so early that there is dan-
ger of it being nipped with the frost, so that
the portion above ground will wither; the
other extreme to be avoided is planting it so
late that it will be caught by autumn frosts
before it is ripe. But in northerly latitudes
it may not be possible to avoid both of these
extremes.

Corn should not be planted in the spring
until the ground hus become warm nor un-
til the weather has become settled and warm.
If a thermometer buried just below the sur-
face of the ground for a few hours rises as

the ground is warm enough to receive the
corn. It may be that sometimes a warm
spell of weather will come before the normal
season for planting corn. We should re-
frain from planting our corn then, for cold
weather will certainly follow. On the other
hand, when the normal time comes for plant-
ing corn, and the weather remains cold, we
should defer planting, for the cold weather
will hinder its progress, so that in some in-
stances the seed corn will rot in ground.

is gone before planting, even though the
time should seem lite. The later planted
corn will do better than that which has lain
in the ground some time before it sprouted,;
or than that which started very slowly.

Kernels.

Improved farms and improved farmers
generally belong together.

The Southern Farmer hits the nail on the
head when it says: Every butter maker who
makes the best butter increases the consump-
tion of butter and that mnakes better prices.
The way to inaugurate a reform is to begio
with ourselves.

Potash for Fruit Trees.

Potash is useful to fruit trees at any state
of growth. It isone of the principal ele-
ments entering into the growth of the tree,
and its effect upon the foliage and upon the
general vigor of the orchard may be readlily
discerned. We have found it useful in ap-
plying it to pear trees in increasing their
productiveness, as well as in increasing the
size and excellence of the fruit. It is of
more benefit on light soils than on heavy
soils.

—Many of our farmers have been helped
to pull through by the good wife and her
floek of poultry. At the grocery stores
where farmers deal I notice many of the liv-
ing necessaries as well as the comforts of life
are paid for largely in eggs and poultry.

Wood ashes wherever made should be
preserved. They are rich as a fertilizer, and
valuablein the garden, and for corn and
wheat as well, and the value of a liberal ap-
plication of them will be scen for years.
Keep covered until ready to apply them to
the land, so they will not leach.

Measuring a Room.

In a catalogue recently issued by Kayser
& Allman the following rules are given for
the measurement of rooms to determine the

exact amount of paper required to cover its
surfaces.

As most paper when trimmed is cighteen
inches wide and twenty four feet to a single
piece, a picce will contain thiry-six rquare
eer.
