The council of the British Empire Trade 
League has cabled Laurier expressing grail* 
tude on the part of the British race at the 
inauguration of preferential trade.

It has been computed that during the 
American Civil War one man in every thir­
teen died of disease, or proportionately five 
times as many as were killed in action.

Spanish official statistics show that the 
colonial wars from March, 1895, to August, 
1898, have cost Spain over $400,000,000 in 
money, and the lives of 100,000 soldiers.

It is reported that Hawaii has agreed to 
pay Japan £40,000 sterling in settlement of 
the dispute which arose out of the exclusion 
of Japanese emigrants from the Hawaiian Is­
lands.

The recent defeat of Congressman Bailey, 
who opposed the imperialist planks of the 
Texas Democratic platform, is taken as 
sounding the death knell of Bryanism in that 
State.

Irani * Spring + Opening From the time when palaeolithic man 
first drew the rude outline of an animal on a 
mammoth’s tusk, ivory has always been a 
favorite material for the artist to work upon. 
Toe Egyptians and Assyrians used it exten­
sively for making ornaments, and among the 
Greeks some of the masterpieces of sculpture 
ware wrought in ivory. Fashion has indeed 
brought about a change in this respect, and 
ivory is not now so much used in art ; but 
for more prosaic purposes it is still in great 
demand, and in the manufacture of billiard 
balls alone thousands of tusks are used an­
nually. Indeed, the demand for ivory is 
constantly increasing, and unless legislation 
interferes to put a stop to the wholesale 
slaughter of elephants they must soon be­
come extinct.

The world’s annual consumption is esti­
mated at something like 1,500,000 pounds, 
valued at $4,500,000, and to supply this a 
mount 70,000 elephants must be killed. 
The consumption in Sheffield alone requires 
the annual slaughter of 22,000 animals. 
Africa supplies the great bulk of ivory, the 
Indian wild elephant having become so 
scarce of late years that India is now o 
bliged to import a considerable quantity of 
ivory. A vast amount of fossil ivory is also 
exported from Eastern Siberia to various 
countries, chiefly to the continent, where 
it is more highly esteemed than in England.

Africa, then, remains the happy hunting 
ground for the ivory collector. African ivory, 
too, fetches a higher price than any other, 
being denser in texture susceptible of a high­
er polish, and not so liable to turn yellow 
when exposed to the light as the Indian 
kind. In Africa itself the quality is found 
to vary greatly, the rule being that the 
warmer the region the finer is the ivory 
found there. The finest tusks, however, 
are generally met with at some distance from 
the Equator. The finest pair of tusks ever 
brought to Europe came from Uganda, and 
are valued at $940. Tusks of anything like 
these dimensions are, however, very rare, 
and are difficult to procure from the natives, 
who value them highly, and use them for 
door posts, especially in their temples. The 
teeth of a full-grown “ tusker ” seldom meas­
ure over six feet, and weigh from one to two 
hundred pounds. The tusk is usually solid 
lor about half its length the base being quite 
thin, and therefore of little use for commer­
cial purposes. Only from the upper portion 
of the tusk can billiard balls and the bulkier 
articles be made.

The longest tusk known came from Tabora, 
East Africa, and is 94 feet long and weighs 
97 pounds.

1897.Thursday, Aug. 25th ♦—The various trade organizations of the 
United States, so far as reported, are ap 
patently much in favor of free trade rela­
tions with Canada and are bringing their 
influence to bear on the United States com­
mission appointed for the Quebec confer­
ence, to induce them to favor the project. 
Canada is undoubtedly willing to arrange a 
fairer and broader basis of reciprocal trade, 
and there is a probability that the long 
looked for “ free trade ” may result. There 
is no use, however, in being too sanguine that 
the hoped for change is at hand. The 
trade organizations of the Republic may not 
hold the key to the situation. United 
States tradesmen and manufacturers, we 
take it, have all along been in favor of free 
trades, but the farmers have held different 
views. In Canada the farmers are willing 
to take their chances across a levelled cus­
toms barrier, but the manufacturers are 
not. Directly opposite conditions prevail in 
the two countries. In the one the manu­
facturers are so thoroughly established that 
they do not fear competition in their home 
market, especially from a weak rival, and 
are anxious to gain access to the Canadian 
market. In Canada the manufacturers have 
hitherto been practically confined to a mar­
ket of four million people, and with their 
business governed by the demands of that 
limited market they do not feel equal to the 
task of holding what they have against 
manufacturers who are prepared to cater to 
seventy millions of people and, under free 
trade or reciprocity in manufactures could en­
ter the new market with superior facilities for 
increased trade and probably control it. On 
theother hand, the United States farmer has a 
good thing in his market of seventy millions 
and fears competition from his Canadian 
cousins who have unlimited acres of fertile

London, Aug. 12.—The mon ing papers 
express the growing indignation of the 
country with the position of affairs in China. 
The Daily Graphic says:—“ If this state of 
things continues, the guns will go off them­
selves.”

The Shanghai correspondent os the Daily 
Mail, who professes to divulge the terms of 
a long existing secret treaty between China 
and Russia, says:—“It is nothing less than 
an offensive alliance. China undertakes to 
regard Russia aa having a preponderating 
influence in all questions of commercial and 
international politics, while Russia will 
support China against all “open door” de­
mands. Russia furnishes China internation­
al development and China grants Russia 
preferential rates in certain areas, and rail­
ways built in the joint interests of the two 
countries will be under Russia’s practical 
control.

Russia will assist China in developing her 
military and naval forces, and China 
co operate with Russia as an ally. This 
treaty lyts been in abeyance since Li Hung 
Chang visited the Czar. That it has be- 

operative at the present moment in 
respect to the l’ekin Han-How and Niu- 
Chang contracts is evident.”

The French press comments gleefully 
upon the situation; and the newspapers at 
Berlin and Vienna are at no pains to hide 
their satisfaction at the discomfiture of Great 
Britain. Thu coutinential press regards the 
project of an Anglo-American alliance as 
chimerical. These journals consider that 
the United States have, had enough of 
for the present and will not care to give 
Great Britain anything more than moral 
support in the event of war. Therefore, 
they argue England is not likely to pick a 
quarrel with Russia, but will content her­
self with seeking compensation elsewhere.

New York, Aug. 12. —Right Hon. Sir 
William Marriot, the British Privy Coun­
cillor, who arrived here to day at a concert 
given on board the steamship Campania dur­
ing the voyage, expressed his views regard­
ing an alliance between the United States 
and of the trouble between this country and 
Russia. “ We don’t want an alliance,” said 
Sir William, “but what we do want is a 
good understanding between the two nations. 
England is anxious to avoid a war with the 
United States, as the two countries are 
Anglo-Saxon. Whatever differences may 
occur between them should be settled by ar­
bitration. England and America with a 
good understanding between them could defy 
the world. There is a strong probability 
that England and Russia will^oon go to war. 
It has been brewing for a long limé and must 
come. It has simply been delayed by the 
kinship existing between the royal families 
of these countries. Russia will not tight 
quite as hard as England when the crash 
occurs.”

The conditions are the same as those 
proposed by President McKinley. Sen or 
Sagas ta has cabled M. Gambon an authoriza­
tion to sign the protocol, to which the Queen 
Regent had already given assent. The cabi 
net council also discussed the instructions 
t> be given the Spanish ministers for the 
negotiations of peace. The question of the 
Philippines will be the chief points for con­
sideration, and on this the precise internions 
of the American government are not known.

‘ The impression prevails here, however, 
that the powers will not regard the question 
of the Philippines with the same passivity 
as they showed toward Cuba and Puerto 
Rico. The American and Spanish delegates 
will meet immediately in Paris, the cabinet 
at Washington urging expedition.”

Washington, Aug. 12 —The p?act protocol 
signed at 4.23 pro\i h a :

1—That Spain will relit quieh all claim of 
sovereignty and title to Cuba.

2 —That Porto Rico and other Spanish is­
lands and au island in the Ladronea, to be 
selected by the United States, shall be ceded 
to the latter.

3. —That the United StaNs will occupy 
and hold the ci y, biy and hurb'-r oi Manila, 
pending the c .nclu-ion of a tira > of peace 
which shall de’i rmine the c m rol, disposition 
and government ot • h< l'itr lupines.

4. —That Cuba Lr o Rico and other 
Spanish islands in the West Indies shall, be 
immediately evacuated and that commission­
ers, to be appointed within ten days, shall, 
within thirty days from the signing of the 
protocol, meet at Havana and San Juan 
respectively, to arrange and execute the de­
tails of the evacuation.

5. —That the United States and Spain will 
each appoint not more than five commission­
ers to negotiate and conclude a treaty of 
peace. The commissioners are to meet at 
Paris not later than the first of October.

6. —On the signing of the protocol hostil­
ities will be suspended, and notice to that 
effect will be given as soon as possible by 
each government to the commanders of its 
military and naval forces.

Administration of Cuba.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 11. —Plans for 
the temporary government of Cuba and the 
territory which will be acquired from Spain 

result of the war. are now under serious 
consideration by the President and members 
of the Cabinet. Porto Rico, as an aptual 
acquisition to the territory of the United 
S-.utes, will be placed in charge of a military 
governor who will exercise a supervision of 
all of the functions of government under the 
direction of the President, until Congress 
shall determine upon a permanent form of 
government for the island. The President 
under the constitution and laws has no auth 
ority to go beyond this preliminary or tern 
porary stage in the establishment ti any 
system of governmental control, and al­
though it is altogether probable that in his 
message to Congress on the subject he will 
exercise his constitutional privilege of mak­
ing recommendations, upon Congress alone 
will devolve the responsibility aud duty of 
determining the character of the political 
relations which Puerto Rico shall perman­
ently bear to the United States. There are

Much interest has been aroused in the 
county of Kings by the discovery of a vein 
of anthracite in the parish of Norton. It 
comes to the surface on the side of a hill and 
is about two feet in thickness. There are 
also indications of a much larger vein beneath 
the one which crops out. A St. John gen­
tleman, who has been in the locality, brought 
some specimens of this coal to the city the 
other day, which he had taken from the vein 
with his own hands. The coal is apparently 
of a high grade and resembles the best quality 
of Pennsylvania anthracite. It has been 
analyzed by an expert in the United States, 
and the report on it is so satisfactory that 
the company which owns the area proposes 
to sink a shaft and if a sufficient quantity is 
found will open a mine. The whole business 
is in the hands of an American company 
which has quietly bought up all the land in 
which the coal is deposited.—Si.

Tacoma, Washington, Aug. 13. —The Ori- 
eutal steamer Victoria, which has arrived 
here, brings the following oriental advices :

The inhabitants of Wuchow are in a state 
of terror over the uprising in southern China, 
and are sending their women away with 
valuables. The rebels have defeated the 
imperial troops, inflicting heavy losses, 
placed in some quarters as high as 1,500. 
The chiefs of the rebellion claim they are 
freeing the people from the Manchu dynasty, 
which has ruled over them for upwards of 
25 years, 
alliance with the black flag chief.

Several versions of the trouble are given, 
a Chinese version being that in one of the 
villages of the Yung district, where 
third tf the populace were Catholics and the 
other Pagans, the Catholics attempted to 
convert the ancestral hall of the village into 
a Catholic church. The pagans objected 
and a fight ensued, in which the Christians 

worsted. The native magistrate, 
Korn, sided with the Catholics to avoid,, 
foreign complications. He was seized by 
the opposition, carried into the mountains 
and murdered.

Fighting in Uganda.

Canadian Finances for July.

Ottawa, Aug. 11.- The financial state- 
for July, first month of the fiscal year, 

has been prepared at the Finance Depart­
ment. The revenue was 8918,198, as com­
pared with £844,706 for the same month last 
year. The customs revenue in this calcula­
tion is £160,503, which does really not take 
into account any of the July collections for 
which the returns so far show £2,436.691, 
The excise revenue so far received shows 
£941,000 as against £303,000 during July, 
1897. The capital expenditure for July was 
£683,659, as against £301,955, for July ’97.

The commerce of these islands has been 
estimated by some authorities at $50,000,000 
a year, but it is probably much greater, the 
chief exports being sugar, tobacco and hemp. 
Of Manila cigars the yearly product is 
eral hundred million, one factory alone em­
ploying 10,000 hands, and of Manila hemp 
the yearly product is probably *200,000 tons. 
One factory in Manila produces 40,000,000 
cigarettes in a single year.

The imports are also of enormous value. 
The United States sends the Philippines 
chiefly kerosene oil and flour, while Eng­
land, Germany and France sell them print 
cloths, white drilling, hardware, tanned 
goods, etc. There are other large towns in 
the islands, but most of the imports arc 
landed at Manila and are shipped to them 
by local steamers. One company alone has 
27 81earners engaged in local and coastwise 
trade, their ships ranging in size from 500 
to 11,000 tons.

The preparation of the seed bed in grow 
ing an onion crop is pronounced by The 
American Cultivator as of greatest impor 

According to this authority, the 
bed should be tine and mellow at the sur­
face, but ought not to be deep. This condi­
tion is best secured by fall plowing land that 
has been already plowed and cultivated with 
some hoed crop to lessen the weed seeds in 
the soil. A crop of potatoes is the best to 
precede onions. Corn is objectionable be- 

the stubs of corn butts w'hen plowed 
under do not decay rapidly and will remain 
under the furrow next year, letting in air 
and making the bottom of the furrow too 
loose. For the same reason sod laud should 
not be plowed for onions. It is best to leave 
the soil slightly rough after the fall plowing, 
but not in ridges, as the breaking down of 
these will make the mellow soil too deep. 
So soon as the ground is dry enough harrow 
and roll this surface so as to compact it 
while mellowing R. Mark the rows straight, 
making them an inch deep. Then roll a 
short roller over the drill mark, packing the 
soil over the seed. If the onion seed is 
soaked so that it is nearly ready to sprout, 
the young onions will be up, so as to see the

by her large hearty girth, but by her strong 
navel development. The well-bred Tam 
worth is a brainy animal. This is shown 
by her long, lean and smallish head, and her 
bright, prominent, protruding eye. liy 
reason of her highly nervous organism, she 
is as susceptible to kind or abusive treat­
ment as is the gentle, kittenish Jersey.

To thoroughly clean the skin a good clean- 
oil is necessary, but that may be made at 
home at trilling expense, and then one has 
the satisfaction of knowing what it contains. 
Gc-t the druggist to give you two ounces of 
oil of sweet almonds, four drops of oil of bit­
ter almonds, one tabkspoonfu! of camphor 
water and four ounces of white wax. Put 
this in a dish set in a basin of boiling water 
and stir until the wax is melted. Add one- 
fourth of a teaspoonful of salt, then beat it 
until it becomes cold. It will take about an 
hour and should be smooth like salve. If 
not beaten it has a grain and is not so good.

Sponge Iff : he face with clear, warm water, 
then apply this oil, rubbing it in with the 
tips of the fingers, then with a moderately 
coarse towel proceed to rub it off. If you 
do it hard enough the towel will be quite 
black. This oil may be used at any time, 
but it is better to use it at night, following 
witfi the hot water, without soap. This 
cleaning oil does what the soap cannot do.—

All animals except man cat before sleeping, 
and there is no reason why man should form 
au exception to the rule. Fasting during the 
long interval between supper and breakfast, 
especially the complete emptiness of the 
stomach during sleep, adds greatly to the 
amount of emaciation, eleepcessness and 
general weakness so often met with. It is 
well known that in the body there is a per­
petual disintegration of tissue, sleeping or 
waking. It is, therefore, natural to believe 
that the supply of nourishment should be 
somewhat continuous, especially in those in 
whom the vitality is lowered.

Aa bodily exercise is suspended during 
sleep, with wear and tear correspondingly 
diminished, while digestion, assimilation and 
nutritive activity continue as usual, the food 
furnished during this period adds more than 
is destroyed and increased weight and im­
proved general vigor are the result. Tf the 
weakly, the emaciated and the sleepless were 
to take nightly a light meal of simple nutri­
tive food before going to bed for a prolonged 
period, they would be raised to a better 
standard of health. — Exchaage.

Four Trips a Week.Cutting Back Young Trees.

Those who are planting trees obtained 
from agents or nurserymen should remember 
that these trees, in all cases, should be very 
sharply cut back. As a rule remove all 
limbs, or at least leave but two or three 
stubs at the top. While cutting these, leave 
the last bud pointing outward, in the direc 
lion that you wish the limb to take when 
grown. As the tree begins to start its buds, 
be careful to rub out all that start on the 
body of the tree, allowing it to put its full 
force into those buds you have specially re 
served. A tree planted w ith a lot of bruised 
and broken limbs will waste its growth for 
the first year, if it survives at all. I know 
of orchards which have been planted for five 
or six years, and having had no attention or 
direction as to growth, might as well be cut­
up now and burned. Use a sharp knife, cut 
smoothly and cut freely.

—The king of butter makers is Obediah 
Sands, and he lives in Chicago. He owns 
eighty creameries, and controls the output 
of as many more. About 120,000 cows, 
distributed over 6,000 farms, contribute the 
milk for these creameries, and 4000 teams 
are employed in collecting it. The annual 
product amounts to 14,000,000 pounds, and 
its average yearly value is $2,500,000. It 
takes twenty carloads of salt to season this 
butter and 125 carloads of tuba each year to 
pack it ready for shipment. Mr. Sands is 
probably the largest producer of butter in 
the world.

VPearls.

Pearls, the costly product of the pearl fish 
of the Persian golf, are obtained from the 
bed of the sea by divers, who bring up as 
many of the oysterlike shells as they can and 
then place them in heaps on the shore covered 
with sand. They are left for several days 
while the fish decay and the shells open, after 
which the sand is sifted and the pearls found. 
They are then cleansed and polished. The 
value of the pearl depends on its size, round­
ness, color and brightness. The most re­
nowned pearls were the two which formed 
Cleopatra’s earrings, one of which she dis­
solved in a goblet of vinegar and drank to 
the health of her guest, Mark Antony.

The remaining pearl became the property 
of the Emperor Augustus, who had it cut in 
two for earrings for his daughter Julia. An­
other historic pearl records a similar att of 
extravagance nearer our own time. It is said 
that at a banquet given to Queen Elizabeth 
on the opening of the Royal Exchange, Sir 
Thomas Gresham ground a precious pearl to 
powder and crank it in a goblet of wine to 
the health of his royal guest.—Chicago News.
