OLD SHIPS MUST
NOW BE SCRAPPED

This 1s Declared to be the Only Solu-
tion of the Present Difficulties
Arising Out of Surplus
Tonnage,

New York.—Next to the reduction
of the world's navies, the cutting
down of the world’s merchant ship-
ping is admitted to be one of the most
urgent needs of the present time,
nearly half of the existing vessels
having been tied up for want of cargo.
The United States Shipping Board has
hundreds of steamers on its hands
for which employment ' cannot be
found, while shipowners in other
lands are facing a similar condition.

So acute has the situation become
that it has even been proposed that
each Maritime nation should agree
to scuttle a specified quota of its idle
ships, chiefly the older and less ser-
viceable vessels, the shipowners re-
ceiving a certain amount of compen-
sation from their governments.

This subject was discussed at some
length last week by J. W. Clark,
General Manager of the Royal Mail
Steam Packet Company, the oldest
and largest British shipping organ-
ization, who is returning to England
after spending two weeks in New
York. In speaking of the large fleets
of idle vessels now rusting at their
piers in England, France, Japan and
other countries, Mr. Clark comment-
ed on a recent proposal that an in-
ternational conference should be ecall-
ed with the object of reaching an
agreement in regard to the scrapping
of wuseless tonnage. He expressed
opinion that such a solution of the

“One indication of better condi-
tions,’ 'said Mr. Clark, “has been the
success of the Royal Mail’s trans-
Atlantic service, which was establish-
ed about a year ago. Owing to the
increase of business it has been
necessary to put on more vessels and
early next year we expect to have
weekly sailings from New York to
Cherbourg, Southampton and Ham-
burg instead of fortnightly, as at
present. At that time two large
steamers, the Oreca and Ohio, now
approaching completion, will be ad-
ded to the service.”

JACK PINE (COMES BACK

Many travellers along the lines of
the Transcontinental. Railway be-
tween -North Bay and Lake of the
Woods, have been struck by the evi-
dence of forest fire devastation and
the iteresting phenomenon of fhe
regrowth of Jack Pine. The Canad-
ian Forestry Association has provid-
ed the following explanation:

“One of the main reasons that this
section has been so seriously burned
over is that the soil is nearly all
gravel and consequently contains
moisture to offset the tendency for
five to run during any dry season.
The result has been enormous forest
fires which passed repeatedly over
the same area after new growth had
been established. Young and old
Jack Pine burn very rapidly and at
the -same time recuperates very
quickly immeciately after any fire
provided the fire has not burned the
seed or the roots. Forest Engineers
appear to be agreed that Jack,K Pine
will be almost as valuable in a few
years from now as spruce is to-day,

TWO QUEENS OF THE SEA

It was a dramatic sight that the
port of New York“saw on Tuesday
when the Majestic, newest and great-
est of the liners, passed cn herf first
trip to Quarantine the Mauretania,
outward bound. The new queen saw
the old and both “saluted. The old
queen, we say, although it seems a
short time since the Mauretania and
her ill starred sister, the Lusitania,
were among the sights which every
visitor in New York went to see. It
is fifteen years, however, since the
Mauretania made her first trip and
it is twelve years since she ran from
New York to Queenstown in the re-
cord time of four ten hours
and forty-one minutes. 7

The famous Cunarder is no longer
the biggest of ships, for she is sur-
passed in length by the Majestic, the
Leviathan, the Berengaria, the Olym-
pic, and the -Aquitania. fu; so far
she has had. the foot of them all
None has surpassed that voyage re-
cord of 1910. It is thought that the
Majestic may do better when her
‘machinery has been well worked in.
The average speed of her maiden run
was less than twenty-three knots and
her best spurts sent her along at
twenty-five and three-quarters knots
—a record for a first voyage. The
Mauretania made an average speed
{of 26.06 knots in her record break-
ing trip a dozen years ago.

If the Majestic should hang up a
new Atlantic record it will be because
of her tremendous horse-power and
not because of a driving ambition
on the part of her owners or her

days,

built for ccmfort and safety rather
than for swiftness. In the last gen-
eration the time for crossfhg ihe At-
lantic has been reduced from the six-
day voyage of the Etruria in 1888 tc
the four and one-half day trip ot
the Mauretania. goers not
ask more speed than the biggest lin-
ers now afferd.

| Should the Majeseic set new
trans-Atlantic mark the Mauretania
will put aside the crown of speed
with heonor, for she has held it longer
than any other ship of the last seventy
years.—New York Herald.
