difficulty could have been avoided had
cnly some “ear: takin in regard to
the child’s diet; and this is the rule
which can be too = often repeated:
Find oul what disagrees with = your
child, and have the courage to for-
| bid such diet. ?

So much for the convulgions. The
next cause for anxiety is the colic,
which often makes night hideous for
many a father and mother, and makes
also, of the child, who ought to be
the joy of the houss, a trouble and
!care When a baby, apparently in
perfect health, wakes from sleep with
wild cries, the first thought of the
mother is: ‘‘Surely baby is hungry:"”
and her first impulse: is to supply
needel” nourishment. I would most

| Baby may be thirsty, therefore give
hima darink, Baby may be cold,
warm his feet and bowels. But il
these simple remedies do not avail,
then unbutton his clothing and lcox

at his abdomen, and if you havea
case of coiic, you will see a swollen
and sometimes knotted condition of
the intesiines underneath the sabdom-
inal wails. This kpnotled condition is
due to the accumulation of gas, caus-
ed by jmpcrfect digestion, and as the
band presses on the abdomen the pain
is relieved.

Baby naturally draws his legs up
when in pain; then, because this gives
bim no comfort, he sticks them out
again; and also kicks, end throws
aimseH abhout, and emits short, sharp
piercing screams, gnd the little face
indicates extreme suffering. Hands
and feet may be very cold, and com-
mon sease would suggest that an ex-
tra heat should be appiied; so place
the baby on your lap, flat down on its
abdomen; let the toes come as near
as pcossible to the fire, rub the back
gently, placing the tips of the fngers
toward the gides, kneading the abdo-
men from behind toward the navel.

TO SAVE THIN STOCKINGS.

The ‘popularity of thin stockings,
which include iisle and silk, hag caus-
ed individuals and firmsto invent all
kinds of guards to make thess thin
stockings wearable. The woman who
indulges in them has added two or
three kindes of ‘harness to one pair of
stockings, but she makes by it in
the end, for her stockings last long-
er, and they do not show the large
darns, which are not attractive.

These conditions being fulfilled in
Bandwich, to Sandwich he came in
1834, accompanied by his wife, three
sons, five English servanis, and a
box of golden guineas so heavy two
men were required to lift it. Two
servants, man and wife, decided to
try farming, so Prince looked saboat
him, and finally purchased a beauti-
ful piece. of rolling . land, directly
behind Sandwich. He stocked the
farm with thoroughbred caftle import--
ed from Engladn, built a house, and
placed his retainers on the land. The
woman, however, was an expert cook,
and, tiring of country life, she and
her husband established themselves
in a hotel in Sandwich, where for
years their house was famous for old
English comfort and the excellence
of its dinners. ; :

Prinee then decided to occupy
Park Farm himself. He added two
large wings to the house, and turned
it into what he called a shooting-box.
He made the grounds beautiful with
hedges, gardens and miniature lakes,
he imported pheasants, peacecks and
swans, and placed deer and - other
game in the natural woods adjoining:
When he and his family were settled
in Park Farm his hospitality knew
no bounds; the house was soon filled
with sportsmen, and the stables with
Prince spent money
lavishly, ¢nd was never known to
refuse a loan nor take a note for
carity.
