A model for ns, for He has had our oxperiences. *In

im that sent Me and to finish His work " ; full of prayer,
‘“and in the morning, rising up a great whiloe before
day, He went out and departed into a desert place and
there prayed,” *‘and He went forward a littlo and prayed.
ed that if it were possible the hour might pass from Him ”;
forgiving, *‘till seventy times seven " ; eatholic, ** preach
the Guspel to every creature ”; full of love, *‘evon as Christ
loved the Church and gave Himself for it.”

‘Wa have scen His sprrit and weask, what is His mes-
sage 7 ‘' Jesus came into Galilee preaching the Gospel
of the Kingdom of God, and saying, ‘ropent ye and be-
lisve the Gospel.’"”

How does He proclaim it 7 with authority, ** and they
imwediately left their ships and their father and followed
Him,"” **for Ho spoke as one having authority, and not as
the Scribes ”'; with persuasivences, '* for great multitudes
followed Him," they said, ** all men seck for Thee,” ‘* and
stroightway many were gathered together,” ‘‘and all the
multitudes resorted unto Him. "

What methods does ho use 7 ** Without a parable spake
He not unto them " ; with tact, ** he that is without sin
among you lot him first cast n stone at her ”; with ques-
tion, ** why callust thou Mogood 17 with boldness, ** woe
unte you Scribes and Pharisces, hyprocrites.”

See now the extent of His authority, * all power is
given Mo in heaven and in earth, go ye therefore and
toach all nationy, baptuing them in the name of tho Father,
the.Son, and the I oly (%hnat. teacning them to observe
oll things whatsoever | have commanded you, and
lo, I am with you always even unto the end of the world.”
“I am Alpha and Owegn, the beginning and the end,
which is and which was and which is t come, the
Almighty.”

Beeing Him as we have seen Him, can we doubt His
succeas I For a moment look atit. ™' Lo, a great wul.
titude, which 5o man could number, of all nations and
kindreds and peoplo and tongues, stood bofors the throne
and before the Lxmb. .. . These are they which have
washed their robes nnd made them white in the blood of
the Lamb.” '*And they sing the song of Moses, the
servant of God, and the song of the Lamb, saying : ¢ Great
and marvelous nre thy works, Lord God Almi& ty ; just
and true are thy ways Thou king of saints.’” * The
Lamb shall overcomne thom, for I%n is [ord of lords and
King of kings.”

The model is bofore us. Shining through that model
aro His kuowlodyo, His purity, Hia sxpertenco and His
spirit. ‘' We have learnt something of this mesaage, and
of how Ho proclaims it. We have felt His power and
glanced at His success. Weo know that this is the work
of no nmateur, but that the master-hand hath wrought it
and we accopt it as our model.

God's Promises our Encouragements.*

As we go in and out smong theso people of India, and
become better acquainted with thom and their morals,
we see so mauch sin and shame, doceit and uncleanneas ;
we soe the people so dead to things spiritual, so alive to
all tho works oF darkness ; with such false ideas of God
and holineea ; snd withal, so perfectly satisfied with them-
selves, their idols, their gods, and their worship, that
the question ufton forces itself upon ua, is there not some
mistalte in our coming to this country 1 Are these peo lo

lmr&neu of heart, to believe a lie that

not given up to

they all may perish ? 1Is the pure gospel of Christ for
these peuplo?cau it evor reach their hearts sud make
them new creatures in Christ Josus 7 or is it not intended
for people who aro more easy of acofs, and not so
hardened by superstition, caste, idolatry and Brahminism?

In our questionings and perplexity, we have turned to
the Word of God to see what the Lord says cuncerning
this matter, and as we have resd of the establishment of
His kingdom amouiall nstions, peoples and tongues, our
faith and hopes have been revived and our hearts
strengthened to labor on, even in this hard, aud, as yet,
unfruitful part of the Lord's vineyard. And we thought
it might not be an unprofitable exercise to note down
some of the passages in God's Word referring to the
encoursgemonts in our work, to read and pounder st our
Conference, and thus strengthen and encournge our
hearts together in the great work to which our Lord haa
called us.

Let us then first look at some of those that tell of the
extension of Christ's kingdom in the world, as viewed by
the light of proph In the Psalms, Isaish, Daniel and
Zeochariah we read the following :— Ps. xxii. 27, '* All the
enda of the carth ahall remember and turn unto the Lord.
And all the kindreds of the nations shall worship before
Thee.” Pa. lxxii. 8, 11, ** He shall have dominion aleo
from sea to sea, and from the river unto the onds of the
earth. Yea, all kinga shall fall down befare Him', all
nations shall serve ﬁim." Ps. lxxxvi. 8, ** All nations
whom Thou hast made, shall como and worship before
Thee, () Lord.” 1sa. ii. 2, ** And it shall come to pass in
the latter days, that the mountain of the Lord’s'house

@hall be established in the top of the mountains, and s.hull
be exalted above the hills ; and all nations ghall low into
it.” Iea. xi. 8, '* The earth shall be full of the know}ed%o
of the Lord, as the wators cover the ses.” Iug xlix. 6,
*1 will also give thes for a light to the Gontilos, Lhn,t'
thou mayest %)e my salvation unto the end of the earth.
Isa. lii. 10, ** Tho Lord hath made bars His holy arm in
the eyes of all the nations, and sll the ends of tho earth
shall ‘see the salvation of God.” Dan. vii. 13, 14, *‘I
saw in the night visions, and bohold there came one like
unto a Son of man And there was given him
dominion, and glory, and n kingdom, that all the pqop]en.
nations, and languages should serve him.” And in the
rovelation given to 8t. John, wo read : ~Rev. v. 8, *‘And

, thoy sing a new song, saying, worthy art thou to take the
book and to open the scals thereof, for thou wast slain,
and didst purchsse unto God with thy blood, men of
every tribe, and tongue, and poople, and nation.

Now, to supplement these assurances of tho estab-

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lishment of the-Lord’s kingdom throughout the whole
earth, we will notice o fow oF the Lord’s own promises :—
Ps. it, 8, ** Ask of o, and I will give thee the nations
for thine inheritance, and the uttormost of the
earth for thy possesssion.” Isa. xlv. 22, 23, *‘ Look unto
me and bo yo aaved, all the ends of the earth; for I am
God and there is none olse. By mysolf have I sworn,
the word has gone forth from my mouth in righteousneas,
and shall not return, that unto me every knee shall bow,
and every tongue shall swear."”

What can be more encouraging, inspiring, and glorious
than these prophesies and promises of the final triumph of
the kingdom of our Lord and 8pviour, ovee all indifference,
over every idol, and everything that opgoses it, in this
world of ours 1 Oh, that we could take these and believe
them with our whole hearts, so that by faith we might
constantly see the glorious end, ins&ea! of tho sin and
hard-heartedness, and indifference that surrounds us.

But through what agonoy does the Lord propuse to
fulfil these promises, and earry on this wonderful work
1o complotion 7 He has two olasses of intelligent servants
1o do His bidding—angels, and redeemed men. To
whioh of theso has He committed the work of carrying the
¢lad news of redemption to a lost world 1

The three great truths of Christianity —A Saviour born
into the world, a risen .Jesus, and the second coming of
wr Lord, were all coramunicated by angels ; but these
-ommutications were made only toa guw men snd women,
and they in turn were instruoted to tell others. While
Josus wns performing His mission on earth, we find, He
went out tho sovouty to preach that ' The Kingdom of
Giod is come migh unto you,” Lukex. 9. And before
He sscended to His Father He said, not to angels, but to
Hia diseiples, redeemed men and women : Mark x. 15,
18, ** Go yo into all the world, and preach the Gospel tv
the whale creation ; he that believeth and is baptized
shall be ssved."

Matt. xxviii. 19 Matthow records thesame, **Jesus
said to His disciples, ' Go yo thereforv and make disciplos
of all the nations,'”’ etc  And in the Acts 1.8, Luke
writes, that Jesus said to His Apostles, ** But yo shall re-
retve power when the Holy Ghost is come upon you ; and
ve shall be My witnesses, both in Jerusalom and in Judea
and Samaria, and unto the uttermnost parts of tho earth.”

And Josus said, espocially to women who loved Him,
"*go toll,” as if to show to all future Christian women
thet they too had a sharc in thia honoured work of bear-
ng tho news of a risen Saviour to perishing men and
womon, until the time spoken of m fer. xxx1. 34, shall
come, when ‘' they all shall know Me from the least of
thom, unto the grestest of them.”

May our hearts be suitably affectod, ns we think of the
high, honourable work given to us by our nscending
Lord ; tho bearers of His name, the bearers of the news
of Hia great enlvation, to the ends of the earth. Wae are
His witnosses both by word, work and life, before the
heathen.

But He has not sent us weaponless, to do battle for Him
against the powers of evil, and bring the nationa subject
w our King. Two powerful weapons He has put into our
hands, the Word of God, and the prayer of faith.

1do not see that God has promised to comvert the
heathen, through controversy, or srgument, or eallics
agninst heathon worship, caste_or superstition. It ma
be necessary sometimes to—Isa. lviii. 1, * Ory aloud,
spare not, and declare unto the people their transgressions
and ains,” 8o that they may know of what they bave to
ropent, and from what they must turn. But, ‘' presch
the won; " i the instruction given in I Tim. iv. 8, and

in the great commission, the Lord does not say, preach
against idolatry, or caste, or Brahminism, but * preach

o Gospel.”

Tt is written in [sa. lii: 7, *“ How beautiful upon the
mountains are the feot of him that bringeth good tidingn.
that publisheth salvation.” And it is ** the gospel which
is the power of God unto salvation to every one that

believeth.” Rom. i. 16.
How powerful is this weapon, we miay learn from what
the Lord says concerning it: I Pet. i. 23, ** Having been

begotten ogain not of corruptible seed, but of incor-
ruptible, through the Word of God, which liveth and
abideth for ever.” Jam.i. 18, ““Of His own will He
brought us forth by the word of truth.”

Hob. iv. 12, **For the Word of God is living and setive
oand sharper than any two-edged sword, and piercing even
to the dividing of soul and spirit, of both joints and mar-
row, and qujcﬁ to discern the thoughts and intents of the
heart.”

We will look at a few passages in regard to our other
weapon, Prayer, and see what blessed promises we have,

that our prayers are hesrd and answered. Job xxii. 27,
**Thou ag’nlt make thy prayers unto Him, and He shall
hear theo.” Psa. lxv. 2, **O Thou that hearest prayer,

unto Thee shall all flesh come.” Isa. lxv. 24, *‘And it
shall como to pass that before they call, I will answer, and
while they are yet epeaking, 1 will hear.” Matt. xxi. 22,
**And all things whatsoever ye shall ask, in prayer, be-
lieving, ye shall receive.” John xv. 7, *‘If ye abide in
me, and mf worda abide in you, ye shall ask w{mt o will,
and it shall be done unto you.” John xiv, 13, "&hnuo-
ever yo shall ask in my nawmne, that will I do.”

Taking the word of God then, and going forward pro-
claiming it to the heathen, and waiting on God in believ-
ing prayer, we havs no rooin for discouragement. Indeed,
in the sowing of this seed, even though we now see no
signa of harvest, yet wo are surc of it from the followin
promises :—Gal. vi. 9, “‘Let us not be weary in waﬁ
doing, for in doo seasun wo shall reap, if we faint not.”
| Cor. xv. 68, *“My beloved brethren, be ye steadfast,
immoveable, always abounding v the work of the Lord,
forasmuch ns ye know that your Jabour is not in vain in
the Lord.” Johniv. 36, '* And he thal reapeth receiveth
wages, and gathoreth fruit into lifo eternal : that both he
that soweth and he that reapeth may rejoice together.”
Ps. cxxvi. b, 8, ** They that sow in tears, shall reap in
joy.  Though he goeth ou his way weeping, bearing forth
the seed, he shall como agaiu with joy, bringing his
sheaves with him.” Eeccl. x1. 6, '* In tho morning sow
thy seed, and in the evening withhold not thy hand ; for
thou knowest not which shall prosper, whether this or
that. or whether thay both shall be alike goud.” 2 Cor.
ix. 6, ** But this I say, he that soweth sparingly, shall
reap also spnringly . and he that soweth bountiful.{ . shall
reap also bountifully.” lsa. lv. 10, 11, ** For as the rain
cometh down and the snow from heaven and returneth
not thither, but watereth the earth, and maketh it brin
forth and bud, and Fivoth seed to the sower and breuﬁ
to the eater ; so shall my word be, that goeth forth out
of my nouth ; it shall not return unto me void, but it
shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper
in the thing whereto I send it.”

Let us notice here, the Lord does not say your words
shall not return unto you void, but my worcfy shall not
return void. If His word is the seed we sow, we know
the harvest is sure,

“ God's seed shall come to God's harvest.”
Bus O, the beat of it all is, we are not called and sent
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to do this work alone, not even with these two grest
weapons, the Word of God and believing prayer.

o read of the first missionaries, Mmﬁ( xvi. 20, *‘ And
they went forth and preached everywhere, the Lord
working with them.” And in 2 Cor. vi. 1, we read,
‘' Working together with Him.” Not only working for
Christ, but working with Him. He has called us to be
partners with Him in this great work of bringing a lost
world to His feet, and to the glorious home prepared for
those who love Him. Ours, to tell the way 6f salvation,
to preach the gospel, to give His word to the uations.
His, the wisdom to direct, to plan for us, to uphold us.
His spirit the power to convert, and give efficacy to the
word to ensure the harvest. 1 Cor. iit. 8, B, Pawl wrote,
1 planted, Apolius watered ; but God gave the increase,
.o for we are God's fellow-workers.”

O that we could attain to the realization of our high
position. Fellow-workers with God ! the all-powerful,
the unchongeable, the eternal. He has planued this
salvation for our race, aud He now calls us, redeemed
sinners, to come and work with Him in accomplishing
what He has plauned.

And shall we not enguge in it with strung faith and
joyous courage, seeing Him whao is invisible by our side
constantly, upholding, strengthening, guiding, directing,
and blessing. For He has said, Matt. xxvin. 20, “Lo I
am with you always, oven unto the end of the world.”
What a promise’ Lot us grasp it now and forever. "I
am with you alwaya.” There never can come & time
when He 18 not with us. However dark the night, how-
ever decp the sorrow, however hard the path, or the
hesrts of those to whom we bring the glad tidings of
salvation, 1t is ‘His promise, ** Lo, I am with you always.”

Resolution on the Speedy Evangelization of
Our Share of the Telugu People.

AN APPEAL.

At the Thirteenth Aunual Canadian Baptist Missionary
Conference, which met in Bimlipatam, Indis, Janusry,
1889, the following question came up for discusaion :—

What plan of campaign would this Conferences recom-
wend for the speedy evangslization of our ehare of the
Telugu people 1

After 5 most thorough discussion, and realizing the im-
portance of tho questions bearingl upon our work, it was
rosolved that Brethren Craig, Churchill. and Laflamme,
be constituted & committee to bring in a resolution em-
bodying the sentiments of the Conference upon the ques-
tion. After caroful doliboration by this committee the
following resolution was presented to the Conference and
unanimously adopted :—

Whereas we, tﬁe Missionaries of the Canadian Baptist
Mission to the Telugus, in Conference assembled at Bim-
lipatam, India, January 16th, 1888, do believe—

(1)—That tho commission of our Lord Jesus Christ
means, that this generation of Christians in the world
is commanded to give the Gospel to this generation of
heathen.

(2)—That of the one thousand milhume who are in
spiritual darkness the three milions of Telugusdependeont
on us for the Bread of life, are & share proportionate to
the number of our brethren in the Cansdian Baptist
Churohes.

(3)—That for the evangelization of these people, the
means at present emplnyeﬁ are utterly inadequate.

(4)—That ample means for the purpase are at the dis-
posal of our 76,000 Baptist brethren in the Dominion of
Canada.

(6)—That to every 50,000 of the population of this
land, one missionary and fifty native Christian helpers
aro the least possible number of evangelizing agents
noce:

(8)—That until the country is thoroughly evangelized,
the home churches must provide the support of mis-
sionaries and the higher training of native agents, leaving
to the Christinns DF this land the support of their own
pastors and teachers.

Therefore be it resolved -

(i)—That we now urge upon tho home churches the
pressing necessity of at once grappling with this work by
sending out immediately fifty-two men, and additional
Indy mussionarics as the work deinsnds, and providing for
the consoquent extension of the evangelizing agencies.

(ii)—That wo impress more fully upon the native
churches their responeibility in this work.

(ili}—That we request both the home and native
churches to unite with us in a steadfast and continued
srayer to the God of Missions, fur o large output of

borers into this His harvest field ; for an abundant out-
pouring of His Holy Bpirit, that the workers be filled
with power, and their hearers bowed with counviotion .
and for the aFeody triumph of the cause of Christ through-
out the whole world. .

(iv)—And that Wednesday, the 3rd day of April, be
used as s sgzcml day of fasting and \Erayer for zgis pur-
pose, and that we request the home churches to join with
us in observing this day.

As ox'glanatory of the above, wo pray every reader of
this resolution to consider most sericualy the following :—

First.—That the commissjon of our Lord Josus Christ,
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it it means anything, must moan that the disciples of
each gonoration are commended to disciple the heathon
of ench genoration, and Ho Himsolf has made evoy noed-
ful provision to render such an undertaking possible.

But it scems that, though 50 gonerations have come
aud gone since the commission was given, no generution
really comprehended its scope and intent, save tho Arst
fow hundreds of the first goneration. Endued with
power by the Holy Ghost, and gifted with languages,
thoy ocounted not themseclves citizens of any land, hut
catpemnod themselves strangera here, and there grest work
was to usher in the kingdom.

After tho lapse of 18 centuries there is & return tv the
Apostolic interpretation of the commission, and the
leaders of Christian thought and activity are interproting
it in broad terms to menn, that we, the Christians of this
generation, are commanded to evaugelize the heathon of
this generation ; in other words, the promise of His cun-
tinued prosence is coupled with obedionce to the com
wand : **Go ye, therefore, and make disciples of all the
nations, baptizing them into the unme of the Father, and
of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost; teaching them to
nbaorve all things whatanever 1 command you, and lo’
1 am with you slways, even uuto the end of the world.”

Secondly.—This then being the interpretation of vur
Lord's comminsion, it bshouves us, the Baptists of the
Dominion, to ses that we are acting our part; and very
little caloulation is nweded to show just what that part is
Fer if the thirty miliions of church members in the
wurld are responstble for giving the Goapel to the ne
thousand millions of heathen in the world, then, accord.
ing to these numbers, our pruportion is exactly 2,500,000
or 48 our membership is a converted church mewsbership.
we may say that 3,000,000 are no more than the Master
holds us respunsible for ; sand if further conviction 1s
nocded, it may be found in the fact that He has actually
witrusted us with that many immmortal souls, to save or
lot porish.

hirdly.—And now n word about these 3,000,000 souis
Wo have writton down the figures but who can grasp this
fearful number | Let us break it into sections, and what
huve we? Beginning south and working northward, we
have the large Akidn field with half a mdlion souls and
hut a single missionary ' That one missionary is daily
finding incrensing burdeus preasing upon him as converta
are gnined from this mass of heathemsm, for the train
ing, inatruction, and strengthening of these converts
dovolve upon him. Fifteon hundred only, have been
ynthered into eleven churches, leaving an awful romainder
whose cry is verily a great Macedonian one, '‘ come over
and help us."

But lot us move forward, and we touch the Cocanada
fold where another half o millivn souls are wrapped in
spiritual death. Five hundred only out of these five
hundred thousand have been gathered in! Who can
think of this and keep still 7 One Baptist miasionary in
Indis whero Cnnada has five hundred ! It is a weary cry
that has been going up from this field these fifteon years,
but the darkness has smothered it, and no one has re-
aponded, 8o five hundred thousand immortals deep on.

Aund if we move on we ontor deeper darkness atill us
we cross the borders into the Tuni field, for here we have
hut soventy-five converts won out of this dense mass of
heathenism, counting all the way up from three hundred
thousand to half a million, even as you are pleased to
push out your boundary line.
man of Gud threaded theso pathless wilds ; and who need
raarvel if he broke beneath tho burden !

Men of God among our Baptist people, are your mis-

For ten years » aingle lone .
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sioridry brathren -the orily men who are responalble for
the carrying of this crushing burden ! Must their ears
hear this czy nlone, and must their hearts alone break,
while thousauds are perishing

But other fiolds await us. Cast your eye over a map,
and a glanco will show you that Bimlipatatn is the centre
of work for a coast line of fifty miles, axtonding a dozen
miles inland, while diroctly west of the town there is an
unbroken stretch of country resching thirty miles inland.
All this vast region is peopled with the dead ! To awaken
thom there is but a single missionary | For fiftcen years
that one missionary hus looked weurily across the seas
for relief, but no reliof has come, and phese thousanda

eep on

fﬁwu there is Chicacole field full of prumise, with four-
score Christians nnd six out-stations, stretching away
from tho central stations like the border of a fan, but
there are stretches of twonty miles of heathenism butween
them, while beyond these stations are regions that no
workers entor ; six hundred thousand souls within the
field proper, and half as many more ordside.  This is dark
and sadder than death' Appeal after uppeal has gone
out from this fiold, but the cry has been in vain. @8-
quarters of a million eouls, one missionary, and that one
unrelioved ! Alas! alas! for these slain!

But Jot us move on. The darkness does not lift,
deepons rathor, as we cruss the Bobbili boundsries, with
one out-station proper, thuugh there is what may be called
another ninety milos distant through a streteh of unbroken
country ; while, if we follow the long line of hills that
circle away to the north-east, one gets, if it were possible,
deeper and deeper into the heart of heathenism, and feels
that if he did not speak, tho very stones would cry out.
It is a heart-breaking picture '  Look upon it; towns,
villages, miles of rond, vast stretches of country, teeming
with people. but dead, nxap, DEAD !

We havy, therefore, six tields with o population of
thres million souls'! Can we renlize what an urgent
neod, what a crying destitution ia here, when we remem-
ber that one hundred thoussnd of theso die every yesr,
and two thousand every week--yes, slmost a8 many die
overy weok, as wo have gathored in, in fifteen years!’
This is simply an awful coufession for Churches of sov-
enty-five thousand members to make before God, that
half our time is gone, while we have gathered not more
than twenty-five_thousand svuls, and during these fifteon
years FIFTEEN HUNDRED THOUSAND have died and appeared
for judgment ' Our turn is coming, but let us pray God
that He will give us the remaining fifteen years of our
goneration, to wipe out this disgrnce nnd lesrn to play nn
longer with souls.

Fourthly.—~Men of exporience tell us that, though na-
tivo agenta must oventuslly evangehze Indin, we must
have, at the very lowest estunate, one missionary for
overy fifty thousand heathen, and this on the supposjtion
that each missionary have under his direction o working
ataff of fifty native Christian helpers. This means a tre-
meudous responsibility, answering for fifty thousand ;

ot, given the helpers, and men of God will parry the
{»urden. Nor can we concelve any one questioning thin
force as too large, ns it mives us sixty missionaries only,
to carry the Goapol of Christ to 8 peuple more than half
the population of the Dominion of Canada, in which there
aro at least five thousand aussionaries of tho cross.

Pifthly. —It is further stated, that our seventy-five
thousand brethren in the Baptist Churches of Canuda
have ample means at their dispoasal for this work. Ins
this a hasty judgment? Let us cast up the reckoning.
Sixty missjonaries, sy their salaries avernge 81,000 each,
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will need 860,000 for support, whilo another 60,000 will
be needed for the work, and say another 860,000 for lady
missionaries and contingenocies. This is liberal reckouning
_and amounts to 3180,000 annually, or less than $2.50 for
each member in our churches.

We can imagine very few being sc poor, if they set
about it, who ovuld not raise $2.60 for Foreign Missions,
while there aro many who can contribute their twentios,
ifties, hundreds, and thousanda. But why should there
not be those who can como on their own charges, and,

- still further, why shou'd not those who can do so, sond
out & missionary and support him on the foreign field 7
This thing is not incredible, nor impoasible. May we be
“allowed to call to mind, that at least 875,000 is spent on
tobacco alone in our churches, while the contributions to
tho Master for Foreign Miaaions amount to about $30,000.
And further, does not the Lord get a dollar only, whers
we often spend 8§20, 850, or 8100 on vurselves ! Yet we
profess to be not our own, and if 80, much less our time
and property. God help us, but we have forgotten that
our main business is to bring about the Master's plans:
Could we but comprehend this, we would not faint at
8180,000 annually, nor even at a round miilion.

We speak advisedly in this matter, for the Moravian
Brothren, who are poor indeed in this world s goods, can
contribute st the rate of 87 each. Must wo not blush,
then, if, with our proud heritage, we have to take second
place to any other contingant of workers in the field

Therefore, knowing all these facts--yea, having them
burned into our very souls, and pressed out of ourselves
by these perishing thousands—we call to mind the Mas.
ter’s commiasion, and have resolved to ask the men neces-
sary for the work. There are eight men hers, 8o that we
want fifty-two men more, wot one leas, and wo want these
fifty-two men at once, 1 »., WE WANT THEM THIS
YEAR.

Wa dare not say next year, but press for them imme-
diately, and we beseech you, by the honor of Christ, by
your vbedience to this command, by these one hundretl
thousand perishing vnes who will have been ushered inta

judﬁ:‘nent before the year closes, that you see to it that
we have these filty-two men on the ground hefore the end
of the year. We shall want lady missionaries after these
have broken the way, but just now, our great want 1s
these Frrry.-Two wen, and WE WANT THEM THIS
YEAR. Oue thing more, and this is the lever that movus
everything . lot the home churchea unite with us in fast-
ing and prayer, an the first Wednesday in April, that Gad
wﬁl pour out Hia Spirit upon sll flesh, so that there will
follow an entire consecration of men and means

THE WORK ABROAD.

A Morning in Hanamaconda.

On Thursday morning 1 started out early to viait a
family of goldamiths in which Miss Menke has some
pupils. The rice fielda on the way, bristling with bright
green spikes sticking up out of the water made a refresh-
ing contrast to the dull dry oarth that meets the eye
everywhere else. On coming to the house I found the
door of the court tightly olosed and thought the family
must have gone nway to nvoid the annoyances of the
gindu featival that waa then in full operation, the * Holi

estival,” during which the rioting is more boisterous
and ‘ heathenish ” than that of any festival of the year.

Buta boy soon discovered me and opened the door. Mrs.
Nowall and Miss Menke, who just caught up with
me, wont in to see the women, and I went and aat down
near the man who was at work, who said the outer door
had been shut to keep out the dust and sshes they wore
throwing about in the strests. The next moment o whole
buaketfull of ‘rubbish came banging against the bolted
door. Besides this, the people shower each other with
red and yellow liquids, thrown unawares from squirt guns
made of bamboo, and hurl at each other, regardless of
dignity or rank, all sorts of vilo epithets and filthy
language. The axcesses of this festival have becomo so
annoying, that many of the heathen themaeclves abomin-
ate it aud hide away as this goldsmith tried to do. He
was at work hammering out sﬁvur toe-rings. Ho has ofton
heard the truth, and I began to talk to him about caste,
and prayer, sad the forgiveness of sins, and the heavenly
treasures that are better than gold, or silver, or precious
stones, when a womsn of notorious character, who had
found hor way in at the baok-door. suddenly interrupted
our serious talk by sprinkling my native friend with red
liguid from a little brass pot she had brought with hor
T{\an going to the women's spartments she repeated the
same operation thero. We thought it time to retire and
leave them alone, but rogretted vory much this interru

tion of our interview ; for all, both the man, and his wife
and his daughters, have usually given serious attention to
our instruction, and we long to seo them come out into the
light of the Gospel. . A, A. NeEwdALL

A Trip to Guananapudi.

An modes of travel in this councr:y are so different from
anything known at home, perhaps an nocount of a jofir
ney from Cocanada to Gunnanapudi may be interesting
to the renders of the Linx. It may be that others on
the field have, from time to time, sent home detailed ac
counts of their journeyings; but T think it quite probable
that no former experience was the exact counterpart «f
that of the (Gunnanapudi party. Every year a Telugu
Associntion is held, and this year to tho lot of the people
of this village foll the honor of entertaining the delegates
After about three months of hard work on the language.
I concluded that I might with profit accompany those wgh'-
were going from Cocafiada ; the timze would not be entirely
lost a8 far as books wero ‘concerned, for I could study <.
the way ; then, too, quick ears are as important in their
way a8 a ready tongue, so & week of talking and listening
is by no meanstime thrown away. Mr. Craig, Mr. Davis
and Mr. Williama travelled in the ** T. 8. 8henaton”; on
the ** Conadisn " were Miss Hatch and 1, besides some nf
the Cocansda native Christians. The women of the part;

We left Cocanada on the evening of Tuesdsy, Jan. 2¢.
and T thought travelling in India was very pleasant in
deed, for we aat on the bow of the bost after the sun hal
sot, and as the stars came out one by one, and the cor
breeze fannod us, I looked forward to th@da’&n‘&hnt wir:
to be spent in going with pleasure. We expected to tra
vel by canal to a villnge #3thin four miles of Gunnanapud:
and make the rest of the distance in ox-carts. The cana
boats are usually drawn by coolies, new men being en
gaged at regular distances along the way ; but each boa:
18 furnished with a asil, and when the wind is favorable
the sails are put up, and they move much more rapidly

We passed through several lnoks, which brought uvs uj.
to the river-level, and by Wednesday at noon found our
selves in the Godavery, one of India's sacrod rivers, w
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Dowlaishwaram, whers an immense dam is built, which
stops the waters and drives them into the numerous canals
intersaoting the Godavery and Kishna districts. By means
of these canals the missionaries find touring an the South
Cocanada and Akidu fields much less difficult than on those
at tho north, namely, North Cocanada and Tuni; but even
on those fields in whick thero are canals, there are com-
sarativel largo oxtonts of country that must bo reached
Ly travelling in palangquin or bullock-cart.

We reached Akidu on Thursdsy, about 2 p.m., having
wravelled almost directly west from Cocanada, thy remain-
der of the journey was in a south-westerly direction,

At Akidu wo found it was impossible to proceed by
water, a8 there was an obstruction across the canal that
prevented the passage of boats. We wore ubliged, in con-
sequence of this, to make arrangemeiits to continue our
journey in ox-carts. Tho carts ure used principally for
night-travel, when they are made use of Ey Europeans.
They bhave two. high wheels, and are furnished with a
semi-ciroular cover of bamboo matting, open at the front
and back, which sumewhat resembles those on travelling
"r gypBy WAggons ab home. The driver somotimes walks
beside, sometimes sits between his steeds an a scat or-
ranged over the tongue of the cart and immediately above
it If he walks beside them ho uses a whip, if he sits
between them he makes them go by twisting their tails
In raaking o joumei b{) cart, the opening in the front is
«overed by a mat, the bottom of the cart ia covered with
straw, over which another mat is spread, then with a mat-
iress, pillows and 8o on the traveller makes himself com-
fortable for the night. Bometimes the driver goes to sleep
s his perch, and the bullocks stop ; this necessitates some
vxertion on tho part of tho traveller when the fact be-
comes known to him, but usually when travelling over
good, smooth roads, the cart journey is easy and com-
fortable. The oxen travel at the sstonishingly rapid rate
»f two miles an hour, and as Gunnnnapusi was about
tventy-two miles distant, we hoped to reach the place by
morning.  Unfortunately there wns nothing but s cart
track beyond Akidu, and tho lnst four iiles promised to
beexceedingly rough, as there was no track at all, but as
there wns no other way to go we were obliged to make
the best of it.

The acuno at the boats was quite lively, for baggage and
provisions had to be transferred to the carts, un§ mot
were hurrying here and there.

At length the procession of nine bullock carts got under
wny, snd at 8.30 p.m. we were on the bank of the Uppe-
teru river, which was too deep to ford and had to be
crussed by means of a ferry. Here we found another
difficulty, for the man who had charge of the boat was on
the vpposite side of the stream sud positively refused to
er us ; no argumeonts or persuasions had any

ATect on him, he said he had orders to take no oue over
aftor 8 p.m. At last Mr. Craig walked back to the vil-
lage Ans brooght the elder brother of the man who had
rofused to take’the party aver. Elder brothers have very
great suthority in this eountry. We began to croas at
12.30, after being delayed just four hours.

. In crossing tho river, bljie first step was to drive the
cart some little distance into the water to the place where
the forry wns waiting, then the oxon were unfastened and
driven out into the stream to swim across: a cart was tied
t« cach end of the ferry, which resembled a little wooden
bridge with a railing on both sides, and after we &nd our
movables were lifted out by the men and placed in the
centre, the boatmen poled us and our goods to the other
side. As only two carts conld go at one time, and as they
all had to be unloaded and losded up again, we were not

ready to go on until 2.30 a.m. on Friday, and the four
hours’ delsy threw us a whole day late ; for though we
pushed on a8 long 88 it was safe to do so, ten o'cluck found
us still four miles from our destination ; by that time the ,
sun was 80 hot that we were ubliged to come to a halt.

Mr, Oraig had left his cart quite early in the morning,
and walked on to fiad & suitaljo place for camping ; when
the rest of us found vur carts too uncomfortable, we tried
walking too, and atrived at a village called Modugumudi,
where Mr. Craig had already provided for our sheltor till
the carta camo up, in the house of 4 native Christian liv-
ing a little way from the village. When the carts came
the tont was pitched, and we remained until tho heat of
the day was past. About four in the afternoon we were
ready to proceed ; we walked a little way, then tried the
carts for a while, but the way through the fields was so
very rough, because they are surrounded by ridges of
earth thrown up to hold the water during the rainy sea-
son, that we preferred walking and seon left the carts
behind.

Already the earth is baked by the heat and opened up
in cracks an inch or two wide and several inches doep.
These, with the stubble that was on the fields from which
the cropa had recontly been taken, made the walking a
trifle rough. Fortuuately, wheu we had walked a couple
of nules, we were met by some of the (Gunnanapudi peo-
ple, who carried us across two or three canals that came
n our way. One must get accustomed to all sorts of tra-
vel in Indis, And one of the most novel is that of being
carried in this way: two wpen make a sort of chair by
joining hands, and when one ia seated on the chair they
proceed to cross ; childron at home ealled it a **queen’s
chair.” The people wear no shoes aa n rule, and when
they come to shallow canals or streams, they just tuck up
their clothes and wade.

We reached the village sbout 8 p.m., about two hours
in advance of the carts. The tirst object which met our
view was the new chapel, which 1s in course of erection.
It is quite large, about 80 x 30, and is built of brick ; the
other buildings in the village have walls of hardened mud
and thatched roofs. The walls were up to the height of
four or five fuet and a temporary roof of mats was put up
on poles, 8o that the mestings could be held there ; the
floor was covered with straw on which the people were to
sit, and the room was sutliciently large to accommodate
six hundred people sitting in that way ; at sume of the
meetings fully that number were present  Next door to
tho new chapel was the old une, which was vory wuch
smaller and Y:ui)t of mnud ; here we had our meals and
here the gentlomen lodged during our stay. Miss Hatch
and I feund aleeping accommodation i the house of Peter
the pastor of the church, but the next morning the tent
was put up for our use and we lived in it the remainder
of the time. It is a double tent, a tent within a tent,
and both are lined ; 80 we wera 1n no danger of being
affected by the sun. Miss Hatch and [ were objects of
very ﬁreat curiosity, and when we were in the tent were
visited almost continually by men, women and children,
some of whom had never seen a whito woman before. It
was rather trying, but we bore bravely up, and found
after all that we were not injured by being looked at 8o
much. Sometimes wo were foreced to sacrifice courtesy
to comfort and asked themn to go when they had taken a
good look, for the tent doors were sometimes so full that
no fresh air could come in, and when they once came and
stationed themselves, the idea of going seemed never to
ocour to them.

On 8sturday morning the meetings commenced, and
there  were three sessions every day until the following

Tuesday, when thero were only two. The delegates ro-
gresonbed about fifteen or twenty ohurolfes, and parts of

aturdsy and Monday were takon up iu the veading of
lottors from the churches. On Saturday cvening there
was au experience meoting. The services on %und&y
were conducted by Mr. Davis in the morning, Mr. Craig
in the afternoon, and .Jagganaikal
Seminary) in the evening. The n
power in the people, was earng . before them, in
stirring exhortationy 10 tho morning and afternoon, and
an axcellont sermon on faith was preached in the evening.
1n the afternoon Peter baptized fourtesu converta: there
were eight young men, five women, snd a young girl sbout
fourtoon or fifteen years of age. Mina Hatoh also met
about 200 women, at 2 ¢'clock, for prayer.

1t was truly encouraging to visit a place like Gunnana-
pudi, where the puople arv nearly all Christians, and
though the Christians in this land are » mere handful
compared with the millions of heathen yot unsaved, it
sesms & wondorful triumph when we think of the value
of one soul, which in the sght of God outweighs the
world. There is great vncourngement for us to go for-
ward and ** possess thu land,” to **lengthed vur cords
and strengthen our stakes,” to attempt greater things
than ever before, and make this yesr our best your in the
sarvice of the King. If we do our part, the eternal God
will not soe us fail ; He will do His part. How glad we
ought to be, that He condesconds to make use of us at
all. Trusting in His power, leaning on His promises,
and filled with His Spirit, who or what shall limit-us !
Is anything too diffioult for the Lord God, tho Maker,
und Monarch and Ruler of all 4 If we are going to give
the Gospel to the Telugus befure another generation goes
down to death, wo must make haste to be about our
Father’s buainess

On Monday morning Miss Hatch read a paper on Sab-
bath Schools, urging the necessity of establishing schoola
i all the villages where theruv wore any who could read.
Iu this way, by training the childron and instructing thom
1 Gospel wuth, they anght grow up in the ** nurture and
ndmonition of the Lord ©  These schouls ars needed. not
unly for children, but for professing Christians who have
no good opportunity of becoming familiar with the Word
of God. Beforv wo loft, a school was organized in Gun-
nanapudi, and teachers and superintendont wore ap-
pointed. On Monday evening wo walked half a mile to
s neighboring village, named Kommalamudi, of which
Poter's brother, Audrow, is Muusiff (or magistrdte), and
where there are seventy or eighty Christians belonging
to our Mission. The Munsifi'a son speaks English protty
well, and hs says his parents have already promised hin
for the Tord’s work. When we came back we listened
to a poem, descriptive of the life of Chrst, adapted for
singing.

nngTueadny morning the Home Missionary Bociety
met. Just think of a society like that being found among
these people. How it should stir us up to do great
things for the Master, and how we should strive to make
each year better thau the last, toiling upwards, step by
step it may bo, but always guining, always advancing,
that we may help in answering the prayer of every earn-
‘est Christian heart, ** Thy kingdom come.”

On Tuesday we left the village about 4 p.m., and were
accompanied o our way by some of the people. We all
wulked out to the cart road, and got into our carts there.
With no other mishap except an occasional stoppage and
the breaking down of two or three carts, we reached the
Uppeteru once more and began to cross-at 4 n.m., by six
we were ou the other side and took an early morniny
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walk into Akidu, whero we were detained uutil 4 p.m.
At that timo wo boarded the boats and settled down with
a seuse of vory great comfort; we did not know how to
approciato the bonts before. In crossing the river on our
roturn, the only untoward occurronces wero a little col
lision between the two boats, and three stoppages by
running on as many ssadbars ; after that we found n«
obatructions or hindrances in the way and reached home
about noon on Friday, Feb. lat, the total distance tra.
velled being a little less than one hundred miles each way,
s juurney which, at home, could ensily be performed in
six hours—threo hours cach way.

MEDIOAL MISSIONS,

How sad it is to know that so many suffer, especially
smong the women, for want of proper medical treatmgnt,
atill in all the towns thero ia the Government doctor and
u froo disponsary in charge of an assistant. Medical mis-
sions which are put in neglected places, where the doctor
devotes the main of his strength towgrds preaching the
Gospel in the vernacular, must do good. The great need
of many of thoe natives ia for more food, and a better
.uality of food. Many come for wedicine who vught
to have a meal given them . others have eaten so
much of the common gram or grain of the count

that they are sick. A Tamil prgverb says: “It is
of little use to take a decoction of gglgor after you have
swallowed a crowbar.” Painkiller s quiet popular among

tho natives, but quinine is not so popular, it may be
hecause the doctors in London do not proseribe it often
now, or it may be hocause it dnes not taste nice.

HEALTH.

Is lifo worth living in India T That all depends upon the
user.  Most Buropeans here work at sedentary occupa-
nons, snd so are tempted to neglect taking exercise, othera
are tempted in the sphere of eating and drinking ; good
medical authority says, eschew curries with their hot
apices, curry powder sud ghes, 8o dear to the heart of the
native cook. Take plenty of exercise, play lawn tennis,
ride on horsoback, cultivate aserene and cheerful spirit.

SELF-SUPPORT.

Eventually the native Church must support itsown pas-
tors, it would be utterly impossible for sl) the missionaries,
preachors and teachers who aro to give the Gospal to 260
millions to be paid by the Christians of America and Eng-
isnd. The Home Mission Society that has been formed
among us will be prumising, providing that most of the
iunds to carry on the work come from the native Christians
“ere and not from Cannda, otherwise it is only a new
name for the aame old work. It is gratifying to kuow
that Dr. Clough onl‘v" gives many of his preachers from 70
cents to 81,50 for three months' work ; this is very near
nelf-support, but there are many thousands of Christians
on the 8:3015 field.

CHURCH GOVERNAENT. -

THE WORK AT HOME.
Women's Work.

The aanual meetiug of the Woman's Missionary” Aid
Bociety in connection with the Hillsboro' Baptist church,
waa held on Sabbath evening, Jan. 27. After singing
‘' Great God, the nations of tho earth,” etc., s portion of
Soripture waa read. and prayer offered by Rev. Mr.
Stearns, pastor of the Poennfield and Beaver Harbor
churches. A very excellent address was then read by the
president, Mrs. C. T. Wood, as follows : —

In looking over the past history of our Woman's work
for Missions, we find : In the month of July, 1876, Miss
De Wolfe visited the Baptist church and congfegation in
this place, giving an interesting account of her mussionary
labore in India ; after which several of the sisters of the
church formed a Woman's Missionary Aid Soclety, their
object being to become better acquainted with the needs
of our own missionaries, aa woll as in their movementa on
the foreign mission Seld. To assist by their means and
also their prayers, the lubur of those called of God to go
to heathen countries.

This society moved ou through many discouragements,
holding meetings for prayer, and general work, for more
than one year. With regret we learn, that soon after
this, on account of not receiving the support expected,
they failed to meet tugether ns an aid society to missious,
In March, 1878, we met Mrs. Boggs, a Iady who has
proved a devoted mussionary laborer. With her assist-
ance our society was re-organized with n membership of
25. Meetings were held regularly every month for prayer,
religious oxercises and missionary reading. In January,
1879, we held our first public gathering, which was s very
inspiring and instructive one. By reference to a minate
of that weeting, we find that threc ministers were pre-
sent taking part in the exercises : four ssters who also
loved the cause read papers and spoke on that evening.
Good music, large attendance and s generous collection
are mentioned. Since that time we, as n society, have
lived on, toiling through sume little trisls by the way, but
through faith in Him whom we know is the God of mis-
sions, wo have held our usual meeotings and made contri-
butions to the foreign misswnary funds. In the July
number of the Missionary Link, 1882, we read the fol-
lowing communication from our society -

HiLLspono’, N.B. —Wa look forward with pleaaure for the
caning of our wmonthly Misstonany LiNg, and our hearts
have been cheered as we read of the good work our sisters
are doing ** for the evangelization of the women of heathen-
dom.” &I‘ha Hillsboro' gmnch of the W.M.A. Bociety num-
bers 22, and the past year we raised more than 8100. Our
monthly meetings are not na well attended as we would like
to have them, and at our April ono we docided to hnven
public mocting, which was ho d on Sunday evening, consist-
ing of muslc, recitations, and the rending of Mrs. Yule's

ur paator made o stirring appeal to the women of the charch
on behslf of the society, wElch we hope will be hlessed of
God. At the close of our meeting, Miss Hammond's letter
waos read, dated Cocabadn, Feb. 15, acknowledging a box
sent her from our society. To know that she waa pleascd
with its contenta gave us double pleasurs, and wa cau say
from the depths of our hearts: ‘*It is moro blessed*to give
than to receive.” Wae wero very aorry to hear her health
was failing. and hope and pray, ere this. it is fully restored
to her, and that she may be long spared to teach the way of
lifo to our sistors in Indin. Sho wrote very cncouragingly
of the conference held at Akidu, and writea: ‘‘ After the
oonforence an assaciation of Telugu Christisns was orgauized
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for the Bouthern fiedd. It wus an inspiring sight to see eo
many dark faoces together, and ebowed pﬁxiny what the
Gox?el could do for India.”

Wo bave boen blessed in every specinl effort wo have made
for our soviety, and we pray that in the futare we may
be moro zeslous, and that we may realize more fully that
‘* prayer is the golden key that can opsn the wicket of mercy.”

The small sum
of two cents s week from each sister, is the plan by which
these societies throughout the Maritime Provinces have
sent during the past year 83,600 to India. There are
many reasons why we desire earnestly that this help
should be sent to the foreign field. Oae is this . Among
the Telugus of India are 2,000,000 widows, suffering from
the must dreadful treatment, waiting in misery w%)o de-
livered from the bondage of o false religion, beside the
thousanda who are wives, but are ignorant slaves.

The opon Biblo is the secret of woman's freedom in
christian lands and this is the need of the esstern women ;
and if the hearts of God's children be nut stirred to pity
the wretched and lift up the fallen, then, darkness must
cover the earth and groas darkness the people. Our W.
M. Aid Society at present consists of 42 members. Our
pastor's wife has been made a life member ; 8§66.66 was
the amount contributed last year. As we look over the
records of Chis little band of workers, we take notice of
the losses we have met with. By removals we have parted
from time to time with seven good sisters, two others have
been unable to attend through sickness. - With sadness, yet
tenderly, we refor to the number whom God has ed
to lay down life’s burdens,-—eix precious ones have been
removed. How sweet the memories of their lives, with
us their influence shall live through years to come. Their
namos wo are assurad are written in the Isamb's Book of
Life.

Life and health have been spared to sll our members
during the past year, for which we desire to thank our
Heavenly Father and take courage.

How do the chlldren dreea? Until the little girls are
oight years old they wcni n short loose ent with slesves
juat an boys da. At that ago they are (fmned after tho style
of the women, in o long strip of rloth abont soven yards
long and three-fourths of a yerd wide, which is put on with
many folds nad turniogs, one end being left for dra; for
head and shoulders when they go out. They have nf:tﬁittlu
fuckets with sleeves to the clgaw, No matter how poor the
alothing, the little girl will always have glass or brass
bangles on her wriats.  They are o necessity. The women and
girls would rather go without bread than without bangles.

What do the children study in school? In the mission
schoals the children learn to read and write, and study arith-
metic, grammar and geography, according to the different
grades.  In each class they have s Bcripture lesson beginning
with the Lord's Prayer and the Ten Commandments, in the
first and lowest olaas.  Simple questions upon the Lord’s
Prayer are very often tho moans of fntroducin,
mind the idea of ono God who is & loving Father. In turn
they begin to ask questions: * Mem ib, ia God indeed
our Father?!
