Z0 the Clergy and Catechists of the Mission-
ary Diocese of Algoma:

My DEak BRETHREN, — At a recent
meeting of the Board of Management of the
Domestic and Foreign Missionary Socicty
of the Church of England in Canada, a reso-
lution was passed, asking the bishops to
request the clergy 1n their several dioceses
to observe the eve or festival of St. Andrew,
or one of the seven following days, as a Day
of Intercession for Missions.

In compliance with this request, I hereby
ask you 10 observe Sunday, the 29th inst., or
such other day as may be locally most con-
venent for this purpuse, and to call upon
your several congregations to umite with you
in the observance of it, Such intercessions
are according to the mind of Christ. Prayer
was the remedy which He prescribed to His
disciples for the scarcity of labourersin the
nussion field. * Pray ye therefore the Lord of
the harvest,ihat he will send forth labourers,”
and such prayer, thercfore, cannot remain
unanswered, if it be the prayer of faith.

The missionary work of the Church means
simply the extension of Chnist’s kingdom in
the carth. It is the special and primary duty
enjoined on the Church in the last solemn
utterance that fell from the lips of its risen
and ascended . 2ad just before He returned
to the right hand of His Father. Every
member of the Church stands pledged, there-
fore, to aid in this work by a fourfold obliga-
tion : (1) Loyalty to the command of Christ,
(2) gratitude for his own inestimable privi-
lepes, (3) sympathy with the sore spititual
needs of his brethren who lack these privi-
leges, (4) the reflex blessing that always
comnes cf being taken out of selfand led to

think of others.

On all these grounds, brethien, 1 ask you
to impress your flocks with the privilege of
uniting prayer with awork for missions at
home and abroad, confident that both 1he
clergy and Jaty of Algoma will reccive an
abundant fu fitment of the promise: * He
that watereth shall be watered also himself.”

Nepigon Mission.

On July t8th the Bishop arived at
Nepigon station with his son and daugh.
ter, who accompatied him up the niver.

On Monday morning (20th) the pasty
started for Negwenenang misston, situated
some sixty miles away upon the big lake,
which empties itself into Lake Superior
through the Nepigon river. ‘T'he watcr
journey is interrupted by nine * portages,’
varying in length from 300 yards to 1wo
and a half miles, over which all provisions
and impedimenta, including canoes, must
be carried by Indians. OQur three canoes
were manned by six of our own Indians.
One canoe was steered by old Chuef
Ooskopckida, who, in spite of his three
score years and ten, came down to meet
the Bishop, and throughout the journey
regarded the *‘great father” as his
especial care.

During the summer mondhs the nver
is crowded with tourists (rom various
parts of the United States and Canada,
and hungry Indians, who make their
annual pilgrimage to the borders of cwil-
ization to receive their pittance from the
government—(each Indian, by treary, is
allowed $4 per year). ‘The game laws
now forlnd these poor creaturcs to set
their nets in the niver, and the denizen of
the forest, against whose nature 1t 15 10
“take thought for the morrow,” bitterly
complains that what may be sport to
others should be death to him,

On Saturday morning we crossed that
arm of the lake on which the mission hes,
and were greeted by a hoisting of the
Union Jack and a chorus of Indian
* booshzoos,” accompanicd by a canire
orcheslra,

That same night a council was held.
The Indians asked that someone be sent
to teach their children while they offered,
if the Bishop thought fit, to send some of
them to the Shingwauk. The Bishop
promised 1o endeavour tn obtain a suit-
able man for the place.

The old mission house stands deserted
in the midst of what was once a garden,
but which is fast returming to prungeval
forest.

On approaching the church it »as ob-
served that there was in front of the door
a deep and formidable pitfall, which
showed too clearly the cunning of a
hunter, but was temporarily bridged over
by a peaceful plank.  On enquiry 1t was
found that the mission bull, who com-
bined with his other drawing qualities a
most omnivorous appetite, had broken
into the church and eaten the red cloth
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from the communion table. The chief,
to prevent further sacrilege, dug he
aforesaid pit.  But, strange to say, this
bovine *damnate memorie " expired
the next day, and he lives in the memory
of the Indians still as an example of
retributive justice,

On Sunday, two services were held in
the litle church, the entire population
bewng present.  The entire service was
held i the Indian tongue. A child was
also baptized  On Monday wmorning
there was a novel wedding, the combined
ages of the pair being one hundred and
forty-five years. ‘I'he groom was Cheadab,
the eldest son of old Chief Musedooshaus,
the originator of the mission.

Two large bales of clothing were dis.
tributed among the Indians, and pack-
ages of fish hooks, not less than twenty
pouunds.

About noon we started upon our home-
ward journey, the women and children,
with shaded eyes, watching us sadly from
the bank till we faded from their sight,
The rest of the trip was with »ut incident,
The weather was propitious for the most
part, though we had three or four rainy
days, and many trout fell a prey to the
*Izaak Walions” of the party. The tnp
lasted fourteen days.  After holding two
services at Nepigon station the Bishop
left by train for Schieiber.,

For some days the Indians seemed
heart broken, and then went sorrowlully
back to their lone'y homes. The oid
chicf said, in his picturesque way:
*“I'here will be one star for us through
the winter night, and that will be the hope
of our ‘great father's’ return.” Later,
when the news of the Bishop's resigna-
tion came, each regarded it as his per-
sonal loss, for the Bishop had been a kind
friend to every Indian in the mission for
fourteen years. R J.R.

Sault Ste. Marie.

REV. W. R. RENISON, R.D., INCUMBENT.
The Sault Courier (Oct. 24th) devotes
a couple of columns to the special ser-
vices on the reopening (after enlarge-
ment) and consceration of St. Luke's
Church —the Pro-Cathedral—and to a re-
ception and presentations to Bishop and
Mrs. Sullivan.  The following account of
the proceedings 1s, in substance, taken
from the above named paper, a mistake
or twd being corrected. Pressure upon
our columns precludes quite as full a
raport as that given by the local paper.
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The new Pro Cathedral of St. Luke's
was opened  with impressinve ceremomes
on Sunday last (Oct. 18th, St. Luke's
Day), the building bemg erowded to the
doors with all classes and denominations
of the community.  The church as now
completed refleets the greatest credit upon
the congregation, and  espeenlly  upon
Rural Dean Renison, to wham is mainh
due the carrying through of a wark
which, at the beginning, scemed almost
beyond the capacity of the people.  The
feeling of pride and satisfaction which
both clerzyman and people feel must be
greatly enhanced by the fact that the very
extensive improvements have been accom
plished without laying upon the shoulders
of the congregation the burden of debt.
Every liability incurred has been pro
vided for up to the last cent, and the
church will stand for all time a monu-
ment to the enterprise of all concerned.
The building, as enlarged, is cruciform in
shape, transepts and chancel having been
added to the original structure, which now
forms the nave.  Laternally itas built of
the lacal laminated sandstone which ren
ders the stone buildings in town so orna.
mental, and, with its square tower, forms
a specimen of ccclesiastical architecture
of which the town has every reason to be
proud  The services werc fully choral
though not for the first time, as our con-
amporary savs, ‘The Bishop was the
preacher both morning and evening. ‘The
text of the morning scrmon was Neh. ii.
18, “And they said, Let us rise and
build.  So the people strengthened their
hands for the good work.” The preacher
referred to this as “a romantic episode in
the history of Isracl, of which Nehensiah
was the hero,” and then went on to draw
agraphic picture of Nehemiah's dejection
in the presence of the king, the latter's
inquiry into the cause, with the resulting
journey of the prophet to the historic
capital of Jewish faith and patriotism,
The public meeting convened by Nehe-
miah was touched upon, and the enthusi-
astic response of the people. ** We are
particularly impressed,” said the Bishop,
“with the profound sense of responsi.
bility which the Jews felt to restore the
house of their God.  Wherever the Jews
went their creed dominated. Do the
members of the Church of England com-
pare favourably with them? 1 trow not.
They seem, as a rule, under no sense of
obligation. The Church to them is a
vague, undefined abstraction, presenting
no substantial claim which she has
authority to enforce. A comwmercial debt
is comparatively binding, whilc one to the
Church of Christ is disregarded because
it cannot be collected.  Yet the claims of
the Church are of the highest origin ; it
was created by the hand of God ; it has a
living head, Christ; and is governed
under His living hand. A man cannot ig-
norethiswith safety; he cannot stand aloof;
to do so brings a curse upon him as bitter
as that of Meroth. Do not misunderstand
me. [ am referring to the Church as a
whole, not to this diocese or congregation.”

“The next point that we notice in refer-
ence to this most interesting episade in
the e of the Jews is that the restoration
was the work of the whole people, not of
a willing few.  The honour of their na-
tion and temple was at stake, and each
one felt the responsibality.  Is this the
way with the modern Church? s it not
too often the case that the work is thrown
upon the shoulders of a willing few? A
congregation ought to be a busy hive
without a single drone. A church can-
not flourish unless every individual mem-
ber takes his and her part in the common
work. I hope that now this congregation
has entered into its uew sanctuary its
members will he endowed with a new
spirit.  T'his is your spiritual home, and
you will never derive the-full benefit from
this house ¢l prayer until its honour has
become as dear to you as your own.”
‘The Bishop then pointed out that in the
restoration not only men but women
worked. Some, he said, tried to explam
away the reference to woman’s work by
saying that wealthy women hired men to
work for thcm, but this he could not
agree with,  He believed that we are jus-
tified in accepting the passage literally,
‘There were other cases in histore where
women had worked at labour just as
rough and as little suited to theie sex.
These Jewish women were filled with a
noble enthusiasm, and stopped at no sac-
rifice.  “You women of St. Luke's,” he
said, * have you followed the example of
those daughters of Israel?” \Women, he
continued, had a nobler mission than
baking and embroidery, and no agency in
history bad done wore to ennoble and
clevate women than the teaching and ex-
ample of Christ, who during His own life
was uniformly courteous to women, and
was in a special sense woman’s Redeemer.
After referring to the instances of this to
be found in the gospels he urged upon
the women of the congregation the duty
of becoming members of the Woman’s
Aunibary. Passing then to the immedi.
ate object of the occasion he congratu-
lated the congregation on the completion
of the church, which he officially declared
to be open for the worship of God, under
the title of “ St. Luke’s Pro-Cathedral,” ex-
plaining that, although this is the see
town of the diocese, the church could not
be dedicated as a cathedral because there
was no dean and chapter.

In the evening the Bishop's address was
marked by the simplicity which is evi-
dence of the highest art, his theme being
Christ Jesus and Him crucified. T wish
to-night,” be said in opening, * to bring
you where I brought you fourteen years
ago—to the foot of the cross of Christ.”
And in plain, straightforward words be
enlarged with gathering eloquence upon
the scheme of the redemption and all that
it implied to a struggling and sin-buidened
world. In closing, he referred with visi-
ble but strongly restrained emotion to the
severance of the tie which for fourteen
years has bound him to the diocese, and
declared that in this, as in cvery other

event of s life, he had been guided by
what he firmly believed was the will of the
Almighty.

Five hundred and thirty people attend-
ed the morning service, and five hundred
and fifty in the evening, and the collec.
tions for the day amounted to $688.50 ;
the largest congregations that have assem-
bled at any time in Algoma, and certainly
the largest collection ever taken up in the
diocese,

LOOD-BVE,

A farewell reception was tendered to
Dr. and Mrs. Sulivan on Monday night,
October 1gth, by the members of St
Luke’s congregation.  "T'he gathering was
held n the comfortable hall in the Daw-
son block, and a large number availed
themselves of the opportunity to meet and
listen to the Bishop for the last time.
The ladies of the congregation had spared
no pains to make the function a success.
The hall was tastefully decorated and an
admirable supper was prepared and served
at the proper hour in the adjoining dining
roon. ‘T'he musical part of the entertain-
mentwas provided from the American side
and consisted mainly of violin music with
pano, or rather organ, accompaniment.

‘The more serious part of the evening,
however, and one that cast a shade of
sadness over what would otherwise have
been a wholly enjoyable event, was the
presentation to the departing Bishop of
the mementos which the deep regret of
clergy and people prompted them to offer
to hun as an expression of personal esteem
and profound sorrow at lns departure.

Furst amongst these was an illuminated
address from the congregation, which was
read by Mayor Thompson, and ran as
follows :

To the Right Rev Eadward Sullisan, D.1)., Lord Bishop
of Algoma -

We, the undersigned, in behalf of the con-
gregation of St. Luke's Church, Sault Ste.
Marie, Diocese of Algomn, desire by this
address to convey to your lordship our feel-
ings of regret that unavoidable circum-
stances, over which your lordship had no con-
trol, have led you to resign the Bishopric of
Algoma, in which you have worked so faith-
fully for many years.

Although the fact of your lordship’s re-
moval to Toronto as rector of the largest
and most important church in k> Dominion
of Canada will no doubt afiord greater op-
portuntties for the constant exercise of thosc
peculiar talents and qualifications which so
eminently fit your lordship for that im,.ortant
post, yet we cannot help deploring the fact
that the church of Sault Ste. Marie indivi-
dually and all the churches of Algoma col-
lectively are losing the able ministrations of
one of Canada’s most eloquent pieachers
and profound theologians.

We fecl sure that the mysterious chain of
events which led up to this separation be-
tween the sheep and the chief pastor of the
flock has been moulded and welded by that
* Divinity which shapes our ends,” and that
your lordship ‘n taking this step is following
the guidance of that Hand that *doeth all
things well” and causeth ** all things to work
together for good to those who love Him.”

It is not necessary to say that your lordship
at this moment stands in an atmosphere frag-
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rant with cvery gaod wish that pen can write
or tongue express, and we earnestly pray that
the years of your future ministiations may
Le many and blessed, aud when all the tor's
and cares and separiations of earth are past
we may all meet in the great Church
Triumphant above, in the presence of the
Chief Shepherd and Bishop of aur Souls,

In rephing, the Bishop, who was deeply
touched, assured his people once mure
that through no act of his had the sever
ance been brought about between the
diucese and its spiritual head, but that the
separation was the result of the inscruta
ble rubings of an Omnisctent Providence,
to Whose guidance he had ever subint
ted the ordening of his hfe.  1In order to
show that this was no idle boast he
sketched the chief events of his career,
which went to prove that the finger of
God had clarly pointed the way along
the path of honour and usefulress which
led to his present high and responsible
position. ‘U'he Bishop then expressed his
regret at the approaching separation,which
he hoped would not be lasting or final.

Mr. Way, on behalf of the churchwar-
dens, then presented Dr. Sullivan with a
very handsome gold mounted cane, ac-
companied by an address, to which the
Bishop replied in appropriate words.

Rural Dean Remson, on bebalf of the
clergy of the Rural Deanery of Algoma,
presented the Bishop with a handsome
pair of gold candlesticks on a salver. At
this point the Bishop protested, and
threatened Mr. R. with * bell, book, and
candle” it he did not call a halt and
announce supper.  However, there were
mare to foilow. The Ladies’ Auxiliary
presented Mrs. Sullivan with an address
thanking her for all that she had done to
help along the woman’s work of the
church,  Aciompanying the address was
a set of goid spoons.  Miss T'owers then
preseated M.ss Kathleen Sullivan with
a svuvenir from the members of her Sun
day School class.

Supper and an admirable speech by
Rural Dean Kenicon, brought to a close
a preasat evening, which will remain a
fragrant memory 10 all who participated
therein,

one there now. These things wmake me
think that if there were some of our younger
clergy, university men for p.clerence, who
had sufficient private 1aeaus to eoable them
to go out and work for a few years among
the Canadian settlers for 1 small payment,
they might do an excellent work and gain a
valuable cxperience. For there one gains a
sense of the true eqaality of mankind, of the
nobiliny of labour, and of the realitics of life.
One must never try to patronize « Canadian
settler, though he may Dbe poor. All
are equal there.  And the poor, honest,
and independent settler 1s one whom the
gentleman from casy-going England learns
tosespect as one who has braved wany dif-
ficultics and workea naid. The English
gentleman may nuss the little civilities from
the poorer classes that he is accustomed to
in his own country.  On the other hand, he
gains a power of sympathy with hard toders
which he imght never acquive at home ; he
sees how noble a thing honest woik 15, and
how despicable 1s selfish wdleness.  And
truly 1t 1s a noble work to brng an unculti

vated land into cultivation! ‘These Cana-
dian settlers, however, are--so it seemed to
me—ready to welcoms gratefully that for
which many of them have, at present, little
money payment to offer—religious teaching
given by priests, well instructed in the faith
and in the history of the Church, and who
study to put their teaching into a simple,
sensible, and practical form—wmen who,
while they take a distinct line, will not abuse
the sects, but will be grateful for the goad
that is in them, knowing how much lecway
there is to make up everywhere in point of
Church teaching.
