ADAME LAVERGNE is the wife of
Judge Lavergne of the Superior
Court of the Provinee of Quebec.
but aside from the position this fact

: grives her, she is Madame Lavergne

—a woman of unusual personal characteristies

and intellectual powers.

Her father was Mr. Barthe, M.P, for Yam-
aska,a man of marked ability, an able writer,

and the author of many books and poems
Some years of hie life were spent in Paris,
where he formed a part of the social life of
that great and gay city. There severai of his
children were born, though the subject of this
sketch claims Montreal as a birthplace.

The mother of Mr. Barthe was a De Mont-
magney, and Madame Lavergne is related to
every old French family in the Province of
Quebec. It is impossible at first Lo reatize
what a binding link this is to the history of
Canada.

Her grandmother on the father's side was
German, a woman whose traditional beauty is
still remembered in Quebee, where she lived.
The story is told that when the Duke of
Kent was in Quebec he made frequent visits
to the vesidence of Mr. Barthe for the out-
ward purpose of examining his fine armory,
always asking for the fair German lady to act
as showwoman. His visits came to a sudden
end, for one day his admiration got the better
of his discretion, and he chucked the little
baauty under her chin. The husband hap-
pened to enter just then,a sword was quickly

drawn, and history lost an event by intor.
ference of friends.

Madame Lavergue, however, shuws no trace
of any nationality except French, and that of
a type more like the French woman of Paris
than of the French woman of Canada. Her
friends, with truth underlying the jest, ofton
allude t5 her as * the Lady Chestertield.”

She is original, tactful, and resourceful,
with that too little seen trait of being charit-
able in her opinions towards her own sex and
the world in general. A brilliant converta-
tionlist, a half an hour passed with her is one
to Le remembered.  She can chatter with a
child and send it away charmed and pleased,
as well as she can entertain the man ot[ letters
or science with the brightest and deepest ideas.

Iwas told by a well-known Canadian writer
that it was a pity that Madame Lavergne
had not entered more largely into the literary
world, as her articles given to the public
anoymously through different publications
were very clever.

Madame Lavergne enjoys the distinction of
having been rocked many times when an
infant by the mother of the Empress Eugenio.
Throughout her whole life she has been iden-
tiied with leaders of the world, and with
overy social cvent of importance. She does
not identify herself with any particular
charity or woman's organization, but is always
ready to devote her energies to whatever

, needs pushing forward or being done quickly.
As 1l)eople say, when Madame Lavergne takes
hold of anything it has to go. Just now she
is taking an active part in the Red Cross
movement in Ottawa.

In looking up information about the family
lifc of Madame Lavergne, I find that there
is an Enoch Arden story not far back, and
many bits of Canadian history so strange and
romantic that they can only be expressed in
theee concluding lines:—

* There is « hidden page in cach life,
And mine a story might unfold ;
But the ond was sad of the dream divine,
[t better rests untold.”

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Marvellous Photography at St. Clair

Tunnel.
{Ste front cover.)

TTENTION has been drawn in aspecial
@7q manner recently to that triumph of
engineering skill, the St. Clair tun-

nel, which acts as an international

link between Cannda and the United States.
Representatives of the Grand Trunk Railway
System for some wecks past have been mak-

ing experiments in the tunnel with a view of .

obtaining a flashlight of the interior from
portal to portal. Attempts have often been
muwde by photographers to do this but with-
out success, and the way a successful nega-
tive was obtained is most interesting, not only
to photographers, but to all interested in the
development of camera work.

A set of large and specially-made flash-
light Jamps were made in New York for the
purpose, and & special car arranged with the
taking machine and flashlight apparatus was
brought into requisition, from which the ex-
periments were made. In the history of
moving pictures this was the first attempt to
obtain a flashlight picture of a tunnel through
which an engine and car were flying at the
rate of thirty miles an hour. "The experiment
was only by way of trial for the firct few
trips, to see what could be done, and results
demonstrated the possibility of perfect pic-
tures on a completo scale, such as is required
for the biogmpgx.

The car on which the working machines
were placed was fitted up with a specially
arranged outfit. A small Kouse was built on
the right, in front of the car, the car being
a flat car with sides in which were arranged
the four powerful flashlight machines. The
machines were connected with the compressed
air on the locomotive, with proper attachments
on the tubing to regulate the air which forced
the magnesium powder from the powder
chambers of the flashlight apparatus, out
through an aperture, across a flame of aleohol,
where it ignited and gave forth a great light
of pure white and brilliancy, and with para-
bolic reflectors placed behind th- tlame. The
light was thrown for a distance of more than
a thousand feet, illuminating the tunnel to
the smallest detail, and producing the desired
effect for a sharp and good negative. Though
not attended with danger, the experiments
were certainly most novel and exciting, as
can be imagined—the car illuminated with a
light that could not be faced, and necessitated
the operators and those who took part in the
experiments to wear blue glasses, and rushing
through the hollow tube at a thirty-mile
pace.

The mutograph or machine used by the
biograph company for taking the pictures
was placed on the left of the flashlight cabin,
the eleetric motor used for running the
machine being connected with four storage
batteries that were carried on the car.

A fow statistics with regard to the St.
Clair tunnel, a view of which we give on the
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front cover of this issue, will be of special in-
terest to our readers, and will give an idea of
the diflicultics that had to be encountered
to obtain the desired pictures. Tho length
of the tunnel proper is 6,205 feet, and of
the open portals or approaches, 5,403 feet
additional, or more than two miles in all, the
largest submarine tunnel in the world. It
is a corntinuous iron tube, nineteon feet ten
inches in diameter, put together in sections
a8 tho work of horing proceeded, and finally
belted together, the total weight of the iron
aggregating 56,000,000 pounds.

‘he work was commenced in September,
1888, and it was opened for freight traffic in
October, 1894. Passenger trains began run-
ning through it December 7th, 1891, a little
more than three ycars being required for its
completion.

The work was begun at both sides, and
carried on until the two sections met in mid-
river, and with such accuracy that they were
in perfect line ag they came together. The
borings were made by means of cylindrical
steel shields, with cutting edges, driven for-
ward by hydraulic rams, and as fast as the
clay was cut away a section of the iron wall
of the tunnel was bolted to its fellow-section,
and thus the wall was completed as the work
progressed. The rails of the track rest upon
cross ties only six inches apart, laid on
stringers, which in turn rest on o bed of brick
and concrete, filling the bottom of the tube.

The engines used to pull the trains through
the tunnel and up the steep grades after
emerging are the largest in the world, having
ten driving wheels and weighing nearly
200,000 pounds.

The cost of this great tunnel was $2,700,000,
and when it is understood that 4,000 cars can
be daily moved through it, and this con-
trasted with the slow and laborious transfer
by ferries, it will readily appear that the
enormous expenditure was onc which yields
profitable returns.

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Chemistry of Foods.

» JHEMISTRY teachies us how to
unite two or more elementary
bodies into one compound;
auld how to decompose com-
pound bodies into their simplo
clements,  As before stated, an
clemene or clementary substance is one which,
in the present state of science cannot be
reduced to a simpler form.  Those inconceiv-
ably minute particles of an element, which
canmnot be further subdivided, are termed
watomns” (Ur. & * not,” and temno “tocut”),
that is, that which cannot be cut or divided.
These atoms are much smaller than the spaces
which separute them, indeed, Newton regards
them as being infinitely smaller, in fact as
mere mathematical points: and Sir John
Herschel compares a ray of light penetrating
glass, toa hir threading the mazes of a forest.

These atoms, however, are drawn towards
each other to form groups, Ly powerful force
know:. in chemistry as chemieal attraction,
chesnical atkinity or chemism, which acts only
at insensible distances, ie., at distances so
minute as to be incapable of measurement.

These groups of atoms are called “mole-
culeg,” and in all molecules of the same
chemical element there are equal numbers of
the same kinds of atoms

These moulecules are held  together by that
force known as cohesion, which, like that in
chemism, ncts only at insensible distances and
between the constituent particles of the same
body.

As we have seen, groups of atoms form
molecules, which in turn combine to form
clements, which are combined with each
other in varous conditions and  quantities,
forming every known compound or substance,
whether organic or inarganic.

NoTE—In chemistry we use the word
“matter " as a general expression for any and
every substance.

All natural objects are divided into two
classes. (1) oryanic hodies, those formed of
cells ar orgmns, aud (2 norganic badies  the
former being distingruished from the latter by
the exhibition of vital power or life,

Urgranie bodies are sulddivided into animals
and vegetables the former beng distinguished
from the Iatter by the possession of sensibility
and volition.

Inorganic laddies are divided into metals
and metaliids. Metals possess metallic lustre,
are moodd conductars of heat and clectricity,
aud combine with cach ather to form alluys,
Compounds of waereury are called amalams,

Matter exiss in three separate forms, (1)
aclid, £2) liquud, and (3) yraseous.

The ameunt of heat or calorie present deter-
mines the form of the boady. If heat be
applid the attmaetzn of cohesion existing
auvng the particles is pradually overcome
and the bedy passes from @ sohd to a liquid,
and foom a2 hguad to a gms. as e (salidy,
water diquudy, steam (gaseous),  If heat be
abstracted, the attraction of cohesion gradu-
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ally draws the particles into closer proximity,
and the body passes from a gas to a liquid,
and finally from a liquid to a solid, hence heat
and cohesion are called antagonistic forres.
“One of the most remnarkable characteristics
of gases, is the property they possess of
diffusing themselves among one another.
Thus if a light gas and a heavy one are once
mixed they exhibit no tendency to separate
again; and no matter how long they may be
allowed to stand at rest, they are found upm
examination intimately mingled with each
other. Moreover, if two vessels be placed one
upon the other, the upper being filled with
any light gas (hydrogen) and the lower with
any lieavy gas (carbonic acid), and if the two
cases bo allowed to communieate with one
another by a narrow tube, or a porous mem-
brane, a remarkable interchange rapidly takes
place, i.e., in direct opposition to the uttraction
of gravity the heavy gas ascends and the

light gas decends until they become perfectly -

mixed in both vessels.

* Note—The property of gaseous diffusion
has a very intimate bearing upon the com-
position of the air. If either of the con-
stituents of the air were to separate from the
ass, the extinction of life would _oon follow.
Besides, were it not for the existence of this
property, various vapors would accumulute in
certain localities, as large cities, manufacluring
districts, volcanie regions, ete., in such quan-
tities as to render them totally uninhabitable.”
—Dr. J. H. Sungster.

Nearly twenty-five years ago with very
humble beginnings, the Hospital for Sick
Children, loronto, was established. Thus
the coming year is the Silver Jubilee of
tho Hospital. Year after year the work in-
creased until in 1892 a large building capable
of holding 175 beds had to be erected. This
involved a large expenditure, a debt in fact of
about $125,000.

CANADIAN HOME JOURNAL,

made to the people of the Provinee. It
was pointed out in this appeal that the
Huspital was a provincial charity —that
every sick child, whose parents were certi-
fied to as being unable to pay, was treated
free of cost. Then came the fhist ray of
monied sunshine,  Seven or vight thou-
sand dollars eame in at Christimas time,
The succeeding yeur brought double that
amuvunt and the year following it impled
Last year the contributions amounted to
about £30,000. At mudsummer the trus-
toes were enabled to cut the mortgage of
250,000 in two and leave only n mortgage
debt of £25 000 to hamper the building; but
the work during the past year had been
heavy. Huospital work is always expensive.
The Hospital expenditure mounts to 82,500
a month. The additional expenditure in-
creased the expenses by abous $5,000 so that
the debt on 30th September last amouuted to
about $30,000.

should be iven the opportunity to do so,
thougl. care should be taken that such intima-
tion was in no sense an application for sub-
scriptions as it was felt the memorial should
be a labor of love. The response had been
most aratifying. Tributes to the value of the
late Mrs. S, A. Curzon’s services to patriotism
and literature as well as gratefvl acknowledg-
ments of the privilege allowed them of con-
tributing to so laudable a project had been
received from Sir James Le Moine, Quebee;

A PAGE OF HISTORY.
WHAT HAPPENED NINKTREN VEARS AGO.

On August 3rd, 1881, av 3 p.m., six hundred men
marched through the strest of Pretorin, in sad and
solemn processien, as do those who are about to per-
form the last office for some dear friend snatched away
from their midst by death. The: woroe all the t1appings
of woe. There thio sable hearso draped in its funeral
pauoply ; there the cotlin; there the open grave. At
its head stood, ready prepared, the slab with epitaph
inseribod, sor that all might know for whom the final
ceremouy was being performed.  Tho procession
hatted, the hea.se was tenderly and reverently relioved
of its burden, and the coflin stood on the trestles of the
yawning ditch. The cager multitude leaned forward to
scan thoe epitaph, and with stmined and tear-dimmed
oyes they read :—

BRITISH FLAG IN THE TRANSVAAL,

Maiss Constance Boulton, in her pape, “Sir
William Johnson at Niagara,” which for..ed
the second part of the advertised programne,
gave a graphic and picturesque sketch of the

rish lad who was to be so powerful an influ-
ence on the history of the Six Nations.
Briefly outlining the events w.inch brought
lum to the Mohawk Valley ‘o take charge of
isis uncle Warren’s—afterwards the celebrated
Admiral—great estates there, his unique
ersonality, his command of larguages, his
rnowledge of the Indian character, his un-
swerving honesty which won him the respect
“and admiration of both Indian and Briton,
his influence over the allied Six Nations and
the recognition of his abilities at home, which
resulted in nothing being done by the home
government relative to the Indians withcout
his consent, or by the Indiang without refex-
ence to his judgment. Incidentally all the
great enterprises in which he took a part were
mentioned, until this interesting and powerful
man reached the event neer the close of the
Conquest of Canada, which added another
leaf to his laurel crown—the capture of
Niagara—that key to the western trade
which had ever been the most coveted pos-
session of both French and English on the
contineni. The captureof Quebeein the east,
of Niagara in the west, both gateways of
commerce, necessitating the fall of Montreal
and Detroit, and assuring the final possessicn
of Canada to Great Britain.

Ja~uary 4th, at 3 p.m, when the sccond of
the course “ The First Three Vears of British
Rule,” by Mrs. Jeffers Graham, and “ Some
Elections and the Battle of Hastings,” by
MMrs.

Executive Meeting.

HE regular meeting of the Ex-
ccutive Committee of the Wo-
man’s Art Association was
held on Monday, December
4th, in the new Gallery, Q
Confederation Life Building,

Yonge Street, and was combined with a

general meeting of all the members of the

Association, a large nuiuber of whom were

present.

After the transaction of routine business,
correspondence from the branches was read,
and the nomination and election of new mem-
bers proceeded with.

Reports of the standing comumittees were
presented by the conveners. Miss Lindsay
reported for the Saturday Sketch Club, and
Mrs. MacLachlan for the Lecture Committee;
the course was concluded on Deceinber 7th
by a most able lecture on Parkman, given by
Mr. Bernard McEvoy, and illustrated by
lime light views, in the theatre of the Normal
School.

Mrs. Carter reported for the Open Studio
Day Committee that twelve studios had been
thrown open to the public on the first Satur-
day, and 1t is thought *hat others will follow.

Mus. Elliott, convener of the Studio Comn-
mittee for the Association, gave a repect of
the work of the Committee ‘1 sccuring the
new galleries; and Mrs Dignam spoke of the
opportunity afforded by having increased
acconmodation at our dispasal to offer the
use of the gallery for meetings to other socie-
ties, and thus by having & common meeting-
place for women's interests and work, demon-
strating the need of a permanent building,
and taking what is felt to be the initial step
in the direction of the movement towards the
formationof a nucleus for a Woman's Building.

Mra. Cummings moved that a committee he
appointed to interview other societies with
this objeet in view—scconded and carried.
It is also expected the secretarial offices will
be opened in conncction with the gallery,
where it will be possible to have seerctarial
work of the various kinds attended to.

A permanent collection of hanaicraft and

16

art work by women will bo on exhibition,
and a collection of pictures, not only b

Canadian women, but also in oxchange with
the Woman's Institute of London, England,
and also from the Glasgow Society of Lady
Artists, will be in the gallery.

Library and Furnishing Commitices were
appointed to superintend the furnishing of the
new galleries, which will be proceeded with
immediately.

Murs. Titz-Gibbon gave n vay interasting
account of her visit to f£he Doukhobor settle-
ment, and showed some samples of their work,
embroidery, ete., which, done with crude
material, still shows evidences of refinement
and individuality of taste, which, when en-
couraged, as they deserve to be, should prove
of the greatest value to the country. And it
is to this that the National Council of Wo-
men is particularly devoting its attention
through the Local Councils and federated
societies. The members of the Woman's Art
Association have decided that the Associstion
can work mosh effectively by contributing
donations of money to provide the men of the
Doukhobors with tools for wood-carving, ete.,
and tools for silver-stamping, work in which
they particularly excel, and in which their
individual taste has full scope for develop-
ment, but for which they eatirely lack tools
at the present. This work, being distinctly
art, falls naturally within the scope of the Wo-
man's Art Association to encourage, and ail
con' outions for this purpose may be sent
direct » the Sccretary, and will be acknow-
ledged by her. The development of the rug-
making industry among this people was sug-
gested, as it is near their own homes in Russia,
that some of the best rugs are made, and it is
expected that in the course of a few years, if
this can te done, the industry asy prove s
very valuable source of revenuo to the coun-
try.

“At the conclusion of her remnarks a very
cordial vote of thanks was given to Mrs.
Fitz-Gibbon.

The President spoke at some length of the
preparation of the Paris Handbook of Cana-
dian women, and aset of questions on art,
music, and the drama v:ere distributed smong
the members, with the request that they be
filled in and forwarded to the ccuvenor as

soon as possible.
