Lnst wook was marked by tho moot-
ing of nearly o thousand delegates of
temporanco organirations and other
frionds of prohibition. Temporanco
people aro gonerally onthusiastic, and
this convention was no oxcoption.
Bponches without end wero mado,
plans formed for the campaign, and
thoy soparated with a goneral fooling
that their oppounents would bo awnd
into tacit consont by the numbers as
well ‘as by tho many who, up and
down the length of the country, favor-
ed prohibition as tho only proper solu-
tion of the liquor difticulty.

The Manitoba Sohiool Case camo up
bofore the Suproms Court on the 4th
instant. Mr, Ewart appeared for the
petitioners. When tho Chisf Justico
asked who appearnd for tae Attorney-
General of Manitoba, Mr. Wade ra-
vlied that kLo did, Lat on further
enquiry stated that he did not proposs
to arguo the case. The Court there.
upon resolved to request Mr, Christo-
pher Robinson to argue the case for
the Province interested. The Solici.
tor-Genersl, the Hon. J. J. Curran,
sppeared to submit the referonco on
bohalf of the Dominion Governmens,
but did not intend to take any partn
tho argument.

The Catholio Bishops of Bwitzor-
land, in’ assembly at Ingenbohl, sent
an address to the Holy Father, con-
gratulating him upon hie Jubiles and
praying that Divine Providence woald
still continue to extend a protecting
hand over the Viear of Chi.'. They
expressed great concern about the now
university of Fribourg, * for,” said
their Lordships, ** it is but too true
the universities, according to the
spirit by which they are animated, can
bo the cause of salvation or ruin.”

In his reply his Holinoss touched
upon this point by rem-rking that,
* in theso our days, when the Catholic
roligion is attucked by false sciencs, it
is evidont that no better means can bs
found for safeguarding her interest
than by the urms of a scionce true
and profound.”

The Piedmontess government have
visited their wrath upon two Catholic
journals, Moniteur de Rome and Voce
della Verita, for wriling upon the anni.
vorsary of the taking of Rome. Thse
offices of the Foce were visited and
the copies already printed woro seques-
trated and the type distributed. The
Moniteur's article had boon cireulated
bofore it was suppressed. It counts
tho day to be the anniversary of mis-
fortunc and of a sorrow which has
sproad from the Poninsula to the
wholo world and tronbles all oon-
sciences. ‘The governors of Italy
woro enchantod by the mirego of
Rome, thoy wished to deprive the

bin stend ; but their justice will follow
them oven as a vongoful shadow, until
the day of unavoidable rutabution.’

The Aunual Conference of the Xng-
lish Catholic Truth Society was held
at Portsmonth towards tho ond of
Boptombor. Qardinal Vaughan, who
last yoar read a papor on Christian
Art, road one this year upon the in
creaso of socialism in large contres
liko London, whero falso theories are
spread amcngst tho pooror clasges, and
sooiuty is exposed to a thorough aban
donmeont of the great fundamental
principles npon which Christian civi-
lization is foundod. Populations have
inoreased very rapuily, while the
number of clergy bas by no means
increased in the samo proportion, so
that they cannot minister to the various
wants of the greatly exposed poorer
olasses. Tho romedy which his Emi
nence proposed was an nctive ravival
of intelligent interest, zeal, charity
and sympathy with the poot among
educated Catholic men and women.
The rich and the poor have become
soparated and estranged.

This is true of the cities of America,
where religion and its ministers are ill
able to copo with the falge principles
and degrading passions of classes too
easily trained to scoff at ovorything
sacred and enobling. One remedy lics
in our young men joining such socie-
ties as the St. Vincent de Paul and
the League of thoe Cross. By the
former they are brought inw closer
communication with the pooc in
order that they may sympatlize moro
earnestly with the sad and desolate,
and thereby learn to be more prudent
and grateful to God for thoir own
blessings. By the latter association
they will Lielp on the cause of temper-
ance, whose opposite vice does so
much to break hearts and shatter
homes. The healing of society lies
in the work done by the better classes
of the Catholio laity. They can apply
the balm, but it must be with the
hand of self-sacrifico and the spirit of
sapernatural charity.

Amongst the forvent religious com-
manities in the Church none s more
fervent than that of the Lattlo Sisiers of
the Poor, tho death of whoso foundress
is announced by the last Loundun
Weekly Register. One of those valiant
women whoso price is of things broughit
from afar, Mario Jamet, lived to see
four thousand of her daaghters under
her rulo, and two hundred and fifty-
thrce houses sheltering in her name
the aged pnor. Fifty-six yeors ago a
young Breton priest, Abbs Lv Tail-
lour, felt & strong compassion fur the
widows of his pansh, the majonty of
whoso husbands had been sailors, for
the parish was situated on the coast

then cighteon yonrs of age, and her
companion ho ontrusted tho suall bo-
ginning of o noble work. Thoy were
to rescuo ono old woman, tend to hor,
spend their savings upon lor and tako
her to Mass, A third, who was after-
wards crowned by tho Fronoh Acad-
omy for hor dovotion, Jeanno Jugan,
joned thom, and brought to their
aid ono hundred doilars ; then camo a
fourth, who bad a little furmiture to
gwvo. Thus did tho sumple Broton
maid, without learming and without
wealth, but with simplicity af heart
and trust in God, lay the foundation
of ono of charity's noblest hLomes,
beneath whose roof countless poor
havo rosted from caro and died in
peace. Cortainly the works of this
chosun soul praise her in the gates,
and her own spiritual children will
riso up and call her blegsed, for sho
oponed her heart to the necdy and
strotched forth her hand to the poor.
Requiescat in pace.
The refusal of the Mayor of 3Mon-
treal to saluto the Italian ships has
lately been imitated by Mayor Gilroy
of Now York, who declined to hoist
tlio Italian flag over Now York’s City
Hall, while several thousands of Ital-
inns were, on tho twenty-third of last
month, celebrating the ocoupation of
Rome by Garibaldi. The reason he
gave—and n good one it is-—was that
fho aid not officially recognize the
State days of forcign countries, since
tho observance of these days commem-
orates some changoe of government.
‘Tho flags of other countries are the
flags of the whole country, and what-
over changes they recognize are of
such ancient date that they are
scquiesced in by all tho people of suca
a country. Again, other flags have
no religious significance a3 the Italian
flag has; for it means hostility and
insult to the Catholic religion. The
hoisting of it over New York City
Hall would have meant that the Mayor
and the city of which he is the highest
represantative were on the side of the
Italian government against the Pope,
and would be an insult to every prac-
tical Catholic citizen in New York.

If Pere Hyacinthe bas not kept his
priestly vow, circumstances are oblig-
ing him to practice poverty, which he
vowed to do whon he first entered his
religions community, for we learn
that he is in great distress, An An-
glican Canon is making an appeal to
the British Protestants for him. What
o fall is there ! How changed is that
mendicant in his ago from the man in
his prime, who was honored, and who
might bave done such work for God's
Church had ho not built apon the
quicksand of self-love and passion.
He flattored bimself he would bo a
great power in France; and France
has not only rejected his religious
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dootrines, but wiii .ot sapport the
man who preaches thom.

Trouble has arisen botween Spain
and Moroocco. The Bpanish authori-
ties Intely started to fortify ono of
their Morocto towns more strongly.
This incensed tho Moors, who made
an attack upon the garrison. The
while rosidents, without regard to
nationality, offored their assistance.
They wero guiatly outnumbored by
the Mnors and retired to the fcrt on
the outskirts of tho town. During the
fight the Spanish gunners demolished
onu of the mosques, which has greatly
oxcited tke natives. Spain is pre-
paring to take prompt and energotic
measures to complete the fortifications
of Mollila, and to insist upon an in-
demnity for the raid.

The Russians havo davised 2 new
mode of showing their intolerance in
regard to Catholics. According to the
New York Sun: * Early in the year
nearly all the Pelish employees of the
railroads of Western Russia were dis-
missed. The Commission of the Min-
istry of Ways and Communications
bas just issued a regulation about such
employees. Five roligious categories
are formed, beginning with o Roman
Catholic born of Roman Catholic par-
ents in Russia ; next, a Roman Catho-
lic born of & Roman Catholic father
and a mother of the orthodox or other
ereed ; and 20 on—tho last category
being that of any man professing the
Roman Catholic religion irrespective
of parentage. Those belonging to the
first category cannot be employed as
engineers elsewhere than in eastern
Biberia , those belonging to the second
eategory, only in western Siberia and
the extreme castern provinces of Euro-
pean Russia. Those in the last cate-
gory can have posts in Rustia generally
exolusive of Poland and the Baltic
provinces. This regulation practically
excludes Roman Catholics from all

appointments under the Ministry of
Ways and Communications.”

A new and gravo incident hirs taken
place in the dispute between the Holy
Father and the Italian Government.
The Government has explicitly decid-
ed to refuso its exequatyr to all the
Bighops nominated at the 1ate Papal
Consistory, snd to all those who may
be nominated at future Consistories.

The Holy Father has nominated
Monsignor Edward Danne of Chicago
to the soe of Dallas in Texas, as suc
cessor t> Bishop Brennan, who is
sppointed coadjutor of - St. Johns',
Newfonndland.

inherent i Rossotti was fostered by
the lofty apiritual character of the
women of s own family. Never was
a mother so loved and reverenced as

Rossotti's.

When 1 eaw Mrs. Rossetti mn the
winter of 1886, sbortly before her
death; she was being tended by hor
daughtor Christina in the somewhat
gloory hcuse in Torrington Square.
Mrs. Rossetti was then m her eightics;
but, shrunken and sunk as she wasg in
the great arm.chair by which ber
daughter sat, caressing the thin old
hand, her nobly handsome face war
full of alert interest and warm kindli-
ness. I had introduced mmyself to the
family by my wusophusticated passion
of enthusiasm for their brother. The
aged mother of the Rossettis was
keonly alivo to hear all the worship 1
couid pour out of the son so dearly
beloved, go bitterly mourned. I re-
member how she kept nodding her
head, and smiling at mo out of her
kind, undimmed old eyes.

After his wife's death, Rossetti with-
drew himself into an inner circle of
his friends. He hved at that fine old
house on the river banks at Chelsea,
called in his time Tudor Honse, but
ginco his death, and its passing into
the hands of the Reov. Mr. Haweis,
known as Rossetti House. Here he
kept the most extraordinary assort-
ment of ammals ; inside he crowded
his house with beautiful things. His
colleotion of blue china was egpecially
remarkable. Though mest kindly in
the circle of his friends whom his
personal magnetism drew around him,
and very accessible to any youngster
whose attompts at art or poetry had
struck his generous fancy, he was
unknown to the public at large. His
pictures never went to an exhibition,
but were sold to private purchusers.
The art critic invaded not his studio.
It was a sign of the mystery about
Dim that people belioved a story,
which he indignantly denied, of his
having refused tho Queen's daughter
access to his studio.

All those later years were, however,
weighed upon by trouble that cameo
from within. There were intervals of
peace, of course ; and for a long time
he lived in the country, at Kelmscott
House in Gloucestarshire, which he
shared with Mr. William Morris. A
bright spot in this shadowed life is so

elcomo tbat one dwells on an occa-
sional lutter to his mother lesa morbid
than usual. Once he writes: 1
have often thought of you since we
last met—always whenever my path
in the garden lies by the windows of
that summer room at which I used to
seo yonr dear, beautiful old face last
summer.” Bat the insomnis and the
chloral were on the increass, and the
end was near.

Rossetti died on Easter Sunday,
April 9, 1882, at Birchington-on-Soa ;
and is buried in the churchyard thers,
under a Celtic cross desigued by his
friond, Ford Maddox Brown. After
his death thero were two or three
exhibitions of his wonderful pictures,
all instinct with the Catholic feeling
in art as in hiy pociry. To us Catho-
1ics ho secms of right to have belonged,
and to him wo owe all our compune-

tion and tendorness for his darkened !

But in this
mountain of granite, shaped iuto
palace, a ohurch, and a convent, the
stranger missed in its bosutiful cloistera
tho classic capuche of the friar of the
middlo ages to camplete nu artistic pic
ture. Thanks to tho gonerous initin.
tivo of the Queon Regent this link
with the past bas boon supplicd. One
cf the lost acts of tho youthful life of
Alphoonsus X1, was to utilize it for
teaching purposes, and with that view
he founded a coilege, to which ho gave
his name and tho valuable aid of his
purse, and placed it under the guard-
tanship of tho sons of St. Augustine.

present dey. The now university has
ocspecial advantages in its situation,
the grand edifico beiug surrounded by
vast parks and gardens, in which the
studonts roam without coming in con.
tact with the outer world or incurring
danger to health or morals, harmoniz
ing collego life with a certain independ-
ence and freedom, combined with the
necessary recreation. [t is under the
tho zealous care of tha Fathers of St.
Augustine, and tka protection of the
Queen Regent, who has endowed it
with royal msguificence, and bonored
it with her uame. That it will bo in
the future the cherished Alma Mater
of the Catholic youth of Spain, is an
idea fondly cherished by its illustrious
patroness, and that it will receivo thae
apecial benodiction and spiritus! aid of
tho augast Vicar of Jesus Christ, may
be safely reckoned on.

. Life is too short to lose a part of it
in darkeniog our days in troubling our
bearts and making clouds instead of
suysbino above our heuds, when all
this might be avoided. And this is
precisely what those people deo who
love to bo at loggerheads with their
neighbor, who dip their pen in gall
and wormwood, drop vinegar on their

No philosopby could be
shallower than that which prompts a
man to deliberately ontor on a course
of action which is fraught with troubles
tonumerable to himgelf and is bound
to give pain to others, i{e then seems
tostand face to faco with every dictate
of common sense, and to court suzh
wiserios a8 reason would sternly warn
him to avoid. If people could only be
mado to understand that therc is more
to be made out of life than most people
make out of it, and that many . its
purost pleasures lie right at our door if
we would only look for them and take
the paios to garser them, we would
not 80 ofton stand in our own light and
bemoan those evils which are some-
times imngivary, and which in many
cases, wo have brought upon our-
selves. Itvis often because of our own
shortsightedness that we Isy at the
deors of oth¢rs our sufferings and mis-
fortunes, not consideriog that we were
the aathors of those woes ourselves,
nnd that, with the peculinr selfishness
of humsn nature we seck to fasten the
responsibility for them whero it does
not belong, It is then that wo com-
plain most bitterly, and opon tho flood
gates of our wrath on thoso whom we
consider to havo done us wrong, Aand
iv may bo asked cui bono is all this?
Who will be grioved and who will bo
delighted ?

Sensible poople are not edifed by,
nor intercsted 1o quarrels, Christians
doplore them and men of peaceful dis-
position detast them. Qonsequently

Howey Making.

Nectar in flowera is not honey. This
noctar is gathered by the tongno of the
bes, and onters what ia called tho
honoy bag, from which it is regulated
by tho bee on its return to the hive,
and deposited in the honoy coll. Evon
then it is thin aund watory, and does
not becomo really honey uantil the
watery parts havo evaporated. In
collecting tho sweots the bees do not
confino themselves wholly to flowers.
The writer of this paragraph has for a
next noighbor a professional Lew keep-
cr, whoso bees dopend almost wholly
on the flowers from tho writer's gardon
—that is to say, there aro fow other
flowers, oxcept wild ones, on which the
bees csn collect their material. Un-
fortunatoly for him they are not eatis-
fied witis the flower, but also carry
away the fruit. It is almost impossible
in raspberry timo to got onough from
his gardon to make a rospectable dish
for tho tea table—nearly every bercy
is sucked to pieces before it is actually
ripe. It is the same with tho grapo;
in order to secure them from the rav-
sges of the bees they havo to be pro-
tected by paper kags. Last season,
and for the first time, thoy havo been
found to carry awsy peaches also. Iow
they first penotrate the skin is not
clear; but it may possibly have been
from the puncture of the curculio.
The curculio frequently cuts the skin
without depositing tho ogg, and this
single break may be borne along with-
out injury to the peach, permitting it
to ripen. It is possible that they got
a first entrance here. At any rate
certaip it is that beforo the peach is
fairly ripe little is le/¢ on the peach
but the stone. Other fruit growers
likewise complain of ‘ho ravages of
bees. Bee keepers convend that this
cannot be so—that the bee ig incapable
of perforating fruit. This may or
way not bo—certainly what perfora-
tions might exist before the bees dis-
covered them wouid not injure the
frait—the following up of this by the
boes iz just as bad as if they made the
original perforations for themselves.—
Meehans' Monthly.

Impression of the Fair,

Entering the ¢ White City,” the
visitor is forced to confess that the
Americans have not been inaptly 2alled
‘ g great people.” Other nationalities
have shown axtraordinary unterprise
and ability in the matter of + World's
Fairs "' —England and France notably
—but it has been resorved for Uncle
Sam to conceive and fashion * the
greatest show on earth.” His initial
effort in this line at Philadelphia in
1876 was the grandest up to date;
but, save in painting and senlpture, it
was morely a patch on the colossal
dimensicns of the Columbian Exposi-
tion, still in ful! blast at Chicago. But
two short years ago a morass almost
impassable, what is now known as
Jackson Park has beon transformed
into a group of palaces massive and
magnificent in their architectural
beauty, with bridges and canals which
call up what 1s seen and heard of
Venice 8o likeis tho resemblance that
it would seem the city of the Doge had
shifted its base on tho Adriatis to the
shores of the great lake which washes
the southern boundary of the great
western oity.

The main Exposition Buildiinga are
thirteen in numb.r, und classified
thus : Administration, Agricultural,
Anthropological, Art, Dairg Elec-
tricity, Fisheries, Foresty, Horticul-
tural, Machinery, Muanufactures and
Liberal Arts, Mines and Mining,
Transportation, 'hese buildings con.
tain specimens of all that is produced
in countries far and near—of what
cach has done in the arts and sciences,
in trade, in commerce, in agriculture
and every branch of industry. To say
that the exhibit in the different depart-
ments is prolific and of rare intrinsie
value, is but to convey a very poor
idea of the reality ; and nothing short
of personal inspection can warrant s

correot approointion of tho varioty and
wealth laid baro to view by nature
and the hand of man. Tho beholder
is swallowod up in wondor by the
marvolous charactor of his surround
ings, and it is diffioult to detormine
which are the moro amazing—the
vast products on oxlibition, or tho
immonge sootions In which thoey find
apace, designed and excouted ns thoy
aro in tho architoot’s higheat art,

Amongst tho many objecla which
invito attention the Convent of La
Rabida is of special Intercst to Catho-
lies. The building is said to be an
exact countorpart of tho old monnstery
in Bpain, whoso holy and gencrous
Abbot encouraged and inapired Col-
umbus whon bo had woll nigh yiclded
to despair in his cndoavor to convince
the Ssnnimda that thoro wasa world
beyond tho scas, which ho was cor-
tain of discovering If they suppliod
him with tho means. Hero are to bo
seon rolics of tho Spanish Court of
that doy ., also anciont imaps and
manuscripts, and paintings of great
value, illustrating the carcor of Col-
umbus—his landing in the new world,
his return in chains to Spain, and his
death. Thoro 18 an air of sanctity in
this old.fashioned structure, and thoso
of the old faith feel that thoy tread on
sacred ground, as thoy pass through
the cloisters, one byone. Thcro s,
too, a feeling of pride in the Cathohe
heart at tho remembrance that it was
ono of that ereed who gavo a continent
to civilization and supplied the foun
dation for nations the richest and
most mighty, eithor in tho Eastern
or Western Hewmisphere. And yot
there aro wretched creaturos, both in
the United States and Canada, who
make war on thsir fellow-man becauso
of his Catholicity — the religion in
which Columbus lived and died.

To ths Irishman Blarney Castle and
its neighboring villago present xcep-
tional attractions. The samples of
Ireland's handiwork find no room in
the larger buildings, for the reason
that they ave too few and insignificant,
comparatively. For all that, the
Countess of Aberdeen and Mrs, Harte
bave done fairly well, considering their
opportunities. Their oolony is racy
o? the soil, from the piper at the gats
to the thaich on the cottsges scattered
about. Old timers long resdunt on
this sido of the water readily take n
the situation, and live over again the
dsys when they were young. The
loom and the spinning wheel, in active
operation, help to refresh the memory ;
and tho blackthorns are sufficient
evidence, if such were wanting, that
we tro not many miles from tbo Irish
coast. Taking into account that for
seven hundred years or so England
hag been robbing and crslaving and
degrading the people of Irelavd, the
wonder is not that the Irish exbibit at
the Columbian Exposition i3 meagre
and stunted, but that there is to-dny
on the map of Europe such a placo as
Ireland. Buy thers it is yet, notwith
standing the deviltries of Ehzaboth
and Cromwell, not to speak of tho
countleas other monsters in human
form who played havoc with our kith
and kin, and there it will remain till
tyranny is vapquished snd freedom
reigns within its bordera,

What is called the * Midway Plais-
ance "—a thoroughfars some miles in
length—is principally taken up with
fake shows, many of whick are of

usstionablo taste, The “dongolian,
the African, the )i Isander, thr
Canvibal and the Red Man of the
forest, male and female, are paraded
at the doors of these money making
recaptacles ; and the touters—who in
nearlyevery caseare white men—invite
the passers-by in speech which would

ub to blush a Jowish peddler. The
urks have Cairo—or a streat thereof
—all to themselves ; but no exception
can be taken to that portion of them
who follow a lsgitimate business in
the bazaara which line the roadway
on eithar side. The Forris wheel is
aleo on the Midway, and thousands

avail themaolves of the opportunity
which 1t affords of got sng nearor to
Lieavon than thoy ever were before.
Tho altitudo is 250 feot at tho highiest
point. Theroe are other features of
tho Miudway—models of famous build.
ings, aites and villns—which are a
orodit and bear teatimony to tho publio
spint and princoly wmumficenco of the
futhers of this the latest, tho largest
and the mnost suporb of World's Fairs,

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MECHANIOAL WONDBRS

On Exhibitlion at the Worldd's FValr.

Somebody toll me that a peep into
the boiler room of the Machinery Hall
would bo of great assistance in build.
ing up a coucopt of Pluto’s sulphury
home. Cousequontly, I judiciously
selected o vary cool day to visit this
holl.  Judeed from the oxterior, the
charncter o ' the display within would
nover bo dreated oll.) To my taste, it
is, after tho Palaco of Fino Arts and
tho Administration building, the most
beantiful structuro on tho grounds. It
has an arclutectural tono peoulisr to
teell. Its turrots and its spires give
it an airy, fairy charactor that is
gimply delightful to the oyo acoustow-
ed to the huge busincas blocks that
stand like gianta’ play-things alon
Chicago's busy streets. Its roof an
steoples are peopled with statusry.
On ovory stcople’s dizzy height thera
stands the setatuo of o maiden Her
garments aro Hluttering in the breeze.
As though to balanco horself, hor arma
arc oxtended and upraised, and each
holds a lauvel wreath. Along the
ridges of the roof are angels, with
wings at rest, and little boys, cach
blowing two of these long horns with
which heralds in cldon times attracted
attention ere they annuunced the
message thoy brought. The namesof
men eminent in their triumph in
mechanical arts are writton in gold
Joitors nlong the cornico of tho build.
ing. Ovor each of the two main entr.
ances—one to the north and cne to
the cast—supported by  somi-civcular
raw of tall and stately columns, hslfa
dome projects. But better cven than
tho beautiful structures are the swoot
chimes that ring from its towers. The
daily playing of these bells is tho most
restful sound that can greet the sight.
seer, weary with ius hours of con-
tinuous moving. liet bim wander to
the Court of Honor at 8 o'clock in the
ovening.  Near tho plashing waters of
tho fountain let him take his scat.
And if evor the tired spirit of a mortal
hadjbalm borne to it by thoe air and
poured on his heart, the weary one
may fAoat his soul in just such
hicavenly refroshment. Within the
shadows of these steenles I cannot tell
you what there 18 1. the music uf 8
chime of bells. But this I koow: I
would rather hear 5 symple strain
throbbed out in mellow sweatness on
the evening arr by mezal tongue in
motal mouths of soft, sweot bells, than
listen w0 the grandest concert man
ever heard. I never appreciated the
beauty of Shakespeare's
** Liko sweet bells jangled out of time asd hare. *
until I heard tho chiming bells. I
fancy it would be the saddest thing to
hear those ¢ gweet bells jangled out of
timo and harsh.” The transition of
the oxterior of the building to the
interior is somewhat marvelous. Down
one of the 850 fect aisles your eye
runs, and such a picture it has never
looked on before. Big wheels and
little wheels, narrow ones ard broad
ones are whirling around at a dizzy
speed or moving with an eggressive
and pronounced slowness that is tor-
turing to the eye of u Chicago man.
From sheet-iron cylinders gleaming
pistons of steel are leaping back and
forth, moving up and down as they
drag the bright and shiny oranks
around the circle belts, and narrow
ones are spitefully cracking as thoy
bring motion from one point to another.
Bright bands of copper, as red ag the
sun, shining bands of brass, polished
steel, beavy and greasy iron wor's,
glisten and gleam amid the evdless
rotation about. And the noise ! There
are all kinds of noises. Thero are
steam drills pounding away on rocks,
the awful rattle of cogs on hoisting
cranes, the rnar of the distant boilers,
the suotion of the cylinders exhausting
the air, the noise of clattering steam
looms for colton and silk mills, the
hiss of steam occasionally escaping,
the dall pulsivg of ponderous engines,

tho clatter of the great moving craites
as they roll overhiead from ona cend of
tho building to tho other, tho inde-
scribablo rattloof printiu¥ prosses—in
faot a greator varloty of nolses than
there woro kinds of rats that the Pied
Pipor piped into thu Wesor. Afier a
minute study of the entire display, I
camo cut wondering if thoro is n ma-
ohino 1 existonce that is mot to
bo scen in this marvolous collootion. 1
could reoall nono. 1 bLoliovo there nro
machines that do overything. The
printing press forms ono of tho nost
wtoresting fonture of tho display in
Mnohinorf Hall. 1t must bo conceded,
I think, that the Hoo pressoes aro the
most perfect.  Soveral of daily papors
havo their evening editions run off in
tho building. Tho World's Fair organ,
tho Daily Columbran, is printed, And,
by the way, this is ono of the unique
souverirs to bo had on tho grounds.
It contains tho fiest page of cach of
the five groat dailies in Chicago.
Thot first puge being, of course, the
isaue of that day. I presume thero is
scarcely o reander of a paper now-a-
days, wlio has not seen tho press in
oporation, seen the virgin pagoe start
in_to persue its coarse through inter-
minable rollers, being cu’ into size
here, recoiving an impression there,
twisted and turned until it appears at
a rathor distant point folded aftor the
fashion tho nowsboy hands it to you
in tho morning. Standing near one
of these marvelous muchines, I had
a chanco to contrast it with an antigue
concern 10 yoars old. It was ono of
the earliest preases used in tho coun-
try. It was built by Thomns Draper
in 1742, was afterwards owned by
Thoraas Melchor, who was the first
state printer in Now Hampshire. A
littlo tablo about throo fact squnre, n
twisted lover, which, when drawn
towards the operator brought a pres-
suro frem above to bear on the paper
which wag placed over the type set in
the table, and that was the total of it.
It was being operated for tho amuse-
ment of the visitors, and was printiug
two little strips which boroe the legend :
“ Printed on a presy 150 years old.”

These ware given away as snnvenirs.
There is also o display of type-setiing
machines. I fiacy & comparatively
suall percentage of people know how
these instruments work. [ remember
whon I firat heard of it, I was consid-
erably in doubt as to its possibilities.
1t was only when told that the machine
actually cast the type that I could
believe the instrument possible. But
thers is another machine displayed at
the Fair that actually sets the type.
Tn each of the machines referred to, a
keyboard much like that which i on
a typewriter, is before the operator.
In tho instrurr .4 which casts the
type, a touch ¢ . wy key releases a
brags mould, which drops into posi-
tion. When all the moulds sufficient
to make a word or line of any par.
ticular length have been set, the
machine clamps them and draws them
into a peculiar place to receive the
metal. This cools quickly and is soon
turned out, and the word or line is in
one piece. In the sccond machine re-
ferred to, the type are all placed point
ing outward in a large metal cylinder
beneath wbich is a revolving circular
table. A touch on a key allows one
typo from one of the grooves in the
cylinder to fall on the revolving table
which places it on a moving belting.
Thie in turn brings it in a groove im-
mediately before the operator, and a
littlo above the keyboard. Type after
type being thus brought into place, the
line is pushed along until .. reaches a
chase. Here the oporator makes the
necessary divisions and connections
before continuing work. This is a
rather new instrumont, and, it seems
to me, possesses many points of advan
tego over the machine which casts the
type. But more marvelous than these
machines, do thoe many looms working
in the building appear to the westorn
and southern man's eye. To castern
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peoplo I fanoy they are not an uncom-
mon gight, but in tho land whero tho
colton grows and where tho gold is
dug, that pays for work from tho
castorn lootus, these ob{'cots aro ouri-
osities. llenco you will always find
o crowd of « Southierns™ and ** West.
orns" around the mnechines. And,
verily, thoy scom to bo a moro know-
ing muchine than tho typesottor. At
tho last named instrumont thoy sce
the operator gonted. Not go with the
loom. No hand scoms to bo guiding
it. The worp is moving up and down.
Each timoe a change is made, a bobbin
shoots between and leaves tho woof to
bo caught by the warp as it passed
brhind it.  And tho scoming knowing-
ness of thozu bobbins. Lach ono is
wound with a difforont colored thread.
Just ns ofton ns the pattorn calls for
ono color, so often does the bobbin
which containg it lay out its tiny
threed, In propor timo it gives place
to another which just as rapidly, just
as surely, does its work and thon bides
s tiwmoe until needed again, Ireada
little squib in o papera fow days ago
which stated that an outire pruyer-
book licd been woven of silk ia I'rance.
Not a letter is printed. ‘The loom hing
dono it all. It took three years to
complete it. This will not appear
astonishing after ono sees the looms
at the World's Fair, Some aro weav-
mg badges which contain pictures of
Washington, Lincoln or Cleveland., A
picture of tho globe appears on them,
and woven in the sitkk an appropriate
utterance of the one whose face appears
above. Tho rendor who has not seen
tho looms at work may form some idea
of how it is dono by recalling to mind
a sheot of music paper used in the
organette. The pattern to be worked
by the loom is thus marked on stiff
manilla paper. At tho top of the loom
each particular thread of the warp is
fostened to a long iron needle. Now,
the paper spoken of poeeeng avor the
needles. Where a needle meota an
oponing, it rises and thus lifts the
thread attached to it. Those needles
that cannot pass aro drawn down. At
the noxt move of the machine a new
set of apertures are above the needles
and consequently different needles rise
and fall. A similar mechanism brings
the woof into proper play. The shut-
tles or bobbins all fit into compart.
ments, which, ag the cut paper pormits,
are presented to the power that moves
them back and forth. Thusitis plain
any pattorn may be worked. ‘They
are weaving beautiful silk bandker.
chieis at the Fair with tho picture of
tho building on the...  And the beauty
of it all is that tho machine works
with a speed that is simply marvellous.
In somo instances I could scarcely see
the recels as they shot back and forth
bativeen tho warps of cloth ubout two
yards wide. Marvollous! The word
does not say it. Why, addition is an
intellectual operation. Yet, thereis a
cash register at the Fair that, when
the key is pressed that throws up the
card showing the *‘amount of your
purchase, " rings the bells and springs
out the drawer, it procceds—I should
suy, at the snmo moment—it adds the
amount and registers the total that
should bein the drawer. I tested it
over and over again—made it add 15
cents to G0 cents and saw it ragister
75 cents. I made it add 66 cents to
$15 22 and got $16.47. What next ?
I said to myself, and lo! defors me
wns & man that, just as f{ast as he
could make a peculiar kind of sewing
machine work, was writing peoples
names on bandkerchiofs covored with
beautiful embroidery that that same
machine had done. I turned around
agamn and here was a machine that
washed and dried dishes, intended, 1
presums, for hotels. It would be, I
fancy, a uecless task to enter into the
details of some of the massive enginee
on exhibitton. To tell, for instancs,
of the power gamed in this one by a
saving of frictional resistance and the
power lost here, by weight of the belt-

ing. Totoll of the poculiar advantages
of ono in having ita eylinders in a
vartical position with the piston work-
inff downward and of tho powor ro-

uired 10 overcomoe tho resistence in
tho machine itself, sa much actual
power consumed beforo it can be ap-

written in iron and steel and brass in
whioh tho Sages of old would read tho
deolaration of tho God-like something
within us. * I stood beforo o great
breathing thing of gleaming metal that
did its work with tho regularity akin
to tho earth's daily rovolution, I
thought how little it would take to
render this menstor incapable of work.
A fow drops of water can nohylose its
oily joints and stop it 1 its way. Ono
gloaming glare of Heaven's firo and it
wonld bocome o useless. shnpoless
mesg of iron. Surely the hand that
planned it all must bo longer lived
than it is!

But supposo this is not so—supposo
the soul mortal. The engino is mortal,
In this soul, aud ongine would then
ba alike.

Damian,
in Assissi, and had promised the priest
who was in charge there that ho would
pay the whole cost of tho restoration.
B:fore the work was finished St.
Francis was turncd out penniloss by
his father, and he was unable to fulfil
his promise. Some ycars passed away
without any increasgo of wealth on the
_part of St. Francis, or any hope of
coming paymonts on the part of the
priest, Tho pricat knew that the
poverty, vot the wealth, of St. Francis
bad been increasing during the years.
When Blessed Bernard of Quintaville
became the first disciplo of St. Francis
his master made it an obligation that
he would sell all ho had and give the
prico to the poor. The sale was made
in duo time, and a few days aiterwards
St. Francis and Bernard gathered the
poor of Assisi into the great square
and began to divide the money among
them., While St. Frouncis and his
disciplo were thua busy the priest of
St. Damian came to demand tho paj-
ment of tho dobt that was due him.
St. Francis on the moment gave him &
handful of crowns out of Bernard's
monoy, aus would have given as much
more, but the priest had to mako haste
away, owing to the outcry that was
raised against him by tho poor, to
whou it soomed that be was dopriving
them of what was intended for them-
selves alone.

Ho went away haatily, woll paid,
indeed, tor what he had done to 8t,
Damien's, but not cgntﬁnb withklnis
bargain. The cry of tho poor kept
rlnrgl"ng in his esrs Ly day and by
night.  Ho folt that ho had dofraudoed
thom, Ho could not pud tho monoy
with any other monoy, but laid it apart,
folded up. Oneo day, too. as ho was
reading the Seriptures, his oyes chanced
to fall on the words: * It is not lawful
to put it in tho corbons, becauso it is
the prico of blood” (Mett. xxvii,, 6),
and conlhntl{ throughout tho day he
caught himsolf ropoating the words:
It fs tho price of blood.” By degrecs
ho becamo efraid of tho money, and
would not tough it, or ovon look at it.
All this had gone on for somo timo,
whoo ono night as ho war asluop, he
droamt that ho saw a brilliant golden
cross raising out of the mouth of St
Franeis ; the top of tho cross roached
up to hoaven, and tho arms of it sproad
through tho wholo world. Whilo he
looked, ho saw, also, & mighty deagon,
which had heon lying in wait for the
destruction of tho city of Assisi, lift
up ita head, and, sooing tho oross, turn
away and take to flight. This dream
was ropeated tho second end third
nights.  On the third morning Sylves-
ter (that was his name) arose, wont
and sold all that ho bad, gave the prico
to tho poor, and became a dluciplo of
St. Francis. Ho was the first sccular
pricat that becamo e friar minor.

God giftod Blessed Sylvester with
great humility, wonderful silence, and
with such & apirit of contemplation
that he scemed, liko Moses, to seo God
face to face, 8t. Francis ssked his
advico in overy doubt and ditlicu'ty.
It was by the counsel of Father Sylves-
ter ho sent his brothren to preach
throughout the world, rather than keep
them to spond their livea in silent
prayer.  Onco, whon tho city of Arozzo
was raging with iotestine strife, whon
strsot was armed against strest and
family sgainst fumily, St. Francis sent
Fathor Sylvester to be the peacemaker
in the strife. Approaching the city,
Father Sylvostor saw the wholo air
above tho city filled with devils, who
were rejoicing over the anger that
raged beueath. He commanded the
evil spirits to go and leave tho city at
veat. At his word they fled away, and
wken ho had entered within the gates
ke found that the strife was slready at
aa oend, Filled with years and bless-
ings he slept peacefully in the Lord
about the year 1240.—Franciscan Ler-

tiary.

"Thé Evangelical Churchman."

In its issuc of the Gth instant, The
Erangelical Churchmon gives oxpres.
giop to its feeling with quite a rhe.
torical flourish, and with a credulity
which the sequel di¢ not warrant,
Opening an article upon * The Doe-
trine of Papal Infallibility and its
resulis,” it assures ue :

** The nows flashed across the continent
that Archbishop Kenrick, of 5f. Louls, Mo,
lias been 2 osod by Mgr. Satolli, and that
his condju Archbishop Kain, has becn
vested with all power in the archidiocese,
recalls tho attitude takon by Archbishop
Konrick inopposition to the doctrine of tho
infallibility of the Pope at the Vatican
Council.”

That roport coacerning the deposing
of Dr. Kenrick was not true, and was
contradicted the following day over
the hand of Mgr. Satolli's chief seore-
tary. How very nervous the Churck-
man seems to be. If news manufaoc-
tured out of whole cloth so affects its
mind that it sees in this report revenge
on the part of Rome against a vener-
able prelate of eighty years we might
expect the Delegate's official denial to
be equally impreraive, and show our
contemporary that it would be more
prudent and charitable, more in accord
with dignified journalism not to believe
every Catholic item that happens to
flagh across the continent,

It is claimed that ¢ tho practical
politics of the Roman communion” are
of interest to the mombers of ¢ the
Protestant and Soriptural Church.”
We are at a losa to know what church
is meant; for a unified Protestant
church is a myth, a Scriptural chu-—h
is & body without a head, and a Pro-
testant and Seriptural church will be
ag difficult to find as a square circle.
But if it means that our politics are of
interest to those outside of the Catho-
lic Church we have o right to ask that
1o agsumptions bo made which ara not
trie, and no arguments advanced upon
premises which are false, When,
therefore, this organ of the soi-disant
* Protestant and Scriptural Church "
assures its readers that ‘“the results
that brought about the deposition (of
Archbishop Kenrick) had & beginning
as long ago as the Vatican Decreee of
1870, it shows a perfect incapacity
for interpreting the primary relation
between the See of Rome and the
various bishops of the world. For
Rome to wait twenty-threc years to
depose & rucalcitrant bishop — even
supposiug he was really recaleitrant,
which Mgr. Kenrick was not—would
be contrary to the first principles ot

Ohuroh discipline ; it would be con.
niving atschism. Was Rome's power
loss whon, several years ago, the pre-
sont Archbishop of Philadelphin was
coadjutor to Mgr. Ienrick, that it did
not deposo him then? Romo had no
wish to depose bim at that timse, and
it has had nono since, as tho Church.
man would have known if it had not
baen too eager to have a little fling at
Rome.

The fact is that Dr. Kenriok, now
too ‘ecble (being 87 years of ago) to
administer o Diccese with a population
of 260,000, has resignad his bishopric.
Ho was conseorated Nov. 80th, 1841,
and is therefore a bishop nearly fifty-
two years. A man who has borno the
burthen for such an excoptional lengih
of timo inight well rotiro in peaco
without his guporiors being misinter-
preted for accopting his resignation.
The opposition which this venorable
prelate made to papal infallibility ter-
minated after the Vatican Council;
ho sont ip his Placet, and for twenty-
threo ycars administered his diocese
undisturbed. Now because be resigns
visions of persecution haunt our con-
temporary, and we have a Low Church
journal acting as champion to a Catho-
lic Bishop.

The leoture on infallibility which
the Churchman undertakes to delivar
is a hotch-potch of historical inaccura.
cies, theological errors and gratwitous
statements. e are reminded by it
of what Cardinal Manning says:
+When English Protestauts undertake
to write of an UScumenical Council of
the Catholic Church, nothing less
thar a miracle could preserve them
from making themselves ridiculous.”
To state that ** the dootrine of papal
infallibility is one of the most power-
ful waapons over forged by man against
the liberty wherewith Obriat has made
us freo;” to tell us that it is the
mightiest foe to Christian uman at
work in the world,” shows an entira
misconception of Christianity, infalli-
bility and Catholic discipline. When
a journal tells us that ¢ Professor
Mivart, & Romanist and a scientist,
who hag been writing on ¢ The Happi-
ness of Hell,” fiuds to his cost that
under an irfallible Pope he cannot
think for himself,” it 18 acting a ridi-
cvious part. He can think a great
deal more for himself under an infalli-
ble Pope than he could under a fallible
one. Can any one think for himself
that two and two are five? Pro-
fessor Mivart would not thank the
Eyangetical Churchman for his sym-
pathy. We are told hkewise in this
article *that there was almost a
unanimity of opinion against the infal-
libility of the Pope before the Vatican
Decrees.” The best answer to this is
what Cardinal Manning writes wpon
the Vatican Council : **I have never
been able to hear of five Bishops who
denied the doctrine of Papal Infalli-
bility. Almost all previous Councils
were distracted by divisions, if not by
heresy. Herenoheresy existed. The
question of opportunity was altogether
subordinete and free. It may truly
be affirmed that never was thero a
greater unanimity than in the Vatican
Council.”

Wiiat we presume to be the climax

or anti-climax in the article is an
extraot from a Catholic catechism
which is suppcsod to prove the lack of

unenimity upon the infallibility of the
Popo:

* Q. Must not Catholics believe tho Pope
in himselt to be infallible?

*“A. This is n Protostant invention ; it
is no articlo of the Cathollo faith; no decl.
sion of his can oblige, under pain of hezeey,
unloss 14 bo_received nnd enforced by thi.
tenching body ; shat is, by the bishops of
the Church,”

Wo assume that this extraoct is cor-
rect and that Keonan's Catechism,
from which it is taken, had the ap-
proval of tho Scotch Bishop and was
recommended by the Irish Bishops.
There is olearly a non sequisur in tho
argument of the organ of *the Pro-
testant and Scriptural Church.” The
Catechism in question was written
before tho Vatican Council, and there-
fore it was quite right in saying that
Papal Infallibility was not an artiole
of faith ; and right also when it stated
that no decision of tho Holy Fathor's
could oblige, under pain of heresy,
unless received and enforced by the
teaching body. Whatover the opinion
of bishops upon the subject might be
they could condemn no one of heresy
who might deny it. It by no means
follows that the bishops who gave
their imprimatur to this Catechism
wero opposed to papal infallibility.
The contrary was the cage; for cither
they themselves, or their immediate
successors, all signed the decrees of the
Vatican Council. Let us grant, with
the FEvangelical Churchman, that this
was the opinion of Bishop Kenrick,
woe deuny most emphatically ¢ that
punishment is being meted sut more
than twenty years after his speech.”
This statement is not borne out by
fact or precedent. Bishop Kenrick
exercised to the full the liberty of
debate granted by the Council. When
he had done that, he submitted and
lived for more than twenty years,
enjoying the respect of his superiors
for his life and his labors. The
Evangelical Churchman i3 the very
opposite of Brutus, who did not love
Cuesar less but loved Rome more—the
Churchman loves Rome less and Cresar
more, though it has no great affection
for either the Rome of the Vatican or
the Cesar of St. Louis.

Gladstone’s Pronouncement.

It must be admitted by the present
as well a3 future generations that Ire-
land had never a more staunch, a
more fearless, or more devoted cham-
pion of her righteous cause than she
has found in the person of England's
purest: and most noble statesman,
Hon. W, E. Gladstone. Like most
Englishmen he was inclined to con-
sider the problem of Ireland's restora-
tion to intornal peace and content
ment as impossible of solution. For

_many years, aye, even vntil he reached

a patriarchal age, was he convinced of
the hopelessness of attempting the
gerious application of any;remedy for
the nation’s ills likely to be attended
with lasting results and satisfaction to
all concerned. After a desperate and
fruitless attempt in 1881 82 to coerce
into willing submission the restless
and disaffected masses of the Irish
people it dawned upon him that the
Celtic race is indomitable under viol-
once, and that coercive measures and
unjust laws must cesse to exist if
peace eud coutentment may be seour-
ed, The aventsand experience of ten

yoars havo justified the conclusions of
Mr. Gladstono. Tho majority of the
three kingdoms and of the empire are
a unit with him in the conviction that
home legislation is the ¢ruo and only
moans of exit from that labyrinth of
diffioulties with which the problem of
Iroland’s poace and happiness has boen
surrounded during past genorations
and for conturies.

1t was simply Loroic on tho part of
Mr. Gladstono to prociaim th. doo-
trine of Home Rulo in face of the in-
greined projudices of DBritighers in
goneral, and of tho utter aversion and
open hostility of the privileged classes,
both in England and Ireland. But it
was a Horouloan task whioh that fear-
less statesman proposed to himself
when he undertook to remove those
prejudices and defy that opposition.
"The foat, howover impossible, has been
successfully accomplished, and not by
o fabled semigod of antiguity, but by
the most accomplished and most elo-
quont of England’s living orators and
statesmen.

The perfect triumph of Mr. Glad-
stone over all harrassing difficultios
and porsistent, unscrupulous opposi-
tion, was accentuated on the night of
the ever-memorable 8th September,
when a najority of Great Britain and
Ircland's representatives, after a long
and searching discussion, deliborately
and advisedly passed a bill of such
vast importance that no deliberative
body or fature legislation can presume
to ignore the fact, or face the conso-
gquences of disregarding ite pronounce-
ment.

What England’sincomparable Prime
Minister has done with the prejudices
of the dominang race is but a hopeful
augury of the success he is determined
on subduing the passions and riding
over the opposition of the titled peers
of the realm. What little weight be
attaches to the overwhelming vote
given against Hon'» Rulo in the House
of Lords may be gathered irom the
admirable and outspoken deliverance
be uttered at an immense meeting
held in Edinburgh on the evening of
the 27th ult. *¢ The fact is,’ he there
declared, ‘‘that the present paliry
institutions are too weak for their
purpose. They outweigh and do not
meet the demands of the courtry.
There is something wrong and defec-
tive in tho present Constitution. The
condition is intolerable and demands
the concorted attention of the nation
with the view of the removal of its
defects. The evil i3 immeasurable.
On one hand is the nation expressing
its just domands; on the other hand
are the necessary measure3 to satisfy
those demands, But between the two
thera is a great barrier,, viz: the Irish
Question, which has taxed the energy
and mortgaged the time of parliament
generation after generation. Why
has this question continued to exist so
long, and who is amswerable for its
remaining before us? There is one
reply: the responsibility rests with
the House of Lorda.”

The contrast between the two
Hoases is then most tellicgly put for-
ward: **The House of Commons
thinks and speaks for the Nation. The
Lords form their opinion for them-

gelves. They are responsible .to no-
body, and if their opinion proves
wrong they will be neither abused nor
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suffor in any way. Our opinion wos
frooly discussed with the people, ant
was given with all tho authority that
a national -erdict can confer.” To
the plea t ha bill was not suffici-
ontly discu Gladstono roplics
in substance. ** How was it discussed
in tho House ¢f Lords ? Why, in loss
than a week the Lords disposed of a
Bill that had ocoupiod the attention
of the Houso of Commond cighty-two
days,”

But the privileged classes demand
o referenco to tho country, a dissolu-
tion of parliament. ¢ That is not
constitutional,” e¢xclaims the Primo
Ministor., ¢ It would bo constitution-
al for the Commons to advise a disso-
lution at the risk of tho Ministry, but
no such thing has been recorded at
any poriod of our history us a dissolu.
tion brought about by tho House of
Lords. Such a contention is a gross,
o monstrous innovation, an odious,
new fangled doctrine ; and no men are
fonder of these doctrines then the
modern Tories, excopt it be the mod
ern Unionists. But it is more than
monstrous. I hold that it is nothing
but high treason. We make this plea:
wo say if we are punished why should
not the majority of the Iouse of Lords
be punished also when it misinterprets
the judgment of the country ? Lot us
have fair play and no favour.”

It is very cvident that the grand old
man will not permit the Houso of
Lords to stend long in the way of
Iroland's deliverance,and of England's
honour and stability as an Kmpire.

Archdescon Farrar.

The Contemporary Iteview and the
Nineteenth Century for September were
of special interest to Catholics by rea-
son of several articlos devoted to relig-
ious subjects. In tho latter Fathor
Clarke writes upon the condemnation
of Prof. Mivart's theury of the happi-
ness in hell by the Congregation of
the Index at Rome; and Canon Knox.
Little treats us to sixteen pages upon
Secience and Belief. The former Re-
view containg a short but able article
upon Evolution as applied to Christi-
anity. Like most treatises upon this
subject it is too general to bo criticized,
and too non-committal to be condemn-
ed. Lastly we have an article upon
the Principles of the Reformation by
Archdeacvn Farrar, which deserves
more consideration than even it re.
ceived from our Lands only lately.
When glancing at the table of contents,
the title—Principles of the Reforma-
tion—attracted our attention almost
as much as the name of the writer.
This is o said to ourselves, just what
we have wauted for a long time, to
know clearly, what are the Principles
of the Roformation. Here sucely, if
any place, we shall have a calm, suc-
cinct statement. History had always
left upon us the impression that the
so-called reformation was the work of
unfrocked monks,abetted by avaricious
and wicked kings ; and whatever prin-
ciple it had was temporal, selfish, and
destructive of the very religion it set
about reforming. Accordingly we had
a fajnt expectation that, under the
magio wand of Archdeacon Farrar,
spirits would be summoned from the
vasty deep of historical lore showing
that the leaders of the sixteenth
century movement were animated by
the loftiest motives, and were laying
foundations of adamant upon which
to build o new and purified City of God,

What was our disappointmen! on find

ing that tho wholo articlo was a
clumsyrejoindor to Canon Kuox-Little.
Tho Archdeacon did well to say noth-
ing about tho prinolyles of tho roform.
ation, for tho less eaid about them the
better : they aro of the carth, earthy ;
as variablo as summer wind and ns
unstablo as shifting sand. Butif Dr.
Farrar did not touch them ho struck
out right and left at tho Catholio
Church and Ritualism in a stylo which,
it it is weak in argument, is forcible in
language and irony.

Whatover success this writer may
have attained in other branches of
literature wo think him a failureo as o
controversinlist. Ho is o compiler.
This he showed in his novel of Dark-
ness and Dawn, as well as in ths
present article, largely taken up with
brief, incoherent quotations from the
Fathors, whose spirit ho by no means
understands. Wiien a writer tells us
that the unananimis consensus patrum
is a fiction, and maintains that auri-
cular confossion was initiated only in
tho thirteonth century; when ho con-
cludes, becauso s certain Greek word
signifying sacrifico is not found in the
New Testament, that the Mass is 1ot
a sacrifice and that it had ro existence
in the times of the‘*Apostolio Fathers,"
he shows how little 1den he has of
Patristic theology. He failsto distin-
guish between ecolesiastical discipline
sud doctrine, and having only vague
potions of what ¢ the Church ** is he
flounders about in the doep waters of
dogma, custora and decrees. We
might excuse him for his ignorance,
but his rudeness deserves none. A
reviewer who refers always to the
Catholic Church as the * Romish
Church " adds no force to the article
and gives no reputation to the maga-
zine. If his sense of duty and love of
truth compel him to speak they would,
if he were not blinded by self-love, com-
pal him to speak with tho sweetness
and force of true wisdom.

A special word is nocessary upon
the Archdeacon's talk about auricular
confession being initiated by the
Council of Lateran’in the thirteonth
century. The Council of Lateran com-
manded merely the time of confession
—that it should be made once a year.
Passage upon passage may be taken
from the writings of the Fathers
proving auricular confession, and more
particularly from St. Augustine, who,
Mr. Farrar thinks, is entirely opposed
toit. One will suflice : * Not only,”
writes the holy Doctor, * ought a man
to keen himeelf from thess vices after
penance, but likewise before penance
while he is in health ; because if it
remain to the last of his life he does
not know if ke will be ablo to receive
penance itself, and will be able to
confess his swus to God and the
priest.” Lingard, in his history of the
Anglo-Saxon Church, mertions it as
practised amongst the forefathers of
those who now deory it, long betoro the
thirteenth century. We are dono with
the Principles of the Reformation and
their latest expounder, rejoicing that
we do not look to such a guide, re-

joicing most of all that the doctrine of
the great Sacrawments of the Blessed
LEucharist and Penance are built upon
tho eternal rock, and their use sano-
tioned by the ocustom of eighieen
hundred years, which no criticism ocan
ever undermine,

Roligion in the Schools.

The lendors of soveral denomina.
tions outside tho Catholic Church are
gradually issuing from tho fog and
shallows of comploto secular cduca-
tion to tho deopor soa and mafer waters
of roligious training in schools. For
generations, in fact over sinco tho
State, with vandal spirit, has laid its
hiand upon tho training of youth and
claimed the rising generalion for its
own, tho voice of God's Church has
sounded, watning travollers of tho
dangerous shonls in which their mis.
guidod ships wero travelling. No
attontion was paid to it at all. The
Syllabus was received with a sneer;
tho claims of tho Church were looked
upon ag arrogant and dospotic : tho
courago which our own Bishops dis-
played in fighting for Separata Schools
was regarded ag a foolish and weak
defenco of a cause destined soon to
porish.  The State was going to show
how to educate its citizers, so that
religion would have nothing to do but
remain upon its knees in prayer, or
look after the destitute, the orphan
and tho fallen—and the care of theso
would goon bo grabbed by tho State.
The English people are at heart reli-
gious and conservative. Although they
may not object to try experiments in
matters spiritual, they are not pre
pared to go to exiremes. Since, there.
fore, they are beginning to see the
tendencies of common schools and
irreligious education they are trim-
ming their sails and making a tack.
The Synod of the English Church in
Canada 'ately keld at Toronto adopted
the following resolution :

* That in their judgment religious teach.
ing in our Public Schools is absolutely
pecessary in order oither to fulfil the true
\)ur{)oso of cducation, or to conserve the
righeat interest of tho nation at 1arge.”

In moving the resolution Canon
O'Moara of T.mnipeg was olear,
manly and earnest. He claimed that
¢ Secularism had miserably and wret.
chediy failed wherover it had been
tried. It had failed not only to fulfil
the purpcso of education, but had
failed to conserve tho truest intercst
of the nation. It had been tried in
Australia, and had resulted in the
degradation of the children. Secular-
ism had been tried in France. It was
thought there that it was possible to
teach morality without religion.
That was impossible. One might as
well attempt to check Niagara with a
gossamer thread as teach a child
morality without religion.” That is
exactly what the Catholics have main-
tained everywhere, what our brathren
of Manitoba are maintsining in season
and out of season. Undoubtedly the
Prosbyterians and Methodists sympa-
thize with the principlo laid down.
We ask with the Catkelic Record wil)
these bodies unite with thic Catholics
of Manitoba in demanding thaé their
rights be restored to them? Will
they stand by the principle they have
laid down.

Another voice upon the subjeot
comes from England, Canon Knox-
Little writing in the Nineteenth Cen-
tury for Seplember, upon Protestant
Science and Christian Belief concludes
an able article by saying :

“ There are man v
momont beforo tgogrc;u(;x?:yimg’:o::igx:g
they ara that desarve tho careful attention
of scrious men. Among them, however,
there isonoof, surely, sltogother paramount
importanco—viz, the question of tho re.
ligiouscducationof Englieh children. There
have been ominous signs which look, so it
has been felt, as it cfortaare being made in
high quarters to ovade tho compromise of
1870, und also by a sido-wind to diminish
the efficiency of Voluntary Schools as a

preliminary stop towards their cntiro de-
struotion. Tho ecrious point of all this is

tho tendency to neglect or destroy the de

finite tenching of tho Christian religion to
the ohildren of Christian parents. Tho
English peoplo are still. we cannot doubt,n
roligious and n Christian peoplo, but they
aro often all too slow in realizing a danger
of this kin? It behgovos all concernod to
flrd thomsoiven for the battlo, It is to be
hoped tht the Chureh will not sleep, tulled
by a surjny optimtam, but will framo a de.
finito ad cnorgetio * poliey.' It is to be
hoped also that—uotwithstanding all ap.
pearances to tho contrary—Religious Dis
sonters will waken up to tho real 1esuc, and
that all Christinns will cxert themselves
lost tho children of this country be robbed
of tho most important part of thele edue
catlon—tho trai* v tho truths of Chyis.

Our thanks are due to Dr. O'Hngan
for his latest book of pooms, from tha

first of which the neat littlo volume
derives its name. ¢ Ig Dreamland "
is a poem rich in the tender thought
of cinldhood’s affection.

** { dreamt & dream of the old, old days,
Whon 1lle was sweet and strong,
When the breath of niorn swejit thro' the groves
Liko the notes of & Joyous song ;
And 1 knelt beralds by mother's kuce,
And lisped in falth her prayer,
\When the lilacs blcomed and the roses bied,
Too full of the morninyg alr.”

Tho sentiment so chastely expressed
hero scoms to echo fairly tho iden
characteristic of the author’s mind
throughout many of his eflorts—
efforts which certainly bespeak talent,
and which will deservedly rank their
author amongat the highest of Cana-
dian poets. It is gratifying to find
that some amongst us dwell in the
home of our childbood, and bear again
«The Song My Mather Sings,” and
toll it in melodious rhythm and pure
diction :

Dr. O’'Hagan has also sung several
patriotio songs which are full of poetio
talent and love of country. Nor does
he forget tho Island of song, the land
of his {athers, presenting as he does
to us several upon Erin, tho swestest
and best being ¢ Erin Machree " :

+ Oh, land ol my fathers, wy faith, and my God,
How I long for true trecdom to kiss thy e vod,
Thoo my soul will sing clear as tho lark (n the sky,
Ard chant ootes of thy glory that never will dlo,
For from East unto West, in tho warmest acclaim,
Wi riog {no bright numbers thy deeds and thy tame,
And the hatp of thy freedom L6 heard o’cr the sea
In the land of the Maple, dear Erin Machree.”

A few minulss later we wore tramp-
ing through the snow, or, rather, I was
trawping ; for ke child beside me
moved with soslight and tender  step,
that had thero been flowers itstead of
Snowflakes beneath ber fest, I do not
thiok a singlo petal would have been
crushed, under the airy fall of her
fairy feet.

Her hand was in mine, with the
confiding clasp of childkood. Her face
for the trouble that was at home, were
a gravely serene air, such as is seldom
secn in years of sprightly youthful
innocence.

How beautiful she looked, more like
a creaturs fresh from the perfect handi-
work of Ged, than one who walked in
the valloy of sin, and sorrow, and
trouble, and death.

And, kissing tho Jocket,
tho child restored it to its place.

Wo went on for a time in silence, as
I carried the Blessed Sacrament with
meo; and, young ag sho was, tho girl
sccmed to appreciate tho fuct, When.
over L glanced at her X observed Ly
lips moving &3 in prayer, and ber oyea
soemed, in very trath, fixed upon the

placo whoro rested, in the Sacramontal
Veil, the Master of Lifo and of Death,

Suddanly the girl's band touched my
sloove. Ob, so gently |

“This is the placo, I'ather,” sho aaid
in the soft toncs that thrilled mo, as
they broke upou tho stillness, and she
pointed to e littlo but standing baok
in tho dim shadows of threo pine trees.

1 pushed opon the door, which hung
loosely upon its hinges, and turned to
wait hor ontranco. She was gone.
Somowhat startled, I was peuring out
in the pallid night, whon a groan called

Selectedt Receipts.

Creax or Rice Soop.—Cover one
cup of rice with one quary of white
stock, adding one slice of onion, one
sprig of parsloy and leaf of celery.
Boil for thirty-five minutes, press
through a sieve, scald one and a half
cuaps of milk, add the rice, seassn with
galt and white pepper, and two min-
utes before serving add one-half cup of
cream.

To Pressave VEGETABLE MARROW.
—12 lbs, of marrow (cut in gquares), S
1bs, of sugar—1 1b. root ginger, 4lemons,
6 chillies, one stick of cinnamon about
6 inches long. Bruise the ginger and
cinnamon, tio in a muslin bag with the
chillies and boil all slowly for 4 hours.
It is better before putting the in-
_ gredients in, to malce a syrup, a cup of
water is sufficient to dilute the sugar.

Srurrep Pepprrs.—Select the sweet
Spauish peppers. Cut off the stem end
and remove the seeds as in preparing
tomatoes for stuffing. Put the peppers
in a saucepan, cover with boiling water
and simmer twenty minutes, Drain.
Mix together for every four peppsrs
one-half cup of chicken or veal chopped
fine, one-ba'f cup of bread crumbs, one
tablespoenful of chopped parsley, ralt
and pepper to taste, and two table-
spoonfuls of melted butter. Carefully
fill the peppers, stand in a baking pan
aod bake twenty winutes ina mode-
cately quick oven.

Fia LaYEr CAKE.—Crean one cup
of butter ; add one and a half cups of
sugar gradually, beating all the while.
Beat the yolks of three eggs light ; add
20 the butter and sugar, with one tea-
spoonsul of vanilla.. Add balf of a
cup of milk and threo cups of pastry
flour. Beat until smooth; then add
the whites of the eggs, beaten to a atiff,
dry froth, and two toaspoonfuls of
baking powder. Pour in jelly cake
tins and bak. : venty-five minutes in &
moderato oven. Make for the filling
a boiled iciog, to which add one cup of
figs chopped fine. lce the top of the
cake and ornamont with English wal-
nuts.

Porato BouLkTTEs.—Add to two
cups of mashed potatoes four table-
spoonfuls of cream, the yolks of two
cggs, beaton light, one teaspoonful of
onion juice, one teaspoonful of salt, one-
hslf teaspoonful of sweet warjoram,
one-balf teaspoonful of thyme, one
tablespoonful of chopped parsley, and
a very littlo cayeane pepper.  Mix all
well togethor ; put over tho fire in a
saucopan, sticring until tho potato is
thoroughlyhested, 5o that when stirring
it will como away from tho sides of ths
pan. When cool enough to form, roll
in small, round boulottes, cover with

g aond bread crumbs, and fry in
smoking-bot fat.

NresseLropE Puppine.—One pint of
chestnuts, one pint of sugar, one pint of
boiling water, one pound of French
candied fruit (wmixed), ono pint of
almonds, ono pint of cream, ono pine-
apple, or ono pint of canned, yolks of
six egge.  Shell the chostnats, tako off

the brown skip, put them in a sauco.
pan, cover with boiling wator, and boil
twenty minutes, then press them
through a colander. Shell, blanch and
pound the almonds. Cut tho fruit in
to small pieces. Put the water and
sugar on to boil; let it boil fifteen
minutes. Beat tho yolks of the eggs
until very light ; add them to the boil
ing syrup ; atir over the firo until it
boils, then take it off and beat with a
wiro spoon until cold. Now add the
fruit, croam, almonds, chestnuts and a
tablespoonful of vanilla, and if you ueo
wine, four tablespoonfuls of sherry.
Mix all well together, turn into the
freezer and frecze. Aftor it is frozen
drain off the water, add more galt and
ice, cover the freezer with a pieco of
carpet and stand away for four or five
hours to ripen. It will serve fifteen
persons.

Dalry Notes.

Cows may as well give milk ten or
eleven months in a yeer.

Don's mako poor butter, it iz not
wanted ; oleomargarino is cheaper and
quite ag good if not botter.

If you have not milk enough for two
calves give one all he wants and let
the chickens have what is left.

Butter underworked will be striped,
overworked it has the appearance of
lard ; if done eitber way there is a loss
in value and in the maker's reputation.
A good profit is the result of atiending
to little details.

The proper taste for yellow butter
comes from the fact that butter made
when cows aro pasturing on clover,
takes the color naturslly, and usually
have no superior in guality, though it
muy be equaled. Yellow butter has
become tho standard, and hence white
or pale butter isregarded with disfavor.
But, fortuoately, the coloring watter
8o much used to giv fall or wiater
butter the popular color is perfectly
harmless, and something like a * fad”
can be gratified without a particle of
danger.

Theloyalist party
had bonfires lit in Barrack atreet, Callan
street and Barrack Hill,

In on address lately dolivered in
Eoglaud, Lord Braye expreased a truth
which is, of course, fomiliar to Catho-
lics, but which our Protestant friends
soldom take to heart : ¢ Ours alono of
all religions upholds monogamy, Pro-
testantism allows divorced porsons to
marry as ofton as the laws of the land
pormit it, Mohamwmedanism and even
Judoismallowseveral wives. Buddhism
also allows polygamy.

Boforo adjourning, the dologates to
the Colored Catholic Congress formed
a pormanent organization, to bo known
as the St. Petor Claver Catholic Union,
Tbe Union will hold biennial conven-
tions, each socioty entitled to repre-
sontation being allowed one dolegate
for every fifty members. The affnirs
of tho organization will be conducted
by an executive committee, with head-
quarters at Washington, D. C.

rofessor Thomas Corcoran, says our
esteemed contemporary tho Messenger of
the Sacred Heart, was the first parochial
school teacher in the State of New
Hampshire ; perhaps the first in New
Eogland. The achool was located in
tho basoment of St. Aunne's Church,
Manchester, in 1859, and there were
250 pupils. To-day Manchester boasts
of fourteen Catholic school buildings,
with as mauny teachers and pupils as
aro found in the public schools.

The foundress of the Little Sisters
of the Poor, Mere Augustine, died in
Frauce on the 19th of Septumber. She
was born in 1820, at Ssint Servan, of
a respectable pious family. In 1840,
under the wise direction of the Abbe
Sepailleur, the Order of the Little
Sisters of the Poor was founded by her.
God blessed her effort. She bad the
happiness to see during her lifetime
266 Homes for the aged poor, shelter-
ing about 40,000 old men aund old
women,

Honor to the parish priest of Roby
(acar Philippeville) in Belgium, against
whom odious scandals had been uttered
by three local miecreants. The privst
summoned the fellows before the court
of Dinant, where they were condvmned,
but they appealed to a higher court at
Liege which confirmed the sentences,
varying from fivo days to a month’s
imprisonment, and in addition has
ordered them to pay a fine of 500
francs to the pastor. The village made
festival on this decision being known,
and loaded tbs worthy scclesiastic with
congratulations and garlands of flowera.

Heroe is a tiibute paid to the Catho-

lic Cbhurch by Rev. Henry M. Feld, j Geese

editor of the New York Evangelist,
who spoke at the Chicago Parliament :
“ When I went across the ocean, I
thought a Roman Catholic was a
terrible person. When I came to know
the Roman Catholics, however, I found
that I was & very poor specimen of
Christianity beside tho Sistors of Char
ity whom I saw, and the noble brothers
devoted to every good Cbristian and
benevolent office.”” The doctor also
bestowed high praise on Oardinal Lavi-
gerie's White Fathers, whose spirit he
described as magnificent.

A Vroad Christianity is developing
in New Jersey, and friendliness between
the various sects appears tc be growing
rapidly. Rev. Father Thomas J.
Kernan is engaged in foundiog a Cath-
olic parish in Arlington and Kearney,
and has not as yet a place for bis poo-
ple to worship in. He was offered re-
cently the use of the Koox Presby-
terian Church, of Kearnoy, by the
pastor, Rev. Mr. Poyer, and while the
offer was not accepted. because, of tho
timely ongagement of & temporsry
place, the priest and his people made
hsstoto express their appreciation of
the Cbristian spirit of kindness which
prompted the proposition.

Gardinal Gibbons’ silver jubileo will
recall tho Beltimore prolate’s rapid rise
in ccclesinstical honors. The Qardinal
was ordeined only thirty-two yoars ago,
and after serving in tho sacerdotal
ranks for sovon yoars, ho was weds

vicar apostolio of North Carolins, trans.
forred four yoars later to the bishoprio
of Richmord, called in 1877 as coad-
jutor to Baltimore, succeeding Archbis-
hop Bayloy tho samo year, and soven
years later made o cardinal. Were
there any higher stops for him to as.
cend, he would probably have mounted
them beforo this ; and even as it is, the
quid-nuncs have moro than once pro
olnimod bim the successor in the {loly
Bee of tho presont occupant of that posi.
tion.

Rov. G. J. Dunne, pastor of All
Saints, Chicsgo, and who has been
elovated to the episcopacy, was born
on April 23d, 1848, in Tipperary,
Ireland, When but eleven months
old his parents came to America, 8o
that his education, training and Asso-
ciations are entirely American. His
first sppointment was as assistant
to the present Archbishop of San
Francisco, Most Rev. P. N. Riordan,
then pastor of St. James Oburch, Chi-
cago. Father Dunne is a man of com-
manding presence and fine physique.
In manner he is gentle and kind, and
sbrinks from harshness or cruelty
eithor in word or act. The vast terri-
tory to which Father Dunne has been
called as ita spiritual ruler comprises a
large portion of Northern Texas.

The Qatholic Telegraph eloquently
says: *Thealtar befora which a Catho-
lic bas spont many days from infancy
to old age is inexpressibly dear. Be-
fore it Baptism was received ; there the
act of contrition was made before the
first Confession ; there the happiness
of the first Communion was enjoyed ;
there the Holy Ghost was received in
confirmation ; there the sacrament of
Mertrimony brought out the fullness
of life in linking two hearts together ;
before it the blessrd remsiuns of loved
ones have been laid to receive the final
absolutions ; before it one's own life-
less body will come some day for the
boly water and the incense preparatory
to interment. So from the cradle to
the grave, the soul'a life of the Catholic
is associated with the altar of the par-
ish church.”
