The Tomato in Oans.

Each year when fresh tomatoes first appear
on the market in the largs cities thoy are re-
tailed at from 10 to 20c per pound. This, of
course, is very eatly in tho season, and their
consumption is very limited, being confined to
the comparatively wealthy class of people.
With advancing season the price diminishes, as
the supply increases, and retailers sell them in
acity like Chicagoat 5o per pound or equs! to
$3 per bushel of sixty pounds. Very fow
people, however, when they huy a can of toma.
toos at retail for 10;, the average price of the
last few years, realize that it takes an average
of sixty pouuds of tomatoes to fill a dozen cans
and that one can contains in tho concentrated
form fivo pounds, which in the fresh state
would cost 23c. It sceins marvelous that this
can be and is teally done, Tao explanation is
simple eaough. The packer coatracts with the
grower to take thuy erop grown on sonany
acrer.  The grower has asuro market near his
farm and gets from 20 to 25c per buskel, 3 of
u cent oc 5-12¢ at most per pound, and the crop
grown aud delivered in this way, freo of coat of
freizht, commission, shrinkage, etc., pays the
farmer bettor thao anything he can raiss on
the same quantity of land, giving him from
$10 to $100 per acre as & rotura for his time
and werk in tending and delivering the crop.
‘The packing gives omployment to oan makers,
box makers, nail makers anda host of others,
besides the ging of psople omployed iu tho
canoery. The packer can still sell the thres-
pound tomatoes in cans from 80 to 93¢ 2s- doz.
eu to tho jobber, and the jobber to the retailer
at a small advance, 8o that the consumer gets
the prodact of five pounds of fresh tomatoes
for 10:, deliverad in the kitcben ready for use
at any mioute aud preserved £0 a3 to keop for
ton yoars if so requiced. If scliced raw toma.
toes ara wanted, then canced goads woan't fill
tho bill. For cooking purposes in any kind
whatever the canned avticle is in overy way

preforable, cheaper in actual cost and ready for
ueo without any waste in timo or work in peel-
ing and preparipg. without loss from green
or rotten spots and with mach less time in
cooking  The flavor is belter because the
ttock is frosher when canned than tho goods
that have been shipped and bhavo lain around
in a cellar or storo for a week ov more. In
tho cooked stato the tomato retrins a'l its
wholesomo and hygenic value the same as in
the raw state We scarcely attach to tho
tomato the full hygenio value as food which
it possesses, In therapeutic virtue it will
double discount * littlo liver pids,” nr big pills
of auy kind., The juice of tho tomato is of an

acid character, and i3 a veritable
cleanser of the liver and purifier of
the blood. It stoms to dissolve fatty

matter, and sweep away impurities of any
kind, The writer saw this exemplified in a
canpery, where a shute, used for slaughter
house offal, was also used to discharge the
akiae, cores and rofuto of tomatoes. The shute
io question became clean and free from taint of
any kind as soon as tomato canuing season
commenced, while at other times it wag an
abomination to the olfactories and a menace to
. the health of the people in its vicinity. The
men wording at tne bench capping, ete., fre.
quently used a tomato to get and oxtra ¢‘clean”
pair of hands after specially dirty work. (Of
courso these torrntoos are not canned after be-
ing so used.) WWell, this ought to be enough
to convince a purblind skeptic as to the virtue
of tomatoes gs liver modicine. Strange to say
thero are only threo million cases of theso goods
consumed per year, say seventy two million
caus or one and npe-tenth cau per capita, about
11 cents worth in vaiue, while we use siaty-
four pounds of sugar per capita per year—
value, $3.75.

There is no fear of the tomato pack being too
large unless speculative holders begin to pre-
veat the consumption of the goods by boomiug
and holding for higher priccs,

At an averago retail prico of 10¢ or 12¢ per
can, in place of a consumption equalling only
ono and & tenth cans per capita, the consump-
tion ought and soon will rise to six cans per
capita, requiring to meet it a pack of fifteen
million cases por year, in place of three or four
millions as at present.—Chicago Grocer.

Pork Packing,

The total packing in the West for the week
has becu 190,000 hogs, compared with 170,000
the preceding week, 215,000 last year, and 180..
000 two years ago. The total from March 1 is
1.220,000. agsiost 1,495,000 a year ago—de.
creare, 275,000 hogs. The guality of the offer-
ings is generally good. "Prices have been
further advauced, the average for western
markets being about §7.45 per 100 pouads. or
50c hizher than a week agn, —Cincinnati Price
Curr-ut, April 25,

Canadian Pagific Railway.

The Sharcholder, London, England, of April
15 8ays :—The company offers for subseription
$7,285,000 of bonds of the Minneapolis, St.
Paul aud Sault Ste. Marie Railway Company,
on which the interest is guaranteed uncondi-
tionally by tho Cavadiaa Pacific Company it-
solf. The bonds carry 4 per cent interest, run
for 50 years, and are secured by a first mort-
gage on the line, in common ith other bonds
of precisely similar character. They ara issned
at the rate of $20,000 per mile in respect of an
extension of the maia lino from Hankioson to
a connection with the Cavadian Pacific at the
iotornational bonadary  Tho length of line is
364 miles, of which 190 miles are already
built, anad the romainder is under contract for
completion during the summer. This exten.
sion hos been planued with a view to give
short routes from tho great cities of Minneapo-

lis and St. Paul to tho Pacific coast. With its

Canadian Pacific conneotions it will cons’itute
a now through trunk line between the Atlantic
and Puacifie, which, it is asserted, will compare
favorably with any othor transcontinental line
for distanco geadients, curvatures, and the
traflic yielding oharactor of the country tra
vorsed. 'The rovenue of tho last yesr gavea
satisfactory surplus of caraings over fixed
charges, and everything goes to show that the
railennd is a good solid property. Tho bonds
are 1,000 each, offered at £187, payable by in-
stalments, reaching to July 25, Luterest rune
from April 1, and & threo monthe’ coupon will
Loattached to thoserip. Making allowance
for these circumstances the issue price will
work out under 91} por cent, giving a return
of nearly 4% per cent. Interest is payable in
gold coin in New York or in London at 43 13d
per dollar.

Crops in Europe.

The Liverpool Corn Trtule News of April 18
says:—Thelong-expected and anxiously awaited
rain bas at length made its appearance in
various parts of Burope, but the downfall has
been partial aud very slight, The nature of
the season seems to s an arid one. ‘The out-
cry for rain was almoat universal. Dariog the
past few days it hss tried its hardest to rain,
but the actual moisture precipitated can have
done little real good, and should it be folloned
by bot suushine may do barm, as tho roots,
instead of being diawn downwards by the wet,
will have a tendenoy to seek the surface mois-
ture and suffer in consequence. The latest
crop reports apecially collected by our own
correspondonts in various parts of the world,
the exact dates when despatched being given,
may be thus summarized:—
Germany—Hamburg. April 18.—winter sown

wheat not injured materially by frost and
drought, but the spring sown wheat is
seriouely damaged; the drought continues,
(wheat and rye are almost wholly planted
in the autumn, but barley iz mainly a
spring crop.)

France—Paris, April 17.— Weather conditions
less favorable.

*  Paris, April 1S.—Weather warm, slight

rain yesterday.

Auslria-Hungary—April 17.—Crop reported
injured by frost and drought, prospects
becoming less favorable.

Italy—Genoa, April 17.-~Drought,

Spain—Barcelona, April 17.—Drought con.
tinnes, estimates of crop being reduced.

Russia—-Odessa, April 17.—The crops through-
out South Russiz. are reported to be in
an unfavorable condition.

Iu onr own country the season by many is
considered uofavorable to the farmer, but eince
1868 it has bocome proverbial tha$ wheat in
England never doos 80 well as in a drought; it
remains to he proved, however, whether this
applics to a drought in March and April, as to
one in May and June—if so ths roputation of
some old weather saws, *‘tho wisdom of many
and the wit of one,” will suffer badly,

The New French Tariff.

The Loandon Chamber of Commerce Joarnal
says: *The tariff act pissed in France, Febru-
ary 1, 1892, by which the dutics on many class-
esof merchandise were greatly increased, has
caused a most pronounced falling off in the for-
cign trade of that country, as is shown by the
value of the imports and exports during the
firat two months of the grcsont year, snd com-+
parcd with those of 1892. The total value of
impurts this year was 637,764 francs, against
961,862 francs in 1892. Exporte, however,
showed little change, tho values being 489,604
francs in 1893, and 496,752 francs in 1892.”

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THE OUSTOMS.

Thy recent change in the customs depart.
nient at Ottawa is likely to produce some good
cffoct in increasing tho efficiency of the depart.
ment. Comptreller Wallace has made some
trips atout the country, visit'ng principal im.
porting points, anl hearing complaints from
importers, with a viow of romedying existing
gilevances. Oae frequent cowplaint which
has been presented to him, is the valuation of
goods at different poris, for customs purposes.
This has been a matter of considerable annoy-
ance to large importers at some points, where
it is claimed the valuation has been higher than
at other poris of entry.

While our present tariff policy remains in
force, tho comptroller of customs is not likely
to bo long without complaints of some kind on
haud, for there will be maty difliculties and
parplexities continually growiog out of the
taritf situation. One tning, however, which
the comptroller can enforce among customs
officials generally, is civility toward the
public, Customs officera are not all noted
for civility or pelite attention to their duties
whea dealing with the pablic. Some of these
officials are inclised to asumea lordly, and
even insulting air, towarl those who have
business to transact with them. They assume
the position of masters, rather than servants
of the public, and make themselves generally
disagrecable. This of course should not be
permitted in public servants in ang capacity,
and the comptroller has given orders that it
must be discontinuned. Hereafter, he says, all
complaints against cvstoms officers of insult or
jncivility toward the public, will be rigidly in-
sestigited.  Thera are many officials who will
not need a warniog of this nature, but there
are others who require some such restraint.
At any rate, the public will sppreciate the
crder. -

COMMERCIAL LEGISL—ATIUN.

Political parties ara proverbially slow to move
when the subject before them is of a commer-
cin' nature. At a commercial dioner in New
York ot long ago, the burden of the principil
speeches was the difticulty of obtaining desired
comumercial legislation, either from congress or
state legislaturas. Is was declared that thero
1 altogether too much politics and not enough
business about legishitive bodies. Ia the
United States congress, made up as it is so
largely of lawyers, this is perhaps nat to be
wondered at  The business men in congress
aro fow and far between, and a good deal of the
legislation emenating thero from is a drag upon
the commorcial progress of the country.

At homo our legislative bodies have been
more guarded, and we havo perhaps made pro-
portionately fewer hugo blunders in the matter
of commercial and financial legislation, than
has been madein the States. Stillthere is here
the same dithoulty, in a less acute sense to be
sure, in the matter of securing desired com.

mercial legislation. Party guostionsare largely
debated, and any wmatter which is likely to
serve uny party purpose is brought forward on
tho loast provocation, or without any provoca.
tion at all. Our parliament will run iato a
prolonged and animated debate upon some
foaturo of the Irish questiov, ¢1 some other
matter which is none of its business, all for
party offect; but whon a commercial moasure
is wanted it is difficut to get up intereat in the
question. Take for instrnco the matter of in-
solvency legislation, which has beeu before
parliamont for many years, but nothing has yat
been evolved,

Iiven in Great Britain, whero legislators are
supposed to be of a more advanced type than
we have on this contisent, thero is the sae
cry coming from tho commercial interests, of
neglect of legislation in tho interest of trade
und commerce. At the recent annual meeting
of the Association of Chambers of Commerce of
the United Kingdom, the president, himself a

-member of yrarliament, dwelt at length upon

this theme in his addrese. The apathy of par-
liament in this vespect was described as aston-
ishing, and such as to cvoke the indigau.
tion of business men. Legislation had been
pressed upop parliament time and timo again,
by the united effort of the businets element of
the couatry, but to no purpose. The president
suggested as a remedy for this state of thiogs,
the formation of a commercial section or party,
or a committes of commercial men of all parties
among the membors of parliament, who thus
united would be able to enforce the considera-
tion of commercial questions, The formation
«f an advisory board of representative commer-
ciel men, with whown the minister of commerce
might confer, was also suggested.

These two suggestions coming from the
president of the greatest British commercial
body are worthy of some theught. The forma.
tion of a committee of the business men in
parliament, in Canada at least, would be some.
what impractical. The majority of the business
men in Canada who go to patl ament are too
closely tied to par.y to take an independeat
atand, even upon an important commercial
issue, if party dictated otherwise. It would
first be nccessary to elect a few good men, upon
an independent business platform, to form the
ncuclus of such. o committece. Here, again,
comes in the difficulty, that business men out
of parlisment are also too closely tied to party
to take such an inlependent stand. Some.
times at meetings of commercial bodies, some
very independent ta’k wil be heard, and even
resolutions, ¢p:aking the voice of the meeting
in a tone quits_judependent of party, will be
unanimously adopted But at the next elec.
tion theso business men will be found working
hard for the roturn of their respective party
candidate, quitc regardless of commercial in.
tereste. JXf the business wen in the larger
towne aund rities would unite for the purpose of
taking an interest in palities from a commercial
stand point, thero should be no trouble ia soud.
ing o fow good, independent, represcantative
busivess men to parhament. The thiog,
however, is impractical at the present timo.

The second proposition, for the establishing
of an advisory committeo of representative

- business men, with whom the mirister could

confor upon commercial questions, appoars
moro feasible. It aleo appears roasonable that
something of this nature should exist. The
comiarcial interests are not represented in
parliament as they should be. The commerce
of ¢he country is really the matter of first im.
portance, but representative business men are
not the class, for various reasons, to seck clec-
tion to parliament. In order to makeo up for
the deficiency, and provide for the reasonable
reprosentation of the commercial interests, the
advisory board or committee might be intro-
duced. ‘Chis committee should be elected by
the leading boavds of trade of ;the country,
thus ensuring the appointment of representa.
tive men, independent of party consideravions,
Such a committee should have tho privilege of
suggesting required legislation, as well as being
a censultative body, In this way the commer.
cial interests of all sections of the country
would bo represented more directly in the pro.
per quater, as each board, representing a dis-
trict of territory, could speak through its re.
presentative upon the advisory board or com-
mittee, and the latter would be in direct com.
manication with the ministry.

This is only one proposal, and other plans
might be suggested to meet the exigenzies of
the’ situation. At any rate, the necessity for
better representation of the great commercial
intorests of the country, independent of party
sentiment, is apparent to all who have given
the matter any thought,

VALUE OF WATER POWER.

The great flaod of watar now passing down
the Red and Assiniboine rivers, past the city of
Winnipeg, may ciuse somo to tura their
thoughts to the various proposals which have
been made t> utilize these streams for manu-
facturing purposes, by the construction of.
works necessary to control the water power.
What an immense power this vast force of
water would faraish, if it could ba successfully
harnessed and used as vequired, Aun exchange,
referring t2 the question of the value of water-
power says:—

Water power is the cheapest source of energy
that can be foand, yet millions of horse power
go to waste within easy reach. Tho greatest
enterprise for the utilization of watzr power
now contemplated is that of haraessing
Niagara., The Cataract Coastruction Comgany
is just completing the ficst seclion of its con.
templated work. It takes only a small fraction
of the poisible power of the falls, yet it will
furnish 150,000 horse power from the United
States side, and 100,000 harae power from the
Canadian side. If the whole power of Niagara
could be harnsssed iv would probably be more
than all the steam prwer now used in America,
Tae watercourses of the Sierras that fall 6,000
feet in a score or two of miles have greater.
poasibilitiea thsu even Niagara, and will one
day be b.oaght t> Turnish all the power that
California needs. Electric transmission of
power is a development of only a few years. A
decade ago it was hardly more than a dream of
the future, To.day it is revolutionizing indus.
tey, and in another score of years it will pro.
bably have driven direct application of steam
power from the firld. .
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Favors Evee Trade.

destruction of the commercial barriers
between the two pations and the oruation of .
great and active market would be an immeass
commercial achievement, ard as a political
stroke would rival if not surpass the Louisiana
purchase. On our sido of the line the greatest
obstacle to moro intimate commercial relations
with tho Dominion is to bs found io tho belief
that while Canada would be a dosirable maiket
for our manufactored goods, she would pour
across the boundary crude produsts to an ex-
tent that would drive American farmers out of
their busipess, The American farmers’ fear of
Canadian competition has been played on for
years by politicians, and yet year after year
Canada goes on buying more of our agricultural
products than wo buy of hers, and our farmers
do not discover that Canade is tho second or
third best customer we have.

]t was oven deemed necessary for the far.
meor to oxclude Cauvadian barley and eggs three
years ago in singular oblivion to the immense
quantities of corn, wheat and provisions which
Canada annually buys from us, In the fiscal
year 1802 the breadstuffs sold in Canada
cmounted to $11,401,494, while the amount we
bought of her was only §3,673,843, a condition
of trade that ought to mako the American fae-
mer content to see the barriers somewhat re.
duced, if not entirely removed. The only two
large items in our breadstuff imports from
Capada were wheat and barley, both of special
varicties, grown little or not at all here, and
imported because of their quality, and not be.
causeof their cheapness. 'I'he wheat and tlour
we sold Canada were worth pearly seven mil
lion dollars, the corn nearly two millions and
the rye over two millions.

‘*Much greater was the disparity between
our exports and imports of provisions. Of pro-
visions, dairy products and eggs we sold to
Canada §4,443,076, and bought of Canada
$595,891 worth, Of all the items in this sched-
ule, the only one of which we imported any

.considerable quantity from Canada was eggs.
All the provisions we bought of Canada amount.
ed to less than $57,000, and the butter and
cheese woe bought were less than 827,000, while
the quantity we sold was worth 1,237,910.
In the matter of vegetables and seeds, the trade
was more nearly even, but the balance in our
favor was about $200,000. The aggregate of
all these food articles oxported by us to Cavada
in 1892 was $16,855,054, while the amount im-
ported from Canada was only $5,079,615. And
yet the farmers along our northern frontier
have been told till many of them believe it that
Canadian competition would ruin them. Itis
mainly this mistaken notion that, as toour
people, prevents a commercial arrangement
that would be of great value to us and of in.
calculable value to Canadu,”—New York Com-
mercial Bulletin,

Rise and Pall of Tallow.

‘There have been such fluctuations in the
prices of hogs products, and such movementsiz
related insterests of all kinds, as to make it
worth while to our readers to inquiro into the
inwardness of theso matters, Of courae, it was
not necessary to learn that there had been a
geaeral and unusual advance in pork and lard,
in bams and bacon, for the well knowan reason
that the hog crop of 1892 was very shoit, so
generally short that even the vast and compen-
sating sweep of production, which in our coun-
:{y often equalizes market, did not in this case

Bav why did tallow and other products of
the fatty kinds o closely sympathize with all
the incidents of the hog market? WWas there
o short supply of cattle and sheep? Inquiry
does pot establish the fact of a short supply,
either loral or general in these. How then i3

the very unusual riso in tallow, 43 to 83c, or
nearly 10 per cent., and its return dowanward
to 56 to bo accounted for?

The answor comes from two sources. Frat,
on account of the failure of the farmers to furnish
the usual supply of porkers, for various roasous,
such as discases in tho herds of swino, the more
profitable murkoting of their corq, ¢t1., and an
increased demand for fatas in preparation of
vcompound lard” aud other articles in which
the proportion of lard usually fouod coased to
appear, indeed, became *'small aad beaatifully
less.” ‘This increased use of fats as a sabstitue
for lard, both legitimato sud otherwise, ao.
conats largely for the increased demnnd and
the consequent upward tendescy in prices.
But this dces not explain the matter fully.
L'o get at tho entire sccret iv wounld be nec-
estary to know all about the accond cause,
speculation.

The supply of n cortain leading pinduce is
short, and apeculation and enterprise are on
the alert to win a harvest from this and
other field® Mouey is to ho made, and who
shall make it * and how shall it be majo?
aro the questions of intereat to the broker,
the manufacturer, tha jobber and the retail.
er, not to mention tlo army of consumers.

So, while tho supply of cattle, sheep, ate., is
acknowledged to have been about normal, the
shortage in hogs increased the demand for oth-
er products, and this gent up tho prices. Then
speculation did its best in manipulating for
profit, and still higher prices resulted. Now
the retail dealer and the consumer come io
with their imgortant part to play and pay.
Soap goes higher becauso makers use tillow.
People complaia at the chavge from old
prices and fail to find the hidden cause, une.
less the dealer can take time to find out for
himself, and then Iaboriously to explain to
aveary customer, Woll, tallow has been way up
for theso and other reasons. Ve have eaten
more of it than we p-obably were aware, and
now it is sinking to its normal vatue. The les-
sons of the tallow market are not very differ-
ent from that of other products which from
time to timo become compansating elements in
manufacture and trade. -Uommercial Enquirer.

Mending Fivebrick.

Thera ave very few housawives, remarks the
New York Trihune, who know that a simple
cement may be made at home which will
successfully join broken firobrick so that they
may be used for years. There are few things
more unsatisfactory than modern fire linings.
The bricks are easily cracked, and last buc a
few months, while in other cases they are
often in use for years. It is & great mistake
to allow tho firebrick to get in bad order.
There is au iron plate back of the firebrick in
every stove, but tnis is eadily burned through,
and it costs a large sum to replace it.  There-
fore, it is a matter of moment whenever there
is & crack in the firebrick of the stove, and
it should be mended at once, or the broken
brick should Le replaced.

The cement to mend thess bricks consists
simply of powdered soapstone, which may be
procured of a druggist, mixed with au even
quantity of common salt and wet to a.paste
with water. This hardens very rapidly after
it is put on, and, as the saap+tono is proof,
it is lasting. Do not substitute powdered
pumico stone or rotien stone for iv, as they
will not last as long as soapstone, though vari-
ous thiogs, c¢ven sifted ashes, may be mixed
with salt in this way, to form a temporary ce.
meot io case of emergoncy.  Some psople pre-
fer to line their stoves with pottsr's clay in.
stead of brick, and it is said to auswer the
purpose very well,

Alberta Stock Ranges..

Ever siuce settlers began coming into South.
ern Alberta, and lands bogan to be required
for railway g-auts, there has been trouble with
the ranch owners, who dislike the prospeot of
surrendericg their leases aud thus reducing the
aren of their ranges. Ssveral inneffectual at.
tempts were made to reach n settlement of the
qusttion upon an equitable basis, but one aftor
apothec failed. Upon Ministor Daly’s recom-
mendstion an order-in.council has been passed
under which the Goveruament wiil cavcel al
outstanding graz'ng leases and give ranchmen
the privilege of purchasing ten per cent of
their present holding a% the rata of $1.25 per
acre. This will sufficiently reduce the area
under lease for grazing perposes to satwfy the
probablo demands of settlement for caltivation
for many years to come.

Iron Tradt; Depression.

In tho annual repirt of the Amosrican Icon
and Steel Association, shortly to issue, Secre-
tary Swank says that ¢ the luck of prosperity
of iron and steel industries in 1892 was con-
spicuously shared Ly the farmers of the west
and the cotton planters of the south. Thus far
in 1893 thore has been no noteworthy improve-
meat in the prices of western wheat and corn
and southern coiton, while the prices of most
iron and steel productsarelower now than they
were at the end of 1892. The general financial
situation in this country and in Earope in 1892
was not favorable to the buildiog of new rail.
roads, and hence was not favorable to our
iron and steel industries.” The secrotary gives
over-production as thks principal cause ef the
ircn and steel dopression.

Texas Timber Lands,

gregate 21,000,000 acres,” ssys the Dallas
Morning News, Ot the 245 counties in the
state only forty are classed as timber coun
ties, with ten growing the longleaf pine
sud the remainder produciog the snort-leaved
variety.

loads, equal to one-fifth of ull the state railway
tonpage for the year.”

Ho wenb to bed between 11 and 12
o'clock showing no symptom of sickness,
Paralysis of the heart is said to have beon the
cause of death.

A number of Menuonites are leaving this
district, enys the Morden Afonitor, for Edmon-
ton and Prince Albert. Some of these Menno-
nites are more cute than they appear. Thero
is a shifting class among them who believe in
taking up free homesteads, working the farm
for a few years, selling ont to the best advan-
tage, and then secking new pastures and other
free homesteads to do the same thing over
again,

A meoting of the patrons of the Emerson
cheese factory was held recently, and those
present expressed themselves as well pleased
with the results of dairying in previous years,
and would continue to support the factory the
epsuing seaton. On motion the prico of milk
for the months of May, June and July was
fixed at 75 cents per 100 lbs, and for the
months of August, September and Qotober the
price was fixed at 81 per 100 Ibs. Br..Thomp-
son has engaged W. F. Mills, an experienced
cheese maker, to manage the dairyiong depart-
ment.

BElkjre & Lafrauce is the name of a new firm
established at innipeg in the wholesale
butchering Lusitiess, The firet named person
is well known at Winnipeg, having been con-
neoted with the live atock trade f{or years,
Lafrance has come recently from Montreal.
The firm has erected buildings near the Red
river, just across the Loaise bridge, where they
will have special facilities for the trade, in the
form of cooling rooms for dressed meats, cold
storage, ete. A large quantity of ice has beon
put up for summer use.

A meoting of the council of tho Winnipeg
board of trade was held on Tuesday. There
was a full attendaunce of members, and consider-
able routino business was traneacted.

mittea was appointed to wait on Mr. Ounimet,
when he reached here, in reforence to having
tho custom house located further down town,
and nearer the busincss centre.

The Cost of Living.

A roport has been prepared by the British
Foreign Offico and submitted to the Royal Com-
mission on Labor appointed by the Government.
It treats of the industrinl conditions in the
United States, comparing the cost of living in
that country with the cost in Great Britain
and Belgium. For that purposo a partioular
class of workingmen—thoso engaged in the
iron and stsel industries is seleoted, and what
is spent by tuem for necessary expenses. The
results brought out are often quito contrary to
prevailing notions. The figures given relate on:
ly to the iron and steel industrics, and are

averages.
In the United States the anaual income of a
mun engaged in the iron aud stecl industries iy
$513.52, but in the coge of a married man that
is added to by the income of the wife or one of
the children, bringing the income of the family
up to §591.61. The family income in Britain,
at the same trade, is $§456.86, and in Belgium
§374.53. Iu tke United States that class of
workingmen in the State of Illinois pay §87.94
ayear for house rent, but taking the whole
Uhnion the average is §65 02, while in Britain
$38.35 & year is paid, and in Belgium_ only
$31,72. Then, workingmen in the United
States are more heavily taxed than in either
Great Britain or Belgium, The taxes on a
family in the former vary fram $12.28 in Oh
to §1.46 in Georgia, but the average over all is
25.59, while in l%ritain it isonly §1.77 aund in
Belgium only 56 cents, Iun the United Statcs
each family spends $243.65 annually ¢1 food,
and in Britain $222.62, including 30.57 and
$29.47 respectively on beef. | .
About the same amount is spent in the
United States as in Britain, on books and
nowspapera. In the former cach family spends

in that $5.70 annually, and in Britain $5.10,

but tho subscriptions to labor organization
form a much heavier burden than {n Lritain ;
for in tho United States each family paysin
that way $7.20 a year, aw against §3.72 in
Uritain, and $3.67 in Belgium. On *‘amuse.
ments and vacation oxponses” o2ch family
sptnds $11,28, agniost $190.05 in Eritain aod
no less than §38.64 in Belgium. Each family
in Britain spends $21.85 on jntoxicating
liquors, and in Bolgium only §9.66. The
amount spent in that way by each family varies
grently in the differen States, For instance
the averngo in Virginia is §8 08 ; in Georgia,
$8.05:in Now York, £35.14, and in Illinoie,
€01 73. In tho United States 511 families xo
turned an average oxcess of fncomo over
oxpeodituro of $09.22, while 649 families re.
turned an average deficit of $64.76,. while
thirty families in Britain returned an average
surplus of $17.02, and six families in Bolgium
had an average surplus of $22.23,

Wood Palp,

The production of wood pulp for papormak.
ing is o steadily growing industry. When the
manufacture of pulp in this country was in its
infancy the material was obtained principally
from New York State, but as supplies became
reduced and more diffioult to reach, manufac.
turers have sought othor fields. Within the
past few years the spruco forests of Maine
have Leen drawn upon liberally, and daring
the past season a syndicate of manufacturers
has made large purchases of timber lands in
Canada along the United States border for
the purpose of cutting the wood and reduciog
it to pulp, The eoxtensive character of this
business has a material influence upon the cost
of timber and lumber for commercial purposes,
especially as pulp manufacturers have com.
menced to discover that the best logs serve
their purposes more readily than poor stuff
Considerable foreign stock is still imported,
but the domestic production, it is thought, will
soon satisfy all demands. Norway is one of
the most important pulp producing countries,
and a recent communication gives some idea of
the output. The exports of what is called
‘¢ mechanical wood pulp ” were 115,000 tons in
1886, but last yoar they were 210,000 tons.
Restriction of production was attempted last
year, and concurrently there was a decreaso of
20,000 tons in the exports,and the trade is now
growing ia other parts. 1o addition to the
mechanical wood pulp there is also a consider-
able export of chemical wood pulp from Nor-
way. which is stated as about 28,500 tons for
the year.—Bulletin.

Mexican Silver Ores.

The New York ZEngineering and Mining
Journal saya : ** Smelters in the southwest are
complaining of the dearth of Mexican ores,due to
the working of the tariff on Mexican lead ores,
and tho establishment of emelters in the
republic beyond the Rio Grande, Increased
smelting charges on dry silver ores are becom.
ing & burden to the miners, and while the pro-
duction of lead ores in New Mcxico, Arizona
and parts of Colorado was stimulated fora

short time, no new bodies of great size were
diccovered, and the oll ones are gradually
being exhausted. Many of the dry ore mines
have been forced to close down, and their own-
ers see bug little prospect of any future lower-
ing of smelting charges, as what little Mexican
oro might come to this country now is liable to
be diverted by the vew smelters baildiog at
Magdalena, eighty miles south of the Mexican
bouundary, snd that near Chihuahua, to work
the ores of the Santa Eunlalia mines, and in.
cidentally other ores.”

time the effect of this will be noticeable.

¢ The chief ovents of importance in shipping

Sir Matthew egbie has given judgment in
the case of the E. & N. Railway Company v,
thé Cutch for damages sustained by the Com.
pany’s steamer Joau in consequence of collid-
ing with the Cutch in Nanaimo harbor on
November 19th. The court held that the
evidence was conclusive to show that the Joan
was the first to leave the waarf, and did what
was perfeotly right in not giviug way to the
Cutch. ‘The court awarded the Joan damages,
but the amount was not stated. The Chief
Justice oxpressed a hopo that the law permit-
ting rival vessels to leave a wharf at the same
moment would be altered.

Captain Fox, of the firm of K. V. Marvin &
Co , who has been absent for over two months
oa business connected with the firm's sealing
schooners in Japan, bas returned. Ho said:
“Y bring good news of the sealing fleet in
Japaneso waters. 'I'no worat piece of all is the
loss of Donald McDougal, 2 hunter on the Um.
brina. The fleet had roug™ weather across,
and the Arietas, which made the best time,
wa3 forty days on the way. Tho schooners
will not be interferred with by the Japaneso
Govornment as long as they keep off the rook-
ories and outside the usoal limit. The Japan.
ese Government will with a patrol, protect the
reserves which in the past bave been raided by
the Japancee themselves. The subject was
brought up in Parliament, and a general dis.
cussion occurred with the result just stated.”

The St. Paul Commercial Congress,

A special meetiog of the Wionipeg board of
trade was held Friday afternoon to consider the
invitation to send delegates to the internation-
al conveation to be held in St. Paul iu June to
discuss commercial questions of interest affect-
ing the United States and Canada. The fol-
lowing resolution wasadopted :—

AMoved by J. 5. Steen and J. H. Housser,
“That this board desires to send a delegation
of not less thaa five of its members to the con-
vention to meet at St. Paul, Minon., in June,
aund that such delegation be considered as rep-
reseniing and scting for tho board at said con-
vention; that the delegatesaclected boinstruct.
cd to co-operate with and heartily support any
movement or movcments with the aim of im-
proving canals and other waterways befween
the Nozthwest of this Dominion and the Uni
ted States and tho cast or any movement or
movements lecading to cheapen and improve
trausportation between the northwest of both
countrics and tho seaboard, or likely to relieve
thoso countrics to any extent from the burdens
in freight charges under which they have so
long straggled and still struggle ; that on tho
question o% revenuo tariff, shoald that question
bo discusscd at the convention, the delogates
be instructed to opposc any movement in favor
of a tariff compact between Canada and tho
United States which would interfere with the
frecdom of either country in making tariff or re-
ciprocity arrangements withaoy other nation or
colooy of tho British Kmpmre, cxcept a movee
meat in favor of the freo interchangoof the raw
material produced_from the ficlds, forests and
mines of both, and that the delegates bo in-
stracted to givo a hearty support to such a
movement shoold it be made; that tho delegates
bo instructed to support any resolution, motion
or other movement for secuying & reduction of

inport tariffs in both countries towards a
revenue basis; and that the council be instruct.
ed tu select the necessary number of delegates,
and furnish each with a copy of the resolu.
tion.”

A resolution oxprossing appreciation of the
work of the late J. M. Taylor, Unitod States
Consul of Winnipeg, and regrot for his removal
by death was udopted.

It was further resolved that the board com-
municate with tho promier of tho Dominion
and urgo that some of the cabinet ministors
visit Winnipeg, as they have Montreal and
‘Toronto, to enquire on the spot into the work-.
ing and ecffects of the present customs tariff.

Bank of ﬁnmmarca.

The Cavadian Bank of Commerce, which is
ono of the largest and most progressive of Can-
adian bankiog ivststutions, opened a branch in
Winnipeg on Monday last. According to the
last Government returns it has a paid up capital
of £6,000,000; rest, $1,600,000; deposits over
$18,000,000; loans over $23,000,000 aud nearly
$7,000,000 of funds on hand—immediately avail-
able, in the shape of cash, call loans, ete. Be.
sides having its own office in Now Yorlk it has
fifty branches in Canada.

The decision of the board of directors to es-
tablish a branch in this city isanother evidence
of the faith which the leading financial men
in the cast have in the northwest asan import-
ant banking field. The bank will ozcupy tem.
porary premises on Main street, near the post.
office. J*. . Mathewson, who for the past
cleven years has been masager of the Bank of
Ottawa in this city, will bein charge. MTr.
Mathewson was in the service of the Bank of
Commerce for a number of years prior to his
comiog to Wianipeg.

Navigation UpB;l to Montreal.

A Montreal telegram of May 3says: Tho
first ocean steamship to reach Montreal this
season arrived in port. It was the Hamburg
American Packet company’s steamer, .Pick-
huben from Hamburg, *She was shortly fol-
lowed by the New Donaldson line steamer,
Tritonia, from Glasgow, which is on her first
trip to the St. Lawrence, and the Allan line
Sardician from Liverpool. Fiiteea steamers
which had been delayed below by the icoin the
river above Quebec aro to arrive t2-day and to-
morrow. The trade is paralyzed here by the
uon openiog of canals. The bridges across the
Lachine canals are not ready, sotbat boats can-
not got up, and another accident has occurred,
and no grain can get down. Complaints wilk
be made to the government on the subject,

The Rabber Trust in the United States has
absorbed sll the outside concerns in the
trade. Itisrcported that there will be a large
advance in rubber goods.

Perkins, Inco & Co., Toronto, have a cable-
gram from Yokohamna sayiog: ¢ Steamer
Oceanic takes 600 packages of tea costing 312
10 $46; quality good.” This is thoe early ship-
ment of apring leaf tea which always costs a
very high price, and can scarcely be taken as
av indication of what tho marlet would open
at generslly. At tho samo time this message
shows that tho teas are likely w0 be of good
uality.

It is reported, says a Toronto paper, that 3
detective has been quietly at work “among the
trade in the city who handle canned goods, and
in several indtances found them offering soaked
peas and cora for salo without being proparly
Iabelled as such. Tho law requires tll,w word
¢ soaked ™ to bo printed iu large lottors across
the label to distinguish them from peas and
corn pat up in tho fresh state. Tho scllor is
liablo to a tino for sach tin ho offers for sale,
and as half this finc goes to the informer the
latter may have a very rich harvest. It is un.
derstood that the Canadian Packers’ Associa-
tion have tho cases in band,

SATURDAY AFTERNOON, May 6.

Fiuve weather has como at last, and we have
had a full weck of it, rolieving tho depressing
feeling felt over tho crop outlook. Farmors
have at last been able to get at their. seeding,
though in Bome sections where the #oil is damp
very little has yet been done. A full crop,
however, will be put iv, if the weather con.
tinues fine for a short time, with the exception
of some low districts of limited area, which
will not cflect tho crop in the aggrogate.
Though the season iz ualmost a month later than
usual, the fine weather of the week has encour-
aged & hopeful outlook. Water in all the
strcams remains very high, and was rising
steadily nearly all the week., In the southern
section of the Red river valley in Manitoba,
considerablo low land Las been flooded from-
the rivers, including lands which would bave
boen cropped, Lut some of which will hardly
bo fit for orop this year. This, however, ap-
plies to only a very limited area of low land
bordering on the Red river or streams empty-
inginto the river. At Wionipeg the water is
still confined within the river channel, but it is
expected to rise a little yet. Thore wero large
arrivals of emigrants daring the week, mostly
British aud European, and the inflow this year
promises to add materially to our population
and ability to develop the resources of the
country. We mentioned lastr week that
the development going on ian the iaterior
of British Columbia was being felt by the
v Lolesale trade of Winnipeg. This week sup.
plies have been purcbased hero for the con.
tractors who bave undertaken the construction
of the Nelson and Port Sheppard railway, in
tho Kootenay district of British Colutnbia.
These purchaszes have added very materially to
the week’s trade. The firat shipments of
Manitoba cattle this scason for export to
British ports went forward this week, consist-
ing of sixteen car loads, from tho Deloraine
branch of the Canadian Pacific railway. There
are a large number of cattle in the country this
spring, but many, though fat enough for the
local trade, are not finished for export. The
proposed combination of all the Lake of the
Woods ssw mills, which comprises all the pine
lumber trade of Manitoba, has received a
tomporavy set back through the withdrawal of
the Kcewatin Company from tho provisional
agreement. A new agreement has beca pro-
pared, and it is expected that all tho other
mills (except the Keowatin) will be amalga-
mated in one company.

GRAIN AND FRODUCE.

WueaT has had some strength on some days,
due to unfavorable crop reporis and firm cables,
The risible supply statement of stocks at pria
cipal points in the United States and Cavada
showed an increase of 158,000 bushels, which
was somothing of a surprise. The total is now
75,027,000 bushels, and a year ago was 37,936,
000 bushols. Thero was a firm fecling in
leading markots on Thursday and Friday, par
ticulaily on tho Jatter day, due to unfavorable
weather and crop reports from Europe and
some fall wheat states.

Locally tho crop outlook bas been fiaproved
by a weck of brilliant and warmer weather. In
most parts of Manitoba farmers have at last
botn able to get on their land and secding has
been pushed with great vigor. Where the soil
is lighter and of a rolling nature the lacd is in
good condition, and farmers were able to begin
work early in tho weck. Owing to the excep-
tionally late season, tho work has beca pushed
this weck as it never was beforo, work going on
alneat night and day. Xa some districts whero
tho 10il is heavy aud ioclined to be low, farm-
ors have not been ablo {o prosecute scoiing to
any very great coxtent, but with such fino
weathor as has prevailed all this weel:, thereo
will oot bo muen further delay, Owing t5> very
high wator ia the strcams, some low land ad-
joining have been overflowed in some zections,
aud will hardly be fit for cultivation this
season.

¢t Everything may now be eaid to be in readi-
ness for the opening of navigation and a great
rush is expected noxt weck, as no steamors will
be ready to sail the prosent weck. As has
beon pointed out, the threo leading lines were

holding out for 43 shillings or 50 shillings
insured, Theso figures were fixed, so it is sniﬁ,
at a meeting held last week, but when some of
tho space contracted for at current rates was
thrown back on the market and the shippers
were showing a vather {odependent disposition
soveral carly Liverpool aud London boats being
without cattle, the companies dccided to re-
duce the figures.  This was done ata meeting
thisafternoon. It is not definitely known what
the reduotions were ; but Allen space for Lon-
don was offering at 47s 6 11ate in the afternoon.

North Dakotah Crop Report.

The North Dikota state crop raport for the
week ended April 26, says that owin;‘; to ab-
normally cold weathor, high winds and frequent
heavy rain and snow storms, but lit 1s advauca-
ment ivas been made in agricultural work siace
the dato of the last report. Throughout the
eantorn counties hea> | rain or snow fell oa four
days during the week ending yesterday, which
have serve 1 to make the backward conlitions
worse ia that seotion of the state.

Nearly all the low lands are complotely
covered with water, while considerable snow
still remainy in drifts in the northeastera
counties. Tho oxcess of precipitation over the
pormal, was 0.40 of an iach, about §3 par cent.
1t will take at least ten days of warm, clear
weather to put the major partion of the ground
ia fit condition for eceding. Although the pre
cipitation in the western counties was very
slight, but little work was carried on there,
owing to the unusual coll and high winds.
The temparature for tho state averagzd, except
in the ectreme northwestern couuntier, about 8
degrees below the normi), freez'ng weather
occurring nedrly every night.

Department Storss,

The general development of business in a new
country, and in fact the world over, has hither.
to been from the small grocery to the general
store, and these as the population aod weaith
of a cection increased have generally given up
oue or more varities of staple goods, and be.
come more or less epecial stores devoted to f
groceries, dry goods, hardware, drugs, clothing
or thoe like exclusively.

Within the last decade or two the dspart. |
ment store has spruog up and imade astonishiog ;
and somewhat alarming growth, cnding in some
cities in a very decided monopcly of retal trade
iv all its principal branches, snd often resultiog
in a very decided reduction of the number ot
special stores and a great depreciation of the
profits of such competitors as are stul able to
remain in business aod retain a considerable
portion of their old trade

The departmeont store like the trust is almost
always a combination of ssveral or many
specialists who combine their capital, thei:
experience and businesa enterprize under one
roof, saving in rent, light, fuel, wages and ad-
vertising expenses, and gainioy the advaatage
of apparently greator individual capital, rola-
tivelysmaller amousnt of stock inany onespecia’
ty, & greater opportunity for d.splay and thy
« *her ordioary advastages of combination for
one common parpose.

It is quite often the case that no one depart-
ment excelsa competing special store in amount
or cven in the completeness of its stock, and
frequently the prices wmade in general are no
cheaper than aro usually asked clsewhere, but
the arrangement of the store hides aoy de-
ficiency, and what in any oae storo of from ten
to fifteen special establishments would excite

little or no intcrest, awakens admiration and
surprise when it forms a part of ten or fifteen
special stocks assembled and arranged *‘as parts
of onc harmonious whole.”

The maungement of such a store moreover
pursue s policy in advertising which is not eo
ensy to follow in an ordinary establishment,
They udvertive bargains generally from oue to
threo in each department, making the relative
exponse to cach of the co-operatiry pirties no
larger than it would have cost each to keep up
an ordinary *‘dirplay od,” and enabling the
combination to advertise from fiftcon to fifty
leaders, where each, if alone, could only have
advertised from one t~ three or four. In buy-
ing, too, the ropresentative of such a concecn
has great advantages over others in the same
lino. ‘*All is tish that comes to his net,” and
& baukruptey in furniture, the closiog out of a
hosiery mill, or an auction sale of cutlery alile
attract him and benefit his many-sided combin
ation.

Uenerally speaking the bargiins offerod are
such 1n themselves, but piy u good profit and
lead tho way to la:ge sales of staple goods at
ordinary prices. Some of these concerns, how-
ever, deal in a very cheap, showy and inferior
class of goods, aud are buy means of their ad-
vertised cheapaess in other lines enable to sell
second-rate goods at the price of first class com-
modities,

Hardware is not generallv cheap at such
stores unless there may by a drive in tacks, or
a sacrifico in terne tin pieplates, ete. Shoes
are oftan of poor grade and made to sell rather
than for wear ; ani crockery and glass are very
frc?uently only the ‘‘seconds,” from which all
veally Grat-class ware has been carafully re-
moved. Fine display windows, a flaod of light,
a host of saleamen and clerks, and placards
calculated to impress the customer with the
tdea that **now is the accepted time” and his
only chance ior a bargain, dispose of a ast
amouant of ordinary and even inferior goods at
full cash prices.

Many or our coatemporaries ars discussing
the department store and aro opposing it or
apologizing for it as they think fit, The
T'rade Journal does not attack the derart-
n.eut store; it has established itielf too
stropgly for us to waste valuable time ani
space in opposiog av institution which legal-
ly has every right to exist, whatever may be
thought of it from the higher stand of busi-
ness ethics. It 18 founded on that combina.
tion of private interests for a common ead
which must always win agiinst individual
opposition.  lts representatives have realized
the value of advertising, while their competi-
tors have failed to give oven a reasunable
support to the press, and the press could
hardly prosper without the department stores
and sirailar zombinations.

It is in the power of aay six or ten or fifteon
specialists who sufl r from this new develop
ment of business, to give up their separate
stores, combine their stock, their advertisiog,
fuel, light and o.her expenses and ““fight fire

with fire.” It is the only .-.ree {u our
opinion which can meot this method of com-
petition, That many jobbers suffer as a tule
from its present state of development wo feel
certain, for tho statistics show an alacming
business mortality among dealers of small
capital, due largely to the undue monopoliza-
tion of business by ono or two large concerns
in a city or town who cut so incessantly and
geuerally that there are no scttled prices in
any line of ataple goods.

What the future may bring to tho depart-
ment store or its present victims, the regu.
lar dealers, wo cannot' say, but unless they
increase in number aod cut each other into
“innc ;uous desuetude,” a fow such establish-
ments in a decade or .wo will do the major
part of the retail business of the country.

The gubject, however is one which ia wortby
of consideratiou, and the columns of the Trade
Jowrnal are opea for any suggestions or argu-
ments regarding it. This development of ratail
trade must cortainly help or injure the jobbing
trade at present. \Which does it do, and what
is to ha the ultimate result 2— rad Journal.

Briti%h‘.Trade.

At the recent annual meeting of the Associa-
tioa of Chambers of Commerce of the United
Kingdom, the President said :—

‘* Passing to the state and prospo:ts of trade,
I am gorzy to say that what some of my critics
called the “‘pessimism” of my address at Ne w-
port , has been only too well, or ill, verified by
subsequent evcnts

Eighteen hundred and ninety-two was a bad
busintes year, almost the world over; apd the
presest one is, so far, scarcely more satisfacsory
or hopeful. Tho continued coatractioa in our
home and foreign trades and in both our im-.
ports and exports; in ~ailway traffic; in tue
a'nipping {both foreign ad cousting), and in the
bankers’ clearances; the increasein the number
of ingolvencies; and the bourd of trade reports
upIn, and the percentages of non-employment
in, the skilled labor trades; all these confirm
the viows I expressad, and only leave tha con.
solation that what has occarred may be a
step, though a downward one, towards a
better and eafer economic condition, and
‘owards clearing an atmosphere closdrd by
tke ticancial difficulties of South Americs, and,
to a less uxtent, of Australia,

Specific and comparative trade atatistics are
scarcely more encouragtog. There was no im-
provement in the iron trade—(whioh can now
be more c'osely observed since the board of
trade specify many more countries under the
hewndings of the various classes of iron and
steel exports, and subdivide the exports of ma.
chinery and mill work)—at the end of 1892 ;
por do the trade returns of the first two months
of the present year show aby very cheering
signs, though there arc some few slight indica
tions of betterment.
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Last year the total oxport of British iron
fell to 2§ million tons, from 3} million tons in
1891, and the values from £27 million to £123
million, the decrease Leing distributed nearly
equally over all clases of iron and steel., The
production of pigiron also sliows a declino
trom 7§ million toas in 1801 to 63 willion tuns
in 1892 ; whilo the Geyman make has increased
from 4} million tons_iu 1891 to 4§ million tous
in 1892, Tho Belgian mako during tht same
periot has also increased.

In tho production of Basic steel, a similax
decrease in Great Brit:in and increase on tho
Condinent and iu tho United States is too ap.

arent, the share of Great Britain in 1591 be
ng 436.C00 tons out of 2,880,000 tons, or rather
more than a seveuath, and in 1892 406,000 tons
out of 3,202,000, or about an cighth,

For the firat two months of this year the ex.
ports of iron and stecel are about cqual in
quantity to those of 1892 — 389,000 tous
againtt 881,000—but the value has still farther
declined, viz., from £3,430,000 to £3,187,000.

My private advices from all authorities con.
firm these moro or less oflicial statistics, both
as to the present dulness, and the absence of
encouragiog siius in the coal, iron, and steel
trades, which have gencrsl'y been regarded as
a %’ood index of the condition and prospeots of
other branches of industry. Ia shipbuildiog,
including maring engineering, everything points
to stagnation duiing the year, a condition
which arises from the state of tho shipping
trade, in which freights are such as to cause an
enormous amount of tonnage to be laid up,
somo of which, however, may be released by
the opening of the Baltic, and by the Krob-
ability of a much larger quantity of grain being
available for shipping from Russia during the
present year. In the textile trades, the ex-
peoted modifiostion of the Auecicaa tariff
gives riae, in the west riding, to hopes of im
provoment; but Launcashire repots 1592 as one
of the most unsatisfactory in its history, and
this year as worse ratber than)better, whil: to
the economist the hope of the future is dimmed
by the strike in the cotton trade, and by a
disposition to fly for aid to fictions and fa'lscies,
instead of always rosorting to the best cduca.
tional, sciestific, and mechanical means of
making the most of the hereditary skill of our
work-people and of the advantages we possess
in our climate and cheap water communication
—condiiions which (othere not being ncglected)
must always tend to keep Great Britsin the
workshop of the world.

Origin of Fyfe Wheat,

The discussion as to the origin of fyfe wheat
does not die. Tho M iller is in receipt of a
lotter from David Plewes, formerly secretary
of the Dominioa Miller s Association, anl now
agent of the Outario Export As:ociation, in
Liverpool, Eng., on the question He says.—
“In your February issue there is an article,
“Origin of Fyfe Wheat,” which I personally
known is correct. ¥ davesay this wheat wa
introduced into Manitoba in 1858, aud alseinto
Wisconsin in 1856, but long before that it was
extensively grown in Ontario aroand where
Fergus and Arthar now stand Ja 18321 was
miller in Lawville mills, township of Nelson ;
thero were no railrcals in that pars of QOatario
then, and wheat came {o us trom the back
country, 60 or 80 miles on eleighs, and some-
times these back country farmers b ought us a
very hard spring whoat called Glasguw wheat,
the veritable wheat oow known as fyfe wheat.
At firat I was afraid to put it among the other
spring wheats, I did not then koow its miltug
properties. Ihad only Leen one year ia the
country then, and practically knew nothing,
and at that time there was no one there to in-.
struct me, as all tho_rest (so far as milling
weat) knew less thaa I did ; and it was by the
merest accident I found out its niilling pro-
perty. Our flour trade outside of farmers’

rist was chiefly to bakers; and at one time
aving scarcely anything in  the mill
but the choicest white wheat, I hal con.
siderable difficulty m plensiog wy bread

bakiog oustomers,  But having some old flour
on hand in the mill, carvied over from the
foriner year, thut hal gono sour and slightly
musty, I started to mix in about one-third of
thisold flour among my bakera’ flour aod for
awhilo my haker friends were groatly pleaced
with the flour I sent themn. Soon, however,
tho old flour stock gave out and experience had
taught ms thero was diffizulty aneat—aulass
something was put in to tako the place of the
old flour. I risked mixing this hard spring
wheat (though I kuow I was darkeniog the
color) but experience proved the virtue of this
thensomewhat despised variety of spring wheat.
My opinioa {s, small quantities wero grown
around Acchur prior to 1851." James A Belt,
of B:averton, Ont., has this to say on tho sub
ject :—"Fyfe wheat is a Russian varioty of
1al] wheat which was introduced into the coun-
vy of Peterborough by a gentlaman named
Fyfe. Fyfo had a nophew engaged in the Bl
tio wheat trade at the time, irom whom he obe
taised a bushel of the wheat,  Oa sowing the
geain 1t did not prove at all eatiafactory as a
1all wheat and the result was a pior and woak
Iy crop. A little of the seed,* however, had
accidentally been left in the big, and Fyfe
thought ho would try it as a spring sowing,
Ho did, and the result was magaiticeat heads
of plamp hard grain.  He carefully presorved
the sced, and this is the uriyia in Canada of
the famous *“Fyfe” wheat. I is certain that
the variety is unkoown in Scotland, although
many attempts have been made to trace it to
the Land o’ Cakes.”

The Strength of Molasses.

The possibilities and future cuurse of mo-
lasses is an interesting problem with importeras
in Montreal, especially theso who made haste
to offer for future delivery at the lower prices
which ruled earlier 1o the spring. The market
has taken a turn now, however, and, the conse-
yaence is that the more aey -nb sellers have, if
present indioatioas hold guol, overreached
themselves. Tuere was a possibility of a regu-
lIar morry little wa: also between gome of the
French wholesalo houses in Montreal, but the
decided change that the market has taken at
the I-lands has stopped all thought of this, and

Toronto Grocery Market.

Advices
from New York atate that good Rio grades are
scarco and hard to obtaio, and command higher
prices. The declines have been altogether in
the lower grades, and these have regained
more thau one. half what they lost. On Monday
tho market in New York was about 3c above
that of Saturday. During the decline last
week futures dropped 65 points, and spot ¢ a
pound. The local market is still bare of good
coffees, and prices are unchanged. We quote:

Dried Fruit—A slightly improved enquiry is
reported in this line, but it is not much to
boast about.

Valencia raising are
mesting with a little botter demand, that is for
the better grades. DPrices remain as before.
The ruling price for good off-stalk fruit is
around 5¢, with medium going at 4c¢, fine at 6o,
and selects in 28 1b boxes at 7e.  We quots
layers at 7 to T3c in boxes. Demand is
fair for currants. There aro no changes,
anod nothiog special to note beyond the foot
that outside advices would indicate a sahort
crop next season and the consequent higher

vices. There is very little good fruit here.
‘inest Vostizzas sell at 9 to 94c in cases, Pat.
ras at 63 to 7c and Provincials at 5% to 6icin
barrels and half barrols respsactively. A fow
casas of prunes ave going out at 7§ to 8icfor
Bosnias in cases.

Nuts—Demand in this line is light. Brazil
nuts are frm at 11 to 11joa pound.  Sicily
shelled almonds have advanced and we quote
32 to 33¢c & pound; unshelled sell at 16 to 170.
Peanuts are unchasged at 13 to 14c for roasted
and 11 to 12}c for green.

Rice and Spices—The demaund is still

light for rice, buyers holding off {an anti
dipation of lower Prlces whon the noxt crop ar.
rives, which will probably be in another
month; 33c is atill tho idea for ordinary. Whole
gloger is quoted at 20 to 23¢, purs white pep-
pee at 20 to 280, and pure black at 14 to 160,

Sugar—Prices are fractionally higher than e
weok ago, and tho market ig strong at the ad.
vance,  Granulated sells at 53 to 5}, but tho
outside ﬁguro is tho price most quoted. In
yellows the range is 43¢ for dark, 4}o for me-
dium, 440 for bright and 43¢ for oream.

Syrups and Molasses—Syraps ave not by any

moans moving fast, but prices ure steady at 2
to 33cin bLarrels and half barrels.  Molasses
quiet, with New Orleans sclliog in, barrels and
half barrols at 30 to 32¢,
. Teas—A slight improvemnent has developod
ia the demand during the past fow days. The
inoresse is principally in Coeylons, Indiausand
Assams.  There has beon some enquiry during
the past fow days from the States for low and
medium, and samples have, in response, besn
forwarded. Thy wumext six weeks or
two months aro expected to bo mark-
ed by considerable activity, A fow
days ago Mr, Dallas, who represents Muorylan,
Heoman & Co., of Yokohama, the largest ship.
pers of Japan teas, received advices stating
that the season will open about samo time as
last year, possibly a week later, the weather
not boing 80 favorable as expected at firat. The
firat Leas are high priced, and the secoud crop
of medium and fine won't arrive hors for the
noxt threo months, and then only in swall
quantities.

Dried Apples — Contiuue dull and easy.
Most jobbers are not inclined to pay more
than 4 to 41e, while the selling price ranges
from 43 to bc.

Evaporated Apples—Not much doing. Small
lots are selling at 9 to 93c, and probably this
price would be paid for car lots, that being the
only kind that seems to bs wanted.

Caoned goods—Sowme improvement has de.
veloped in this line during the week, and a good
healtby sorting up trade is being done.
‘Lomatoes are moeting with more enquiry, and
there is less disposition to sell at lower prices,
This increased demsnd is likely to be main-
tained for some time, being as it now is on the
eve of tho opening of navigation, The demand
is for the better brands selling at 956 to 1,00,
but we quote the range at from S5¢to $1.00.
Reports have just been reccived here stating
that recent shipments made to Liverpool have
netted a botter profit than could be obtained
here for. five and ten case lots. The price
netted is said to be equal to 93¢ here. In con-
stqnence of thisa Toronto house has decided
to send another carload. Peas arealso in better
demand thau 2 week ago. aod prices range as
betore at from 85¢ to $1 for ordinaay cud $1.45
for sifted. Corn js in decidedly better request
than a week ago, and while there has been no
advance in prices thoy are firm at 83c to $1 for
ordinary and 81.25 for extra, the priocipal de.
mand being for the dollar goods. Beans quiet
aund unchavged at 90¢ to SI. Salmonisin ac.
tive demand considering the timo of tho year.
Txis applies more parcicularly to the better
class of fish, ranging i prices from .$1.65 to
1.65 for talls, and $1.70 to 1.80 in flats. Of
course, lower goods are to be obtained, and a
light piok cap” be got zround $1.30. As the
present demand is likely to continue a hardea.
ing of Ericea i8 expected shortly, on acconat of
the lightness of stocks. In lobster the demand
is active for the better grades: $2 to210 for
talls and $2.50 for flats is about the idea.
Theore is not muvh doiog in sardines, and prices
are unchauged. Poaches veman mach as before
at $2.10 to 2.25 for 2's and at $3.25 to 3.75 for
3's. The domand that eprung up a couple of
weeks ago for peaches continues brisk at$1.43
to 1.55. ~ A good mauy canned apples aro beiog
exported, and that keupsstocks light and prices
firm, Local demand for this line is light and
prices aro unchavged at 852 to $1 for 3's, and
$2 tlo 2k25 for gallons.
