S8OCIAL MEETINw IN ST. GEORGE'S, TORONTO.

On tho evening of Dee. 14 T had the privilege of witnessing n scene which would
gladden the henrt of every ono who has the real progreas of the pur.st branch of
tho Catholic Church at heart. 1laco, St. George’s Parochial School Iouse, Tor-
onto; time, 7} p.m. On cntering I found the building, a neat white brick struc-
ture, enpable of seating nbout 500 persons, rapidly filing with the members of the
Congregatton. At the Enast end were hung handsome oil portraits of the Lord
Bishop, Rev. Dr. Fuller and Lady.  The walls were set off with handsome pnintings
and drawings, coutributed by varivus memnbers of the congregation; almost every
branch of the art being well represented.  The arches of the ceiling were decorated
with sundry national flngs, among others the Turkish and Confederate. Two rows
of benches were arranged arvund the room, while the largo body of the space was
partly occupicd by several long pic-nic tables, Inden with various curious and
useful articles, books, photographs, &c. ‘I'wo cimilar tables in ono corner groaned
beneath a plentiful supply oftea, coffee, and n great variety of cakes, &c. 1 must
not omit to mention n handsume piano, lent by W. Nordheimer, with his usual
liberality. In and out nmong the Lenches and tables circulated some 300 prrsons,
of all ages and socinl pusitions and of buth sexes, conversing freely, laughing,
joking, cating and Jdrinking. Presently the Reverend Chairman, Dr. Fuller, called
the meeting to order by menns of & bell, and announced that the iusical and
oratorical part of the entertainment was about to commence. Short and exceedingly
interesting speeches wero then delivered by the Reverend Dr., Rev. S. Givins, his
Worship the Mayor of Toronto, Mr. Frankland, G. A. Gilbert, Esq., the Rev. Dr.
Btowart, of Virginia, &c., interspersed with well chosen songs by Mrs. Gilbert,
Mr. Payne, Mr. Archer, &c. The proceedings terminated with ¢God save the
Queen” by the cempany, who then separated, highly delighted with their pleasant
Bocinl Festival. It wnsa great, and a most unexpected success, when we consider
the fact that this was the first thing of the kind in the Diocese. The object of the
tueeting was to bring into svcial communion and ecquaintance the higher and
lowor classes in the parish. In order to carry this vbject out tho richer members
were charged 25¢ for their tickets, while the puorer members received free tickets.
Tho provisions were furnished voluntarily by various members of the congregation.

The origination of the idea is due to Dr. Fuller, and n grent deal of the success of
tho entertainment must be referred to the good taste and good judgment of Miss
Fuller, who took a most uctive part in the arrangements and decorations through-
out; though, of course, she was ably secunded by several Indies and gentlemen of
the congregation. It was the unanimous sentiment of the speakers on thig ocension
that the Chureh in Canada would hereafter owe o debt of gratitude to Dr. Fuller
for initiating o movement destined to work incaloulable good to the Church. Lot
us not forget that this kind of thing is not an innovation in the Catholic Churoh.
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While tho Chiurch was yet within ita first contury Agapa or Lovo-fonsts woro, ns
wo tenrn from Ecclesiastical History, n sottled Institution, Thoy woro ndoptod in
imitation of tho Jewiah Pnsclinl-Foasts, inorder to place on a familinr footing thoso
who wero to partako of the Hloly Communion ns members of Christ. Ench member
of tho congregation contributed nccording to (his menns and abilitier, and all ast
down together in token of spiritunl brotherhood.  The cessation of the cnstom was
duo to threo causes: henthen perrecution when suapicions wero entertained as to
tho naturo of theso seeret nssemblics ; nbandonment of principlo on tho part of the
richer mombors, shown in their proud condeacension towards their poorer brothron;
Inatly, occasionnl excessea.  Of theso caunses of failure tho first (thank God) doen
not now exist, the laat may be nvoided by the exclnsion (as on this oconslon) of
spirituous liquors, and the second is tho only one with which wo have to deal in
practice. Lot the rich refrain from cxpeasive and luxurions contributions,
being moro nttentivo to the quantity than the quality : let them slso dross as plain-
ly as is consiatent with their station : thus the pu ror classes will be ablo to approach
them moro nearly in dress and in their contributions, and the more homo-gencous
such nssemblics, the more comfortable.  Now that the Methadiats and othors have
dono something of the kind, we shall not be peracented with tho chorge of Puseyism
with which it hins becomo fashionable to brand cvery step of progress in our Church.

I shall now conclude with a quotation from Tortullinn’s Apology. * Our suppor,”
ho soys, ¢ shews its character by its nome ; it beara tho Greek namo of Love, and
howevor great may be the expense of it, atill it is gain to make expense in tho namwe
of piety, for we give joy to all the poor by this refreshment.—Cost.

AN EXAMPLE OF PIOUS LIBERALITY.

It gives us plensuro {o record n noble instance of pious gonerosity which has
lately fallen under our notice.  An old and respeoted inhabitant of the village of
Lowrille, Mr. George Cowley, was committed to the grave on Wednesday last, the
28rd uit. with the solemn scrvice of the Church of England, by Mr. Higginson, of
Waterdown, under whose spiritunl guidance he had been for moro than five ycars
past. Ilis will, being recd, exhibited a gratifying clause bequeathing a largo
portion of his property, fully one-fourth, amounting to about $1200, to assist in
the endowment of tho parish, I the event of any possible legal diffioulty with
reference to the above named bequest to the Church, it falls to the executors, of
whom his olergyman is one, for their disposal in nccordance with his charitablo
wish, made known to them. It is thus secured for the desired object. This is an
cxample well worthy of the imitation of those possessing even a very limited estate,
but moro binding upon wealthy members of the Church of England. Were it
generally followed, there is no parish but might soon be fully and well sustained
by endowments derived from its own liberality and piety. Lot tho clergy urge it
as o duty, and it will be done.

NEW CHURCH IN BARTON. :
Hamilton, Nov. 8, 1804.

Last week I had tho gratification of bLeing present, by invitation, at the laying
of the foundation stone of a church which i3 in course of e-cction in Barton. Tho
site of the new church is in the extreme svutheast corner of Barton Township,
closely touching on the point where the four townships of Bartou, Glanford, Bin-
brook, and Salttieet meet. The youngest son of the Iate Col Servos bas given tho
ground on which tho church will stund, while Mr. A Servos and dnughter, Mrs,
Renney, with Mr. Rousseau, Juseph Harrison and others, have been sctive pro-
moters of the scheme. Une o'clock was the hour appointed for the ceremony.
The day, though cool, was fine. A very goudly number of interested spectators
were present, including several from Hamiltun and other places.  An appropriate
service was taken partin by the Rev Messrs Geddes, Hebden, Drinkwater, and
G. A. Bull, after which a most interesting extemporo address was delivered by the

first named clergyman. The speaker aliuded to his having beeu s missionary in
the Township of Barton, twenty-five years ngo; and to this circumstnnce alono ho
gratefully attributed the compliment that had been paid him in being requested
to tnke tho prominent part in the day’s procecdings. The Glanford snd Barton
choirs lent very efficiont aid in chanting aud leading the singing. The servico
concluded by singing the 100th Psalm, in which all joined.

It wns n most interesting afternoon, which will not be soon forgotten by those
who had the good fortune to bo present, Nor were the creature comforts of the
visitors overlooked, n liberal luucheon baving been provided by the forethought of
some of tho friends of the undertuking.

Wo can imagine what wero tho feelings of many present, who recollected that
port of the country even so lately as fifteen years ago. Then there was in the
present united parishes of Barton and Glanford one wooden church. Since that
time n very neat ecclesiastical stone building has replaced it, while in Gianford a
very pretty brick church has been erccted, which has already solarge a congrega-
tion that enlargement of the building is even now spoken of. Midway between
these two churches stands a parsonage of stone, upon its glebo of ten acres; and
churches, parsonage and land are clear of debt. Hero is & most gratifying evidence
of the successful administration of the present incumbent—the Rev. Geo. A. Buli,
and his predecessor the Rev. Robert Merritt.

The new church, which is to be frame, on a stene foundation, is to accommodate,
I would judge, about 200 people, aud a part of the Mission which lies remote
from cither of the two existing churches, the nearest of them being seven miles
distant., It isthe intention to hold a service in it fortnightly, until such timeg
as an additionnl Missionary can be appointed. The cost in cash is computed at
$800. O this about $400 is secured; and for the remainder the builder is
willing to wuit a reasonable time. Contributions toward the balance will be very
thankfully received; aud I have no doubt that the brother of the worthy incumbent,
the Hon. H.B. Bull, and tho clergymen of the Church of England in Hamilton,
would willing take charge of any sums forwarded to them to help on the good
cause. H.J.

MISSIONARY REPORTS.

The following notice of the Mission of Lakefield, was forwarded some mounths ago,
but through some oversight anly reached us a short time since-—nlthough Jate, we
publish it as an excellent specimen of the kind of reports every missionary employed
through the Society, ought to furnish to the Mission Board, at least annually.

We complain of the want of support afforded to missions, but for this we think
the missionary are in a great measure themselves to blame. How can we expect
our members to coutribute to missions they know nothing of—or continue to give
money, from which they hear of no fruits. The Chronicle was established with a view
to disseminate this kind of information, and if the wmissionaries will not furnish it,
wo fear they will suffer the consequences. Indeed, if every parish as well 28 mission
in the Diocese would annually publish a brief ¢ Nonitta Parochiales,” it would
prove a matter of muck interest, and have o beneficial effect on the Church at large.

LAKEFIELD, COUNTY OF PETERBORO’, 1804.

In recognition of the ¢ Notice to Missionaries,” contained ina late impression of
the ¢ Church Chronicle,” I beg to state, for the information of the Board, that I was
licensed to the Incumbency of this Parish by the Lord Bishop on the 14th day of
October, 1863, and that on the following Sunday I entered upon the duties of my
charge.

Ux%nble to quit possession of the house T then occupied in Peterboro’, and equally
unable to obtain a residence in Lakefield, I was constrained for the space of 5 months
to drive to and from my Parish, distant 10 miles from Peterboro’, whenever oecasion
required.

My first care was to endeavour to establish a Sunday School, and in the course of
my primary sermon I intimated this intention to my congregation. On the 256th,
and again on the 1st of November, I made the vital importance of Sunday Schools
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tho subject of my discourso from the pulpit, and on the morning of the latter day
1 opened o School, snd addressed the children and their parents.

On the 26th of October I drove to Lukefield again, and, in compliance with pre-
vious notice, presided at a meeting of my parishioners, when I mado various
suggestions respecting alterations in the Church with a view to providing increased
accomiodation ; amoug others, the removal of the large font, which stood directly
in front of tho altar, to its proper plnceat the entrance-door. Theso suggestions
were immediately carried out, nud » gain realized of 20 additional sittings, as well
a8 o groat improvement in the apponrance of the interior of the building. Ialso
informed those present of my inteution to make an effort to raise o sum of money for
the purpose of erecting a new Church, and of converting the present edifice into a
school house, tho existing Church being too small for the requirement of the rapidly
increasing population. Kivas Tully, Esq., had been kind enough to furnish,
grataitowsly, drawings, plans, and specifications for a Church suitable in all respects
to the locality, the estimated cost of which is $2000 : and here I may mention that
1 have already received contributions to the amount of $829. The Ladies of Lake-
field purpose holding a Bazaar in aid of this ‘Fund, during the summer, and,
although [ cannot accord my entire approval to such a mode of raising funds for
such « purpose, I am constrained to acknowledge that, without an attraction of that
kind, it would be scarcely possible to procure the requived sum. The beauty of tho
surrounding scenery, the delightful situation of the village, which lies on the margin
of Lake Kachewahnooukah, the largest of our Jovely chain of Lakes, and, when the
roads are in good order, its cusy access from Peterboro’, will probably rendev the
Bazaar tolerably successful.

With respect to the Sunday School, I regret to say that hitherto it has proved a
failure. In the course of the years 1862—3, 3 dissenting meeting houses were
built in the village, and there being no Sunday School in connection with the Church,
the Presbyterians and the Methodists, who were wise enough to establish schools
without delay, have absorbed the childdren of the neighbourhood, so that but 10 or
12 ohildren have availed themselves of our school. However * when Spring” once
more ¢ unlocks the flowers” in May, and when the roads are onco more passable,
I purpose making another effort in behalf of that all-important cause.

On the 27th of February, having secured possession of o house in the village, I
came into residence.

On the Gth of March, and again on the 20th, immediately after the morning Service
here, T drove to Buckhorn, a distance of 12 miles, chiefly through the bush, whereo,
in the drawingroom of the hospitable residence of John Hall, ¥sq., I performed full
service ; Mr. Hall having assembled his ncighbours as well as the members of his
household.

On the 13th of March, I gave notice of the intention of the Lord Bishop to hold a
Confirmation at Lakefield on Sunday, the 26th of June, and expressed my intention
of forming a class for intending candidates, and of commencing a eeries of Lectures
on the subject, on Sunday, the 1st of May, on which dny also 1 purpose insagurating
an additional Service in the Church at 6, and subsequently at 7, P. M.

I bave held 29 Services inmy Church, being one service every Sunday, and one on
each of the following days, the Thaunksgiving Day, Christmas Day, Ash Wednesday,
and Good Friday. The average attendance has been 63 21 29; the largest 100, on
Christmas day ; the smallest, 29, on Ash Wednesday.

+ During the Summer months the congregation here is always larger then at other
Sensons, aud I know that many are deterred from attending Church by a fear of not
finding accommodation. ’

I have admimstered the Holy Communion on 6 occasions, the average attendance
at the Altar having been 17.

Tbere has been—1 Churching, 1 Baptism, 1 reception of a child into the Church,
1 marriage, and 4 funerals, during my incumbency.

‘I'he sums transmitted to the Church Society will appear in the usual place.

BISHOP COLENSO AND TIHE METROPOLITAN BISHOP OF CAPETOWN.
(Contizued.)

«Upon this matter I should not have thought it necessary to say another word,
bad ! not found that there are some membersof the Church in this Diocese who
are perplexed as tothe truc relation of the several offices of tho Church to each
other, and to the civil power. I therefore venture to put forward at some length
what I believe to be our true status and position as a Church.

“Our colonists, when they go forth from another land, carry with them all that
it is possible under the circumstances, of the Church of their fathers. They are
not, in the home of their adoption, the established Church of the country. They
do mot carry with them the Statute Laow of England, by which the Church is
established there.  They carry with them their Bible and their Prayer Book; and
with them the laws of their Church embodied in the Cancns, so far as these are
applicable to their new circumstances. It i the Canons which define the relations
of the Priest and Deacon to the Bishop, of the Bishop to the Metropolitan, and of
the Metropolitan to the Primate, and at present, asit would seem, the de facto
Patriarch of all Churches of the English communion.

“Each of these possess in or over the Churches in our various dependencies the
spiritual authority given to him by the word of God, or by the Carons of the
Church; and the.Crown, by Letters Patent, assumnes to grant external jurisdiction
—i. e., coercive power, as distinguished from authority, to each of these offices in
the Church, in exact accordance with the functions as defined by the Couons.
There is thus secured by the Canons and by the Letters Patent, in cases of discipline,
an appeal from the Bishop to the Metropolitan, from the Metropolitan to the
Patriareh. In the case of Dr. Colenso, an appeal was allowed by the seatence to
the Archibishop of Canterbury, as de fucto Patriarch of the Church, because to him
the Letters Patent seemed to assign authority over the Metropolitan, who was to
exercise his office ‘subject to the general superintendence and revision of the
Archbishop of Canteibury, fur the time being, aud suburdinate to the Archiopiscopal
Sec of the Province of C nterbury.”

*¢llis Grace has informed me that no appeal has been lodged with him. I have
been informed, however, that Dr. Colenso bas written out to say, that he contem-
plates an appeal cither to the Judicial Committee of Privy Council or to the Court
of Queen’s Bench.

“The Judicial Committee of Privy Council could not, and I feel assured would
not, venture to entertain his appeal. That body is a Court of Appeal from the
Supreme Courts in our culonies, on matters involving civil rights. But the
tribunal of the Metropolitan in a Colony is not & court known to tho law, from
which an appeal conld lie. Tho late Bishop seems to have been advised that such
is the case; but to hope that by petition, Her Majesty the Queen might be induced
to refer his case, by a stretch of the prerogative to that body.

«*'The Crown, however, is mtra leges not ultra leges; withiu the law, not beyond it,
and its advisers are not likely to consent to an attempt to extend the jurisdiction
of the Privy Council to persuns and things not contemplated by the Act which
gave that body its powers. Such o proceeding would be to constitute, by the sole
act of the Crown, a new Court for the Churches in the Colonies ; to assume powers
over those Churches expressly taken from the Crown, as regards the Establisbed
Church, by the Acts of 16 Car. I, cap. x., 8. 8; 16 Car. L., cap. xi., 5. 3; 1 Wm. &
Mary, cap. ii,, 8. 36; in fict, torevive the Courts of Review, Star Chamber, and
High Commission, with all their arbitrary powers; and thereby to adopt a course
which would be destructive of the liberty of the subject.
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¢ But it may be asked—is not the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council the
final Court of Appeal for the Church of England? In certain cases it is so, with
the presence of the Arohbishops of Canterbury and York, and the Bishop of London.
For the last thirty years, by a mere déversight, as Lord Brougham has stated pub-
licly in his piace in tho iouse of Lords. it has been so, and the judgment which it
has just given, in opposition to the Archbishops and the voico of Counvocation, has
convulsed the Church of England, and is forcing her to repudiate its decision, and
to demsand an alteration in the Court of Appeal. It is, however, only for tho Estab-
lishment, and purely because it is an Estabishment, with its whole status defined
by statue law, that itis & Court of Appeal at all. With it, the non-cstablished
Churches of the Colonies have absolutely no concern.

¢To the Court of Queen's Bench Dr. Colenso can undoubtedly appeal, if he should
seo fit; not against the sentence of the Metropolitan, but against any person who
may withhold funds from him to which he may think himself entitled. With ques-
tions of property thic sentence of deposition does not directly interfere. It simply
pronounces the Bishop to have erred from the Faith, and to be deposed from his
spiritual office. With that sentence the Court of Queen’s Bench could not, and
would not, interfere. It might give, or it might witlihold, lands or mouneys; that is
within its jurisdiction. I have no fear that it would deprive the living Church in
this land, which means to abide in the faith of Christ, of endowments given by
myself, and by others whom I have induced to provide them; but if it did, we should
but be in the position of the Church for the first three hundred years of its exis-
tence, not only unsupported but persecuted by the workl; with the right, however,
still allowed to us, of placing true and faithful pastors over that portion of the flock
that resolved to sbide in the faith of Christ.

*¢The fear is expressed that a Civil Court might send back Dr. Colenso as Bishop of
this Diocese, because there is no legal power in the Metropolitan to deprive him.
The question, however, is not, whether there is & legal power, i.e., a power confer-
red by some civil law, but whether there is any right in the Metopolitan to deprive,
and whether I am Metropolitan. I have shown above, that by the joint action of
the Church and the State I am Metropolitan; and that the Metropolitan has power
by the laws of the Church to deprive. Ido not believe that any Civil Court would
deny this ; because, first, by so doing it would declare that the Chureh, or, if the
term is preferred, the ¢ voluutary associations” in this country called the Episcopal
Communion, is the only religious association, or the only society in this land of any
kind, that cannot remove an unfaitful officer from his office: for if the Metropolitan,
with the aid of the other Bishops of the Province cannct do it, no power on ecarth
can. The Archbishop of Canterbury canunot do so. The Crown cannot. Were n
Bishop to become an Atheist, or were he to believe in Mahomet, or to teach all
Roman doctrine, it would by such a sentence be affirmed that there is no redress,
no power of removal. And next, it would thereby declare that the Church in thig
Colony, which is o branch of the oldest corporation in the world, shall not be gov-
erned by its own laws,—laws which it inherits from the Church from which it
derives its origin. I will not believe that any Civil Court on earth would so openly
violate the religious liberties of any denomination of Christians. But if 1t did, it
could not deprive the Church of its property. It could not give spiritual authority
toany man, Christ has not given this power to Kings or Civil Courts. He has
given it only to is Church; and if, any Church were to surrender this power to
Civil Courts, it would un-church itself,—cease to be a Church.

¢ The church in this present case dare not leave the flock to be devoured by the
wolf. It would betray Christ. It would forfeit and, deservedly forfeit, Ilis pres-
ence and blessing if it did. 1If this diocese, therefore, were to be deprived of its
temporalities by an unrighteous decision, the Mother Church would provide means
for the support of another Bishop, and send him out to minister to the faithful in
the land. I would myself, were life and strength spared, undertake to return home,
and rouse it up to the discharge of this duty; and would, with my episcopal breth-
ron, consecrate another Bishop to minister to the flock, and to witness for Christ,
and His word, and His truth in this land.”
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INSTRUCTION FOR OURSELVES.

.
It may now bo proper to draw out some poits of instruction which mny apply to
our own cure in Canada.

POSITION OF CHURCHMEN AND OF CLERGYMEN WHEN THRE CHURCH I3 NOT ESTARBLISURD.

¢¢ In an established Church, such as that of England, the Church can make or havo
no laws without the consent of the State ; on the otherhand all its laws are enforced
by the State, because they are equally laws of the State; except so far as their
authority is relaxed by Acts of T'olerntion towards those who separate themselves
from it. In an uvestablished Church, like our own, we are nt full liberty to make
our own laws, but the State does not undertake to enforce them: generully speaking,
if they are to be enforced, it must be by purely religious means. And one conse-
quence of our being unestablished is that we fall buck upon the general laws of the
ancient universal Church, where our own branch of the Church has not established
any particular laws.

But although the State does not undertake to enforce, ng such, the laws of an
unestablished Chureh, yet in any question which involves civil and temporal rights,
if any person supposes himself to be injured by the authorities or members of his own
Church in his temporal right, he may appeal to tho Civil Courts; and then, in
deciding such a dispute, those Courts will take notice if nccessary of the laws of
such Church, whether ancient traditionary laws, or laws inherited from the mother
Church, or laws made by its own local authorities, and will treat them as having
legal force, if not contrary to any Civil Law or to natural justice. This it will do
with regard to the lnws of any community, religious or otherwise, —whether directly
sanctioned by Civil Law or not, with regard te ourselves, however, since the passage
of the Act nuthorizing the Bishops, Clergy antd Laity of our Church to meet in Syned
and enact laws of discipline, such laws probabdly have a force beyond the ruies of any
body not so anthorized. That however remains to be seen, when some actual case
is brought before the Civil Courts.

Churchmen then, lnymenas well as clergymen, are subject to the rules of discipline
of their own Chureh, to the rules laid down in their Prayeibook, to the ancient
Canons of the mother Church so far as they apply, and to the Canons of their own
Province or Diocese, and they are subject to those persons as judges, whom those
laws place over them ; the Clergy to their Bishops, the Bishops to their Metropolitans.
It does not require any new local Canons to establish that authority ; they have it
already by former Canons of the Church.”

TO WHOM WE MAY APPEAL.

If we conceive ourselves wronged by our ewn Church Courts, the parties to whom
we may appeal differ, according as the question is purely spiritual or as it involves
temporal loss or gain. If it be & purely spiritual matter, then our appeal will lie
from the Bishop to the Metropolitan, and from the Metropolitan to the Archbishop
of Canterbury, bzeause that is according to the Canons of the Church.

But if the matter be about tempural loss or gain, then we may appeal from any
ecclesiasticnl authority to the Civil Courts ot the Colonies, and especially to the
Court of Queen's Bench ; from thence to our own Court of Appeal, and then again
to tho Judicial Committee of Privy Council. But in merely spiritual matters, the
Privy Council has no authority over our Colonial Church.

THE BISHOP OF CAPETOWN'S FORBEARANCE TOWARDS BISHOP COLENSO.

This point is admirably illustrated by the following passages:

“Your Bishop’s declension from the faith was felt first, my reverend brethren, by
yourselves, as was natural. It is due to those amongst you who drew my attention
to it years ago, to say, that I now perceive that there were stronger grounds for
your apprehension than I was willing to beiieve at the time. I do not, however,
regret the refusal to entertain your several presentations. It is well tht we should
be slow to believe, in days when men are made *¢ offenders for o word,” that there
is ground for misgiving; and the delays which have occurred, the rejection pf
previous charges, will serve at least to show that, in this case, there hias been
patience and forbearance s long as it was possible that there should be.

¢ Amongst yoursclves, brethren, there are thosc who have privately pleaded with
your Bishop, and sought to convince him. Upon the appearance of hig first work,
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angailing tho faith through his commentary, I wrote a lotter, oarnestly entreating
bim not to publish ; and when too late to hinder publication, sought to point out
to him whereinbe had taught amiss. When unable to convinee him, 1 reforred
the book, and our correspondence, to the Fathers of tho Church at home, who
met, at the call of the Jate Archbishop, now with God, to consider it, DBoforo I
could roceive their answer, the death of the beloved Bishop Mackenzic compeiled
me to proceed to England. I thero received the councurrence of the DBishops
generally in the course of which I had pursued; and on the arvival of your late
Bishop shortly after me in England, I communicated their views to him, At the
spmo time I entreated him to meet threo of the most cminent Bishops of our
Church, who had exprdssed their willinguess to confer with him on his arrival,
snd discuss his difficulties with him, hoping that he might thereby be induced to
suppress his book so full of error. le however declined. Ifc would not meet
more than one, and then not as if he were in any error, but only as a common
seoker after truth. At that time he had not published his open assault upon tho
Word of God ; but hearing that ho had printed, for private circulation in the Colony,
a work reputed to bo sceptical in its tendency, I besought him not to put it forth
in England until he had met and discussed his views with the Bishops. But this
also was declined, and the work was published.”

¢ Then came the appeal to him from the Bishops, resolved upon at an assembly of
all the English, Irish, and Colonial Bishops, summoned by the Archbishop of
Canterbury, calling upon him to resign o post which he could no longer with
honor fill. Then, upon his refusal to resign, their inhibition of him. And last of
all, the charges brought against him by the Clergy of this Province, the trial,
and the condemnation.

¢ Time was allowed for the Bishop to consider his position, and to withdraw, if
he saw fit, the teaching which I may truly say, not I alone but the whole Church,
has condemued.

¢¢ All, however, has been in vaie. IIe perseveres in maintaining and propagating
heresies, greater and more numerous than have ever been imputed to a Bishop
before; and he has publicly declared that he will trest all spiritual sentences of
the Churchasa pullity, and attempt to resume the exercise of sacred functions
and government over the Church of God, without renouncing his errors, and with-
out being restored, either by the Metropolitan orthe Archbishop of Canterbury.

¢ Should he carry this threat into execution, not only will the clergy and the
faithful laity stand aloof from him, and hold no communion with himn; butall
other methods having failed, it will be the duty of the Church to fulfil her Lord’s
command, and separate by solemn and open sentence from the communion of the
faithful, one who in spirit and belief has already separated himself from them.

¢ Qur Church, in common with the whole Catholic Chureh, of which she claims to
be a branch, holds that t}uz Bible is the Word of God. Dr. Colenso says that it is
not.

¢t The Church holds that Christ died to reconcile Iis Father to us. Dr. Colenso
says that He did not.

¢ The Church says that faith in Christ is needful to man’s justification before God.
Dr. Colenso says that it is not—that all men everywhere are justified.

* The Church sffirms that the Sacraments are generally necessary to salvation.
Dr. Colenso teaches that they arenot. .

“‘ The Church teaches that the wicked perish cverlastingly,—that this is our time of
trial and probation,—that in the eterpal world thereis no more trial,—that the
judgment fixes our condition for ever. Dr. Colenso rejects this view, in the tecth
of the Word of God, and tho faith of the whole Church of Christ.

¢The Church teaches that our Blessed Lord was God incarnate ;—That the Son
;(;ok man’s nature into the Godhead :—That Christ, in one person, was God and

an.

#Dr. Colenso, while professing to admit this truti:. implicitly denies it, by charg-
ing the Qod-Man with ignorance and error,

*‘lHow could the Church, without forfeiting her title to be o Church, through
censing to witness for Christ and his truth, allow such wholly different teaching to
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be proclaimedin her name, and with her nuthority? She has no wish unduly to
interfere with Dr. Colenso’s liberty of thought, or teaching ; but sho says, that if
ho tenches dircetly contrary to what she holds on fundamental points, and directly
opposite to what ho undertook to tench when she gave him his commission,—and
for the tenching of which her faithful children have provided for him n maintenance
—ho shall not do so in her name, or as a Bishop of the Church. ITe must do it
ontside the Church, not in communion with it. She cannot abandon the faith
becnuse he has abandoned it. She cannot—because he has changed his mind
whilo she has not changed hers—cense to witness as o Church for Christ, and for
tho truth ; whick she would do, by allowing him to coutinuc as ono of her repre-
sontatives in her high places.
