TIE RIGHT REV. SAMUEL GOBAT, D.D.,
. BISHIOP OF JERUSALEAM.

The high and imporlant station whieh the Bisbop
of Jerusalem is called to fill, and the varicty of ta-
lend and Chiristian qualifieation requisite {o discharge
its duties well, must render its occupant an object of
10 common interest to all whose hearts yearn to see
the spiritual Zion again risc and prosper in the place
where its first foundations were faid.  To such, the
following brief, but authenlic, notices of the early
career of the Rev. Samuel Gobat, who was conse-
crated Bishop of Jerusalem at London, on the  5th
af last July, may not be unacceptable.

Samuoél Gobat was bornon the 26th- of January,
1799, in Cremine, a hamlet of the parish of Grand-
val, in the: Canten of *Berne. " His aged  fatheris

{ering Arabic. In 1823, Gobat entered, alang with
the missionaries Lieder and Kruse (both now in
Cario), T Miller and Kugzler, inlo the service of
the English Church DMissionary Society, and spent
nine months in their then newly erected Seminary
at Islington. ‘

Being appointed along with Kugler to attempt a
‘mission lo Abyssinia, partly with a view tolabour
for the reform of the native Christians there, and
partly to establish, if possible, a missionary station’
among the Galla tribes; Gobat devoted himself with
all the quiet energy of his chiaracter to the study of
the Lthiopian tongues. The jollowing year led
him, and his missionary colleagues, to.the Levant,
and he found interesting employment awailing him
in Malta, in the revision of some new. Arabic” writ--
