of fraud, of violence, and of cruelty as scarcely can
be paralleled in the annals of any other people.—
The iniquitous measuro of the union has never been
accepted or acquiesced in by the nation- Nay, it
hag Leen repeatedly and uniformly exhibited asan
oppressive and disastrous measure; and, among
several illustrations of the national fecling regarding
i, I need but refer to O'Connell’s formidable na-
tional agitation for its repeal.

He has passed to his immortal reward; but his
spirit, because it was the spirit of justice and ef
pence, still lives ameng the Irish people. And now
their yearning for Home Governmentig more intense
and wide-spread than at any former pericd of our
history; determined as they are not to be satisfied
without their pational legislature, for which they
are so justly pantiog.

Fer me, I have no recollection of any timein
which I did not rejoice in an Irish parliament, or
grieve at its abastraction, or sigh for its restoration.

Theriver runs in o rather tur-
of the Romans ; but which is more famed to-day for
its wondertul bridge or viaduct—the emanation of
Sir John MacNeill's engincering skill and genius—
than it was in far distapt times, when, no matter
how well the old bridge spanned the stream, it was
insignificant in comparison to the splendid structure
which is now the admiration of every one who be-
holds it. This vinduct consists on the south side
of 12 arches of 60 feet span, between which and

lefinlive! | 1" James I1 sejourned here previous
to the Battle of the Boyne. But all is now peace-
fnl——trade,and commerce, and manufacturing in-
dustry Qourish in Drogheda. There are, no doubf,
many objocts of interest to the antiquarian in and
about Drogheda ; bus to the student of Irish history
and tho politician “ July the first at Oldbridge town"
absorbs all the others; and we pass the viaduct
with rather better momories of the past when we
find the Orangemen of the present day as rampant,
as nudacious, as pugnacious, and as vinditive as
ever they were in the most palmy days of their anti-
Irish friumphs. I cannot say much to praise of
the picturesque beauty of the North. In pictaresques-
nees and beauty, the South far exceeds the North,
and out Keepers range, our Galties, gur Slievnamon
and Comragh ave immensurably grander, nobler,
and finer in outline and form than the Mournc
Mountaing or Slieve Gullion, The North, too,
though looking somewhat more improved, has not
the samo richnoss and fertility as the South but
the more northerly you go, the greater and more
palpable are the evidences of industry and of that
prosperity of which the North can boast, in n far
and awny greater nod more substantial degree than
the South. Tillnge is more extensivo; the rotation
of orops appear to be better attended to; tWe flax
harvest have becn already made, and in the felds
the ricks of the saved fibre are carefully weather
thatched. The chimnays of factories rise amid
foliage here and there and everywhere. All thesc
svidencos of industry and thrift speak loundly for
themselves in the estimation of every observer, as
we procacd northwards, though the Irish race pro-
dominates there; but the mixture of Scotish Puritan-
ism and Presbyterianism, the fierce, hotf, Orange
spirit, awakes in the mind of those of the old race
and creed, a corresponding antagonism and emula-
tion which develop the best qualities of the latter,
and bring out a superadded amount of patriotism
and devation to the old faith, which is in the
South not quite so lively or emphatic in demonstra-
tiveness, though in the South the overwhelm-
ing majority of the prople are all of one way of
thinking in religion and in politics. Indeed,
the scene which Armagh prescuted on Sunday could
scarcely e approached, ot to say surpassed in any
part of Ireland south of the Boyune or the Bann. In

my sketch of that glorious, that truly memorable
and historic scene with which 1 furnished the read-
ers of the Reporter and Vindicalor on Tuesday, I en-
deavored to convey some idea, however distant, of
the reality of one of the most remarkable events
which bas taken placo in Ircland, in modern times,
Within the city of Armagh itself, teeming though it
does teem with the noblest memeories of Ireland’s
past glories, nround and about the city, Orangeism in
its most savage, truculent, virulent, and audacious
form is shown unmistakably to prevail, no matter
what may be said to the contrary by those who will
not believe the testimony of their senses as was
significantly proved by the stoning of the monster
train on its return to Dublin on Sunday night, and
by the efforts that were made to upset it; yet not-
withstanding the fact that in the interests of Eng-
1and, as antagonistic intercsts to those of Ireland,
Armagh has been for ages an English garrison in
the midst of the fiery and unconquerable O'Neils;
yet SBunday showed that Catholic Ircland can boe re-
prosented in the Metropolitan, Primatial, Archiepis-
copel City of St. Patrick, now with more than quon-
dam splendor and with a vivid faith all the stronger
and the more earnost in consequence of tho ordeal
through which our nation bas passed at the bands
of her persecutors. We feel tha: we atand on ground
sacred to the best and the holicst traditions of our
great Apostle, the glorious St. Patrick, We know
that it was amid these hills that Patrick founded the
city to which Pope Celestine gave the first Pallinm
thnt ever graced tho shoulders of an Irish Arch-
bishop; and that notwithstanding the irruptions of
the Danes, and of their more treacherous and im-
placable followers in the work of persecution, the
Normans, notwithstanding internecine fights, and
cruel and dreadful wars. Armagh still continuesto
hold Primatia}l dignity, and that the heart of the
exile is always turned tewards it no matter how far
distant he may be from the home of his birth. It
was here that Brian Boroimhe, king and martyr,
mads his offering of gold to God and Patrick, when
making his tour throngh Ireland, before the baitle
of Clontarf. [t wasto Armagh, ultimately, after the
signal victory of Clontarf, and after that they had
been buried for some time in the Church of St. Co-
lumbkille at Swords, near Dublin, that Mo:lmurry,
Primate of Ireland, had the remains of the itlustrious
warrior king who, at tho venerable ago of eighty-
aizht venrs fell in the arma of victory, with uplifted
cross in his hands, and those of his beloved son,
Morrough O'Brien, who fell at the same time, aged
seventy-threc years, conveyed afterwards, and placed
with regal honors in & magnificent mausoleum, in
his own Cathedral Church. Between the North and
the South—between Armagh and Thomond, there is
a strong bond of ancient, enduring friendship, which
is destined mever to fail as long as we know that
the ashes of our most famous native king, and those
of his son, mix with the earth of Armagh.

THE NEW CATHEDRAL.

I have ajready givon you a description of the new
Cathedral built on the top of a hill of co-cqual
height with that of the old Cathedral which is now
dedicated to Protestant uses; on the hill to which
the roe fled whick 5t. Patrick had saved from King
Daire. The proccedings of Bunday and Sunday eve-
ning can never never be forgetten by those who
took part in them,

The old Cathedral is extremely well worthy of a
visit, and a visit I was enabled to pay it en Sunday
after the services of the day at the new Cathedral;
it is full of sculptured monuments ; it i3 venerable
1n appearance; it wants, however, all those attrac-
tions which the religion to which it was originaily
dedicated can alone impart to it.

The Library is another feature in the tewn of
Armagh, which is exceedingly interesting. It is
under the care of the learned and able Dr. Reeves,
Rector of T'ynran, who has given so much to Irish
literature and whose works are so highly valued, I
went through the library with great pleasare and
feasted my eves on some most curious books., Among
others on a splendid copy of the Acts sanctorum of
Colgan, and a beautiful Primer or Office book of
Queen Mary, printed admirably on vellum, and
splendidly illustrated.

SECRET SOCIETIES.
Early in the twelfth century, after the devotion,

resulted in brilliant victory to the Christian arms;

tendom, and the kingdom of Jerusalem established
ugder the virtuous Godfrey de Bouillon and his sue-
cessors, there prose in the Church several orders
which were at oncemilitary and religious. Of these
the Hospitallers or Rnights of 8t. John of Jerusa-
lem, and the Knights of the Temple were the most
famouns, Both these orders of Christian knighthood
rendered signa] service to religion during tho Cru-
sades, but their destinies were doomed to be dissi-
milar; for while the Hoapitallers not only survived
the Crusades Lut exist to this day, the career of the
‘Templars, though, perhaps, more brillisnt for a
while in the cycs of the world, was cut short several
centuries ago. During two hundred yvears the Teruo-
plars, by the heroic valor and military skill which
they displayed in behalf of the Church, gained ex-
traordinary renewn and cnormous wealth. But
riches proved the bame of an order whose first mem-
bers had called themselves * poor fellow-soldiers of
Jesus Christ”” When poverty was banished from
among them, pride, intemperance and insolence
crept in, while rumor whispered of evils even worse.
In the reign of Philip the Fair, King of France, the
most heinons crimes were charged against the
whole order, though how far the accusations were
warranted is doubtful. This much, however, is cer-
tain—nany Templars confessed themsclves guilty,
and whether or not the whole order were implicated,
the moral delinguency of certain of its members is
an established fact. In conmsequence of the con-
flicting statements of historians, the whole affair is
involved in much obscurity, but on a calm review
of the case we are induced to think that the fol-
lowing points may be affirmod in regard to it: (1)
It is unreasonable to suppose the whole order of
Templars guilty of the heinous crimes lnid to its
charge; (2) it is incredible that the offences charged
against every member of & numerous community
eould liave so long remained secret; (3) the moral
guilt of individual Templars cannot reasonably be
doubted, both because many of the inculpated
knights confessed in different places and various
circumstances the crimaes alleged, and aiso because
of the weight of authority and testimony against
them. While, therefore, wo must condemn the
cruelties practised upon the Templars by Philip the
Fuir, we may rest assured that the Clmrch neted
wisely in suppressing the order which (rom a Dril..
liant ornament had become a scandal to Christen-
dom. In the year 1312, at the second session of the
General Council of Vienne, Pope Clement V. pub-
lished the decree of suppression, which, though pro-
visional in form, was final in its effect. Two years
later Jumes Molny, the last Grand Master, pleaded
guilty to the crimes laid to the charge of his order,
but afterwurds, finding his confession had nvailed
him nought, he retracted, and declarcd that his bre-
thren were not guilty of the crimes alleged against
them. "Thereupon the Court of Philip the Fair pro-
nounced him o perjurer and condemned him to be
burned alive, which barbsrous sentence was carried
out. Molay bore the tortures of protracted death
with great fortitude, and by his solemn protesta-
tions induced the crowd to believe him innocent.
Among the many pious associations to which the
ages of faith gave birth, the guilds or confraternities
of Masous held a distinguished place, Many of the
magnificent, cathedrals, churches and mounastic
‘buildings which have been the wonder and admira-
tion of succecding genorations owe their erection to
the pious labors of the associated Masons, These

confraternities were formed in many countries of
Europe under the protection and guidance of the
Church, and included among their members noble-
men and even ladies of high birth, whe, moved to a
zeal for religion, disdained net to assist manually-
in the labor of erecting beautiful temples to the
glory of God. If is, indeed, instructive and edify-
ing to rcflect on the devotien -and self-denial of
these our ancestors in the faith, and much as we
may be astonished at the splendid structures which,
they have handed down to us—undestroyed by time,
neglect, or defacement—yet -our. wander. will, cease
when we contemplate through the long vista of past
ages the spirit of faith and zeal which ammated
these Masons of old. In some respects wo may
consider the Frcemasons ot modern times to be the

degenerate successors both of the Templars and the

Masonic Guilds of the middle ages, nothwithstand-
ing that the real aims of the former are so diame-
trically opposed te the eriginal objects of the two

latter. After the order of the Temple had been

suppressed, some degraded knights fled to Secotland

and there formed themselves into a secret society,

vowing irmplacable hatred and eternal vengeanee

against Pope and King. The better to disgnise

their designs, they affiliated themselves to Mesonic

guilds, and took from these the insignia and tech-

nical designations of their sect. Later the society,

favored by Protestantism, ssems to have spread

tbronghout Europs, although this definitive organ-

ization, as we now know it, dates only from the

first years of the eightecnth century.”

In the pamphlet below quoted Mgr. do Segur
graphically describes the constitution, history, aims,
and doings of one of those widely organized and oc-
cult socicties which have played such an important
part in many of the events of later times. Altheugh
the eminent Prelate reviews more particularly the
aspect &nd working of Freemasonry in France,
nevertheless, as the views and operations of this ne-
farions association are not cenfined to one land, so
the exposition of its real principles and aims cannot
fail to be of general interest. When wo learn that
by means of an cver-active propagandism Free-
masonry is coutinually spreading far and near its
subversive and atheist doctrines, that its extensive
net-work embraces in its coils each sex and every
age from the child upwards, that it uumbers princes
in its ranks-—the better to compass their ultimats
destruction—that its allies in the press are numarous
and influential, and, lastly, that as long ago as 1367
italready counted 8,000,000 members, of whom 1,600~
000 were French—when we think of these facts it
becomes evident that modern Masonry isa very pow-
erful organjzation ; and its power, as we shall cn-
deavor to show, is exerted wholly on the side of evil,
There are two distinct kinds of Masonry, and of
these one is more or less open to the eyea of the
world, while the other is hidden in the most profound

.secrecy. Nevertheless theso two form but one and

the same society. directed by one and the same chief,
U Freemasonry is one, its point of departure is one,”
says Frere Ragon, one of the most approved writers
ef the Masonic sect.} Of these two species, the
Freewmasons, ordinarily so called, form the exterior
shell, or rather the body, while the Masons of the
back lodges, that is the Carbonari—men aiming at
the destruction of the Sfate, of Christianity, aud of
society itself—constitute the soul. Fresmasonsand
Carbonari then are ene; and in the same manner as
the soul gives life to the bedy 56 do the Carbonsari
direct and control the Freemasons, and hold them,
by means of a rash and impious cath, more or less
completely in their hands. To the exterior Masonry
belong the immense majority of members. Accord-
iog to Le Macconique of August, 1867, out of & total
of 8,000,000 there were hardly 500,000 active mem-
bers. 'These last arc masons in active service, but
stillinot necessarily the Masons of the back lodges
—the villises who deliberately wish to destroy the
Church and socicty, and who under different names
form the secret socleties properly so called. “Tho
eight millions of men initiated into the exterior Ma-
sonry,” says Mgr. de Segur, “are something like a

lond trumpets sounding forth everywhere the

praises of Mrsonry, developing its infuence, attract-

ing sympathy to itself and money to its coffurs,

But behind the crowd who eat, drink, sing, and talk

about morality, the true Masons hide in o very won-

deriul manner all their plois.”

Woe shall sec how the ranks of Masonry are re-
cruited, and this exposition will throw much light

oun the true character of the organization, We shall

see that the means prescribed by one of their author-
itics are—first, to separate young men from their
families husband from wife and children; and,
secondly, to draw their victims into sin and cor-
ruption. Now, we ask, are not such means {ruly
and literally Satamic? Let us hear one of their
secret chiefs who rejoiced in the name of  Littlg
Tiger,” on the subject of recruitment: ¥ The most
essential thing is to isolate the man from his family
and to ruin his morals. He is sufficiently inclined
by the bent of his character to fly from the cares of
the household ynd to run after pleagure and forbid-
den cnjoymeunts. He is fond of long gossips at the
cafe and of idling away his time at the theatre,
Carry him away, ‘attract him, make an important
man of him insome way or another, teach him dis-
crectly to weary of his daily oceupations, and by
this stratagem, after having separated him from his
family, after having shown him tho painfulness of
all his duties, excite in him the desfre of another
existence. Man is aborn rebel ; provoke then the
desire of rebellion almost to explosion, only take
care that the explosion burst not forth? It is Ly
these and similar means recommeonded by the samo
authority that some few obscure but designing men
succeeded in withdrawing their unsuspicious vietims
from the influence of domestic life and the prac-
tices of religion, in initiating them into the exterior
circle of Masonry, and in thus making use of them
for their own ulterior purposes. * When you have
insinuated,” continues Little Tiger, “into certain
minds a disgust for home and religion, 1ot fall a few
words in order to arouse in them the desire of affiliz-
tien to some nejghboring lodge.” Well enough may
these occult promoters of iniquity Iaugh at the
vanity or stupidity of some tradesman or other who
humbly demands t¢ be admitted among the favored
bands of workmen chosen for “the reconstruction of
the Templo of Solomon.” Well cneugh may # Little
Tiger " cxelaim: “Y am lost in admiration at the
sight of human stupidity® TFor n fuller exposition
of the lying means by which Freemagonry is recruit-
ed we must refer our readers to Mgr, de Segur's ex-
cellent little work, from which our quotations have
Deen taken. .

In the exterior circle of Masonry thore are three
principal grades, viz, those of apprentice, companien
and master. In France, aspirants to the honors of
Masonry arc not admitted -to these several grades
without great cercmony. It is, in fact, necessary to
pnss through & strange and quasi-frightful ordeal,
and to take an onth of secrecy, each time the candi-
date agcends in the Masgonic scalo of honor. In the

per for Cork, and he tells the story of its misgovern-
ment in plain language that cannot be controver-
ted. He shows how the Protestant minority retain
in their hands almost as much power as before
emancipation, and we are surpnsed to find ho!v
gvery branch of the administration of the connty is
wielded and controlled by the dgmmant few. From
ihe Lord-Licutenant to the prison “school master,
pearly all are Protestants, and it Is lmpossiblc to
argue that this is the result less of policy than of
accident :  “ The High Sheritf and the Lord-Licute-
nant of the county both are Protestants, The Sub-
Sheriff is & Protestant. Heis the nominee of the
High Sherifl. He selects the County Grand Jury,
and he invites 18 Protestants and 3 Catholics. He
gummons the Special Jury, which cousists of 39
Protestants and 9 Catholics. In the Special Com-
‘mission of 1865 he asked 110 Protestants, and 22
Catholies. The County Grand Jury appoint the
baronial high constables or, in less lotty language,
the cess-collectors, Mr. lonayne finds that the
proportion of those is 19 Protestants to 3 Catholics.
Or the Board of Superintendence the figures are 10
to2. 'The chicf officers of the jail are all Protest-
ants. Of 11 annuitant county surveyors 2 are Cath-
olics. Of 28 Deputy Lieutenants, 2 belong to the reli-
gion ofthe nation. Thereare 378 magisteates, and 63
represent the people of the county. The officers of
{he militin number 87, 5 are Catholics. Those who
preside at 24 quarter sessions, at 35 petty 8cssions,
atpresentment sessions, at boards of guardians, are
practica\ly all Protestauts. They are in such a
sweeping majority that sheir voice is law, and no
men dare to challenge them. In the police force
all the best places are held by professors of a ereed
at stern variance with that of the governed people.
The stipendiary magistrates are, for the most part,
Protestant—but it roatters little to what creed they
give their carcless assent” The Freeman says of
these statistics: “In fact, Peel’s notion has been
carried out, and, ag Mr. Ronayne abundantly proves,
the motto, * No Catholic Need apply,’ lives as vivid-
ly to-day as when emancipation was not. We do
not deaire to rouse the spirié of bigotry—far from
it.

Wonre TxarT 1 THE CEARACTER OF IRISH PRASANTRY.
—'Fhe Emigration Commissioners tells us that in the
last twenty-four years, from 1848 to 1872, upwards
of seventeen niillions sterling have been sent home
by emigrants in America to their friends, and that
these remittances were almost entirely made by
Irish emigrants to tleir relations in Ir¢land. Thus
far for the Commissioners; but there were several
millions remitted of which they could have no in-
formation. From the famine in 1846 to the year
1872, the remittances have averaged more than one
million a year, so that the total must have exceeded
thirty millions—all contributed by poor laboring
boys and girls and smail farmers! Thereis no such
instance of heroism or seli-sacrifice in the history of
the whole world.

A letter in the New York Tullet says :~~There
have been ngitations and associations for the re-
moval of grievances and generally improving the
condition of nearly all classes of society, save the
Trish agricultural laLorers, who have been de-
clared t> be the worst fed, worst loused and
worst clothed of any class of the civilized
world. The teénant farmers are too Dbusy
looking after their own affuirs to think of the
wretched laborers who toil for them, an cxhibition
of selfishness very unprepossessing in men who owe
50 much of their present very considerably improved
condition to public sympnathy and support. Butthe
laborer i8 now logking up. I remember the time
when he was o drug in the market; now he com-
mands high wages. Somc eighteen or twenty years
ago farm laborers could be had in abundance in
Ireland for their lodging and food, (which then
majnly consisted of what was known ns ¢ yellow
mesal stirabout,”) and, perhaps, if the employer was
of a generous nature, one peany & weok for tobacco.
I have known ablebodied men glad to get work to
do on these tarms. Those who remecmber Iveland
abont the period to which I refer will know thatI
have not exaggerated in what ¥ have stated. But
the tide has turned in these score years, and the
farm Inborer from being a wretched drug in the
market, hns become & valunble, because scarce mem-
ber of society. Laborer’s Unions have been cstab-
lished in varicus parts of the country far the further
advancement and protection of the interests of farm
laborers, and a weckly penny newspaper is to be
published in the course of this month to advocate
and represent the agricultural working man in the
great social question of labor.

A Goep Exaxrie.~—If we have not actually arrived
at the time when “ all crime shall cease, an aucient
feud shall fail” we appenr to be really appronching
aperiod when party battles in the law cowts will
become matters of rarity in Ireland. If now. the
example set at the Glenarm Pelty Sessions were to
be imitated as widely as it deserves, the palmly days
of torensic scalp-hunting, and of orange and green
alicrnately between the prosecutor's stand and the
dock, would soon be a matter of the past. A large
Tumber of party cases of the nsual degeription were
sot down for trial ; they were summonses and cross-
summonses ; attoraeys were retained and were in
sttendance, and, in short, full provision was made
for a biteer day in Court, and for laying up an am-
Pla stock of rancorous feeling for future occasions.
Very fortunately, however, the bench was vacant,
By an extraordinary chance, no magistrate was in

atondance when the hour came for beginning the
tow. Had there been o golitary Justice on hand the
work wonld have gone on in full swing, the contend-
ing attorneys (both, wo should mention, most res-
pectable men) would have lit tho flame, and ina
short time some dozen or two of the defemdants on
tither side would have becn translated to the cells
of the county jnil. But the vacancy of the bench
gave them time for reflection, and suddenly tho Rev.

, dmong meon thnn be assisting in anything fthat
would tend in an opposite direction.” And he thore-
fore recommended that all concernod in the cases—
Protestant and Catholic—to “withdraw from the
Proceedings they bad instituted, snd live togethor,
ot ag enemies but as friends” The excellent ad-
vice wag received with loud applause by the crowded
Comtt ; and then—more remarkable still—tho attor-
heys pot up and declared that they highly approved
ofthe sugpestion, nad that nothing wes farther from
Uair mind, too, than the protrnction of quarrels.
Yr, @'Rorke, for the Orange party, depracated ® the
Accursed party work, which wag tuining the coume
by and Mr, Hans McMorlie, not to be outdone,

declared, on behalf of the Catholics, that he was de-
lighted at the turn things had taken, and jeined
heartily in cordemning ! the mirerable party strife
by which the country was disturbed and Irishmen
disgraced.” Mr. McMordie concluded, amidst the
cheers of the nssemlzlage, by quoting & well-known
verse from the poetry of Tomas Davis. They got
up complainants and defendants reechoing the goed
sentiments they had just heard. A general shaking
hands all round ensued-—even the sub-inspector bo-
came infected with the spirit of the scene and pro-
claimed his hearty satisfaction of the course pursued
—and the whole party left the Court in high spirits,
to drink to the unexpected reconciliation. The
thoral—that if the magistrates would let the people
a little oftener scttle their own disputes, a great
deal would be gained—is 8o obvious as hardly to
need being appended.— Dudlin Nation.

Baruitore CniorcE—©On Sunday last, the magni-
ficent Altar of the new church in Ballitore, Co. Kil-
dure, was consecrated by Lis Eminence the Cardinal

Grear Howe Rere MeeTinG AT Cavax~—At Cavan
yesterday a Home Rule demonstration, at which
more than 30,860 people attended, was beld, The
principal speaker was Mr, Butt, whe referred at
great lecgth to the Home Rule question. Heo de-
nounced the laaguage of the London Standard,
which liad stated that should the Irish party prove
obstructive in the next session the IEnglish and
Scotch people would unite to put down the object
of such combination. Me dared them to attenipt
uuconstitutional measures. This was a course from
which Wellington had shrunk at the time of Cath-
olic emancipation, and such a thing would not be
attempted in ourday. He looked for cighty Home
Rulers leing returned from Ircland at the general
election, and he asked the county of Cavun to con-
tribute to the vational representation. The atmost
enthusiasm was manifested, and not the slightest
disturbance occurred during the day.

Trs REPRBERNTATIGN OF WWATERyORD.—Last unight
Mr. Henry Sargent, recretary to the city of Water-
ford grand jury, addressed the olectors of the city as
a Home Rule candidate for the representation of the
city at the next gemeral clection. About fiftcen
hundred persons were present. Mr. Sargent, who
spoke from his own residence, alluded to the great
progress that the Home Rule movement was mak-
ing in the connbry, and stated that his uncle repre-
sented the county of Waterford in the Irish Parlia-

GLEAT BRITAIN.

A Catuoric Bispor.—The Rev., James Cuthbert
Hedley, professor of theology, philosophy, and sacred
cloquence at Belmont College, was counsecrated a
bisliop on Monday at Herefurd Pro-Cathedral. The
Earl of Gainsborough, the Marquis and Marchio-
ness of Bute, and representatives of the leading
Catholic familics in England wee present, The
Archibishop of Westminster performed the ceremony,
assisted by Dr, Brown, the present Bishop Iediey,
though nominally Bishop of Cwsarepolis, will act
suffragan, The Bishop of Hexham also assisted,
and Bishops Vaughan, Uilathorne, and Collier, Mgr.
Capel, Dr. Burchall, “ Abbot of Westminster” and
President of the English Benedictines, and nnmer-
ous monks and secular priests were amoug the spec-
tators, The new Bishop, who is only 30 years of
age, has been a mouk of the Benedictine order since
185¢. ¥e was ordained priest in 1862, and shortly
nfterwards entered the college at Belmont. He has,
morcover, endeared himself to the Catholic com-
munity of the district by his piety and oratory. He
is likewise an accomplished musician. So assidu-
oualy has he trained the voices at Belmont Cathe-
dral that the Gregorian chanting there is scarcely
equnliled in nny religious service in the kingdom.
A luncheon was held in the Refectory of the College
at the conclusion of the censecration. By a special
dispensation the usual austere rule of silence at
meals was relaxed, The Archbishop of Westminster
in a short speech, gaid the best he could wish the
newly-clected bishop was that his life might be
spared as long, that the affections and respect of
his people and his brethren might be as great, and
the fruitfulness of his works as alundant as had
becn the ease with the three other Beonedictine bis-
hops present, who might fairly be entitled the Fa-
thers of the Catholic Episcopate in England.

Tur SAr OF Sours AT LrvBrroou.—OQur latest ad-
vices from Liverpool represent the population of
that very religious and, sooth {o say, very worldly
seaport as stirre2 to its depth by most unwonted
ecclesiastical excitement, We say unwonted not
because religious controversy has heretofore bsen
unknown in that commuuity, but becanse the sort
of quarrel which is now going on has rarely if ever
before sprung up within it. ‘There have been de-
bates enough in former days between the Orthodox
Evangelicale and the Unitarians, between ihbe
Cliurchmen and the Dissenters, besween the Pre-
testants and the Romanists, and the annals of the
town contain certain records of many bloody fights
on the anniversaries of the Battle of the Boyne be-
tween the partisans of the orange and the green; but
now, for the first time, within our recollection at
lonst, the debate is between different parties within
the pale of the Established Church itself,

Up to this time the prevailing politica of the
town has been consorvative, and the typec of pioty
within the church has been Low Church or Evan-
gelical. The Toryism of the eornmunily has been
& surprise to those who have not kuown the history
of the piace. No city has profited more in o pecu-
niary sense fromn the trade mersures which haye been
curried by the Liberal party during the last forty
years, and yet seldom since the passage of the Re-
form Bill in 1832 has it been represonted in Parlis-
ment by supporters of & Liberal government. But
the explanation of this is to be found in the fact
that at the Beginning of the century merchants
were desply engaged in the infamous slave irade.
Many of the leading families in the town wero im-
plicated in that horrid traffic; and when the hope
of their gains thereby was cut off by the triumph of
Liberal principles they swore undying opposition to
all such ideas and went in for tho mest extreme
gort of conservatism. This has desconded as a tra-
dition to their children, and these have to o large
extent had the pre-eminence among their follow-
citizens in wealth, and have consequently led tho
faghion of the place, o
But, curiously enough, these traditional Tories in
politics are almost invariably Low Churck Evange-
licals in religion. Dr. Hugh McNeile (now Dean of
Ripon] wasnas great in controversy as he iz in elogu-

euce, and go mighty was the effect of his ministra-
tions that all the while he was in town there was
no room eitber for Rituslism or Broad Churckiym
there. Not alone over his own congregation was
his influence paramount. He was more powerful
over the clergy of the town than the bishop was
over his diocese. His patronage was the road vo
preferment and honor; his frown was exclusion
from society and death to all hope of promotion.
He lent his eloquent tongue to the politics of Tory-
ism, and the Tories lent theis social influence apd
wealth to the carrying forward of his plans, Heuce,
all the Episcopal churches of tho town were distinet-
ly and pronouncedly Low Church. But as soon as
he bad been removed to his Yorkshire deauery
symptoms ofa change began to appear. A new
church, called St. Margarets, was erccted « near
Prinee’s Park, which became as high in ritual as
the St. Alban's of London and rank and fashiou ran
to fill its pews. This was borne with patience,
though within theze few wecks & prosecution hns
been raised against the incumbent, But now the
announcement is made that #the English Church
Unjon,” which is a soviety for the advancement of
Ritualism in the Church of England, has bought
the advowson of the rectory of the town for the sum
of £14,000 or £15,0¢0, and that the present rector
is almost immediately to vacate in favor of the new
will of the associstion which now owns the living.
This menns that the leading clergyman of the Estab-
lished Church in Liverpool will use all the means
in bis power and #ll the patronnge at bis disposal
for the purpose of Romanizing the Hstablished
churches of the town ; and so the members of that
body of Christians are up in arms and protosting
with all their might against the transaction,

But the Ritnalists, in baying the living of Liver-
pool, ko that they may have the right of presenting
it to one of themselves, ave only following the ex-
ample of the Evangelicals in days gone by. Years
ago, when cold moderatism was in the ascendant
in the Church, there was formed & Simeon Trust
for the purpose of buying livings and presenting
Evaugelical clergymen to them. To that frust
fund it is guitc likely that many Liverpool men
subscribed, liberally ; indeed, we are nat sure that
some of them are not even now trustees, That was
all right then, for it was to help on Evangelicalism ;
but now when the boot is en the other lvg, there is
a great outery. In reality, however, the lligh
Churchmen now are omly following the cxample
set thom by the Simeonites aforetime, and may re-
ply to the taunts of the ungry Liverpoolisn, in the
words of Shylock :

“The villany you've taught us '

We will execute; and it shall go hard

But we will better the instruction,”

When England was in the enjoyment of the bles-
sing of one united Catholic Church—long before
the Reformation, which has cursed the land with
Low Churches and High Churchies, Broad Churches
and Narrow Churches, and religious ites and isms
without number—the poor of our country were
treated as objects of interest and sincere piety,
instead of as objecis of eontempt and iudifferenc
Poverty was not treated ns & crimie. It was, as it iy,
treated as an aftliction permitted by the Almighty.
It was not dealt with on the strength of any laws
made by man. It was provided in accerdance with
the law of God Himself, The poor were looked
upon as God's poor, and they were helped, and so-
laced, aud saved from many of the matural conse-
quenceg of poverty thiough the many religious
houses, and religions men and women whom Heury
VIII. did his best to exterminate, The acceptance
of sueh brotherly and sisterly assistamce and coz-
solation did not cntail a breaking up of the homes
of the poor; it dill not mean the destruction of all
further chance of holdisg on in the struggle of life,
in the hope that better times might come; it did
not mean the snapping of every family tie, and the
sundering of every utiecctionate bomd; M did not
meau public humiliation, public degradation, and
utter loss of se)f-rexpect and self-dependence ; it did
not meaa a forieiture of all that makes existence
apon earth worlh living for, The poor-law relief
system, whiclt was begot of the ever lamentable Re-
formution, entails and meaes all this. No wonder
that our poor sheuld abhor and shudder at it; no
wonder that a hundred human beings should, in
Londen along, prefer the lugering sufferings of
death by starvalion than they should accept succor
on such terms. Thisis the secret of there being
such an alarming amount of distress in the midst
of such unexampled plenty, and with the existomoe
of ono of the most eluborute and costly poot-relief
system to be found auywhere~—~London Uudverse.

casions, he walked over to see the ellects of the
great fire of 1777, and struck by the havoc it hud
caused, composed his poem! All of whick would
doubtless be of interest to the futuro biographers of
the illustrious Irishman, if Goldsmith had not pub-
lished his immortnl poem, in 1770, and had not
himself departed this life in 1774, some three years
carlier than tho time of “the great fire” and “the
sad havoc,” in Aldbourne.

That
there has been a serious fight we koow; both
sides claim to have been victorious; from the
fact that the general commanding the troops in
the service of the Madrid revolutionary party,
Tas made no forward movement, and has no
trophies to show, the presumption is that he
must have had the werst of the fight. The
naval victory over the insurgent flotilla at Car-
thagena was not much to boasi of after all.—
A dmiral Lobos was obliged to retire—as he pre-
tonds, in order to take in coal—thus raising the
blockade of Carthagena. Tor this he is about
to Lo brought before a Cours Martial. Onec of
the insurgent ironclads has come to grief; she
was run inte by her consort, and cut down;
one half of her crew were drowned, Maer.
Mermillod has issued his interdict against the
Cures clectod in Geneva and sacrilogiously
performing sacred functions. M. Loyson has
a little boy and we wish bim joy of it.

Before we again addross our rcaders, our
Colonial Parliament at Ottawa will have met,
and taken into consideration the subject of the
so-called ¢ Pacifie Scandal.” The report of
the Royal Commission will of, course be laid
before both Houses; but what action, if' any,
the House of Commons will take thereon is
anknown at time of writing, It may accept if,
or if it so pleases it may ignore it altogether,
and act as if' no investigation had cver taken
place.

PROTESTANT MARRIAGES, AND PROTEST-
ANT TaAcTios.—We respecifully submit to the
notice, and careful consideration of the British
Whig] the subjoined extract on_the subject of
Protestant Marriages from the Pastoral lately
issued by His Grace the Archbishop, and the
Bishops of the Province of Westminster at the
olose of their Synodal deliberations ;—

« The Catholic Church recognises ns perfect and
valid, the marriages of the people of England con-
tracted before the law of the land, if there bo no im-
pediment which in _itself annuls the contract. The
Oatholic Church does not re-marry those of the
English people who are received into its wnity. It
regards thom as already man and wife, and their
childron as legitimate. Therefore, if any Catholic
solemnize & mixed marriage before the Regisirar, or
before the Protestant Minister, the Catholic Church
refuses §o re-marry them, For two obvious reasons:
firat, they are already married; and, secondly, the
Qatholic party bas committed a sacrilegious act.”

Thus in such a case, even though the Ca-
tholic party has committed a sacrilege, still he
is looked upon by the Church as validly mar-
ried. Fiers non debuit sed fastum valet, Per-
haps the British Whig, whom we have always
looked upon as honess, even if mistaken, will
sec fit to reconsider his statement to the effect,
that, in Germany, the Catholic priest preaches
that the marriages of Protestants are but con-
cubinage. This system of tacties, even against
Papists, is unworthy of an honest man.

There is another system of tactics very cam-
mon both an #his Continent and in England.—
Not oaly do such papers as the Montreal 1it.
ness hubitually employ it, buf even journals
like the Liondon Times are not ashamed to re-
sort t0 it. This systom consists in publishing
letters on questions of Catholic faith or morals
over the pseudonym of Cutholicor Catholicus,
or some feigned name, designed to produce the
impression that the writer is actually 2 member
of the Roman Catholic Church, and to give
additional weight to the untruths which the
letter contains, ¢ Ob’—exclaims the Protest-
ant public— these statements so damaging to
Popery must be true, for they come from
Papists thomselves.” The writers are, in fact,
not (latholies at al], and very often apostates,
who, therefore, from prudential motives con-
ceal their real names,

We have an instance of this mode of carry-
ing on the war, bofore our eyes. It is taken
from the London Ttnmes, and consists in a let-
ter to the editor of that paper on the subject
of the double-teaching—esoteric and exoteric—
which the writer falsely pretends is habitually
given o Papists; the one to the educated and
persons of intellectual culiure; the other to the
ignorant nnd noenguiring dupes.

As an instance of this double teaching the
writer in the TYmes, who, as usual, professes to
be 2 member of the Romar Catholic Chureh,
and who signs himself Oscotian, cites the dif-
forence botwixt the teachings given to educated
Catholics on the subject of the damnation of
horetics, or persons outside of the visible
Church; and that on the same subject im-
parted to the vulgar, He puts it in this way.
The children of an Irish Catholic school, he
says, if asked what will be the fate of heretics,
will reply, ¢ that cvery Protestant will be
dameed ;" whilst in reply to the same queséion
addressed to another class of Catholics—the
cducated gentleman, and the refined Oxford
convert, will ¢ fall back on the doctrine of in-
vincible ignorance, or some other quibble,
which is never taught to any one out of a theo-
logical seminary.” The impression sought to
bs produced on DProtestant readers of the
Times by this pseudo-Catholic, probably an
apostate, is that the Church tcaches the many,
that which in the ease of a few she explains
away, by quibbles never taught out of a semin-
ary.

the spirit of obstinacy, nor by malice—but
simply because they mnever doubted, and
never had sufficiens means of knowing the
truth which they would embrace at once
and with gladoess could theyonly discover it—
all there, we say, belong to the soul of the
Church, and will be saved if they lead good
lives, and do not violate God's laws.” Doc
winal Catechism, by the Rev. Stephen Keenan,
approved of by the Most Rev. John Hughes,
D.DB., Arehbishop of New York, p p.322 and
323.

With the orthodoxy of the teaching above
given we have nothing to do; the guestion at
issue is one of fact:—Does the Church confine
her qualification of the dostrine of exclusive
salvation to refined @xford converts — and the
students of her theologieal seminaries? or does
she in public as in private, to rich and poor
to young and old, to simple and learned, teach
openly ore and the same doctrine ?

that it is no wonder if the unwary allow them-

A DisGRrACEFGL AFFAIR.— We have al-
ready had eccasion to report in our columus,
and comment upon the conduet of sowme of the

We will tell the story
which we find published in the columns of the
Montrcal Titness of the 16th inst., under the
caption of A Strange Case, but without one
word of censure on the chief actor therein,

It scems that an attachment had existed for
some time betwixt a young mon George Caw-
thorne, Protestant, and a 3adlle. Loiscau an
infant of only 15 years of age, residing with
her parents in Visitation Street, The parents
of this child in the exercise of their legal rights
and of their rights derived from God Himself,
strongly discouraged the intimacy of their
daughter, a Catholic, with young Cawthorne,
and absolutely prohibited their marriage.—
Hereupon with the sonnivance of sonie friends,
all of whom have rendered themselves amena-
ble to the law, Cawthorne persuaded the young
girl to abscond, and took her before this Rev.
Mr, Vernon by whom an illegal and eacrilegious
marriage betwixt Cawthorne and the minor
Loiseau was at once celebrated.

When the parents missed their daughter they
were almost distracted. The wretched mother
applied to the law for redress, and on Wednes-
day morning of last week, the high constable;
Bissonctte, armed with a warrant, succeeded in
arresting all the guilty parties, with the excep-
tion of the Rev.J. A. Vernon; he, however,
was got hold of Jater in the day—and the whole
gang ware brought before the Magistrate en
Thursday and were held to bail in the sum of

$120 each.

Comment on this disgraeeful affair is surely
unnccessary, and at the present stige might
perhaps be out of place. We will only ask our

Protestant readers to supply those comments

asking themselves; how they would judge the
conduot of a Catholic priest who should be
guilty of the conduct attributed in the Witness
to this Rev. J. A. Vernon ?*who should vir-
tually connive at the abduction of a young
Protestant infant of only 15 years of age from
the home of her parents ; and without enquiries,
without publication, without any communica-
tion with the girl's Protestant parents should
at onee ‘proceed to the eelsbration of a mar-
riage betwixt the Protestant child so abducted,
and her Catholic abductor,

We know aot what the law says upon the mat-
ter; but asthis is by no means the first time that
this dirty trick has been played by the lower
clasy of Protestant ministers in this City, we
bope that in this instance the full measure of
law in itsutmost severity may be meted out to all
the parties to this most infamous outrage upon
law, natural morality, and the sanctity of mar-
riage.

The Liberal Christian, a Protestant
religious paper of first-class standing says that
in o far us it can make out the object of the
Evangelical Allianee it is to emphasizo anew
certain characteristic dogmas of the Trinita-
rian branch of the Christian Church whieh
have become inarticulate or blurred in popular
acceptance;” and in one of our cxchanges, the
Acadian Recorder, we find it asserted that the
Alliance has behaved very badly to the negroes,
in spite of their « platitudes’” as the Ilerald

“ A-top of all this pyramid of good fellowship and
love to all men sits a griuning skeleton; which
close iuspoction discoversto bu that of n negro and 2
clereyman, Designating himrelf thus, ho writes to
the New York Hercldstating that he asked for admis-
sion to the Evangolical Conference, and could not
be admitted because his skin waa black”—Recorder,
Oct. 8th.

In spite, however, of the precautions to keep
ont all subjects of unpleasantuess, it was hard to
prevent the speakers at this great Iivangelioal
pow-wow from flying at ono anothers throats,—
The TFitness, who of course won't make things
appear worse than they are, gives an account
of one of these passages at arms, It eccurred
on Thursday, 9th inst., and thus aroso. A
Mr. Curry, of Richmond, was insisting upon
separation of Church and State, and using tall
language against a mnational or State Church,
when the President’s bell, ringing wildly, called
him to order. From the audience arose orics
for the speakor to go on ; tha President thought
¢it would be discourteous and unchrisiian to
continue.”

PrinoE NaPoLEON AND DEMOCRACY.—
Prince Napoleon has just addressed the fol-
Jowing letter to the dvenir National :—¢ Paris,
26th of September, 1873.—Messieurs,—%he
frankness and unexpcctedness of the step you
have taken compel me to give a short reply.—
This is dictated to me by the opinions of all
my life. Considering the importance of your
letter and the publicity given to it, I eannot
remain silent. The duty of every citizen at
the present momentous tinic is not to desert
the city while it is in danger, like the neutrals
of antiquity. I am not a neutral, and I will
not withdraw from the struggle. 1 can only
speak in my own name, but how could I be-
lieve that those whose hearts beat faster at the
name of Nupoleon will disapprove? The alli-
ance of popular democracy and of the Napo-
leons has been the object of every act of my
political liie, Let us uphold our flag in pre-
sence of the threats of the White Flag, which
is forcign to a modern I'rance, and which the
Pretender could only abandon by a compromise
and a sacrifice in favor of the labiles of his
party. Of what use, morcover, would that
conceszion be at the last moment ? The reign
of the Bourbons could only be the triumph of
a reactionary, clerical, and anti-popular policy.
The flag of the Revolution alone has waved for
pearly a century over the genius, the glory,
and the sufferings of France, It is it which
should guide us towards a truly Demoeratic
future, Among the defenders of the sove-
reignty of the people many differ as to the
‘means of applying it. But a common under-
standing at present as to the principle of this
sovercignty is neccessary amd patriotic. As
citizens of modern society we all ought to seek
to establish by universal suffrage true liberty
baged on the reforms which are the conditions
of the safety of France. Yet it is necessary to
forget differences, attacks, struggles, reciprocal
sufferings, even insults, in order to assert the.
principle of pational sovereignty, beyond which
there are only dangers, discord, and new disas-
ters. Lt us unite to bafile futal attempts, and
thus form o hely alliance of patriots.—Naro-
1xoN (JEROME)."”

SPAIN.

Lonnon, October 13.—A special despatch
from Carthagena to the Times gives the fol-
lowing particulars of an engagement between
the Spanish Government squadron, under the
Admiral Lobos, and a fleet of Intransigente
vossels:—Upon the appearance off the harbor
of the National squadron, the Intransigente
Junta held a consultation, and decided to fight,
although they had no hope of achicving a vie-
tory. Some of the garrison were in favor of
surrendering the city, but the majority of the
men, especially the deserters from the Govern-
ment army, were determined upon resisting te
the last. Gen. Contreras, and several members
of the Junta, went on board the “ Numaucia,”
All morning was consumed by the insurgent
vessels in taking in coal and provisions,

At noon, on Saturday, everything being in
readiness, the four vessels weighed anehor and
sailed out of the harbor amid loud cheers from
the populace and insurgent troops.  After pro-
ceeding a short distance Admiral Lebos’ fleet,
consisting of the ¢ Vittoriz,” ¢ Almansa,”
¢ Villa de Madrid,” ¢ Corunna,” and two pad-
dle-wheel steamers were met and the engage-
ment immediately begun, The fight lasted
two hours, when the Intransigente fleet was de-
feated and driven -baek to Carthagena, their
vessels being badly damaged. The insurgents
showed great spirit, but handled their ships
badly, the ¢ Numancia” at first having to bear
she brunt of the battle alore. The firing gen-
erally was at too long a range, but at the close

of the fight, while the « Vittoria” was endea-
voring #0 intescept the retreat of the insurgent
frigate  Tetuan,” broadsides were closely ex-
changed between these two vessels.”

Lonpow, October 14, —The Carlists assert
that in the battle of the Gth instant General
Moriones lost 900 men while theic own loss
was ouly 300. ' .

Admiral Lobos, commander of the Spanish
fleet, has been removed from office for taking
the squadron to Gibraltar without consulting
bis Government. ‘The Minister of Marine has
assumed eommand. A paval court-martial has
becr orderod to investigate the conduct of Vice-
Admiral Lebos.

ITALY.

Roye.—The semi-official papers, and those
which have the best right to be informed as to
the intentions of the Quirinal, announce that
the King has demanded the expropriation of
the entire sireet from Monte Cavallo to Quattro
Fontani, for the purpose of making new gar-
dens, and building kennels and stables. This
monstrous sacrilege will imply the destruction
of the following convents and colleges :—The
Sacramentate, or Nuos of the Perpetual Ado-
ration: the Capuchin Nuns of the Monastery
of the Santissimo Crocifisso; the Chureh of S,
Andrea, the Noviciate of the Jesuits, and the
Hispano-American College ; the Belgian Col-
lege ; the Spanish Trinitarians of San Caro-
lina; the Nuas of San Diouisie ; ‘and the Ba-
silica of 8an Vitale, The bargain has, it seems,
been concluded ; and at a very early date, if
there is no intervention, Divine or human, to
avert the sacrilege, the dogs, horses, and mis-
tresses of the Robber-King will be housed on
the site once cccupied by the holiest and most
zealous servants of God. The tomb of S.
Stanislaus Kostka will be violated, and his
ashes scattered ; and jn the Belgian Collage,
those of the murdered De Limminghe and De
Trassegnies, of the Belgian martyrs of Castel-
fidardo, and those of Mentana, Maolles, D'Erp,
aed Aleantara, will share the same fate. The
nuns of S. Clare (forty in number, and poor as
was their foundress), will be driven forth to
starve, and the Adorable Sacrament will be
dethroned from the Altar, where perpetual
reparation was made to it under the shadow of
the Apostolic palace. These are the crimes
we are calling oo God to avert, Can Christians
do, er dare, or sacrifico too much for snch an
end ?

SWITZERLAND.

In Canten Berne the outrages on the liber-
ties of the Catholic population are becoming
worse than ever. But the Cantonal authorities,
not eontent with the sweeping expulsion of
Bishop and parish priests, have been making
use of the annua) thanksgiving day to inflict a
fresh outrage on the Qatholic citizens, In the
proclamation sent according to usage to be read
in both Catholic 2and Protestant charehes, and
actually read in the latter, the Government
declares war against ¢ that Power which has
done us 50 much harm formerly, and is now
concentrating its forces for the destruction of
the independence of peoples and States—the
Roman Curia,” ¢ After having anathematized
all that the peoples hold most dear, this truly
noxious power does net fear to attribute to a
man, sinful likeourselves, fallible like ourselves,
a privilege which belongs only to the Almighty,
Creator of heaven and carth, and to impose
uoder the name of dogma, this biasphemy on
the public conscience,” &¢. ¢« The State au-
thoritics have onergetically repelled the en-
croachmenss of this Power. They have done
g0 in the interests of religious beltef itself, in
order to maintain religious peace, imperilled by
the development of these pagan superstitions
which wound the conscience and faith of other
believers; but they have also done so with the
formal and settled intention not to injure in any
way the true religious sentiments of the popula-
tion.” This, with a good deal more balder
dash about “the immorality and modern de-
basement of the Jesuita” is the sort of lecture
that a Protestant Government permits itself to
read to its Catholic slaves, for no milder form
will serve to indicate the light in which the
Catholies of Switzerland appear to be at pre-
sent regarded by their civil superiors.

AUSTRIA,

Tng SEIZCRE OF THE “ VATERLAND.—

The Vaterland of Vienna has been confisea-
ted by the Austrian authorities for appearing
with a black border on the day of King Victor
Emmanuel's arrival in that citv, and a great
deal has been made of the ““insult to the Em-
peror's guest,” in the English as well as the
(Grerman papers. It appears, however, that
what was edged with black was a noticc at the
head of the paper of a Requiem Mass for the
defenders of Rome, which was to be said on
the 20th Sept., the anniversary of their death,
a service which, if wo mistake not, has been
celebrated annually at the instance of the
Viennese Archeonfraternity of St. Michael.
If this is the case, it will probably be acknow-
ledged by candid people to be somewhat hard
that the funeral office should be prohibited, and
& paper seized for publishing an invitation toit,
merely because King Vietor Emmanuel hap-
pened to be present in Vienna on the amniver-
sary of a deed which was admitted at the time
to be contrary to the law of nations,

GERMANY.

BrruiN, Oct. 14.—The correspondence be-
tween the Pope and the Emperor William is
officially published. The Pope writes Aug.
7th :—That 2 measure of His Majesty’'s Gov-
ernment aims at the destruction of Catholicism,
He is unable to discover the reason for such
severity, being informed, and believing that
the Emperer is averse to the increase, or con-
tinuance, of this harsh policy. He points out
that the measures are injurious to the Christian
religion, which will only tend to undermine the
throne. He speaks frankly, as truthfulness to

all is his duty; and all baptized—even non-

cherishes. In the conviction that the Emparor
will adopt the necessary measures, he coneludes
by praying for the Government to be mereiful
to the Emperor himself. The German Kwmpe-
ror writes September 3rd, rejoicing ab the
opportunity to correct any errors relating to
the government affairs of the Pope, who if
truthtully informed he would be aware - that
the Government cannot act against the approval
of the sovercign, The Emperor deeply regrets
that a portion of his Cathelic subjects and
priests have organized a party which is engaged
in an intrigue against the State, und disturbing
the religious peace to an extent of open revolt
against the cxisting laws. He points to the
indication of similar movements in other parts
of Turope and America, and declares he will
maintain order and law so long as Ged cnables
him against servants of 2 church which he
supposed acknowledged obedience to seoular
authority as the commandment of God. Thig
declaration of obedience, however, he regrets
to see so many priests in Prussia disown, He
expresses the hope that now the Pope has been
informed of the truth he will use his authority
to terminate an agitation which he declares
before God has no connection with religion or
trath, Ile takes objection to the Pope’s re-
marks about non-Catholics, and in concluding
says:—Difference of belief, however, does not
prevent our living in peace.

Berlin is again at rest. King Victor Emmanuel
has come and gone, and ueither his German hosts
nor his Italian subjects quite clearly comprehend
the political meaning of his visit. It may be pre-
sumed that the leading Statesmen of the German
Fmpire are decided cnough in their own minds as
to the advantages which are to be gained from a
good understanding with [taly, and that the Italian
Ministers who accompanied their King te the Ger-
man capital have as distinctly mastered the am-
biguities of the situation. But it cronot be denied
that the German people and the Italian people, and,
in fact the whole of Europe outside the esoteric
circle of Imperial and Royal diplomacy, are a little
puzzled by the conflicting rumors concerning the
Ttalinn visit which have travelled through the Eu-
ropean Press for the past fortnight. Has there becn
an alliance, or an understanding amounting to an
alliance, concluded between Ttaly and Germany 7—
If there bas been, was Austria a party toit; and if
pot, why not? These are a few of the questions
with which the political gossip-mongers of the Con-
tinont have been tormenting themselves, We do
not pretend to be able to solve them zll, nor, if we
attempt to answer any of them, do we claim any
knowledge of political secrets which may not be
mastered by plain common-sense.

Trn Prrsecordy i Gmuaxv.—~The nine so'jons

againat the Archbishop of Posen are still pending ;
and to an attempt made on bechalf of the Govern-
ment to induce him {o withdraw Lis nomination of
the parish priest of Filehne, Myr. Ledochowski has
replied that if it is thought that the Bishops are ex-
ceeding their powers in treating such matters as
solely within their own competence, the point
should be submitted to the Head of the Catholic
Church, whois the supreme judge, and to whose de-
cision tho Bishops will cheerfully bow.
The Duily Telegraph reports that the sect
of Dr. Reinkens 1s already in extremits, in
spite of the patronage of that excellent Clris.
tian, Prince Bismarck, and of ‘¢ all the
continental governments with the exception of Bel-
gium.” For the civil power, which it sues so hum-
bly that even Protestants cry “shame,” cannot help it
to victory. “ What sign is there,” asks the Telegrapi,
t that it has given the Church one vital wound?
¢ None whatever, Qld Catholicism has no-
obtained in the whole of Germany as niany support-
ers as the population of a fourth-rate provineial
town.” A correspondent of the ffews gives an amut
sing acconnt of the gathering at Constance, “Noth-
ing could be more composite.” He was elbowed on
one gide by an American Protestant Bishop, and on
the other by “the celebrated puasteur M. Pressense.”
There were Swiss and Duteh sccretaries of various
sorts, and the Angliean Dean of Chester, who was
quile at home in such company ; but though ne two
of these lively Christians could agree together about
religious truth, “all were presont to do honeur so and
to encourage the great work of referming the Church
of Rome.” Ib earlier times people wanted to reform
tho Church of the Apostles, but did not sue-
ceed, It has Jasted to our day ip spite
of thom, The Charch of Rome will prove
equally incorrigible. She is no more capable
of reform than her Founder, and in an age
s0 much occupied as our own it is a pity to waste
time in attempting the impossible. It is significant
of what the mew sect has already become, that
“{hree members delegated by the Old-Cathelics ” are
going to take part in an approaching synod of omni-
gunous heresy at New York, and that the #Evan-
gelical Alliance,” which counts them for its own,
offers to pay all their expenses” The Ritualists
differ in their cstimate ot them. A writer in the
Church Review says that their “mala fides is simply
shecking,” and relates that at the consecration of
Reinkens “ the importance of the function was una-
ble to restrain the titters of the sparse congregation.”
The Church Times, sympathizing with every new dis-
play of revolt and self-will, is naturally attracted
towards such people. The Church Ilerald, always
more temperate, turng them into ridienle.

Ax Temranaic Festivan—The Gologne Gazeite
says -— Iceland hag in contemplation next year to
celebrate the thousandth year since the settlement
of the island (874).

THE BALAKLAVA CHARGE, — THE LIGHT
BRIGADE. — WAS THERE A BLUNBER. —
HOW NOLAN DIED.—A MYSTERY CLEARED,

At last we have an historical blurder gracefully
corrected and & handseme defence of a brave soldier
whose name has beer under a cloud. - It has been
popularly decided that Capt. Louis Nolan, of Lord
Raglan’'s staff, being an impetuous soldier, purposely
misconstrued the actual meaning of an order which
he carried into authorization of the senseless sacri-
fice of the Light Brigade, and that his only excuse
was that he was the first man killed ia the charge.
‘Launce Poyntz, in the Galary, after reviewing the

The Russians
wero clustered on two hills, the English and French
cavalry stood looking on; Lucan was in his usunl
irritable state, when the gallop of a horse was
heard. A tall, slender young officer, with & trim
figure and Llack moustache, was coming down a
deep demcent at full speed, with a white crvelop,
which stuck in his belt, and every eye was on him
in a moment,

_ It was Captain Nelan in his scarlet shell jacket, &
little forage cap st on one side of his dark curls,
his face full of joy and earnestness,

An audibleo murmur went through the ranks.

“QOrders come! Nolan's the boy thatll show us
how to move.” For Nolan was well known and
universally liked,

In another moment he lLiad dashed up and snluted ;
then handed his letéer to Lord Lucan. The cavalry
general tore it open with the nervous haste charae-
teristic of every movemert of his lordship. When
he read it over his countenauce changed. Then his
lordship broke out something in this style :

“ Why, good heavens, sir, what can he mean?—
With the little force at our command we can barely
bold our own, much less advance. Itis perfectly
suicidal. How can we advance ?”

Nolan’s eye began to blaze. He had jwst come

C'nrdigan sat in front of his brilliant lines, gnawing
his grey moustache and chafing over his inactivity.

“Certainly, my lord ; but allow me to point out
to you that there is a battery in front, a battery on
cach flank, and the ground is covered with Russian
riflernen.”

his position as mouthpiece of the commander-in-
chief, against the inpudent fault finding of Lucan
he felt happy. His beloved cavalry was to be
launched at lust on this glorious mission against
the Causewny Ridge, and already D'Allonville was
preparing to assanlt the other flank of the Russians.

Who ean wonder that enthusiastic Nolan told
Morris that he was going to sec the brigade through
the charge? Tt was hig privilege to do so, and his
