The Waterford DBanqucet— The

' Land League Ruling the Coun-

Dorus, Decomber 7.—Last evening a great

panquet was given to Mr. Parnell in Water-
ford. He said he did not believe the English
Government’s great resources were adequate
to perpetuate her government in Ireland. It
is abundantly proved that governing Ireland
outside of Treland by a power and a people
who do not live in the country is impossible.
Look, eaid Mr. Parnell what we have done to
this pitiful Government. In twelve months
wo have obliged them to reverse every prin-
ciple, every luw, every tradition on which
they built their position. 1 don't believe
Mr. Gladstone can settle the Irish questicn
without breaking up his Cabinet. He could
not even pass his miserable little Compensa-
tion Bill last year. If 1 had not been con-
vinced the Lords would reject it I would have
the Irisk party rejsct it, bub I preforred to let
the Lords do my dirty work. When John
Buall finds he will have to pay £150,000,000
the next for or five years to govern the
country, be will think tbe English mode of
governing Ireland very expeusive. 1 do not
believe wo can settle the mnational question
till wo settle the land question, We have
10,000 landlords with 500,000 dependencies,
arrayed against Ireland’s self-government. If
the remaining five million souls combine,
nothing can resist them. The British
Government may pass a coercion act, though
I don’t say I would let them, but if they did
they would not be advanced one step. I tell
them that all their acts and statutes are so
much waste paper; it is impossible in these
days to continue governing ihis country
against the will of the majority of the people.
We stand to-day in the same position as our
ancestors stood, We declare it the duty of
every Irishman to free his couatry it he can.
We will work by counstitutional means as long
agfit suits us todo so. We rafuse to plunge the
country into the horrors of civil war when she
has not the chance, but I ask any true Irish-
man whether he would not consider it the
first duty of an Irishman to do what he could
to enable his country to take ber placeamong
the nations of the world. (Deafening cheers.)
If it could be proved to you, then, that a fair
prospect of success would follow from the
sacrifice, I ask you whrther it would not be
your highest duty to give your lives for your
country that gave you birth. I don't wish to
be misunderstood. Qur present path is
within tie limits of the constitution. If I
ever call upon the people to go beyond the
constitution, we shall do so operly aud above
board. We shall not ask people to take a
risk we are not willing to share. For the
present we will remain within the constitu-
tion, relying upon the Parliamentary action of
Eogland and upon the organized national
action at home. 1 believe we have In these
the power to achieve our ends. We call upon
you, if you beijeve in its use and believe in
our honesty, to help us with the ability and
zenius God has given you, confident in
the future of our ccmmon country. (Great
cheering.)

Mr. Dillon, at & land meeting in Fethard
said the last few montns the League move-
ment bad m@le an immense advance. Its
position in Iretand to-day was such that their
governors must yield to the demand of the
Land League or resort to brute force to coerce
the mnajority of the Irish people; but if this
movement were repressed by force such a
course would leave in the minds of the Irish
people such hatred of the laws of England
that nothing but an enormous military force
conld compe! the people to obey them. It
the Government attempted to have recoursze
to coercion that would render the connection
between the two countries impossible in the
future. Ifthis movement was repressed they
would not be able to tell how or when it
would blow up and sweep them and all be-
longing to them to a worse fate than that
which the Lapd League intended them. The
Irish race all over the world was thoroughly
aroused to the great patriotic national
character of this movement. He advised
them to stand firm and show they were able
to help themselves; then their friends in
Americe would be at their backs.

Loxpo¥, December 7.—Mr. Parnell re-
ceived two threstening letters during his
stay in Waterford, oue of which accuses him
of destroying the country to benefit his own
pocket.

Dustiy, December 7.— Boycotting” is
now also used to compcl unwilling persons
to join the Land League and subscribe there-
to. A gentleman who bas & tew acres on the
borders of this country received a Jetter warn-
ing blm to join tho League before Saturday
or take the consequences. The most recent
development of  Boycotting” s in county
towns, where shopkeepers, and even pedlars,
are required to produce tickets showing that
they are members of the Lengue or they are
not allowed to buy or gell. Even Orangemen
in some places are obliged to jein the League
rather than lose their business, property or
lives. The organization becomes daily more
perfect in its details. The accnmulation of

arms in the couniry I8 tegarded with much

apprehension. One house here supplies 240
revolvers weekly to different parts ef the
country.

Lord Clarina has recently threatened
to take legal action against the defaunlting
temants on his estate of ElmPark, in the
conaty of Limerick. In revenge for this
thieat the tenmants have. resolved ' to
take the law into thelr own hands,

and Lord Olarina will have to andergo a
courgse of treatment similar to that ex
perienced by Mr. Boycott on Lord Erne's es-
tate, near Lough Mask,

1t isreported here that persons crossing the
Athuokard Bridge, at Limerick, bhave been
threatened with drowning in case they paid
the tolls ordered to be collected therefore by
the Board of Public Works.

Crowds of people were collected at corners
of the streets to witness the entry of the first
battalion of the Coldstream Guards into
Dublin to-duy, but there was no manifesta-
tion of feeling.

Dusuin, December 7.—Mr. O'Kelly, a
member of  Parliament was ejected
from the meeting place at Brooke-

boro' to-day. A number of Orangemen
broke up a land meeting near Lisburn to-day.
Mr. Parnell will attend the opening of Parlia-
ment, and will move amendment to the ad-
dress.

Drenix, December 7.—The Lard League
have issued a manifesto to the people of
Ulster, and ask Orangemen to co-operate with
them.

Doy, December 7.—Notwithstanding
the probibition by the magistrates of the
Land League meeting at Brookebore', County
Fermanagh, fully 5,000 persons assembled
to-day. The Assembly was called upon to
disperse, after which the Act was read, and
the dragoons were ordered t. clear the field,
which was done. Tkree porsons who re-
sisted were arrested. Messrs. Sullivan,
O'Kelly and other members of the Land
League were present. It is probable that
disturbance may occur, as they aro determined
to prevent the meeting.

DusLiy, December 8.—It is becoming more
evident every day that the Land League in-
tends to combine with the land agitation de-
mand for some degree of self-government.
The organization is now approaching per-
fection, 'Thirty or forty Dbrauches of the
League are formed every week. The news-
papers, though they give much of their
space to League meetings, make no pretence
of printing the proceedings of all. 1f, how-
ever, the present tide of success be not taken
at the flood] a few months will in all pro-
bability witness the precipitation of a crisis
or the genernl breaking up of the organiza-
tion. Dublin was startled to hear of a great
Land League meeting being beld within a
few miles of the city at Malahide on Monday.
Dillon and Davitt made stirring speeches.
The former publicly denounced the Chief
Justice of Ireland as a cowardly liar for state-
ments made under the protection of his er-
mine, which he would not have dared to make
under other circumstances. ‘r'be Govern-
ment is worated at every turn in the Courts
by the League, Excitement continues in
the North, the Orangemen being determived
to oppose the League. A League meeting
is to be held at Scotstown, County Monaghan,
to-morrow, and an anti-League meeting will
be held there at the same time, Lord Ross-
more presiding. Rough work is expected. The
Orangemen intend to go armed. O'Kelly and
Sexton were to speak at Brookborough yes-
terday, but as the Orangemen resolved fo
march to the meeting the magistrats forbade
both gatherings. The most remarkable event
in connection with this episode, however, is
the part taken by a Protestant rector, who
issued the following notice :—'Men of Ulster:
Some evil-disposed person, desiring to stir
up strife and cause bloodshed in our neigh-
borhood, has posted up a notice calling upon
Protestant tenant-farmers to oppose the
land meeting on Tuesday next ofthe Roman
Catholic tenant-farmers, with whom their in-
terests are identical. As your true friend, I
call upon you to treat with contempt such
advice. Too long has creed been propounded
against cresd in this unkappy land”

LoxpoNn, December 9.—Mr, Shaw, LeFevre,
Secretary to the Admirality, delivered a
speech at Reading yesterday, in which he
advocated the gradual creation of peasant
vroorietors in Ireland. He alse repudiated
baving any eympathy with the Land League.

Mr. Forster, Secretary for Ireland, has is-
sued o circular to magistrates, urgiog the en-
forcement of the law against unlawful assem-
blages, threatnings, &c.

Dusuiy, Dec 8.—A terrible tragedy occurred
near Cookstown, County Tyrone, this morn-
ing. A bailiff named Jas. Mulholland was
employed to execute a decree against a
farmer named David Gorm!ley, living in Lough
Tay, a wild part of the county. The decree
was at the suit of a trader, two af whose clerks
accompanied Mullholland. Upon their ar-
rival at Gormley’s house, the latter came out
*ith a shot gun, and called out to Mullholland
to stand. Then drawing aline across the
road, ho threatened to shoot Mullholland if
he crossed it. Mullholland psaid no heed to
the warning, and advanced. Gormley then
raised his gun and shot the bailiff through
the heart. The corpse was soon afterwards
removed to Cookstown. Gormley fled. Most
of the police were away at Brookborough,
where a land meeting was in progress.

The Crown will to-morrow serve formal
notice of trial upon the traversers, and will
also serve upon the Sheriff notice to lodge a

.8pecial jurors panel in the Crown office, with

the view ot having the jury struck. The
Solicitor of each side will attend. Forty-
eight names haviug been drawn by ballot
from the list each side will then bave a right
to strike off.twelve. Then on the day of
trial each side may peremstorily challenge
8ix from the remaining twenty-four.

Tne Land League {8 about to desert its
dingy central office and go immediatly into
more spacious quarters.

A large meeting of the League was held at
Parsontown to-day to denounce Lord Ross for
attending a meeting of landlords in Dablin
and pioposing a resolution deolarlug that the
‘country was ia & state of anarchy. A resolu-
tion was carried condemning Lord Ross.

Io Nilrush to-day a well-known Nationalist
was engaged in painting the letters « L. L.”
ovar saveral shops, the signs denoting houses
in which business should be transacted by the
Land Leaguers. Great excitement was created
fn the 'same town by the refusal. of Major
Stoddard!u‘t'- tenants to pay even Griffith's

valuation unless allowed half poor rates also
or the county cess.

Lord Rossmore arrived at Monaghan to-day
from London. He is accompanied by a con-
siderable body of men,and will fulfil his pro-
mise of presiding at the anti-Land Lesgue
meeting at Scotstown to-morrow. The Lea-
guers also have arrived, and are determined
to hold their meeting. DMessrs. O'Kelly,
Dillon and Biggar have written to Mr. For-
ster, saying that Lord Rossmeore, in fulfilment
of his threats to oppose the Land meeting at
Scotstown on Thursday, hus arrived at Ennis-
killen with o body of armed men, who intend
to attack the meeting, and they call on the
Government to protect them.

A sad and dramatic eviction took place in
County Wicklow to-day. An old man named
Arthur Kavanagh, in fecble health, who had
a cabin on the property of Earl Fitzwilliam
had fallen behind in hisrent. A decreo of
ejectment was obtained by the Earl at the
last Wicklow gession and his gamekeeper
with two baliffs went to execute the decree
this afternoon. They had to carry Kavanagh
out of the house, and as he was rrossing the
threshold of his cabin the poor old man gave
one gasp and died in the gamslteepers arms.
His body was laid by the roadside and over
it for hours sat his only mourner & grand-
daughter. Kavanagh was formerly in a good
position, having been a carrier between Dub-
lin and Wicklow He has been unable to
work for two years and was bed-ridden for,
gome time.

An extraordinary scene took place bere to-
day. A League meeting assumed the powers
and nature of n court after the fashion of
O'Connell’s arbitration courts, despite the
tact that such action constitntes an offence
under the statutes. A couacil of members
was present, P Sharkey presiding. Its first
business was the trial of Patrick Higgins, of
Laitan, a woman named Bridget Riggins
baving preferred a charge against him of un-
dermining her in her bholding.  After de-
liberation, duricg which Higpgins was greeted
with angry cries, it was agreed to fine him
£1. Higgins paid the money and left the
room. The casesofthreeshopkeepers, whose
names appear on the bleck list circulated in
the neighborhood, were next considered.
They applied for admission to the League, and
their cases were thereupon postponed. The
cases of other offending tenants were consider-
ed, and adjourned for a week for examination.
Edward Cunpningham then produced a liat
of shopkeepers in Boyle who had not joiued
the League, and moved that they get one
week to make up their minds or be
« Boycotted.” To-day the shops of traders
whose name are one the black list were en-
tirely deserted, parties seen entering their
houses, or knnowing to be dealing with them,
are warned, Vurious acts of intimidation are
reported,

The appeal of the leaguers to the secretary
is founded on a misapprehension, as Lord
Fossmory’s friends who met him at the station
are not armed. Great fears, however, are en-
tertained of hostile action on the other side,
Lord Rossmore, who is accomparied by Lord
Manderville and Lord Crichton, repudiatesa
placard calling an anti-league mecting aud
says his pame was appended without
authority. He will not, apparently, take part
in the proceedings.

DosLiy, Dec., 9.—The Land League is con-
ducting the campaign in the north with con-
siderable skill and modifying their pro-
gramme and proceedings to avoid offending
prjudices of the people of Ulster. In this
province there is quite a different tone In
speeches from that prevailing in other parts
of the country with & view of conciliating the
Presbyterians, Liberalsand Orangemen. The
system of Boycotting ies t een applisd to six
detachmouts of constabulary in different parts
of Ireland.

Loxpoy, December 9.—Mr. Forster, Chief
Secretary for Ireland, has issued & memoran-
dum to magistrates, peinting out that persons
assembling armed or dirguised, or assuming
the name of any society, to the terror of Her
Majesty's subjects, are guilty of high mis.
demeanor, rendering them liable to imprisen-
ment, as are also those who by threats endea.
vor to compel any person to quit employment,
or publish or write anything calculated to
incite riot or unlawful assembly. All magis-
trates and constables are bound to apprehend,
oppose, aud disperse persons engagine in these
practises, and they can command all persons
t  assist them., Auny two magistrates can
bind over persons whom they have reason to
suspect of even 1ntention to participate in un-
lawful proceedings or assembly, or in case of
refusal to be bound over, they can commit
them to gaol. They can bind over any per-
sons whom they belisve can give evidonce
relative to such proceedings, and if thoy re-
fuse to be bound over or to cive evidence,
they can commit them to gaol.

DonLiy, December 9.—Gormley, the Cooks-
town murdersr, was atrested this afternoon at
his own house while chapging his clothes
preparatory to his final flight, he having re-
torned home just before. An inquest was
held aud o verdict of wilful murder was re-
turned. The prisoner was sent to Omagh
guol. The inquest rovealed the fuct tiat
Mulholland had taken the gun from Gorm-
ley, but, on a promise that the latter would
not use it, returned the gun. Thereupon
Gormley raised it to his shoulder and fired.

Our Wicklow correspondent telegraphs that
the inquest on Kavanagh, whose sad eviction
was yesterday cabled, has begun, When he
was brought out he begged one of the bailifls
not to put him out of the house, but to shoot
him, as he could not bear toleave. He cried
bitterly and complained after being fifty vears
in Earl Fitzwilliame' employ he should be
turned into the road to dio.

At Boyle sestorday s Land Leagus moot-
ing Aoed a man £1 for undermining a wo-
man in her holding. The fine was paid.
The cases of other persons obnoxious to the
Leage were also considered. The shops of
traders at Boyle whrse names are on the
League's black-list are entirely deserted.
Parties seen entering their houges or known
to be dealing with them have been warned.
Yarious acts of intimidation are reported.

Dusuis, December 9.—The Monaghan cor-
respondent of the Dublin Express telegraphed
as follows last evening ;—* The greatest ex-
citement prevailed at Monagbaun, Lord Ross-
more was accompanied by Lord Mandeville,
who will assist at an anti-League meeting.
Lord Mandeville telegraphs to his agent at
Portadown to send 1,000 men to Scottstown
without delay. Auother telegram was des-
patched to the District Grand Masfer of tho
Orangemen of Armagh to send 1,000 men. A
gimilar telegram was sent to Lord Crichton to
send 1,000 men from Fermanagh, Thkeseo
are certain to arrive, and the number will be
more than doubled by meun from AMonaghan
and surrounding neighborhood. The men
will all be supplied with some means of de-
fence. Most active efforts are being made
by the Constitutional purty and the Leaguers
to make eich meeting a success. The as-
semblages wil' be most formidable and per-
haps most dangerous to peace that have been
witnessed in Ulster for some years, and if
Ulster landlords take pattern by the example
set them by Lords Rossmore, Mandeville and
Crichtoun the Leaguers would have little to
say In Ulster.”

The London correspondent of the Leeds
AMercury says he hears that the law officers are
considering Mr. Paruell’s recent spcech at
Waierford, and it is not improbable that he
may be indicted on a distinct aud separate
charge in connection with that speech. Mr.
Shaw-Lefevrs, the new Commissioner of
Works and Buildings, who is universally re-
cognized as holding the most liberal views
onthe subject of the Irish lnnd question, and
who has Baid tbat he was advaunced to his
present post specially with a view to the
services he could render in debates on the
land question, in his speech at Reanding last
pight, said that ownership was the highest
degree of security known to the law; but
there are many degrees of security for

tenants short of this which might bu
capable of more immediate applica-
tion. The formation of a class of pensant

proprietors, he said, must necessarily be slow
unless we are prepared to expropriate the
landlords at our owa price. It would be
easy to show that this could not be for the
benefit of Ireland. [t would muitiply tbo
evils of absentees five-fold, and would result
in not only a fifth, but all the rent of Ire-
land, being sent out of lreiand in the shape
of interest on purchase money. A system of
extended ownership could not last if it had
its originin consfication and robbery, What-
ever is doue must be done with every regard

to the rights or compensation of the landlord.
He snid he bad no sympathy with the pluns
of intimidnting and the violent method of the
Land League. They bad set up a govern-
ment in opposition to the Queen, and this was
a state of things which could not be allowed
to continue.

The correspondent of the Temes at Dublin,
commenting on the above, says:— The truth
is that magistrates, agents and Ilandlords
generally are panic stricken_ snd do not ven-
tuie to enforce the law. A prosecution
brought by the Attorney-Geueral at Ballinaloe
and another in Slico have brokea dswn,
which has had a discouraging eftect. There
is also o d'fficulty about treating Land League
mectings as unlawful assemblies. ‘The
magistrates do not feel jusiified ia regnrding
the threat to ‘Boycott’ as coming within the
Act,as it does no open vielence.”

Dunri¥, December 9.—="The features of the
Government's Land Bill, so far as the same
have been made public, sre genorally admit-
ted to bo quite satistuctory to the people.
The Dill meets the salicut points raised by
the agitators, and at the snme time is just and
cquitable to the landlords. Its prominent
features are clauses sccuring fixity of tenure
and permitting the free sale of acquired
rights. Meantime English farmers are taking
advantage of the agitation to secure increased
privileges for themselves. They demand
that they shall have the same righta as the
[rish tenants, and declare that under present
conditions they are unable to compets with
the United Stntes,

Dusuiy, December 9.—The Cork Grand
Jury hnve found truo bills against Mr.
Healey, M.P., and private secretary to Mr,
Pareell, and Mr. Walsh, of tho Balla Land
League, on the charge of intimidating
Cornelius Manmine  Mpg trikl will probably
take place on Tuesday next. Mr. Bence
Jones, of Bandon, a celebrated south of Ire-
land agriculturalist and a writer on the land
question, has baen « Boycotted,” and attempt
was made to strangle one Sullivan, a process
gerver near Skibbereen. Lawlessaess in Cork
is increasing to an alarming extent,

Our Castlebar correspondent telegraphs
that great excitement provails in that place,
owing to the visit last nightof a party with
blackened faces to the house of several herds-
men whom they compelled to go down on
their knoes and swear that they would leave
thelr employers. Shots were fired and the
occupants of the house greatly terrified. In
one case the daughter of a herdsman was so
overcome thatsheis in a precarions condition.
Several of the herdsmen obeyed the demand.
Similar midnight vigits are reported to-day
from various parts of tho country.

The Crown Solicitor has served a formal
notlce of trial on the Solicitor of the traver—
sers.

The [rish Times of Friday gives promi-
nence to a statement, on good avthority, that
the Land Leaguers will be tried by a Special
Commission, issued under the Queen's
pateat, 1n ordor to remove any cause of com-
plaint ot an unfair trial, in consequence of
Chief_Justice May’s speech last Saturday.

At Swanlinbar and
Bolcor fairs, Cavan County, a bell-
man wenl about warniug the people
not to buy or sell except to the
leaguers, Cattle brought from non-lenguers
were returned to their former owners. Butter
brought to Pettigo market, belonging toanon-
lesguer, could not be sold. At Ernuiskillen
Fair, several parties could not sell their cattle.
Intimidation is extending to an alarming ex-
tent in Tipperary County., Two hundred
members of the Land League, near
Kintulls, County Galway, hearing that
o farm untenanted for some time waa about,
to be occupied by & man who refused to join
the movement, pulled down the bouse and set
fire to the ruins. The meeting subsequently
called on all true Irishmen to * Boycott'
bailiffs and agents who refuse to join the
League. Near Cashel, a person who lent
agricultural implements to anoiher who took
& farm from which the tenant had been evict-
ed, received a threatening letter. Beveral
malicious acts were perpetrated against
another farmer for the ssme reason, and neigh-
bors refuse to hold communication with him.
Members of the Land League are now quite
as often favored with threatening letters as
thelr opponents. Parnell read a letter in
which he is warnen under pain of death, not
to appear at the land meeting in Pomeroy,
County Tyrone. The lrish Zimes ascribes
the present miseryin Ireland mainly to the
course of the officials of Dublin Castle, be-
gioning with the Lord Lieut., and calls for
their removal.

Dusuiy, December 11,—Intilligence was
received this morning from Irishtown to the
effect that tha constabulary, while on duty In
toet vicinity last night, observed a disguised
and armed party of men prowling about as
though bound wpon some errand of mischiof
orcrime. The constabulary halted them and
demanded their examination, bui the men
who gseemed to be leaders of the party refused
to disclose their names or purposes, where-
upon the constabulary undertook to arrest
them. A vigorous resistance was offered and
a figut ensued, in which the officers fired upon
the party, wounding several of them. This
go demoralized the crowd that a fex arrests
were finally made.

MRB. PARNELL AT AVONDALE BOUSE,

(From the London World.)

st Since I have forsook agriculture for poli-
tics,” eaid Mr. Parnell, «T have not slept six
nights at Avondale House.”

The chief agitator's country seat is an un-
pretending residence situated oa a slope of
the Wicklow Mountains, with a beautiful view
of forest, river and dale from the windows of
the living-rooms. It hasa rather barren and
neglected look, its whitewashed exterior har-
moniziag butill with the tints of the meadow-
land stretching in a semi-circle, bounded by
lofty trees, in front of the houso. The house
wag built by Mr. Parnell's grandfather, and on
the lock of the entrance door the date 1779 is
inscribed. On crossing the threshold the vis-
tor finds himself in a square hall of moderate
dimensions, along one side of whizh there
runs a gallery overhead, leading to the sleep-
ing appartments. The most conspicuous
object in the ball is a billiard table, across
slates ot which no ball has, to judge from ap-
pearances, rattled for generations. The walls
are decorated with the borns of the ancient
Irish elk, with hunting spears and other im-
plements of svarfare and chase. A log fire
burns oa a Bpacious open hearth. As the
visltor stands exumiuing the place an aged
dawe floats out of a side apartment, and ex-
pressing surprise at the visit, asks ¢ Master
Charles"” if he wishes that she should provide
breakfast. Tha master gives the nod, and
then requests his guests to step round the
house with him, Mr. Parnell isa man of
singularly mild and gracfous manuners in pri.
vate life, but ooc¢'s eyes are constantly di-
rected inquiringly to the cold and bloodless
face in the endeavor to reconcile the frigid
exterior with the couxtesy of the lips.

The parlor ¢f thoe Avondale House is neither
homely nor cheerful, und the atmosphere of
the room is that of the -Laureute’s forsaken
dwelling. One could fancy that the coverings
had just been drawn off the furniture at the
expiration of a Chancery suit. The picturaes
ure expressionlees, and of no great merit ; but
there 18 a richly enamelled fireplace, the work
of an Italian artist, whose method ot execu-
tion, Mr, Parnell thinks, has becomgs a lost
ars. The marble of this chef-d’wuvre is in-
laid in colored earths, delicately shaded and
‘twisted into jantastic festoons of flowers, A
volume of Carlyle's « Miscel.anies” lies on a
small table beside the fire, but the presence of
this sBymptom of life ia accaunted for by the
fact that one of Mr - Parnell’s sisters from
across the Atlantic has been residing forsome
months under ber brothar's roof.

of cleverly wrought medallions containing
sea views.

For my part I don’t lenrn from history
that everything bas been wisely done that has
been done by monarchs and by statesmen. On
I the contrary, almost all the greatest crimes
of history have been committed, and all the
greatest calamities in history have been
brought upon mankind through the instru-
mentality—the direet inrtrumentality—of
monnrchs and of statesmen. (Cheers.) 1
would rather have the judgment of an intelli-
gent and a moral people, informed as to their
interests and their duty. They haveno am-
bition to go wrong; thcy are not subject to
the temptations which beset movarchs and
- statesmen ; they aAre not naturally the crea-

} had been existing on the continent of Europe.

country with which it is now politically allied.
But we find that, 22 a consequence of a policy
which we all now regret and condemn, Irish
patriotism, as apart from wnat is called
patriotism in this country, has consisted to a
Iarge extent in hatved of pProtestantism,
hatred of landlords, and hatred of England.
If the English people had been informed, if
they had been capable within the last two
centuries of judging fairly of these matters,
there cannot be a doubt that if, in addition to
this, the Government had been merciful and
just to Ireland, lreland would be as closely
welded at this moment to England as Scot-
land is—(cheers)—and it wonld be as difficifit
toraise the flag of Insurrection or discontent
inIreland as it would be tfor Prince Charlie
again to appeal with his flag in Scotland.
(Cheers). What is the condition of that un-
tortunate island at this moment. 1 spoke ot
it asjnastate of social insurrection when 1
was there, I think, some time last winter. At
this moment it is exhibiting in a portion of
the conatry a soclal revolt of a very strange
and extraprdinary character. It is not ap-
parently so much s rising aguinst the Govern-
ment 13 against the owners of the soil,
Thereis throughsome counties, in some dis-
tricts—a general—at least a conriderable—re-
pudiation of contraets ; there iy practically a
seizing of the land from which they believe
that their fathers were by combina-
tion, by terror, by outrnge, occaeionally
—huat hitherto in & very few instances—by
murder. They ate demanding the overthrow
of the system under which they assert that
there is no adequatereward for their industry
and no security for the homes of their
families.

A NATION'S DEMAND,
How, when & nation, or a considerable por-
tion of a nation, or the population of several
counties, can fuirly, or do gencrally, make a
statement of this kied, it appears to me to be
one of those which demand the earnest con-
sideration and attention of statesmen and
legislators—(hear, hear)—and not ounly of
statesmen and legislators, but ot the whole
people of the country who are allied with
them; for we haveull s great interest in the
welfure of Ireland, and the man who insults
Ireland or injures it, who tramples upon it,
who denies their just rights, is an euemy of
Eagland ns much a8 an enemy of Ireland.
(Cheers) What is this system against
which so many of the Irish people are just
uow contending, and are even, in a certain
sense, in open revolt? It comes down from
the system of great proprietors established by
the monarch und statemen ot two centuries
ago—(hear, hear)—great proprietors with
great estates, and with ostates, many of them
morteaged and embarrassed, transmitted from
goneration to generation, under the command
only, toa large extent, of nominal and lite
owners, oiten of men who were alsenteess,
who probably had never walked or driven
over the whole of their estates. The rights
of property, so far ns the collection of rent is
concerned, have been strenuously maintained
and insisted upon, and the duties of property
in a vast number of cases have been, for the
most purt, greatly neglected, (Hear, hear.)

In January of that year I re-
collect hearing Lord John Russell in the
Ilouse of Commons explaining threo objects
and inteations of the (i overnment with regard
to some provision for the famine that was
then overtaking the Irish peopls, and one of
the proposals was this: To take into the
bands of the Government, through some
managing power and authority, waste landgin
Ireland which were capable of being profit-
ably cultivated, and by some nrrangements
tinding bomes and furms and employment for
a considerable number of people. Now Ire-
land contnins about twenty millions of acres.
I do not know the numbur of scres that may
be called waste Iands. I have heard it put at
two millions nnd more; but I will nssume,
for the sake of my illustration, that thero is
oue million of ncres in Ireiand eapablo of cul-
tivation that would repay the cultivator, and
that it would be as wise to cultivate as the
averago portion of the Irish land that is now
cultivated. What would a million acres do ?
It would make not less than forty thousand
farms of twenty-five acres ench. It would be
possible, probably, to bring over from those
extreme western parts—where the climate is
precarious nud the land so stony and so poor
~it might be possible to invite little farm-
e, peasante, occupiers, from those districts,
and to place them upon wasts lands thus
divided and thus cultivated. What is a mil-
lion? What is five millions? What is ten
millions to this country to pursue to a sue-
cessfol issue a grout question like this?
{Cheers.)

Wo hear that the Afghan war certainly huas
cost twenly, und good authoritics sy before
all the accounts are made up and evorything
is settled that it will cost thirty millions,
(Hiszes.) I will assume it is twenty mil-
lions. 'That is a large sum ; o sumn that trips
glibly off the tonguy, but of which neune of us
has the slightest idea how much it is if there
be anything to be done jn Afghunistan or in
Zululand, I( there be some very foolish
Ministry picking up quarrels in the East of
Europe they can bring you thousands of men
fromm Bombay to Malta (laughter), spite of
Acts of Parlinment, and spite of constitu-
tional usages.

Now I must say plainly that in the observa-
tions I have made with regard to Ireland I
have spoken not the rentiments of any
human being connected with oflice Lt my
own only. T recollect when I was first
clected here, nfter taking office in blr. Glad-
stone’s former Government—I think the
meeting was held in Bingloy Hull—that I said
[ had to try an experiment which some
people thought could not succeed, and that
wis whether & man counld at one time e o
faithful servant of the Crown, and at the
game time w fuithful servant of the people.

MR. BRIGUT SIMPEAKS HIS OWN SENTIMENTS.

Well, I am speaking here to-night 25 one
of the representativds of this great consti.
tuency. (Cheers) I am saying what [
should sny if I had never been a member of
a Governinent, and what I should suy next
week it this week [ ceased to be n member of

I must not forget the Club, I ask the mem-
bors of this Clut who are here—probably
those that are members und thosge that soon
will be, very likely not less than ona thou-
sand of them—1I ask them whether this ques-
tion, which [ have treated somewhae abreptly
and iueffectively, as 1 feel—(no, no)—
whether it is not worth your study? 'The
pence of Ireland depends upon it, and the
credit and the reputation of England and
Scotland  also  depends upon it. (ilear,
hear.) The Administration, of which we form
a portion, the Administration may tind great
difliculty, npd even danger to themselves, in
denling with this question. Do not imagine
that it is a smnll matter liko the Burials
Bill, or the Ground Game Bill, or ons of
my friend Mr. Chamberlain’s Shipping
Bills—(loud cheers)—one disturbing the
clergy most unnecessarily, and another
disturbing gentlemen  who are fond  of
field sports. 'This is o question of o difiicult
kind. Larger and broader, it seems to touch
interests that men would rather fight about
almost than submit to resson. For my part,
T bulieve that any measure on the basis thut
I huve ralerred to, or being anything like il,
would have the eftect of impioving the valuw
of all landed property in Ireland. (UHear,
hear.) Some mennre very thankful that they
have no Janded property in Ireland. I am
nut.  (Lmughter.) [ should be very glad to
have an estate in Ireland; but if I had onoe I
would be the loudest in calling upon the
Governmont to deal with this question in a
broad and substantinl manner; and, I believe,
as an Irish wember of Parliament told me
the other night, himself having landed pro-
perty in at least three couunties, he said, «I
belisve the mensure that gave security of
tenure to the Irish farmers would be ten
years’ purchage to the valuo of the landed
property of Ireland.” (Cheers.)

NOT BOCIALIBM,

Therefore, let .o man say that I who spesk,
or you who listen and appland, tbat wo are
the enemies of the proprietary class,
(Hear, hear.) I should think it o
misfortune in this country and in Ire-
land if there were no proprietary class.
There is a property class in France and in
the countries of the Continent ; but that class
should be only a great proprietary class, not
having everything in its' hands—thé homes
and the lives of the people—is a condition of
things that ought not to exist and cannot be
permitted to continue. (Loud cheers.) I
say, then—I repeat—the Administration may
find graat difficulty and even danger to itself
'in dealing with the great question. Thé
House of Lords may require your encourage-
ment—(laughter)—in face of a question'that
way not be palatable to them. But there ate
putriotic and just men in'the Hotise of Lords.

LECTURE OF THE UNION CATHOLIQUE.

The lecture given yesterdag at the meeting
of the Catholic Union by Mr. I'. A. Quinn,
wng the introduction to a seties of lectures
upon one of the most importuant questions of
the day, the cause of Irelaud.

Mr. Quinn r¢minded his heavers that though
conquerad and despite the 1oss of their native
lunguage, the lrish have ever Lept the trea-
sure of their nutionality. We must seein this
extraordinary preservation of thuir national
spirit, n proof thut Providence watches with
particuiar crre over the destinies of the Irish
race and reserves for it a special missiorn, the
same a8 that given to the French Capadiam
people, which is the propagation of the Catho-
lic faith. The lecturer then sketched the
various persecutions which 1Sngland bad in-
flicted upon unhapry freland. He showed
that it was not the Englizsh people, nor indi-
viduals of that nation, who should be held
responsible for the iniquitous measures tuken

agiinst a nation whose only fault was its at-
tachment to the faith, but that the vesponsi-

bility fell upon the Enplish Government,

carried only the great Whig aed Tory fumi-

lics and their adherents, who alone profited
by the oft repeated confiscations which were

enacted ngainst the people of Ireland.

Mr. Quinn then referred to the frivndship
whicli has since the earliest times existed
between Ireland and France, o friendslip

cemeated by the blood af thres huadred thou-

stod Irishimen, shed by them whilst bravely
fighting the battles of Ifrance. The French
nation hes always acknowledgzed the services
rendered by the Irish people. In i'ranco the
Irish people have ever found a refuge and
protection, and they always bhud open to their
inerits the rond to honors and distinctions, se
much so that in our own day Frunce had not
besitated to confer the highest honor in her
zift to the son of the exiled Ivish by naming
Marshall MucMahon President of the Republic.
Canada has shown the same sympathy to the
Trish runce.  Mr. Quinn reminded his hearers
of the generosity with which, in 1849, the
Cunadiang ruzhed to the help of the unfortu-
nate victis of the typhus fovar. Ho paid &
touching tribute of gratitude to the momeory

of Dr. Schmidt, recently deceased, the solo

survivor of thirty physicisns who went te
Groese Islo tu tend the nnfortunate victims of
disenke, the other twenty-nine having nobly
given up their lives in their heroic attend-
wnco upon the immigrants.

The lectuiter then strongly urged the im-
portance of cloger union between the French
Canadisn apd the Lrish reridents of Canada.
tie showed the necessity and the advantages
of such union, and iudicated the means most
likely to Lind closur the ties which nnite the
two races. e recormmended bis hearers te
study Irish history from truthful sources, and
warned then to bewaro of the muny calumunies
which anthors writing in a hostile spirit and
in bad faith, have accumulated against that
unhappy people.

Hencty applause proved to Mr. Quinn the
wrent interest with which his hearors had
litened to his lecture,

'Phe Rev. Falher Loz, who was present, in

the place of the Rev. Director, congratulated
the speaker, and epoke in warm eulogy of the

[riglt race, praising in particular their attach-

meut to the faith and the purity of their

morals. He held up their eonduct as o benuti-

ful example, which tbe othor poople of tho
earth should imitate,

GLADSTONE SUZCUMBS.

The Government
gives the Syndicate more than one hundred
milllon dollars in lands, rolling stock, works
and money, &and the Syndicate agrees
to have the road completed in 1991,
provided no act of God, or of the Queen's
enemies intervenes to prevent the carrying
on .of the work. The grants of land are
slong the route of the pralirie section of the
railroad, and are composed of blocks of a
square sile, or €40 acres, alterating with
blocks retained by the Government. Our
resders will form some idea of this enormous
land grant when they consider that the total
pumber of acres-—~twenty-five millions—is
greater than the number contained in Ireland,
Still the enormous grani will not have been
made in vain if the Syndicate succeed in
baving it settled. Fancy what vast benefit Ca-
nada would derive from having a few hundred
thousand farmerd settled in the Northwest,
with all Lhat such settlement would imply in
the way of tradeand commerce. The danger
connected with such a large grant is that it
may be the means of creatinga race of raflway
magnates 8o collossally wealthy as to create
monopolies the sameas they have now in the
United Btates, monopolies which will in time
govern the country, much to its disadvantage,
and monepolies which give rise to angry labor
movements, which will be called soctalist.

suspend the Zlabeas Corpus Act. Let us not,
however, despair. There are a few English-
men with a backbone, and the courage of
their convictions, Jobn Bright and Joseph
Chamberlain, immortal names, which sball go
down in the pages of history with those of
Fox and Byron, as among the few English-
men who dared, deepite ignorance, passion
and prejudice, to think the Irish were not
entitled to sympathy and eelf-government.
Lét Mr. Gladstone and his new allies the
Tories govern Ireland for a time by the
sword.

THE FORTUNE BAY AFFAIR.

The despatch of Earl Granville to the
American Minister at the Court of St. James
will not please the fishermen of Newfound-
land or the people of Canada at large, and it
would be strange if itdid. It is another and
the latest instance of the readiness of British
Ministers to sacrifice the interests of this
country to those of Americs in order to pre.
serve that entente cordiale which,In so far as
we are concerned, is becoming a bore. It
would seem from the carefully worded des-
patch to which we havereferred, as if Canada
had no rights which vither the British or the
United Blutés Government 18 bound to re-
spect. The London Times thus coolly and
cheerfully disposes of the matter ;—

« Tho settlement thus on the point of being
accomplished oan be looked upon only with
feclings of coutentment. anud relief. It is
pneedless to ineist upon the importauce of a
good understanding butween England and the
United States, but even fur this tuo high a
price might be paid if it were nucessary to
admit all the claims. advanced from time to
time by the adventurous and somewhat
irregular diplomacy of American statesmen.”

Why, they
have done that already with a vengeance.
They have surrendered before this a good

In the first place I desire that there should
buno possibility of misconception as to our
views respecting the conduct of the New-
foundland fishermen in violently iuterfering
with the Uoited States fishermen, and in de-
stroying or damaging some of their nets.
Her Majesty's Government has no hesitation
in admitting that this proceeding was quite
indefensible, and is much to be regretted.
No sense of injury to their rights, however,
well-founded, could, under the circumstances,
justify the British fishermen in taking the
law into their own hands and committing
acts of violence.

It was Alexander Pope who said he had
never known a man in all his life who could
not submit to his friend’s misfortunes with
the most perfect Chrietinn resignation, and it
was Artemus Ward who so patriotically ten-
dered the services of all his wife's relatives
in the prosecution of a war, but we doubt if
in either case a greater spirit of thesacrifice of
the rights or feelings of others is manifested
than in the despatch of Ear) Granville or the
Times' editorial of last Saturday. But never
mind, we are united by the elosest bonds
to an Empire on whioh the sun never
sets, and we, at all events, must be
prepared to sacrifice our dearest interestskeep-
ing them intact. Still, wecannot help think-
ing nowand then how different things might
be if Cunada were really ina position to step
into the field vested with plenary powers to
say to the United States Ministers“gentlemen,
theday of sacrifice is past, Canada will no
longer surrender what she deems her rights.”

THE STATE OF FRELAND.

Day by day the newsfrom [reland becomes
more intensely interesing, and the actsof the
chief actors in tbe s vsational drama being
enacted on the Irish stago more and more ex-
citing. Interestinthe Afghanistan campaign
wanes, and ihe Buasuto war in South Africa
dwarfs into insignificance, in presence of the
startling developments in an integral portion
of the British Empire. The Irish people
bave not, it is true, risen in rebellion; the
country, except in its agrarian aspect, is pro-
foundly quiet, but the spirit of resistaunce
to British rule and landlord tyranny is grow-
ing to suchk an extent as to lead to the sup-
position that in 1% than another month
united Ireland will stand face to {ace with
Britain, nnd haoghtily demand its rights or
else —-repeat a famous episode in Irish
history,which frightened the king and govern-
ment into compliance nr hundred years ago,
At that time there were neither railroads nor
telegraphs, and but few newspapers; Ireland
was represented as a corner of the British
world, having no friends. Now it is the dra-
matic centre of the world, and friends lock
smypatbizingly on her struggle from all parts
of the compass, and ask wonderingly where
is all this to end. They have no historical
analogy, no parallel from which te draw con-
clusions, and Herbert Spencer is as much
puzzled at the startling phenomenon as the
chaw-bacon of Sussex County. The world
has never before presented such a spectacle;
it is the rareat example of passive resistance
on record. Formerly Ireland made atiortive
attempta at insurrection to right her grievous
wrongs, or sent a pack of lawyers to beg
justice from the DBritish Parliament,
who when they grew tired begged places
themseelves. Now the peopls have settled
dowa to a policy of baffling passive resist-
ance which is called « Boycotting.” They
Boycott landlords, shopkeepers, bailiffy,
agents and recalcitrant tenants, they are now
Boycotting constabulary, and may end by
Boycolting the Government itself.

What, under the circumstances, can the
Government do to re—establish its lost au-
thority? It has arrested several leading
members of the Land Lesgue ; {t has poured
troopa into Ireland until it can pour no more,
but of what avail are soldiers if the people
are 80 stupid as not to rigs ?  If this new and
terrible movement means anything, it is that
the- Irish people, Catkolic, Protestant and
Presbyterian, Orangeman and Feniam, Na-
tionalist and Constitutionalist, are heartily
sick of London rule, and of Irisk landlord-
ism. They see the country sliding down the
inclined plain to perdition ; they see that the
English Government is unable, or unwilling,
to stay the descent, and they have resolved to
do it themselves, at least, to try it, and it
must be admitted they have, up to this,

beon eminently successtul in the at-
tempt. A year ngo only thirty branches
of the Land League flowisbed in

Irelund, to-day it governs the land, it s
moving ominously forward gathering strength
and volume ag it goes. 1t seems irresistible,
The only part of the country where the lords
are muking a stand is in Ulster, but even
there the current has caught them' and
whirled them around in such a state of con-
fuglon that they have lost their huads. The
Proteatant element on which they have relied
for support 1a drifting away from ‘them to
such an oxtont that when we now gee nn
anti-league meoting chronicled we are com-
pelled to conclude that it is one purely and
slmply of landlords, ngents, et hoc omne genus.

The Brll:!s'h Government faces what it never

problem difficult enough to appal the clearest
headed statesman. Of course its solution
would be simple if it did not happen that one
of the estates of the realm is composed
entirely of landlords, while in another they
wield a contrelling influence. Mr., Parnell
asks a pessant proprietary of men who own
the soil, nothing less will satisfy him, and
this they refuse point blank. Matters are
aspproaching & crisis and the question
to be answered is how will it be
met. A compromise would have been
accepted a few months ago, whereas now that
the people fully and exultingly realize their
strength nothing will satisfy them but a
change which from its sweeping nature must
be termed a revolution! Some intelligent
men seem to think that matters in Ulster,
where the landlords still have a small foot-
hold, may be 50 precipitated as to cause blood-
ghed, aod that the bloody drama of 198 may
be re-enacted, which means that the people
may be driven into rebellion. 'That is, how-
ever, aa unlikely contingency. The Irish
are far more intelligent and united now than
they were then, and the Enslish Government,
constituted as it is, will hardly allow the
landlords to adopt such a measure. Public
opinion in England is also more favorable to
Ireland than it has been, and even if an in-
surrection were initiated it is not altogether
certain the Irish would be vanquished. They
bave friends abroad by the miilion who are
able and willing io assist them in any struggle
they might chose to engage in, and in any
case the war would be of such a desperate, if
pot doubtful character, that the British Gov-
erament will not initiatoitif it can be avoided.
There argtwocourses open to br. Gladstone in
this emergency; one is to pass laws establish-
ing s peasant proprietary, and the other to
tinker and equivocate and then await the
issue. What will the issue be? It restsal-
together in the hands of Mr. Charles Stuart
Parnell, whom the Now York Herald some
few months ago said was a lunatic.

ST. VINCENT DE PATUL.
THE FORMATION OF A NEW SOCIETY IN ST, ANN'S
TARISH.

The Rev. Father Hogan called a meeting
of his parishiopers for last Sunday. It was held
in the Sacristy of St. Apn's Church and was
well attended. The object of the meeting
wag the founding and forming of a New
Society, the wart of which has been long felt
in this parish, but which the rev. pastor has
finally decided to supply. The new Society
is one entirely deveted to acts of charity, and
will be known under the name of the St.
Vincent de Paal Society.

There is a similar socviety in the East end,
which hag donein the past, and still continues
to do, an incalculable amount of good in the
way of bringing relief to distressed families
in an unostentatious manner. The constitu-
tion of the new society has been moulded on
that of the St. Vincent de Panl ot the East
end. Martin Walsh, its President, gave
all the necessary instructions how fto
proceed and form the society.  Mr.
Daly moved that Ald. Donovan be elected
President, but that gentlemsn imme-
diately declined the honor and begged
to submit the name of W. Brennan Esq, as o
worthy candidate, The result was that Mr,
Brennan was unanimously clected. This was
the only election as it enters into the pro-
vince, and is the right of the President to
name all other officers of the society, Mr,
James Sheridan was selected as st Vice-
President, and Ald. Kennedy as 2ud Vice-
President. Mr. Thomas Quinlan will fill the
position of Secretary, and Ald. Donovan was
chosen to fill that of Treasurer. Visitors
were thon appointed tor the different
districts in the parish, They are
to report all cases of distress and
extreme poverty, so that the suffering
parties may be provided for without delay.
Now the next and principal thing to do s to
establish a fund. All charitable donations
will be thankfnllv received. The Rev. Father
Hogan was the first to come forward and
handed over to the Saciety 125 cords of wood
with the collections which will be made at
Christmae and Easter in 8St. Ann’s Church,
This is a good start and deservers to be widely
imitated. The Soclety will meet every Sun-
day, when the membera are expected to for-
ward and present all donations.

Mr. J. J. Cusnay, on rising, was received
with loud and continued cheering. He said
he appenred befors his present audience in
answer to acall from the good, kind and
patriotic Brother Arnold, whose name wassuf-
ficient to bring togetber the large assemblage
he saw befors him. On the present occasion,
nothing would have been more appropriate
than to speak of the great order to which
Brother Arnold belonged, and it had been his
inteution to review the lifs and labors of the

great De La Salle and the progress
of the Drotherhood which he had
founded. It had been his intention to spaak

of the order of the Christian Brothers, which,
when founded by De La Salle, numbered
some four or five members, and whose pro-
gress was 50 rapid that at the time of its
founder's death it consisted of 27 houses and
‘74 Brothers,with 9,885 pupils under its charge.
Thus it progressed until 1790, when, in the
uamoe of Liberty, the Brotherhood was
scattered by the vile decrees which were
declared for the suppression of religious
orders. Then they numbered 1,000, with
121 houses. He had intended to speak
of the re-uniting of the Brothers
under the Concordat of 1802, when they
rallied again to their good and glorious work,
and had desired to trace theirgrowth down

to 1838, when they bad increased to 2,300
with 140,000 scholars under their care in
France alone. He had intended to talk of the
Brotherhood in the New World, and partien-
larly in Canada; and to relate how the
gentlemen who formed it had worked and
had increagsed from the time, in November,
1837, when four of the Brothers had arrived
in Montreal, under the auspices of the gentle-
men of St. Bulpice their early friends
in France, to the present day, when
they bad 7,000 pupils in this city alone,
12,000 in the district, and 25,000 throughout
the Dominion. He had intended to trace
their progress in the neighboring Republic,
from the date when they first established
their schools there, until the present time,
when they bad 11,000 scholars in New York,
6,000 in Baltimore, 4,000 in 5t. Loais, 500 in
New Mexico, and 2,000 in Qalifornis, and 60,-
000 throughout the entire United States. All
these facts and figures he had been propared
to present in an eluborate and detailed form,
but when he mentioned his iin‘ention te Ir..
Arnold, that gentleman had replied that as
much as he loved the Order to which he
belonged, and as much a8 he would like to
hear him speak of it, he would rather that he
(Mr. Curran) would say a few words about
that great subject so dear to all Irish hearts,
that subject which at present filled the public
mind—he would prefer that he should sxy &
few words about dear, good old Ireland.
(Great applause.) Never in all the history
of thut [and was there a movement placed on
foot which 80 baflled those who bad
made a study of that bhistory.

(Tremendous applause,) They were asked
gvery day “ what, after all, did the Irish in
Canada think about the agitation in Ireland.”
They all remembered when in Montreal
Charles Stewart Parnell received sn ovation
such a8 bad never been tendered to a man in
the city befere. On that occasion, at the re-
queet of the Fresidents of all the Irish Socie-
tiesand distinguished Irishmen from diflerent
paris of the Dominion, he had prepared a reso.
lution which was adopted amid enthusiastic
cheers by these who were enjoying all the
plessings of home government and the pri-
vileges which resulted from it. The resolu-
tian read as follows :—

That we, the citizens of Montreal, with the
representatives of other sections of the Pro-
vince of Quebec, here assembled, being in
the Dominion of Canads,in the full enjoy-
ment of Home Rule, and all the inestimable
privileges of corstitutional liberty, whilst pro-
claiming an allegiance as faithful subjects of
the Empire, hereby express our approval;of the
course of C. S. Parnell, Esq., M.P, and his
colloagues in their patriotic struggle to pro-
cure for our fellow-subjects in Ireland the
privileges we hera enjoy, and pray that God
may blees their efforts and crown them with
the greatest plenitude of success.

That resolution met the case eoxactly.
They wantzd in Ireland what we enjoy 1n
Canada. 1n 1837 and 1838, when the French
Canadians fought and bled for their country,
the Empire bad tried the policy ot concilia-
tion, and with such good effect that they, in
Canada, were now enjoying liberty and con-
sequent{prosperity, the fruits of that struggle.
The Irish desired a Legislature such as the
Canadians had ; they waunted a Parliament in
St. Stephen’s Green such as that in Ottawa;
they wanted & Parliament in Dublin to give
them an Irish National Policy. (Lond
cheering.) The response given showed
plainly tbat those present firmly believed
that the Irish land should be given to the
Irish people, just as they believed in Impe-
rial connection here, but Canada for the
Canadians. (Cheers.) Whilst we were en-
joying these great constitutional privileges in
the Domiuion, in the city of Montreal peacs,
harmony and prosperity reigned amongst our
people. We had our grand old St. Patrick’s,
with tho venerable Father Dowd to instruct
and guide us; and the dark cloud that some
time ago threatened to deprive us of the
whole-souled and patriotic Father Hogan
had now pussed away. (Prolonged cheers.)
In Point St. Charlea that noble young

Irish Canadiam priest, Father Salmon,

LORD SHERBROOKE ON OBSTRUCTION
To the Editor of Tns Post and TRUE WITNESS,

Mr. Ebvitor,~In tbe October number of
the Nineteenth Century, the first of the articles
is from the pen of the distinguiched writer
and notorious politician, Lord Sherbrooke, and
the subject of the essay is « Obstruction or
Cloture.” In tbis article the writer tells us
in every manner and lorm that his vast
vocabulary will permit of, that no matter
what party is in power in the British House
of Commons, the Irish party, at least, is an
obstacle in their way and the cause of a great
waste of the very precious {ime of the public.

{ands the valuation approaches or comes up
to what he would consider to be a fair, but
very moderate rent. On the very poor and
on the very high class lands, especinlly on
the latter, the vaiuation he considers both
relatively and extremely low, very much
under the fair letting value.

The Times urges the Government to bein
no hurry in incubating a Land Bill, but to
carefully digest the evidence given before
the Land Commission and the Royal Apgri-
cultural Commission, both of which will have
their reports 1eady by Christmas, and after-
wards to glve time to tbe country and the
publicists to examine and pronounce on
any Ministerial scheme that may be formu-
lated.

The §jectutor, which almost alone nmong
Liberal publications has been all along
agninst coercion, is now in favor of coercive
measures being introduced simultanevusly
with measures of land reform. Meanwhile,
it warng Land Leaguers that if thero is a ves-

The Daily Telegraph continues its cry for
coercion for Irsland. The Neweastle Chronicle
warns Mr. Gladstoneagainst being misled by
these advisers in the press and among the
public who urge him to adopt coercive
measures, as such measures could only be-
come law after a prolonged and desperate
siruggle, and probably after some twenty
Irish members of Parliament had been sent
to Newgate.

CaiogeN, FARMING.—1 b js well to be ggu_h:pus
pefore going lsrgely into the raising of
chickens. ' A-gréat deal of vntruth’is con-
tinually told uboat this business. A notable
jnstance of this is & long and cxrcqmstnntlal
account of & Jarge poultry farm in Bergen
County, N. J, upon which $86,000 worth of
chickens is raised every year. The whole
story is falge from beginning to end, and the
only semblance of truth in it is the fuct that
a vonturesome person did begin such un enter-
prise in that locality and came to grief very
qulckly so that the afair collnpsed with a
very large loss. Thereare successful pouliry
farms, but as in other suck cases the owners
mind their business, and do not boast about
their successessand profits,  The books on
this subject are «The Poultry Farm and
Market,” by & person who failed at the busi-
ness and gave it up, but who possibly may be
competent to sey. something about it, because
he knows bow it is himself; and *“An Epg
Farm,” by an intelligent poultry fancier, in

whose book is included some articles by:

actual poultry farmers, who are making a
busicess of keeping fowls for profit.

Curning Ferp ror Cows.—Ilt is a great
waste to feed whole corn-stalks to cows ; only
a small portion is consumed, aud therest ika
nnisance in the manuve. By cutting the
the stalke, wetting them, and sprinkling a
little menl or middlings on them, all iseaten
Lut the butts, aud these can be thrown outin
the manure or into the litter, and will make
the manute fine. Corn ears muy be ground
into meal anl given to cows with corn-stalks
to ndvautage.

Oar Hav.—Oats cut green muke excellent
hay. By sowing cow peas in a Fouthern
State, or common pueas in the North, with the
oats a heavier crop is produced ; aud cow
peas alone sown thickly and cut and cured
for buy make the best of fodder. When
hay threatens to Ue short, the supply of
fodder may be greatly enlarged by sowing
onte, millet, sorghum, sweet corno, cow pear,
or even ficld corn thickly planted in drills.

Inruvesza 18 Homrses.—Influenza is o low
fover which i8 associated with catarrh of the
respiratory membranes, inflammation of the
eyes, and tenderness of the abdomen. 1tis
epizootic st times, and otherwise may be
caused by exposure to cold and wet, or by an
ill condition of the blood. The symptome
aro running at the nose, swelling of the
glands of the throat and cheeks, profuse
sweating on the belly when at work and
general weakness. The treatment is to give
mashes with one ounce doses of hyposulphite
of soda daily, to keep warm, and ourse well.
If the bosvels are costive a dose of one pint
of linseed oil repeanted the’ thrid day may be
given before the zoda.

VaLus or Bracesyitns’ Waste.—The waste
of blacksmiths' shops, consisting of horse
manure, hoof clippings, and iron scales, are
of remarknble value for roses and pear trees.
They greatly incresss the brillancy of the
roses and the color of the pears, as well as
invigorate the growth.

Pauasites 1x SBwine.—Parasites are fre-
quently found in the intestines of swine.
These may be of various kinds. When small
nodules are found upon the intestines, with
inflammation of the adjacent membranes, the
presence of encysted parasites, such as
trichinz, may ve puspected. By cuiting
through the nodules and examining them
with a magoifying-glass the worm may be
discovered. If in the liver. they may appear
a8 blader-like cyrts flifed with watery fluid.
The parasites witl usuually be found on the
imner surface of these cysts, adhering by
hooks upon their heads. 'There is no cure.
Prevention is the ouly remedy, and this is by
avoiding, it possible, the danger of the
swire plckiong uv the eggs of the parasites in
the flesh or excrement of rats or other small
animals. Pigs that run at large incur the
most danger, for the reason that insects and
small wild animals are often the bearers of
the eggr, ani1 the pigs pick up thess or thei
excremeant. The flesh of such pigs is dan-
_gerous food.

CQ-OPERATION.

It seems to be probable that the next great
step in advance to be made in agriculture
will be the introduction of tome sort of co-
operalive association among farmers, At
the presept time agriculture i3 the ounly
business in which men act singly, and confine
their operations to their own resonrces. What
would have been the po-ition of things now
had other Lusiness enterprises been limited
in the same manner? There would have
been no linee of stenmers crossing the ocean ;
no telegraph companies spanning the world
with their wires and cables, no railroada
opening up the vast wildernesses rich in every
sonrce of wealth, but destitute of associated
labor and capital ; no mines pouring out gold,
silver, iron or the stil! more valuable and in-
dispensable coul ; no furnnces to convert orer
into metals, Mankind, in fact, would have
been only partially civillzed; knowledge
would have been confined to narrow personal
experiences, and this great continent
would have been the home of tho savage, ex-
cepting & narrow strip Rlong the ses.const in
which men  wouid still have delved, dug,
plowed, and reaped by hand, without the help
of machines or ot any civilized nids. Indeed,
it was an aswociated effort that first peopled
this ceast. Commerce and civilization could
never have been but for agsocintion of ideas,
of labor, and of capital, Co-operation ix
economy, developed in proportion to the
effectiveners of the association. The
¢normous operatious’ by which wheat Ix
grown so cheaply in the North-west are co-
operative. Assnciated capital procures n vast
tract of land; stocks it with the must
effective implements and machines; intro-
duces an efivctive system of division of labor;
has abundant meang to carry on work until
the crope are harvested and sold, aud by the
extent of the shipments is able to securs the
very lowest rutes of tranrportation and the best.
market. Hore are present all the elements
of succuss, nnd the ardiuary farmer sees these
enormous quuntities of wheat thrown upon the
market, and reducing prices to the lowest
point of prondu-tion., The unalded single
farmer might as well put his crop into bags
and haul it fu his wagon a thousand miles to
a market and hops to compete successfully
with the railroad or the canal, as to hold his
own with a vomhination-that can farm 20,000
acres of land, and shid 500,000 bushels of
whoat in ous svason. ~ The vory samo thing
ia occurring 1o regard to live stock. On evety
hand the farmer ' may ‘res’ combiuations
forming with which-he must compete single
handed, and embarrassed - by an unprofitable
expenditurs of his capital, orat least a
portion of it. He Inbors under the disadvant-
age of a diversity of orops, and of a constant
shange of employment; of a large amount
ef money invested in tools and maochinery
that could do tan'times the service whioh he
‘oan get from them ; of & emall retail business

which costs greatly more in. proportion than
it can bear ; ef purchases made in the same
small way, and chiefly upon long credits at
the highect prices; 50 that wbile his invest-
ment of capital pays but a very low interest
because it is idle a large portion of the time,
‘his income is lessened and his outgo is in-
crensed at’ the same time. Thus, he is
pressed as pbetween the nether and the upper
mill-stones, ground and crushed by the force
of an ‘overwhelming competition, with the
poorest means of meeting it. Ia there a
remedy? For every evil there is some
reniedy. And this is an evil which is becom-
ing hardly felt. It seems at first sight that
agriculture must necessarily be carried on
under the same msthods as other industries
and other business. This can hardly be dis-
puted. If this is true, then it follows
that the common business methods
must be applied to agricultura. We know
they are not, and that the isclation of the
farmer i8 & grievance and an jnjary to him.
In some way ho must relieve him-
self from that singleness and iselation of
interest from which other industries have
emancipated themselves, Bat how shall if
bedone?

Itis scarcely possible as yet to define any
system by which interests to some extent an-
tagonistic can be harmonized and con.
soliduted ; but there are ways and means by
which mutual help can be given. A notable
iustance of how simply men may combire
for this purpose is afforded by the Russian
Mennonires ot Kansas. The people buy and
owu their costly implements und machines in
common, a8 fur as possible. A whole set of
machipery—seed drills, mowers, reapers,
tbrashers, end hay-rakes~is owned by =a
partnership of several neighboring farmers,
and a thousand dollars’ worth of costly tools
serves to do the snme work that may be done
elsewhere by 10 sets owned Ly as many
sepurate farmers. Here a thousund dollars
serve the purpose of ten thousand, without
any difflculty, loss, or increased wear or tear,
for such machines deprecinte more when
lying idle than when in carviul use. This
fact may indicate that there is a way to meet
the whole case if farmers would only seek it.

DEVOUGRED 8Y TRICHIN.I,
MILLIONS OF PARASITES IN A MUMAN RBOBY —THE
PENALTY OF EATING RAW PORK.,

Oos of the most remarkable cates of trichin-
iasis ever investigated in this city was the
subject of en nutopsy at Bellevue Hospital
yestordany. The victim was Franz. A Axler,
# German butcher, 19 years old, employed at
No. 160 Greeuwich street. He came to the
dispenssry attached to Bellevue Hospital on
Nov. 21. complaining of pains and fever, and
asking for medical treatment. The symp-
toms appeared to be those of acute articular
rheumatiswm, and the patient was sent by Dr.
Hemingway, the dispensary physician, to the
ward in charge of House Physician George H.
Moller, Jr., in the hospital, It was soon
found that Axter wus not suffering from in-
flammatory rheumatism, as ut firat snpposed,
for the joints were not affected, asis always
the case in that disease, but could be worked
freely and without pain. Any pressure upon
the muscles, however, produced acute pain,
and especially pressure upon the muscles of
the chest, neck and abdomen, and even the
muscular movements of the uyes and eyelids
were painful. The patient was also suffering
from gaostro-intestina! irritation, and bad
some fever.

These symptoms pointed to trichiniasis,
and on Nov. 23 adecisive tegt was made,
which fully established the existence of that
diseare. This was done by makicg an inci-
sion down to the deltoid muscle, and with a
delicate barbed inmstrument, called n  har-
poon,” removing a 1winute shred of the
muscular fiber for microscopical examivation.
Uuder the microscope living trichina were
found 1n thisshred, thus leaving no doubt as
to the nature of Axler's disemgse. From this
time the patient grew weaker, although in
three or four days his pains seemed to dis-
appear. 'This may, however, have been due
to. the fact that he became snmewhat delirious
at this time, and was thus to a certain extent
unconscious of suffering. He sank rapidly,
however, nud died last Saturday from the ex.
hatstion cuused by the parasites feeding upon
bis muscular system.

The post-mortem examination, which was
made yesturdey by Prof. Janeway, assisted
by Drs. Moller and Adderton, revealed the
presence of & most astounding number of
trichivee spiralis. The entire system was im-
pregnated with the parasites, the mus-
cles and tissuer of every part of ex-
cept the heart were filled with them, and ip
the intestiner were found parent trichina in
various stages of reproduction. A slight
shred of muscular fiber balf an inch long and
a# thick ns an ordinary spool thread was flat-
tened out on a piece ot glass for examination
under the microscope. When thus prepared
it was about ns large a8 the end uf a lend-
pencil and ag thin as writing paper. Yetin this
fragment were counted no less than thirteen
of the parasites. Tbcy were smaller than
grains of the finest sand, but, under a good
niicroscope, tbey looked like earth worms
rolled up into coils. It wus rougbly esti-
mated that there were no less than 56,000,000
trachina in the whole body. The rapid pro-
g:ess of the d:sease and the astounding num-
ber of the parasites were the most muarked
features of this case, and make it one of the
most remarkabls on record,

The victim was a stout and hearty young
man, with u good nppetite, and it is known
that he was in the habit of eating small pieces
of purk, beef and other meat in a raw state.
To his eating of raw pork the introduction of
trichiva: was clearly traceable, and the pres-
ence of a small tape worm, whichk would
probably bave grown to troublesoxze propor-
tions If the patient had lived, was probably
due to the eatiug of raw beef.—N. Y. Sun.

.THE IRISH LOOKOUT.

* [From the American.]

Matters are becoming distinctly worse in
dreland, ever sinve the prosecution of thé
Land Leaguers was determined upon. The
lawless outrages on property, 8o far from
ceaeing, have increased in number, and
agrarian assassinations have been much
mors numerous, though never so frequent as
ona would infer from the excited despatches
sent out from Dublin. There is still, English
papers toll us, & much smaller proportion of
deaths from violence in Ireland tban in any
other country inside or outs’de the British
Empire, Bat the fact that these murders
of landlords 2nd their agents are committed
in behalf of a great popular cause, so far

| from redeeming them in the eyes of the

world, only serves to mnke them more
horrible by the contrast with their motive.
We are not suvprised that The Lrishman, the
Dublin organ of the Natiopulists, enters its
protest against the acts of violence, poiuting
with just pride to the freedom from com-
plicity with assassiration which character-
ined previous uprisings of the Irish
people, and from the movements of
the Uanited Irishmen ot '98 to that
of the Ienians in our own time.

The violence of the agitation in Ireland is
is at last convincing the English people that
the trouble is not one which can e ended by
the show of police and military force. Where
ever force is used, there is of course quiet for
the time. With three hundred cavalrty on
guard it is possible to get in the crops of au
unpopular lund-agent, and to reap the broad
fislds he has wrestad by eviction from petty
holders. But this sort of work is not remu-
nerative. Where the spirit of a whole people
is aroused almost to the point of frenzy, some
other agency than soldiery must be used to
secure quiet. And in no previour struggle
bave the Irish peovle sbown such unmity of
sztion or determination of purpose. Parnetl
struck the right key. He touched tho deepest
and most rankling sore in the nation’s life.
Instead of appealing to Cattolic or to Hiber-
nian sentiment, he made his appeal to the
I:ich people’s love of their little honresteads.
He awakened their sense of wrong done them,
in counection with their material iuterests.
Revolutions, like armies, move on their belliex.
And something hardly less than a revolution
is uander way in Ireland.

The ideal of statesmanship requires that
order shall be restored first, and concessious
made afterwards. But the measurss by which
great popular agitations are ended are seldom
ideslmensures. The statesman is glad of any
way out of the difficulty. So it was with
Catholic Emancipation, with Parlinmentary
Reform, (twice), with the Turnpike Riots in
Wales, aud with many a similar page in Brit-
ish history. English statesmen are too
practical to insiet on the ideal. They scldom
bave waited till evervthing was quiet, before
taking away the cause o! the disturbamce.
Ratbier they bave purchased quict by its re-
moval, 'Mr. Gladstone puts forward the
ideal in his speech at Guildball. He “re-
cognizes the priarity of the duty, before any
other, ot enforcing the law for the purposes of
crder.” But he is not such a pedant in
statesmanship as to suppose that the Irish
people can be dragooned inlo quief uutil they
have -some substantial pledge of redress of
grievances. Bad as the precedent may be,
the Irish land-laws will be seriously altered
before the Irish Land League ceases its agi-
tation,

The chief difficulty in the way of an carly
cessation of agitation, has been created by
Mr. Gladstone himself. Herstofore the
pledges given by o prime minister have been
us good as laws, when he bad a majority in
the House of Commons with him:. But it is
not so with Mr. Gladstone. He might pro-
mise the League to grant the very utmost of
their demuands, without muking their future
as tenapts & whit more secure. They know
that bubind Mr. Gladstone is not the House
of Cowmons only, bat the House of Lords.
It is upon that dignified and rather thick-
headed body of respectables that they have
to make an impression. Mr. Gladstope has
accepted the Lords ns a co-ordinate branch
of the Government. He has conceded to it
thoe power of veto over easures
which be had declured pecessary to the peace
of “the sister island.” He bas confessed that
he does not regard I[rixh disturbance as a
matter 80 Berious as to call for any measures
out of the ordinary rautice tor the removal of
Irish grievances. He will neither #go to the
country” with his Irizh policy, noradopt any
other constitutional expedients by which the
Upper House is warned not to play any oh-
structive part. Ina word, Mr. Gladstone re—
ferred the Land League to the House of Lords,
and invited it to make an impression upon
bis obstinate partner up stairs. And the
measure of the obtuseness in that quarter
they have made the measure ol the violence of
their agitation.

What will bs the outcome of their persua-
sion of the House of Tiords remaing to be gecn.
Mr. Parncll and his asscciates call for'the
crention of n peasant proprietorship, and
there is & growiog impression that this will
be conceded. They do not ask that the lands
of the aristocracy and gentry be taken from
them without compensation. They only ask
that the Government make spme such ar-
rangement a8 in the case of Irish Church
lands. Any tenant on those Iands can secure
a title by paying ane-fourth of their assessed
valuo. The Government advances the other
three-fourths and takes its payment in an an-
nual rent, which wipes out both principal
and interest in thiity-tive years. After pay-
ing thaot remt for that period, the former
tenant becomes a freeholder. The arrange-
ment has worked very well as regards that
class of tenants. There i8 no reasou why it
gshould not  work equally well as re-
gards the tenants of private lands.
in  the latter cnse it would invalve
compulsion to sell. But Mr. Gladstone,
aven before the election, expressed himself
ready to go so far, if public policy called for
it, Public policy has required similar legisla-
tion in other connections. We have just scen
a free citizen of Pbiladelphia turned out of
houss and home, in epite of his resistauce to
the utmost, because puhlic policy called for
its site for railway purposes. The restoration
of a whole people to comfort and content-
ment certainly may bea necessity as urgeot
as the construction of railroads,

For those tanants who do unt uadertaks to
purchase their lands, there must be an ex-
tension of the provisious of the Land Act of
1870. The most exorbitant demand is that
fixed rents be substituted for those which are
now varfed at the pleasure of the landlord,
and that these be on the basis of a govern-
ment valuation. (The Griffiths valuation,on
which Irish lands .are taxed, has baen
guggested ; but this iz inteutionally lower
than their actual value)) For such fixed
rents there nre abundant precedents. The
copyheld tenure, on which land was held in
feudal times, was an instance of this. "The
transition from the copyhold tenure to the
meroantile tenute now in vogue, was & great
conflacatior of ‘populsr rights, effected in the
trsnsition from niedixval to modern con-
ditions, The restoration of this feature of
copyhold tenure would be a rsturn to what
was best in the much abused [eudal system.

No land law, however, will accomplish the
work of making Ireland & prosperous and’
contented country. The new .agitation
mesns that nothing but prosperity will pur~
chese contentment. But & measure which
will leave lreland a purely agricultural coun-
try, under whatever conditions of land tenure,
will not have touched the root of her condi-
tion, It will do nothing for the large and
utterly impoverished population of the
towns, where agitations and discontents
strike the deepest root. It will fail even to
make the farming population satisfied, for it
will leave them to pursue their agricullure
nunder the most unfavornble conditions. No-
thing but the restoration of Irish mannfac-
tures, and their development up to the level
of the nation’s necessities, will make the
country what its natural resources and the
capacity of its people demand. And not
unti! a Home Rule Parliament or a National
Parliament sits in Dublin, will anything be
done for Irish manufactures. Herein lies the
great difliculty : England will not willingly
grant 8o much, while Iveland will scarcely be
satisfied with less.

AFFAIRS MUNICIPAL IN OTTAWA-
To the Editor of Tue Post and Truir WITNESS:

Duar Sip,—In the month of i'ebruary last
I mnde an estimate of the revenue and ox-
penrditure of the Corporation of the City of
Ottawa for the year 1880 and had it published
in the Ottawn Ffree [Press.  Shortly afterwards
the Corporation made their estimates but did
pot publish them. In order to supply this
very important commission on the part of the
Corporation 1 bad three hundred copizs of the
Curporation estimates printed at my own ex-
pense and I distributed them with my own
band smongst such of the rate-payersas I
thought would study them. About three
wecks ago [ forwarded copivs of those esti-
mates to the Muwil, the Globe, and the Irish
Cunadian of Torouto, and to tho Lritish Whig
of Kingston. In each case I wrote a few
supplementary remarks on the buck of the
priuted paper, such as I thought would be
suited to the columns ol each of those
journals respectively. I did this bocavso it
is utterly impossible to get anything pub-
lished in the Ottawa papers that would have
the effect of slowing up the Corporation iu
their true colors, As nome ot the above
pamed journals took any notice of me 1
tlought I wauld try the Trrs WiTxess, which
though publisbed out of the Province of
Ontario has, nevertheless, & very extensive
circulstion in the City of Ottawa. The resnlt
of my experiment has proved that the editor
of the Troe \Wirxiss {s the ocly one of those
to whom I applied who uuderstood the duties
of & public journalist and is willing to dis-
charge them fuithfully. 'The True Wirxrss
has published my remurks and I feel much
obliged, but I have not told one-half of the
story, and it is necessary in the interests of
all concerned that a fuller explanatioa of the
situation should be given.

In the first place I made a mistake in stat-
ing that there were two [rish Catholics in
the City Council, there are three of them,
and all three are, comparatively speaking,
uneducated. Religion underlies nlmost every
thing that is done in the Counci), and few
persons outside of the City of QOttawas are
aware of this fact. Previousto the year 1854
two thirds of the members of the Council
were Catholics. The Catholics had every-
thing their own way and they were very in-
tolerant. Protestants were entircely excluded
from plazes of pro{t and enclument under the
Corporation. In 1854 the municipality was
raised to the rank of a city, and the Pro-
testants by on ingeuious manipulation of the
representation managed to roverse the re-
lative strength of the two religious parties in
the Council. The first municipal elec-
tious uuder the new arrangement gave
the Protestants two-thirds of the whole
Council and they were not slow inp avail-
ing thomselves of their superior strength,
for at the fiest meeting of the Conn-
cil of the new City, tley turned out ull the
Cathnlic oflicinls and replaced them with
Protestants. It must bs said, however, by
way of excuse for the intolerance of the
Catholics, that they did no mnore than Pro-
testants are doing every day wherever they
have the opportouity, aud that the Cutholics,
boing a mejority of the population, were en-
titled to a majority of the representatives in
the City Council. But persecution was wrong
in both cases; even-handed justice in the dis-
tribution of Corporation patronage would have
been better for both sides. There was a good
teal of bitter feeling between the two reli-
gious bodies st the time, but the Protestants
have since admitted & few Jatholics to posi-
tious in the Corporation service, and a better
spirit now prevails. 1 have made allusion to
the ruligious complexion of the Council, be-
cause without this the difliculties which sur-
round a candidate for municipal honors in
the City of Ottawa could not be well under-
stood, especially Ly those who ars strangers
to the locality. I may add that 8 majonty of
the population are Catholic. The census of
1871 gives thoe city 12,735 Catholics and 8,810
Protestants and /1l others who are not Catho-
lics. Should I be elected I shall carefully
abstain from interfering in the slightest de~
gree with religious matters ; my efforts shall
be directed towards conciliating the condi-
tions of the wiole people, irrespective of
class or creed.

As this commuanication is already too long,
1 sball hauve to return to the subject next
week. I will then, give an expose of the
finances and of the goeneral condition of the
people, in order to show the ubsolute neces-
gity of reform in the management of muni-
cipal nffairs. Co

AN ENGLISHMAN DESCRIBES A LAND
LEAGUE MEETING.

The crowd that gathers whenever a land
meeting is held in Ireland neoms strang:
enough to English eyes. As a correspondent
of The PPall Mull Guzetle pictures the scene,
the old-fashioned tail-coat, with brass but-
tons, knee~breaches and gaiters, is sometimes
described, and reminds tue spectator of Irish
melodrama, The number of women js sin-
gularly Iarge. With bare feet and bare
beads they stand for hours, even when the
rain is pouring, listening eagerly to the
speeches, and cheering e¢very strong point,
There is no marked prevalence of one type
of feature or complexion. Auburn tresses
float inthe wind besido raven locks. When
therain batters down with exceptioual sover-
ity, under the stimuius of a rquall, the shawl
is raised from the neck over the hend,
and comfort seems to be secured. ‘T'hero is
littlo beauty, but a {fair nmounnt of comeliness
apd that softness and smoothness of ekin
nearly universally found in damp climates.
The manners of the crowds are quite admir-
able; no loud talking or coarse joking or
offynsive Jaughter can be heard anywhere.
Those who imagine that n Land League
meeting is neressarily a scene of revolution-
ary frenzy and demacratic orgie should attend
one or two, and their fears will be dispelled.
A solemn carnestness seems to possess the
people, who have attended these meetings
too often to find in them any excitemeut or
novelty. It is not, indewd, easy to imsgine
what motive other than a very deep nud
solsiun one could bring those people to stand
for hours on a bleak hill-side in mud ankle-
deep amid pelting rain for hours together.

Sinee 1821, it is calculated iu some lately
published and cearefully prepared statistics
that at luast 3,500,000 Cermans have emi.
grated, and of these 3,000,600 hsve rone to
the United States.  Botween 1821 and- 1830,
both years inclnsive, the total number of emi-
grants was ooly 8,000; between 1831 nud
1840 the number reached 177,000 between
between 1841 and 1850, 485,000 ; between

Forster's representations
as to place two more regiments of troops at
the disposal of the Irish Executive.”

Captuin Stackpool attempted to sell some
horaes in Limerick to-day, but his effort was
in vain. A bellman in the employ of the
local Land Leagne paraded thestreets of the
city for hours before the sale warning every
person against buying animals, and after wait-
ing some time after the hour fixed for the sale,
the Captain was obliged, i the absence of
ono bidder, to have his horses conducted to
their stables.

The renewed rumors of a Cabinet crisis
though sedulously circulated, are ridiculously
false. The members nt the Cabinet are dis-
persed  throughout England, Scotland and
Ireland, and no conference, formal or infor—
mal, has occurred. Tobere is no material
change in the Irish situstien though un-
doubtedly the condition of lreland steadily
deteriorates. Mr. Parnell is enraged with
Chief-Justice May’s indiscreet denunciation
of the unchecked lawlessness, rnd renews his
mennce to gubstitute openly treasvnnble
resistance for present veiled sedition. No.
body in England approves of Chief-Justice
May's barangue from the Bench, though few
doubt the perfect truthfulness of his descrip-
tion of the coundition of Irgland, Itis under-
stood that arrangements will be made 5o that
Chief-Justice May will not preside at the
Biate trinls. Mr. Forster's circular reminding
magistrates of their powers provokes the
query why it was not issued before, and pro-
vokes aleo the comment that these powers
are practically useless, since terrorism pre-
vents their exercise. The indignation of the
English people at the continued tcleration
of outrages and organized defiance of the Iaw
in Ireland steadily augments, Even
Radicnls show signs of discontent at the
proceedings of their Irish clients. the Specia-
tor remarking that Mr. Parnell is successfully
yaising a superstructuze of revolution repre-
semting only sordid reluctance to fulfil Jawful
oontracts. Mr Gladstone’s friends continue
to inslst that nothing will divert him from
kis purpose first to enforce order, secondly to
profler a measure of substantial relief leaving
Parliament and the Lords to divide between
them the responsibility of rejecting the latter.
The Cabinet meeting to be held next Wed-
nesday is not directly occasioned by recent
#roubles, the date having been determined
when the Ministers adjourned.

Lonpon, Dec. 12---It is stated there are
more British troops in Ireland now than
there was at Inkerman when the fate of the
allies hung in the balance in that sharply con-
teated battle.

‘A telegram from Basutoland urgently nsks
for more troops to put down the uprising of
savages. Thereis scarcely any hope of assist-
ance being sent, as everything now points to-
‘ward Ireland.

Lonpox, Dec. 14—A deapatch from Dublin
to the Zimes says:—« It i8 hardly correct to
say that anarchy prevails in Ireland, for
there is a very distinct and potent govern—
ment, which is rapidly superseding . the
Imperial Government, and is obtaining as-
cendancy. It rules with an irom hand and
promptitude which enforces instant obedi-
ence. It code is clesr, its executive resolute,
ite machinery complete, and its action uni-
torm. There is a government de fzeto and a
government de jure, the former wielding
gower whick is felt ond feared, and the
Iatter exbibiting oxly the pomp, but little
renlity of power, The former is a terror to
well-doers, end the latter no terror to evil-
doers. The law of the Land League is be-

impressed with the responsibility of the
situation. The futility of the policy so far
pursued has been demoustrated by bitter
experience, and a new departure may well
be recognized as inevitable. It weuld be
necessaty to pass aan Act to disarm
the population, and the time that would be
consumed in passing the Act would be prob-
ably fatal to the efficiency ot the measurs.
It is possible that those who resisted the ap-
plicatien for new powers in & legal way may
now,be compeslled toacquiesce in the agsump-
tion of powers by the Executive, with the
understanding that indemnity from the Legis-
lature may be applied for at the first oppor-
tunity. It would Le most unpatriotic if the
pride of an apparent conosistency caused the
minds of Ministers to be shut against the
evidence submitted to them in favor of the
adoption of stringent action.”

The Pall Mall Ga:zetle this evening criti-

cises the course of the Chief Secretary ot Ire-
layd as indicating a want of grasping firm-
ness, and predicts if the Prime Minister and
one section of his colleagues refuse to ac-
quiesce injextraordinary measures of repression
the Ministry will be in danger of falling to
pieces, but suggests that the opponents of
coercion hitherto will not be likely to break
up the Government by refusing to allow in
December what they might be compelled to
concede in January,
At a great land meeting at Cravghwell
yesterday, there was a strong demoustration
in favor of Feunianism, the crowd, upon men-
tion of the Fenian movement, cheering en-
thusisstically several minutes.

Loxpoy, December 13.—The sudden and

unexpected arrival in London of Mr. Forster,
Chief Secrstary for Ireland, from Dablin, has
created a great sensation in political circles.
Mr. Forster is understood to have returned
from Ireland more fully convinced than
ever, if yossible, that no compromising or
temporizing policy will be of the least uvail
to pacify the country. He is in favor of
the use of armed force, and that ounly, as a
means of uplolding the sauthority of the
Government.
Loxpoy, December 13. — The Cabinet
Conncll met soon after 3 p.m., all the Minis-
ters present. The Press Association this
evening rays:—" We understund that as the
Cnbinet decides to adopt coercive measures
in Ireland, two Ministers at least will forward
their resignations to Mr. Gladstone imme-
diately.”
