against His Churoh,

In order thut the memory of this heavenly
benefi: may be continued, and that its utility
may be spresd as far and wide as possible,
We have luid open the treasures of heavenly
graces to sl the flook committed to Our care,
We have not been wanting in imploring the
suacors of divine meroy in favor of those who
are ountside the ark of salvation whereby We
hope to obtaln that all nations and all
peoples, united in the faich by the bond of
charity, may soon form one flock under one
shepherd. Thin is what We have asked of
Oar Lord Jesua Christ in Oar supplications
on the occasion of the late solemn oanonizi-
tione.

For lifting up Our eyes towardes the Choreh
triumphant We bave tolemuoly decreed and
accorded on the one hand the supreme honor
of the saints ; on the ather the title of Blesged
to those Christian heroes, the examination of
whose tublime virtues and miracles have
been happily conociuded acoording to due

righta of law, so that the heavenly Jernsalem
wmay be joined in a commuuion of the same
joy with thoze who etill pursoe on earth the
pllgrimage which is to lead them to God.

But by the help of God, in order that We
may crown this joy, ‘We desire to fulfil, sa
far ae lays ic Our power, Our apoatolic duty
of oharity by extending the plenitude of Qur
infinite spiritual treasurea to thore beloved
children of the Church who, baving died the
death of the just, have quitted this world of
strife with the sign of 1aith, and are branches
of the mystical vine, thoagh they ocannot
eater into everlasting rest until they have
paid the uttermost farthing which they owe
to the avenging justice of God.

We are moved to this both by the pious
desires of Catholios to whom We know that
Oar reeolution will be eapecially grateful, and
by the fearful tortures which the scula of the
depirted suffer, but we are aleo animated
by the custom of the Church, which, amidst
the most joyous solemnities of the year, fails
not to maxe a holy and salatary commemora-
tion of the dead that they may be delivered
from their s/ns, .

Tharefore, aince it ia certaln by the docteine
of the Catholic Church, that the souls detained
wn purgatory are benefitted by the prayers of
the faithful, and especinlly by the august

Sacrifice of the Altar, We think Wae caa give
them no more usefal and desirable pledge of
Our love than by everywhere incressing the
offering of the pure oblation of the Moest Holy
Sacrifice ot Qar Divine Mediator, for the ex-
tinction of their paln. We, therelors,
decree, with all the necessary dispensa-
tioas and iadulgences, the last Sunday of next

sptember as a day of smple expiation on
Which will be celsbrated by Ouarselves, and
§qusl'y by eaoh of our brethern the Patri-
archs, Archbishops and Bishopr, and also by
other Prelates exercising juriadiotion in &
diocene, each in his own church, whether
ratrlarchal, metropolitar, or cathedral, a
epecial Maes for the Dead with the greateat
solemnity possible, and acoording to the rite
ordered in the Missal for the Commemoration
ol all Souls.
. We dealra also that thia should take place
in the name manner in all parish and colle
giate churcher, both of the seoular and rega-
lar clergy, and by all priesta generally, pro-
¥ided that they do not omit the proper office
of the Maes for the day where it is obligatory.

Mr. Allen had also begun to feel in his
pockets, and he supplemented Mr. O'Neill’s
offorta by saying:—*''If you've got eighty-five
cents, we can make the dollar.”

So the two membera started off to hear the
bishope without any intention of being enter-
tained. The smbject of the double lecture, as
the Congresamen found out after taking their
seate, was * Temperance.” The gifted prelates
handled it with rare ability, By the time Bishop
Ireland was throu{h. the audience, largely made
up of church people, was on fire.

Then yBishop Keane came forward, and his
utberanoes farther- excited the listeners. As he
concluded hia lmgunoued sppeal he called on
sll to take the pledge of total abstinence for one
year, Two-thirds of the great crowd arose with-
out a moment’s delay. Then the more thonght-
ful began to gt in one after another, Bishap
Keane kepb on talking, striking sparks from his
oratorical anvil with every sentence. Yret
soon thers wers soarcely half a dozen people
lofs sitting, Two of the sitters were the two
Congressmen. Under the lively exhortations of
the Bishop the situation began to grow embar-
rassing 9o those who were holding ouf, Mr,
Allen looked at Mr, O Neill, who was sibting »
dozen seats away. Mr, O'Neill looked back
appealingly and shifted uneasily in his seat.
_Allen str?niﬂnened up, as if -about to get on his
feet, and Mr, O'Neill got half way ur, and then
‘dropped back, a8 he saw Mr, Allen hadn’s risen.
After twa or thres false storts, which Mnr.
O'Neill duplicated, Mr. Allen, with & look. of
dat:m-minltnons took Iis place among the pledg-
ed, and Mr, O'Neill followed.

Yeeborday was the patron feast of St Mary’s
and was celebrated with all due observance by
the good people of the parish  The church was
beaunifully decorated for the occasion, and pre-
santed a very pleasing and atiractive appesr-
ance. From the doms streamers in red, green
and white stretched %o either side from & cen-
tral crown, which was surmountsd by a floral
wreath, decked with shields and bannersts
snd over the high altar were the Latin
legendn, Laudamus Te, Benedicimus Te, and
the stately pillars Domus Aurea Stella Matuting
and Janue Cocls in honor of the day, the Feast
of our Lady of Good Counsel. Tassela of gold
were also suspended from the gasaliers, and in
front of the gallery railing was an elaborate
display of buntiog, baving in its foreground
the Papal coat of arms, and Erin's national
emblems, the harp and shamrock.

The religious ceremonies of the cocssion com-
menoced ab half-pas seven o'clock, when Mass
was celebrated by His Lordship Monseigneur
Clut, Rishop of Avondale, N.W.T., who wason
& visid to tha parieh, being the gueat of Revd.
Father Salmon. Several low Maaszes followed,
and at ten o'clock Grand Mass was celebrated
with Very Rev. Vicar-General Marechal as
celebrant, amisted by Rev. Father McGary,
0.S8.C., a8 deacon, Rev. Father Lanuzon,
O.M.I.,, a3 sub-deacon, and Rev. Fathers
O'Doonell and Hennessey as masters of cere-
monies. His Lordship Bishop Clut vecupied a
gent in the sanetusry, with Rev. Fathera
Devlin, S.J., aud Beaudoin as assistants,
Rev. James Lonergau, of St. Bridgets,
occupying a place of booor on His Lordship's
right. The Masa was that of Ste. Therese,
Prof, Saucier presiding st the organ. The sing-
ing was under the directon of Mr, C, Brady,
and the Kyrie, Gloria and other chants were
rendered in the most artistic manner, inspiring
all present with a devotion in keeping with the
solemnity of the occasion. and with a just pride
that in ita church services the esteemed bastor
of St. Mary's, Father Salmoo, is bring-
ing his parish to the first rank In
maoaical culture, by the emcouragement and
energy with which he devotes himself to culti-
vate a taste for the beautiful and grand in
e;ery;.hmg conpected with the offices of the
chursh, :

Her heart, like a golden
furnace, was always aglow with the flame of
charivy, and hor tongue was only used to chant
the praises of her Liord, Itis a great thing for
us to pray and receive graces for our friends
Mary received grace sufficient to save the
whole world, whichides the Church expreases in
one of her beautiful bymns, declariog that
Mary reatored whav Eve lost. No being ever
approached so near to Almighty God as Mary
by the title of Mother of God. ~ 8he, therafors,

A MISSIONARY CONTRAST.

George Francis Train used to tell a go.d story
which used to give a practical idea on the differ-
ence between Catholic and Protestsnt mission-
aries that iv may be given here : ** When I was
a little boy attendiog echool in Massachusetts,”
said Train, ** I heard a great deal about foreign
missiona. Regularly at Sundsy School the
teacher inter-sted the pupils by rccounting the
bardships snd eufferings which the roor mis-
sionaries were forced to endure in spreading the
faith among the heathen. My aympathies
were thoroughly aroused, and when, on
Saturdays, I wens with the other boya to the
woodsa %o gather tuckleberries I worked most in-
dustrionajy and picked more than my share,
which I generally sold for about twenty-five
cents, I felt very proud each Sunday ss I
walked up to the teacher and handed in my
twenty-five cents, in aid of the foreign mis-
sions,”

Circurnstances brought Train to China when
he grew to manhond, He paid a visit to the
house of one of the Protestant miasionsries. 1
was not the kind of a building he expected to
see and bie gazed in wonderment at the massive
front door, which wea ornamented by a large
silver door kaoob.

‘*Well,” said he, *I looked clossely at that
door knob, and what do_you think Ieaw? I
imagined, at least, that I saw in thia big lump
of silver a great many of the twenty-five cent
pieces that I contributed while a boy.” The
interior was in keeping with the exterior.
‘“The duties of the missionaries,” concluded
Train, * was chiefly the distribution of tracta
that the natives could no more read than a kaz.
garoo.” .

Some miles from this palatinl residence Train
met a Catholic priest who was '“ trying to drag
a dookey and cart through the sand.” The
wazon was loaded with herbs, and in answer
to Train the missionary said: *‘I am a phy-
sician, and have some skill in apnlying
roota asnd herbs, and cooling potions to
tha cure of human infirmities, but my
principal, my own cure, is the souls of men. I
am here in obedience to my Divine Master, to
teach snd instruct these poor benighted crea-
tures in the faith of Cbrist, I am -a Catholic
missionary priest, endeavoring to do my duty as
eat I may.” He lossed the girdle around hia
wast, and produced a cracifix from hia breast,
which he devounly kissed,

Train concludes: * He informed me that he
had acquired a complete mastery of the Chinese
langusga, and had been fifteen years on this mis-
eion, In order to do all she good possible, he hae
studied the medical qualities of plants, and by
his knowledge was enabled to cure many
diseaces, if not of too malignant a type, and by
such acts he bad gaiced the gratitude and
vateem of the natives, snd he made many con-
verts to the Christian religion. Xour or five
miles back he had built s little church and
school, aud an hospital where he treated she
sick. *“If I were once meore a little boy in Mas-
sachusetts and bad 25c to spare every week. I
wonld know mow what missionary society to
give it to.

A priest who bas had sad opportunitiea of
witnessing the ravages of diphtheria requests
ua to publish, and to give as much prominence
a8 we can to the fact that this dread disease
oan easily becured. He enclosed the following
alip from a Victoria paper, In which a corres-
pondent says: ‘*Should you or any of your
family be attacked with dipbtheria, do not be
alarmed, as it fs essily and apeedily cured
without a doctor, When it waes raging io
Enogland a few years ago, I accompanied Dr,
Fields on his rounds to witnees the £o-callad
‘wonderful cures’ he performed, while the
parents of others were dropping on all sides.
The remedy to be so rapid must be simple,
All he took with hin was powder ol salphar
and a quill, aud with these he oured every
patient withont exception, He puts a table-
apoonful of flour of brimstone into & wine glass
of water, and stirred it with hls finger, inetead
of  spoon aa the snlpher does not amalgamate
with water. When the sulphur was well
mixed he gave it as a gargle, and in ten minn
tes the pativnt was out of danger. Brimatone
kills every species of fangus in man, beast and
plant in & few miloutes. Iostead of spitting
out the gargle, he recommends the awallowiog
of {t. In extreme cases, in which he had been
called just in the nick of time, when the lungs
were too nearly olosing to allow the gargling,
he blew the sulphur through a qulll into the
throat, and alter the fangus had sunk to allow
of It, the gargling. He has never loat a pati-
ent from diphtherla. If a patient cabnot
gargle, take m live coal, put it on a shovel and
sprinkle a spoonful or two of flonr brimatons
at a time upon it, let the suffarer inhale it,
holding the head over it, and the fungi will
die. If plentifully nsed, the whole room may
be fillled almost to suffocation, the patient can
walk about the room inhaling the tumer, with
doors and wihdews shut. Thia mode of fum-
igating a room with sulphunr has often cured
most violent attacks of cold in the head, cheat,
elc., at any time, and is recommended In canes
uf conszmption and asthma.”

THE MAN ON HORSEBACK.

A nperilous orleis is pending In France-
Between extreme Republicanr, Imperialists
and Legitimatists, the republic is in danger
of collapse. Boulanger appears to bs exchew-
ing to play the role of Napoleon, and is nsed
by the Monarchists to advance their canse,
But he has exhibited hia weazness by doing
as Frenoh leaders think it incumbent to do,
eatablishing a personsl organ, and the poli-
tical views put forth by this journal are
nothing but the Idees Napoleon in tbeir most
shallow form. These are, in substance, that
tha people of France ought to have one ser-
vant in whom they have confidence to direct
their affairr, thue dolng away with the uaelens
formslities of ministrier, senates and othor
incuambrances to public businesr. The one
man freely selected by the peeple to be their
servant could do all of the work that hun-
dreds axe now engaged in doing, with expedi.
tion and certainty, and could be held by this
ooncentration of service to a strict perzonal
acoountability. Van Moltke expressed hia
idea of Bonlanger recently by saying ** He
knows something,” but it would certainly
seem that the man must be very ignorant and
very poorly read in hia country's history not
to know that thia is precisely the sophistry
wpon which both the Napoleons bared thelr
deapotiame, and that it 1a the poorest sort of
doctrine for an extreme Republican, such na
he professes to be, to preach. Either this,
or he han lout his head amid all thie adula.
tion, or the political folly of the French
people is greater than we would like to be-
lleve. He nsed to kesp silent abont political
prinoiples and contented himself with dszzling
the popular eye with military schemes of re-
venge upon Germany. Hia next atep was to
declare that he had perfeote? a scheme of
constitutional revision which was to be his
polioy, but which he would keep secret till
the time came to propose it for adoption.
Now his orgen gives him away by publishing
particnlars of the scheme or presenting argu-
menta for it, It remaips to be seen whether
the Boulanger orsze will abate. If it doea
not, falth in the capacity of the Frenoh peo-
ple for "self-government might as well be
abandoned.

CARNEGIE'S PROFIT SHARING
EXPERIMENT.

Andrew Carnegle, a Scotohman who has
made au immense fortune as an iron maon.-
facturer in the United States, and whose
book, ¢ Criumphant Democoracy,” has
obtained world-wide celebrity, recently for-
mulated a scheme of profit-sharlng with hia
men at hia great iron and stes] works at
Pittsbarg, Pa. Uafortunately, his plans have
met with a rebuff, partly because of its
inherent defects and partly cn acsount of the
attitude taken by the men,

Mr. Carnegio was once & workman himself,
and his general attitude towards the class
from which he rose has b:zen liberasl and
philozophic. His schemo was one of profit-
sharing, with the risks all agalnat him-
self and the bensfit to be divided
between bimeelf and his mer. He guarantees
that unskilled labor shali bot go below
$1.20 a day; he offers them a wcale of
wages which shall be governed by the markat
price of the product turned cut, It thatprice
be high the employé will share the benefit
with the employer, If the latter, on the other
hand, loses money, the wage-earners will atill
be oared for, as their is a limit below which
their wages will not go. Hoe outlined this
plan some time ago in a magazine article as
belng one tending to. bring employer and em-
ployé together in the mutusl effort to promots
the sucoess of thelr enterprise, ““rejotolng to-
gether In thelr prosperity and calling into
play their fortitude together in times of ad-
versity.” But the polnt of atiack in the
scheme was that It provided for twelve hours
a dav work. Mr. Carnegie admits that
twelve hoursis too much and favors eight
hours Instead, but thinks the latter aystem is
not practicablenow. But the men wers afraid
it was » plan to get them to work twelve
hours under a delusive hope of high pay
which they wonld nsver seoure. It
is, indeed, the irony of henevolence
to provide & library for his employés, an Mr,
Carnegie has done, and ther, as one of them
bitterly sald, ** ack ua to work twelve hours,
a day, leaviog no time to take up a book.’
There ought to be soma way of amending this
feature. But it is aleo claimed that a secret
of the opposition in large part was the fact
that the new adjustment of wag:s wounld out
down about 500 high-priced Kuights of Labor
and diatribute the difference among men who
needed it more, and for this reason the
Knights voted solidly and exerted. their
powerful inflaence againet it. The reeult fa
in every way deplorable, and it wiil probably
result in a prolonged shut.down of the works
sbout Pittsburg. Mr. Carpegle enconrages
his men to tave thelr money and purchase
bouses, and will loan money to build provided
they can save enough to buy a houss lot. He
will also pay his operatives mix per cent, on
such earnings as they may entrust to him.

In thia business
English Catholic Tories of great wealth and
influence have been the prime movers, and their
apparent limited saccess ab lasb indicates that
Lord 8Salisbury must have made concesaions of
coneiderable magnitude to the Hcly Ses. The
natureand extentof thete coucersions will, no
doubt, transpire in time, Meantime, it is not
inopportune to point out the diplomatic tri-
umph achieved by the Pope over the Govern-
ment of Protestant England, which found itself
unable to overcome the Irish plan of resisting
injuatios without the aid of the Church.

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RUSSIAN POLICY.

As throwing some light on the long endar-
fog state of Europs, concerning which no one
asems able to draw suy definite conclaslons,
the following passages from a letter written
by the Jate General Skobeleff, to the late M.
Katkoff, xecently published, may prove of
some interast. The General complains that
the want of a settled object as well aa &
soaroity of money has been the chief cause of
harm to Russls. Booner or later, he saye,
Rassian statesmen must avow that Russia
shonld ‘possess the Boapborus, that not only’
ber greatness depends on this pomemsion,
bat her security from o defemsive point of
view, and the development of her {industrial
and commercial centrer. The fitst thing,
however, he adde,of which Russia mnet think,
is the asttlement of the question of Poland,
made wmore diffioult by the Austre-German:
alliance, and that of her Western frontierr,
whose unprotected state obliges her to main-
tain an enormous army. A war in the
Batkans, he eaye, cannot be oarried on without
a serious demonstration towards India. In
onse that Austria should be too_exacting in
her pretensions, and should claim possession
of Salonics, Russia might perhaps form an
alllance with knglaud. But it would then be
abaolutely necessary for her to have a streng
army ready to march in Asia, and which
oonld beaome a danger for Evgland, it she ri-
fused to keep her engagemente. Otherwise,
all Cantral Asia' might be eaorificed to Eng-
land, if & sinoere alllanos were formed with
her, The writer, however, advises that the
‘operations undertaken in Asis be continued
unless Russia would give up to Western
Europe the inheritance of the Ottoman Em-

interests, and her future. The writer then
goes on to explain the importaace of the posi-
tion in Oentral Asis, on which he rests Ras-
sia’s continuance as a great power, and, foally;
advisea that she rasy be kept in readiness for
war.

Arch-
bishop Walsh is still in Ireland in compliance
with orders from the Vatican.

Mr. Gladstone, in support of the motion, said
the Government had withdrawn it¢ promises
and declared thatuntil Ireland should forego the
natural aspirations of her people and withdraw
ber clnim to the establishment of & central
authority at Dublin no Local Government Bill
for Ireland would be presented. Any man,
therefore, who did not euppoct this bill would
becon- a party to that declaration,

Me, Balour aaid that every one knew that a
Local Governm:nt Bill for Ireland was bad in
}n‘opertion as the cz-offitio element was excluded

ram ite nrovision. Politics in Ireland were en-
tirely differ-nt from politics in England, The
present social warfare in Ireland eould not con-
tinue, and, when thera should be an equality of
conditions, he would be one of the firat to exe-
cute what was now desired by the people,

Lord Randolph Churshill said the Govern-
ment had, in 1896, pledged itself to extend to
Ireland the same amount of local liberty en-
joyed ie Eing] nd. That pledge was the founda-
tion of the Upionist party, and the unly plat-
form upon which it could resist repeal of the
Uaion. Ifthe Government r-lied morely upon
the executive powers, if it were going to preach
that the Irish must bs looked upon as inferiors,
it might hold that position for a time, but not
for long. That was not & aufficient interpreta-
tion of the Goverament’s policy. If Ireland
had to wail in the hands of the Dublin Execu-
tive, the Conservativas must take care that they
did not-expose themselves to o well-directed in-
dictmenr of reaction.

Mr, Chomberlain opposed the bill 1 a brief
speech. Upon a division, the second reading
of the bill was rejected by a vote of 282 to 195.

THE HOUSE OF LORDS.

A BILL £0 REFORM THAT OREAT 30DY TO BE IN-
TRODUCED,

. LoNusox, April 2/,—There was a long discus-
sion in the House of Lords last night on the
Earl of Dunraven’s bill to reform that body.
The wain feataresof the bill are that the peers
on creasion shall be entitled to a seat in the
House of Lords only by election, that peers
shall be entiulefl to resign their seats to become
eligible tor tne #use of Commons, and pro-
vigions [ar the delegation of legislative functions
to a srcret body e:ected from the whole Houre
by propertionate representation and for the ad-
missior of colonial, Catholic, diseenting aud
scientific representatives.

Lord Pembrouke, Camperdown and Cowper
spoke in favor of reform, although they did uot
agree with the lines of the bill,

Lord Salisbury said the bill propos=d too ex-
cessive chunges. He thought the first clause
was unoecvseary. e -had veryseldom seen the
House crowded, and he believed that election
would fail to eliminate objactionable membera.
Thers wete many objections to the second
clause, one being the likelihood that it would
taks all the best to the House of Conemons. In
tegard to the fourth olause, thab members be
elected by the new county councils for a limited
pumber vf years, be failed to understand how
the idea to entruat them with such power could
enter any mau’s head, the councils beicg merely
an experimeat. If, as praposed, one-haif or one-
third of the membera were to bs elected, the
elective principle would scon desteoy the
hereditary principle. Thebill was av abandon-
ment uf the firm rock of experience for a plunge
into the unknown. The Government wero,
howaver, willing to consider the admission of
life peers, for wlpch they were willing to intro-
duocea separate bill. They were alzo willing to
consider uther needful reforms.

Lord Grupvills said he was pleased with the
latter part of Lord Salisbury’s speech. If 4his
concession oad been made?, Dg ugo it would
-have averted many attacks that has been made
wpon the House of Lords. Lord Dupraven

thereupon withdrew the bill,

PURE WATER FOR FOWLS,

It Is of great importance in keeping fowls
in a healthy condition that shey should have
accesa to no water tnat is net pure. Leakings
from the manure heap, water trom the kitohen
sink or alop holea in the yard are all unwhole-
some, a9 is stsgnant wocer of any kind,
Drinking vessels anuuld be easily acceasible at
sll times snd supplicd ®itu wanter that is pure
and fresh. Tip, galvanizad iron ur earthen
drinkiag vesssls may be used, and should be
thoroughly cleansed and rinsed out whenever
refilled.

SUCCESSIVE PLANTING OF PEAS.

Peas should be planted as early as the
ground will admi¢, in a rich, desp soll for a
vigorous growsh and large production, Saveral
suocesaive plantings should be made a$ short
intervala to aecare succesaive pickings threngh
the season, The same resuls can be obtained
to some degrae by planting at the same time
varietios that have earlier and later perlods
forripening. From the many excellent kinds
offered by seedsmen cheose the ones most to
vour liking, and follow the directions as to
cnltivation that are given on the packets,
The wrinkled peas are more delicate in flavor
and remain longer In seagom than tne smaoth
sorte, ani there are many to seleat from thas
do net reqnire support from brusk. '

PETROLEUM AS A WOOD PRESERVA.
TIVE

As a preservative of wood, hardly anything
better than petroleum is known, as many
persons have realized, and more are finding
out every day, and its obeapness makes it
available for purpoaea for which no asubatitute
of the same cost can be found. I%cun be ap-
plied to advantage on unpainted poats, gates,
shinglee, otc., greatly increasing their dura-
billity, but should not bs used with colors as
paint, for it does not dry and harden well, but
wood,where it has been npplled, can afterward
ba pdslnted more easily than if jt bad not been
used.
