IriSE AGRICULTCEAL Stamgrics r*or 1860.—The
Registrar-General hus issued bis agricultural statis-
ties for the past year, and it is gratifying to find that,
notwithstanding the unfavorable character of the
weather last year, the decrease in cereal crupa was
only 15,223 ncres, and the diminution in grain crops
only 28,949, ns compared with the acreapgs under
cultivation in the previous year. On the other hund,
the fucrease in meadow and clover 157,375 acres,
making the wial inerense of land under crops last
year awount 10 105,365 acres! The increase in the
cereal crops, comparing the produce of 1858 with
that of 1860, is 147,651 acres, in greea crops, 70,373,
and in meadow and clover, 291,699 acres, Tihe dif-
ference in value of live stock between 1855 and 1860,
js an incrense of £786,421, It is true that the de-
crease in 1860 was £1,528,300 ; but that year heing
altogether an exceptional one, owing to various well-
known causes, it cannat fuirly be proposed asa com-
parison with these preceding it.  But the difference
in the value of cattle between the two or three last
sears, shows how much every kind of produce, and
everything in coneexiop with agriculture mast Yde-
pend uvon the nnture of the sensou.— Dublin Tele-
graph.

to be recorded. That the case may be properly un-
-deratood, it is necegsary tn mention that the Order
of the French Sisters of Charity has beer: for seve-
ral years establighed in Drogheda. Tbe good that
is doce here by these self-sacrificing ladies is in-
cafcnlsble. Ey themn the sick poor are visited and
consoled, und females of bumhle circumstances re-
ceive raligious and seeular justruction at their tands.
Their labours, at all times severe, were prrticulurly
50 last winter, in consequence of the sickness nnd
misery which then prevailed among the poor of this
town to o lamentable extent. The health of two of
the Siaters broke down under the excessive fatigue
which they hed to endure. Some time ago, by speciul
permisgion, they rotired to a quiet bathing place not
many mileg hence. They selected a secluded spot
near the sen-ahore ng the place of their temporary
abode, and deemed themselves foriunate in being so
comfortably loeated. The man who kindly steove to
sceommodate them with n lodging was caretnker to
o gentleman who is well known in this leenlity for
his -anti-Catholic prejudices. He {r carctaker no
longer. The Sisters were not more than one day in
the house of the caretaker when he wis sumwmnrily
dismissed from his master's service. Fortunately,
the eviction will not end so fatally as those of the
Donegn] peasants or the bride.of Coolaghmore. The
caretaker, an Englishmun and n Protestant,.is ut pre-
sent out ef & gituation, but will soon be provided for.
The Sisters are now comfortably sertled in wore
cemmodious lodgings, and are almost idolised by
the people among whom they are sojourning. They
are every day gelting wvaluable presents from the
warn-hearted peasantry, and wherever they go they
receive these respectful attentions which virtue is
always sure to comwmand from the native Irish.”"—

DisCovERY OF AN ARCIERT CrOWN AND COLLAR.—
Thzremains of an ancient Irish crown and collar huve
been desplayed for the last week or two in the shop
window of Messrs William and Jobhn Hynes, Ballina-
sloe. They are of pure gold, weighinp about seven
ounces, and were found in a bog near Clonmacnoise,
on the brink of the Shaonon, by a countryman, who
disposed of them for & sum of money. From tbeir
shape and construction they must date from an early
period; at least as early as the iniroduetion of Chris-
tianity into Ireland ; and they are, therefore, rare ob-
jects of rare interost to the antiquarian. The Messrs
Hynes, we understand, will preseat them to some
thoroughly nationsl institation.— Western Star.

Axomxr Rerica.—On Saturday last, while the
workmen employed at Sc. Patrick’s Cathedral were
digging at the foundatior of the south wall, they
came upon & stone coffin, which lay upon an off-set
of the foundation. It has four fiat sides, ono end
being broader than the other, When the )id was
raised a perfect skeleton was discovered. The coffin
contained nothing else. From a measurement of the
thigh bone it appeared that the man must have been
upwards of six feet high. The shape of the coffin
conuects it with those iu ugze from 1430 to 1460,
After being examined it was carefully replaced in
the gpot where it was found, and in which it is to
remain iatact.

In the House of Commons Sir Robert Peel inquired
ag to the truth of the statement that Spnin bad re-
solvzd to abandan her claim against Morocco nad to
declare Tetuan the property of Spain. Lord Jobn
Russell said, that since be had informed the House
ibat both Spain and Moroeco had accepted the good
offices of the Britisl: governmernt,the Spanish govern-
ment had been informed that the Moors did not in-
tend to fulfil the stipulations of the treaty. The
Spanish government therefore said they must either
renew the war or retain posseasion of Tetuan. They
had tnken the latter course, but a3 they were still
rendy to receive olfers from Morocco as to the treaty,
this decision could not be considered definite.

They bring into the world with
them the seeds of early decay; their sole sn-
heritance 1s a diseased constitution, and a ricketty
frame ; and under such circumstances the mar-
vel to one who carefully, and without prejudice,
studies the statistics of the Foundling Hospital
of the Grey Nunsis, not the great mortality
amongst its inmates, but the unmense success
which has hitherto attended the pious and charit-
able efforts of its managers.

But 1t is, perhaps, against the Foundling Hos-
pital itself that the spite of the Watness is di-
rected ; it is to the mstitution, per se, and to 1ts
objects, not to its method, or system of manage-
ment, that our cotemporary objects. If soa
new 1ssue is opened up ; and we must quit the
domain of hygeine for that of morals.

That Sir Archibald Alison should have arrjved
at the above conclusion, so far as the fact of the
American Constititution being a failure is con-

cerned, is not at all remarkable for aught but its-

tardiness, though as to the remedies prescribed
we should be little inclined to follow his advice.
That the Amenican Constitution from its very

nature, could never be aught else but a most mi-'

serable failure, was always evident ; and SirArchi-
bald need only have studied the workings of the
Protestant Reformation (that other religious re-
public,) to have arrived earlier at this conclusion.
When the pseudo Laberals of the Reformation
founded the religious republic of Protestantism,
3t was plain to all men, that it cortained within
itself the very principles of dissolution ;" and that
therefore from its very nature it could never
stand. A religious or civil institution Jike a mate-
rial edifice must have some bond of union ,ifitisto
exist in a permanent form, else it will be destroy-,
ed and turned into a heap of ruins by the first de-
luge or storm. DButif instead of this bond of
union, it have within it, the very principles of re-
pulsien, it were felly to expect it ever to present
aught but a iishapen mass. Now that this was
the case with Protestantism as‘a system, any one
can see at a glance. *“ Everyone his own Bible
interprefer,” makes at once as many religions as
there can be possille — (and for the matter of
that 2mpossible too)—interpretations, and hence
at once an end to all religious unity. The will
of man can never be a bond of union either m
réligmn or politics, for it is as various as there
are posssble combinations of bis ntellectual and
physical passions. The Algebraist can work out
the resultant of these pessible combinations, when
the metaphysician has determined the sum total
of the innumerable. springs of action in the pas-
sions. - Hence ‘then the utter want of unity 1
the Republic of Protestantism, and hence also
the utter want of unity in that other Republic—
the American Constitution. If we read that
Constitution aright, we can reduce 1t to nothing
else but a “Community of States dependent
upon the will of each individual State ;” and
hence, as we have already said, the will of
States, as of individuals, can never form a bond
of union, but must ever be a principle of repulsion
and division. It is true that in the case of both
republics, they have beld together longer than
their nature would warrant us to expect ; but if
we examine the cause closely we shall find that
this arose from external causes that bound them
together as long as they existed. Anglicanism,
for instance, has been kept together~ (if its in-

nnumerable changes.can be called kesping toge-

ther)—by its being -interv_vqyen with the State,
the bond of union being-the temporal power, not
any intrinsic bond. ~ And the American nation
held together just so long as there was a suffici-
ently bulanced community of interests, and the

moment that balance was destroyed, it broke up— |

or, as Sir Archlba_ld‘ terms 1t, became a failure.
It 15 in view probably of tius fact of the Angli-
can Church Establishment having existed so long
by betng ‘interwoven with the State, that Sir
Archibald would recommend the adoption of a
State-Churel in America.

.. Nor are these hideous social and moral condi-
tions peculiar to, or even prommently characteris-
tic of, the large towns and centres of population
where an Trish Catholic element obtains. On the
‘contrary, it is ' the rural parishes, there where
“the Irish immigrant scarce ever sets his foot, and
where the Papist is unknown, that mnorality
and bestialty of all kinds, do mostly prevall ; it
is precisely there, where the puritanic element
_is strongest, and Bible texts most frequently on
the Jips of the people, that the members of
illegitimate births are greatest, and the laws of
God most habitually trampled under foat.

This fact too is brought out by the London
Femes-in its corments upon the statistics them-
selves, and the “ Scriptural phraseology” m
‘which those reports are couched. The great
Protestant journalist thus alludes to the sub-
Ject:i— :

1t ig curious to notice the characteristic vein of
Biblical reference in the reports of local registrars,
The registrars of Birnie, lamenting naturally that
there had not been a marriage in the parish for 10
months, declares that ‘the Birnesians neither marry
nor are given in marriagey on the next page, a re-
gistrar, adding the ante-puptial to the illegitimate
births, lements that less than half the births in his
district are, ‘scripturally speaking,’ legitimate;
while on the following page & perfervid functionary
excleims—* The zenl of a Phinehas would seem to be
required to stem the tide of illegitimacy, which for
this quarter is 50 per cent. of the births registered."”’
—London Times.

These significant facts are attested to by most
uawilling witnesses ; by men who feel for the ho-
nor of therr land and of their religion, and who
therefore, may be suspected rather of understat-
ng than of overrating those facts, of suppressing,
rather than maliciously exaggerating, the immor-
ality of their respective districts. Thus the
London Times goes on with its comments :—

“ The registrars do their best to vindicate the lo-
cal honor, taking care, where it may be, to report
specially that the parent was not resident in that pa-
rish last year, or that ‘she had been South.'"—Ib.

Still, that 50 per cent. and in some districts
meore than half of the births in the rural and most
thoroughly puritanical districts of Scotland are
ilegitimate 1s a fact which no ingenuity on the
part of local registrars can conceal ; and it also
a fact, in the words of the London ‘Times,
that:

' Unbappily, these cases do not diminish ; in one
registered in January, the mother was only. 13 years

‘of age.” . .

We respectfully commend these statistics of
Protestant Scotland, emanating as they do, from
exclusively Protestant sources, to the serious me-
ditation of the Toronto Christran Guardian
(Methodist.) ‘Catholic testimony against the mo-
rality of Protestant Scotland would undoubtedly
and not unnaturally, be rejected by our Metho-
dist cotemporary, as open Lo suspicion of preju-
dice ; but testimony such as we have advanced,
cannot be gainsayed; and whilst unimpugned
must be accepted as conclusive to the truth of
our thesis—that among Protestant commumties
those which bave been the most consistently
Protestant, and have 1 consequence, the most
deviated from the Catholic type of morality and
civilisation, are invariably the most immoral and
the most depraved. .

And we would also suggest to the Christian
Guardian, should he agan feel in the vein to at-
tack the morality of Catholic communities, to ap-
peal to statistics susceptible of official venfication

‘to contrast the moral condition of Protestant
England or of Protestant Scotland with that of
Catholic Ireland, and not with that of France,

.~ only partialiy recovered from its Protestantism ot
792, or with that of other continental countries,
pominally Cathohc perbaps, but virtually Protest-
ant or anti-Catholic—such as Italy for instance.
In the latter we are prepared to admit the exist-
ence of a vast amount of immorality becuuse, as
recent political events shew,, the Itahan popula-
tion, especially n the large cities, and in the dis-
tricts where the principles of Cavour are in vogue,
are to a very considerable extent thoroughly
Protestantised, and therefore demoralised. 'lre-
land, however, is practically, as well as .no‘mmal-
Iy, a Popish or Catholic country, 1ts statistics are
easy of access, and can be easily verified. ‘Lo those
stafistics would we refer the Christian Guardi-
an, and when from them he can shew that, in the
raost exclusively Romush districts of Ireland, the
pumber of illegitimate birtbs is 50 per cent. of
the whole, then shall we be forced to admit thot,
morally, Catholicity s in no wise preferable to
Protestantism. We shall require, however, offi-
cially authenticated figures, and not mere vapid
‘declamation. ‘

There is a class of men who should have good
memories, and in this class are included the Pro-
- testant Reformers. But a few years ago 1t was
in the following terms that the Globe, their organ,
spoke of an alliance betwixt Catholics and
the Reform party of Upper Canada :—

“# There can be no co-operation between Catholics
* and the Reform party.’— Toronto Globe, of 2nd Dec.,
1851.. . -

It is to be
hoped that this marvellous change for the better
may Jast. So long as the % Jozo Orangemen® re-
strict themselves to annually making fools of
themselves with public displays in the streets,
and beasts of themselves in the neighboring ta-
verns—so long as they confine their orgies within
the precincts of the grog-shop, Cathelics would
act foolishly, and indeed in a manuer unbecoming
Christians, were they to vouchsafe the slightest
notice. It is only when the Orangemen, mad-
dened by inflammatory tirades agamst Popery,
and excited by vile faoatics, and worse liquor,
proceed to acts of outrage upon our churches,
our Priests and Religious, thac we have uny
valid reasons for iaterfering at all in the matter.

PROTESTANT Poor Laws.—We recommend
the following extract from the evidence iately de-
livered before the House of Commeons upon the
working of the English Poor Laws, to the atten-
tion of the friends of the young Mortaras. It will
be seen that the law in England authorises the
incarceration of Popish children ; asd thatf it
does not expressly enjoin their being brought up
Protestants, it eflfectually provides for the aftain-
ment of that end by its tyrannical provisions. It
does not enact that Catholics are to be forced
into apostacy; but it carefully provides that un-
less the godfatber or the godmother of the Ca-
tholic orphan be personally present to protest,
the said Catholic child shall be treated as a Pro-
testant—though the fact that its parents were
Roinanists be undoubted, and though its sponsors
be in America or Australia. Here 1s an item
from the evidence, showing bow Protestant law

works :—

« Ag an illustration of the way in which the law i3
strained apainst the Catholic, 1 have the particulars
of o case in which & woman named Power, whose
husband bad gone to Australin to get work, had
four children in the Limehouese workhouse, who
were brought up as Protestants. Mrs. Power ap-
plied to the Bermondsey guardians to have the chil-
dren brought up as Catholics, and she was told that
her request could pot be complied with, unlezs she
produced & written application from bher busbapd,
they well knowing that he was in Australia. There
i anothor cage in which a railway labourer at work
in Spain wrote to the Priestin London, requesting
that he would visit and ipstruct his children in the
workhouse. The Priest applied, sending » copy of
the fathier's letter to him to the guardians, ani the
reply which he received was that he could not be al-
lowed fo visit the children for the purpose of in-
structing them unless on the production of a writ-
ten application to the guardians signed by the father.
That they would send him (the Priest) a form to
gend to Spain for the signature of the fatber (laugh-
ter}. This was, of course, a practical denial, and
the Priest was unable to see the children.

# By Mr. Agrton: The man did mpot desert his
children. He wentto Spain to earn money, and
being anxious about his children he ‘writes to him on
tbe subject, and the Priest mukes the necessary io-
quiry respecting them with & view 1o heir instruc-
tion, and I have stated the result, This case shows
the difficulty which a father bad to deal with in his
desire to have his children who were inmates of a
workhouge brought up in his religion. No inquiry
wag mede at the workhouse of - persous who bring
orphans or deserted children as to the religion of the
parents of the children. At the Limehouse union
they require the personal attendance of the godfatker
and godmother of an orphan or deserted child to
make application that 1t be brought upin the reli-
gion of the parents, and these godfathers and god-
mothers are. probably sitber in Ireland, America, or
Australia. . .

though the godfather or godmother are in Americe.

« Witness : It is at the Limehounse workhouse (sen-
gatior). Asl have said before, wherever the law
can be strained againat a Catholic it is dove.

‘mind. M. Ricasoli has gone too far so the En-
peror thinks. He should not have spoken his
thoughts so freely, but rather have let people try
to guess at them. .

The bearers of the Roman petition live not
succeeded in being received at the Twileries s
they wished. Prince de Piombino was, as [ tald
you yesterday,received at the Foreign-ofiice,
but only as Prince de Piowbino; and this dis-
tinction, I suppose, is meant as a difference.—
General Fleury is going to Turin “to compli-
ment Vietor Emanuel” on his advancement to
the kingdom of Ttaly.—Cor. . Times. .

The Morning Chronide says that, Monsignor
Miglia, Secretary of the Papal Nuaciature in
Paris, has bad an audience of the Emperor, and
has. it is said, expressed to his Majesty, in rather
decided terms, the dissatistaction which the Papal
Counrt fecls at his recogmition of the Kingdom of
Ttaly. 1t 1s reporred in politico-clerical circles
that his Holiness will issue an Encyclical letter
on the subject, und that it will be very outspoken.

Bigps asxp Ixskets. — In the French Senate on
Mondny weel, M. Bonjenn, read a report on four pe-
titions praying that measures might be tuken to pre-
serve bivds which destroy insects burtiul to agricul-
ture. The report which occupies five columus of
the Moriteur, ia an amusiog essay upon jnsect-eating
birds, their habits, anatomy, and gpecies of foad. It
treata at length the ravages of inzects, and the im-
portance to man of the objects they destroy. France
is infested with thousands of species of insects, of
terrible fruitfulness, nearly all of which prey on what
should serve the purposes of man. The first section
of the report is headed “ Importance of Birds to Ag-
ricalture.” [t is stated that the wire-worm corsumed
£160,000 worth of ‘corn in one depnrtment nlone,
and was the cause of the three deficient harvests
which proceeded 1836. Qut of 504 grains of colza
gathered at hazard at Versailles, sll but 296 hed
been rendered worthless by insects. The reduction
in yield in oil wuz 238 per cent. In Germany ac-
cording to Latreille, the Phalzena monacha consumed
whole forests: o Rastern Prussia more than three
years ago more than 24,000,000 cubic metres of fir

by insects. Man is unable to cope with these de-
stroyers of the produce of nis labours. His eye is
too dull to perceive and his hands too slow to catch
them. Without the aid of birds he would be van-
quizbed ia the struggle. The commission ezcludes
birds of prey, auch »3 magpies, ravens, &e., with the
exception of buzzards and rooks, from the benefit of
its protection, becaunse the buzzard consumes about
6,000 mice yearly, and the rook an incalculable
amount of white worms. Sparrows are rehabilitated
and their usefulneas shown by reference to the facts-
thnt when their destruction was attempted in Hun-
gary winged insects inerensed so rapidly that re-
wards for the destruction of sparcows were suppress-
ed, and giren for bringing them back. Frederick
the Greut ordered the destruction of sparrows be-
canze they ate his chereies ; but in two years ke
fouud his cherries and wll his other fruits consumed
by caterpillars. [n o 8parrow’s nest on a terrace in
the Rue Vivienne were found the remaina of 700
cockebafers. Qwls and birds of that class, which
agricultural igaorance pursues as hirds of evil omen
cught tnbe welcomed. They are ten times more usefal
than the best cals, aud not dangerous to the larder.
The mnrtens that wern killed were fonnd 1o have in
their stoimachs the remaios of 543 insects. After
further illusteatious of the same nature, the repart
proposes the prohibition of a1l means of destroying
birds snve by fice-urms, with the exception of nets
for wild ducks.and palmipedes generally, and the
prohibition of bird-nesting and destruction or eggs
or youog birds. The petition were referred to the
Minister of Commerce and Public Works.— Times,

The Hoely Father renewed all the declara-
tions e made«in the Encyclical Letter and Alocn-
tion of 1859 and 1860. 'The health of Hia Holiness,
ig excellent, and his very light indisposition i3 qrite
over. His beautiful voice wn3s henrd ip 2ll the Busi-
licn. The recoguition of the new kingdom did not
surprise him or unybody. He is prepured for all and
his bope does not come from men.

We find the follawing paragraph in’ the official
Journal of Rome :—* Many journule have apoken of
public prayers which they pretend have been ordered
by the Holy Father for the eternal repose of the late
Count Cavour. It is not surprising that in the midst
of the hypocrisy of this age, they should try to make
it upderstood that a man who in open parlinment
avowed that be had conspired for twelve years, ter-
minated his morial career with'all the appearances
of being n good Ostholic. - They thus seek to prove
that he acted properiy wheén be violated the most sa-
cred rights of another.

The Marseilles Semaphore. gives the following out-
line of the answer of .the .Pontifical Government to
the communication announcing the jntention of
France to recogoise the Kingdom of Italy :—

Qardinal Antoneli has replied by a diplomatic note
to the communication made by France. The pr:.
cise terms of the note have not been made public,
but its substance I can affirm, is altogether in the
senso of resistance. Tho new Kingdom of Italy doea
not exist for Oardinal Antonelli. He considers the
present state of thinga ss u trial which the Papacy
will heroically endure; and as regards the recogni-
tion mnde by the French Government the Roman
court canpol uncerstand such a determination on-
the part of Napoleon [I1." To recognise the new
Kingdom i8, in Cardinal Anutomellz ‘opinion, to
sanction al! that has taken place—ualooked for ag-
gressions, invasion of territory, revolutionary
manwuvres, all of which are .the negation of order
and the subversion of gocin! ordor. However, the
Sovercign Pontiff; while he deplores the resolution
taken by the French Government, still has full con-
fidence in the’ Catholic sentiments of Napoleon III.,
and, such being the case, is ready to sanction all
meadures calculated to regtore peace, on coandition
thot they do not encroack upon the sovereignity of
the Pope, and that they leave all his rights entire.
Such is tbe substance of Cardinal Antonelli’s note.
In concluding, the Minister of Pizs IX. seems to
sffect &' conciliatory disposition, but I bave no hesi-
tation in saying tbat the spirit of the circular 1s
really resistance.” " ' ‘

The agents of the Bourbans éra not merely netive
but very numerous here, and several important nr-
reats have just beer made—nwmong others, of an ex-
officer ‘of the Bourbops, promoted at Gaeta, who,
though half blind, has been through the provinces
end Sicily on a secret mission. His keeping his band
‘continurlly in his bosom awakened suspicion, and on
“being searched an extensive correspondence was

trinn Miaister, Count de Rechburg, to the despatch
of M. Thouverel to the Courts of Vieana and Madrid
relative to their proposal of intervention in the af-
fairs of Rome. The despatch is‘addressed tg Princa
Metternicl, the representative of Austrin at Parig ;-

“ Yienna, June 16,

"1 bave received with your report of .the 8th of
this month, No 39, the note addressed to you on the
.6th by M. Thouvenel in reply the oue you delivered
to him on the 28ih of May.

YWWe hnsten first of nil to express the satisfaction
with whick we reccive the nssurance by M. Thoaven-
-el that the Governmeot of'theé Emperor of the French
will not adbere fo wny combination incompatible
with the respect it professes for the dignity und jn-
dependence of the Holy See, and which would be at
variauce with the object of the presence of the French
troops at Rome. This assarance, together with the
fuct that the sentiments inspired in the Government
of His Impeiial Majesty the Emperor of Austria by
the position of the Holy Father entirely harmonize
with those which the French Government jtself ex-
periences, is of a nature calculated to calm tha re-
cent and lively - apprehensions which the late mnani-
festations of the Parliament of Turin had created in
sll Catholic countries, Austrin and Spain made
themselves the mouth-pisce of those apprebensions ;
full of confidence in the intentions of France, we de-
sired, nevertheless, to be strengthened in the convic-
tion that the Holy Father would not find his sad po-
sition become yet more paioful and that the Sover-
eign Pontiff wonld not be rednced to the cruel alter-
native of either quitting hia enpital or of shariag it
with his spolintors, We wished, in short, to state
once more that we were dispused to lend 10 France,
when she desired it, our ecager concurrence in pre-
serving the independence of the chiet of the Church.
Such was the cbject of our proceeding, and we be-
lieve that we can now congratulate ourselves upon
baving undertaken it. [n fact, as long as the pro-
tectior of France is, as at present, possessed by the
Holy Fatber, the ndversaries of the Holy See are
cundemned te powerlessuess, and the Sovereign
Pontift can, togetber with all the faithful, wait with
culmness and confidence the moment of the defini-
tive solution of one cf the gravest questions which
has ever agitated the world. This definitive solution-~
need [ repeat it?—.can only consist, according to us,
in the integral meintenance of the temporal sover-
eignty of the Pope. The numerous despatches which
we have nddressed to you on the aubject can leave
no doubt in your mind as to our sentiments, and it
would be superfiuous 10 enter here upon a fresh dis-
cussion of the muatter.

“1Al. Thouvenel states that tbere exists, in hig
apinion, a strict connexion between the legalization
of the facts which bave very considerably modified
the situation of the Peninsula, and the solution to be
given to the Roman question. 1 kaow not:whether
the word *legalization’ can be interpreted in the
.enly Bense which we can consent.to give it—viz,, in
the scose of a return to the buais of the Treaty of
Zurich, the only legal point of depurture, according
to our view, for the Jegulizalion of the gituation of
the Peninsnla. With this reserve we recognise the
connexion of which M. Thouvenel spenks, nnd we
shall:be always rendv Lo view, nnder this double as-
pect, the question at issue. If France does not ad.
mit to-day, as she did o year ago, the probability of

an armed intervention, and if, consequently, the only .

snlution which can be definitive io our eyes muost be
yet further delayed, wo conseat to wait o mare op-
portune moment, while deploring the misfortanes
which the prolongntion of the present state of thinge
entails ; but our views and our principles are not in
any way modified by such delay.

¥ Let we be allowed to ndd here, since I have re-
ferred- to the Treaty of Zurich, that - Article 19 of
that trenty seems to us sufficiently explicit to cause
the difficulties inherent to the affuirs of Rome to be
not the only obstacle to the. recognition by France
of the svi-disant kingdom of Italy. '

“Tdo pot desire, however, to be drawn into a
deeper discussion o' M. Thouvenel'a note.. 'As I told
you at the commencement of this despateh, we feel
sincere satisfaction in the tranquillizing assurances
given by the French Minister of Foreign Affirs.—
Peoetrated with this sentiment, we do not wish to
scrutinize winutely the import of every espression.
We strongly ‘recognize, morcover, what a large part
must be now left to'unforeseen contingencies in all
that relates to Italy; and what influence events'may
exerciee a8 they develope themselves. This admit-
ted, it would be difficult for Austrie as well as for
France to atate with:scrupulous exaciness the eourse
and the attitude to be maintnined in reference to a
gituation which may become modified from one mo-
ment to another. :

“Let it suffice, then, for the present, to proclaim
with M. Thouvenel, that the highest expediency .con-
curs with the greatest social interests ia requiring
that the ehief 6f the Church should maintain himself
upon the throne occupied by his predecessors for so
mapy centuries. We remit to France with coof-
dence the care of making ber opinion respected, and
wo are ready to second her with all our strength in
securing the uncontested triumph of a principle
which we regard as the basis af all sacial order.

RUSSIA AND.POLAND.

Accounts received from various parts of Russia
atill continue to report serious distarbances: arising

Apraxin to the number of 7,000 refused (o . perform
the required amount of work, when 28 of the most
violent ‘were imprisoned, end others escaped, - In the
Podolian - goversnient the distarbances agsumed a
more Berious feature, and extended to six circles and
141 villages, which together contained. 71,000 souls.
Adjutant Baren Korf brought a great number of the
discontented, people to order.by explanations ; but in
other portions of the circles the nid of the military

The late hot weather has
brought it forward rapidly, and it promises well,
Potatoes look much better than usual. Some of
the earliest varicties higin to come to market. The
apple prospect is very poor. The enormous crop of
last year is likely to be fully offset by the deficiency
this season. Pears are no better. Some varieties
are entirely gone. Of the Bartlett there will he
scarcely enough te bless our eyes, leave alone the
satisfying of the appetite. Of peaches, cherries and
quinces there ure none, Most of the peacl: and
quince trees were destroyed by the cold of last win-
ter. The cherry trees are not much better. They
bave slowly commenced the making of new wood,
and partially leaved out; but the leaves are un-
healthy—curled up aud covered with vermia,
Currants and aother small fruits yicld geantily. The
farmer has his grass, coro acd potatoes, sod these
must be the chief dependence for the year.—New-
buryport Herold,

Tgg Powge or Tue Scorox CLezey IN THS SBVEKS
reentH CENTURY.—The following is an extract from
the gecond volume of Mr. Buckle's  History of Civi-
lization in Epgland,™ just. published in London:—
# The Scotch during the seventeenth century. instead
of cultivating the arts of: life, improving their n:inds,
or adding to their wealth, passed the grenter part of
their time in what were called religious exercises.—
The sermons were so loug aid so frequent that they
abaorbed &} leisure, and yet the people were never
weary of bearing them. When the. preacher was once
in the pulpit the only limit to his loguacity was his
strength. Being sure of & patient and reverential
andience, be went on as [ong as. be could. If he-dis-
cuursed for two hours without intermiséion; he was
valued us a zealoua pastor; who had the good of his
fluck at besrt; nnd thizs was about as much a8 an
.ordinary. clergrmen could perform, becauge, io wtter-
ing his sentiments, he was expected to display great
veheience, and to evince his earnesiness by toiling
und sweating abundantiy. -This boundnry was, how-
ever, often passed by thoso who was equal to the la-
bor; and Forbes, who wa3 vigorous &8 well as volu-
ble, thonght noihing of presclung for five or six
honrs. But, in the. ordinary course of nature, such
fents were rars; and s these people were in these
malters extremely eager, an ingenious contrivance
wag. bit upon whereby the desires might be satisfied.
Ou great occagions several clorgymen were proscut
in the same church, in order that wheo one was fa-
tigued, he might leave the pulpit und be succeeded
by another, who in his turn, followed by & third, lh_e
paticnce of the hearers being apparently inexbauati-
ble. Indeed the Scoteh, by the middie of the sever-
teenth century bad grown ucenstomed to look up 10
their minister as if be waa a god, and to dwell with
rapture upon every word thut 'dmpt.'fron.) his lips.
The clergy interfered with cvery man's private cea-
cerns, ordered how he should. govern bis family, nnd
often took upon themselves the persnnal control of
his houschold, . Their minions, the elders, were
everywhere ; for ench parish was divided iato seve-
ral quarters, and 1o eacl: quarter one of theso ofhcmls
was nllotted, in order that he might take special ao-
tice of . what was done in his own district. Desides
thig spies were appointed, g0 that nothing conld eg-
cape their supervision.
