The Department of External Affairs announced todzy that the
Canadian Government has extended an invitation to a delegation of Japanese
Members of Parliszment to visit Ottewa. The delegetion which is now in the
United States numbers fourteen. It includes leading members of all major
parties, with the exception of the Communist Party, from both Japanese
Houses. The group is expected to arrive in Ottavie on February 22 and
lezve on February 24.

- The purpose of the visit to Canada is to give an opportunity to
the Jepenese Menmbers of Parliament to study the Canadien parlicmentery
systen. Under the post-war constitution, Japan's system of government
beers @ strong resemblance to our Canadian system. The delegoticn
therefore is particularly interested in such problems as the process by
which bills are passed, the working cf party government, :nd any back-
ground information as to how political parties are formed znd developed
in a democroey. Included in the delegation are members of the secretariat
of thc Jepancse Diet who are concerned with administrative detzils. The
delegaticn has been visiting state legislatures and the Federal Congress
in the United States. A suitable programme for the delegzates in Ottawa
is now being prepared,

Three interpreters are accompanying the group in crder that
language difficulties be minimized. In addition, certcin members of the
delegation speck English,

The visit of the Japeanese group to North Americe, which will
last about 40 days, has the full approval of General MaciArthur's head-
quarters. Besides interpreters, the group is cccompanied by two
representatives of the Gevernment Section, Headquarters, Supremne Com-
mander for the Allied Powers.
