The Regina Board of Trade,

A short report of the annual mecting of the
board of trade of Regina, Asea., was given last
week. Eollowing is the aonual address of
President Mowat, delivered at the meceting re-
ferred to :—

GeNTLEMEN,—It has again becomo my very
pleasant duty to report to you what has been
accomplished by myself and the gentlomen
whom you placed upon the council to carry out
any work that might arise during the year
within the scope of the board of trade.

Our first work was the distributing of small
sacks of Red Fyfo wheat of about ® ounces to
all enouirers for such, circulars having pre-
viously been distributed to all rural post
masters in Canadian. About 1000 such samples
were seut out in all.

So numerous were the onqguiries from intend-
ing settlers causing much of correspondence,
that your council has a list of yuestions com-
piled from the various correspondents. A com-
mittee was appointed to give answers to such
and the council has 5,000 forms of questions
and answers printed which with other pamph
lets of informatian have been seut to all en-
quirers. I may here state that the delegates to
Ontario on immigration last spring, our exhibit
to the Eastern Fairs last fall, and latterly the
agricultural delegates to Great Britain were all
amply supplied with suitable pamphlets, and
maps, fully describing the resources of the
Regina district and we have reason to believe
good results will follow our exertions in behalf
of bringing to our district a good class of
sottlers. Memorials were forwarded to Minis-
ter of Agriculture re Immigration Agent being
employed permanently, which was successful,
also 1o Minister of Justice re Registry office
requesting more clerical help which was grant.
ed, also to Minister of Interior re Land office
which has been temporarily remedied.

A request was sent to two or three chartered
banks asking them to open a branch in Regina
-which has not been realized as yet although
very much needed.

Such actiop though, has no doubt induced
the bank of Montreal to erect a handsome
office in the centie of business, thereby to some
extent doing away with the grievance we had,

although it is atill desiralle that thero should
be another chartered bank located here.

Your council undertook the very laborious
work of sending an exhibition car to the Iast.
ern Fairs. Committees were struck on collect
ing samples, arrangiog ‘exhibits and printing,
All the work was satisfactorily porformed.
The uexhibit was pronounced a great success,
and we have reason to believe good results will
be obtained through it. George Brown laft in
charge of the car; we are very much indebted
to him for the careful and sat.sfactory manner
in which he carried ont the work entrusted to
him. Io connection with the work the Rev.
Mr. Harnson delivered & number of useful
lectures on this district to large audiences in
Ontario. To hin we are also very much in-
debted, also to the Canadian Pacific railway for
their kindness in placing a car at our disposal,

and their meny othaals here, at Wionipeg, and
at Toronto, I would recommend that the in-
coming council would prepare for ths work
earlier in the season.

Y our council also underteok the improvement
of a trail to Touchwood Hills, but for lack ~f
funds were unable to proceed with it. A well
was sunk on the Wood Mountain trail, about
16 miles out from town. Water was found,
and a gerviceable well is now there, proving
that water cau be had in that district, which
no doubt will stimulate sectiement in that part.
1t is also a great boon to travellers on the Wood
Mountain trail and will be the means of enconag-
ing travel via this route.

Your council also took action re.establishing
a fire limit in the town.

Also their recommendation re discount on
American silver dollar was generally adopted.

The thanks of this board are due to Mr.
Joho Secord, M.L.A., and to D. F. Jelly,
M.L.A., for the very tangible assistance render-
ed the council from their legislative grant, to
enable it to carry out our exhibit and other agri-
cultural enterprises,

I would recommend to the incoming council
that another pamphlet be prepared and printed
at once, the former edition having been ex-
hususted. Such good results were obtained it
should not be delayed.

At the instigation of this board Mr. Stemshorn

wag sent to Dakota to sce the condition of get.

tlors there and if possible to induce thom to
come to this country. Our action was followed
by the Manitoba aud Dowminion Governments
sending partics there aud I believe a large in-
flux of people will leavo that stato and eottlo in
tho west.

Already this spring wo are exporiencing the
result of our last years efforts, for this ecarly
we have scen gome intending settlers arrive
from QOatario, Great Britain, and better atill a
few from New York state who are already
located,

During the past year Regina has mado sub.
stantial progress; a large number of brick
blocks for business purposes have been erccted
and u great many private residences have beon
built by our citizens.

Qur farmers have mot with ouly partial suc.
cess; in tho early part. of the scason prospects
were never botter, but a portion of our district
wasg visited by two separato hail storms, which
set tho grain back considerably reduciag the
bulk. It also caused it to bo late in maturing
and consequently was caught by tho autumn
frosts; thon the weathor duriog harvest was
wet and cold causing considorable damage.
With all these drawbacks still in some sections
of our district the farmers were favored with
good crops. Some very fine samples of No. 1
hard were marketed here. On the whole our
district has fared no worse in this respect than
elrewhere in the Territories,

A Targe Cattls Purchase.

- A report frum Toronto dated March 20 says,
“Pickordike & Goldsmith, New York, have
bought Torento, Walke ville, Hamilton, Belle
ville, and Prescott distillery cattle and 3,000
farmers’ fed cattle, in all about 10,000 head,
for export between now and July. Prices
ranged from $4 50 for bulls to $35.75 per cwt.
for choice steers. This is tho largest trans-
action that has ever taken place in Canadian
cattle, representing as it does fully eight bun
dred thousand dollars. They did not buy Duan
& Fraokland's ca.tlo here, being held above
their views Mr. Birkerdike says he hLas not
yet engaged space. They left for Montreal this
evening.”

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EARLY SOWING.

The “seed time” in Wostorn Canada is again
at hand, and with it comnes tho question as to
tho advantage or disadvantagoe of carly sowing.
On this point thoro is still some differenco
of opinion, though the weight of testimony
seoms to bo overwhelmingly in favor of early
sowing. Infact itis as good as established,
thue the time to sow grain is at the carlicst
possible moment tho grain can be got into the
ground in good condition. If there wore pre-
viously any doubts upon this point, tho bullotia
issued from the Dominion oxperimental form a
short timo ago, effectually ssttled them. In
this bulletin Prof. Saunders relates the resulta
of experiments made last scason at the farm, in
early and lato sowing. Wo regard this bulle-
tin as the most valuable one yet issued from
the experimental farm, and it indicates the
valuable offorts belog made in behalf of vhe
farmers of Canada, through this practical de-
partment. '

It is to be hoped the farmers of Manitoba have
been fully made acquainted with the experi-
ments in sowing referred to. Reference was
made to the bulletin in these columns some
time ego, but tho importance of the matter is
such that it will boar all the publicity it can be
given, especially now that the tims is at hand
for seeding. The oxperience gained by these
experiments at the central farin last scason
point to the great value of carly seeding, “‘It
is genecrally conceded,” says the professor,
“that tho farmer who makes the practice of
gotting bis seed into the grounad at the earliest
opportuaity, after the land is in suitablo con-
dition to receive it, realizes, as a rulo, the best
return, but to what extent the advantage is on
his side, has not heretofore been submitted to
careful test in Canala.” Theexperiments were
carried out as follows ;—-

** Thirty-six plots of one-tenth of an acre
cach were devoted to a test of tho relative
advantages of early, medium and late sowing
of barley, oats and spring wheat, two varieties
of each grain being sown. 1t was decided to
sow one of theso ranges of six plots every week
until all were seeded, making altogether six
sowings, Thoe varieties of grain chosen were as
follows: Barley, Prize Prolific and Danish
Chevalier (both two-rowed sorts); Oats, Prize
Cluster and Early Race Horss; Spring Wheat,
Red Fyfeand Laldoga.

+* The first twelve of the thirty.six plots were
cultivated with a disc harrow, and six of them
harrowed with a common iron harrow, on the
213t of April, 1890, and sown on the 22ad; the
other six plots in this series were harrowed and
sowa on the 20th. The next twelve plots were
similarly cultivated, six of them were harrowed
on the 5th of May and seeded on the 6th, while
the other aix plots in this range were harrowed
and sown on the 13th. The remaing twelve
plots were cultivated with the disc harrow and
s1x of them were harrowed with the iron har.
row, on the 19th and sown on tho 20th, the
last six plots of the serics being well harrowed
ou the 27th of May end sown on May 28th,
From these particulars it will be scen that the
ground was well stirred before each sowiag so
a3 to destroy all young weeds which might
have started. By tho treatment given, the
lattor plots may be said to have had at the

start some advantage over those earlier seeded
as far ns weeds wero concerned; but beforo the
grain matured the woods made greater head-
way on tho later sown plots.”

The result, of these experiments is coertainly
surprising and is such as to astonish the most
enthusiastic advocato of early sowing. In the
caso of Red Fyfe wheat, the first sowing returned
11 bashels per acre, the second 9 bushels, the
third 8 bushels 15 pounds, the fourth 4 bushels
20 pounds, the fifth 3 bushels, the sixth 2
bushels 35 pounds. Tho first sowing of Ladoga
wheat gave 10 bushels 45 pounds, the second 9
bushels 15 pounds, tho third 8 bushels, the
fourth 3 bu«hols 65 pounds, the fifth 2 bushels
60 pounds, tho sixth 2 bushels 30 pounds, Ia
the caso of barley and oats, tho result is equally
surprising. Tho first sowing of barley, prize
prolific varioty, gave 40 bushels 30 pouads, ths
second 24 bushels 38 pounds, the third 16
bushols 22 pounds, the fourth 14 bushels 3
pounds, the fifth 10 bushels 15 pounds, the
sixth 11 bushels 2 pounda. Prize cluster cats
returned 37 bushols’ 2 pounds from tho first
sowing, 33 bushcls 23 pounds from the second,
30 bushels 20 pounds from the third, 27 bushels
17 pounds fcom tho fourth, 20 bushels 10 pounds
from the fifth, and 17 bushels 22 poun ds from
the sixth and last date of sowing.

Theso experiments are sufficient to forever
decide the value of carly sowing, and account
for the fact that the farmer who is carly at it
is the moro successful. It shows that great
loss results from late sceding. These tests are
particularly valuablo in the case of barley, as
many farmers imagine that it doss not matter
much when barley is sown, so long as they get
in their wheat in good time. The test shows
that the loss in one weck in the sowing of bar.
ley amounted to about sixteen bushels per acre,
while the delay of two weeks resulted in a loas
of considerably more than half the crop. Ac-
cording to these experiments, says the professor,
‘It would appear that the farmers of Ontario
may lose by a delay of one wecek, in the time of
seeding over two and a half millions of dollars
on the barley crop alone, and by a delay of two
weeks, taking the average results of the two
experiments, more than three and three-quarter
million dollars, estimating the value of barley
at 50 cents per bushel.”

WINNIPEG AS A FARMERS' MARKET.

Winnipeg is considerably more of a farmers’
market than most people imagine. Residents
of the smaller Manitoba towns sometimes poke
fun at Winnipeg, on account of our grain re-
ceipts from farmers as compared with their own
trade of the same nature, The fact is, Winni.
peg will rank up woll among Manitoba towns,
in the quantity of grain received direct
from farmers. Grain received in Winnipeg
in this way is not observed as readily as
in the smaller towns, where the clovators, sur.
roneded by farmers with their loads of grain,
usually form the most noticeable feature.
There might be a hundred loads of grain in
Winnipeg at one time, and yet they would
never be seen unless a person undertook to
hunt them up. The three mills, where the
wheat and a large portion of the oats and bar-
ley received in the city are wmarketed, occupy

ruch positions that what is going ou around
thom is not observablo, Visitors to tho city
thereforo go away with the beliof that thero is
nothing done here in haudling grain from the
growors. The figures, howover, will show
differently. o far this scason 150,000 bushels
of wheat have been markoted by fariners in tho
city, and it is expected that the total will be
fully 200,000 bushels for tho crop year.

It is, however, in uats aad barley that Win-
nipog oxculls. Thero is a large consumptive
demand for these grains right {n the city, {or
foed and brewing pu:poses, and consequently
the price for theso graine is always higher in
Winnipeg than at outside points, where tho
local demand is very trifling, and tho bulk of
the crop musat be shipped away. In both oats
and barley, Winvipeg is decidedly the largest
farmera’ market ia Mauitoba. The quantity of
oats marketed, expressed in bushels, ~ill con.
siderably exceed tho quantity of wheat, while
barley will also make up quite an item, Oa
aceount of tho large number buying oats,
aud the considerable quantity purchased
direct from the farmers by consumers, it is im-
possible to give closo figures for this grain, but
it can readily be placed atquarter of a million
bushels.

In the matter of potatoes, vegotables and
miscellancous farm truck, Winnipeg is also by
far the largest farmers’ market in the province,
due to the same reason as that given in the case
of oats and barley. From seventy-five to ninety
per cent. of all the potatoes shipped from Mani-
toba on last crop, bave been marketed in Win.
nipeg or at points immediately around the city.
On account of the large local conaumption of
farm products, the farmers around the city di-
versify their operations more largely than in
any other part of the province, and if they do
not make as big a showing in wheat, it is
because they produce more of other commodi-
ties. This is rather to their udvantage than
otherwise. They produce other commodities,
rather than wheat, lLecause there is a good
demand for such, at remunerative prices.

If all these various sources of wealth could
be summed up, it would be found that Winni.
peg is not o far behind any other town in the
country, as a farmers’ market. Still, the quan-
tity of produce marketed here is not as large
as it shovld be. In a number of articles the
supply is . *t equal to the local demand. Bar-
ley and oats are brought in by rail from coua-
try poiunts, for consumption in the city, while
there is an unlimited demuud at the mills for
wheat for grinding. The quantity of wheat
offered at the mills is of course only 3 fraction
of what is required for grinding in the city, and
tho balance comes by rail from country points.
In butter and eggs, poultry, beef, mutton and
pork, etc., the quantity marketed by farmers is
not nearly equal to local requirements, and sup-
plies have to be drawn from country markets.

But a small area of the land available for
cultivation, within driving distance of the city,
is yet tilled, consequently there isroom for
a great expansion of the farmer trade of the
city. With the large local consumption of the
farm products named, and the higher prices
realized, there is every inducemecat for the in.
creased production of agricultural products in
the district immedistely surrounding the city.
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Editorial Notes.

Titr bureau of statistics of the stato of Massa-
chusotta has been investigating the matter of
abandoned farms in that state. It has been
loarned that thore aro altogether 1491 abandon-
od farms in the state. Ovor balf of thess
farms have buildings upon them. A number of
the towns also show declines in population,
particularly in the distriots where farms have
been more largoly abandoned. In 1890, as
comparod with 1880, the number of towns
showing a declining population was 86. This,
it muat bo borne in miund, is in a great indus.
trial state. If this showing wero made by a
Canadian province, it would no doubt be taken
as showing the necessity for commercial uunion.
But what significance will it have, when it is
not on this side of the boundary ?

IMMIGRATION from the two atates of Dakota,
into Manitoba, promises to be so large this
seacon as to form an important portion of tho
total immigration for the year, Last fall quite
a number of prospectors from Dakota, visited
Manitoba and other parts of westorn Canada,
with a view of sizing up our advantages. Many
of theso wont away well ploased with what
they saw nero, and promising to roturn io the
spring with their families and friends, as per-
manent sottlers, Theso promises have been
realized to quite an extent, and alceady this
spring quite a number of Dakotans have crossed
the boundary to settle on this side. Consider-
ablo emigration work has been done in Dakota,
in tho intereat of western Canada, by the rail-
way companies and the government, and o
systematic plan is now proposed of carrying on
this work, by which the Dakotas would be
thoroughly canvassed. Those coming from
Dakota to Manitoba, are mostly Caundians,
who left castern Canada some years ago for the
west. Their experience in prairie farming will
make them valuable settlers for Manitoba.

It is poassible that the present administration
at Wasbington may adopt further trade restrict.
ive measures against Canada. for our failure to
adopt the commercial union policy. Republi-
can journals throughout the republic proclaim
generally the statement that the McKiuley bill
was the cause of the decreased majority for the
Dominion Government, as a result of the recent
contest. Following on the same lines it could
be urged, that if the McKinley bill reduced the
government’s majority, further hostile measures
would secure its defeat in a short time, and
thus the commercial union programme could be
forced upon Canada. There were several ru-
mors from Washington laat week, that measures
were heing considered with a view to hampering
Canadian commerce. It is said that detailed
invoices will probably be demanded in connec-
tion with boaded shipments of merchandise be-
tween Canada and the United States. It was
further rumored that an effort would be made
to restrict the through carrying trade of the
Canadian Pacific railway, from Pacific states
point to the east. However, at the time of
writing, these rumors lacked confirmation.
There is a serious difficulty in the way of legis-
lating against Cavadian railways. This is the
opposition which would come fromthose sections
of the republic benefitted by the Canadian
roads, to any proposal to hamper the operations

of our railways. The trade interests in favor
of the Canadian roads are sufficiontly powerful
to rondor tho questicn of restricting them a
vory dangerous one io deal with.

An Outside Opinion of Winnipeg,

Tha business of the city (Winnipeg) is gaining
in volume, thoro aro few eompty houses or
stores, and many now buildings have boen put
up of lato to accommodate the demands of an
fncreasing population. Thero is a steady gein
of wealth and inhabitants in the Province of
Manitoba and in the now provinces further
west  Tho comimnercial situation of Winnipeg
{s vory atrong. Competition is shut off at the
intornational boundary line by the tariff laws
of Canada and the United States and the city
has practically corralled for her own trado all
the immenso region lying between tho great
forests north of Lake Superior and the Rocky
Mountains, reaching as far north as Nature per-
mits of settloment and business activity.
Whatever makes for progress in that vast re-
gion is directly or indirectly of advantage to
Winnipeg. It will not be loug boforo the pro-
sont population of 25,000 in the handsome
Manitoba capital will have doubled and trobled.
—Northiest Magazine, St. Paul, Minnesota.

Bank of British North America.

The fifty-sixth yearly geuneral meoting of the
proprietors was held recently in London, kng.
land, Richard H. Glyn in the chair..

The Chairman said: ‘“The accounts present.
ed to.day show that the bank carned rather
more than in the previous year. Tho deposits
and current accounts amounted to £1,982,932,
against £2,261,378 at the end of December, 1889,
showing a falling-offof £278,446. At fi~st sight
you might suppose that there had been a
falling-off in the businesa of the bank. That is
not the case. It arises from the fact that the
accounts were mado up whon the bank beld a
large sum of money which was deposited with
it temporarily and under special circumatancas,
which unduly swelled the figures at that date.
But a fair comparison, would show that the
deposits at the present moment are about £80,-
000 largur than they were at the samo period in
1859. The notes in circulation show a small
increase, and the bills payable show a decrease
of £130,000—perhaps a not injudicious con-
traction of our liabilities considering the state
of things we were going through in the autumn
of last year. The bills receivable and advances
are a littls larger. Our investments have risen
from £68,547 to £110,123 of which £100,000 is
invested in consols, which we have written
down to 95. Thero is an increase in the Benk
premises account of £5,000. This is mainly
accounted for by our building a bank house at
Brandon, Man , which we think will be a good
investment, and is warranted by the increase
in the business at that pew branch. The total
amount of profit for the ycar was £90,818, and
our two dividends absorb £75,000 of it, leaving
us with £15,000 over. Of this we have placed
£10,000 to the reserve fund and invested it in
consols, 8o that to day we hold £110,000 in thet
security. We have placed £2,000 to the
Officer’'s Pension Fund and we have carried
over the balance. The competition ia the
Dominion was very severe lest year, both for
deposits and for business. The rate of
the former was raised to 4 per cent. as
againat 3 per cent. in the previous year, with.

out there being any corresponding advance in
the rates of discount snd on loans —at least for
the first threce months of the year. Afterwards
the rato hardencd, and the banks are now
charging 7 per cent. The advices which we
havo reccived from the other side are tavorable,
and tho volume of business genorally in the
Dominion appears to bo incressing. It isa
littlo too soon to forccast what will be the out-
comn of the McKinley Act on tho business of
the bauk’s customer’s {n Canads, because it
will not have any serious offeot anywhero until
later in the year. But no doubt tho uncertain.
ty which provails as to tho future is causo for
somo caution on tho part of bankers, and that
is & matter to which our genoral manager is
vory fully alive. Dut tho Canadians have
shown such splendid energy in facing the situ-
ation and in secking for new outlets for their
produce and for now customers to take the
place of the United States, that we hopo that
aftor all tho results may not bo quite so disas-
trous as some have anticipated.”

A dividend of 40s per share will be paid on
3rd April next, making with the dividend paid
in Oct. last, 73 por cent for the ycar ocnding
31st December 1890 The net profits for tho year
(including £4,076 brought forward from last

account) amounted to £90,818. £10,000
was added to tho rescrve fund making it now
£263,000 sterling.

Higher Prices for Teas,

The London Pall Mall Gazette says that “‘tea
has risen in price oo the strength of tho statis-
tical position, and it looks asif the advance
would be maintained for some time to come.
On the ono hand the supplies from China have
continued to shriok as they have done for years
past, while in consequence of climatic condi-
tions the Indian crop has not increased. The
total export from China this season is not more
than 70,000,000 pouuds, while last season it
was 94,000,000, so that there iy a shrinkage of
24,000,000 pounds. The firat estimates of the
Indian crop put the ‘otal at 115,000,000, but
revised estimates brought the amount dowa t»
110,000,000, and tho latest figures indicate a
still further shrivkage. Alter other require-
ments have been provided for the amount
available for export in 1890-91 to Great Britain
is not likely to exceed the 98,000,000 pounds
shipped in 18589-00. Simultaneously with this
decrease in the supplies there has been an in-
crease in the consumption to the extent of
5,000,000 pounds. The reduction of the duty
bas apparently stimulated tea.drinking, and
after remaining stationary for some time the
amount per head has gonv up. The public has
not got all the benefit of the two-pence struck
off the duty, for, as in the case of coals, the
commodity has risen simultaneously in the
wholesale markets from various causes, and
where tea is pominally sold ata reduction of
two pence per pound it only means that the
buyers receive an inferior tea.”

Dealers
believe that with the steady grain movement
which has been going on for so long, and the
good prices now realized, collections should be
decidedly better than they are, accordingly,
they are not pleased with the situation.

Mortgago
loan business quiet, with farm loans steady at S
per ceat.

WINNIPEG WHOLESALE TRADE,

FUEL.

Thero was a lot of wood on the streot market
last week, which was hauled in from the coun.
try around, and this kept down the sales of city
dealers. Now that the roads are breaking up,
there will be much less of this class of wood
offering, and prices will probably ba & little
fiimer, as the trade will be more in the hands
of regular dealers. Prices are faily steady for
car lots on track, though poplar has been offer-
ed protty low. Sales as low as §1.30 per cord
f.0.b. at point of shipment have been made,
cqual to about $2.30 freight paid on track here.
Poplar wood may be quoted at $2.30 to $2.50
oo track here, mixed pine wood $2.50 to §2.73.
Tamarac and ash $t to $4.25 for good quality.

GREEN FRUIT.

Florida oranges are about out of the market,
and Mexican oranges were nearly exhausted
Californias are in good snpply. Lemons aro
firm, and any good stock is held higher, with
prospect of a strong market for some time.
Cranberries were not obtainable Jast week'in
this market. A corsignment of now maple
sugar was on the way. Fairly good quali-
ties of apples aro obtainablo at $7 per barrel,
but real fancy stock is held at $7.50 to $8.
California oranges, $1.50 to 85 per box; Mexican
oranges are held at $6 to $6.50, and Fleridas
at $4.50 por box in 128 size, and 35 in 150
to> 200 size. Lemons are quotable at $3.50
to §6. por box Malaga grapes, in 55 lbs kegs
at 813 per keg..

LEATHER, LEATHER GOODS AND FINDINGS.

It is said the banks are curtailing the credit
of eastern tanners, on account of the somewhat
demoralized condition of the industry, and
with a view to curtailing production of leather.
Conriderablo sales of solo and black have
been made for export, which may help
the situation some. There is no chaoge
in prices here, which are as follows:—

26 to 30c; French calf, first choice, $1.25 to
§1.50; Canadian calf, 75¢ vo §1; Freach kip, Si
to 81.10; B Z kip, 85¢; Bourdon kip, 70c¢;

to 45¢; grain upper, 50¢; harness leather, 26 to
30c for plump stock. Eoglish oak batts, 60c;

pebble, 21¢; colored liuings, 12¢; shoe uppers,
from $1.25 to $2.75. Horse collars—Short
strow, $22 per doz; long straw, $33 per doz.;
long straw bodics, $22; Boston team (thong),
$25.00 per doz.; do., wool face, $27.

LUMBER.

The advent of spring weather directs atten.
tion once more to tho lumber and building
trade. Doalers in lumber report tho movemont
light #o far. The difficulty of increasing basi.

ness gsooms to bo mainly on the ground of slow
psyments. A large credit business was done
last year, and long dates woro sometimes given,
as an inducement to buy. Payments Fave not
been satisfactory, and theee is a marked dispo-
sition to move cautiousiy this spring. There is
a special feature of importance in the lumber
trade at present, which supercedes all others.
This is the scheme which has been under con.
sideration for some time, to form an amalga-
mated company of the seven Lake of the
Waoods mills, to control the output of all these
mills, The scheme has now made such pro-
gress, that it may be corsidered as in a fair
way to be carried into effect. An association
has exiated for some time among these mills,
for the object of preventing the cuttiog of
prices, ¢te. ‘Lhis hag only beon partiaily suc-
cessful, and in order to make sales, special
terms of credit have beon made, and the price
list has frequently been disregarded. In order
to fully obviate this, and place the industry
upon a sound footiog, the presout movement
has been started. It is proposed to form a
company, to be known as the Manitoba and
Northwestern Oantario  Lumbor Company,
{imited, to be compesed of seven concerns now
operatiog at Keewatin, Rat Portage and Nor-
man. A rough draft of agrecement has been
drawn up, and incorporation will bo
sought unser the Dominion act. It is
not the intention to combine the
mills under one management or ownership.
The nille wilt continue as at present under
their individus! management and ownership.
The new company will simply control the out-
put of the different mills, and dispese of the
lumber_on uniform and cstablished prices and
torms. The orders for lumber received will be
distributed among the different mills on a basis
already about agreed upon, each mill to receive
a percentago of the business. The matter of
apportioning the business among tho different
mills, was the most difficult question to solve.
The agreement is for fivo years. The different
mills agreo to make no sales whatover on their
own account, but their catire outrput will be
handled through the new company. Cutting of
prices will therefore bo entirely avoided, while
torms of credit will be held sharply, and there
will be oo disposition to sell to risky dealers,
as any losses made by the united company will
be borne by all the mills, in proportion to cach
ones share in the business. The Jlosses in
cutting prices, long credits, taking risky ac-
counts, etc., will beavoided, while the expense
of bookkeeping and for travelling salesmen will
be greatly reduced. If the scheme goes
through, as it seems likely it will, the trade
will be placed on & solid basis. [he mills at
the points named, includo the pine lumber trade
of Manitoba, the only mill out of the agreement
being the scattored spruce lumber mills.

WHOLESALE PRODUCE MARKETS,

WINNIPEG.
WHEAT.

The week opened with a big bull movement,
prices gaining over 2cat Chicago. The principal
feature was the oxcitement in corn, oats and
provisions at Chicago which mado sharp bulges,
carrying wheat up with them. Pork sold up

03¢, on a scare among shorts. Liverpool cables
woro higher, and there were further reports of
crop damage from France, which added to the
upwaid movement. The visible supply state-
ment showed an increase of 159,000 bushels,
and another weak feature was the receipt of 510
carsnt Minnexpolis and Dualuth for the day.
These features, however, were overlooked in
tho general exictement.  Paris and Berlin
cables were higher to a marked oxtent. Brad-
street’s report published on Saturday gave the
world’s availablo suppty av 280,000,000 bush. or
4,000,000 bush. more than last year. This was
an error, the correction on Monday :naking it
only 230 willion, or 50 million less than Satur-
days report, leaving it 46 million less than last
last year. The mistake occurred in the trans.
ission from New York. On Tuesday Chicago
was again the centre of excitoment, a wild
speculative craze having apparently set in,
Pork led with an advance of $1.25 per
barrel on May option, and corn and oats
advanced sharply, wheat sharing in the
general excitement and advaanciag nearly
2¢, Then came the crash, pork decliniug over
$2,00. This started heavy selling in grain,
with declines all along the list. London cables
ou wheat were 1 to 13d lower. Wheat on pas.
sage showed an increase of 2,432,000 bushels.
Duluth and Minneapolis receipts were 262 cars,
agaiost 224 cars & year ago. Duluth reported
a sale of 10,000 bushels No. 1 hard at S1.23
delivered at Baltimore. On Weducsday tnatters
cooled down somewhat at C(hicago, though
wheat had a range of 2¢, and closed at the
bottom, with o generally weak tone, in sym-
pathy with the declining prices in corn and
other speculative commodities. Cables were
dull a2nd easy, and the weather through-
out America as favorable as it could
be for growing crops.  Bradstreet’s report
published on Wednesday showed a decrease
in wheat in the available supply, United States
and Canada, of 793,000 bushels., Of this 156,-
000 bushels'decrease was cast of the mountains.
It was less of a decreaso than was expected,
and was therefore regarded as a bearish factor.,
On Thursday prices had a lower tendency in
leading United States mavkets, on casier cables,
favorable crop weather, 2nd weak corn markets.
Friday was observed as a holiday, and grain
exchanges were cloted. DPrices will stand
about 1 to 2:lower hin a week ago. Quo-
tations elsewhere will :%v w the course of the
markets for Saturday.

To Manitoba wheat has held firm, and prices
have continued to show an upward tendency.
Prices to farmers at Manitoba country points
ranged fromn $0c per bushel upward, for samples
equal to about No 2 hard. The average would
be somowhat above a week ago. A few points
quoted prices o ~r 85c¢, but this was exceptional.
There was a noticcable falling off in farmers’
deliverics at a number of principal country
markets, which would indicate that the whest
is pretty well out of first hands, though the
breakiog up of the roads might have helped to
reduce deliveries. Then farmers will let up on
deliveries until after sceding to somo extent,
thoagh the high prices now offering would natur-
ally have the effect of causing them to market
very close now.

‘This includes the line from the Fraser
river, opposite New \Westminster, to the boun-
dary at Blaine.

The new city clock for Victoria has arrived,
aund the work of placiog it in position co nmen-
ced. The clock has four dials, 73 feet in diam-
eter, glaz:d with opal glass, so that it can be
illuminated at night. It is guaranteed by the
makers, Gillett & Johnson, of Croydon, Eng-
land, to keep tinte within five second s per week,
and will strike the hour in full and one blow at
every half honr. The bell, upon which the
hours are struck, is the largest in British
Columbia, weighing 2,008 pounds. When
finished it will be the finest clock or the Pacific
coast, and the largest north of San Franscisco.
The duals, made of cast iron, each weigh neaily
five Luodred pouvds, aud the entire clock
weighs nearly four tons. It will be wound
once o week, by means of an ordinary crank,
and the weights wisl be carried to the top of
the tower and will descend fifty fect.

The same material uppears in vory bright navy
blue, and black diagonals of varying widths,
with the patterns less pronounced. Heavy
cheviot tweeds are popular for sghort, tighe-
fitting jackets. Henrietts cloths appear in
light tints of fawn, grey, navy blue, browns,
granites, cardinals, etc. German brocades are
seen in blacks and fawns, with tracery and
foliage designs. They are chiefly in request for
dolmans, clocks, &c. for elderly ladies. Surah
silks and printed pongees vary very little from
those of last season ; the color scueme is chiefly
floral and figure. °~

In men’s woollen goods parrow and wide
atripes and checks are still the priocipal pat-
terns, tho background being filled in with all
the usual colors. Checks are mostly large.
Fancy wool vestings ju white, cream color, with
silk stripes, ore a new feature in this line.
Scotch tweeds for suiting are still wora in
stripes ind checks, and en.irely brown cheviots
are all the fashion in London, Eugland, just

now. In worstgds, the old diagonat hold their
own. Satin.finished worsted, and old worated
twills. Autumn overcoatings arc shown in

diagonalsand Venetians ; drab Venetians, blue,
gold and ilver, mixed satin-finish, make a very
popular piece of goods. — Yonetury Times.

The agrico)tural society of Wolseley has
agreed to grant the sum of §100 to the propos.
ed territorial exhibition to be held at Regina on
condition that other societies in Assiniboia give
a like amount.

The Regina town council has invested ina
team of horses, wagon, ploughs, scrapers etc,,
to be used for scavenging purposes and for
grading strects. At the last meeting of the
council, a resolution was carcicd to the effect
that ovidence of the use of intoxicants by civic
employees would be good and sufficient reason
for their discharge.

There arrived recently a large aumber of
German Russians from the southern part of
Russia. They are the advauce guard of about
200 fanilies who intend emigrating this year
and next. They were in charge of Jcs. Asch-
brenner, of Regina, who went to the old
country last year. They intend settling on
government land near Regina.

The chicory factory at Whitewood, the pro-
perty of Count de Rotfignac, was burned to the
ground last week.

“Tho’ wintor is practicaily over ; the snow ia
goue and the weather is springlike in every
particular. ‘The unanimous verdiot among
stockmen is, that it has boeen very suitabloe for
stock. No feeding of any kind has been reo-
quired, there being no deep snow of any saver-
ity during the whole wiater. Ia fact the ab-
sence of snow duriog January was felt to bo a
hardship in some districts where water is
scarce. Tuke everything into coasideration,
the absenco of winter loss, the prospects for
higher prices all round, ete., ranchers ought to
feel jubilant.”

Effects of Food on Wool.

The feeding of the sheep,says a French journal,
has a most marked influence on the quality and
quantity of the wool. Inthiscongection,the1ules
to be observed are .—1. To obtain wool of good
quality and proper quantity, the sheep should
be well fed. The increase of the wool in length
and resistance comes to a stop if the animal be
deprived of the amount of food becessary for
it. Well-fed sheep pay for the increased ex-
pense by the weight of the fleece and the bettor
quality of the wool. There is, however, an
essential difference to be noted in long wooled
sheep. Too much and too rich food soon makes
the wool of short wooled sheep too long, an in-
convenience which has not to be feared in long-
wooled varities. 2. When the sheep receives

too little food, ¢r when that food given ia suf-
fleient quantitics is not sufficiontly nutritive,
tho wool presorves its fincness and acquires a
cortain length, but its resistacco fails. it is de-
prived of grease, which makes it weak, harsh
to the touch, and dry us flax. 3. Regularity in
distribution of the tood is of tho highest im-
portance, the wool soon showing the effects of
this. This is what is seon when, inwiater, the
sheep are well fed with hay, graio, boans, and
oil cake, and when theso supplementary foods
arc oo quickly taken away ia tho spring. The
wool undergoes a timo of stoppage ; later, con-
tinuing to grow under more favorable circum.
stances, the wooly hair is Jess resistant, and, in
a part of its extont, covers a dead epot, a real
scar, indicating tho irregularity of growth.
4. Opinions differ as to the action of different
foods ou the wool. All, however, agree in
attributing a marked effect to fertile pastures.
The flecce is more abundant, the hair is longer
and noticcable by its softness, whiteness, bright.
ness and strength, Sturm lays down tho rule
that all foods which promete prespiration pro.
duce a finer wool ; that is, those which include
the most nutritive matters in the small.st com-
pass. Twosheep of the same breed, covered
with the samo wool, but differently treated, one
beiog fed for fattening and the other in the
usual way, show quite a different variety of
wool from the first shearing. Ia the first place
it will be longer, coatser, and will huve lost its
elasticity. ‘I'his is more noticeabls at the
second and third shearing, The other sheep will
have preserved ali the original qualities of its
flecce. The diflerence in the diet being con-
tinued up to the third generation the offspring
could not he recognized as coming from the
same stock.— Hosiery Trade Journal, England,

Domesticating Bea vers,

Aun odd but excellent man, named Collyer,
who lives at Beaver creek, a fine, clear stream
that flows into the Assiniboine some distance
below Fort Ellice, Manitoba, has a colony of
beavers which he took undor his protection
some yearsago. The dam is on his property in
a retired and secluded valley where the creek
flows through many groves of poplars, the vark
of these trees forming the favorite food of the
beavers. Mr. Cullyer being a justice of the
peace, a game guardian and also a very deter-
mined man, has s0 far succeeded in protectiog
the colony, and never did Betsy Trotwood show
more energy in keeping donkeys off her green
than does Mr. Collyer in keeping poachers
away from his beavers. He does not wish a
strapger even to look at his pets or their works
lest alarm should bo excited. As all wild
creatures, whether birds or beasts, when not
injured or alarmed, quickly became accustomed
to the presecoce of man, Mr. Collyer’s beavers
may soon become in & maanner tame and he
will have a rare time of ecjoyment in observing
the movement and actions of these intelligent
mechanics aud engiocers of the wilderness. -
Pilot Mound Sentinel.

British Columbia Trade Letter.

(SPRCIAL, CORRESIPONDRNCR.)

Vaxcouvier, March 23. —Business good, and
general improvement is noticeablo, although
spcing has not fairly arrived. Thore is nothing
in shipping, Froight traflic betweon Vancou-
vor and Vioctoria is very heavy. In lumber the
local demand is good owing to the activity in
building all through the province; buv foreign
shipments are light, The largest sealing fleot
ever sent out of British Columbia is in the
northern waters  Tho catch so far is light but
not at all indicativo of the scason’s succese.
Consequaut upon the advance east and south
flour has gono up considerably and feed has
also an upward tendency. Kastern consign-
ments of butter have ceased owing to the open
ing of tho trade in tho California article, which
at this season and often carlier .aakes itsap-
pearance here. Tho salmon watket is depres-
sed and is said to be likely to continue so for
some timo as the large pack of the two previous
years has exceeded the world’s demand. Tho
shortage of the world’s wheat market reported
by London papers is likely to act as a great
stimulus to the industry in this Province, and
this fall it will be found that the market will
ve largely supplied from home grown products.
Good eggs are in demand, but the market hes
been'affected by an effsrt to clean out old atocks.
f'resh eggs are more plentiful than in previous
years at this time.

Proceedings of the provincial legislature have
been unusually tame during the past few days,
The land bill and school bill have been produc.
tive of the m)st un'avorable criticism, as pot in
tho interests of the people, and it is confidently
predicted by the opposition that the legislature
will have to be remode'ed at next session,
similiar to what was done this session with the
mining and railway acts of last session. A
good deal of time has been cousumed over the
union miners’ processions at W.lhington which
the government has undertaken to putan end
to, and the snowhalling at Northfield of the
funeral of one of the non-union miners by some
women and children, said to be encouraged by
the unioo strikers. The former involves the
principle of the right of processions of the kind,
orderly in themselves, but the latter of course
was repreheusible their importance, howe ver,
from a political standpoint seoms to be consider-
able owing to the amvunt of time conrumed
and the attention paid to them. Speakiog of
the union miners, an effort is being made all
along the coast to declare a boycott on
the Duosruir mines, in which there aro
now from 160 to 200 non - union miners
at work. Tully Boyce, the president of
the union, says the only object of the Dunsmuir’s
was to break the back of the nnion. The tend-
ency to cousolidation, noticeable everywhere,
has spread this far. In addition to the combi.
nations, previously referred to, in the salmon
canneries and lumber business, the broweries
of the Island have been consolidatel aud have
gone into the hands of an Eoglish syndicate.

Here, as elsewhero, preparations are being
made to take the census The i ulties of
this, in this provinc, are obviously wmuch
greater  than any other part of Ganuda, and
doubtless special provisions will have to' be
made as to pay and expenses, or otherwise
tome trouble will be exporienced in getiing the
work done outside of the cities.

vince, are extensivo and the aggregato will be
greater than over befare,

The January receipts of grain at all primary
markets in the United States were 24,149,480
bu, against 36,770,366 last year, a decrease of
34 3 per cant , and for February 20,284,210 bu.
against 29,688,251 bu., a decicase of 31.6 per
cent.  This stender movement, in view of the
prices of corn and oats, is strong evidence that
the supply is reduced to the minimum limit,
and larger shipments cannot be depended upon
for the coming months. Of wheat the interior
receipts for Junuary were 7,842,948 bu, agaipst
6,273 597 bu lust year, an iucrease of 23 per
cent. and for February 5,684,750 bu sgainst
4,170,614 bu, an jncreage of 3§.3 per cent,

It is reported that grain inspector Clausen of
Mintasota has stated that out of 7,000 calls for
ro-inspection of cars of grain at Minneapolis,
St. Paul and Duluth 3,000 were raised in grade
atd 110 lowered.

J. McCallum, of Pilot Mound, has gone to
Birtlo, Man., to move the machinery of a grist
mill. The mill has threo run of stones and was
driven by water-power. As thero is now a
roller mill at Birtle tho old stone mill {s no
longer needed.

The farmers’ elevator ssheme at Noepawa,
Man., is bsing pushed. About 150 persons
bave agreed to take stock, and quite a portion
of this has been paid in. It is proposed to
erect a 75,000 bushel clevator. Notice for in-
corporation will be made at once.

The grain inspector at Winaipeg reporta 304
cars of wheat inspected during tho weeek ended
14th Morch., They graded as follows : 2 hard,
25 cars ; 3 hard, 80 cars ; 2 Northera, 26 cars ;
3 Northern, 7 cars; 1 frosted, 72 cars; 2
frosted, 45 cars ; feed and no grade, 49 cars.

A deputation from the Wionipeg Grain Ex-
change waited on the local Governmeat last
week and asked that some means be adopted to
encourage the growth of white oats in the pio.

. objected to black oats, consequently white oats
command better prices, This matter has al-
ready been fully discussed in these columns,

W. W. Plewes, of Brauntford, Ontario, was
present at a recent meeting of the Calgary,
Alberta, council and desired to obtain some
definite information in regard to the cffer of the
city to grant a site and exemption from taxa-
tion for the erection of a flour mill, He said
he would reqaire 100 feet frontage on the street,
and if on a coruer lot 200 feet in depth. A
committee was appointed to confer with him.

The wheat market at Nee;awa took a spurt
recently, says the Register of March 13. The
highest point touched was 91 cents. That
figure was paid to W. C. Stowart for No. 2
hard, Another load brought 90 cents. The
buyers quote 80 cents as the market ralue of
the grain, but any good wheat will bringa
higher figure than that while the spirit of oppo-
gition that now exist among tho buyers con-
tinue,

The Calgary Tribune says: “Mr. Plewes,
who has been here for about ten days, has left
for Winnipeg and the east. He goes to Win-
nipeg to inte:view the C.P.R. officials on rates
for wheat from eastern points to Calgary, and on
flour from Calgary to the coast and intermedi-
ate points. If these rates can be arranged
satisfactorily, Mr. Plewes will at once order
machinery for a 100 barrel mill aud will at the
same time begin boilding operations sothat the

mill will be ready for operation by tho timo next
years's crop is harvested.”

Grain dealors of Minnesota, says American
Elevator and Grain Trade, will be plcased to
hear that the Mianesota farmers’ Alliance
proposo to send “a reliable, shrowd man to
England to investigate tho grain markets and
arrange with esome responsible English house
for direot shipments of whoat from the primary
markots of Minnesota to Liverpool.” Itistobe
hoped that somo of them will try this for at
least one scason, so that they may realize tho
gigantic poofits which tho oxporters makoe, or
rathor the gigantic profits which thoy accuse
thom of making. Tho scheme, if tried, will
suroly end as did the Alliance Elevator Com-

pany.

The Minnocapolis Northwestern Afiller says,

that “‘receipts of wheat at Minneapolis from
tho beginning of tho spring wheat crop year,
August 1, to this time is 37,213,056 bushels.
That is an increase above last yecar, which was
tho largest then, of nearly 4,000,000 bushels,
but the receipts this year include above 1,000,
000 bushels from Washiogton. Duluth bas re-
ceived 11,681 000 bushels, against 15,300,000
bushels to this tiine a year ago; so tho increase
hero is more than offset by tho decrease there.
The amount of wheat in country elevators is
some 300,000 bushels less than last year. It
shows altogether that farmers have sold less
wheat from August I, than they had a year
ago. It is udmitted generally tha’ ‘ie total
crop was amaller this year than last, but it is
an unse ttled point as to whether there is less
wheat left in farmers’ hands than a year ago.
Porhaps, with the addition of the wheat yet to
come here from Washington, the quantity in
farmers’ hands would hold oui as well as last
year.”

The Rat Portage News thinks the fire pro.

complete as they might be, and advocates the
purchase of a chemical engine, which would
come in useful v hile the steamer is being got
ready for operation.

J. B. Davies advertises his genoral storo
business at Keewatin for sale. He has bought
out Carmichael’s branch store business at Nor.
man, at which place he has been appointed
postmaster, and wishing to couceutcate his
business at Norman, ho offers the Kecewatin
branch for sale.

In the Ontario legislature recently a com-
mitte present~d a petiton against the granting of

charter to the Porv Arthur and Fort William

electnc streot railway, The petition sets forth
that the proposed railway is deemed part of a
scheme of Port Arthur to shift trade and com-
mercial pursuits from Fort William, and divert
them to Port Arthur, Evidently the Fort is
opposing the railway sceeme of the Port. We
think however, the Fort people have nothing to
fear in this instauce, as the railway should
prove a benefit to them gencrally, as well as
advance the value of their property. The op-
position seems rather short-sighted.

Port Arthur voted in favor of a by.law a
short time ago to raise $75.000 for the con-
struction by the towa of an electric railway to
Fort William. The by-law, though carried by
a large majority, is now declared defective,
and application will be made to the legislature
for its legalization. The matter is creating
considerable excitement at the Port. There
seems to be considerable dissatisfaction with
the action of the council regardirg the scheme,
and the board of trade and town council have
had a little tiff over_the maiter. Thos. Marks
& Co. have submitted an offer to bhuild the
road and operate it for twenty years. A later
report eays that an effort will be made to
quash the by-law, a notice haviog been given
to that effect.

The Rat Portage Newssays : ‘““About twenty-
five men are actively a work at the reduction
works and thoy have all the machicery placed
in the building. It is fully expected thas the
first of May will see the mill runniog in full
blast, Our future will soon be known, and
everything dopends upon these works. A
reporter was informed that the Eurcka mine
would have 50 tons of ore at the works ready
for treatment as soon as the works could
operate and that upon the result depended the

fumro workmg of that mipe and also of the
investment of more Michigan capital. He says
opinions conflict as regards our ore, many
clsiming it to be refractory, while others state
there is as high as 65 per cent. fres milling,
Whether the mill can treat refactory ores
depends entirely the extent of development
that will be done.”

Dominion City, Man., grain buyere it {s said,
receutly ran the price of wheat up to 81 per
bushel for No. 2.

The Canadian Rubber Company, at Montreal,
has partly closed its works, and 250 hands will
be thrown out of work.

The farmer brought
io two loads one day, getting a neighbor to
drive one team. The load driven in by the
neighbor brought 72 cents, the ownership of
the second load was detected, and 68 cents was
all that could be got. Both loads were from the
one bin and exactly the sawe quatity. This
convinced the farmer, and ho at once set ubot}t
sojling his wheat to the ¢astern market,”
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Tug wholesale grocers Gui'd, of Toronto, has
passed a resolution binding all its members to
scll no goods to a wholesalo grocer selling uader
tho fixed guild scale of prices. The guild aims
at suppressing James Lumbers, wholessle gro-

cer, who has for years defied the guild. P. C.
Larkin, & member of the guild, declioed to
accopt the agreement and was expolled from the
organization.

James Park & Son, wholesale and’ retail
provision merchants, Toronto, have suspended
payment. The liabilities are about $90,000;
assets unknown. Daniel McLean, a wholesale
leather merchant, of Toronto, hasalso failed
with liabilities which will approximate $200,-
000. Among the creditors are the Bank of
Toronto, £60,000; Standard Bank, $§30,000;
D. W. Alexauder, wholesale leather merchant
of Toronto, £16,000.

Chcese aund butter sent from Canada under
direction of Prof. Roberts, Dominion dairy
commissioncr, has been creating counsiderable
stir at the Jamaica oxposition. Favorable com-
ment is made on all sides at the excollent
quality of the dairy products which were send
to represent the class of goods which Canada
exports. Canada has captired first, second,
third and fourth prizes for cheese, and fi s*,
socond, third and fourth for butter.
