Seventy-five Wounded—Thirty
Bedies of Soldiers Recovered
—No Foreigners Hurt—Old
Churches and Schools Suffer-
ed Severely—Casualties Con-
fined to Comparatively Small
Area. :

MEXICO CITY, June 7.—Sixty-three

were killed, 75 wounded and property |

worth $100,000 was wrecked to-day by
an earthquake shock which ghook the
Mexican -capital and injected a note
of tragedy into what was to be a day

of pure rejoicing over the arrtval of
Francisco 1. Madero, jr.

When the work of searching the
ruins is completed it is possible that
the list of dead will be increased some-
what, as hiding here and there thru-
out the city there doubtless are wound-
ed. who, with traditional fear of the
authorities and government hospitals,
are anxious to avoid discovery.

It was 4.36 o’'clock when the first
shock was felt. According to metero-
logical observatory the greatest inten-
gity was reached at the end of the
first minute, but the instruments con-

‘ tinued to record the shocks for four-
- teen minutes more.

The disturbance was vacillating and
almost free from trepidatory motion.

More than half the-dead accounted
for were soldiers. They were caught
beneath the falling. walls of the artll-
Jery barracks in San, Cosma, near the
Mexican Central station.

Another place where the earthquai
took its toll of death in consideralile
numbers was at the city power plant
of the Street Car Co. There six per-
sons ‘were killed and six wounded. Two
others were found:in the debris.

Caught Under Falling Walls.

With these two exceptions, the death
list was made up of single cases, or
in- a few instances of two and three
persons caught beneath falling walls
in unsubstantfal buildings.
| Altho the shock was plainly felt in
all parts .of the city, few realized the
lmagnitude of the catastrophe until
Jater in the forenoon. because the
casualties were confined to a compar-
atively small area. Accustomed as the
peaple of the city are to earthquakes,
wihich usually are harmless, the in-
habitants were slow to realize that
this was the most serious shock the
capital  has suffered in a score ot
vears,

With the exception of one Chinaman,

killed, no foreigners were injured.

In the barracks, where the soldiers
were killed, twelve women also lost
their lives. They were the wives ot
artillerymen. These women have the
privilege of spending the night within
the  walls of the barracke, an oid
structure. It was unlike many of the
older edifices of the city, as its walls
were comparatively thin. Seventy-two
soldiers were sleeping in the house.
Approximately 35 were quartered on
the first floor, the remainder on the
second.

The bodies of 30 soldiers have been
recovered. Three are missing and 16
are wounded, a few severely. Those
who escaped began the work of rescue
at once without spreading the alarm
for some time. Women, whose soldier
husbands were in the pile, stood by
waiting, in groups, while children
clung to mother's dresses and stared
curiously at the gruesome scene. Am-
bulances later carried the wounded to
the military hospitals and the dead
to Dolores Cemetery.

Hamilton Will Have ~Up-to-date

Thirty Years.

HAMILTON, June 7.—(Special.)—E.
J. Sifton, consulting engineer, to-nignt
read and explained his report on the
proposed municipal power and light-
ing' plant to the members of tha city
council at an informal meeting in the
mayor’s office. While the report, when
published, was generally” admitted to
be b very clear and comprehensive do-
cument, there was a feeling among
some of the aldermen that it was too
good to be true! Mr. Sifton was there-
fore to-night called upon to go fully
into the detalls of the report and ex-
plain just how his estimates and con-
elusions were reached. This he did in
a most satisfactory manner. In their
search for knowledge in the matter the
mayor, controllers and aldermen fired
all isorts of guestions at the engineer,
to allow of whi¢h he replied fully and
elearly, and apparently convinced his
questioners of the correctness of his
figures. After the meeting one of the
aldermen, who is commonly credited
with being a Cataract supporter, ex-
pressed the opinion that the report is
a good one. The estimates for all con-
tingencies are liberal and every pos-
sible unforeseen circumstance in the
construction of the plant seems tO
have been provided for.

. A Complete System.

The report includes plans for the !
supply of power to the city and to
commercial users and a system of
street and residence lighting covering
the entire city as at present laid out,
and also provides for a 2 1-2 per cent. |
increase in the-street area of the city.
Sinking fund, interest depreciation,
expansion of plant, cost of operation,
accounting and every apparent pos-
gible factor in the success of the sys-
tem have been taken into account. In
all the city is promised a complete
modern power and light system, which |
wil have been entirely paid for In
thirty years, and which, in the mean-
time will “supply all kinds of elec-
tric currént at prices lower than are
now being paid.

Controller McLaren was unable: to
be present at the meeting, on account |
of having left the city for the Bisley .
competition. . He, however, sent a let-
ter stating his position and eriticizing |
the report. His chief criticism was |
that Mr. Sifton had figured as 1if for;
a business concern, instead of a muni-
cipality, and that the estimates sub-
mitted will be found to be too low.

perial statesman, but that he has lost
_much and is losing more of the pres-
tige he once enjoyed is undeniable.
The premier has not only shown him-
self to be entirely out of touch with
the sentiment of the vast majority of
English-speaking Canadians regarding
eloser-union among the British nations,
but has indicated clearly that he is
averse even to that measure of co-
operation possible without infringing

\ Canada’'s claim to complete self-gov-
ernment. Even so staunch a supporter
ot the premier as is The Montreal
Daily Witness has been compelled to
dissent from the objections rajsed b‘y
8ir Wilfrid Laurier to the govern-
ments of the dominions being consulted
by the imperial government in matters
aftecting foreign politics. Even The
Toronto Star has mustered up suffi-
clent independence to admit that on
this point a good many Canadians
would agree with The Witness.

Si¢ Wilfrid's whole attitude at the
pending Conference, so far as it has
gone,, has Ubeen highly disappointing
-and at variance with his previous de-
livetances regarding the evolution of
the British co-partnership.
never favoring any departure involv-
ing interference with the autonomy of
tile Bversea dominions, he has hitherto
maintained strongly that Canada
ghofld remain one of the band of im-
perial states and accept the obligations
tha® position entails. But a marked
change has passed over his spirit, un-
less his speeches at this conference

reciprocity deal. It has heen agreed,

HOW NOT TO DO IT.

Editor World : For some years

England every effort has been
thru committees, -ete., to vy and
eliminate the acirculation of indeceat
publications of various kinds with
swhich the country has become inun-
dated, but with all that has been done
in the way of confiscating . numbers
of ‘indecent bodks, and the heavy fines
and punishments imposed upon the
purveyors of: the indecent post cards
apd other sugh publications, the sale
still continues, The reason is that the:
demand . has become so great the pur-
veyors take great chances in supply-
ing it, as they find the business pro-
titable. We do not seem to be living
in an age where you hear people warn-
ing others against indecent publica-
tiops, but what you do hear is : “Have
you' read such a book, if not, get it.”
- githy ‘lfterature has been gradually
creeping in under the mask of decency,
and of being up-to-date lMterature.
Even the writers of higher reputation
have veered: to the spicy subjects.
Some years ago we read of books by
R. G. Wells being panned in England,
his latest book has been dealt with in
the same way: Now, if books by such
writers are unfit for circulation what
class of books may we expect from
writers who are not seeking for liter-
ary reputations, but who are writing
for profit?

1 saw a statement showing that
there were over 200 books in Engiand
olassed as unfit for circulation. Then
see the clase of post cards and other
such literature Dbeing circulated. I
called attention some time ago to the
names of many books which had been
confiscated in England, but could be
purchased in Canada.

At the time King and Skill were
sent to prison for selling obsoene boaks,
there was much said thru the press,
and since then there have ‘been soma
othérs prosecuted for dealing in them.
There has been no thoro investigation
made .as to the class of books that are
clreulated in Canada. Thére are &0
many channels .taru which they. are
distributed, this is not only thru the
book stands and stores, but there are
agents canvassing  the country, and
there are firms on the continent who
are forwarding to Canada lists of
pooks that- should not be allowed In
this country. Are these books exam-
lined before entering?

Writing letters to the newspapers
may wake this matter up, and check
them to a certain extent, but more
stringent steps should -be taken to
stop their sale. A newspaper editor
stated to me, when in Toronto, that
to publish the name of an indecent
book, with a view of suppressing it,
was like advertising an indecent play—
it increased the business. He stated
that the general run of the people’s’
taste was not inclined that way, but
that they read them more from &
morbid curiosity.

I see they have started in Toronto
to clean them out, and that several
of these Books have heen confiscated.
This. example and also the cours?
which has Meen taken in England,
should be followed in Canada. The
circulating libraries were the first to
be investigated in ‘England, and num-
bers of bad books were found. There
is no e¢ity or town in Canada exempt
from the indecent publication and post
{ cards, and most indecent ones can éven
now be seen displayed in windows in
nearly all our towns and cities. It is
up to some one to take steps to weed
them out. The better class dealers
can assist greatly by not buvirg books
| hecause of their gilded titles and
| pretty covers till they investigate the
| inside. They ehould be stamped out
lof Canada.

NEVER LESS INNEEDOF

WOBE FOREGN MABKETS

Large Increase in Home Consump .
tion Lessens Quantity of
Goeds For Exporty . —

OTTAWA, June 7.—(8pecial.)—That
Canadian farmers are less than ever
in need of more foreign markets is
demonstrated in a report just issued
by the department of trade and coms~
merce. The report says that in 1910«
11 the total of imports for consusnp-
tion and exports was $759,000,000,
greater by $82,000,000, over 12 per cemt.,
or one-eighth, than that of the pre-
vious year, which was also a record
maker in point of trade. To this total
may be added $10,000,000 of imports
which were not entered for consump-
tion, making the grand aggregate of
Canadian trade for the year $769,000,>
000, about $76,000,000 increase over tha
previous record. Imports for ocon~
sumption show an increase of 336,000+
000, almost 23 per cent. of this increase
about two-thirds was dutiable goods,
and the customs duties collected were
greater by $12,000,000, twenty per cent.,
or one-fifth, than in the previous year.

Compared with the year 1909-10 to-
tal, exports show & decrease of about
$4,000,000, but compared with the
greatest year total previous to 1909-10
the increase is over $17,000,000. The
Gecrease may be said to be due to &
drop of $§,000,000 in agricultural pro-
ducts, and to slightly lower totals in
the animal and forest classes, To‘
counterbalance this there is a splen=
dld increase of almost $4,000,000 in the
amount of manufactured goods. ex»
ported, while the mine gave an ln;'
crease of $2,700,000. !

The report s on to say that: “Toe
statement of the principal articles .
exported shows at a glance the da<-
crease of $7,000,000 in wheat, $3,000,000
in apples and $1,000,000 each in cat<
tle, coal, fish hides, cheese and wood,
While these changes must be due In
a large measure to smaller crops, ow-
ing to unfavorable weather conditions;
the enormous increase in home con..
sumption is an important factor in
reducing the quantity of goods avail-
able for export.” :

And further on: ‘A decrease in to-
tal rts does not show lesséened
dem for Canadian goods abroad;
but merely a decrease in the amount
of goods ayallable for export, as exs
plained above.

The sécond bylaw groposes to regu-
lmte the delivery and. exposure for
szle of meat, Dpouitry. game, flesln,
iz, fruit. and bulk bread and pastry. |
It stimulates that during conveyance
and exposure in windows, stores and
ether places such edibles shaill be pro-

tected from dyst, flies and other con- i,

teminating influences. Quarters in-
tended for the sale and -display of
food must be kept clean and whols-
some. must not be used for domestic
purposes and must mnot open directly
into any room used as a " sleeping
féom. Butter must not ‘be tested ‘in
sfores in-the old-fashioned way, and
rood must not be wrapped in old news-
papers nor handled by any person
affected or in contact with infectious |
o~ communicable diseases. The bylaw
further stipulates that persons hand-
iing food are to wear clean outer
garments.

The concluding section states that
every pedlar or vendor of food stuffs
from wagons or carts shall keep in
his wagon or cart a water-tight re-
ceptable for the wastes of his busi-
ness. and such wastes shall be s0 dis-
posed of as not to cause a nuisance:

The penalty for a breach of the by-
law is a fine not to exceed. $50 ‘or, in
default, six months in jail.
