“The world," said Mr. Hoover, “need* 
what might be called a spiritual re­
vival of the spirit that won the war. 
We need the sense of service that wa# 
manifest among the alHes a year ago. 
if the world is to survive the économie 
conditions confronting It now.

"WNth her present production, 
Europe can Survive now. We must re­
vive the old fighting spirit to win, 
over economic conditions. As one 
member of the council said today. It la 
a question of prayer, not of argument*

A general European coal control or­
ganization/to supersede the partial 
control exerted thru the International 
relief organization was suggested by 
Mr. Hoover. This subject will be dis­
cussed tomorrow. It was pointed out 
that European coal production now 
had diminished more than 36 per cent, 
below the production of 1814.

Aug. 1.—The all-Russian gov­
ernment of Admiral Kolchak 1» pre­
paring to move from Omsk to Irkutsk, 
Siberia, and the morale of the Kolchak 
army is becoming eo bad that there is 
little hope of It regaining thc territory 
recently lost to the Bolshevik, accord­
ing to despatches received in Parts.

THE TELEGRAM AND NICKEL
A Brave Defence for the Hearst Government—The Ross Rifle 

Was Worse Than German Control of Sudbury Nickel Mines 
-Something for the War Veterans to Read.

Éor a week past The World has been 

publishing day after day the astounding 
revelations made in the British House of 
Commons of how Canadian nickel got to 
Geripany during the war. Here is the 
item as taken from The London Times 
of May 15 last as reproduced in our 
columns:

The London Times: Dr. Mac- 
name, ra informed Brigadier-General 
Croft, M. P. (Bournemouth, N. P„) 
that information was not avail­
able as regards seizures placed in 
British Prize Courts overseas or- 

. seizures by our allies, but it had 
been ascertained from the ad­
miralty marshal that nickel was 
seized en board’12 ships and put In 
the London Prize Court. Of these 
12 cargoes 11 came from New York 
and one from New Caledonia, and 
as . regards destination, flvd\ of 
these .cargoes were Intended ' for 
Dutch ports, six for Swedish ports 
and one for Antwerp.
The World takes the responsibility of 

saying that this nickel came from our 
Sudbury ore, that It was refined by the 
International Nickel Co. of New Jersey 
and of Canada, owners of the Canadian 
Copper Co. (Sudbury). Captain De 
Lamar, an Austrian by birth, who died a 
few,weeks ago In New York, was a presi­
dent of this Internetfonal Nickel Co. all 
the time of the war, and, according to A. 
Mitchell Palmer, attorney-generaI of the 
United States, was a proved agent of 
Germany In the United States to control 
the metal supply of the world.

The World kept publishing this as­
tounding disclosure because every other 
paper In Toronto failed - to print it. 
None of them have printed it yet. Why?

But on Thursday The Teleyam, more 
or less nettled because The World had 
called attention to this suppression of 
news so astounding to Canadians, saw fit 
to print the following editorial dealing 
with the subject:

more from a collapse In the produc­
tion of Ontario nickel then the British 
army, Including Canadian soldiers, 
suffered, from the eueoeee of the 
blockade runners who smuggled ship­
ments of Ontario nickel Into Ger­
many. The arrival of even one 
cargo of Ontario nickel In Germany 
was a tragedy.

On the other hand. If it is the atti­
tude of the city not to permit people 
to sit down in the public parks, then 
surely there is no necessity for making 
more. Because as it now stands there 
are any amount of public “spaces’’ 
where tired and weary souled persons 
may stand up and admire the scenery.

Another thing which should be recti­
fied before there Is any talk of more 
parks: Is the spotting game now in 
vogue. Just as soon as night sets in 
a flock of either police detailed, or 
self-appointed sleuths station them­
selves in the various parks for the 
purpose of spying upon those who fre­
quent them.

These creatures have been known to 
go so far as to climb trees (which 
makes us think that they are not con­
nected with the police department in 
any way) in their efforts to find 
something wrong in the actions of the 
people in the parks.

That persons are found doing what 
should not be done is a recognized 
fact, but surely to heavens, every hu­
man being who enters is not to be 
humiliated to the ground on that ac­
count? And by the same token, those 
who go for ulterior ^motives will con­
tinue to commit offences, and all the 
spies, in the world will not hinder 
them.

Men in uniform patrolling the parks 
are the right thing of course, and also 
are very necessary, but these other 
sort who are simply sneaking from 
one tree to the other, hoping and pray­
ing to come upon something not quite 
right, should be ruled off by'the city 
council.

Any man who would appoint him­
self a member of any crowd who go 
around sneaking on others could T>e 
more profitably employed, and if he is 
doing it with a view to saving souls 
he is wasting his time, and also losing 
his sleep. Immorality at the root is « 
case of auto- suggestion, and just 
long as Toronto is going to permit 
males to trail thru the public parks 
seeking wrong, they are going to flnu 
it. The greatest sin in this whole city 
is that of trying to make it a holy 
place for a few narrow-minded bigots, 
who are not red-blooded enough to 
know that the world of today is not 
the world of three hundred years ago.

If, by any chance, the police depart­
ment is employing the men referred to, 
it might be more to the point if they 
were put to doing something more 
possible.

No one who has given the matter 

reasonable consideration with an un­
biased mind has any doubt whatever 
Bibout the great economic unrest at 
She present time. It to the high cost 
pf living. Wage earners, who have 
si ways been kept as nearly as pos­
sible at the living wage, have been 
compelled, in order to exist as prices 
soared upwards, to strike for sufficient 
Wages to supply themselves with the 
necessaries of life. All who arc on 
fixed incomes, annuitants, stationary 
salaries, the ■ professional classes, 
like clergymen, ministers, professors, 
teachers, civil servants, have been suf­
fering bitterly, exhausting their sav­
ings in the belief that they were oa*ng 
loyal to the cause ter which .their 
kith and kin were giving or risking 
their lives.

All these people are how finding out 
ffhat most of their privations were 
and are due to the unbounded greed 
and rapacity of the profiteering classes, 
and the weakness of governments 
In refusing to make flagrant examples 
ot all who participated in this national 
treason.

A great many people, who have 
plenty - of money and do not feel the 
pressure of the high cost of living;

REPORT IS FAVORABLE

Ulster has won the New York, Aug. 1.—Records of the 
police department and detective agen­
cies for July, the first month during 
which prohibition was In effect, showed 
a decrease of 16 per cent, in crimes of 
various kinds as compared .with July, 
1918, it was learned today.

Arrests for intoxication last month 
were less than during the correspond­
ing month a year ago, the daily aver­
age for July, 1918, having been 24 and 
last month 14.

The society for the prevention of 
cruelty to children reported, however, 
that there was no decrease In com­
plaints of parents habitually under 
the influence of liquor.

1901, under the name of the 
Pressed Steel Car & Wheel Co. In 
1903 its name was changed to the 
Imperial Steel and Wire Co. Its nom­
inal capital stock i« $1,500.000. The 
stock Issued is $214,610 preferred and 
$600,000 common. The solicitors for 
the petitioners represent 83 Sharehold­
ers, holding 8,756 preferred shares.

Berlin, Aug. 1.—So many refugees 
are arriving at every German city and 
vjllage from sections to oe disannexed 
from Germany that the communities in 
increasing numbers are forbidding 
their residence because of lack of build­
ings. The government, therefore, on 
Thursday Issued an order that all com­
munities must accept refugee Germans 
from German countries and returning 
prisoners of war. When the latter 
arrive the communities will be fur­
nished with building 
must billet the men with persons hav­
ing available room. The latter will be 
paid for lodging and food furnished.

Paris, AuS. 1.—The commission ap­
pointed by Albert Claveille, minister ot 
public works, to study the feasibility of 
constructing a tunnel under the English 
Channel has concluded Re work and 
submitted a Report, which is favorable 
to the project.
