With additions from other
gources the net revenue is brought up
to £907,633, and after deducting infer-
est on debenture stocks and bonds,
there remains a . surplus of 128,033,
which is increased by the amount
brought forward to £291,652, from which
the directors recommend the dividends
already announced, leaving £7428 o be
carried forward. The passengeis cal-
ried were 4,303,765 for the half Yyear,
an increase of 345,951.

The Grand Trunk western gross re-
ceipts for the half year amounted to
£512,995, against £5606,147 for 1904 The
working expenses were £429,438, against
£432,874, leaving g net profit amounting
te £88,567, aga,ing £73,273. The net re-
venue balance at June 30 amounts to
3433, which will admit of payment of
1 per cent. on the second mortgage in-
come bonds.

The Detroit Grand Haven gross re=

SOT A HEALTHY SPECTACLE.

Ottawa despatches state that a num-
ber of judges having failed to conform
to the law governing their relation to
{he directorates of companies a Arastic
Lamendment wil be passed at the next
session of parliament which will secure
by compulsion that which it was sup-
pored would be freely conceded as a
matter of honor. That the Dominion
government should be driven to the
expedient of enforcing the law by put-
ting the pistol to the heads of that ele-
ment of the community which is the
sworn custodian of the country’s laws
is not at all to the credit of the Cana-
dian judiciary.

It may be that restriction imposcd
on judges in connection with the in-
creased salaries bears heavily on geine
judges. It may be that the restriction
is entirely unnecessary in its relation
to some judges whose strength and
{1:tegrity are sufficlent guarantee that
their decisions will' not be: influencad
by their connection with commercial
interestss It may be also, and it prob-
ably is the case that the law is inef-
féctive, and in a measure Inoperative,
in that it provided no penailty for its
infractions,

Bt éveri if all thése things are true
they do not excuse the conduct of those
judges who have continued to sit on
the bench while reétaining their posi-
tions on boards of directors. The law
is on the statute books of the coun-
try. It was placed there by the su-
preme lawmaker of Canada, that is to
gay by the Dominion parliament, and
o member of the judiciary has a right
te. go behind it. Judges who have ré~
fused to give up either their positions
on ‘the beneh or theéir divectorships in
companies have violated a law of the
country, Whether the statute in ques-
tion be. good or bad, wise of unwise,
they have placed themselves in the
position of temporizing with a breach
of the law.

Such conduct on the part of the ju-
dielary or any member of it cannot
fail to weaken that public confidence
and respect which in the final analysis
are the real safeguards of law and
order in the country. The judgés of
Canada are particularly sensitive to
any suggestion bearing on their iu-
alelal dignity and judielal infallability.
Contempt of court, In their eyes, even
tho it be contempt in a vague, harm-
less, unintentional way is resented and
penalized. Some of this judge worship
18 all right, a great deal of it s all
wrong. But what is the public to think
when it sees those who aré charged
with maintaining the inviolability of
the law openly and flagrantly defying
the provisions of a statute which affects
themselves,

For the present
the managing director is the mother-
land, but Sir Frederick allows that
the imperial centre may not always re-
main there., From these undoubtedly
cerrect postulates it follows that com-
mon action can only be secured by
businees conferences and by the insti-
tution of all the requisite means to
facilifate consultation and decision,
Imperial federation in its older sense
is impossible no less because it would
necessarily limit individual autonory,
as because it involves the destructions
of the special and most valuable feas
ture of the British constitution—the su-
premacy of parliament. Co-operation,
not federation, is the imperial goal,
It ean be attained, it permits of the
tullest individual liberty, and it is the
natural consequence of British politi-
cal history.

COW PEAS IN THE ORCHARD.

Necessary Constituents Added to
the Soil by Their Cultare.

Dr. J. C. Whitten of the Missouri Col-
lege of Agriculture says:
! Where fruit trees are making poor
, wood and leaf growth, due to poor soil,
it is usually safe to assume that nitio-

'gen is one of the plant food elements
| that are lacking, This may be secured
by growing cow peas in the orchard.
 In many old, wornout soils which have
long been tilled the soil may also lack
the two other essential plant foods. In
| many comparatively new solls ther= is
| enough phosphorus and potash, so that
the nitrogen supplied by the cow pea
i will be suficlent to bring the orchard
up to good, thrifty condition.

Aside from enriching the soil in ni-
trogen, the cow pea improves its gen-
eral physical condition, rendering it
imore porous. A hard, lumpy, crusty
orchard soil does not respond well to
|cultivation; it is difficult to get the
land in good shape. A single crop of
| cow peas will mellow it to a great ex-
tent. The more porous and spongy the
land, due to the growth of cow peas,
| the better it will withstand droughf.

The cow peas add humus to the soll,
| which enhances its water-holding ca
{pacity. The fact that the soil becomes
| more porous also makes its possible to
torm a better dust mulch by cultia-
tion, which also increases the possibili-
ity of checking evaporation of the soil
moisture. The rains of winter and ear-
|ly spring mostly flow off over a hard,
| crusty soil. while they sink into a mel~
low cow pea soil and are stored for the
dry, hot months of summer. During

the dry summer of 1901 the soil in two

{of our orchards under experiment re-
| mained fairly moist under the cultivat-
ied surface where cow peas had beén
‘grmvn the previous year, but much
drier where no cow peas had Dbeen
grown,

world.

other industries and the principal
source- of national prosperity and
wealth., It is a great business enter-
prise conducted by Individuals and
each husbandman’'s success depends on
jndividual enterprise and effort,

Farming differs from manufacturing
in that great syndicates have been orr
ganized and vast capital concentrat:d
to exploit many of the other national
industries. Farmers act on their own
initiative and raise such crops or breed
that particular class of stock which
suits their fancy and environment.
There is no limit to the field of human
endeavor in exploiting all the different
phases of agriculture, In the.fame 10~
cality one farmer markets a handsome
jncome .ver operating expenses ana
another husbandman only makes a liv-
ing.

Enterprise is essential to agriculture.
The successful farmer is a careful
reader of the farm journals and is al-
ways alert to obtain the very latest in
formation on the management of the
farm, There is no profession that
equals farming for steady improve-
ment in knowledge of agricultural sub-
jects.

A trip thru the rural Jdistricts and
an inspection of the stock, buildings
and crops on the farms fllustrates the
difference between the enterprising
farmer and the husbandman who works
land from necessity and not for pleas-
ure of the profession. The arrange<
ment, location and condition of the
buildings determine the enterprise and
thrift of the owner of the farm.

One farmer will raise potatoes that
will yield 100 bushels per acre, while
his neighbor has a new variety that
wields 150 bushels per acre. One stock-
man raises cattle that sell at $40 per
head, another keeps a herd that aver-
ages $60 per head at the same age. It
is not because one farmer’'s land is het-
ter than his neighbor's that he has
double the income, but because he is
vigilant to discover the best plants and
stock to raise. The enterprising farmer
is prudent, always trying to improve
fis income, while his neighbor is sat-
isfled to drift along in the antiquated
rut of half a century ago. The more
enterprise displayed in the manage-
ment of the farm the more contented
and prosperous will be the owner. En-
terprise means success in agriculture as
well as in commercial industries.

SHEEP VALUE COMPARISONS,

The heaviest week’s run of the sear
zon at Chicago of sheep and lambs, be-
ing 1300 more than the best week last
year, only broke the prices from 25¢ to
40c per 100 Ibs., fat wethers and ewes
ghowing the widest break. The feeding
gradeg of wethers have held with no
more than a 25c break. The eastern
feederg still continue to buy the major
quantity and this season the western
fecders are buying extensively. At St
Paul the demand for feeding sheep was
very. strong, but the range sheep are
mostly billed thru to the Chicago mar-
ket: other western cities have -large
stock yards, however, and it is palpable
that the Chicago market is the great
rounding up market for sheep and
lambs; with Buffalo the main distri-
buting market for the eastern states’
trade- Latterly an increased number
of sheep and lambs have come apon
the Toronto markets and the prices
have receded from 20c to 25c per 100
1bs. This fall the lambs are selling
much higher than last fall, especially
those that are in the best condition.
Even the sheep are bringing fully 30
per 100 lbs. more money than at this
time last season. The export buyers
pick out all the bucks, weighing them
separately from the others, and invar-
iably pay a less price for them. If all
the sheep buyers thruout Ontario would
impress upon each farmer that he buys
sheep and lambs from, that wethers
are in request at paying values, and
that bucks are hard to sell even at low-
er figureg, a welcome change would
transpire within two seasons The
farmer who .  raiseg the sheep would
benefit most in a financlal way; the
sheep buyer would in nowise lose in
profit on his shipment, and the export
buyer would simply be delighted to han-
dle the wethers instead of bucks, The
county and township showsg that are
being held all over the province at this
opportune time will enable the farmers
to breed up their flocks with thought-
ful purchases from other hreeders.
Interchange of blood is nearly always
an adyvantage. Judging by the sheep
and lambg that come to market, some
tewnships are in need of emulating the
farmers of adjoining townships. Many
