that at the general election of 1882 the 46
constituencies gave a Liberfil majority at
the polls of %574, The election returns
gave for these 46 seats 15 Conservatives
and 31 Liberals. If the distribution had
been a fair one the Conservatives would
have 10 and the Liberals 36. In the general
election of 1887 there was a Conservative
nm,ln:it,v of 5047, and a Liberal majority of
10,257, but the Conservative party had 22
seats and the Liberals 24, whereas, on a
roper representation, the Conservatives
wonld only have had 16 seats and the Lib-|
erals 20. In the general election of 1801 in/
the same constituencies Conservative ma-|
jorities aggregating 2661 carried 15 seats,|
while Liberal majorities aggregating 13,515/
had 31 seats. By a proper reddstribution |
act the Conservatives should only have’
had 10 seats and the Liberals 36. In the
election of 1806 he omitted three constitu-
encies, North Simcoe, Monck and North
Wentworth and Brant, which had been
united into one constituency.. In 43 consti-
tuenecies there were Conservative majori-
ties of 3184 and Liberal majorities of 12.442,
The election retnrns gave 17 Conservatives
ond 26 Liberals, but a fair proportion, based
on the majorities given at the polls, woull
have been 10 Conservative seats to 83 Lib-,
eral, or a rightful Liberal mafority In Par-|
liament of 9. In other words, the gerry-
mander caused a loss to the Liberal party
of 14 votes on a division in Parllament.

North Bruee Again.

Mr. Mulock, referring to North Bruee,
Mr. MeNelll’'s constitueney, as one which
had been particularly favored by the Re-|
distribution- Aet of 1882, a good deal of
cross firing between the Postmaster-General|
and Mr. McNeill ensued, the former claim-|

BMERIGANS ON DEFENGIVE

Five Thousand Filipinos Stole Upon
Them From the Jungle at
San Fernando.

THEY MET A VERY WARM RECEPTION,

Driven Back With Considerable
Loss — Details of Luna’s
Assassination,

Manila, June 16.--(5.45 p.m.)—After cut-
ting the rallroad and telegraph at Apalit,
seven miles south, for the purpose of sever-
ing connection, the rebels attacked General
McArthur's lines at San Fernando at 430
tbis morning. They met with an unex-
pectedly warm reception and were repulsed
with a loss of 75 killed, 30 prisoners and
n.any wounded.

The rebel force, estimated to have num-
bered 5000 men, advanced stealthily from
the jungle north of the city and then divid-
ed, with the evident purpose of surrounding
the Americans. The outposts of the lowa
Regiment discovered the enemy and retired
to their lines, where the entire division
wuited in an entrenched position.

lowans and Kansas First,

The Iowa Régiment and the Kansas Regl-
ment received the first shock of the attack.
Reserving their fire until the enemy was
within 600 h{nrds, the first volley of the
Americans hit the rebels, who returned the
tire wildly, the rest of their line failing to
advance. The Americans, who thorougaly
enjoyed the novelty of the situation of
awaiting an attack, sallled forth, and the
ingurgents th:ereupon turned and fled. The
American losses were 14 men wounded, and
the majority of them are only slightly hurt,
General Funston's Brigade of Kansas and
Montana and General Hale’s Brigade, the
17th Kegiment and the Iowa Hegiment, con-
stituted the force eng&ged.

Aguinaldo ds report to have personally
conducted the attack and &regnrntlonn were
made for several days ring forward
troops from Candaba and others from Daga-
pan, were transported by rail. Along the
iront of the Kansas Regiment 39 rebel dead
were counted.

The first news of the Filipino advance
was reported by a telegraph operator, who
was sent to the brldeg at Apalit to ascer-
tain the cause of a break in one of the
wires.

Wonderful Mines.

There is hardly a mine in the whole
of the two Kootenays that is so well known
10 the reading public as the Wonderful,
Truly, it Is well named, for it has pro-
duced about $60,000 worth of ore, by
ground sluicing from the surface, besides
many more thousands from the under-
-ground workings. Its prominence in the
public eye was mainly brought about by
the unique method employed in the early
days of the company’s history to extract
the ‘white metal by ground sluicing, and
to-day its surface presents an uninviting
appearange, where the hill has been sluiced
away, tormhlg an immense gulch, leaving
nothing but huge boulders of rocks and
the fallen debris and trees. kven yet
there remains much ore in the guleh,
as the correspondent can personally
testify, as hie knocked off a few pieces from
some of the galena found on the surface.
Last summer the company leased the lower
portion of the gulch on a royalty, and both

ts. .

Of the Wonderful ore body, it might be

Yesterday, In company with the doctor,
The World's correspondent went out to
vigit ghe Venus fronp, which lles on the
wost ®lope of Morning Mountain, within
sight of the city, and ndjolnln; the famous
Athabasea mine to the west, The trip was
taken partially on horse back up to the
end of a steep trall to the Atkabasca mine,
a distance of two miles from town, and
thence on foot for another half mile to the
Venus cabin, This last half mile was no
rlfxnlr. It is all through a rough under-
yrosh, over fallen trees and through soft
snow In places, where one sinks down to
above the knees. It is a tough trip, soon,
bowever, to be obyiated by the construc-
tion of a trall mow process to connect
with the Athabasca wagon road.

At the time the Venus froup wa# bonded,
in the first week of April, there was four
feet of snow all over the mountain, and
the work since was to a great degree of
n problematical nature In tracing the ledge
down the side of the mountain from the
Juno clalm that les immediately above
the Venus. Previous to this work two
parallel leads had been uncovered on the
Venus. but these were not extensively de-
veloped for the time being. The Juno ledge
has been uncovered on the Juno ground for
n distance of 1000 feet by numerous sur-
fice open cuts, and was traced on down
throngh the Venus claim for 700 feet by
the same method. The vein is remarkably
well defined, and on the surface mensures
two feet In width of oxidized quartz rose
ore. After this work had been completed
it was decidéd to run a tunnel in on the
lead to follow its tread. This tunnel has
been started and at the time of the visit
was In 50 feet, with 4 showing of 89 inches
of quartz in its face. On the surface, im-
mediately above the portal of this tunnel,is
the number six open cut.

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AMERICAN IDEA OF COMMERCE
WITH CANADA.

In last Saturday’s World we gave the
report of a meeting held In Tacoma,
Wash., on June 9, at which Hon. Charles
W. Fairbanks, chairman of the United
States High Commission, addressed the
Jumbermen of the Pacific| Northwest, and
is reported to favor a reduction of 20 per
cent. in the tariff on lumber, provided the
tariff on that article was made a part of
the treaty with Canada. Mr, E. G. Ames,
who appears to have been authorized to
speak on behalf of the lumber interests of
Washington, Oregon and California, said:
“I think I voice their sentiment that the re-
duction of 20 per cent. on rough lumber be
considered the ultimatum of the Amerl-
can members of the Joint High Commis-
sion to thelr Canadian assoclates, and that

Do concession be made op dressed lumber

or small lumber, such as laths, staves,
elanhoardn. nickets,” ete. The argu-
ment by which Mr. Ames attempted to
sustain his position is a gem In its way,
and is fairly representative of the Yankee
idea of the commerce between the United
States and Canada, We reproduce it as
reported: ““I am informed that the United
States sell to Canada annually, about $80,-
000,000 worth of goods, wares and mer-

chandige, simply because conditions favor

our markets; and that we buy of them
sbout $45,000,000 worth annually, for the
same reason, leaving a balance of trade
in our favor of $35,000,000. On account of
this balance of trade, and a desire to off-
set it with lumber, the Canadian lumber-
men ask the American people to remove
its protection from its greatest industry
and open our great market to Canadian
competition. Is not this a gpeaf hardship
on a single Industry, with 85 per cent, of
the cost of its product labor, particularly
when the Canadians have everything to
gain and we all to lose? I have heard it
strongly intimated that {he Canadian posi-
tion is ‘free lumber or no treaty.” If that
is s0, let it be ‘no treaty.’”’

Mr. Ames lays down the proposition that
the two countries buy from each other
where the conditions favor the respective
markets,. WIll Mr. Ames or any one else
pretend to assert that natural conditions
are sn largelv in favor of the United States
that that’ country should be able to sell to
Canada $35,000,000 worth more than Can-
ada can sell to the United States? His
own argument shows that under natural
conditions Canada would stpply that coun-
try with large quantities of lumber of all
kinds. It is not natural but fiscal or
artificial conditions which render the bal-
ance of trade so largely in favor of the
United States. It may be quite true that
the larger capital, longer skill and experi-
ence and large capacity of their factories
enable the United States mapufacturer to
produce a large variety of articles which
at present can be made a good deal cheaper
there than can be done in Canada; and,
recognizing this fact, Canada, by its liber-
al tariff policy, admits these manufac-
tures to the value of, In 1897-08, nearly
$40,000,000, of which over $11,000,000 was
free of duty. Canada, on the other hand,
is so favored with natural advantages that
it ean supply almost every portion of the
United States with lumber of all kinds,
pulp, nickel, fish, and other products to
better advantage than they can be procur-
ed from anv part of their own country.
The American argument in constant use
is that It Is wisdom on the part of Can-
ada to buy as largely as it does from the
United States, but it would be unwise on
the part of the latter country to buy any-
thing from Canada that a prohibitory tariff
can exclude.

Mr. Ames argues that, under free admis-
sion of Inmher. Canadians have every-
thing to gain and Americans all to lose.
Unless the Joint High. Commission ean
agree on a liberal commercial poM
Americans will find that they have a great
deal to lose, In-comparison with which the
small loss, if any, to the American lum-
berman is an insignificant trifle, They
will get no more of our logs, timber, pulp
wood or nickel ore to manufacture. They
will meet with a ovamited decision on the
part of the people of Canada to jmpose
such heavy duties on American manufac-

FLECTRIC SERVICE TO MOUNT
PLEASANT.

In dealing with the directorate of the
Metropolitan Raflway Company the City
Council should not forget the fact that the
Metropolitan is under an obligation to the
city of Toronto. Without the consent of

 the latter the company would not be able
to run its electric cars to within three or

four hundred yards of the terminus of the
city line. If the city were to Insist on its
rights and refuse to allow the company to
use its electric cars on this part of Yonge-
street there would be a considerable shrink-
age in the company’s receipts. Why can’t
the City Ccouncil use the lever it holds on
the Metropolitan to compel the latter and
the Toronto Railway Company to fissne
transfers to and from the’ cemetery? The
Toronto Rallway has stated its willingness
to carry passengers for one fare to the
cemetery provided the township will grant
it a right of way up Avenue-road. Instead
of spending a considerable sum of money
to build this new route, as the Toronto
Rallway is prepared to do, would it not
be more in its interests to obtain running
rights over the Mettopolitan, or to pay it a
bulk sum for transferring its passengers to
and from the cemetery? This, we believe,
would form a solution of the Mount Pleas-
ant Cemetery problem. The city has a lever

| by which it ought to be able to effect a

settlement on the lines suggested. Ifethe
Metropolitan is glven to understand that
its electric cars will not be allowed to come
into the eity it will be disposed to act reas-
onably in this matter. It would be in its
own Interests to agree to a reasonable pro-
position for settling this question. The To-
ronto Railway would, no doubt, be wiliing
to pay the Metropolitan more than the lat-
ter makes out of its cemetery business for
the privilege of having its passengers trans-
ferred. Besides, the Metropolitan will al-
ways be threatened with a rival line to the
cemetery as long as the present excessive
rates and transfer difficulties exist. The
proper way to reach Mount Pleasant Ceme-
tery Is via Yonge-street direct. We believe

§T. CLAIR & ERIE SHIR; CANAT,

Canal projects are all the go these days.
It is somewhat difficult to keep track of,
and do justice to, them all. We are in re-
ceipt of a pamphlet and maps describing
the St.” Clair and Erle Ship Canal. This
project, as most of our ders are sware,
involves the building of & canal across the
narrow neck of land separating Lakes St.
Clair and Erle. The distance is only 13
miles. The construction of a canal of this
length would save 79 miles of tortuous and
dangerous lake and river mnavigation. The
canal would undoubtedly be of great ad-
vantage to United States shipping, more so
than to Canadian., 7The shipping passing
Detroit amounts to 32,000,000 tons per an-
nom. It is estimated that at least two-
thirds of this amount would use the canal.
The charges on this tonnage, at 2%c a ton,
would produce a revenue of $5650,000 a year,
quite enough to finance the enterprise, In
addition to this, it is claimed there would
be a saving of $1,014,200 a year to the ves-
sel owners by reason of the shorter and
safer route via the capal. An extraordinary
feature about the project is that the pro-
nmioters do not ask for a subsidy of any
kind. Therein it differs widely from the

Samplers fearfully and wonderfully
made, and violently coiored picturgs of
ralsed wool work decorate the walls of
another room, a genteel looking place, and
a white and gold chafr with a red rep
covering contrasts strangely with the ar-
tistic chalrs of our day. Here, too, are
an old harp, plano and violln, and a most
beautiful collection of spiuning wheels,
one of them said to have spun linen for
Charles 1. Wonderfully suggestive old
rooms these, full of historic memories and
interest. B

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Fielding and Foster Each Gave a
Little and the Insurance
Bill Was Reported.

THE SUN- LIFE PRESIDENT DEMURS,

But Will Accept the Situation Be-
cause He Sees No Way of Help~
ing It Just Now.

Ottawa, June 16.—When the Banking and
Commerce Committee met this morning to
continue deliberation on the Government
life insurance bill all the excitement of the
last two days had vanished, and there was
an alr of expectancy.

Hon. W. 8. Flelding, 'n a brief speech,
proposed the following compromise: That
the present 4% per cent. basis should be
extended to 1910, instead of 1007; that then
the first reduction to 4 per cent. be brougnt
into force, and that the time for the final
reduction from 4 per cent. to 3% per ceat.
be extended from 1912 to 1915, w'his would
give the companies a little longer time to
collect funds to meet the requirements,

Hon. George E. Foster shinply sald that
he accepted the proposition. if they could
agree by each giving up a little, it made
the basis very much stronger. It seemed
to him that if the compronuse was accept-
ed, the difficulties were not insurmountable.

Mr. Britton, on behalf of policyholders,
aceepted the compromise.

Mr. Wood thought the committee was now
a happy family. He bad feit that this was
class legislation, affecting stockholders at
the expense of participating policyholders.
Still he, as representing poiicyholders, was
willing to accept the proposition.

. Mr, George Taylor proposed that the time
for the .ill coming into force should be ex-
tended till next year, 1900,

Mr. Cargiil propo-ed that the stockholders
and participating policyholders of the vari-
cus companies should be assessed, pro rata,
for the amount required to make up the re-
quired reserves. In his opinion, the men
who had the profits should find the money.

Mr. Macauley, president of the Sun Life,
sald his company had been the chief op-
ponent of this bill. He had decided last
night not to accept the compromise for
this reason. If the members of the commit-
tee who represented the policyholders were
wllllnf to accept the compromise, he would
be able to say we left it to the committee
and they decided in this way, and we must
submit. He had at one time made up his
mind to fight this matter in the Senate,
Now he would accept it only because the
Finance Minister would do nothing better.
He was not satisfied, but would withdraw
opposition. The Finance Minister support-
ed by a Liberal Government is at fault in
the matter, if there be a fauilt.

The ‘frenmble of the bill'’ was then
adopted. !

Mr. Fielding said they had now disposed
of the principle of the bill, and he was will-
ln{ to accept amendments in respect to
minor clauses.

Mr, Madore moved an amendment to the
clause governing *“fidelity insurance,” 80

as to cover companies guaranteeing mer-
chants against loss in business b{’ giving
credit. ‘A long discussion ensued. Hon. W.
8. Flelding and Hon. G. E. Foster both op-
posed joining this class of business with,
any other. They thought it ought to be
'tﬂe(:lﬂ’ separate. Lhe motion was negai-
tived.

A clause was added providing for terms
under which assessment companies desirous
of doing old-time business in Canada can do
$0. The bill was reported as amended.
