~All Records Were Broken,
Toronto is accustomed to large and en-
thusiastic gatherings, but all records were
proken last uight, when between seven ana
elght thousand persons jammed every seat,

Sir " arles Tupper, in years
many, but in vigor still young; Hon. Hugh

3000 Turned Away,

Under ordinary conditions, Massey  Hall
Is consldered big enough to accommodate
any audlence, but last night fully three
thousand persons were turned away for
the lack of even standing room. So great
were the numbers of those who wished to
attend the meeting, but could not, that the
Yonge-street cars had to stop running for
several minutes to allow the disappointed
ones to become satisfled there was no room
for them, and to disperse. Never before In
the history of Massey Hall have so many
persons been denled admission, and this
fact alone stamps:the political gathering

last night as the biggest Toronto has ever
seen, An hour before the doors opeued a
vast crowd thronged Shuter and Victorla-
streets. wenty minutes after admiszsion
was permitted, an unoecupied seat, except
on the platform, could not have been on-
tained for love or money. Twenty minutes
later the alsles in every part of the haii
were crowded and the press reached down
the main alsles nearly to the platform,
which was a solid mass of auditors.

It Was an Inspiring Sight, <

It was an Inspiring sight to look ovér
that audlence rising, unbroken at any point;
from pit to first gallery, and thence to se-
cunde(fallery. The floor of the hall repre-
sented the solid portlon of the electorate

fittingly were in the forepart of the vast
assemblage. Intelligence, honesty and
thrift marked every countenance, while an
eager desire to learn stamped all as think-
ers.

The first\gallery was seated with wonen
and thelr escorts, dbut behind them and
flanking them in every alsle was a minta-
ture duplication of the men on the floor.

The departare of some of
these, and of a score or more who wished
to catch an early car, created the only dis-
turbance of the meeting, and that dlstur-
bance was so slight that it lasted but a
minute and did not interrupt the speaker.

The Greatest Meeting Yet,

Speaking of the audience, a politiclan
grown old in the fight of attending political
gatherings, sald: "It is the greatest meet-
ing I ever attended. It is a sign that the
young man voter will be a power In the
next election. You see very few grey
beards to-night. The bulk of the audlence
is composed of young men preparing to cast
their first vote, and men 1
the prime of life.” There Is no doubt
about it; It was a gathering ot the clan
of the young Canadians, and that fact 1S
pregnant with momentous results for Can-
ada and the Comservative party.

Prominent Men There,

The tremendous
cheers sent up by the audience were deat-
ening and embarrassing to the cheéred.

HON. HUGH JOHN MACDONALD

Was Received With Sulvos of Ap-
plause From the Vast Audience
as He Arose,

The name of Macaonald in Canadian poli-
tics is something more than a memory.
It is a vital force, which lives forever, and
has but laig dormant since 1801 to spring
to new life with the entrance of that dis-
tinguished statesman’s son into the arena
of Kederal politics. Never was this fact more
apparent than last night, when the great
oaudience was fairly carried away by itg en-
thusiasm at the appearance of Hugh John
Macdonald.

Both
faced the audience with the same genial
enile, “and one could easily Imagine the
latter listening with affectionate regard and
paternal pride to the manly and patriotic
speech of the former,

wag able to proceed. The audience strain-
ed forward in their eagerness to seé him
and cheered continuoisly. The speaker
places himself en rapport with his hearers
from the outset, triking an easy atul-
tude, with left hand in trousers’ pocket, le
uses the right in gestures to emphasize or
illustrate his points. He acknowledged the
gratitude with which he received their wel-
come, and said It as if he meant it.

The Liberals, as is now no-
torious, have caught at each passing wind
in the hope of being wafted to victory, He
did not ask them to accelpt his own word
merely that the Conservative party had ful-
filled their pledges. Alexander Mackenuzie,
Edward Blake and other Liberal leaders
bore testimony to the same effect,

The Canadian Contingents,

A good point was made In speaking of the
action of the Government in sending vol-
unteers to South Africa. Sir Wilfrid found
he could not send the volunteers without
a special Act of Parllament, but found
means to pay the enormously Increased ex-
penditure of the countr{ on Governor-Gen-
eral’s warrants. [Applause.] Nor would
Sir Wilfrid have sent the contingeats vet,
but that his hand was forced by Sir
Charles Tupper, who followed the practice
of statesmen in England of coming to the
aid of the Government in national crises.
Said he: *“'You have me and the Conserva-
tive party at your back.” And yet Sir
Wiifrid hesitated. Why? Because Tarte
told him not to act and his hand was pal-
sled. But like the rabbit which elimjed a
tree when pursued by a dog—altho rabbits
are constitutionally unable to climb trees—

He had been asked by a Toronto journal-
ist to say what event was the most dra-
matic eplsode in the political history of
Canada. Confederation was great, the
bullding of the C.P.R. greater, but the
greatest of all was the sending of Canadlan
contingents to South Africa. [Cheers.}

This was the backbome of Sir Charies”
speech, ‘and_ as he elaborated the ldea, he
wrought the vast audience to such a piten
of vigorous enthuslasm that his farewell
bow brought everyone to his feet to cheer
again and again.,

Sir Charles declared that the most mo-
mentous and dramatic Incident in Cana-
dian history was the departure of the first
contingent for South Africa on Oect. 30,
1899. [Cheers.] Twenty-seven days before
Sir Wiifrid Laurier had said that the Gov-
ernment was powerless to do anytbing.

Public Opinion Spoke,

But at the close of the 27 days an over-
whelmlnf public opinion had forced Sir
Wiifrid to change his face, and say fare-
well to the brave soldlers in a speech that
was moulded by the force of that public
opinion. [Cheers.]

That was the most momentous act that
had ever transpired in Canada, because it
was of vital lmpartance to the Empire that
at the time when Her Majesty’s arms were
engaged In South Africa Canada shoula
stand behind her. Canada and the colo-
nies by their‘ald showed foreign powers
that they could not intervene to save the
Boers, [Cheers.] :

‘““But,” the robust orator declared, *‘there
was a struggle before that ald was sent.”
Sir Wilfrid did not move till forced by
public opinion that was educated by Con-
servatives and the foremost Liberals in
the land.

Chief Inspector Horn Says Grain Which Has Sprouted In the

8tack Can Only be Given

a Low Rating—A Lot of

Manitoba Wheat Will Grade No- 3 Only.

Winnipeg, Sept. 19.—(Speclal.)—There
seems to be much uncertainty as to the
damage to graln by its sprouting in the
stack, Many of the grain dealers seem to
think they can buy such wheat when not
too badly grown, but dry and in good condi-
tion, as number two wheat, and get it In-
spected number two. The chief Inspector
of grain, Mr. D. Horn, informs the press
that this is not possible; that the least evi-
dence of sprouting Is a damage, just as
frost is a damage. It is mo longer shund
Wheat, and the law distinctly declares that
one and two hard and one and two Northern

‘u(‘ropt wheat of these grades containing
ever so small a mixture of sprouted or
grown. He would at once protest, demand
an arbitration, and get damages agatnst
the inspection department. All danagea
wheat has to be graded by what are kuown
as the commercial gmdos,' that Is three
hard, three Northern and frosted. A large
rroportion of the wheat this year will 'n-
spect into three hard, for some has grown
discolored. Very badly grown wheat can
only Inspect “No grade,” as it is unfit for
warehousing and has to be handled by
sample or treated by dryling, like tough or

Tarte’s declaration
gave the lle to the speech from the T'hrome.
It was a foul libel on the Province of Que-
bec that history amply proved.

‘What could be said of Bir Wilfrid Lau-
rier, who retained such a man as Tarte In
his Cabinet? Every minute Tarte remain-
ed in the Cabinet Sir Wiifrid. confessed to
hig degrading position, that Tarte was his
master, and he did Dot dare to do any-
thing agalnst Tarte.

A tremendous ovation was tendered him,
eéverybody standing and cheering.

HON. GEO. E. FOSTER.

The Ex-Minister of Finance Ap~-
pealed to the Reason of the
Great Audience.

Then came Hon. George E. Foster, the
academic and logical ex-Minister of Ki-
nance, the man who Invariably appeals fo
the reason of his audience, who deals with
the finances of a mation as other men deal

with the finances of a business, and who
applies to the business of politics the same
gr nciples that one would, or should, apply
o the policy of a business.

Mr, Foster was at his best, "Whether in
exposing the brokem pledges of a discred-
ited Government, at which he excels, the
glant frauds which they have perpetrated,
or the shallow devices to which they have
descended to escape the wrath of an in-
dignant public for promises unperformed,
the ex-Minister of Finance was equally at
home, and held the undivided attention of
his audience from start to finish. He re-
minded his hearers of the Liberal party as
it went to the country in 1806 with virgin
prineiples blazoned on its brow. It was
the same garty who again sought their
suffrages, but now brazenly, with pria-
ciples violated and pledges unfulfilled,

What Were the Faectst

These were the men who were going to
usher in an era of better things. What
were the facts? In four years they had
increased the public debt by $8,000,000,
added $£11,000,000 to the expenditure and
placed $10,000,000 more of taxation upon
the country,

How about those solemn promises to re-
duce the Conservative extravagance and In-
augurate a reign of econpomy?

“[ gtand here to-night,” said he, *“to
ithpeach the Liberal party of Canada, if 1
may call it the Liberal party without in-
sulting all good, honést Liberals—| prefer
to call it the Laurfer-Tarte aggregation.’”
And the audience cheered.

“*What were the words of the leader in
1806? They were: ‘When we gét into
power we will reduce the expenditure ofr
the country by one, two, three,’ yes, and
David Mllls sald by four or five milllons of

‘I arraign the Government of Slr Wi-
frid Laurier,” gald he, *‘for having repudi-
ated every pledge they made to the peo-
Fle of this country, and for néver having
lad the common decency to apologize for
mot carrying them out. Is it true, or Is it
not?’ The answering cheer from the audi-
ence left no doubt as to thelr opinton.

But the ILiberal party had gone further,
and sald that progress was Iimpossible as
long as protection was the fiscal polley, and
they repeatedly promised to destroy every
vestige of it. What had they dome? He-
dnced the tariff by 14-100ths of 1 per cent.

THAT ST. RAILWAY CONFERENCE.

Proposals to Be Discussed at the
Conference Which Will Be
Held To-Day.

The Toronto Railway Company. have sub-
mitted the following propositions for the
purposes of the conference which wil be
held to-day witih the representatives of the
ecity ;

1. The Toronto Rallway Company to ac-

cept on night cars transfer tickets from
day cars.

2. The Toronto Rallway Company to fur-
nish the annual st#tement referred to In the
agreement between the city and the Kan-
way Company annually, on a form to be
agreed on by the city and the comptrolier
of the Rallway Company,

3. The Railway Company to build during
the present year (1900) three-fifths of the
total number of cars needed to answer tne
increased business of the company or 1o
replace old cars; not less than 60 cars to
be built dazring the year 1900; and to buita
during the ensuing’ year, 1W1, the other
two-fiftths of such cars, and to place the
same upon their rallway system.

4. The Rallway Compamny to put up a
placard inside every ¢ar showing the num-
ber of inside passengers which should be
carried In each car, and no greateér mam-
ber than thus indicAted is to be permitted
inside the car.

5. Cars which are fuil are not to be stop-
ped, except' for the purpose of allowlng
passengers to alight.

6. The Rallway Company is, ar an experi-
ment, to proyide the cars on the Chureh-
Street llne with gates or bars to be ap-
proved by the City Engineer, and the man-
ager of the railway, which are, so far as
practicable, to be closed as soon as the car
is full. This is to be tested for a period of
a month in order to ascertain how It wiil
work,

Asphalt and Macadam,

In a report which he submitted to a spe-
clal committee yesterday, City Engineer
Rust put forward the following facts :

“‘Heavy asphalt, at $2.80 per square yara,
costs mothing for repairs for tha first 10
years, and 30 cents a yard for the next five
years. At the end of this time it 18 worn
out, and costs $1.70 per yard to put ln good
repalr, making a total cost of $4.80 per
yard for 15 years. Light asphalt has the
same wearing qualitles, costing $2.30 origi-
nally and $4.10 altogether, after 15 years.of
wear. Scoria on six-Inch concrete, costs
$4 per yard td put down, needs mo repairs,
and is In fair condition at the end of 15
years. Granite, on six-inch concrete, costs
the same and wears a little better. Brick,

down and 10 cents per yard to keep In re-
palr far the second five years and 28 cents
for the third five years. At the end of 13
years the pavement is worn out and will
cost $1.20 per yard to repair, making a
total cost of £3.25. If laid on Broken stone,
brick costs $1.55 to put down, 15 cents to
repair during the second five years and 3v
cents to repalr during the third five yefrs,
After 15 years the pavement 13 worn out,
and costs $1.20 to repalr, making a totai
cost of $3.20 per yard. Both classes of
brick are fit for residentlal streets only,
and are guaranteed by the contractor for
five years as the asphalt is for 10 years.
Hence, there Is no charge for repairs dur-
ing these periods.

“Macadam costs $1.60, $1.25 or Y0 cents
per yard, to put down, according to grade.
At the end of 15 years it Is In good condi-
tion, but the cost of keeping In rTepair 1s
rather high—40 cents for the first five
years, 50 cents for the second five years,
and 50 cents for the third five years. I'he
cost of repalrs Is the same In each grads,
The total cost of macadam for 15 years 1s :
First grade, $3 per sqnare yard; secong
grade, $2.65; third grade, $2.30.

‘‘Ag for cedar blocks, if laid om six-incn
concrete, they cost $1.60 per yard to put
down and 75 cents for repalrs during the
Second five years. This Includes the cost
of renewing once In seven years. ‘I'c

$3.10 per square yard. Under the same
treatment, cedar blocks lald on hoards cost

15 years. If re-lald on gravel the blocks
cost 60 cents a yard to put down and $2.10
altogethier. With the exception of this Jast
class of block, any class of macadam ap-
pears to be the cheapest pavement at the
end of 15 years.”

“Upon rising to thank the comvention' for
the momination tendered to him, Mr, Ma-
clean was recelved with cheers, and then
three cheers and a tiger, which were.given
most lustily. He &ald he appreclated the
proposal of his name, which, for the fourth
time, was before the Comservatives In East
York, When he first entered the contest
in 1891 he had only 10 days’ notice, ana,
having accepted the nomination, he went
into the fight against the Hon, Alex, Mac-
kenzie, and succeeded in running witiun
26 votes, which "would have been poliea
had not the few, who thought his case
Bopeless, kept away. In the next twelve
months he was their member, and he did
mnot regret losing in the first contest ama
being a party to putting out of office the
Hon. Alex. Mackenzie in hig last days, for
he died of a broken heant on account of the
misdoings of his polftical friends,

Still Believes in Protection,

He sald he was still a bellever Im pro-
tection, When Sir John A. Macdonald
first advocated the policy the Re-
formers sald he was deluding the
people, He stuck to it and carried it,
and the best justification of it was that
Jts Grit opponents now adopted it. That
is probably the reason whv the people
are becoming warm to Hugh John Mac-
donald, There cannot he anv ather policy,
for it Is the patrietic polley, the policy
of this countrv. We have proved we
are dependent on ourselves, and it is now
a question of how we can enlarge the Na-
tional Policy. The Conservatives propose
to enlarge it by reciprocal preferential
trade. We owe a debt to the Old Land,
and we say this: that we will support
her and. if needs be. send our men_to
fight for her; but in return we must have
a preferential tariff over the United States,
which is our greatest comnetitor. The Re-
formers say that this cannot be done; that
it would tax food and that the British
workingman would have to pay more for
food, but it can be shown that by a slight
rearrangement of the taviff it ecan be
done without additional tax to the work-
ingmen. If we can get that policy, he
sald, it would settle up our lands and give
our farmers the best market in the world,
[Cheers,]

Will Do His Best to Win.

In conclusion Mr. Maclean said he would
do his best to make himself worthy of so
unanimous a meeting. He was proud of
the party, and it had the respect of the
English people the world over, He was
proud of this, and said he would not leave
a, stone unturned until the poll closed.
Opposed to bhim was Mr. Rowell, a young
lawyer, connected with corporations, He
enjoyed the confidence of ithe Liberal
party, and he (Mr, Maclean), in-
tended to fight him by every hon-
orable means, and esneclally  those
who are putting him forward, It would
be necessary to watch the Grits, these
professional purists, who were not really
honest men, He cited the revelations in
Elgin, and sdld these are the men we are
up agalnst. They will steal elections, they
will switch <ballots. He had -a big work
in the city registering the young men,
He asked why was it that the young men
in Scarboro and Markham ecould not be
put on the list in the same way. The
same old story was going the rounds that
East York was a Liberal constituency until
Sir John A, Macdonald dumped a part of
the city Into it, This was not true, as
the easterm part of the city was always
in the riding. Much was sald about the
pon-resident vote: but the Reformers
got as many as the Conservatlves, and it
would make very little difference in the
result. It would certainly be easler for
the organization, as it would not be neces-
sary to keep track of non-residents, The
organization, he thought, was never better
and with the support of the narty he had
no fear of the result.

All this was uttered with such fine foren-
sic vehemence that one was apt to over-
look its abgolute incoherency. And .at
every pause he rang in the same old text:
‘“To history they have appealed and unto
history shall they go.”

Orator’s History Was Shady,

Some of the orator’'s history was dread-
fully shady. He described Italy as ‘‘an
emplre taking one of the first places in
the world,” and then he advised the Brit-
ish Empire to go and do likewise. Turan-
ing aslde from Italy, he _talked
of the days when the English
Governors in Canada would not allow Pres-
byterians and Methodists to perform tne
rite of matrimony.

Mr. Fisher Takes the Platform,

After a speech by Mr. Willlam (’Connor
of St. Matthew's Ward, Mr. Fisher began
an address of great duration, remarkable
only for ome thing—that he did not allude
even to the shadow of the hind leg of the
prohibition party or the plebiscite plank.

Before and After Taking.

This was about the only topic he omitted
to mention. He began by saying that be-
fore he had heard Mr. Rowell speak he had
hoped for the success of the Liberal party
In East York, as In other parts of the coun-
try; but after hearing Mr. Rowell’s ringing
eloquence, his splendid famillarity with
history,and his truth, he (Hon. Sidney
Fisher) had felt it In his bones that Mr.
Rowell must be heard on the floor of Par-
liament. After all that Mr. Rowell had

In this conncction the Minister of
Agriculture made the startling confession
that he had not invemted cold storage,
which was known to Prof. Robertson and
a few other Canadians while the Conserva-
tives were in power. But he declared that
altho the Allan and Dominion lines had
cold storage In ther steamers wien the
Conservatives were in power, the Conser-
vatives were so igrorant that they knew
nothing about it

Half a dozen of the stalwarts could not
stand this unmoved. and their musical

He Praises Sifton,

Then the Minister of Agriculture turned
his attention to Mr. Sifton, who, he said,
had brought 96,000 European settiers to

the value of every younz animal in Can-
ada. After such achlevemen's he couid
not believe that the peonle of Carada
were prepared to return to the condition
of despair into which tanrada tad snpk
before Sir Wilfrid Laurler took L<ld of it,
No, they would stick to the ol leaders
and old policy., who had made the coun-
try a nation and put moncv in the pockets
of all the peoble.
