EUROPE - -

Spain, .Holland and S i Cllitries Anialt
Wilson’s Lead Before Replying to Berlin’s
Announcement of Ruthless Sea Warfare.

London, Feb, 1.—The eyes of Great
Britain and al} Europe are today fo-
cussed on Washington. It is recog-
nized that the question whether the
United States finally will be drawn
into the European war is being decid-
ed there. Not only the policy of the
United Statcs, but of the neutrat Eu-
ropean nations is also being largely
determined  in Washington. From
Spain, Holland and the Scandinavian
countries, messages to the English
papers say they are waiting for the
lead which the United Staes will give
before framing their replies to the
German announcement of unfettered
maritime warfare against all cargo
vessels approaching her encmies’
ccasts.

British officials decline te'speak for
publication on the crisis, lest any ut-
terance might be construed in the
United States.as officious to influenca
the American policy and inirude upon
the problem which they recognize is
purely cne between the neutral na-
tions and central powers.

Two theories are current here and
are being warmly discussed, one that
the central pcwers expect to starve
out Great Britain and her. allies by
unrestricted sea warfare, and that
they consider they have more to gain
by trying to shut off American sup-
rlies of munitions and food than by
continuing friendly relations. The
second is that the central dynastiez
consider that at the present moment
they may best serve their own inter-
este with their peoples by bringing
upon themselves 'the hostilily of the
neutral nations and saying that they
carnot fight the whole world.

At no previous stage of the war
since the sinking of the ' Lusitania,
Las the development of America’s
rolicy been so intensely watched, so
curiously awaited. Every news mes-
sage from the United States, how-
ever brief, however indefinitcly word-
ed, is devoured by.the public and Ae-
bated as fo its significance and hear-
ing in the mnewspaper offices and on
the -streets.

Neither British Nor Prominent Americans in England Think Wilson
Will Attempt Another Compromise in Tortuous
Relations With Germany. v

London, Feb. 1.—Germany’s an-
nounced campaign of increased fright-
fulness at sca will almost certainly be
accompanied by an equally increased
ruthlessness on land. :
Wherever neutrals oppose her wish-
es they will be stamped down—crush-
ed like Belgium, if possible. In the
United States this realization must
mean the parting of the ways. Here
America is fully expected to accept
the challenge. FEither Germany cr
America must back down or become
enemies. No matter how much the
United States may have compromlised
her paet, in her tortuous diplomatic
relations with German, it is not be-
lieved either by the British or promi-
nent Americans here, that she will
swallow the worst insult of the entire

- Wwar.

With Germany the war has becomse
a gamble. All wars arc a gamble to
an extént, but the Kkaiser's general
st«ff has decided to gamble with the
destinies of neutral nations as well,
Whoever stands in the way of Ger-

ny’s military chieftains must be

overwhelmed and destroyed—Switzer-
land and Holland along with Belglum
and Serbia, and the United States, in
=0 far as she stands in the way of

Teuton domination. I am reporting
the firm and general belief in London.

The German general staff decided
some time ago that they could no! win
under present conditions. So -
thing remained for German states-
men to do but to cast aside all pre-
tence of following international law,
which is supposed to rule belliger-
ents, and defy the whole world. The
kaiser has decreed that Britain’s sca
power mst, he destroyad, while
France shall be overwhelmed—nay,
annihilated, on land. That is his one
hope of Dpeace.

: End Must Ba Speedy.

Failing to accomplish these ends the
war must end speedily—in German
defeat.’ The Germans are not bluffing.
They are in deadly earmest. ‘The Xai-
ser hopes to terrorize, to sicken the
civilized world to a poiat whera the
fighting must stop of its own accord
in universal disgust. Before deciding
{that it might be a good bus‘ness pro-
position, after all, to defy the world.
the German leaders probably figured
that they had littls to fsar from Ho!*
land, unless the I'utch were guaran-
teed British support.

The
land offensives of the allies demonstrated that, with well trained troops
and a lavish use of shells, the strongest German defences would fall, that
the allies could attack and defeat the enemy in his chosen positions. The
new crisis at sea consists of an attempt of Germany to destroy so many
ships of the allies and neutrals that the military efforts of the allies on
land will be so weakened and hampered that they will be unable to se-
cure a clean-cut victory. The enemy estimates that a certain amount of
tonnage is necessary to feed the allied peoples, he evidently believes that
by increased submarine effort, he has a chance of reducing the margin be-
tween the present tonnage and the minimum amount required for exis-
tence, but at the same time he aims more at terrorism and what he calls the
political than at gaining a military advantage.

Briefly, the Germans are going to continue what they have been doing
with their submarines, oniy on a larger scale. Owing to an accident
caused by autumn storms sweeping awdy the submarine traps set by thé
allies, many long ranged submersibles got out to sea and they committed
more depredations than they ever did before. The drinking of so much
blood has whetted the appetite of the German tiger and he now belleves
that he can commit more wholesale depredations and murder than ﬁe has
previously done. The exaggerated stories of :coming frightfulness, circu-
lated by German agents at Washington, have the purpose of intim’idatin
the American Government, so that it will take no action against Gerg-
many. The spies of Berlin have studied the United States as they have
studied England before the war, and as in the one case, so in the other
they have decided that the United States will not risk war with Germany

" DEFENDS COURSE

Germany Must Use Best and

Sharpest Weapon to Win
War.

TAKING SERIOUS STEP

Fatherland’s Existence

Berlin, Jan. 32, via l.ondon, Feb. 1.
—The imperial chancellor, Von,
Bethmann-Hollweg, in concluding his
spcech in the reichstag, said:

“The admiralty staff and the high
seas fleet eniertain the firm evnvic-
tion, a ccnviction: which has praetical
support in the experience gained in
U-boat cruiser warfare, that Great
Britain will be brought to peace by
arms. Our allies agree with our views.
Austria- Hungary adhere to our pro-
cedure also ‘in practice. Just as we’
lay a blockade area around Great
Britain and the west coast of France,
in' which we will try to prevent all
shipping traffic to the emnemy coun-
tries, Austria-Hungary declares a
blockaded area around Italy.

“To all aeutral countries a free
path for mutual intercourse is left
outside the blockaded area. To Am-
erica we offer, as we did in 1915, safe
passenger traffic under definite eon-
ditions, even with Great Britain.,”
The chancellor lhere recad the note
to the TUnited States and said that
corresponding notes had heen sent to
the other neutral states. He conclud-
ed as follows:

“No one among us will close hig
eyes to the seriousness of the step we
are taking. That our existence is .t
stake everyone knows, since August,
1914, and this has been brutally em-
phasized by the rejection of our peace
offer. When, in 1914, we had to seize
and have recourse to the sword
against Russia's general mobilization,
we did so with the deepest sensc or
respongibility towards our people, and
conscious of resolute strength, which
gays:

‘“‘We must, and therefore. we can)
indlesr streams of Llood have. sinece
been shed, ktut they have not washed
away the ‘must’ and the ‘can.’

Boston, Feb. 1.—Germany’s submarine
threat’ apparently had no effect on ship-
ping at this port today. Foreign steam-
ship line agencies stated that no.orders
were received to hold vessels“in port.

There were few foreign steamers in_the
harbor, but several are on the way here
from oversea ports, and many _liners
from Boston are now close to the re-
stricted zone.

John H. Thomas, head of the Interna-
tional Mercantile Marine Company in
this city, said that he attached no im-
portance to the German note. It was his
opinion. that the Geéermans had been sink-
ing every ship they could sink. 8o far as
Mr. Thomas was aware, the new threat
would not interfere with sailings of the
lines controlled by his company.

The other councilmen express-
ed satisfaction with their present
pbuilding. “York County owns the vrc-
perty; pays no taxes and why st ould
we pay a large sum of moncy over to
the city?” remarked one of the council-
men.

W. J. C. McCrea, deputy rigistrar at
the city office, stated that the. new
bullding will be occupied by the east
and west Toronto divisions. The land
and titles office, which is st present
in Osgoode Hall, will be transferred
to the new office.

Hearty Welcome Given Heroes at

MUST BE IMPARTIAL

Mr. Justice Masten Continues
Investigation of Fire Insur-
ance Conditions.

Sirce from the mind of the com-
missioner investigating conditions  in
fire insurance in this province will
probably come proposed legislation to
remedy the defects in the present sys-

tem as adduced in evidence before
him, the chia? interest in the investi-
gution is to see what is in that ~o:-
missioner's mind.

During tbe ‘examination of one of
the Camadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
{ion witnesses yesterday, Mr. Justice
Masten said that it had been running
thru his mind that it might be . good
thing if various clacses of risks were
segregated, so that they might not be
called upon to bear an undue propor-
tion of the cost of insuring more ex-
pensive risks.

W. G. McMurtry, manager of the
Gold Medal Furniture Company, saild
that his firm had insured in the Neow
England Mutuals at between .21 and
.20, During a “support hoine indus-
iries” campaign they had consented
tc insuré’ in Ontario Lcensed coni—y
inpanfes”tho the rate had ‘been .35
What he did complzin about, however,
was not the rate itself, but that the
rate had suddenly been advanced to
F znd that rate had been published
without any warning to the company.
They could not, therefore, get other
insurance at the old rate.

This, he said, was the act of an
orbitrary - combination  from which
they had no redress. “Would not a
tribunal before which he could air
such a grievance be a gocd thing”’
asked the commissioner. It was very
essential, replied Mr. McMurtry, It
would overcome the present difficulty
to a large extent; but the trihunak
must be absolutely impartial. “Well,
I hope so,” said Mr. Justice Masten,
theieby indicating something else in
that mind from which is expected
future legislation.

ALIMONY ASKED
 FROM MAX FRIND

Wife Tells Tale of Cruelty
- and Neglect on the Part
of Her Husband.

THE PLAINTIFF’'S CASE

Husband’s Side of the Story
Will Come Out
Later On.

The story of seven years of wedded
life, replete with domestic troubles,
which she said began 'six months af-
ter her marriage aud endured until
her separation in 1915, was told to
Justice Middlston in the  nomn-jury
assize ccurt by Mrs. Alice Louise
Frind, who is suing her husband, Max

Ammo Frind, for alimony in an un-
stated amount.

Her allegations include crueilty and
profanity as well as his flirtations with
other women and his indifference to
her welfare, Cross-examination was
begun by Mr. Frind’s counscl yester-
day afternoon and will be resumed
this morning. Mrs, Frind underwent
a rigid examination, but replied with
the same well modulat.d voice, un-
ruffled - thruout the catechism. Her
husband occupied a chair opposite the
witness box.

She says that she was rried in
Toronto on June 8, 1909, to Mr, Frind
and lived with him in Europe during
the next six ‘nonths, . They returned
and mads their home in New York.
There, she says, he immediately be-
gan to direct violent language at her
and she feared bodily injury. He
struck and assaulted her, he claims,
and on one occasion left her for three
months after, telling her she could-live
in the gutter as far as he was con-
cerned- Her husband, she declares,
is worth about $100,000,

Mrs. Frind adinitted that while liv-
ing in New York she rehearsed in a
company for grand opera as an un-
derstudy for one of the leading parts,
playing at the same time in a vaude-
ville theatre under the name of ‘Miss
Louise Leslie.

Objected to Her Stage Work.

Her husband, r.monstrating against
ber theairical activities, promised to
deed her a house if she would give up
the stage. She complied, she said
but did not receive’the deed. :

She and her husband, she testified,
went on one occasion to Maxine’'s res-
taurant in New York and occupi d a
table on the balcony. One of the ca-
baret singers circulating among the
tables below stopped under the bhal-
cony and sang ‘a song: directed to her
husband. She became suspicious of
this woman, she said, and realized
that he was giving attention to other
women. She joined a traveling com-
pany and went away, returning to
Torento some time later. Tel grams
and letters, containing love and kiss-
es whichh were exchanged between
them while she wag on the stage, were
read hy counsel. She rejoined her
hushand in New. York when h: failed
‘o come to Toronto, as she had ex-
pect-d. . Mrs. F¥Frind said about 4
o'clock one morning he arose from his
bed after she had refused to coinply
with improper suggestions mad» by
him and le't the house. Mr. Frind’'s
couneel sought to make her admit that
she knew he was an carly riser and
was following his custom of going to
Port Washington to supervise the con-
stiruction of houses which he was
building.

The coup.e later moved to Toronto,
and, according to Mrs. Frind, her hus-
band’s treatm:nt- toward her con-
tinued in the same strain. She said
“the perfume girl” in a local depart-
mental store was one of the women
with whom "Mr. Frind enjoved ac-
quaintance. He admitted, she de-
‘clar-d, meeting other women.

-Her mald, she said. was ordered by
Mr. Frind to pay no heed:to her or-
 ders. The quarrelg between them cul-
minated on June 25, 1915, when, she
said, he struck her and put her out of
the house. Her health has suffered,
she declares, and she has had no
money with which to pay houschold
expenses.

W. A. Willison Reviews the War
at Empire . Club
Meeéting.

A practical review of Great Bribain’s
part in the war against the central
powers showing the mental, economie,
industrial and political reviolution
which changed her from a peace basis
to a war foundution in two yedrs and
a half was given by W. A. Willison, a
newspaper correspondent, at the
regular meeting of the Empire Club in
the St. Charles Hotel at noon, yester-
day.
Mr., Willison said that & rapid and
progressive revolution had taken plaos
in the British Isles, and the world had
sesn the most vigorous and astounding
mobilizatién In its history. He cited
the facts that naval construction was
at its greatest helght, conscriptien had
been introduced, the general staff had
been remodeled, the army was never
petter fit and Liberal and coalition gov-
ernments had given way to a4 war gov-
ernment to prove that Britain was
determined to win. Mr. Willison said
that in England there was gemerous
praise of the Canadians, while in
Canada there was too much talk of
British slowness and misjudgment. He
called upon Camadian critics of British
people to visit the British front in
France or the navy or the industrial
centres of the igles.” He said London
personified the spirit of the British
people. ‘“The working man of the
British Isles is the backbone of the
army and navy and industry,” he said.
He has submitted to conscription and
is following the demands of ¢he nation.

Many folk tried
their. hands at the game in those days,
failed after many attempts to get any
:ﬁlt&nce with their drives—and quit in

Then came the rubber ball. One swat,
landed just a bit below the amidship sec-
tion, and even the ‘‘dub’” could send it
zipping 200 yards and more. When the
rubber-centred globule came into being,
those who had quit because gutta percha
had foiled them were mvited to come
back and try their wallops on the new
“saller.” They did, and, presto!—the

olfing family increased by leaps and

unds.

The Diabolical Plot.

Once upon a time only a star gollufer
could make a hole in the present par.
Now, a “‘duffer,”” aided by the rubber core
and a bit of good putting, can turn. the
trick every so often. All of which has
peeved the veterans.

“Where’s the premium now on experi-
ence?’ they wail. ‘“We've played the
game for years and years—but what have
we gained? The guy who was & dub yes-
terday is a star today, all because he has
the advantage of a ball that even a blind
man can hammer 200 yards.”

A bit of jealousy, you see—an attitude
of “they’'re horning into the spotlight,”
on the part of the ‘vets.” And so they
are trying to devise ways and means of
keeping the erstwhile duffers out of their
select ‘““holing out in par'” circle.

One of the plans for making the game
harder for the duffer is to make the new
universal par as follows : 3

Would Handicap Duffers.

Adding 25 yards to a par 3 hole doesn't
seem to be a serious handicap at "first
thought. But it is. Making a 226-yard
hole in 3 is comparatively easy. Add 25
yards, and keep par the same—and it's
something entirely different. If 76 yards
were added to a hole, the layman would
think that meant a real handicap. But
increasing it from 225 to 260 is no worse
than boosting it from 225 to 300.

The ordinary golfer can get from 190
to 215 yards on his drive. If it's true, he
is on 'the green, or close enough -to it to
rise his putter. That makes an approach
unnecessary, and gives him two putts in
which to make his par.

But a 250 hole—that’s different. None
but star drivers can strive from the tee
to the green with any degree of consis-
tency. Most gollufers, with their average
of from 195 to 216 yards, would fall from
35 to 55 yards short. An approach would
be necessary. Allowing two putts means
that the best th:i orglnary llfnl3dst could

would be 4, against a par of 5.
dOSo, is it any wonder that the diiffers
and recently-graduated duffers are ygwl-
ing because of this “‘diabolical plot” of
the veteran stars?

Bven
now, if it appointed a director of
transportation, with the requisite au-
thority to mobilize the power of the
Canadian = companies, there would
soon be no congestion, no shortage of
coal, and munition: plants and other
industries would not be worried by
the fear of a shut-down,” He thought
that the board was falling down ah-
solutely in a time of nationdl crisis,
Last wcek he passed thru Stratford
and counted at least 20 engines stall-
ed, with their fires out, on different
sidings. This did not include any in
the repair shops. .

A Striking Letter.

The following letter received by The
World from another informant throws
much light on the situation, and is
probably the explanation of figures
that have appeared in the press of
late giving the amount of coal hauled,
coal that had no effect in relieving the
scarcity in Ontarlo.

. Editor Werlde Referring to . the
article in this mornihg’s issue of your
paper re the coal famine in this city,
caused by the shortage of motive pow-
er to handle‘coal béetween the Niagara
frontiéer and Toronto, it is surprising
to one acquainted with the situation
on the Grand¢Trunk Railway that our
much bobstéd railway commission
should allow such a.‘oondition to arise,
much less cofitinue to exist.

There
are at least sixteen trains of compe-
titive freight leaving the above ter-
minal® every twenty-four hours for
Niagara Falls, Fort Erie and Mimico.

A large number of the best and
heaviest - engines are constantly kept
in this service regardless of local re-
quirements. This freight originaies in
the western states and is consigned to
New York, Boston and other American
ports for export, A

The Grand Trunk and.a number of
other American railways are keen
competitors for this business, and un-
der normal conditions we are glad to
see the Grand Trunk secure such a
large portion of it, but under existing
conditions, when we are all requi
to make sacrifices and the output of
munitions of war is threatened, yes,
even the health of the people for want
of coal, is the railway commissign do-
ing its duty in not forcing the G: T. R.
to sacrifice as much of this business
as would be necessary to release what
engines and crews fare required to
haui the coal from the Niagara fron~<
tier to Toronto?

The Grand Trunk Railway readily
sacrificed all this thru business in order
to defeat the conductors and brake~
men when they went out on strike in
July, 1910. Why do they not sacrifice
a small portion of it now and thus en-
able the munition factories to secure
sufficient coal to contimue work at
their capacity?
