Labor Congress Ipformed of
Great Rush Recently to
" Join Colors.

REPEAL NOT DEMANDED

Bristol Gathering Put Itself on
Record in Oppasition to
Principle.

BRISTOL, Jan. 27, 8.06 p.m.—The
apparently contradictory votes at the
labor conference today, ocondemning
conscription and declining to agitate
for the repeal of the :measure were
brought about by the labor men’s de-
termination to display their unflinch-
ing opposition to militarism and their
desire at the same timeinot to embar-
rass the government n the prosecution
of the war, 0\ L

These views were given expression
in the various speeches of the lead-
ers, even those supponting the gov-
ernment’s compulsion sghem-' such as
Arthur Henderson, president of the
board of education, Seorge Henry
Roberts, member of pariiament for
Norwich, and Will Thorne. Social-
Democrat, saying they were unalter-
ably opposed to any permanent con-
scription system, but adding that the
circumstances of present military ex-
pediency compelled them to the con-
clusion that some suth temporary
scheme was an absolute, necessity.

Henderson Answers Charges.

Mr. Henderson. in a stirring speech
replied to charges of :tt'lckery and
decoption wn the part of the govern-
ment. He showed that the extension

of the theatres of War had been

brought about by the eentral powers,
and that the entente allles had only
sent armies where they were needed
to meet fresh developments of the
enemy, while all the demands for men
were brought #&bout by stern neces-
sity. He gave figures to show the
promising results of the reopening of
the Derby recruiting scheme.

Mr. Roberts pointed out that com-
pulsion had often been used by the
trade unionists, and .thought that
when the country wae passing thru
such an unprecedent. crisis it was
justifiable to apply it for the defence
of the country.

“"Pho miners: leader, R. Smillie, said
that the government required all the
support it could obtain from the labor-
ites, and that nothing should be dune
to obstruct the country’s determination
to carry the allies’ fight against mil-
ftarism domination as represented by
the central powers to’a successful
issue.

The conference adjourned . until to-
morrow, when there will be a debate
on the positicn of the labor members
of the government. ¥

Oppose Principle Only.

The labor congress adopted by a
vote of 1,716,000 against 360,000 a de-
claration opposing the military service
bill which has been passed by parlia-
ment, A proposal to agitate for its
repeal was defeated by 649,000 against
614,000, y

Dr. Marion of the Women's Labor
League moved the resolution against
the military service bill. She denied
that present circumstances required
such an energetic measure as the bill,
which, she said, meant the throwing
over of the very cause for which men
were fighting and dying abroad.

The congress decided to divide the
resolution into two pants, one declar-
ing opposition to the bill and the other
referring to agitation for its repeal.
The former was carried and the latter
defeated.

Recent Enlistment Heavy.

Coming to the question whether the
labor members ought te quit the coa-
lition government, Artliur Henderson,
president of the board of education, in
defending the government, made an
interesting announcement concerning
the cotinued success of the Earl. of
Derby’s enlistment scheme.

Mr Henderson said that since Dec.
15, when the Derby schieme closed, no
fewer than 113,987 single men had en-
listed, of whom 28,000 enlisted direct,
instead of under the Eroup system.
The speaker said he considered this
an excellent result of the reopening of
the Derby scheme, .for which he was
responsible, and if thisirate of enlist-
ment continued, by the end of six
weeks the laborites would probably be
in the position of realizing the hope
that the military servicg bill would be
rendered a dead letter.

Cannot Risk Defeat.

The- bill, Mr, Henderson contended,
had been amended in a manner which
ought to satisfy everyone on the ques-
tion of industrial compulsion- The
speaker appealed to the conference to
remember that the courtry was in the
midst of the greatest war that was
ever known, and urged his hearers
against starting agitatibn for the re-
peal of the bill, which ‘they might be
unahle to control. |

“Do not in this crisis,” said Mr. Hen-
derson, ‘“so -incite our men that by
their own action, led by you, but un-
able to be controlled by you, they may
take a course that may bring about
the most lamentable defeat this coun-
try and its allies have ever experi-
enced.”

It also denies that
the British < Government has any
authority over neutral sealed mails
on ships which merely touch at Bri-
tish ports.

Stamping Out Disease a 'Matter

of Cost
Dr. J. Howard Beard, wrlthfg in the
current Scientific Monthly, pdints but
that a number of diseases have yield-
ed to tredtment based upon & knowl-
edge of their cause. Smallpox, ma-
laria, yellow fever, Asiatic chglera and
plague have been placed in subjection.
Dr, Beard contends that what has been
done is of great value to the-race, and
| that many useful lives are cut off at
their period of greatest service on ac-
count of our failure to deal ‘with di-
sease properly- It is chiefly the stin-
giness of society that prevents us hav-
ing such healthful conditions/that di-
ease would be inexcusable. We would
rather die of disease than spend the
money to stamp it out. Dr. Beard
concludes:
“The knowledge of tuberculosis is
as complete as that of plague; the
epidemiology of typhoid fever and of
cholera are practically idenflcal; the
understanding of syphilis is as clear
as that of malaria; and the,f»,intorma-
tion concerning diphtheria as definite
as that of yellow fever. The way for
the great reduction or elimihation of
preventable diseases is known; the
need is for society to educate .its mem-
bers, use the methods, and /bear . the
cost.”
The one point worth adding to this
is to note the fact that the rich can-
not escape disease any more, than the
posr while disease is permitt;ed to ra-
vage any section of society. /'The man
who practices econgmy in the suppres-
sion of disease is most likely to suf-
fer :n his own family by the infection
carried there from a poor  neighbor
who should have been remaved from
the possibility of disease by proper
regulations in the community.

. Hotelmen “Who Do Not. Obey
- Law Will Get Little Consid-
eration From License Board.

, |NDEPENDENT OF CRITICS
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Object Not to Knife License-
holders, But Protect Them—
Consider Renewals.

qoronto hotel keepers and licensees
conducting shops where spirituous,
liquors _are sold may be congratulated
.on the conduct of the hotel business
ijn Toronto, judging from the remarks
of Chairman J. D. Flavelle of the
Jicense commission, which met at the
¢ity hall yesterday afternoon, the oc-
casion being thellopening of the board's
sittings in Toronto and York County. .

The meeting was scheduled to be
peld in committee room No. 1, but so

‘meny temperance advocates and li-
N es attended that the ‘room was
‘found to be far too small, and it was
moved to court room No. 2, and even
‘{here all the available standing room
was occupied. -
Those present to urge upon the
the desirability of reducing the
pumber of licenses in the city were
neaded by Ben. H. Spence, while J. P.

Haverson, K.C., and several well~
~known hotel men spoke for the liquor
interests.

Mr. Spence occupied considerable
e jn advocating the cause of tem-
ce, and had with him represen-
tative citizens from various parts of
the city, asking thdt the licenses of
certain hotels be either cut off or
transferred to some other location.

The one request made was that the
poard consider the question of segre-
gating the liquor business in the down-
town district, the boundaries named
being Queen street subway on the
west, Queen street on the north, with
the exception of Yonge street, on
which street the district would go as
high as Severn street. Sumach street
on the east and south to the Bay front.

Want Hotels Removed.

W. A. Lamport asked for the re-
moval of the Ocean House and Park-
dale House. ’
|- Geo. T. Lee asked for the removal
of the Brockton Club Hotel, as did
David H. Ward of Chalmers Church,
and W. T. Stone of College Street Me-
thodist Church. A. 8. Milne asked for
the removal of the Brunswick Hotel;
H, B- Reesor, the Rosedale Hotel.

. John McI*onald also thought the Rose-
dale Hotel should be transferred. Dr.

W. F. Bryans appeared against the
Winchester Hotel; E, Wallace against
theé Gerrard; Rev. A. H. Walker
against the Royal Hotel, and H- W.
(wrtis against the Shamrock.

Protests were also entered against
the Duke of York, the Norway, Ben
Lamond, Empringham, Edmund,
Broadview and O'Rourke.

In replying to Mr. Spence and his
delegation, J. P. Haverson, solicitor for
the liquor interests, stated that as no
gpecific charges had been made, he was
only prepared to defend the general
interests of the liquor business. - He

that ten hotels were
negessary to provide aceommodation
in Toronto for the traveling public.
“No man could stand up and say that
such was actually the case.” He
thought, however, that the people who
did not wish to take a drink in their
homes, but who desired a drink, should
be considered and that some provision
should be made for the drinking pub-
lic of the city.

In @ somewhat ‘lengthy address
George Wright of the Walker House,
endeavored to explain the position of
the hotelkeepers in the city, and
urged upon the board that it was
unfair to wipe out the hotel business
without some remuneration. This
statement causing the chairman to
later state that the board would not
considler renumeration where they
thought it necessary and Wise to cut
off a license,’

Passage at Arms.

At the close of the discussion, Mr.'

Spence and ‘Mr. Haverson had a pas-
sage at arms, the latter having ad-
mitted that the smaller hotels were
simply “saloons.””

There
is no limitation to" the time dating
from an offence that delinquents may
be brought bofore the board, and
those who try to do this with the
police court are only jumping from the
frying pan into the fire, and will have
scant chance of retaining their license
if anything is proven before the
board.”

When Is a Man Drunk?

In defining the term “drunk” the
chairman said that any man who has
taken sufficient .liquor ito act in a
manner- other than when he is sober
is & drunken man. He wanted the
license-holders to undorstand that
this was the board’s interpretation.
He also informed them that agents

hotels and report the number of in-
toxicated men found, and conditions
as regards the soldiers.

In regard to drunken men he de-
clared, “If licensees were a little more
careful in not giving more liquor to
men who had had enough there would
not be the odium attached to the trad:
thag there is at the present time.”

Since they have been in the city
the members of the board have visit-
ed four -bars, at each of which they
found approximately 150 men. They
looked with exceeding favor on the
wa ythe businesses were being con-
ducted, the chairman declaring that
they were being run a great deal bet-
ter than he expected them to be.

“] want to impress upon you,’ and
I don't think there is any better way
to' further ithe interests of the busi-
ness,” said Mr. Flavelle, “than to
take seriously the question of allow-
ing men to hecome ‘drunken’ One
definition given me of a drunken man
is ‘when his pockets are empty,’ but
don’t imagine that is going to modify
the offence befcre this board.”

Strict Regarding Soldiers.

The chairman was careful to give
caution in regard to supplying sol-
diers with liquor. “We are vitally in-
terested in anything that will tend to
keep the men in the King’s uniform
as efficient as possible,” lie declared.
“There is no intention on the part
of this board to prevent a soldier
from eating or sleeping in a hotel
but he has no right to drink except
during the fwurs provided, and our
course in regard to drunkenness is
intensified in regard to soldiers. ‘Sol-
diers cannot even enter a bar or pass
thru it during prohibited hours.”

Shopkeepers were also given some
special advice in regard to soldiers,
and they were warned not to sell to
that class known as “bootleggers.”

Nor will a licensee who gets drunk
fmimself be given much consideration,
as in the opinion of the'board such a
man is not a fit person to have a
license. “The hotelkeeper at the
present time must haveé all nis wits
about him, and if he has not he will
be short-lived as a licensee under
this board. We intend to protect the
men who obey tHe law by driving the
pirates out of business.”

There are 178 licenses to be re-
newed, 110 to taverns, 50 shops and
18 clubs.

ISLES OF GREECE USED
AS SUBMARINE BASES

Lord Hugh Cecil Corroborates
Reports of German Misuse of
- Hellenic Territory.

LLONDON, Jan. 27.—The reports that
Greek islands have been utilized in
connection with the operation of Ger-
man and Austrian submarines were
corrcborated in the house of commons
today by Lord Robert Cecll, parlia-
mentary under-secretary for foreign
affairs.
