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Takes Steps to Intern Teutons and
Make Property Liable to Sequ-

estration

Rome, July 21.—A ministerial decree
was posted yesterday placing the per-
sons and property of Germans on the
Hungarians. The decree does 'not di-
rectly mention Germans, but states that
allies of Austria are to be treated.as en-
emies and their subjects and goods are
liable to sequestration.

Prior to the war German property and
interests in Italy were estimated to be
worth $250,000,000. Their value is
now placed at about $150,000,000. There
are only a few German subjects now in
Italy and these will be either placed in
concentration camps or sent across the
Swiss border.

There has been a strong agitation in
Italy for some time for the breaking off
of all relations with Germany. The
curious situation caused by Italy being
at war with Austria, while nominally
at peace with Germany, was emphasiz-
ed in an agreement between Rome and
Berlin wherein all rights of citizens of
one country domiciled in the other were
to be respected. On July 16, this agree-
ment was denounced by Italy on the
ground that it was not being conserved
by Germany. If war is now declared,
Italian troops may be sent to the west-
ern front, according to the expectations
expressed in London and Paris.

WAS PRACTICALLY
RAISED IN' GARRISON

That the new ambulance train sta-
tioned in the armory has a competent
regimental sergeant in E. J. Westall is
very evident, a man who has given prac-
tically his life in the service and as he
puts it was “practically raised in a gar-
rison.” He was sergeant in charge of
the seven men who quelled a riot in
Trinidad on March 28, 1908, known as
the “bloody dare of Trinidad,” and to
investigate which a commission was
sent to England with Mr. MacCaskey
as chairman, /

Coming to Canada twelve months ago
he enlisted at Wellington Barracks as a
private, but it was not long before his
qualities as a soldier . were recognized
and he was given the position he now
holds, regimental sergeant major.

Born in St. Lucia, British West In-
dies, the son of a wholesale merchant,
he took to the life of the soldier and
joined the Trinidad Light Infantry.
While with that regiment the riot broke
out over paying for water. Trinidad st
that time, 1908, had a very poor water
supply and much of it was being wasted.
The government took it in hand, had
metres installed and were charging but
a few cents per thousand gallons. The
negroes, who were much opposed to the
idea of having to pay for water, raised
a revolt and it was in that riot that Ser-
geant Westall distinguished himself. He
and seven men charged the rioters, kill-
ing about forty )and wounding more
than fifty. During the riot several prin-
cipal government houses were burned to
the ground.

He came to Canada but twelve months
ago and enlisted in Halifax as a pri-
vate, and when the authorization for the
ambulance train was received, Sergeant
Westall was one of the first to be placed.
In the West Indies, said Sergeant West-
all, there would be no trouble what-
ever in raising several brigades of the
colored men. Several, he added, have
already gone and others are going day
by day.

Sergeant Westall has started a recrea-
tion room in which games, books and
other amusements will be provided for
the men. Any help that any of the pat
riotic women in the city could give him

in order that his men might be amused
in their hours of leisure would be great-
ly appreciated.

ENSIGN  OVER
THE GERMAN

Enemy Submarine Mine Layer
Placed on Exhibition

RECENTLY CAPTURED

Had Made 19 Trips From Base
and Laid 200 Mines or More
in Path of Shipping—Story of
the Capture

London, July 21—A German submar-
ine mine fayer, which is one of the U-85
class, one of the latest prizes of the Brit-
ish navy, was visited by a press reporter
today prior to its being placed on public
exhibition in the Thames. The prize,
flying the German naval ensign, sur-
mounted by the British ensign, lay in a
naval dockyard on the east coast. The
vessel is designed purely for mine laying.
The entire forward part is composed of
wells, six in number, each containing two
powerful mines which can be released by
levers. The ship has no torpedo tubes
or other armament except small arms
for the crew and is only 100 feet in
length.

Thirteen bluejackets and officers com-
prise the crew of the submarine. Ac-
cording to one of the seamen, she made,
prior to her capture, nineteen trips from
her base in Germany to the British coast
and laid more than 200 mines in routes
frequented by merchant vessels. She was
on her twentieth trip when she was cap-
tured by a British patrol boat. The
sailors said that when the submarine
was slighted and chased by a patrol boat,
the crew tried to get rid of her remaining
mines, but had not sufficient time. See-
ing that capture was inevitable, the offi-
cers ordered the abandonment of the
ship, destroyed the log and other records
and virtually demolished the six cylinder
Dessel engine of approximately 250 horse-
powr. All the crew and officers were
taken prsoners.

Colonel Carnegie was undoubtedly
anxious that all munitions of war that
the shell committee desired to obtain
which could be produced in Canada
should be made in Canada and he made
considerable efforts to bring about the
manufacturing of time fuses.in Can-
ada, and it was owing to his pursuasion
‘that the war office was induced to con-
sent to the shell committee placing the
experimental order for the manufacture
in Canada of 20,000 time fuses. He ul-
timately came to the conclusion that it
would be impossible to insure the pro-
duction by Canadian manufacturers of
such fuses, at all events with the dis-
patch that was neccssary.' Such knowl-
edge as he had of the conditions of
mgnufacturing industries in Canada and
the facilities which Canadian manufac-
turers then possessed for entering upon
the work of manufacturing time fuses,
convinced him that they had not then
and could not obtain the wmachinery,
tools and trained experts that in his
judgment were essential to enable them
to produce the loaded fuses with the dis-
patch that he considered necessary.

The report goes on to state that the
shell committee evidently intended to
have the fuses manufactured in Canada

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lE GERMANS
AT PERONNE

French Have Great Success In
New Advance

KALCER 15 ON THE SCENE

Watches Attack by His Men
Against the British in Effort to
Stave Off the Offensive of the
French

Paris, July 21—(By Fred B. Pitney in
Toronto Mail and Empire)—With the
work of bringing up the guns and pre-
paring the lines of communication com-
pleted, and the British line north of
Hardecourt straightened, the French
again have taken up the forward move-
ment of the offensive on both sides of
the Somme.

North of the Somme, the French ad-
vanced from Hardecourt until they
reached the narrow guage railroad run-
ning from Clery through Maurepas to
Combles. This puts them in a position
to deliver an enfilading fire on the Ger-
man lines south of the river defending
Peronne and brings them into direct ar-
tillery contact with Mont St. Quentin,
which is the chief point from which the
German artillery operated in counter
attacks on Biaches and La Maiconette.

After two days of intense artillery pre-
paration, the battle began at dawn yes-
terday. The Germans on the north, un-
der the direct eye of the Kaiser, tried to

drive back the British in an endeavor to’

stave off the French offensive. But the
French, responding to the shrill whistles
of the officers left the trenches in threc
waves _angd,. riveting onto Hardecourt,
carried their lne forward on the south
to the railroad. Then came a swift
movement echelon, from right to I:ft
north along the railroad to the outskirts
of Maurepas. At that point the railroad
turns northeasterly into Combles, and
the French diverged from the railroad
line to keep in touch with their positions
at Hill 139, north of Hardecourt.

The fight was over rolling ground,
sweeping over the plateau to the river
valley and the French, covered by the
artillery, went forward over the . flat
fleld. Fortunately the storms of the lasy
few days had let up and the French had
comparatively clear weather for their at-
tack, with a good opportunity for aero-
plane observation. Thus they were able
to keep the German artillery under con-
trol.

The tattack was carried out with
mathematical precision. Before eleven
o’clock all the German positions were in
French hands and being rapidly organ-
ized, the destroyed trenches being rebuilt
tc face the opposite direction. Mean-
time south of the river the French ex-
tended the offensive southward toward
Chaultos, taking German lines from
Barleux to'Soyecourt, which brings them
well onto the flank of Hill 97—the
plece of rising ground held by the Ger-
mans in the face of the French, south of
the river.

The French thus dominate Peronne on
the plateau on the west, and, having al-
ready captured, by a series of flanking
movements, the German strongholds
directly 'defending Perronne, they are
moving by an encircling movement from
the north and south and squeezing the
Germans out.

LAST FIGHT GAVE EVIDENCE

France Believes Teuton Reserve:
Are Being Depleted—Kaiser'i
Method to Announce Victory il
He Has Temporary Success i

Midst of Battle

New York, July 21.—A New York
Times cable from London, dated yester-
day, says: General Haig’s communique
stating that more ground has been gain-
ed in Delville Wood and Longueval are
regarded as affording convincing proof
that the British are establishing a de-
cided supremacy over the enemy.

A German counter-attack was expect-
ed. If the Germans had failed to make
one at this juncture, it would have been
a clear proof that they were too weak
or exhausied to take advantage of the
opportunity given by the British occu-
pation of new ground for the defence ot
which only hurried measures were pos-
sible.

The German counter attack was de-
livered in great strength and met a cer-
tain amount of success. In the light ot
General Haig’s later despatches mili-
tary critics here judge that the German
claims to have recaptured the whole
of Longueval and Delville wood were
made at the moment of their greatest
success.

People of St. John who drive oul
might 'do a great kindness at compara-
tively small cost or trouble if they
would occasionally take one or two such
men with them as they go about their
pleasure or business. It is not necessary
that a motor or carriage should be given
up entirely for this use, even for a few
hours.

An outing about town, even for a
short time, would be a delightful change
to one who, in the midst of youth and
strength, has suddenly been called to
enforced inaction. Several arrangements
for outings have given the patients at
the home much enjoyment, but it is the
daily routine, when others are going-and
coming, that is hard for lame men to
bear and which could, with a little
thought, so easily be relieved. If per-
sons using cars or carriages would get
the habit of calling at the home for one
of the men when they go out, it would
add greatly to the enjoyment of the pa-
tients. .

THE GERMANS BEATEN?

London, July 21—The Morning Post’s
Petrograd correspondent, while exulting

HER CONTRIBUTION
TO CARELESSNESS

Canada’s Annual Fire Loss Exceeds the
Interest Charge on Her War Expendi-
ture,

In war time, and while many interests
are urging thrift and economy, the Can-
adian people are burning up their cre-
ated resources at a much greater rate
this year than last.

During the first five months of 1916,
the fire loss in Canada has exceeded that
of January to May, 1915, by approxi-
mately $8,000,000, or $600,000 per month.
At this rate of increase, our fire loss
will exceed that of 1915 by $7,200,000.

Canada has need of all her financial
resources. She is borrowing money to
carry on the war, and is paying 5 per
cent. interest thereon. The additonal
fire loss of 1916 would therefore pay the
interest charge on the recent war loan
of $100,000,000 and would pay $2,200,000
of the principal. Canada’s average an-
nual fire loss of over $28,000,000 would
pay 5 per cent. interest on approximate-
ly half a billion dollars. Our fire loss
is, however, something for which we are
receiving no value, either financial or
patriotic; it is simply a tax, due in
great part to carelessness, which Cana-
dians appear willing to pay, and which
they, as a whole, are doing little to
avert,

INFANTILE PARALYSIS

It is so important to guard in every
way possible against the spread of the
infantile  paralysis spidemic—happily
thus far confined to one city, New York
—that the following advice for this pur-
pose has been prepared by Dr, Martin
Edwards, of Boston, as published in the
Boston Herald:

“Keeping the hands clean at all times;
being certain that they are washed be-
fore cating anything, whether candy,
fruit, or a meal; keeping the fingers out
of the mouth and nose; and keeping
away from crowded places, from con-
gested streets and public gatherings—
these are the chief precautions to be ob-
served in providing against infection
from infantile paralysis.”

While it is obvious that the
people have lost confidence in the present
administration, and desire a change, the
Liberal leaders rightly hold that a new
government should have a sound and
progressive policy, and not merely con-
tent itself with sending the grafters
about their business. :

Since December last important Liberal
committees have been giving careful con-
sideration to various planks of a definite
programme of progressive legislation,
and the reports of these committees have
been considered and approved by the
pational advisory council which met this
week in Montreal. There were nine
committees, and each brought to the
study of its particular subject a keen in-
telligence, a broad knowledge of public
affairs, and a desire to find a solution of
the grave problems that will confront
the people of Canada after the war.

A summary of the reports of these
eommittees is printed in the Times to-
day,andwﬂqunysufefnlltndyby
the readers of this paper. Great na-

soldiers, for this, at the close of the war,
will be a very serious question; and even
stthepresentﬂmehnotrecdﬂnsﬁom
 the government the attention it deserves.
Technical education, rural life and agri-
eultural development, rural credits and
bcnldng,goodmads,oldaccmdmuth—
ers’ pensions, taxation, finance and fiscal
policy, railways and transportation and
other subjects were made the subject of
study, and a general policy based on the
eonclusions of the committees was tenta-
tively agreed upon; although there will
of course be further discussions, changes
and additions before the general elections
are held,

The people of Canada eannot but ap-
preciate the labors of these Liberal com-
mittees and the evident determination to
present well-matured plans for the bet-
ter government of the country. The
present administration has not fulfilled
its pledges. When the time comes the

, people will be the more willing to re-
" store a Liberal government to power
because it will have a broad, definite and
progressive national policy to be carried

into effect. 2
THE PEOPLE MUST RULE

Mending the roads in portions of St.
John eounty is expected to make the
electors forget about the hold-up of the
lumbermen, the Southampton Railway
graft, the Valley Railway graft, the
hold-up of the liquor dealers, and all the
long record of plunder that has marked
he provincial administration in recent
gears. The people are expected to for-
get the reports of royal commissions, the
waste of public money, the violation of
the principles of responsible government,
and with an eye on the road machine
deliver their votes to the government
candidates. Is not this expecting too
much? Is it not a reflection upon the
intelligence and public spirit of the
people? It is true the government party
leaders are silent, but is there not a
reason for this in their relations with
the government? The belief that the
sverage elector is more deeply concern-
ed in- a section of highway than in the
good name of the province is likely to be
shattered when the next appeal to the
people is made, whether in a by-election
or a general election. So far as the
roads are concerned, no patchwork policy
will do. The time has come for such a
policy as Mr. Thomas Adams of the
Conservation Commission has outlined,
with provineial and district engineers
and a programme which will properly
relate the work in one part of the prov-
ince to that of another part, so that there
may be steady improvement and a con-
stant increase in the mileage of perma-
nent roads. And the roads must be
taken out of politics, as provided for in
the policy of the opposition.

Apart, however, from any road policy,
the present government has forfeited
public confidence. No one familiar with
fts record vjv_quld be willing to trust it
with the expenditure of large sums of
public money.. It is entirely too 'close
to the grafters and rake-off men, who
always shout for the government that
will serve their ends.

The opposition will be judged by its
platform and its candidates. It proposes
to take the roads out of politics, and to
have the crown lands administered by a
non-partisan commission of able men.
These proposals must commend them-
selves to the people. Ahd if the candi-
dates chosen in other congtituencies are
as able and as reputable as those chosen
in Westmorland and Sunbury, they will
sommand the confidence and support of
the greai majoritv of the people. This
8 not a fight between Conservatives and

\

Liberals, but between the people and an
autocracy whose record is stained by
graft, and which has of late openly
flouted the principles of responsible gov-
ernment by keeping at the head of the
chief spending department a man re-
jected by the people.

THE WAR NEWS.

The French are squeezing the Ger-
mans out of Peronne, and the British are
making progress at Longueval. Even
under the eye of the Kaiser, the Germans
were unable yesterday to withstand the
impetuous but carefully planned and
brilliantly ‘executed forward movement
of the French toward Peronne, whose
defences one after another are falling in-
to French hands. Both British and
French appear now to-have the ascend-
ancy in guns and munitions, and de-
fences which the Germans believed could
never be overcome are no longer in Ger-
man hands. The reports from the whole
western front continue to be highly sat-
isfactory. Even more encouraging are
the reports from the east, where the
Russians continue their great offemsive
with what are reported to be over-
whelming forces. The Central Powers
are everywhere on the defensive, and
military critics express belief that they
must soon shorten their lines, both east
and west, by retiring to new positions.
The Italians in the face of tremendous
obstacles aré slowly making gains.
Everywhere the outlook for the Allies
grows brighter,

German soldiers captured by the Brit-
ish are reported to believe that Germany
is winning. Apparently a very large
proportion of the German people still
look for victory. The war-lords have
deceived them from the beginning. What
will be their frame of mind when they
Jearn the truth? If Kaiserism with-
stands that shock it must indeed possess
a strangle-hold on the German people.

THE ROAD POLICY,

Mr. E. S. Carter’s analysis of the situ-
ation regarding the roads of the prov-
ince, in the interview printed in today’s
Times, disposes very effectively of the
Clarke and Baxter interviews in the
Standard. There is no man in or out
of the legislature more thoroughly in-
formed on provincial matters than Mr.
Carter. His activities at Fredericton
during sessions of the legislature, and
the information gleaned in the perform-
ance of his duties as opposition organ-
izer, have made him the man most fear-
ed and hated by the government and the
rake-off men. They find him possessed
of information which they fondly be-
lieved they had comcealed, and because
he is continually exposing some new
deal, he is made the subject of rather
coarse abuse, Unfortunately for his op-
ponents, Mr, Carter has the facts, and
when he presents them they speak more

Joudly than the most violent rhetoric.

His review today of the record of the
government since 1908 in regard to the
roads of the province is conclusive. He
makes it perfectly clear that we need
not expect good roads until the roads
are taken out of politics. The opposi-
tion party, when placed in power by the
people, will take the roads out of poli-
tics.

SIR SAM'S “OPPONENTS”

Sir Sam Hughes has been criticizing
“my opponents,” and in order to make
the meaning of the phrase more clear the
Toronto Telegram, Conservative, goes
into particulars as follows:

“‘My opponents’ are a more numer-
ous class than was ever dreamt of in the
platform philosephy of Sir Sam Hughes,
K.C.B.

“‘My opponents’ are principally the
Canadian soldiers at the front, the
soldiers encamped in the British Isles,
the soldiers in the preparation camps of
Canada, and the relatives of these sol-
diers.

“‘My opponents’ will take away
thirty Ontario seats from the Borden
government at the next election, if Sir
Robert Borden dooms the candidates of
his government to face the resentment
which Sir Sam Hughes has aroused
among the men at the front, on their
way to the front, or among the soldiers’
friends at home.

“It is the duty of the Borden govern-
ment to follow the line of action which
is good patriotism, even should that line
of action prove to be bad politics. It
would not matter if the Borden govern-
ment lost every seat in Ontario if Sir
Robert Borden suffered the loss in the
courageous pursuit of efficiency and his
government perish gloriously as a mar-
tyr to the.needs of the British Empire.
It does matter if the Borden gov-
ernment loses thirty seats in Ontario,
if Sir Robert Borden suffers the loss in
the protection of inefficiency, and his
government perishes miserably as
martyr to the vanity of Sir Sam
Hughes.”

Many a humane Bostonian and adher-
ent of the Ailles” cause will be grieved
to learn of the sudden departure from
{ Boston, after a fruitful fortnight, of
. “Lieut.” William M. Stewart and Joseph
Lewis Rosenberg, and the collapse of
British, Belgian, French Soldiers’ Fund,
which was to provide wooden legs for
the men crippled in war.

One report has it that they are plan-
ning to sail for England; another that
they will go to Philadelphia-and “work”
that city, to prevent which the Phila-
delphia Chamber of Commerce has been
warned. . :

It was June 26 that the pair made
their. appearance .in .Boston, taking an
éxpensive suite at the Parker House, but
leaving that hotel when they learned
they could not use its stationery in so-
liciting contributions for their cause, at
|that time, to raise’'a memorial to Lord
Kitchener.

Receive Many Letters.

At 52! Westland avenue a few days
later they sublet a three-room apart-
ment, engaging it for three months and
—fortunately—paying for the first month
in advance.

Then the front room blossomed out in-
to an office, with flags and pictures of
the allies’ rulers and generals on the
war. “Lieut” Stewart was a man of
about twenty-five, with a limp which
he said was due to his wooden leg, re-
placing one lost in the war, His part-
ner, also professing to be a British war
veteran, told of four silver ribs put in
when German shrapnel had torn away
the originals, and exhibited freely the
bit of shell.

On Saturday the original tenant of the
suite, learning that police had been
there, notified headquarters of the sub-
tenants’ departure, and asked about
them. She was not pleased with what
she learned, nor of other discoveries she
made.

Sir John Simon, appearing with Sen-
ator Belcourt for the appellants, the
board of trustees of the Catholic schools
of Ottawa, did not dissect the evidence, !
but confirmed himself to the point as
to whether the British. North America
Act granted rights and privileges, now
contravened, to a certain section of the
community, which included the appel-
lants. He contended that Section 98
extended to the schools, and not mere-
ly to religious instruction, !

Senator Belcourt traversed the evi-;

INVENTS LIGHT MINE
FOR LAND FIGHTING

Brantford’s Youthful Inventor Will
Sead Sample to Ottawa

Brantford, Jily 21—Another war in-
vention has just been completed by
Brantford’s youthful inventor, Alton J.
Hall, student at the local collegiate in-
stitute. Hall has just given the final
test to his most recent invention, a new
land mine for protecting trenches. His
first two inventions, which have proved
successes, and were accepted by the Can-
adian Department of Militia, were a
simple form of percussion shell for locat-
ing trenches, and a timing percussion
shell without a fuse. If the present mine,
which is constructed of aluminum, is
successful, the cost of its manufacture
will be much cheaper, and it will be
three-quarters lighter than the old kind.
The mine is 18 inches in diameter, and
24 inches long, and everything, including
its explosives, are his invention. On the
battlefield they will be worked by elec-
tricity. Today a test was made in an
old brickyard near the city, and the can-
non-like roar was heard all over the city,
the mine was placed on the surface of
the;t ground, and buried itself in the
earth.

T0 BE KNOWN
AS GRAY FISH

U S Bureau of Fisheries Gives
Degfish New Name and Experi-
ments Begin in Maine

Washington, D.C.,, July 20—The Unit-
ed States Bureau of Fisheries has decid-
ed to market dog fish under the appetiz-
ing name of gray fish, and it will here-
after be officially known by that name.

Deputy Commissioner Moore of the
Bureau of Fisheries has just returqed
to Washington after a visit to Maine
where he made personal investigation of
the dog fish situation.

Dr. Moore stated that he is much
pleased with his Maine trip and that
of the best
method to eliminate and utilize the fish
has already begun as authorized under
the Hinds bill passed by congress this
session and appropriating $25,000 for
that purpose. The Bureau of Fisher-
jes will undertake to put gray fish on
the market by the same general meth-
ods it used in bringing to the attention
of the public the value of the fish as a
food. The details will differ, as which
of gray fish will be smoked, salted or
canned, but the general plan for intro-
ducing it will be the same. The tile fish
rose quickly in favor and now sells in
great quantity and at reduced prices.

The Bureau of Fisheries has arrang-
ed with the Hon. Luther H. Maddox
of Boothbay Harbor to conduct certain
experiments and submit the result to the
Department of Commerce. At present
the government will not conduct its
own experiments, but will rely on
Maine enterprises to help solve the prob-
lem. The Department of Commerce and
Mr. Maddox believe gray fish can be
successfully utilized not only for food,
but for commercial purposes also, and
the Maddox experiments will be along
varied lines. The best cuts of gray fish
are especially adapted to canning; its
skin makes a superior polish for leather;
its liver is rich in oil, its fins and bones
are valuable for the gelatine they wil
produce, its eggs make a paste already
used with success in currying leather,
while the refuse parts can be reduced

fish. They have been looked upon as a
pest on account of their destructive

habits, not because they were uncleanly,
for they live upon other fish. In Eng-
land they are a popular food under the
name of plaice, and in 1912 more than
5,000,000 pounds were marketed in Eng-
land -representing a market value of
$80,000. In Sweden and Norway it is
eaten fresh, salted and canned. In Ger-
many large canneries pack and dis-
tribute it in great quantity. Its flesh
is heavy, and flakes like salmon or hali-
but and is a good flavor.

Commenting on the value of the gray
fish as a food, the Bureau of Fisheries
cites the fact that the silver hake of the
New England coast was formerly re-
garded with disfavor, and is now com-
ing into the markets and that the same
prejudice once existed against halibut
and sword fish. It refers to the great
loss of fishing gear by destruction
wrought by gray fish in seeking food
from the nets and expresses the con-
viction that fishermen along the coast
will find the gray fish industry a profit-
able one, and a recompense for the
losses they sustain by damage to nets
and trawls. The Massachusetts 'fish
and game commission states a conser-
vative estimate of such loss to that state
alone as $400,000 annually.

The Bureau of Fisheries is hopeful of
excellent results by experiments now
being undertaken in Maine and are
counting on hearty co-operation from
the fishermen and residents. of  the
state,

THE GROCERY MARKET

(Canadian Grocer)

Office of publication, Toronto, July 13,
1916.—The events of the week from tlie
trade’s point of view and also that of
the public, since they have to help pay,
have been a series of minor advances.
Salt packages are slightly higher, due
‘partially to labor troubles, and partially
to war's demand upon chemicals. Pick-
les are advanced this week.. This re-
fers to domestic lines. British stuff is
'way out of sight, and home-made lines
are feeling the pinch of the shoe in
various places; notably, the high price
of glass, the scarcity of labor, and the
poverty of certain crops. This last is
not so influential a reason as the others.
Wire clothing pins are higher, These
are advanced solely because of the sky
high prices of galvanized iron.. Thus
the hardwareman’s troubles lop over
into the grocery store. In most every
case of these “little things” just recited,
scarcity of labor or material have been
the casual factors.

The situation in beans does not im-

! prove any; in fact it gets worse instead

of better. Further advances took place
this week. Right through from St. John
to farthest west our correspondents re-
port at least a firmness and in most
cases actually an advance in the price of
beans, Next crop will be late, it is
learned, and with this crop as scarce as
it is one wonders what prices will” be
like by October, when the new stuff,
which should be harvested, will be mis-
sing.

Cheese levels declined a couple of
cents this week. Cables report Liver-
pool and London as decidedly easier,
while domestic markets are easing off
to a fairly large extent for the time of
the year. Export has not been so heavy
of late. Butter levels are practically
unchanged. Eggs, while not appreci-
ably lower, are on the easier side. West-
ern eggs are being shipped to eastern
markets in quantities, and this, coupled
with the fact that demand for storage
has let up largely in working towards
lower levels, Hot weather has doubtless
had something to do with it. Again and
again hot weather has slackened de-
mand from' consumer, which, by the by,
has been unusually large this year.

Canned vegetables still hold very firm,
and every week brings us nearer to high-
er levels for peas and tomatoes, the lat-
ter notably. Tomato crop areas show
the same thing everywhere, namely, that
our early rains did incalculable dam-
age, damage which, unlike that in some
other lines, cannot be repaired at once.
Then the higher and ever higher price
of cans and tins, the labor scarcity, and
the export demand have all been added
factors of importance. So that, by ev-
ery sign and token, we shall see high
prices for tomatoes in cans this year.
Corn and peas will also be higher than
usual, with more or less the same con-
tributory reasons.

THE MARKETS AT A GLANCE

(“Hardware and Metal,” July 15.)

Although the upward tendency of
prices is less pronounced than it was a
few weeks ago, some important changes
have taken place during the week.
Among the lines affected in an upward
direction are boiler tubes, black and
smokeless loaded shells, American me-
tallic cartridges, empty shells, wads,
primers, caps, American firearms, pad-
locks and night latches, wire clothes
line, wire rope, asbestos building paper,
raw and boiled linseed oil, turpentine.
The weakness in ingot metals continues
and price declines have occurred on tin,
copper, spelter, antimony, lead. Sheet
zinc and solder have both declined in
price. Paint manufacturers are experi-
encing great difficulty in securing sup-
plies of dry colors., Some colors are
practically off the market, while others
are available only at ridiculously high
costs. Reports from Western Canada
wholesale hardware firms indicate that
there has been decidedly marked im-

Germany’s Fading Credit

When the pm{ent war broke out, many
rash ﬁrophecies were, made abaut its
probaBle economic consequences.. Now
that the contest has lasted well into its
second year, it is sible to judge not
only of these prophecies, but of the ac-
tual economic position. All the belli-
gerents have been foreed to alter their
economic life:in the diasition of concen-
trating industry upofi-‘the one work of
producing munitions of war. Financial
difficulties at home have been successfuls
ly avoided in practically all the coun-
tries now at war, so that it is only in
neutral countries that a just estimate
of the respective credit of the belliger-
ents can be formed. In recording the
neutral estimates of German and Brit-
ish credit, the country in which the
comparison seems fairest is Holland,
which is separated only by a land fron-
tier from Gergany, and by a compara-
tively short sea passage from England.
Thus it is of interest to describe the
course of the exchanges in Holland and
London on Berlin, which show the mar-
ket value of British and German cur-
rency expressed in Dutch money.

While during the first fourteen months
of war German currency had only de-
preciated in' Holland by 14.7 per cent,
between October 1st and December 81st,
1915, this depreciation had increased to
28.7 per cent.; and after increasing to
over 82 per cent, early in January, 1916,
the depreciation in the value of Ger-
man money in the last week of Febru-
ary, 1916, still exceeded 28.5 per cent.
This depreciation may be stated in an-
other way, namely, that a German buy-
er of Dutch goods who would have paid
100 marks for them before the war, had
in Febryary, 1916, to pay 140 marks for
the same goods at the same prices.

Moreover, the relatively rapid de-
preciation in the value of German paper
money during the last quarter of 1915
has a moral of its own. It is acknowl-
edged by economists t0 indicate that
the military activity of the Germans in
that period, and during the early months
of 1916, was only made possible by the
suspension of productive industry in
Germany, which suspension involved the
virtual collapse of the remains of the
German export trade. And as the Ger-
man public’s confidence had been con-
stantly fed by the weekly increase of
gold held by the Reichsbank (derived to
a large extent directly or indirectly,
from raids on the store of that metal
held by the Austrian State bank, which
no longer publishes its accounts) the
German financial authorities seemed to
be precluded by fear from employing
the honest remedy for their troubles,
namely free export of wold.

The lowest point hitherto touched by
the German exchange in Amsterdam
was 89.75 on January 6th, 1916.

It might be urged, however, that a
certain amount of depreciation of a bel-
ligerent country’s currency in a neutral
city is inevitable, and that even British
credit has not emerged from the ordeal
unscathed. This seems quite true, but
British money has depreciated to a very
much smaller extent than that of Ger-
many, even though no loans (such as the
Anglo-French loan issued in New Yogk)
have been put out in Amsterdam to
maintain the value 'of sterling exchange.

That the German authorities recognize
the seriousness of the situation is shown
by the fact that, since the end of 1914,
the publication of foreign exchange rates
in the German papers has been officially
prohibited. Moreover, while Finance
Minister Helferrich in August, 1915,
considered the depreciation of German
currency abroad as unimportant, subse-
quent actions of his government have
belied his fair professions. As from
January 28th, 1916, free dealings in
foreign exchange in Germany were for-
bidden, and such transactions can now
only be arranged through the Reichs-
bank. Notwithstanding this effort to
control the matter, the figures given
above show that, after a temporarv re-
covery, the decline in German credit has
begun again,

provement in collections. More retailers
are now doing strictly cash business
than ever before, and as a result are
settling their accounts more promptly.
Recent hot weather has improved the
demand for summer hardware lines.

THE FORESTS
OF CANADA
AND THE WAR

Much Timber Will be Required
for Recemstruction Werk in
Europe

(Conservation.)

The economic importance of the for-

est resources ,of this continent will be

tly enhanced as a result of the war,
Eormous quantities of timber are neces-
sarily used for military purposes, in ad-
dition to what is unavoidably destroyed
in the fighting zome.

The shortage of tonnage has made it
impracticable for the needed supplies of
timber to be furnished on any large scale
from Canada or the United States, and,
as a result, heavy cutting has become
necessary in the belligerent countries.
While England is not generally regard-
ed as a forest country, and has made
relatively litlle progress in public for-
estry, there is still in England and Scot-
land ‘a considerable amount of timber,
mostly on royal and private estates. The
imperative mnecessity for utilizsing this
timber has resulted in the despatch of
a battalion of Canadian woodsmen to
cut it for war purposes. Very large
quantities have also cut in France
and in Russia. In Belgium, the Ger-
mans have cut a large proportion of the
timber and have used it in military op-
erations or shipped it to Germany.

The rebult of all this over-cutting will
mean a heavy shortage of timber for re-
construction purposes after the war,
when it should be possible to make
large shipments from this continent. This
will mean a largely increased drain up-
on Canadian forests, and serves to em-
phasize the necessity for still more com-

lete conservation of this tremendous-
y valuable asset, if Canada is to take
full advantage of her opportunities for
world-service in this direction.

The greatest enemy of the forest is
and always has been fire. It has been
estimated that the average annual for-
est fire loss in this country is sufficient
to pay the interest on the recent Do-
minion loan of $100,000,000. To reduce
this loss it is necessary ‘not only to grant
larger appropriations for
services, but also to re-organize such ser-
vices in a number of cases, with a view
of securing a dollar’s worth of protec-
tion for every dollar spent. It has been
stated on competent authority that at
present more money is wasted on forest
fire protection, for lack of proper organ-
ization and supervision, than is expend-
ed advantageously.

The importance of the forest in the
internal economy of Canada is shown by
the fact that the average total value of
forest products of Canada is in the
neighborhood of $180,000,000, or an av-
erage wealth production of about $25
per head of population. Nearly $8,000,~
000 in direct revenue is received annual-
ly by the federal and provincial govern-
ments from the sale or lease of cutting
rights to publicly-owned timber lands
and from royalty and stumpage pay-
ments made upon timber so cut. Some
5,000 wood-using industrles in Canada
are directly dependent upon the supply
of timber cut from non-agricultural
lands.

The importance of preventing the con-
tinued destruction of this great re-
source can scarcely be over-emphasized.

To Australian Premier

minister, was the central figure at a
memorable banguet in London on June
28. He was the guest of the Australians
of the city. Gathered at the Ritz Hotel

- to pay tribute to the great work he has
done in bringing Britain to an under-
standing of how to deal with the Ger-
mans were many of the country’s most
distinguished men. It was one of the
most enthusiastic assemblies London has
seen for many a day.

Empire Fiscal Union.

In my opinion, said Bonar Law, the
first thing we have to do is to realise
that, not merely to us who have always
held certain views on the subject, but
to the whole people of the country, the
war has made all the difference—it has
altered these views. The first thing we
have to do is to see to what extent we
can, without a party fight, come to an
agreement which will be in the best in-
terests of the country’ and of the Em-
pire. We may have to fight, but do not
let us fight until it is necessary. I say
this with all the more conviction, for
this reason—the value of a change in
fiscal policy in the pagt has always de-
pended, in my mind, on it as a means of
securing the closer union of the whole
British Empire. If that result is to be
obtained it will be best attained not by
quarrelling with ourselves but by having
the people as a whole arriving at the best
business proposition to secure the end
we all desire. That implies something
else—that while we are waiting for agree-
ment the position should not be so pre-
judiced that we will be back in the old
rut when peace comes without the power

to make the necessary alterations.
That was an essential condition, Mr.
Bonar Law went on. I do not know

I know
very few cabinet ministers; but I some-
times wonder if they. really knaw the
feelings of our peaple in regard to this
very dangerous scandal of an enemy
army which is spying in our midst.

How Paris Remembered Fal
of the Bastile

| French, British, Belgians and Rus-
 sians ' Magch Threugh Streets

Paris, July 20.—The grand army of
the French republic—a tiny portion
drawn from the trenches—supported by
detachments of troops of  the Allies,
marched down the Avenue des Champs
Elysees last Friday and paraded the
boulevards- of . her capital in triumph.
Paris had her day at last. After two
years’ weary, anxious waiting, the cere-
monial was the patriotic’ celebration of

to be on a desperate defensive rather
than it is the one hundred and twenty-
seventh anniversary of the fall of the
bastille. :

Although the weather was leaden—
the morning beginning with rain, the
crowd began gathering at Les Invalides
and the Place de la Concorde as early as
4 o’clock. By 9 o'clock it; was estimated
that a million and a quarter persons
packed every available space along the
four-mile route of march, from Le Petit
Palais to the Place de la Republique.
The crowd was probably different in
its faith.
flags, neverthless they flapped about dis-
mally, the crowd did not heed or care.
The flags were a patriotic symbol, of
course, but they ‘themselves did not mat-
ter, nor the weather. The crowds simp-
ly typified the two years’ trial, during
which Paris has had to be grim and
black and gray. i 4

Although enthusiastic and often wild-
ly so, not once today was Paris gay.
This was a war parade, not a peace one.
The weather was gray, the multitude,
three fourths of it in mourning, was
iblack. The marchers wore the garb of
the trenches, not of dress parade. The
drab and khaki of the allies, with the
more dominant horizon-blue of the poil-
us, harmonized perfectly into the gen-
eral ensemble and made a note of grim-
ness dominate the parade.. Gladness and
gayety will still wait for the exit of the
Germans from French soil.

Leading the procession was a detach-
ment of Cuirassiers of the Guard, their
polished helmets ot responding to the
light furnished by the weather. Fol-
lowing, but really leading the proces-

fluence ingo the scale and see that there
is no weakening in the face of German
influence in England.

gotten all divisions in a common pur-
pose. Discussing the political relation-
ship of Great Britain and the dominions,
‘he said that the dominions had no voice
in the question of peace or war.

War is declarediby persons over whom
we have no control and in whose elec-
tion we have no $hare. Our position is
different from that of persons in the
United Kingdom who have voices in
the election of those who do declare war.
We find ourselves involved in a war on
which we have not been consulted by the
people over whom we have no control.
It is not true that we have any alterna-
tive but to take part in the war. The
statement that when war was declared
we could say whether we would or
would not take part in it is to postulate
an impossible position. It is impossible
for people of one race and one kin as we
are. (Cheers.)

Mr. ‘Hughes alluded to the fact that
the Dominions had no voice in foreign
policy. ' He pointed out that in two gen-
erations the Dominions would have out-
stripped the Mother-country in popula-
tion. A change must come, he said,
Those relations which were all very well
when we were in our swaddling clothes
are not only absurd but also impossible
now we have assumed the robes of man-
hood. I don’t say anything of the na-
ture of this change; there must be a
change and there must be a radical
change.

Lord Rosebery,

Lord Rosebery, who spoke in response
to requests, remarked that, as Mr.
Hughes truly said, Australia had been
involved in a war which she had not the
slightest voice in determining. He might
say that Lord Grey, Lord Northcliffe,
and himself were in the same position.
(Laughter.)

There was not a person with a modi-
cum of the brain given to the overage
human being who thought that, after the
war was ended, the Crown and a Judic-
ial Committee of the Privy Council
would be sufficient for the working of

the Empire. He did not doubt that we
should see a government of the Empire,
whether founded on a council or any
other form, which would be responsible
to the Empire in a way in which no gov-
ernment had hitherto been and which
would embody the united sympathy of
the Empire (Cheers.)

were the Belgians, looking extremely
fit and neat in their new khaki uniforms,

with helmets of the same color. Next
came the British troops--the first par-
ade appearance in Paris since Waterloo.
They were led by Scots pipers whose
kilts were the only spot of bright color
in the procession.

Next in line were the Russians, who
aroused the greatest enthusiasm accerd-
ed to any detachment except the French.
They were magnificent—all picked sol-
diers over six feet tall. Carrying long
French bayonets on their rifles, they
loomed gigantically far along the llne.of
mareh, typifying in every way the b_lg-
ness of their Empire. Although walking
at exactly the same speed as the other
truops, they seemed to be moving slyw-
ly taking enormous strides and brgng—
ing their feet down heavily. The lines
of. their company formation stretched
straight across the width of the boule-
vard the entire route. They sang a slow
war-chant, and one thought of many
things; ineluding bears and steam rol-
lers, as they swayed ponderously along.
Last of all came the Frenchmen. They
also typified in many ways the charac-
teristics of their race. With quick, short
steps and alert, vigorous gestures, they
kept time: perfectly to the sharp clear
calls of their bugles. The crowd was
generously enthusiastic for the allies,
but for their own, their very own, they
emitted one sustained gallant roar of
welcome during the forty minutes it
took the regiments to pass. But beyond
and above the cheers one noted the seri-
ousness of faces, one saw. many eyes
filled with tears. For scarcely a person
there but has some one belonging to
them who wears a similar uniform—or
had some onme. So when the last line
of bayonets had disappeared and the
last band had passed along tn_umphant-
ly beating out the “Marseillaise” and
the “Sambre et Meuse,” songs that are
indeed battle cries of triumph such as
no other nation has, the crowd quietly
melted away. In a quarter of an hour
the boulevards were almost deserted.
The. sun came out to shed a gentle
benediction upon the city throughout
a summer afternoon as if to show that
the heart of the nation never beat more
hopefully than that of France on this
14th of July. \

no illusion as to the possibility of reduc;
ing the Allies to a confession of defeat,
said President Poincare in an _address
today, “and of winning from thfm- wear-
iness a peace which for Prussian mili-
tarism would be only a stratagem for
hiding preparations for fresh aggres-
sion.

“They know well that the seas are
closed to them, that they have lost their
colonies, and they know equally well
that the Allies rely less on the geo-
graphical positions of their trenches than
on the condition of their troops agld
their reserves, their capacity for resis-
tance and offensive, and the moral.tem-
perament of their peoples and their ar-
mies.

“We are fighting not for honor alone,
but for honor and life. To be or not
to be—that is the painful problem im-
posed on the conscience of the great
European nations.

“We are seeking entire restitution of
our invaded provinces and those seized
forty-six years ago, for reparation for
the violation of rights at the expense of
France or her Allies, and for the guar-
antees necessary for a definitive safe-
guard of our natlonal independence.”

Liberals Prepare To Deal
With National Problems

Forward Policy Adopted by Advisory
Conncil, Relating to Finance, Tax-
ation, Rural Life and Credits, Re-

turned Soldiers,

Technical Educa-

tion and Social Reform

Ottawa, July 20—A forward policy of
wonstructive legislation meeting national
teeds both for the present and for the
seconstructive period after the war, is the

note of the National Liberal Advis-
wy uncil meeting, which concluded
‘his afternoon. The forty representative
Jbgrals from all parts of the dominion
vho were present had three days in very
areful consideration of the various
woblems of statesmanship views con-
ronting the dominion and which they
selieve Liberalism will soon be called
apon to deal with even more directly
through the responsibility of office.

The 'council is doing the spade work of
study and investigation, drawing from
‘the rience of progressive legislation
n other’vountries and considering how
best to. t the many pressing problems
sf national politics which are now going
sither unsolved or being referred by the
jresent administration to the more or less
truitless expedient of royal commissions.

A Definite Programme,

Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his followers
fo not wish to_come back into power
nerely through the loss of public confi-
jence In the present administration. Lib-
sralism has a definite and constructive
srogramme of administrative reform on
vhich to seek the renewed confidence of
he clectorate of all classes. It was with
s view to advising with the Liberal lead-
o as to what principles and what defin-
te legislative programme could be of-
tered as the Liberal policy that the pres-
mt meetings of the advisory council
jave been held. The committees which
yave reported and whose recommenda-
ions have been endorsed by the general
ouncil have been at work since Decem-
.er last in studying the various subjects
ntrusted to them, These resolutions and
uggestions will be submitted later on, it
t is found practicable, for the considera-
jon of a dominion Liberal convention.
t is planned to hold that convention be-
ore the next general election, if practical
arangements can be worked out there-
or, and if the government does not
pring an election before the arrange-
nents can be made. The convention
ontemplated will probably take place
ome time after the next session of par-

‘ament.

Jine Alle Committees, /

The ts which have been consid-
red by the council were dealt with by
\ine special committees appointed at the
Yecember meeting. A committee under
he chairman ship of Hon. W. 8. Field-
ng reported on problems of finance and
axation, urging a thorough review of
he whole system of national expendi-
ures, with a view to cutting down waste
nd extravagance and distributing taxa-
‘on, both fiscal and otherwise, in such
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A committe on rural life and agricul-
tural development, under the chairman-
ship of Hon. Sidney Fisher, made a num-
ber of practical suggestions for the
amelioration of farming conditions gen-
erally, including a comprehensive pro-
gramme of good roads development un-
der the direct control of the provincial
authorities, with encouragement and co-
operation of the federal government.

A committee on rural credits and
banking, under the chairmanship of John
Bain, of Ottawa, recommended the estab-
lishment of a dominion-wide system of
rural credits with a view to making capi-
tal and loans for agricultural operations
as readily accessible to farmers as’ it is
now accessible through the banks for in-
dustrial operations to those engaged in
manufacture, transportation and com-
merce. In this connection a resolution
was passed by the council approving of
the principle of employing provincial
banks to issue bonds against leng-term
mortgages on land, repayable on the
amortization principle.

The Returned Soldiers,

A committee on the welfare of re-
turned soldiers, under the chairmanship
of H. B. McGivern, ex-M. P, Ottawa,
recommended ‘a federal board of capable
men with agents at various centres
throughout the dominion, having power
to administer the provisions of the pen-
sion act, and with supervision over the
suitable re-employment of soldiers after
the war is over; also that special prefer-
ence should be given to returned soldiers
in filling positions in the civil service,
and also for free industrial and technical
education to the returned men anxious
to re-enter the industrial life of the
country.

A committee on technical education,
under the chairmanship of Hon. W. L.
MuacKenzie King, presented a strong reso-
lution which was adopted by the council
recommending a comprehensive national
plan of industrial training and technical
education under provincial and federal
co-operation, including the distribution
and reabsorption into industry of re-
turned soldiers after the close of the
war.

A committe under the chairmanship
of S. W. Jacohs, K. C, Montreal, re-
ported in favor of a dominion bank-
ruptcy law, following the precedent of
nearly every other country outside of
anade.l, .and also recommending legisla-
tion giving more effective control over
federally incorporated limited liability
companies, with a view to preventing
frauds on innocent investors through
stock watering or through the issuing of
false prospectuses. -

Social Reform and Health,

A committee on social reform and
health legislation, under the chairman-
ship of J. E. Atkinson, Toronto, report-
ed in favor of a federal measure of old
age and mothers’ pensions and national
Insurance as soon as practicable against
sickness and wnemployment.

A_ committee on publicity under the
chairmanship of Alexander Smith, Ot-
tawa, made a number of recommenda-
tions as to the best methods of promot-
ing publicity for Liberal principles and
policy.

A committee on railway and transpor-
tation problems, under the chairmanship
of Hon. George P. Graham, presented a
general report outlining the problems
which have to be met. In view of the
fact, however, that the royal commission
appointed by the government will not
make any report upon this subject until
the next _session of parliament, the coun-
cil decided to wait until the data secured
by that commission and its recommen-
dations are presented hefore recommend-
ing any definite policy.

Before the council adjourned, a special
committe was appointed to study and
report at the next meeting upon the
question of adopting proportional repre-
sentation in Canada. This committee
consists of Hon. Raoul Dandurand, A.
R. McMaster, K. C.,, and S. W. Jacobs,
K. C, all of Montreal.

The council also discussed at some
length the question of more adequate
control and development of Canada’s
nickel resources, especially with a view
to vreventing their being made use of by

the enemy. It was agreed that the pres-
ent conditions developing whereby Ger-
many, through her merchant submarines,
can take nickel cargoes out of the United
States, demand much more
safeguards than the government has pro-
vided. The whole question will be fur-
ther studied, and an adequate national
policy in regard to nickel will be an-
nounced later on by Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

The resolution adopted with regard tp
rural credits and banking pointed out
that there were three practical ways of
solving the problem of giving greater
facilities to farmers and homesteaders
for securing capital for settlement and
development purposes. In the first
place, there could be strictly co-operative
companies or associations with unlimited
or limited liability. In the second place,
strictly govermental assistance might be
granted through the medium of estab-
lishing provincial banks with land mort-
gage features. Thirdly, provision might
be made through legislation for co-opera-
tive credit associations with initial gov-
ernment guarantees under some adequate
supervision. It was recommended that
the best solution would be found in the
establishment of provincial bapks with
power to issue long term loans on bonds
redeemable on the amortization principle.
It was pointed out that the question of
rural credits is already receiving consid-
eration by the chartered banks of Canada
and that possibly the situation could be
met in part at least by allowing these
banks to issue short term loans on land
gecurity. The committee was asked to
continue its study of the subject and to
report again at the next meeting of the
council.

On the subject of taxation, finance and
fiscal policy, the members of the council
were agreed that the stand taken by the
party in parliament during the last two
sessions was along the right line. The
council expressed itself as wholly op-
posed to the doctrine of high protection,
especially under the guise of “War Tax-
ation,” imposed to meet wasteful expen-
ditures for domestic purposes. Free ag-
ricultural implements, free wheat, free
flour and customs taxation so adjusted
as to bear most equitably upon the gen-

{eral consumer for which the party has

put itself on record during the past three
sessions will be adhered to.

The resolutions on soldiers’ welfare
and on technical education were as fol=
lows:

Important Steps.

“The sub-committee on industrial
training and technical education are of
the opinion that, as the development of
Canada’s resources, her trade, commerce,
and inaustries, and also the earning
capacity and wellbeing of her industrial
population, are dependent upon the ap-
plication of skill and efficiency, and as
co-ordination hetween the provinces in
the work of industrial training and
training and technical education is es-
sential in the interest of the eountry as
a whole. It is desirable that the federal
government should co-operate with the
governments of the several provinces of
the dominion in an endeavor to further
industrial training and technical educa-
tion in accordance with a national plan

needs of each of the several provinces
and the general welfare of the domin-
ion. That co-operation should be in ac-
cordance with terms and conditions to
be agreed upon after the conference be-
tween the federal and provincial author-
ities. 'That co-operation in whatever
form agreed upon should have a due re-
gard for the rights of the several prov-
inces in the matter of education for their
respective total rural and urban popula-
tions, and for the industrial readjust-
ments rendered necessary by the disloca-
tion of industry occasioned by the war,
including the distribution and reabsorp-
tion into industry of returned soldiers at
the close of the war.

Canada’s Duty to Heroes.

Whereas the sub-committee of the na-
tional Liberal advisory committee ap-
pointed to inquire into and study the
welfare of our returned soldiers involv-
ing a consideration of the necessity for
adequate penmsions, vocational training
and such other assistance as may be re-
quired to enable them to again take their
proper places in our national lif'e, having
carefully considered the questions in-
volved in this inquiry, is of the opinion:

1. That the system of pensions adopt-
ed by resolution of the house of com-
mons of May 15 last should be carried
out in every particular.

2 That Canada’s obligations to re-
turned soldiers cannot be adequately dis-
charged by the provision of pensions for
those of the dependents of those who
have died; for those have been wounded
and incapacitated in defence -of their
country’s liberties, and it is the impera-
tive duty of the government to take im-
mediate action also along the lines set
out in the following paragraphs of this
resolution.

3. That a federal board should be ap-
pointed by the crown composed of
capable leading men having agents at
each provincial capital and in the other
chief cities of Canada with-power to ad-
minister the provisions of the pension
act and to deal with all questions con-

SIMULTANEQUS ATTAC

KS ON ALL FRONTS MAY

FORCE ENEMY TO SHORTEN THINLY HELD LINES

London, July 20—While & strong but unsuccessful German counter offensive is still being fought out
on the British front, the Teutonic armies find themselves again the object of a simultaneous attack on
both eastern and western fromts. The recent successful advance having brought the British into line with
the French at Hardecourt, the French offensive, which has been for some time in preparation, has been
renewed energetically on both sides of the Somme, on a frout of about five miles, thus far suecessfully.

Official despatches from the British and French headquarters tonight show a further advamce by
both armies. The British pushed forward their line about 1,000 yards north of the Bazentin-Longueval
sector, and are still fighting flercely with the Germans in the outskirts of Longueval and in the Delville

Wood

The French, having renewed their offensive, captured a considerable stretoh of German tremches in
the.neighobrhood of Estrees, and in engagements on both sides of the river have taken nearly 3,000 addi-

tional prisoners.

At the same time, according to Rome reports, the violent Russian offensive has been resumed in the
Carpathians, at Kovel, Vladimir-Volynski and in the Riga sector. Unoffiical despatches from Petrograd
say that the second stage of the battle for the possession of Kovel is continuing with extreme violence.
General Brussiloff has brought up crushing forces from the Stokhod to the Lipa to attack the Austro-
Germans, and anxiety as to their ability to withstand a continuance of the pressure is beginning to be re-
flected in the Berlin comments on the situation.

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| Democracy and the Individual

By Rev Robert B. B. Foote

Beginning a series of sermons in the
Churci of the Holy Trinity, New York,
the Rev. Robert B. B. Foote, associate
_rector, preached last night on “Demo-
cracy and the Industrial” The text
was from I Peter ii:17: “Honor all men.
Love the Brotherhood. Fear God. Hon-
or the King.” Mr. Foote said: ;

Four ideals of Christian citizenship
are here set forth by St. Peter. They
are ideals of fundamental importance
alike for the Christian citizens of the old
Roman Empire and for us who live in
this Twentieth Century under quite a
different form of government we call a
democracy. . 2

These four ideals I propose to discuss
with you on Sunday evenings: “Demo-
cracy and the Industrial.” - “Honor .n:ll.
men,” says St. Peter. Respect the indi-
“vidual, every individual in his rights,
his responsibilities, his worth as a hu-
man being. To this great ideal our na-
tion has consecrated itself from its
birth. In that “Declaration of Indepen-
dence,” the anniversary of which we
celebrated last week, occur these fam-
ous sentences which form the corner-
stone of our Democracy:

“We hold these truths to be self evi-
dent, that all men are created equal,
that they are endowed by their Creator
with certain wunalienable rights; that
among there are life, happiness. That to
secure these rights, governments' are in-
stituted among men, deriving their jus®
powers from the consent of the govern-
ed. That whenever any form of gov-
ernment becomes destructive of these
ends; it is the right of the people to
alter and abolish it and to institute new
government, laying its” founda?ion on
such principles and organizing its pow-
ers in such a form as shall seem mast
likely to effect their safety and happi-
ness.”

Here is set forth as the cornerstone on
which our democracy rests, an ideal
quite different from that which is held
for example, in the German empire.
There the government, the state, its in-
tegrity and continuance and place in the
syn is the great end for which the indi-
vidual citizen exists. His life, liberty and
pursuit of happiness are as nothing com-
pared with that of the state. The state is
everything, the individual simply a cog
in ‘the wheel of its machinery of effi-
ciency and power.

The ideal for which our democracy
exists is just the reverse. It is that the
state, the government, exists for the
people, not the people for the state. The
government is not an end in and for it-
self, but simply a means of expressing
the will of the people and conserving
the rights and privileges of every indi-
vidual living under it. When the gov-
ernment ceases to do this the right of
the people to alter or abolish it and set
up a¥hew "government .that. will .secure
to-all the people their unalienable rights
is distinctly recognized.

Our Democratic ideal is, as Lincoln
so happly phrased it, “a government of
the people, by the people and for the
people.”

This Democratic ideal is essentially
Christian. It is rooted in the teaching
of Jesus, in His ideal humanity. He
came to bring life, liberty and happiness
to all men. This great mission He
states thus: “I am come that they might
have life, and might have it more abun-
dantly. If ye abide in my word, then
are ye truly my*disciples; and ye shall
know the truth and the truth shall make
you free” “For freedom,” says St.
Paul, “did Christ set us free.” Individ-
ual happiness is the keynote with which
Jesus began = that great Sermon on the
Mount. Joy characterized His life, and
the sharing of that joy is the great re-
ward He holds out to the faithful. “En-

- ter thou into the joy of the Lord.”

Life, freedom, happiness, abundant,
and for all, are the rights of humanity
for which Jesus lived and died.

Rights imply responsibilities. The
rights of all rest on a responsibility of
each to recognize and help conserve the
rights of the rest.

Jesus recognized this responsibility of
individual citizenship. Some of us have
in the ballot a means of exercising this
responsibility that Jesus did not possess.

But by His words and His acts He ex-
pressed His moral indignation at the
usurped rights of the people.

Bitterly He upbraided the religious
leaders who lay heavy burdens on the
consciences’ of the unlearned, who shut
out from their fellowship the poor and
the sinful, and who robbed the widow.
Burning with ‘moral .indignation, He
drove with a whip the traders from the
temple, rebuking thus the political lead-
ers who had sold out the rights of the
Gentiles to worship in. peace in these
outer temple courts. The life; the free-
dom, the joy He possessed, Jesus felt
the responsibility of doing His share to
conserve for all.

Jesus claimed these rights and re-
sponsibilities for man as man. They
were not the prerogatives of the few,
but_belonged to all equally as children
of one Heavenly Father. They be-
longed to the poor as well as to the rich,
to the Gentile as well as to the Jew, to
the sinner as ‘well as to the saint. Jesus
stood for the supreme value of the worth
and dignity of the individual as such,
irrespective of race, sex or condition of
life. He honored man as man, as a
child of God. He found often even more
to honor in the poor, shrinking widow,
in the criminal outcast, in the despised
Samaritan, in the hated Roman Centur-
ion or foreigner of Tyre and Sidon' than
He did in many of His favored and re-
spected fellow Jews. Underneath. the
weakness, the delinquencies, the super-
ficial differences of race or gondition of
life Jesus saw in every man something
divine, a common sonship of the .one
God. He -honored God by honoring the
divine image He found in all men.

This recognition of the dignity, the
worth,. rights, the responsibilities of’ al
men and consequent respect and honor
due to each as an individual, is the foun-
dation truth on which our democracy
rests. It is, however, an ideal, a prin-’
ciple, the full import of which we are
slow to grasp. We are a real democracy
as yet only in ideal, not yet in fact, Let
us look at some of the ways in which
this' ideal has said to be more fully
worked out among us. We have a long,
hard road to travel to reach our ideal of
Christian democra¢y in giving to all
men in our midst the honor or respect
due the individual, irrespective of his
money, color, race or moral attainments.

Take, for example, the recognition of
the rights of franchise, to voice and
vote in the affairs of government. We
are only gradually becoming a nation
with universal suffrage, with a govern-
ment by all the people capable of exer-
cising the right recognized in principle
in our Declaration of Independence.

At the beginning of our nation’s his-
tory the right of suffrage was limited'to
property holders and tax-payers. It was
only a few years, however, before this
qualification was removed and all white
men allowed to vote, even those of for-
eign birth who were willing to take out
naturalization papers as citizens. Nearly
a century elapsed, however, before the
negro was recognized as a man and
honored with the rights as a citizen to
a share in the government. We are only
just beginning to realize that woman is
endowed by her Creator with the same
unalienable rights as man to life, liberty
and the pursuit of happiness and is
capable of exercisimg the same responsi-
bilities. Given thes:same education, the
same opportunities as man, she is prov-
ing her capacity to think, to reason, to
work, to rule equal in every respect to)
man’s. Some of us are so bold as to be-
lieve that on the whole she possesses a
higher idealism ‘and a practical know-
ledge of what is essential for human
‘welfare due in part to her wide experi-
ence today in both the home and the
business world, that makes her even bet-
ter fitted to cast an intelligent vote and
share in all the responsibilities of gov-
ernment than most men-are. But what-
ever we may think about this, one of the
next natural and logical steps in the re-
alization of our democratic ideal is the
extension of the franchise throughout
the nation to women as well as to men.
In a democracy based as this is on the
unalienable rights with which the Cre-
ator has endowed all mankind ‘there can
be neither Jew, nor Greek, there can be
neither bond nor free; there ¢an be no
male and female,” so far as the vote is
concerned. It is not a government by
the people when one-half its adult popu-
lation is disfranchised.

The ideal of honoring man as man, the
individual in our midst as a human be-
ing, a child of a common Father, ir-
respective of his race, color, money, or
moral attainments, we have still to work
out in other respects to make this a true
democracy.

We have honored men of nearly all
races by allowing them to settle in our
midst and to become naturalized citiz-
ens. We still discriminate, however,
against the Japanese, a discrimination
they naturaly resent and which is a

rise to the surface is one of the greatest

nig’s -seamanship and enterprise might
easily ‘be thwarted by a piece of bad
luck.

Talks of His Chances

Could Not Sag What He Would
do if Threatened by Destroyer
With no- Time to Submerge

(Toronte Mail and Empire.)

Ilaving secured her cargo of ,nickel
and rubber, the Deutschland is now pre-
paring for her return voyage to Ger-
many. Her skipper says that he has no
doubt about safely arriving at a home
port. “It is easy,” he declares. All
he has to do is to submerge when he
sights a hostile ship, and either lie on
the bottom of the ocean, if that is prac-
ticable, or continue his course under
water until all danger is past. He points
out that a submarine always sees a de-
stroyer before the destroyer sights the
submarine, and this is generally true;
and since he contends that the Deutsch-
land can sumberge in one minute, it
would appear that a British' vessel of
war would have a very difficult job in
catching him, especially if it would be
necessary first .to signal the submarine,
and then board her before she could be
attacked, and then only in the event of
resistance or an attempt to escape.

The negro we have nominally set free,
but too often he is denied his rights and

looked down on as an inferior being.
The way is made as hard as possible
for him to enter and advance in many
professions.

There is room for much growth be-
fore we become truly democratic in our
treatment of the copper-colored and the
black man.

Equal honor is due to the poor and
the rich in our courts of justice. But
too often it is not given. The man of
money can carry his case from court to
court if he feels injustice has been done
him in the decision of the lower courts,
an opportunity for justice denied the
poor man. Then in meting out of jusl-

ice, a poor man who steals a loaf of
bread to feed his hunery family. is often

It is
an ideal to which we as a people are
pledged, and toward which we are slow-
ly working. Let us learn, then, to hon-
or all men with the honor due them as
children of a common Heavenly Father.
It lies with each one of us as individuals
to do our part in this realization of our
national democratic ideal. As we catch
the vision and enter into more of the
spirit of Christ we will do it.

Fine New Structure Planned For
Toronte in Defiance of Theory
That Hotels Need Bar Business
to Make Profits

Toronto, July 21—The contention that
the government’s temperance legislation
will “kill” Toronto’s tourist trade, as it
is argued, tourists and conventions will

: not go to a city whete there are no bars
in the hotels, is about to receive a pow-
erful contradiction, according to well-
fcunded rumor. This is no less than to
the effect that a party of capitalists,
among whom are to be found prominent

Toronto men, are completing plans for |-

the erection of a magnificent hotel in
the city hich will equal in_structure
and appointment the Chateau Laurier at
Ottawa- or the Chateau Frontenac at
Quebec.

The new structure will be designed for
the express purpose of cultivating a first-
class tourist trade. As the plans now
stand it will cost close on to two million
dollarg. The money, it is said, is already
secut&and the success of the venture
is as'good as assured.

No provision is being made for a bar,
according to well-informed sources. The
possibility of a bar trade will not be
taken into consideration in making the
plans. As it will take some two years
to erect the building and furnish it, it
js felt that there is too much uncer-
tainty regarding conditions at that time
to count upon a bar trade.

their efforts to make themselves goody

[ELLS OF THE GREAT
FGHTING AT HOOGE

iuteresting Letter Comes From Pte.
Lewis of Sackville

I

.‘\

The following very interesting letter
telling of .the fighting about Ypres, has
been forwarded to his sister in Sack-
ville by Pte. Cecil R. Lewis, who is now
in hospital in England, recovering from
wounds received in the course of that
fighting. The letter is dated from the
Royal Berks Hospital at Reading, Eng-
land. Pte. Lewis was wounded in the
arm and the head but at the time of
writing was well on the way to recov-
ery and may be back in the trenches by
this time. He writes: -

“Believe me, it was a warm corner
around Ypres. I got woundéd at Hooge,
we had just come out of the Sauntray
woods—we were up there sixteen days,
four in the front line and four in the
supports and eight in the trenches. The
C. M. R. relieved us on Wednesday night.
They were late getting in and it was
about daylight when we started. We
had to go on a forced march all along
the road, but we got through all tight.
They shelled us very heavy. My feet
were all in when we got there. We got
one night’s sleep and the C. M. R.’s lost
their trenches and ‘we had to go up again
on Friday. Every Canadian -battalion
was on the move—it was hell. Fritz
sent over évery kind of shell he had.
We came under shell fire' about
dusk. I don’t kpow how we got through.
We were to go up and make an attack
that morning at three but got another
order just beforé daylight. We made
the old wall just after daybreak. The
observation battalion spotted us and
they didn’t do anything to us only cut
us to ribbons.. I can thank my steel
helmet for my life; a piece of shell went
through it. Between the linings a lit-
tle piece went in my head. It was sore
but it is all right now. It was after
that I got it in the arm- I had quite a
time to get to the dressing station. I
felt almost crazy for something to eat;
I had nothing for two days. I was just

wondering how Henry Dixon made ot
