NEW IMPERIAL IDEA

Expansion of Accepted View
of Royal Activity Might Well
Be Called For--Niobe to Sail

. at End of July—Botha De-
fines Policy ‘

Times’ Epecial Cable.

London, June . 15—The Times
says it is hardly open to doubt if
it. were found possible for the
king to hold courts in the capital
cities of his various dominions, the
effect upon the unity and sglidar-
ity of the empire would be con-
spicuously beneficient. The Times
thinks that the whole imperial
idea towards which we are mov-
ing is a new thing which may well
call for revision and expansion ac-
cepted ideas of royal activity ‘‘ The
designation of the Duke of Con-
naught as governor-general of
Canada, although not directly de-
termined by a conscious adoption
of this expanded view of the place
of monarehy in the empire, does
undoubtedly operate in that diree-
tion. - It is perhaps all the more
valuable as an indication of the
probable trend of events just be-
cause it comes about in the ordin-
ary course without definite inten-
tion to open up a new imperial
epoch.”’ A

its responsibility to the whole world, it
will weaken its power both ‘on the home
and foreign fields and seriously handicap
its mission to the coming generation. Noth-
ing less than the adequacy of Christianity
as a world religion is on trial.

“The utter inadequacy of the present
migsionary force to discharge effectively
the duty of world-wide evangelization is
evident. There should be nothing less than
a vast enlargement in the number of quali-
fied workers, a thorough and courageous
adaptation of means and methods to meet
the situation, a wise unification in plans
and forces, and a wholehearted fulfilling of
the conditions of spiritual power.”

Turning its attention to fields on which
the church should concentrate attention
and effort, the commission reports that in
China there is an unique opportunity
fraught with far-reaching issues for the fa-
ture of China and of all Christendom. The
advance of Islam in equatorial Africa pre-
sents the question, the report says. wheth-
er the dark continent shall become Mo-
hammedan or Christian. India and the
Mohammeuan as a whole, particularly
Turkey and Asia are pointed out as other
large fields for effort.

“These countries,” the commissioners
say, “have a peculiar claim upon the mis-
sionary activity of the Christian church.
Christianity is theirs pre-eminently by
right of inheritance. The church is un-
der special obligation to present Christ to
the Jews. The attempts to give the gos-
pel to this widely-scattered, yet still iso-
lated people have been hitherto altogether
inadegquate.
