Even a body whose purposes are s0
excellent as those of the Interparlia-
inentary Union falls under the sus-
picion of a numerous class of Ameri-
cans who mistakenly feel that
Washington’s warning against en-
‘tangling alliances” applies to conditions
in 1925. “We haze no use for the
League of Nations,” says the Chicago
Tribune, in protesting against Ameri-
can participation in the activities of the
Union and even in those of the Interna-
tional Court of Justice, arguing that
there is danger that these connections
may slowly commit the United States
to support of, if not actual member-
ship in, the League of Nations. Pro-
fessor Manley C. ! udson of the
Harvard Law._ School is afraid that
American connection with the Inter-
' parliamentary Union in itself consti-
tutes an entangling alliance. He points
out, with evident horror, that the
Union maintains offices in Geneva and
is closely related to the League.

* Other voices of like significance are
raised in several sections of the United
States. - The authors of these protests
appear not to realize how vastly things
have changed from the old days. In
“The Diary of a Political Pilgrim,”
written by a London correspondent in
/America, in the Christian Sclence
Monitor, there is an analysis of the
position of the United States to-day
which should, assist in giving sus-
picious residents of that country a
better sense of proportion even If it
does not allay their fears. After
dyelling upon the immense foreign
investments of the United States and
its growing sales in foreign markets,
he points out that the size of the earth
is appreciably shrinking every day. “It
is only a question of a few years,” he
says, “when Europe and America will
.be talking directly over the radio and
the journey from one to the other
will take but a few hours by airplane.
‘What happens overseas must neces-
.samily become of increased moment to
the United States with every year.”
He argues that isolation is out of the
‘Question, saying: i
‘“Finally, the great political -world
problems which are coming up for
settlement are of vital concern to the
United States and cannot be solved
without her co-operation. . Take only
“three. First, there is the problem of
teadjusting the relations between the
Occident and the Orient. The United
States, with its attitude toward Asi-
atic immigration, is in the very fore-
front of that question.
. “Then there is the problem of the
économic development ,of the world.
It is obvious that, if the nations as a
whole are to enjoy prosperity, the old
haphazard method of developing the
resources of the earth, with its innu-
‘merable opportunities for friction’ and
ed .by & more in-
telligent and orderly method, & method
already largely worked out in the vast
area of America.’

*Finally, there s the problem of
abolishing war. It is an urgent prob-
lem, and no nation is more interested
in it than the United States. Yet
manifestly war can only. be abolished
ih co-operation with other states, for
just as it takes two to make a_War,
it takes two to keep the peace. And
to make world peace lasting will ‘take
the active combination of the leading
peoples among mankind, for unless
they do combine any one of thémcan
start a war and force the hands of the
TS0 T think that 1t 1s ‘certaln that
the United States will see in this cen-
/ tiiry, both externally and internally,
some very different phases of history
from those which it has passed through.
It is bound to be a leader among the
nations, not from its old position of
isolation, but as one of the common
family of nations. It is going to be
forced to assume responsibilities which
to-day it does not wish to assume, but
which in its new position of strength
it will be unable to escape. It has
often been said that America is an
adolescent nation. Whether that be
true or not, it is full grown to-day, and
ere long will have about its shoulders
the world-wide responsibilities of a
world power.”

Mere freedom from attack by other

nations cannot in itself justify isola- |

tion. The United States is profoundly
affected by economic prosperity or
poverty in Europe. It cannot escape
depression, even financial panic, unless

#t continues to enjoy foreign markets. |

To-day Mr. Coolidge is opposed to
American membership in the League
and a majority of the people support
him in his stand. Five or ten years
hence, sentiment, already showing
signs of change, may not only approve
of but demand complete co-operation
with Europe in giving the world the
security without which there can be
neither reasonable prosperity nor
contentment.

Canada’s export trade in pulp ‘and

{paper products continues to .increase.

During the year ended August 81 wood
pulp to the value of $44,315,000 was
exported, compared with $41,315,000
for the preceding twelve months. The
value of the paper exported was $101,~
616,000, compared with $98,041,000 in
the preceding year, although the price
of paper was less. There was a slight
increase in the amount of pulpwood
that went out of the country. .It was
fvalued at $18,891,000 as compared with
$18,689,000 during the previous period.

The First Month Passes,

(Chicago Post.)

Sept. 80 was the end of the first
,month of the strike in the anthracite
fields. It has been a disconcerting one
to both parties to the controversy, and
particularly to the miners.

To be successful, a struggle of this
nature must hold the interest of the
public. The consumer, who has paid
the bill so frequently in the past, must
feel that he faces a cold and cheerless
winter and clamor for a settlement®.
That state of mind may come when
the thermometer tumbles zeroward in
the winter months, but there are no
signs of it at present. :

Indeed, so little is the coal user stam-
peded that the local fuel companies re-
port a backward buying season. The
Federal Government has refused reso-
lutely to play the role of arbiter, and
thus bear the blame for any price in-
creases which may follow. Governor
Gifford Pinchot of Pennsylvania has
made one or two feeble attempts to
bring peace, but they have been as
unsuccessful as the efforts of Presi-
dent Lewis of the mine workers to
gain a generous measure of newspaper
space and attention by his aceasional
pronunciamentoes.

Thus far the only sufferers are the
miners and the mine owners and those
railroads which haul the products of
the anthracite shafts at a profit. The
strike, in its early stages at least, may
be dubbed a distinct success from the
viewpoint of the public, which is get-
ting along very happily through the
use of bituminous coal and an ever-
Increasing volume of coal substitutes.

Goldwin Smith As Jester.
(Bystander in Toronto Globe.)

Goldwin Smith was not commonly
regarded as a jester; in fact, the pon-
derous articles of his lifetime in To-
rontd® both in historical volumes and
in newspapers and reviews, gave the
‘impression of a serious mind. A re-
cent volume of Mr. Rice-Oxley, called
“Oxford Renowned,” gives another
side of the “Sage of the Grange,” as he
was known up to his death here. An
English paper has this interesting ref-
erence:

after all, the lines are not so bad’.”

Character in Footwear,

The wisest course is to go to a good
shop, where it is possible to get a com-
fortable, well-fitting shoe as well as a
fashionable one, and then buy three or
four pairs.

‘Wear them In rotation “and treat
them carefully when not in use. Keep
them on trees until required, in order
to keep the shape. Do this even when
cleaning them.

As regards cleaning, .be particular
as to the kind of polish or cream that
you use. Preparations containing
spirit rot leather.

Be careful when shoes are being
cleaned to brush off all dirt and spots

first, otherwise they show through the|

polish.. ;

Brown . shoes stain more easily than
black. . It is quite a good plan to give
brown leather shoes.a bath or ordinary
soap and water occasionally, with per-
haps a mild mixture of turpentine in
the water. Rub the shoes well with
an old nail or tooth brush and let them
dry. Then administer the polish. The
shoes will come. up like new. :

Another good but old-fashioned pla
is to rub the inside of a banana skin
into the brown leather. This both
softens and preserves the leather- as
well as cleans it. .

Patent shoes have to be treated still
more carefully, otherwise they are apt
to’ crack énd look extremely shabby.
It is_a good thing to rub vaseline into
them occasionally. This both softens
and feeds the leather. Also, patents
are made more pliable by putting them
in front of the fire (not too near, of
course) - -before wearing them. L

Sight For Direction Sense

Do Not Need

We know that a lost cat Is never

really lost; that our dog will find his
way home under most any conditions,
and that it is wise sometimes, if we
are confused, to let the horse guide
himself. But the ablility to find their
way is still greater in undomesticated
animals. Necessarily for self-reliance
ind the constant presence of danger
keep their faculties and instincts on the
keenest edge, writes L. E. Hubankg in
*“Our Dumb Animals.”

The greatest factor in a maw's study
of his location is sight, and without it
he has but a vague sense of direction.
But I knew a blind dog to find his way
home over mileg of unfamiliar cogntry.
Blind horses or cows go where they
want. to in a pasture, and you can't
| seriously ‘‘sidetrack’” a cat by blind-
folding it. Sorne. animals seem help-
less when sight is handicapped, but the
reason usually is excitement—a panic
of fear, Given time to deliberate their
sense of direction saves them as & rule.

Naturalists once thought' that ants
returned to thelr home through the
forests of grassblades, weed, sticks, eto.,
by scent, following their own track
back. Ag a matter of fact an ant sel-
dom goes back over the outbound trail,
and there is considerable evidence that
it relies more on the mysterious general
sense O0f direction than on sight or any
other particular sense. .

One ant, as an experiment, was trans-
ported on a leaf beyond her destination,
and when put down kept on in the same
direction, though she was now going
away from home. The general sense of
direction is very remarkable in one
species of the Australian ants; they
build their nests along & north and
south line so accurately that a trav-
eler may direct his course by their ald.
Snails have no sense of sight, or at
least a very rudimentary one, yet it
is not easy to lose a snall

This is the message that came
through the air from Inspector Wil-
cox, of the Royal Canadian Mounted
Police, on board the C. G. S. Arctic,
whieh passed Father Point this morn-
ing, returning from its voyage to the
Arctie Circle to relieve police posts in
that part of the Dominion.

Messages sent out from the big
broadecasting stations KDJA and WBZ
started last Christmas eve and the ap-
peal was broadcast every other day
for a couple of weeks, giving a descrip-
tion of the Nutting ship, its course
and the places where it was last seen,
in the hope that some trace might be
found of the ship and its crew.. The
Nutting expedition sailed on the Amer-
jcan yacht Lief Ericson and was undet
the command of William Nutting, the
other members of the crew being Ars
thur Hildebrand, John Todahl and Mr.
Fleischer, the latter a Norwegian. The
boat sailed from Norway and was last
heard of on Sept. 8, 1924, when it left
Julianhaab, on the southern shore of
Greenland, and headed west.

The political world s witnessing at

the present time a number of women
who are carrying on the work which
was left uncompleted to some extent by
their husbands when they dfed.

The same thing happens in the world
of science.

The outstanding example is that of

Madame Curie, who discovered radiuma
by carrying on the researches which her
husband had been engaged in up until
the time he was killed by a Paris auto.
Now a similar incident comes to the
attention of the world. It i{s announced
that Madam Gabrielle Flammarion will
carry on the work left unfinished by the
death of her husband, the great French
astronomer, Camille Flammarion.

Bhe has taken over the post which he

formerly held, that of director of the
great Juvisy observatory.

In addition she has been elected sec-

retary-general of the Astronomical So-
ciety of France.

Ten volumes which her husband had

planned to publish will be completed
and published by Madame Flammarion.

Like Madame Curie, Madame Flam-

marion was unheard of until the death
of her husband, but like Madame Curie
she was also the collaborator in all her
husband’s scientific work during his life.

Madame Flammarion is the descendent
of Theophraste Renaudot, known In
France ag ‘‘the father of French journs
alism.”’

The temperature on the planet Venius
never rises aboxe zero, This is the opine
fon of Dr. C. E, St. John of the Mt
Wilson observatory.

Dr. St. John has just completed &
lengthy study of the planet, usiug the
Mt. Wilson 100-inch = telescope,” the
largest telescope in the world.

During the day time, the tempera~
ture of Venus just rises to about the
freezing point, Dr. St. John says, while
at night it falls below that point.

Sclentists have known for a long timg
that sunspots affect the amount of heat
radiated by the sun, the radiation in-
creasing with an increase in sunspots.

However, Dr, C. G. Abbot, director of
the astrophysical observatory of the
Smithsonian Institution, calls attention
to a recent discovery of a surprising na~
ture,

Work at the Smithsonian obgerving
stations shows that when a sunspot
moves across the centre of the sun, the
radiation is diminished for a brief pere
fod.

Further study is needed to explain the
phenomenon.

Later, Graham
Bell, to whom we owe the telephone,
struck by this peculiar property of
selenium, founded great hopes on it for
the future of science.

VISITING POTATO
MEN OPTIMISTIC

A. D. McCain and Dr. L. D.
MclIntosh Speak of Prices and
Market.

The general market price being paid
by the potato dealers of Carleton and
Victoria counties for the tubers pro-
diced in those counties is now $2.25
a barrel, with some small hurry ship-
ments bringing as high as $2.50 a bar-
rel and in a few cases somewhat, higher
and with prospects for a substantial
market throughout the winter, it was
learned last night in an interview with
Andrew D. McCain, of Florenceville,
potato shipper, and Dr. L, D. McIn-
tosh, of Hartland, who are in the city.

The market for New Brunswick
potatoes in Cuba was very firm, they
said, and prospects were that it would
remain so. The farmers were getting
a good price for their produce and were
able to retrench somewhat the losses
sustained last year when the bottom
fell out of the market and the huge
crop sold as low as 85 and 40 cents
a barrel.

The assoelation of shippers was keep-
ing the market supplied steadily and
thus doing away with the chances of
overloading it and spoiling the demand,
it was said.

PRICES ADVANCE.

The price for potatoes had been ris-
ing for a week and an increase of 75
cents a barrel had been made during
that time. This was largely due to
the solidity of the market and the fact
that the growers were commencing to
store their crops.

It was estimated that about 80 per
cent. more of the crop had been moved
this year than during the same period
of lait season. The 1925 crop was only
aboit two-thirds of that of the previous
year, the yleld having been smaller and
the acreage planted less.

The prospects were that the market
would continue good for the winter,
they said, and that the farmer would
get a price for his goods that would
repay him for his labor and time.

Potatoes were about a dollar a barrel
higher in Aroostook county, Maine,
they said, but owing to the duty, fees
and other costs of sending them acrose
the boundary, which amounts to about
00 cents a barrel, there were not any
noticeable sales in that way.

Shediac and Cape Tormentine in New
Brunswick and in Borden and Char-
lottetown in Prince Edwa¥d Island and
at Mahone Bay in Lunenburg county,
Nova Scotia.

He has been doing a great deal of
microscopie ;work this season and his
research has been chifly on the spawn-
ing functions of oysters, scallops, lob-
sters and smelts. In the preceding sea-
son he carried on similar work in re-
gard to the habits of the quahaug.

During his work in the Maritime
Provinces this season he addressed a
Jobster packers’ meeting in Prince
Edward Island, giving the packers an
insight into scientific facts concerning
the lobsters.

His report on his season’s work is to
be submitted to the department, which
he said, would befavorable concerning
the scallop beds of Mahone Bay.

The fish hatcheries are outside of his
own special work, but he had visited
both the hatcherles near Saint John
and at Newcastle.

In the Saint John fishery he speclally
approved the fine condition of the more
mature fish under artificial culture. He
thought it was remarkable that there
chould be speckled, rainbow, Loch
Leven and brown trout and Atlantic
salmon all under successful cdlture.
After his visit to Newcastle on leav-
fng Saint John Mr. Halkett will re-
turn to Ottawa to carry to a further
stage tome of the research work he is
engaged upon.

MORE GRAIN GROWN
IN N. B. THIS YEAR

Crop Report ‘For September
Indicates Better Conditions
For Farmers.

FREDERICTON, Oct. 3—Harvesting
of late hay and grain has been slow on
account of unfavorable harvest weath-
er. The haying period on the marshes
ended during the closing days of the
month. There is yet a considerable
acreage of oafs to be housed—much of
whiclr is discolored and sprouted. The
grain crop on the whole is an increase
over last year and a great deal of it,
especially the crops of Carleton, York
and Victoria counties, is of excellent
quality. !

MORE WHEAT.

An increase in the total production
of wheat and oats is indicated. A
heavy aftermath, consisting in large
part of red clover, followed the removal
of hay. Cows have milked well since
being flushed. The Saint John River
meadows are pastured beginning Octo-
ber first. The supply of dairy pro-

ducts has been above the average
monthly quantity throughout the whole
iseason. The prices for cheese a: ¢ but-
| ter were an advance over those .c. the
corresponding months of last year.

POTATOES.

The digging of potatoes of the Irish
Cobbler variety, which had been dis-
continued on the departure of several
cargoes to Cuba, totalling 30,000 sacks
about August 30, was actively resumed
about Sept. 13, ana practically com-
pleted Sept. 80. The number of car
lots shipped from one point—Florence-
ville, to Sept. 80 was 176. ‘The late
crop is affected with late blight rot
to a considerable extent, and while
any estimate made at this time of the
reduction of total crop due to rotting
is only a guess, a conservative esti-
mate would allow a 80 per cent. de-
crease in the August estimate of the
total production.

Haulings have been active until the
present, but formers seem = inclined
now to hold back, taking a speculator’s
chance.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 9—Final re-

ports on income for the calendar year
1023 are made public by the Bureau of
Internal Revenue, including revised
complete returns on personal income,
taxes, completed statistics on corpora-
tlon taxes and reports on Federal
ostate taxes and Federal gift taxes for
the calendar year 1924. :
Total peérsonal income tax payments
for 1923 were $663,651,505 and corpor-
atlon income taxes for the period ag-
gregated $987,106,798, making a grand
total of $1,600,758,308 from income
taxes for that year. :

INCREASE IS SHOWN.

The number of personal income tax
returns flled for that year was 7,698,-
821, with an aggregaté net income of
$24,840,187,864. As compared with
1922, the returns for 1928 show an in-
crease of 91,840, or 13.42 per cent.; an
fnorease in the total net income

amounting to §3,503,024,834, or 1642
per cent. and a decrease of $197,405,808,
or 22.93 per cent. in the total tax,

The number of corporations filing
income tax returns was 898,983, of
which 283,889 reported a net income
amounting to $8,821,629,184 For 1922,
the number of corporation returns was
862,888, with a net income of $6,968,~
811,148 and taxes aggregating $788,-
776,268.

The revised records on the .personal
returns for the year showed that there
were seventy-four individuals in the
country, forty-three of them in New
York state, who pald taxes on incomes
in excess of $1,000,000.

In addition, 103 Amerlcans pald
taxes on incomes of from $500,000 to
$750,000 and 111 on {ncomes of from
$400,000 to $500,000.

The total of personal income returns
filed by New Yorkers was 1,221,684,
with a net income reported of $4,565,~
814,898, paying & total tax for 1923 of
$192,311,565. Personal returns on In-
comes from New York showed the
following dispositlon of incomes Wages
and salaries, $2,858,824,939; business,
$690,841,140; partnerships, $374,898,665.

AVERAGE INCOME $3,226.70,

The average net income for the
United States was shown to have been

$3,226.70, the average amount of tax

$86.21 and the average tax rate 2.67
per cent.

The corporation tax statistics show
that the number of returns of net in-
come filed for partnerships for 1923
was 804,996, that the number report-
ing net income for the calendar year
was 288,839, that the gross income re-
ported was $97,457,479,446, with deduc-
tions of $89,185,950,312, and the net
income $8,821,529,184, on which the
total income tax for corporations was
$937,106,798.

The number of eorporations report-

ing no net income was 165,504, the
gross income was $§21,106,184,280 and
the total deductions were $28,119,739,~
217, the deficit being $2,018,554,987.

The aggregate number of Federal
gift tax returns reported for 1924 was
1,528. The net amount of taxable gifts
were $170,181,677 and the total gift
tax was $7,242,136. i

The number of estate tax returns of
resident decedents filled from January
1, 1924, to December 81, 1924, was
12,408, showing a gross estate of §2-
850,248,804, a net taxable estate of $1,-
261,602,082 and a tax of $65,900,050, the
average tax being $5,813 and the aver-
age rate per cent. being 5.22. The
number of returns filed by non-resident
decedents was 1,866, the gross estate
amounting to $17,468,802 and the net
taxahle estate $16,650,045. The tax
was $306;54, an average tax of §224 and
an average rate per cent. of 1.84.

Chatting with the directors after the
presentation Mr. Rogers recalled how,
in 1852, when he first entered the Lan-
caster works, an industrious man could
make 50 shillings a week at plece work.
But he had to work from 6 o’clock in
the morning until 9 o’clock at night for
six days a week to do it. In 1870 plece
work was abolished, and Mr. Rogers,
who then had seven children to support,
earned 80 shillings a week.

Now
he puts in a 44-hour week at about £3
14 shillings a week. But to him his
craft meang more than the cash.
