t Hon. A.K. MacLean Gives Notice 
of Resolution on Re-classification

Ottawa, May 26—Hon. A. K. Mac- 
Lean, who has had particular charge of 
all matters relating to the civil service, 
has given notice of a resolution upon 
which a bill providing for the reclassi­
fication of the civil service will be based. 
Under the terms of tills bill fifty odd 
thousand members of the inside and out­
side civil service will be reclassified.

The principle underlying the new 
classification will be that members of 
the service will be put into classes cor­
responding with the nature of the work 
they are doing. Civil servants doing en­
gineering work, for instance, will be 
classed as engineers and other members 
of the service doing work calling for 
special qualifications will be similarly 
treated.

The work of reclassification has oc­
cupied the attention of experts for sev­
eral months and the new schedules which 
are now being printed cover 600 or TOO i 
printed pages.

Mr. MacLean promised a few days 
that the new classification would be 
brought down within a fortnight and the 
legislation will be pul; through the house 
as expeditiously as possible.

It will be declared that in spite of in 

temal disorders and the necessity for de 
fending her frontiers, Germany thus , 
agrees to disarm ahead of all other pow­
ers. It is pointed out that this gives 
adequate proof of Germany’s determin­
ation to renounce all militaristic and im­
perialistic tendencies.
Wants Bigger Army.

Berne, May 26—Germany should re­
fuse to sign the military and economic 
terms of the peace treaty, which are not 
acceptable, according to General Count 
Max Montgelas, one of the German dele­
gates at Versailles, to the correspondent 
of a Berlin newspaper, and quoted in a 
Munich despatch received here.

He says the military terms do not al­
low Germany a sufficient number of 
troops to maintain order, the recent 
events in Berlin and Munich being cited 
as proof. He also says that a profes­
sional army is a grave danger from a 
democratic viewpoint He adds that the 
acceptance of the economic clauses would 
“condemn German workingmen to sla­
very.”
Italian.

Paris, May 26—There were indications 
today in peace conference circles that the 
negotiations for the settlement of the 
Italian problem were being resumed. It 
was understood that a strong effort is 
being made by the French, British and 
Italians to have the treaty of London 
form the basis.

Paris, May 25-^-(By the Associated 
Press)—Premier Clemenceau’s reply to 
the two German notes on the proposed 
western boundaries of Germany denies 
Count von Broackdorff-Rantzau’s asser­
tion that German territories are the sub­
ject of shifting from one sovereignty to 
another like pawns in a game. He points 
out that the desire is that the inhabit­
ants of the territories in question shall 
be taken into consideration, the only ex- 
cetpion being that part of Prussian 
Moresnet inhabited only by 600 persons, 
which is transferred to Belgium as par­
tial reparation for the destruction of 
Belgian forests by the Germans.
Austrians Impatient.

Copenhagen, May 25—Dr. Karl Ren­
ner, Austrian chancellor and head of the 
German-Austrian peace delegations, has 
addressed a note to Premier Clemenceau 
complaining over the delay of the peace 
conference in submitting the peace terms, 
which he says “is arousing grave anx­
iety regarding the maintenance of peace 
and order in our fatherland.”

The note also calls attention to the ex­
pense of keeping the delegation abroad 
and appeals to the peace conference to 
open negotiations as speedily as possible.

New Brunswick. That was the answer 
given on Friday afternoon by a large and 
representative gathering of the St. John 
Local Council of Women to Miss Pott 
and Miss Girdler, sent by the British 
government to seek information regard­
ing the opportunities for employment in 
Canada for the 200,000 women now en­
rolled in the British war service and 
about to be disbanded next year.

Mrs. Richard Hooper occupied the 
chair at the meeting in the absence of 
the president, Mrs. E. Atherton Smith, 
and all aspects of the matter were, 
thoroughly discussed by those present | 
The two English women wore their uni- j 
forms, Miss Pott that of an organizer 
of the women land workers, and Miss 
Girdler that of an official in the 
women’s service of the air force. They 
said that straightforward information 
was what they were anxious to take 
back to England and they were not 
given any too glowing account of the 
opportunities for British women in New 
Brunswick.

The English women spoke of the hard 
training the proposed immigrants had 
bad in the war, of the plan of the gov­
ernment to pay their passage to Canada 
and of the willingness of the women 
themselves to make good in the Do­
minion and stregthen the ties of Empire. 
At the same time, they said, it was not 
the intention to send any women to Can­
ada who would not be welcome or for 
whom there was not some suitable work 
ahead. Mrs. Lawrence asked if it was 
not the case that the women would 
come under any circumstances and that 
Canada must absorb them whether she 
wanted to or not Mrs. Lawrence said 
also that some provision should be made 
for keeping track of the women once 
they did come as only recently one hun­
dred women had been sent out by an 
emigration organisation and all had been 
lost sight of. Miss Pott thought this 
was a matter for the Canadian authori­
ties to take up.

The opinion of the meeting was that 
the British women would come to Can­
ada more in the spirit of adventure than 
with a true knowledge or conditions and 
that their war training notwithstanding^ 
they would not readily adapt themselves 
to Canadian habits and customs.

Mis. J. W. V. Lawlor was asked to 
give her views on the opening of the pro­
vince for women who would work part 
of the time in the farm house and part 
of the time in the fields. She did not 
think any of the New Brunswick farm­
ers would welcome such assistance and 
it was suggested to Miss Pott that 
Fredericton authorities might furnish 
further particulars on this aspect of the
