The boy moved here several weeks ago from Monongah and entered the 
fourth grade. Something seemed to be the matter with Sam, and an 
examination was arranged.

Sam turned In some home-work, and all his letters were backwards, 
beginning at the right-hand side of the paper and going over to the left, so 
that It was unreadable, unless reflected In a mirror.

Instinct has taught the youth to take care of himself. When he Is 
crossing a street he realizes that a car which seems to be going away from 
him Is actually coming toward him. When Sam sees steps which seem to 
lead up, he steps down, or goes around them.

According to physicians who ha ve examined the boy, there Is no cure 
for mirror vision, but It Is thought the child can be trained to read and 
write correctly. 1

Sam can copy writing exactly now, but when left alone he writes from 
the wrong side of the paper.

John. Loose methods are not to be permitted to prevail and stringent regu­
lations are to govern the situation.

The matter of efficient control of the taxi-cabs of the city, in the interest 
of the public and the operators of the cars, has been a live issue for some 
time and this spring the taxi men prepared a set of by-laws which they 
presented to the Commissioner of Safety. These have been gone over care­
fully by the city solicitor and representatives of the taxi owners and a draft 
prepared for submission to the council. This draft was submitted to the 
council yesterday by Commissioner Harding and after some discussion was 
recommended for adoption with a changing in the wording which will leave 
the issuing of licenses in the hands of the Mayor instead of placing it in 
the hands of the “Board.”

MTHE FISHERMAN.LOXG MAY HE REIGN 1

The style of the Ontario fisherman 
will be cramped somewhat when new 
regulations devised at Ottawa and 
applicable to the premier province take 
effect. XTo government, fortunately, 
can control the fisherman’s conversa­
tion or limit the size of the fish that 
he tells about confidentially. But some­
thing can be done officially to control 
the fish hog, even if the effort some­
times places undue restraint upon the 
good sportsman. Under the new rules 
a fisherman In Ontario may use only 
one line. It seems that there are some 
peculiar fishermen in Ontario who 
have been ifl the habit of using 
several lines. Formerly the use of 
more than three hooks on a line was 
forbidden, but now, though only one 
line may be employed, there is no limit 
to the number of hooks, and the 
fisherman whose idea of sportsmanship 
permits him to use artificial inventions 
armed with many hooks will be with­
out restraint.

The changed law forbids anyône in 
Ontario to have in his possession at 
any time more fish than are contained 
in two days’ legal catch, this referring 
particularly to black bass, salmon 
trout, speckled or brown trout. The 
man who is found with an illegal 
accumulation of fish can no longer 
escape by saying that they represent 
a catch of several days. Hitherto 
Ontario gentlemen caught with fish 
shorter than tile legal limit have some­
times represented that shrinkage set \n 
soon after the fish were caught. Under 
the new regulations fish of doubtful 
length must be measured, and “tjiese 

! measurements are to be made from 
nose to centre of tail and shall apply 
without any allowance made for 
shrinkage.” Anyone catching an 
Ontario pickerel less than fifteen 
inchés in length must now throw it 
back. The view in New Brunswick 
is that the pickerel is one of the trout’s 
chief enemies and deserves no such 
consideration.

Nothing is. said in the regulations 
about the fish that get away, the ones 
that leap out of the landing net, or, 
being brought almost over the side of 
the boat, break the tackle by an un­
exampled display of violence and 
return safely to the depths. These are 
the real big ones, as a rule. Measured 
hurriedly by the excited eye of the 
fisherman, “from nose to the centre of 
the tail,” they frequently attain 
extraordinary proportions. So, at the 
worst, the sport in Ontario is far from 
being ruined. Some of its chief 
delights remain as of old.

PLANES OR ZEPPELINS? CANADIANSo felt Aristophanes and the larger

Round-the-world flying, whicli is 
meeting with misfortunes and delays 
for both British and United States 
crews, is causing scientists to stop and, 
consider what they can learn from these 
experiences. The attempts have brought 
more
too many 
Some opinion is drifting toward the 
Zeppelins as the most dependable for 
long flights, but the ability to make 
them pay their way remains to be 
solved.

“An earth-girdling flight involves 
just about everything that the elements 
have in store for travellers,’’ writes 
Howard Mingos, in the New York 
Jimes. “Whether they fly in the name 
'of their country, of science, or a trans­
portation company, the fliers must con­
quer fog and rain, ice and snow, torrid 
heat, typhoons, hurricanes, high winds 
and stifling sandstorms. Whether they 
fly their country’s colors or the house 
flag of a nair-marine line, they must 
hurdle mountains, high seas and pre­
cipitous coasts, barren, desolate wastes, 
and thick, impenetrable jungles —all 
this in a single flight around the world. 
If they do it regularly, they must have 
first eliminated all chances of failure. 
They must be prepared to come through 
on schedule.

“Land and water terminals must be 
provided for world traffic before flying 
is established on a regular basis. But 
there is no contradicting the evidence 
before our eyes. The Zeppelin repara­
tions airship about to be delivered to 
the United States will be able to fly 
from Berlin to New York within four 
or five days, despite bad weather. It 
can travel from New York to San Fran­
cisco in less than two days, and con­
tinue on to Honolulu in less than thirty 
hours, provided there are mooring fa- 
cilities.\ An airship thrice its size could 
fly,around the world within twenty 
days without stopping.

■MlA new city by-law concerning taxi­
cabs has been prepared and awaits 
adoption by the Council after it has 
been looked over by the City Solicitor.
It provides for a board of three mem­
bers, including the Chief of Police, one 
person to be named by the Commis­
sioner of Safety and a third to be 
named by the owners of taxicabs. 
Licenses will be issued by the Mayor 
upon the recommendation of this 
board, which will have power to cancel 
licenses for various failures or offences. 
Drivers of such vehicles will require a 
provincial chauffeur’s license in addi­
tion to coming under the proposed civic 
regulations.

It Is to be noted that the board to be 
appointed, if it carries out its work 
thoroughly, will afford protection to 
the public on the one hand, and to 
careful and 'competent drivers and 
owners of cabs on the other, while it 
will fall sharply upon those who are 
delinquent, reckless or incompetent. It 
is proposed that there shall be a thor­
ough inspection of all taxis, not only 
to see that they are clean, but to make 
sure that the cars are in good order 
and in every way safe for use.

It is of the utmost importance that 
such inspection should be made at short 
intervals, and carried on In no casual 
fashion. By appointing the board the 
city is very properly undertaking to 
provide a gyter measure of public 
safety, and this is clearly a case of 
what is worth doing is worth doing 
well. Accidents will happen, but there 
is no excuse for the use of public 
vehicles which are out of repair, or for 
entrusting them to drivers who are in 
my way unreliable or inefficient.

Enforcement of proper regulations 
ind frequent inspection by a member 
of the board who is an expert on 
motor cars are highly necessary pre­
cautions. This civic policy is one to 
be commended even from the angle of 
taxi owners, and those who have good 

! cars in service and who employ com­
petent and reliable drivers will have 
their reward in securing more business.

A savage 
tribe has Its culture, as do every age 
and nation. One may speak of the 
culture of an illiterate population, and 
not be abusing the word. A backward 
civilization is none the less a civiliza­
tion. A low stage of culture is none 
the less a culture. The German kul- 
tur, which we learned to abominate 
during the late unpleasantness, conveys 
the meaning more precisely.

The boorish Muscovite Boyars whom 
Peter the Great shaved, bathed, and 
kicked upstairs to the level of Western 
Europe, had their culture, quite a-, 
much as did the Court of Versailles in 
that day. That is to say, the Moscow 
noble* had their customs, habits, ideas, 
sentiments, which they practiced in 
tht-ir peculiar dwellings in their par­
ticular city. Their culture did not 
please Peter, who cracked his subjects’ 
skulls In order to constrain them to 
accept other culture. Japan retains her 
own ancient culture, beneath the veneer 
of Western culture she lias acquired.

Press)—The question, “What things 
peculiar to New York City most tease 
the curiosity of the person who never 
has been there?” has been answered in 
thousands of inquiries received from 
prospective visitors to the Democratic 
national convention.

The answer Is: first, Wall street and 
the stock exchange; second, the Wool- 
worth and Metropolitan skyscrapers; 
and third, Coney Island, the order rep­
resenting the relative popularity.

Cpriously, those who profess the 
greatest Interest in thé Stock Ex­
changes almost invariably add, “and 
the scene of the Wall street bomb ex­
plosion In front of J. P. Morgan's." 
Others, seeking assurance that they 
will be able to view the famous sky­
line from the dissy towers atop the 
Wool worth and Metropolitan struc­
tures, plaintively inquire “What has 
become of the Singer and the Flatiron 
buildings?” those architectural marvels 
of a generation ago that now squat in 
the shadows of rivals which scratch 
the sky much deeper.

Zoo Comes Fourth.
Bronx Zoo and Botanical Gardens 

rank about fourth in popularity as 
metropolitan wonders, with the Statue 
of Liberty and Tombs Prison close 
competitors for fifth place. Then, in 
the order named, come the American 
Museum of Natural History and the 
Metropolitan Art Museum, the subway 
system and the under-river tubes, 
Greenwich Village, Brooklyn Bridge, 
Ellis Island and “The Little Church 
Around the Corner,” the Church of the 
Transfiguration.

It was noted by the convention bu­
reaus which are mailing answers to all 
these queries that Chicago people, for 
instance, were interested above all in 
New York’s subways; that the stock 
exchanges were the first things town 
and village bankers wanted to see; that 
parents who will bring children here 
with them invariably wanted to know 
“will the zoo, and the aquarium be 
open?” and that inhabitants of mod- 
erate-sised mid-Wes tern cities were 
most curious about the reputed bohe- 
mianism of Greenwich Village.

Many Look for Slums.

Thousands of prospective visitors 
wrote, “Can we see the slums, and 
Chinatown and the Bowery?’’ or in­
quired about the accessibility of 
Grant’s Tomb on Riverside Drive, the 
Navy Yard, historic Bowling Green 
on the Battery, Central Park with its 
miniature lake and mountain playl 
grounds, the great universities, the 
Public Library, St. Patrick’s Cathe­
dral, the Protestant Episcopal Cath­
edral of St. John the Divine, Trinity 
and St. Paul’s churches of pre-Revo- 
lutlonary days, the world’s two big­
gest railroad terminals, down through 
the long list of famous places and 
things, modern and historical, with 
which this city abounds.

An inquirer with a facetious pen 
wrote Stanley J. Quinn, directing vice- 
president of the local citizens’ non-par­
tisan National Convention Committee:

“I have heard that the Island of 
Manhattan was purchased from an In­
dian chief for $24 worth of beads and 
ruin. Will the beads, or the rum, be 
on exhibition?”

Mr. Quinn replied that “they prob­
ably won’t,” but that everything else 
in the metropolis worth seeing would 
be; that the Stock Exchange galleries 
would be thrown open to visitors, the 
Woolworth and Metropolitan towers 
would be open. Coney Island would be 
bally-hooing full blast, and all the 
other attractions the city could hoast 
would be made readily accessible to 
sightseers.
