Shot All Who Complain,

Key West, June 27.—The most authen-
tic and reliable news yet obtained of the
true conditiou of affairs in Havana was
to-day furnished in a report to the As-
sociated Press by a British subject, who
left Havana on the cruiser Talbot, and
who arrived here yesterday. = He says
a reign of terror exists at the Cuban cap-
ital.

Blanco has issued a proclamation an-
nouncing that anyone daring to express
an unfavorable opinion of or suspected
of being dissatisfied with the present
policy of the government will be sum-
marily shot without trial or investigation.

This proclamation, it appears, caused

dissatisfaction among the members of
the police force, who threatened to re-

volt if full rations were not given them. ,

I: is expected that; as the policé is a
numerous boay, trouble will result.

Spanish infantry and artillery soldiers
are maintaining guard on them at every
ccrner.

‘Famine, it seems, is imminent and stor-
ies of supplies for Havana coming via
Batamano are reported to be untrue.

The informant of the Associated Press
thinks Havana cannot possibly hold out
six weeks longer. The city is pronounc-
ed panic-stricken, its inhabitants expect-
ing every moment to be bombarded by
the American fleet, as they realize that
Blanco's attitude releases the United
States from any obligation of giving the
customary bombardment notice.

Riots are daily expected at Havana, as
troops are suffering from hunger, and
volunteers are seeing their wives and
children dying of want.

Under such conditions the captain-gen-
eral canpot much longer keep the mili-
tary forces in check and a rebellion is
likely to devastate Havana before the
city is captured by the Americans.

Blanco admits that the situation is des-
perate. He is reported to have said he
wili never leave Havana alive, as he is
prepared to take his own life when an
outbreak occurs.

Referring to the strength of the Span-
ish forces, Briton says therg are 120,000
under arms in Havana and a great num-
ber of them are ready to suirrender rath-
er than die of hunger.

In conclusion, the gentleman says he
credits the reports that gunners at Mor-
ro castle-and -ats other- Spanish. batteries-
were taken from foreign warships, and
he says the consuls, including Gollin, the
British. representative, are Spanish sym-
pathizers

He said as the result of energetic pro-
tests of Englishmen to the British for-
eign office; T'albot will secretly return to
Havana with Gollin's successor.

The Act Passed Last Session for the
Government of the Yukon.

The following is the act passed at the late
session of parliament constituting the Yu-

i kon territory and providing for its govern-
{ ment:

1. This act may be ecited as the Yukom
Territory Act. ’ : %
2. The Yukon judicial’ distriet, as consti-

| tuted by the proctamation of the governor-

in-council, ' bearing ‘date :the: sixteenth .day

! of Avgust, oné thousand eight hundred and

ninety-seven,, and eontained in the schedule
¥ 28 4 ‘act; . is  heéreby “Constituted and de-
claredito be: a ‘separite térritory under the
¢ of ‘the Yukon Territory, and the same
shall -no longer form.part, of. the Northwest
Territordes, - - eni i

3. The govern’o_rdn-councll' may, by instru-
ment ‘under the great Seal, appoint-for. the
Yukoi Territory a ‘ehief executive officer, to
be styled .and known as the commissioner
for the Yukon Territory. .

4. The '‘commissioner shall administer the
government .of the territory under instroc-
tions from time to tirae given him by the
governor-in-council or the minister of the
interior.

5. The governor-in-council by ‘warrant
under -his privy seal may eonstitute and
appeint such and 80 many persons from
time ‘to | time, .not. exceedingg in, the whole
six‘persons, as may be .deemed des‘rable,
to be a couneil and to aid the commissioner
in the administration of the territory, and
such. petsons so ' appointed to the council
. &hall fore -entering upon the duties of
thelr offices take and subscribe Dbefore the
commissioner such-oaths of allegianee and
office as the governor-in-council may .pre-

scribe;
2. The majority of the council, imcluding
he commissioner, shall form a. quorum.
The commissioner in. council shall have
the same powers to make ordinances for
the government of the territory as are at
the date of this act possessed by the lleut.-
governor of the Northwest Territories, act-
ing by and with the advice and consent
of the legislative assembly thereof to make
ordinances for the government of the North-
west - Territories, except as such powers
nlay be limited by order of the governor-
in-council. 1 Sy

7. A copy of every such ordinance made
b{ the 'commissioner in counecil: shall be
dispatched by mail 1o the .governor-in-
council within ten days -after the passing
thereof, and shall be laid' before both
houses of parliament as soon &s ‘convenient-
ly may be thereafter, and. a.ng suc¢h ordi-
nance may be disallowed by the governor-
in-council at any time within two years
after its passage. 4

8. Subject to the provisions of this act,
the governor-in-council may make laws for
he peace, order and good government of
the ferritory and of Her Majesty’s subjects
and others therein, but no'law made by the
governor-in-couneil or the commissioner in
council’ shall, : :

Now, know' ye, that we do herehy
by virtue of . the authority: vested in us
the said act, and the said order-in-councij
respectively . establish = and set g a
judicial district in the Northwest Terri.
tories to be named and known as the
“Yukon judicial district,” the boundaries of
such judicial district to be as follows:

Beginning at the intersection of the 1415t
meridian . of west longitude from Green-
wich, with a point on the coast of thes
Arctic Sea, which is approximate north
latitude; 69 deg. 39 sec., and named on the
admiralty charts ‘‘Demarcation Point:"
thence due south, on said meridian (which
is also the boundary line between Canada
and Alaska) for a -distance of about 630
miles, 10 8 point in latitude about 6y deg.
10’ north, at which it will intersect the d's-
puted boundary between Canada and the
United States on the North Pacific coast:
thence in an easterly direction, along the
said undetermined bovndary, for a distance
of about 55 mtiles (im a straight line) to its
intersection with the 60th })arall(-l or north
latitude; thence due east along the parallel
of latitude (which is also the north bound-
ary of British Columbia) for a distance of
about 550 miles, to the Liard river, in ap-
proximate longitude 123 deg. 30" west;
thence northerly along the middle line of
said viver, for a distance of about ten miles
till opposite the highest part of the range
of  niountains which abuts upon the river
near the moith of Black river; thence to
follow thesmmmit of.said range in a north-
westerly rection to the southernmost
source of t Peel river: thence to follow
northward: the summit of the main range
of ‘mountains’ which run approximately
parallel to Peel river, on the west, as far
as the intersection of the said range mith
the 136th meridian; thereafter to rum due
north to the Arctic ocean, or to the west-
ernuiost channel of the Mackenzie Delta,
and along that channel to the Arctic ocean;
thence northwesterly following the wind-
ings of the Arctic coast (termination of the
mainland of the continent), including Her-
schel Island, and all other islands which
may be situated within three ¢3) geographi-
cal miles, to the place of beginning.

Provided, that in respect to that part of
the line between the Liard river and the
southernmost source of the Peel river, the
summit to be followed is the water shed
summit separating streams entering the
Liard river below Black river, or flowing
directly into the Mackenzie further north,
from streams flowing westward either to
the Yukon or to upper branches of the
Liard river.

Resolved, that in respect to the part of
the boundary described as following north-
ward the main range of mountains on the
west side of Peel river, the line shall run
along the water shed between streams tlow-
ing eastwardly to the Peel river, and those
flowing westwardly to branches of the Yu-
Eon, Iorcupine, etc., except where such
water shed shall be more than 20 miles d's-
tant from the main stream of the Peel
when the highest range within that distance

It may surprise you to know that the
upper Peace river valley has a climate
milder than that of Manitoba, and com-
paring favorably with that of Ontario.
Mexican cactus grows wild on the east-
ern Rocky mountain slopes. Wild flow-
ers bloom before they do about Toronto.
This phenomenon has attracted the atten-
tion of scientific men, and perhaps the
best explanation has been made by Pro-
fessor Macoun before the senate commit-
teée, in which he aseribed it to the ‘Chi-
nook winds,” which ‘are heated on the
arid plains of New Mexico and then pass
along the eastern slope of 'the Rocky
mountains, not dissipating their heat un-
til they reach the Arctic circle near the
Delta of the Mackenzie river. From this
cause the isothermal line warking the
limit of cereal cultivation are ‘as nedr
to the Arctic ocean in - the Mackenzie
river valley as to the Gulf of St. Law-
rence. This renders the Peace and Liard
valleys better svited for wheat raising
than Manitoba, so far as.climate is con-
cerned. Another fact is that the heads
off wheat . on each stalk are larger the
higher the latitude in which - they
grow.”

Thus they
daily rob respectable and -responsible
Eubiisbers until they succeed in tying the
ands of those conscientious journals
who try to serve the public by exposing
their €frauds, for even a newspaper can-
not afford to ruin itself in the public in-
terest..
