Foreign Ministers Are Permitted to
Enter Innermost Hall of For-
! bidden City.

Pekin.. Jan, 23.—The. ministers.of the
powers here have attained the goal
which has been their aim since the trou- {
bles bétween China and the powers be-
gan. They have been received as rep-
resentatives of sovereigns, equal in rank |

The audiences yesterday between the
Emperor and the ministers were held in
the innermost layge hall of the Forbid-
den City.- The Emperor sat upon a dais
behind a table. There were four princes
at the back of his chair, and a dozen
officials at each side. The Dowager
Empress was concealed by a screen, ac-
cording to the stories of attendants, and
remained invisible. The audience cham-
ber was furnished ornately in contract
to the dingy rooms which served for
these audiences under the old regime.
The secretaries translated the addresses
of the ministers, copies of which were
handed to the Emperor. The replies to
these addresses were delivered by Prince
Ching. The Emperor was silent through-
out the audience and 1em1med stolid and
impassive.

To-day the Emperor appenred as an
automaton, and secretaries of the for-
eign ministers who were present report
that he looked weaker. The ministers
of the foreign powers entered the For-
bidden City at the main gate, leaving
their military escorts outside. At the
second gate they entered yellow chairs
like those furnished for the princes and
secretaries. They walked through the
inner -courts of the Forbidden City and
their cortege retired from the ecity by
the east gate.

NOT YET FREE.

AND CONSUMPTION

Series of Experiments in London Have
{iven Remarkable Results—Roy-
alty to See *‘Sherlock Holmes.”

New York, Jan. 25.—According to the
AL.ondon correspondent of the Herald the
first members of the Royal family to
attend a theatre not incognito since
Queen Victoria's death are the Duke and
Duchess of Connaught, who will occupy
tha Royal box at the Liyceum theatre to-
might to see Mr. Gillette mn his produc-
dien of “Sherlock Holmes.”

WILL ATTACK COLON,

Colombian Liberals Awaiting Reinforce-
ments Before) Advancing
on the «City,

Ne.w York, Jan. 23.—A cipher dispatch
received to-day by Dr. Bestopa, agent of
the Colombian Liberal junta here, an-
nounced that Gen. ¥rederic Barrera was
at Paraiso, awaiting reinforcements for
the Nombre de Dios, Coole and Bocas
del Toro, and that as soon as these ar-
rived Colon was to be attacked. 'A de-
tail of troops forming part of Gen. Ser-
gin Perez’s army was reported at Em-
perador, on the line of the railroad at
Hatchin. A Liberal force under Gen.
Victoriano T.orenzo was expected to ef-
fect a junction with the Perez detach-
ment. Panama, it was said, was not to
be attacked at present, but efforts would
be made to prevent supplies reaching it.

In another dispatch received by the
Liberals to-day Generals Colododomiro
Castillo and Jose Maria Castillo ac-
knowledged the receipt of 500,000 cart-
ridges for Mauser, Remington and Mann-
licher rifles, sent more than a fortnight
ago. The brothers Castillo also an-
nounced that they had invaded the
Bolivar province and held troops on the
Magdalena river at Plato, Pivijar and
Zambrano. The object of this expedition
was to furnish the guerilla troops with
ammunition. According to this dispateh,
the Conservatives in this region were
reduced to the towns of Santa Marta
and’ Cienaga, the rest being in the un-
disputed possession of the Liberals.

TWENTY MILLIONS 10
INPROVE THE ROD

GOVERNMENT SAFEGUARD

Canadian Pacific Company Wishes to
Increase (apital—Important
Agreement Reached.

Ottawa, Jaa. 27.—The Canadian
Pacific railway has applied to the Do-
minion. government.to approve of a reso-
lution authorizing the board of direc-
tors, with the sanction of shareholders,
to increase the capital stock of that
company to the extent of $20,000,000
for the’ purpose of enabling it to build
new locomotives and ecars, lay heavier
rails, arrange, in due course, for the
double tracking of certain sections and
provide such othes improvements as may
be found necessary. to cope with the
large increage of traffic which has taken
place; and which is expected in the near
future. The tweaty millions of dollars
are to be expended as follows: New
rolling stock, $9,000,000; double track-
ing, $6,000,000; new plants for con-
struction of rolling stock, chiefly at Mon-
treal, $1,500,000; new elevators and im-
provements of terminals, §3,000.000;
miscellaneous  improvements, $50,000;
making a total of $20,000,000.

This is the first' time in history of a
Canadian railway having been financial-
ly strong enough to raise additional eapi-
tal by selling its common stock, but to
ensure that every dollar of stock issued
shall be represented by a dollar of cash
in the betterments of the railway, the
government has stipulated that none of
the stock shall be sold below par,

To further safeguard the public inter-
est, the ministers have asked the com-
pany to agree, and the company has
agreed, that in calculating ten per cent.,
which by the terms of its original ‘eon-
tract with the Crown must be carned
by the railway upon amount of ils ac-
tual cash cost before parliament or the
Governor-in-Council can interfere with
its tolls, this new stock and the proceeds
of it shall not be included in the actual
cash cost of the railway. In this way
the time is being hastened when the
government will have the right to inter-
fere and reduce the tolls of the company
if found to be unreasonable.

Again, questions have been aricing in
parliament as to the exact meaning of
this section which exeludes the right of
parliament to interfere with the tolls
until ten per cent. has been earned upon
the cost of road.

VISIT TO GERMANY

There Have Been No Unfriendly Demon-
strations Since His Royal Highness
Arrived in Berlin.

Berlin, Jar. 26..—To-day passed with-
out any disrespect being shown to the
Prince of Wales, who arrived here yes-
terday 'evening to represent King Ed-
ward at the celebration of the auniver-
sary of the birth of Emperor William
next Monday. German crowds have a
too decply abiding respect for Royal: per-
sonages, and are too thoroughiy policed
to openly show an unfriendly feeling to-
wards them, but in a city where the lift-

UTILIZING NIAGARA,

Additional Electrical Generators Are to
Be Built on the Canadian Side.

New York, Jan. 27.—Another great
step in the utilization of Niagara power
is ancounced by Elecirical World and
Engineer. On the Amecrican side of the
falls the Niagara Falls Power Company
has long had in operation eleven dyna-
mos, each driven with its own turbine
and .developing 5.000 horse power. A
wheel pit, parallel with. the first one,
was recently built, and/ within the last
year orders were given for cleven more
water wheels. When these are installed
the company will be able to supply 110,-
000 horse power in the from of electric-
ity. ~ Operations are now to be under-
taken on the Canadian side,

The Electrical World and Engineer
says that contracts have just been placed
with the General Electric Company for
the construction of three tem thousand
horsea power generators - for the new
plant, whose ultimate capacity it is es-
timated . will probably reach 200.000
horse power, The negotiations have
been conducted by the Canadian Niagara
Power Company, which held the original
charter for the entervrise. but whose
richts have been acquired by the Am-
erican company. These dynamos will
be situated, like those of the Niagara
Falls Power Company, at the level of
the surface of the earth, while the tur-
hines will be in a wheel pit directly un-
derneath. Vertical shafts over one
hundred feot long will eonnect the water
wheels with' the generators. It is as-
serted that these dynamos will be the
largest ever built. - The closest approach
to them is made by those being installed
in the power house of the Manhattan
Flevated Railway Company, of this
city,

NEW RAILWAY TO BE
‘CONSTRUCTED SHORTLY

Cottage City From Alaskan and Tees
From Northern B. C. Ports—
Search For the Condor.

Steamer ~Cottage #City arrived from
Alaskan ports early sthis morning. She
brought 96 passengers, a few being from
Dawson, and a numper from Atlin. The
latter report that.a very mild winter
has been experienced in that country up
to the time of ‘their «departure, and the
trails were in fairly good conditien. The
steamer brought a small number of pas-
sengers for Victoria, and a eeuple for
Vancouver whe, because of the vessel’s
early arrival, were able to transfer to
the Princess Louise ut the outer wharf.

Late arrivals from Dawson state that
preparations are being made for the new
railroad to be built out to the ereeks.
The intention is to begin work on the
line un from Dawsen to Grand- Forks,
about twelve miles, as soon as possible.
This should be completed by July. The
road will then be continued either up
sonanza or Eldorado, and across  the
divide, which 'is 'by no means a high
one. to-one of the tributaries of the
Indian river, 'a distance of approximately
thirty miles. About eight miles above
Grand Forks the highest point of land
is reached, and from this there is a
down-grade to ali the tributaries not on-
ly of Bonanza 'and Eldorado, but also
of Indian river. The Indian river prop-
erties are expected ‘to prove among the
most valusble. in the whole region. It
contains a gold beafing conglomerate de-
posit, over eight miles long, and where-
ever this has been worked or even pros-
pected, it has been found of high value.

A large section of this property has
been bonded, as previously stated, by
John Hepburn, a Victoria capitalist. The
road will eventually, it is said, be run
into the Stewart river distriet.. Of the
2500,000 required for this, $260,000 has
already been subscribed in Chicago, and
ahout $40,000 in ‘Omaha, while the bal-
ance will be subscribed in Dawson.

The Prince of Wales Represents
King at Birthday Celebrations
at Berlin,

Berlin, Jan. 25.—The Frince of Wales,
who has come to Berlin to represent
King Edward at the celebyation of the
anniversary of the birth of Emperor
William next Monday, was received with
the greatest ceremony wupon his arrival
here this evening.

Emperor William, wearing the uniform
of the First Royal Dragcons, accom-
panied by his second son, Prinee Wil-
helm Eithel-Friedrich; Prince Henry of
Prussia, a number of other Princecs, the
Duke of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha, the
Britisli ambassador and his staff, and a
number of distinguished  perscnages,
awaied on the station platform the
arrival of the Prince’s train. The Prince
of Wales, also wearing the uniform of
the First British Royal Dragoons, up-
on alighting from the train, was greeted
by the Emperos, who advanced and
warmly shook his hands.

GOWNS THAT ARE SIMPLE, YET ELABORATE.

Paris, Saturday.

Never before in the history of fashions
have evening gowns been so simple and
at the same time so elaborate. They
are simple to the eye, but elaborate 10
the brain that designs and to the hand
that makes them,

Figure 1 depicts a dinner and dancing
gown of pale blue tulle. The color tone
is that of shimmering tropical seas, and
in gaslight runs the gamut of all the
lapis lazuli tints, This is due to the
efféct on one another of the textures of
the materials rather than the colors
themselves. The gown might well be
described as a harmonious ensemble of
shirrings, garlanded with trailing vines
of blush roses. Skirt, waist and sleeves
carry out that effect.

The skirt, which is of comfortable
dancing length, is cut extremely full to
allow for voluminous gathers about the
waist,, which permit the tulle to fall
very full over the hips, and the close-
fitting taffeta slip skirt underneath, A
very full festoon shirred flounce of tulle
is set on at the knees, and this flounce
edged again with a still fuller foot frill
of the same material,

The bodice, which is extremely low
cut, is held over the shoulders by tiny
invisible bargds of silk, on which . are
mounted trailing sprays of roses, shading
from palest pink to deep cerise. About
the waist the bodice is shirred very full,
and a peculiarity beautiful and graceful
line effect at the bust is obtained by
gathering the fulness there into crescent
shaped shirrings.

The sleeves, which are shirred closely
to the elbows, drop off the shoulders en-
tirely and are gathered into tight-fitting
bands at the wrists, and these bands are
concealed with wreaths of artificial roses.
Bias folds of blue tulle are laid across
the bust at the top of the crescent-
shaped shirrings, and bias folds and fes-

' HELD IN CUSTODY ON
CHARGE OF MURDER

Two Hydah Indians Have Been Arrest-
ed on Charge of Killing Jap at
Metlakahtla.

Further particulars of the murder of a
! Jap ntmed Necca,/ who, as told in the
i Times of the 15th inst. was murdered
at Metlakaht]apn or about the 7th, have
been received -through the arrival of
the steamer Tees from northern British
Jolumbia ports on Sunday. Two In-
| dians were under arrest at Port Simp-
scn on the - charge of committing the

crime when the Tees sailed for Victoria. .

{ John Flewin, government agent there,
| was investigating the case and it was
. at his instigation that the two natives,
{ who belong to the Hydah tribe, had
been taken into custody.

The story of the tragedy. as far as
can be learned from those who came
south on the Tees is as follows:

Necca, the Jap, was living in the home
of an Indian known as Henry Prevost.
He was an inoffensive man and lived
amicably among the natives.

On the day of the murder, Kamakura
started out with his gun to hunt ducks
among the neighboring islands. He put
on young Prevost’s coat and hat, and
took a boat belonging to him.

His body was found next day lying
on the beach, having been covered once
or twice by the tide. He lay face down-
! ware, with one hand full or cartridges
and the other grasping his gun. There
were a few empty shells lying about. He
was found to have been shot umder the
left shoulder-blade, the bullet coming
out of the right breast; another ball had
penetrated the left side of the jaw-bone,
coming out of the right cheek.

This was the case as Mr.
{ found it.

Upon -investigation it was discovered that
two canoes had been out that day from: the
village. The occupants of one, two In-
dians of the Zinsheau tribe, were able to
give a satisfactory account of their doings
during the day. The other canoe contained
two braves of the Hydah tribe. The story
iold by these men led to suspicion. They
differed with each other in particulars, but
they both stated that they were back in
the village when the shots were fired. Evi-
dence was forthcoming to-prove that their
canoe had not returned untilJinlf an ‘hour
after the shots were fired. The two men
were accordingly arrested, and are now in
gaol awaiting the arrival ‘of a magistrate
to undergo preliminary examination.

Rev. Mr. Osterhout, who was a passenger
on the Tees, says they may have to walt
some time, as the village orly possesses one
justice of the peace, who, by giving evi-
dence at the post mortem, is debarred from
acting,

As previously reported, the killing of the
Jap is supposed to have been unintentional.
The attack was intended for young Prevost,
and Necca was mistaken for him in his coat
and hat. i 2

Last year Prevost supplied a young Hydah
tribesman with liquor,” which caused him to
commit suicide. The maxim of the tribe is
“q life for a life,”” and it is'supposed that
the two persons sought Prevost’s life as an
act of revenge.

DAWSONITES HERE.

Party of Them Reached the City To-
Day From the North,

The Cottage City, which,reached the
city shortly after midnight, brought
quite a party of northerners, the ma-

jority of whom were from Dawson, and
many of whom debarked 'at Victoria.
There were two Atlin men on board,
namely, James Stables, M.P.P. for Cas-
siar, and James Lumsden, also of that
camp. The two came out by dog team,
being obliged to skirt the lake for about
10 miles. Mr, Lumsden almost lost his
life in the lak2 on the 24th of December,
the day on which the young man Wil-
kins was drowned. The latter attempt-
ed to cross from Taku with his dog
team to spend Christmas day in Atlin
City. The ice proved too thin and he
was drowned. Messrs. Stables ' and
Lumsden will remain here for some time,
the former staying on the coast until the
Legislature opens,

There has been considerable drifting
done in the '‘Atlin camp this year, and
both gentlemen express the belief' that
the coming summer wilt be a prosperous
one. They are making their headquar-
ters at the Vernon.!

Among them is Per-
cival Nash, who keeps a trading post
on tha Stewart; Capt. E. J. Smyth,
who runs a steamer on the Yukon;

AN EXPLODED TALE.

No Truth in Story of White Child Being
Spirited Away by Indlans.

Since the disappearance of little Charlie
Crozier from Chemainus some time ago
and the failure to find his body, the parents
of the child have been under the impression
that he might have been spirited away by
the Indians. With a view to satisfying the
parents, although with no hope that hgtem-
gence would be gleaned from that quarter,
the superintendent of police, . 8. Hussey,
sent notices to all of his men stationed at
points where they would be likely to come
in contact with Indians. to keep a sharp
lookout for a white child,

Some of the Vancouver newspapers got
hold of this, and a short time ago readers
of the Werld were treated te a sensational
account of the spiriting away of a white
child by the tribesmen of Pert Simpson.
The writer drew a harrewing picture of
forced night marches and the feverish ply-
ing of paddles by redskins of a type with
which Fenimore Cooper has mgde the read-
ing public familiar, and cldsed by suggest-
Ing that the white child might be Charlie
Crozier.

The weird tale caused renewed agony to
the anxious parents, and an Investigation
was instituted in the North. The result has
been to show that the only white cbhild
amcng the Indians there was breought from
Vancouver some time ago, is living with a
man named Tate, and was obtained through
the Instrumentality of Rev. & E. Green.
There has been absolutely nothing to war-
rant the surmises of the World.

Barnard Wants Aldermanic - In-
demnity Abolished—Other Notices
Posted.

NOTHER VISIT
FROM STORM KING

' THE FIRST SNOW FOR
THE PRESENT WINTER

Rosalie Loses a Boat in Crossing the
Straits—Charmer Remains in
Port Till Daybreak.

A mild edition of the storm of Christ-
mas night put in an appearance shortly
after two o’cloek this morning. A ‘high
gale, accompaned by a snow storm, raged
from the north until this morning, when
the snow ceased, the wind, however,
¢till continuing. The storm came up
practically without warning, the night
up to one o’clock a.m. being clear and
fine, and devoid of any suggestion of
i approaching trouble. The wind attained
| a velocity of about 48 miles at its high-
est point, as contrasted with 60 miles
regular, and 72 miles, occasional, in
Christmas night’s ‘gale. About two or
three inches of snow fell, but this, in-
stead of being deposited on a level, was
piled up in heaps around the fences and
doorsteps, making work for the house-
holder before he ventured out to his regu-
lar occupation.

The storm seems to have been a gen-
eral one, as the telegraphic wires east-
ward were involved in trouble this morn-
ing.
mained in service,
eastward from the Terminal City were
not working satisfactorily. The Western
Union went down, but will likely be in
operation again before the close of the
day. The trouble in the latter case is
supposed to be along the line between
this city and Albert Head, where a
force of linemen are now busily employ-
ed in repairing the broken wire. A num-
ber of trees, loosed in the stress of
weather on the nights of the 3rd and
25th of December, succumbed during
last night. The storm will likely pro-
long the inactivity of the government
branch to Carmanah, which has net beem
restored since Christmas. (

of time to permit of all the accumulated
business thereon to be cleared off and
this morning it was again in operation.

The street car service was interrupted
by the gale, for not only did the ac-
cumulated snow on sections of the track
interrupt the schedule, but the wires
were wrenched from their places by the
wind, necessitating the services of a large
force of Mnemen. A large track gang
was immediately put to work, and by
noon Manager Goward had the system
in fair working order again. o

A few chimneys suffered, and some
close fences were prostrated, but the
damage in this way was not nearly as
heavy as on the occasion of the last
storm.

The telephone system was slightly de-
ranged for a time.

Along the waterfront there is a state
of inactivity to-day in consequence of
the storm. There are few of the small
craft moving about. The high wind dur-
ing the morning interfered with the ar-
rivals and departures of the regular ferry
steamers. The Rosalie resembled a boat
coming out of an Arctic region when
she came in. She did not make port
until about 7:30 o’clock, having run into
the gale soon after leaving Port Town-
send. Her*windows were smeared over
with spow and spray to such an extent
that her officers were with the greatest
difficulty able to seen through them,
Icicles hung from all sides, while snow
had been packed into every corner or
crevice exposed to the wind. - When com-
ing up -the Sound last night the night
was beautifully clear and starlit, and
the battle wvith the elements in the
Straits eame as quite a surprise. The
wind veered around to the northeast
‘about four o’clock, and blew with tre-
mendous force. The snow descended
very rapidly, and was blinding to those
navigating the steamer. When the Can-
adian side was meared the captain took
his bearings frem the neighbering  isl-
ands, and came on slowly. The steamer
rolled about  in a terrible: manner for
the delicate ones aboard.: When about
ten miles out the boats in the davits be-
gan to test their fastenings, and despite
the efforts of the mate, a quartermaster,
and one or two deck hands, the forward
one on the port side went overboard
'and could not be recovered., The boat
was a metal one, and will probably prove
a total loss. The stefimer remained in
port until 11 o’clock.

LIVE STOCK TRADE,

Its Rapid Development During the Last
Few Years Between tae Provinces.

Trade in live stock between Iastern

and Western Canada has been growing‘

rapidly within the last few years, says
the Dominion live stock commissioner in
a paper just issued. This increase of
trade has been prometed, and in fact
made possible, by the wise and generous
treatment of the C. P. R. During the
month of December and the first eight
days in January, 46 cars of grade and
pure bred cattle were Shipped from East-
ern Canada to_ British Columbia. These
cars contained 2,223 head, and- cost in
the BEast something over $30,000. Be-
sides these, a considerable number have
recently been sent to the Nerthwest Ter-
ritories, and orders are now in hand for
additional shipments to be made to the
mentioned territory. In order te
rromote this trade, which has proved
very profitable im many distriet in East-
ern - Canada, farmers should use first
class’ shorthorn bulls. ' By careful selee-
tion and wise treatment females sired
by such bulls will prove excellent dairy
cows. ?

It is a noticeable fact that seven-tenths
of the stock used for dairy purposes in
Great Britain are shorthorns and short-
horn grades. Probably the most suit-
able dairy cow for the average farmer
is a shorthorn Ayrshiré cross. Steers,
whose dams are strong grade Ayrshire
cows, if got by a shorthorn bull, prove
excellent feeders and very desirable
shipping cattle. As dairy animals there
are none, in the nands of the general
farmer, that will excel the shorthorn
Ayrshire cross,

TWENTY-ONE MINERS DEAD.

Oskaloosa, Ta., Jan. 24.—As the result
of a terrible disaster at Lost Creek to- |
day 21 miners are dead and eight in- |
jured. The explosion occurred at the
noon hour and is what is known as a
“dust cxplosion.” The mines had just
fired their usual noon shots, one of which
proved to be a fizzle. The burning pow-
der ignited the gas, and the explosion
followed. Smoke and debris were blown
ount of the shaft 200 feet high. Part of
the top works was tern away and the
fans and cages were partially wrecked.

It was 3 o’clock before volunteers dar-
ed to enter the east entry where the ex-
plosion occurred. The dead and injured
were found terribly burned and mutilat-
ed. The fire, which at first was feared
would prove destructive to the entire
mine, had broken out, but the flames
were finally controlled. At the time of
the explosion more than one hundred men
were in the mines, but all of them ex-
cept those in the east entry escaped with
slight -injury.

Nearly all of the men were married
and leave families in poor circumstances.
