Full acconnts of the firing by Russiam
ships on the British steamer Hsi Ping
at Port Arthur show that the Russians
ordered the Hsi Ping, together with the
British steamer Ching Ping and German
steamer Pronto, to extinguish their lights
and fires. Russian warships then ar-
rived, and, finding three vessels in the
roadsteads without lights, they ’began
firing at them.

o ey re, “Web. 18K Tong Ot
-ficial dispatch from Viceroy Alexieff
was given out to-day, recounting the
details of the fight on February 9th at
Port Arthur. It does not enumerate
the Russian casualties, and says it is
known that a number of Japanese
ships suffered severely which accounts
for their not following up the attaek.
After giving a full list of the ships en-
gaged, with the names of their com-
manders. Admiral Alexieff says:
“According to the reports of the com-
manders, the men fought exceedingly
well, on which aeeount, in yirtue of the
Imperial autherities have conferred six
crosses of the Order of St. George on
each ship for first and second-class war-
ships ‘haying erews of over 200:men; four:
crosses/ on' each company ‘of all other
ships ‘of -the second class; one cross on
each:torpedo boat, one cross on the signal
station at Golden Hill, which operated
under the beavy fire of the enemy, four
crosges on battery No. 15, three on battery
No. 13 and one cross on the gunner, who,
though severely wounded, returned to the
battery.

“Qur losses were, of the squadron,
five officers wounded, 14 men killed
and 16 wounded; of the fortress and
garrison, one man killed, one severely
wounded and five men slightly wounded.
“In announcing the above to Your
Majesty, I am pléased to be able to
add that the naval and land forces in
the Far East are inspired by the heart-
felt wish to mueet lheir «insolent foes
breast to breast in order to fulfil their |
duty in the sight of their adored ruler,
and, firm and unshakable, to fight for
the honor and glory of their beloved
fatherland.

“After the night topedo attack, the
Japanese fleet, consisting of 16 warships,
appeared at 10 o’clock in the morning off
Port Arthur. Its appearance was noted
by the coast signal stations as well as
by the ships of our squadron, which lay
in the outer roads fully prepared for the
battle.

“The Russian squadron ' consisted of
five battleships, five first and second class
cruisers and 15 torpedo boats, under the
command of Vice-Admiral A Stark and
Rear-Admiral Ukhtonski. The coast
batteries immediately prepared to receive
the enemy. Qur squadron weighed anchor
in order of battle, and upon thq first shot
being fired by the enemy, the fleet and
batteries replied simultaneously with a
lively cannonade. The most exposed to
the enemy’s fire were the ships of the
squadron, Battery No. 15 on Electrie
Cliffs, and Battery No. 13 on Golden Hill.
Other coast batteries, principally Nos. 17
and 18, were also under fire.

“The following vessels took part in
the battle: In the front line were the
battleships Petropavlovsk, flying the
flag of Vice-Admiral Stark and com-
manded by Capt. Jakovloff; the battle-
ship Sevastopol, Capt. Chernychoffs; the
battleship Poltava, ; Capt. Spifki; the
battleship Peresviet, flying the flag of
Rear-Admiral Ukhtonski, commanded by
Capt. Boismann, ‘and the battleship Po-
bieda, Capt. Cazarennie.

Aecording to the story this
attack was‘infended as a feint to cover
a landing at Talienwan bay, but it fail-
ed because the Russian’s ‘guns were
placed with great foresight so as to com-
mand the shore. Russian experts say
the Japanese evidently hoped that the
adjacent group of Eliot isles would cover '
this movement, as they did the same |
thing .during the Chino-Japanese war,
landing simultaneously at Taliepwan
and Kin Chou, thus cutting off Port Ar-
thur from .each side of the Liao Tung
peninsula, = =

unpreparedness, owing te Japan's snd-
den precipitation of hostilities, and warn-
ing the Russian public not to expect im-
mediate victories, confirms ‘the opinion
which has existed here, that Russia will
act upon the defensive until her army is
fully ‘mobilized and the egquipment of
the commissariat is in perfeet working
order.

Repairing Warships.

Port Arthur, Feb. 18.—The repairs to
the Russian warships damaged dutizg
the bombardment of February 9th, are
repidly proceeding. The Czarevitch,
Retvizan and Pallada will soon rejoin
the fleet. The work is being carried on
with the aid of caissons. The mishap |
was not so great as it might have been.

Jap Fleet Intact.

London, Feb. 18.—THhe Japanese lega-
tion here has received an official dis-
patch from Tokio to-night saying it was
not true that any Japanese vessels had
been destroyed so far in the various
naval engagements, and that all neces-
sary repairs have already been made.
The Japanese fleets remains intact.

This message also denies the report
that the Japanese were driven from the
neighborhood of Kin Chau after a skir-
mish, in which 150 Japanese were taken
prisoners, and declares that the Japan-
ese made no attempt to land at Pigeon
Bay. It says the Japanese forces up
to the present time made no attempt |
to land at any point where they could ;

EXPLOSION IN PARIS.

Fire Followed and Number of People
Were Burned to Death,

WORK OF TORPEDO BOATS.

The Toronto News ‘has been looking
into naval records, and as a-result pro-
_ceeds to correct the alleged popular im-
pression that dashing, daring work with
torpedo boats is new feature in warfare.
It says torpedo craft have entered har-
bors and attacked warships fof the last
forty years. In the American Civil War
half a dozen vessels were d-estroyed by
torpedoes of various types. More than
one of these exploils required particular-
ly cold-blooded courage, for the weapon
then most used was the spar-torpedo,
and it was necessary for the boat to
steal up to within a few feet of her vie-
tim to bring the explosive to bear. The
torpedo boat proper, armed with the
self-propelling Whitehead torpedo, came
into use about 1878. During the Rus-
go-Turkish war, the Russians torpedoed
several Turkish ships lying in harbor,
displaying pertinacious courage in steal-
ing in under cover of night. In the
Franco-Chinese war of 1884 the Frencn
sank several Chinese vessels. In 1891
the Chilean Civil War was distinguished
by a-daring dash into Caldera Bay, and
the destruction of the Blanco Encalada
by 'two torpedo gunboats, the Lynch
and the Condell. In 1894 the Brazilian
Civil War was marked by the torpedoing
of the ironclad Aquidaban. During the
war between China and Japan, the
Japanese torpedo flotillas showed great
dash and persistence. They completed
the destruciion of the Chinese navy by
forcing their way into the harbor of
Wei-Hai-We: and sinking the battleship
Ting Yuen and some other vessels. The
enterprise was difficult. for the harbor
was protected by a, boom and the
weather was bitterly cold. The boats
made several  unsuccessful efforts to
break through, and instances occurred of
en‘tire'oreWS being frozen to death. But
they kept doggedly at their fask and
finally got in. Even then, they made
sacrifices, and several 'boats were de-
stroyed by the Chinese fire. The dash of
the Japanese: torpedo craft inte Port
Arthur has its close parallel, for nine
years ago, when Port Arthur was cap-
tured by the Japanese land forces, the
torpedo craft aided the shore attack by
@ brilliant rush into the harbor, destroy-
ing Chinese torpedo boafs and demoral-
izing the defenders. JIn all there were
previous to this week, twenty-seven in-

stances 'of torpedo boat attacks on ships,
and in them twelve ships were sunk.

The escape of the attacking craft. from
injury must awaken surprise. Torpedo.
Service is the mwost desperately danger-
ous work in all warfare. Not long ago
Myr. F. T. Jane, a well known English
naval expert, coolly discussed a thril-
ling aspeet of the eomsiderations whicn
move an. officer. . A, torpedo  attack is
carried out by sending’ the boat at<full
speed—anywhere ‘from 600 to '1,000
yards a - minute—towards’ her prey.
Wihen the boat'is within 1,000, yards she
can launch her totpedo; but as it is a
tricky weapon; and may deflect and miss,
it is safer to hold on" a few seconds
longer and get te within 300 or 400
yards. Then the torpedo is fired, and
the assailant swerves and tries to steam
away into the darkmess. Apart from the
nerve and skill needed to manage a ves-
sel rushing through the water in the
darkness at the speed of an express
frain, there is the fact that the enemy,
if alert, will be pumping out a hail of
shells, weighing one, three, six or twelve
pounds, the smallest able to riddle the
frail little craft.  On ‘her deck as she
tears through the water is perhaps only
one mamn, who controls her course, and
will fire the torpedo. Mr. Jame says
that every torpedo officer will enter an
attack fully expecting death, and anxi-
ous only to drag a more important
enemy to destruction with him. Once
withing extreme range, the temptation
to fire at once will be very great. . “In
a few seconds more I shal} be killed.
Better fire before I am killed:” Such
will be the train of thought flashing
through the mam’s brain. It -will take
nerve to hold on the course for the few
moments needed . to ,reach the surer.
range. B

sees the great ship bowing down before
himi the victim of his skill and daring?”
That is the grimly professional point of
view. It is possible to sympathize with
it, but it is preferable 40 remember with
thankfulness that the telling Japanése
success was not accomplished by great
loss of life, as the Russian crews escaped
fo land.

DR. JAMESON, PREMIER.

It is reported that there is consterma-
tion in the secret places of sfatesmen in
old London. The Imperialists of Cape
Colony have gained the upper hand of
the Dutch elements. Premier Sprigg
has resigned, and no less a persenage
than Dr. Jameson, the man who planned
and conducted the “raid,” the alleged
original cause of the Souht Africam war,
has been called upon to form a govern-
ment. The doctor will have a majority
of five. It is surmised that he will at
once put into effect some of the perm-
cious Imperial principles which seem to
fake possession of a man when he shakes
the dust (or mud) of Great Britain off
his shoes. This will but add to tlre em-
barrassments of the school of statesmen
which at present dominates the mother
land. The new Premier will be sure to
propose a preferfnce in trade or some-
thing of that kind. $ir Charles Dilke
says Canada is the only ‘colony _of any”
note that has made overtures of a pre:
ference. ' New Zealand is not a factor of
sufficient - importance. to* be taken: imto
aecount in" the Tmperial- circle. '.L‘here—
fore, as Sir Michael ; Hicks-Beach 'has
pointed out, there is ne’ teason why
Great Britain should spoil-her chance of
making a profitable deal with such an
opulent country as the United States,
nor risk giving offence to her dear kins-
meen under a foreign flag, by recognizing
the overtures of the colonies ' towards
the establishment of closer trade rela-
tions, The average Briton has not yet
got rid of his contempt for “merg col-
onials,” and no doubt many Imperial
statesmen consider it a “beastly boah,
don’t you know,” to be pestered with
these ill-timed preferences,

If we had Dr. Jameson’s ear for a few
minutes we would strongly advise him
to pay strict attention. to the internal
affairs of the Cape, having parficular re-
gard to measures designed to safeguard
and advance the interests of that state.
Until the public men of Great Britain
have effected the long-for trade arrange-
ment with the United States, or untit
they nrealize the futility of their aspir-
ations. it will be useless for a mere col-
onials to approach them.

THE POLICE COMMISSIONERS.

The Police Commissioners have been
appointed. Those for the city of Vie-
toria are Messrs. George Russell, barber;
Harry M. Grahame, gentleman, and G.
H. Barnard, barrister and Mayor. The
Mayor is the choice of the people; the
other two have been chosen for us by
the government. Mr. Grahame iz well
Enown, but the majority of the people
will probably be in the dark as to the
identity of Mr. Russell. He has never
been before the ratepayers in any publie
capacity of prominence; at least not in
recent years. But he has long been a
conspicuous figure in the Conservative
Association. He has rendered important
services to that' organization, it is said,
by rzason of his splendid abilities as an
organizer of political forces, as a direc-
tor of campaigns, and as a manipulator
of the “sinews’” wumpon which the party
has chiefly relied for success. It is meet,
therefore, that Mr. Russell should re-
ceive his-reward.

What is incomprehensible to u¢ is the
nature of the sop that has been thrown
to this faithful disciple. -There is no
salary attached to the job of police com-
missioner, as has vepeatedly 'been point-
ed out: Yet the competition for the
honor of serving the city and jealously
guarding its morals is as keen as though
the post were one of the most lucrative
in the gift of the government.

Their representa-
tives in the House of Commons vigorous-
ly support their views. And constituents
and members think they can furnish good
reasons for their attitude. They were
roused onty¥ during the past summer by
the suspicion that there was a lumber
combine on the other side of the Rockies
where building material is/in demand.
They believed that the exactions of the
dealers were exorbx;ant and they demand-
ed that an investigation should be held
by the government. In substantiation of
their statements they pointed to the fact
that many settlers were unable to erect
wooden 'buildings. The high prices of
lumber were alleged to be the cause of
this. Many of the latest comers were
content to live in sod houses for the time
being, in the hope that as their circum-
stances: improved they might be able to
attain to the luxury of living above
ground.

The facts being as stated, is it any
wonder that the governments hesitates
to even appear to hamper the operations
of settlers by imposing a duty on lum-
ber? It is imperative that the people
induced to come in and-open up that new
country, the cause of the present pros-
perity and the hope of the future of
Canada, should be assisted in every pos-
sible . way to establish themselves. If
the movement to the Northwest con-
tinues to grow there will within a few
years be such a demand for British Co-
lumbia lumber as should forever put an
end to the futile agitation for increased
protection. . No government of Canada,
Conservative or Liberal, dare listen to
the voice of the:protectionist suppliants.

The Canadian Lumberman throws out
a suggestion to the mill men of British
Columbia which it might be profitable
for them to attend to in the intervals be-
tween complaints. It says:

“We might suggest to the Ilumber
manufacturers of British Columbia that,
with a little more effort and perseverance,
they could market a larger quantity of
lumber in the East. The scarecity of
hardwood timber is becoming more pro-
nounced each year and consumers are
constantly on the look-out for suitable
substitutes. The large implement- fac-
tories, such as the Massey-Harris Com-
pany at Toronto and Brantford, the In-
ternational Harvester Company at Ham-
ilton, the Frost & Wood Company at
Smith’s Falls, and others, have been large
users of hardwoods, and especially ash.
The supply of ash is now so small that
substitution is inevitable, and for many
purposes for which it is used the Douglas
fir of British Columbia would probably
be found suitable. It can, we think, be
14id down in Ontario cheaper than the
native ash, and as the supply is well nigh
unlimited, consumers would no doubt be
glad to adopt it wexe 1ts characteristics
more generally known.”

The present system of police manage-
ment in the municipalities of the prov-
ince might be quite satisfactory if there
were any power to guarantee government
with a lively sense of its responsibili-
ties. But given such a government as at
present rules British Columbia and is it-
self ruled by a gang of heelers and para-
sites, and "what can be expected?

TWENTY-FIVE KILLED

DISASTER THE.RESULT
OF RAILWAY COLLISION

A Carload of Dynamite Formed Part of
Wrecked Trains—Great Destruc-
tion to Property,

Ogden, Utah, Feb! 20—Twenty-five
persons-have been killed, fifteen others
| injured; several itiig  believed fatally;
‘and 4" grent amount of railway property
destroyed by an explosion of a carload
of dynamite at Jackson, a telegraph
station' on the west end of the Great
Ogden Lucerne cut ‘of the Southern
Paeific railway.

The explosion was caused by a collis-
ion bevrween two freight trains due, it is
said, to the failure of the air-brake ap-
paratus to eperate.

Hight of the dead and ‘five of the’ in-
jured are Americans, and the others are
Greek laborers.

The two trains mef head-on almost in
front of the telegraph station. The ex-
plosion was terrific. Everything within
a radius of half 4 mile was wrecked.

The town of Terrace, 15 miles to the
nortn, was shaken as though by am
earthquake, window panes in the station
at Colon fifteen milesy away were shat-
tered, and the sound was hea'nd in this
city, enght miles from the scens.'

The ground upon whi¢h the trains
were standing was torn up for over a
thousand feei, leaving a great execavation
thirty feet in depthy fmgmeuﬁs of &
dozen freight cars and two engines were
thrown incredible distances over the sur-
rounding 'country. The station building
was blown to splinfers, and the dead and
injured were scattered for hundreds of

ing iheir clothing torn off.

Telegraph wires and poles were torn
down, for a thousand feet, and the first
knewledgeg of the disasfer came from
Terrace, the operator at that point re-
pontmg to headquarters that he saw an
immense cloud of white smoke ascending
from Jackson and spreading out at a
great height.

A pelief train, with doctors, nurses
and stretchers, was hurriedly dispatched
from Ogden. The train returned with
the injured, who were laid out inthe
mmfpam%-senem‘l hospital.

GRAIN: RATES.

Fight Is Now In Progress in Eastern
Territory.

New York, Feb. 18.—That there is to
be no decrease in the grain rate fight
that has been started in the eastern ter-
ritory by the Pennsylvania railroad was
shown to-day by the posting, as request-

ed by law, of a new rate by the Penn-

sylvania, to be effective to-morrow, of
2.6 cents a bushel from Buffalo to Phila-
delphia, and by the immediate response
from the New York railroads, led by the
New York Central, which will make the
same rate to New’ York effective also to-
MOrrow.

The representatxves of the New York
roads declared to-day that they will meet
every cut of the Pennsylvania, and the
Pennsylvania officials declare that they
will make, and continue to make, their.
rate to Philadelphia and Baltimore four
mills on the bushel less than the New
York rate.

Although the produce exchange here is
trying to take some advantage out of the
situation, there is little to be gained by
the present state of affairs. The fight
is all over rails from Buffalo, the ports
and the lakes being ice-bound, the traffic
at this time is insignificant. This makes
the purpose of the fight something of a
mystery. The only plausible explana-
tion is that Pennsylvania wishes to es-
tablish the principle she is contending
for, that.she shall have the four mill
differential to Philadelphia and Balti-
more from Buffalo, and wants to get a
settlement during light traffic times, so
that there shall not be a war in which
rate cutting would cut into the revenues.

John Keen Tells of the Benefit of Lead
Bounty in the Upper
Couantry.

John Keen, president of the Provincial
Mining Association, is in the city prepar-
ing ‘for the opening of the convention oh
Monday next.. “The meeting will, he
thinks, be a splendid one and he expects
a good representation from the up coun-
try, and a proposition will likely be made
at the econvention to/hold a midsummer
meeting in the interior. This would af-
ford an opportuhity to give residents at
the coast a knowledge of just what oper-
ations are being‘carried on there. Some
of the greaf interior mines and works
could be visited and the meeting made
of an educational value,

President Keén says that the interior
is shovung indications of an awakening
in the mining industry. Ie this the
Dominion government bonus on lead is
having a-very important part. Its full
effect is not yet being feit, nor will it
for somre time. Many low grade proper-
ties“are eithér started or are preparing
to begin operations. 'The lead bonus en~
dibles. some of ‘them to.make a little pro-
fit, others’ are ¢apable by means of it to

/' pay ‘expenses, \and others will find it as-

wist in reducing the loss’ from ‘the early
development. In’ the early stages of
these properties, ‘Mr. Keen points out,
this assistance is' of the greatest value.
That stage is éssentially the most ex-
pensive one, When sufficient work has
been done to enable extensive. work to
be undertaked the Telative cost of pro-
duction is reduced and many of these

| good profits after the mines are develop-

ed. 'The early stages of their history
prove the eritical time. The aid which
comes from the Dominion government
gives the assistance at the time when it
is required.

‘The
iron’ which is separated is of the best
quality and is readily disposed of to“the
smelters. There is invariably found
some other mineral combined with it
which makes thé product very valuable.

This, he thinks, will solve the whole
question. « It will mean that in conjunc-
tion with the concentrating and separat-
ing works that smelters and other works
will be ereected,. The country will then
be producing the finished article instead
of shipping-the ore out for treatment.

O MANSLAUEHTER

CORONER’S JURY FINISHES
~ITS PROTRACTED LABORS

Chief Engineer DelLaucay Charged Witk
Negligence— Recommendations for
Regulation of Shipping.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The coroner’s jury brought in a verdict
of manslaughter against Capt. George
Roberts, of the steamer Clallam, /at this
morning’s session of the inquiry. Chief
Engineer DeLaunay was censured for
negligence, and several recommendations
calculated to provide against similar dis-
asters were included as riders.

After the examination of the only wit-
ness, 8. Sea, who had inspected the up-
per works of the ill-fated vessel, Coroner
Hart clearly summed up the evidence in
a brief address, and the jury retired.
Their deliberations lasted about an hour,
after which they returned and presented
their verdict which in full is as follows:

“Qur verdict is that the said Louis
Harris, Eehel Diprose, Alexandra Har-
vey, Minnie Murdock; Jessie MecDuff
Galletley, Jeannie Geraldine Galletley,
Nathaniel Pell Shaw, E. Harry Joy,
Margaret Isabella Gill, William Cherrett,
Brano Lehman, Charles W. Thompson,
E. Lockwbod, Hattie Moore, Mary Reyn-
olds, Harvey Sears, Albert Kimmons
Prince, Dellie C. Sullins, Peter LaPlante
and R. J. Campbell did come to their
death at a point on the coast of Vancou-
ver Island. about four miles southeast of
Trial Island, by drowning and exposure,
and that George Roberts, the' master of
the said steamer Clallam, did felonious-

1y ‘and' unlawuflly kilf and slay the said |

persons against ithe peace of ‘Our Lord
the King, his erown’and dignity. #

- #Theé jarors-also find that the chief en-
gineer of the steamer Clallam is deserv-
ing of censure for being negligent in his
duties in not keeping his pumps in preper
working order.

“The jurors also find that the steamer
Clallam left Port Townsend on January
8th, 1904, in an unseaworthy condition,
having defective deadlights, a defpetive
rudder and improperly equipped” life-
boats.

“And the jurors do recommend

“(a) "That a more thorough inspection
be made of all vessels by competent and
fully qualified inspectors than is at pres-
ent the custom, and that the carrying of
rockets and other distress should be made
compulsory.

“(b) That the Dominion government be
asked to keep a larger and more powerful
boat for gquarantine service in place of
the tug Earle, now in commission; which
could be used in case of impending dis-
aster.

“(c) Also to have a light placed. on
Trial Island.”

S. Sea, a ship carpenter, who examined
the upper works of the Clallam at Sid-
ney, was first ealled. He h&d carefully
looked over the deck and had found no
bolts or fastenings to secure it to the
hull.

“I don’t know, gentlemen,” he con-
tinued, “what held the upper works  in
place. I never saw a boat so construct-
ed. He bhad inspected the stanchions,
and there was nothing to indicate that
bolts had been used in securing the pas-
senger deck. Measuring the hole into
which the rudder stock had fitted he had
found it just 11 inches in diaméter. .

Juror Marcon asked his opinion of the
inspection of boats here. Replying, wit-
ness said: ‘“Gentlemen,. the inspections
held here are mere farces. I've seen
government inspectors walk down and
look over a steamer. They would give
her a dig>with an umbrella here and
there and I suppose because they couldn’t
put it through the wood they issued cer-
tificates.” t

YWitness then went on, by the request
of ‘Juror Marcon, to give - instances
where unseaworthy vessels “had passed
inspection.

Coronéer Hart interrupted these narra-
tives by pointing out that if such evi-
dence was taken the inquest would prac-
tically be doing the duty of a grand jury.

Questioned further, witness said that
there were vessels at present running
from this port which were not safe.

Juror Marcon wanted to know whether
witness knew of any sealing vessels that
had left this port in an unfit condition.
He replied in the affirmative, and added
that many sailing ships had left here un-
seaworthy.

The coroner explained that vessels un-
der 100 tons were not inspected. It was
not even mnecessary for such ships to
carry a certificated master.

In reply to a question by Juror Marcon,
witness- expressed the opinion that all
vessels should be inspected.

Mr. Lugrin volunteered to bring this
matter to the attention of the Dominion
goYernment if it was the wish of the in-
quiry.

Coroner Hart pointed out that it was
the intention of the government to pro-
tect passengers. If individuals were fool-
ish enough to risk their lives in unsea-
worthy ships it was nobody’s business
but their own.

A. . Phillips then asked whether he
was to understand witness to make a
charge against Capt. Collister.

“I don’t make any charge,” witness re-
plied. “I’m only stating facts.” Captain
Collister had not rightly discharged his
duty when the steamer Isabel was pass-
ed, 12 years ago.

Mr, McPhillips—Do you know the con-
dition of the Isabel when she was given
a certificate?” Witness could not answer
this interrogation. He was then warped
to be more careful in making charges
against public officials.

Witness's evidence was then read by
the coroner, and Mr. McPhillips express-
ed the opinion that the statement to the
effect that inspections here were farcical
should be omitted if the fact that the
witness did' not know of a specific in-
stance where a centificate was issued to
an unseaworthy vessel was not included.

A 'somewhat heated discussion follow-
ed. The coronér did not see any reason
for the revision of the evidence. When
witness spoke of the inspections as farei-
cal it was only an expression of opinion.

In ‘'spite of all opposition, however, Mr.
McPhillips stuck to his ‘point, and it was
finally decided that all evidence not re-
ferring directly to witness’s examination
of the Clallam’s hull should be struck
out.

After Mr. Sea had retired Coroner

Hart announced that there was no more

'
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| evidence to Be taken, and. that it wonld

be the duty of the jury to consider a ver-
dict. There was a great deal of evi-
denee. ‘The ‘inquiry had been different
from the ordinary inquest, and it would
be the first duty of the jury to bring in
the ordinary legal verdict. If it was con-
sidered that there was any responsibility
the indictment must be against some per-
son or persons, not against a corporation.
The second duty was to bring in some
finding or recommendation as a rider to
the, verdict, which- the ,coroner promised
to transmit to the proper authorities.

There might have been four persons
responsible—the builder, the owners, the
inspector or the master. Regarding the
former the coroner was of the opinion
that the steamer was of a flimsy char-
aictler.: The price, however, had been I¢%w,
and it had been a case of “the mostbot
for the least money.” It was, however,
satisfactory to the owners.

Referring to the possibility of the
owners being responsible the coroner said
it must first be proven that they knew
of the ship’s unseaworthy condition—if
she were in that condition—before leav-
ing Townsend. There was no evigence
on this point, and therefore the owners
could scarcely be considered.

From the evidence that had been ad-
duced nothing grossly illegal had been
brought out in connection with the in-
speclion of the vessel on either side of
the line. But one thing had been proven,
and that was that the hoocks used on the
davits .in .lowetring the small beats had
not fulfilled the requirements of the re-
_gulations, and-had been allowed to pass.
Nothing of an unsatisfactory nature had
‘teen. brought- to light “either rin Lconnpe-
Hon with the mspect:xcn of ‘the. hull or
the engine room. . Ty was  therefore «
question whether any responsibility
could be attached to the inspectors.

“Now,” the coroner continued,, “we
come down to the officers.” There was
a great deal of contradietory evidence
regarding the condition of the Clallam
when she left l'ownsend.
dence of the mate and quartermaster
was believed the stecring gear of the
vessel was in first-class condition at Port
Townsend, and she answered to her
helm without difficuity. On the other
hand there was the evidence of members
of. the erew, and a great many of the
passengers to the effect that tne rudder
was in bad shape. This was corroborat-
ed by the fact that a new rudder had
been lying at Seattle ready for installa-
tion. If this was so it was certainly to
be presumed that Capt. Roberts was
aware of it, and under sueh ecircum-
stances it was poor seamanship for the
master to leave pont in the face of a
heavy storm with fauity steering gear.

Referring to the engine room the
coroner stated that a great deal had
been said bout the dead-light. Awcord-
ing to the evidence of the most intelli-
gent witnesses the water had not all
come in in this way. This was a mat-
ter of sense especially when it was con-
sidered that according to the mate’s
‘statement it was blocked part of the
time. The question, therefore, was:
“Where did the water come from?”
There was 1o evidence to clear this. It
was possible that it had been allowed to
enter through faulty manipulation of the
sea-pumps. Then again there was no
evidence to prove this. The only state
ment made on this point was. that of
Chief Engineer DeLaunay, who swore
that this was false, as he personally
supervised the closing of the sea-injec-
tions. ;

As far as the officers were concerned
the launching of ‘the boats might have
beén warse, but not much. ‘taere had
beeni no rush. /This might 'be- aceounted
for in two ways. In the first place the
officers seemed to have control over the
crew. and passengers, and seécondly very
few scemed anxious'to enter the boats. '

There was no doubt that the boats
had not been properly loaded or sufficient
atlention paid to their equipment. To
the jury would be left the fixing of this
responsibility.

This was all the jury had to do with.
The evidence of occurences on the ship
after the lowering of the boats could
only affect the verdict insofar as they
threw light on happenings that took
place before the boats were launched.

The jury then retired and afterwards
returned the verdict as given above.

The verdict having been breught in and
read, Coroner Hart clogsed the inquest
with a few-complimentary references to
the intelligence of the jurors and the
careful attention they had paia o the
evidence.

An army would have to be kept posted
along the railway line, which would be
practically impossible on account of ‘the
difficulty ‘to keep them supplied with
 food, and also because of the severity of
the weather.

At Viadivostock, Lieut.-Colonel Eng-
lish said, there were, from all accounts,
a fleet of four vessels frozen up. There
was-an ice-breaker at that port, and it
was probable that in a short time these
warships would be set free. Onee these
vessels got away their probable ceurse
would be to make attack on ports of
the western coast of Japan. This would
necessitate Japan weakening their main
fleet to .proteet the west coast from' the
ravages of Russians.

Regarding the probable movements  of
the Japanese troops, Lieut.-Colonel Eng-
lish. expressed the .opinion that they
would land somewhere east of the Yalu
river. The exact place was, of coursé, a
matter for conjecture.

‘Was Six Days in Waterlogged and Dis—

masted Scbooser Now on Rocks
At Clayoquot.

Six days floating around on a stormy
sea in a dismasted, waterlogged lumber
schooner, with little to eat and no dry
quarters to sleep in, was the exceedingly
trying experience of Henry Bryndal, a
lost American
schooner Emma Utter, who arrived here
the steamer
Queen City shortly after 8 o’'clock last

Just passed through. He tells the story
of the lcst of the schooner and of the
disappearance of captain andother mem-
bers of the crew as follows:

“The schooner left Aberdeen, Wash.,
on the 9th inst.,, bound for San Fran-
cisco, with 560,000 feet of lumber. The
lumber filled the hold and was piled up
on deck fully nine feet. The tug Travel-
ler of that port towed us to seq, taking
us just outside Gray’s harbor bar. On
the way out the schooner struck heavily
on the bar, but we did not think any
damage had been sustained, and we con-
tinued on our way. We struck about 4
©o'clock. Two hours later a heavy gale
oet in from the east, and during the
night the vessel sprahg a leak. At 830
<’clotk on: the morning of the 10th the
hold was full of water. All the furni-
ture was floating around in the cabin,
and it was impossible to enter this part
of the vessel. Pumps were worked all
night, but the water came in faster than
we could keep it out.

“When daylight came we realized our
only chance of safety lay in fine weather,
We were about thirty or forty miles off
shore, and no vessel was in Sight. The
erew were prefty well played i The
wind was still biowing heavily Trom the
eastward, and the seas were running
#igh and were breaking over the vessel
most of the time. Small sails were set
#0 steady the schooner,

*“By this time only the masts were
standing, the main boom having peen
carried away during the early stages of
the storm; but the sails kept us up to the
wind. !An effort was tade fo save as
much provisions as possible as we hoped
that after the gale moderated the deck
foad of lumber might be thrown over-
board and the vessel pumped out. It
was found, however, that most of the
supplies were covered with water. Even
after we got them on deck the seas car-
ried them all overboard but a couple of
<cans of corn. These for eight men left
the prospect a prefty grim one.

“All that day the crew could do noth-
ing but hold on to fixtures. The storm
«continued for about forty-eight hours.

Night saw the situation. of the crew
amd vessel no better than early morning.
There was no shelter beloawv deck, and
all patiently awaited their fate. More
sails were set with the hope of steering,
but if was soon discovered that these
wcaused the vessel to roll more heavily
and ship more water. All the following
night was spent on deck. We were tired
and almost exhausted for want of food
and sleep. We huddled together and
spent the night shivering and in a most
miserable way. *

“On the morning of the 11th the sea
grew a little calmer for a few hours, and
we endeavored then to discharge some
of the deck load. Probably a. couple of
thousand feet were thrown overboard
when we again had to desist as the
weather became too rough to continue
woperations, The lumber, however, being
amsecure went overboard of its own ac-
«ord, and gradually all was washed into
the sea.

“All that day we had not a $hing fo
‘eat, There were the two cams of corn
deft, but none of us felt like . eating.
About' 4 o'clock that affernoon we
Saunched a boat, and Capt, Hansen and
six of ‘the crew got into. it. "1 was the

ogly-one léft aboard. K Before 1 could

joil the others my feet got capght in the
Fumber, aud for a minute or so 1 dould
mot gét ‘them out. By this time the
boat was away from the side of the ves-
sel, and it was so stormy the bodt could
aot get back. I was not very much dis-
appointed at not getting away with them
as I had no hope that the boat would
weather the gale,” We were then about
forty miles off shore. and the only
chance of them ever  reaching land I
think is being picked up by some passing
wessel. I couid see them until it grew
dark, but after that saw them no more.

“Half an hour after the boat left the
side of the schooner the main and mizzen
wmasts and fore mast head went over-
Board. This secemed to lighten the ves-
wel, and with the deckload gone she got
smore buoyant. The water then went
partly out of her, and I was able to go
down in the cabin for a while, During
.the night, howeverpthe TmM =~ ATOoSY
again, and I had to go ont k, where 1
spent the night. The next day fthe gale
subsided. The day proved fing with @
dight westerly wind.

“The rigging, which was towing along
side I cut clear. F could just see tile
sails /-of a schooner lying northwest
steering an easferly course. I had no
fwope of attracting her attention, but I
thought some other might come along
and pick me up. That day I spent walk-
ing buck and forth on deck. I could not
do anything but wait patiently. I sight-
ed land about 12 o'clock at peon, but
four hours later I could see no land. The
tide took me off again.

“In the evening” I went down below
once more and got a little sleep, the first
@n about 54 hours. 1 omnly slept for
about half an hour, but it refreshed me
greatly, although I was terribly cold. All
that night T alternately spent sleeping
and walking ouf on deck. On the morn-
ing of the 12th it was blowing a light
westerly breeze. I sighted land off the
Oolumbia river when daylight came, and
at noon I was about ten or fifteen miles

shore. In the afternoon, however,

tide took me away seaward again
out of sight of the land. About 8 o'clock
anpotper easterly gale arose, and the
wessel filled up with wwater again, and I
#had to spend the remainder of the night
on deck. On the morning of the 13th I
could just sight the mountains ashore.
All that day the schooner drifted héelp-
dessly about. ‘At 12 o’clock oni the night
of the 13th the weather moderated, an#
in the morning I sighted land once more
about three or four miles off Clayoquot
Sound. Every now and again I tried to
make a raft to get to shore with, but
would nof leave the vessel that day
although so close to shore.

The' New- Westmfnister Board of -Trade
sent a copy of a resolution passed by that
body along the same lines as that adopted
by this board. The Atlin board of trade
also sent a resolution very strongly endors-
ing the proposal. The Vaneouver Board
of Trade replied that the matter was in
the hands of a joint committee of the
board and city council. The city clerk
of Vancouver sent a copy of a resolution
very strongly endorsing the construction
of an all-Canadian line to the Yukon, but
urging that such a line should be construct-
ed from Vancouver. These letters and such
others as may be received will be laid upon
the table of the board at a future meeting.

To the President and Members of the Board
of Trade:

Gentlemen:—Your committee to whom
was referred a resolution of this board re-
lating to the establishment of connection
between Victoria and a transcontinental
railway by way of Seymour Narrows and
Bute Inlet, beg leave to report that they
have met and taken steps towards ascer-
taining what companies have been incorpor-
ated with power to build such a line. They
also appointed a sub-committee to.corres-
pond with the Canadian Northern Railway
Company, the promoters of the Grand
Trunk Pacific and others, and another sub-
committee to get together information al-
Teady compiled and bearing upon this sub-
ject. .

These were received and the commit-
tee was granted an extension of time.

When the report from the commitbee
on aids to mavigation .was called for,
Geo. Carter said they had corresponded
with & number of well  known pilots
from whom replies had been received.
The committee had also interviewed the
senators and members who advised them
to piace their recommendations- before
Capt., Gaudin, the local agent of the
mharine and- fisheries department.
My, Carter then submitted the follow-
ing correspondence cumsisting of the let-
ter written by the comimittee and the
replies received:

!The suggestion” has been made’ to this
board that a light and fog-bell should be
establishedon” Trial Island. We will be
much obliged, -therefore, if you will kind-
ly communicate as fully as possible what
special advantages would be derived from
the light and fog-bell on Trial Island, there
belng Hghts already In thaf vicinity, viz,
on Discovery. Island and Brotchie Ledge.
We shall be much obliged if you will
make your reply as full as possible, as be-
fore the board moves it will be necessary
to be armed with the strongest possible
reasons why the suggestion made should
be put into effect.

The harbor master's reply was as fol-
lows: ¥

In reply to your favor of the 4th inst,,
I beg to state that I do mot wish in this
letter to draw comparisons as to the value
as alds to navigation, etc., at lighthouses
situate at 'some of the more prominent
points on the West Coast of this Island,
and a light and fog station on Trial island.
Undoubtedly the latter would be of great
service in the pavigation ‘of these waters,
as the light would show over an arc of
more than 270 degrees. It should, be re-
membered in this connection that in one or
two instances vessels coming from the
Straits of Haro towards the Royal Roads
and Victoria against a flood tide and in fog
after passing Discovery Island have been
set so much out of their course by the
tide, which naturally takes the vessel to
the port ‘bow, and runs very strongly here,
that they have gone ashore on the east
side of the island. Fog signals would un-
doubtedly have prevented these accidents.
It might be noted, too, that range lights
might be placed here so as to be of great
usefulness to vessels navigating the inner
channel during the night, as a vessel coming
through Enterprise Channel might steer to
the eastward until the lights were in one
bearing about N. by E. % E., and 8. by W.
1 W., which would clear Mouatt Reef and
Brodie Rock, and lead to the fairway
of Mayor Channel, or the range might be
on a bearing of about N. 3 E. and 8. %
W., leading through Mouatt Channel, but 1
do not- think this is to be recommended.

From the New Westminster ‘board tne
following was the answer:

Your favor of 22nd inst. received. Re-
garding the proposition of the light and
bell' on Trial Island, I must say that I am
certainly In favor of the proposal, as the
signals on Discovery Island and Brotchie
Ledge are practically no use when navi-
gating the inper channel. I would suggest
a Daboll trumpet instead of a bell, as a
bell cannot be heard far with falling snow.
It would benefit the ocean maH steamers,
besides being a greag help to the local mail
steamers, and small vessels towing booms
of logs and scows, as the strong tides
which always prevail in this lo€ality soon
set a’vessel-out of position, and when thick
weather sets in sud@enly the navigator is
anxious to know the bearing of this turn-
ing point, so that he can get the valuable
property entrusted to his care (o a place
of safety.

Altogether I cannot express myself too
strongly in favor of this light and fog
signal—the benefit it would be to all navi-
gators in these waters.

I have placed your letter before my
brother pilots and doubtless. they will also
communicate with you.

“The 'captain of the Charmer wrote as
follows:

In reply to your letter re light and .fog-
‘bell .on Trial Island, I would stdte that it
would be a very goed thing to have. Trial
Island Is a most awkward place to locate
in a dense fog:for vessels both leaving
Victoria bound up the Haro Straits round’
Discovery Island and coming from Discov-
ery Island bound to Victoria. Vessels
bound to Viectoria from the Sound, and from
Victoria to the Sourd (in dense fog) would
also find it ¥ery useful, as against a strong
flood -coming from the Sound a vessel is
very liable to get set too close in to Trial
Island. The horn en Discovery is not much
use in that particular case, as the ordinary
course takes them wide' of Discovery.. Un-
der existing ciréumstances, coming from
Discovery to Victoria and vice versa, we
have to steer a wide course off Trial Isl-
and and trust to distance run to clear it.
They would be good things_to -have under
any circumstances, but what is really urg-
ently required is an efficient fog, horn ‘some-
where in the vicinity of the outer wharf.
At present the only sound we have to guide
us- approaching Victoria harbor in foggy
weather is the electric horn on Brotchie
Ledge, which is almost useless, as it.can
seldom be heard at a distance of more than
200 or 300 yards, and very frequently when
it is.most required it is not working at all
The fog-bell on Behren's Island (Victoria
harbor- lighthouse) can only be heard a
very short distance; also:ﬁ_)e bell used at
the outer wharf. These fég alarms are all
particularly inefficient if there happens to
be any wind at all from the southward.
As you are aware, the only horns in the
vicinity are located at Race Rocks and Dis-
covery Island (both good ones), but there
is absolutely nothing to gulde a vessel ap-
proaching Victoria harbor ‘in a dense fog
from either direction or from the Sound.
In clear weather there is mo difficulty, as
the lights on Behren’s Island-and Brotchie
Ledge are sufficient and can always be dis-
tinguished from the shore electric lights
(particularly when there Is moonlight). In
fog, approaching Victoria it is particularly
awkward when the tide is running strong
ebb, as it is an easy matter .In trying.to
pick up Brotchie Ledge to drift past it and
fetch wup -around ‘Esquimalt harbor. =

A light and ‘bell ‘on- Trial Island would
undoubtedly ‘be a great help, but, an eln:
-clent .fog horn somewhere around the en-
trance to Vietoria harbor is really a neces-
sity.

KING EDWARD’S EULOGY
OF LORD ROBERTS

A\ppeared in- Army Order Which Has
Been Sent Out by His Majesty
Personally.

London, Feb. 19.—The royal eulogy of
Lord Roberts, contained in the speciad
army order issued yesterday evening-in
which King Edward took leave of Lord
Roberts as commander-in-chief of the
army, is commented upon as another in-
stance where the tact of His Majesty
rescued the ministers from an awkward
dilemma.

The extraordinary curt manner in
which the war office dismigsed Lord
Roberts deeply incensed the late com-
mander-in-chief, and this feeling was
shared™by the publie to such an extent
that it threatemed to lead to a serious
attack on the government.

The King’s first intimation of his dis-
approval of the war office treatment was
to invite Lord Roberts to Buckingham
palace, where marked attention was
shown to the field marshal.

This has now been followed by the
genéral army order, which was sent ouv
by’ the King personally, not, as usually,
through the war office.

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.

Johnny Carl, an Indian, ‘Also Charged
With the Murder of the
Two Japs.

When Johnny Carl, the Indian, gave
what he thought was material evidence
before the magistrate at Namu in con-
nection with the murder of the two: Jap-
anese at Rivers Ifilet in the summer of
1900, he did not know that he would be
committed for trial on the charge of be-
ing the -principal offender. ' That was
the result of the hearing at Vancouver
before Magistrate Alexander.

There were four
mixed up in. the affair, Harry Haum-
pehet. his wife Susan, Kimsquit Jimmie
and Johnny Carl. Harry was the first
who was accused, and the story: of
Johnny is that Harry hit one.of the Jap-
anese over the head with an oar, and cut
the throat .of the other, 'throwing. the
bodies overboard. They were never
found. hat is the material difference
in the stories. All agree in the other
particulars. When Johnnie Carl was
arraigned before Magistrate ~Alexander
Jimmie told how the four had been at
his house, as guests, when Johnny had
given each of them liquor, Harry getting
so much that he was paralyzed drunk.
All were more or less intqxicated. After
tnis they had gone to the fishing grounds
and there encountered the two Japs,
synose net was cut by Johnny., In -the
fight- which.followed - Jolmny hit the

-| larger Jap three times on’ the head with

an. oar, killing him, while two blows
sufficed for the other.  After the bodies
had been thrown overboard, the four had
gone on shore. . Johnny wished to make
a statement, and after-being warned that
he could exnect no ‘clemency for such,
neither should he fear any threat, he laid
the charge on Harry.
