The St. Johu Sun, which refers to
the kindly feeling existing everywhere
for premier Mitchell of the local execn-
tive, says “the other ministers are
“tolerated by their opponents, and their
“rule is endured in silence by those
“who have supported the administra-
“tion.” It also despondingly intimates
that it will make, little difference
whether Mr. Emmerson or Mr. Tweedie
shall be the next leader of the govern-
ment, 8o long as the same persons now
coutrolling the affairs of the province
conti:ue to do so. The Sun also en-
deavors to rally its opposition friends
into action amd says it is time for them
to “get ready for motion” —which, we
presume is another form of expressing
its opinion that they should ‘“get a
move on them,” or “hustle” or “hump
themselves,” and after intimating that
there are differences in the government,
it says these can readily . be adjusted
and preparations made in short order
for a general election. |

There is a Bobadilist running all
through the Sun’s article, which is
quite in keeping with the situation as
viewed from its point of observation;
and its wail over the fact that its
friends have not their grip on the pro-
vincial treasury as a means for obtain-
ing power, would invite at least the
sympathy of its readers, it it were not
for the evident political immorsality
with which a long identification with
the use of power and patronage, has
impregnated the leading organ of the
provincial opposition. The Sun incaut-
iously, and with an irctrusiveness
suggestive of very bad form, says
that the premier’s condition of health
makes it impossible for him to exercise
much control of affairs. If that be so
it ought to be apparent to it that he
has wise and able lientenants who are
loyally carrying on the work of govern-
ment, to the satisfaction of everybody
excepting some other able and perhaps
wise gentlemen, who ought not to be
too seversly criticised or blamed for
wishing to get premier Mitchell and
his colleagues out of office in order that
they may have the handling “the
patronage and contracts” which their
organ, the Sun, says “in itself is
equivalent to the possession of a cam-
paign fund.” It is to be hoped that
the Sun does not correctly express the
opposition’s ideas of the functions of
the provineial government. If it does,
it is not to be woudered, at that there
was a record of opposition defeats up to
the time when the government’s candi-
dates ceased to be opposed, aand that
in the last five elections the Sun and
its friends wisely refrained from giving
the people opportunity, through- the
ballot-box, to indicate what they
thought of them.

For the fact stated by the Sua that
“the other ministers” (excepting the
premier) “are tolerated by their oppo-
nents”, we suppose the overwhelming
majority of the people of the province,
who approve of and sustain these gen-

what would happen if the members of
the opposition did not continue to be
in a tolerating mood suggests some-
thing bordering on the ridiculous. It
has been observed that the worthy
leader of the outs and his balf dozen
tollowers have, at times, been more
than intolerant of the members of the
Government. They have frequently
hinted dreadful things against them,
both in the legislature and the constitu-
encies, especially the latter. The spirit
of toleration came over them, however,
only when it dawned upon them that
neither their fellow-members nor the
people ‘believed them. There is good
reason for this condition of things, too,
for the people know that it has been very
hard to induce the gentlemen of the op-
position to make definite charges against
the Government, or any member of it, in
such a way as to secure investigation,
while charges that have been made have
been ignominivusly abaudoned. We all
remember the closing rceunes of the last

.| legislative session, wheu tue leader of the

opposition, after days and nights had
been spent over an attempt to prove
wrongdoing on the part of Chief Commis-
sioner Emmerson and Mr. Barnes,
M. P. P.,in connection with the Cocagne
Bridge, was obliged to confess before the
committee that if the accusers of those
gentlemen had been aware of the facts,
the charges would not have been made.
Then, it is not forgotten that Mr. Sum-
ner, only the night before the session
closed, demanded the summoning of wit-
nesses in connection with another charge
againat Mr. Emmerson, believing that the
house would be prorogued without going
on with the investigation, but when he
found that the government was determin-
ed to hold the house and compel the
ition to either prove or withdraw
their charges, he begged off and #aid he
had aiked the witnesses to be called with-
out the anthority of the leader of the
opposition and now wished to withdraw
their names. In view of such experiences
as these one can readily understand why
the gentlemen of the opposition ‘‘tolerate”
the government, although the reason is
not clear to honorable minds why certain
of them go about the province reiterating
the very charges they have, in presence
of the government, admitted to be ground-
less, or abandoned altogether.

As to the rule of the government
being ‘“‘endured in silence by those who
have supported the administration,” the
official report of the Assembly debates
does not support any such statement.
Thirty-seven in the house of forty-six
members appear to be ever ready to give
good reasons for their independent sup-
port of the administration, and the Sun’s
columns during each lggislative session
have furnished abundant proof of the
fact, although it is frequently observed
that it suppresses a good deal of the legis-
Iative reports sent to it.

The people of the Province will prob-
ably agree with the Sun in the view that
it will make little difference whether Mr.
Tweedie or Mr. Emaerson shall be the
next leader or the government, for they
have confidence in both, and look to them

to keep that paper’s friends away from
“‘the patronage and cortracts,” especially
after the Sun’s declaration that it views
these as ‘‘the equivalent of a campaign
fund.” Messrs. Tweedie and Emmerson,
their colleagues in the Government and
their supporters in the Legislature and
country, prefer an honest administration
of the public monies to their bcing used
as a campaign fund, or for gny other im-
proper purpose, and that is just the
reason why the opposition has so steadily
lost ground in the province. Therefore,
whether they ‘‘get ready for motion,” as
the Sun advises,” or remain inert, they
will continue to be a diminishing force so
long as they work on the lines which
have heretofore marked their course, and
their political wmorality continues to be
such as the Sun indicates.

A Pair of Harpies.

The affinity existing between the St.
John Sun and Globe is always apparent
to the observing, but it is particularly
developed on great occasions,
suggestive of Parthenia’s definition of
love to the barbarian, Ingomar ; for
although they may appear to differ in
some respects, they are undoubtedly
guided by the same motives. In this
view of the Sun and Globe’s relation-
ships, those who may be a livtle puzzled
over the seeming antagonism  of the
two papers and the purpose of the
Sun’s recent quotations from the
ancient columns of the Globe on the
subject of a premier’s reception, may
be helped to a better understanding ot
the situation.. The Sun is vindictive
against premier Laurier
accession to power cut it off fromw its
accustomed pull with and patronage
enjoyed from the Dominion Govern-
ment, which it says is equal to a cam-
paign fund. When Sir John Macdonald
sacceeded Mr. Mackenzie the
premiership, in 1878, the Globe sus-
tained a loss similar to that of the Sun
in 1896, and its editor was relieved of a
postmastership for being a political
partizan while enjoying the emoluments
of a Dominion office. It was, there-
tore, natural to such a paper as the
Globe that it should, under the circum-
stances, endeavor to prevent any public
honors being conferred upon Sir John
on his visit to the commercial metropo-
lis of the Province as premier of
Canada, just as the Sun made a similar
sttempt to prevent premier Laurier
from being publicly honored on the
occasion of his visit to open the St.
John Exhibition. People who are
moved by proper motives would nqj
be guided by the Sun’s exhibitions of
spleen eon the present occasion, any
more than they were by those of the
Globe on that of Sir John’s visit. St.
John’s citizens honor the premier of
the day because he is the recognised
and popular head of the government of
the country, realising that in doing so
they are manifesting their capacity to
rise above mere partyism, tosay noth-
ing of the rebuke they will thereby
administer ' to the self-seekers of the
Sun and Globe stamp, who show their
incapacity to rise above the plane of
their own little interests aud narrow
environment. Because the Globe was
mean and narrow when premier Mac-
donald visited St. John, the Sun
makes love to and quotes from i,
now, to justify its endeavors to pre-
veat due honor being paid to premier
Laurier. It is thus that the two papers
manifest an affinity, the motive of
which is so far below the political
ethics of those whose views of .public
affairs they aspire to mould as to make
their influence as weak as their tactics,

It Dox'r Hunt:—The Dorchester Spec-
tator says:—*‘If abuse of a political party
will kill, the present local govarnment
party should be short lived. The St.
John Record keeps banging at them from
day to day, but we doubt if the kind of
warfare the Record indalges in is calcu-
lated to overthrow a party.”

Unloading the Political Jonahs.

A ministerial paper, referring to the
small politics and office-seeking of so
many who profess to be Liberals, says :

“The task of administering a vast
country like Canada, and directing a
great organization like the Liberal
party, is not by any means an easy
one. We ask that Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
and those who surround him be given
tull liberty to develop their ideas and
their policy without being embarrassed
by vexatious criticisms brought about
three-quarters of the time because the
ministers are unable to meet the de-
mands for favors and situations that
are made upon them.”

We heur of quite a number of per-
sons who have been very loud in their
professions of Liberalism, especially
since the patronage of the country
came into that party’s hands, express-
ing their dissatisfaction hecause the
cabinet at Ottawa was made up with-
out their wishes or prejudices being
consulted or catered to, and also because
they, themselves, or their nominees
were not appointed to office. They
seem to forget that the Liberal or any
other party can be kept in power only
by the management of its strongest und
best men, and that its policy and the
disposition of the patronage at its
command must be so shaped and ad-
ministered as to commend what is done
to a majority of the people. In constitu-
encies where the party has proved
itself o be weak, or 80 poorly managed
as to win only a record of defeat, the
confidence and good will of the electors
must be gained so as to secure addi-
tional strength. Whether the methods
adopted by the ministers to this end
please or displease those who have
never strengthened their hands in any
way, can make little difference. If|

them show themselves to be, as to
threaten to go over to the Conserva-
tives, it will be much better in the
end, for their places will be filled, two
to ome, by independent and efficient
men who have, perhaps, held aloof
from the party simply because it was
impossible to work with the class of
Liberals who were such only when
they could have their own way, and

they are so easily offended as some of |

whose leadership was always in the

direction of defeat.
Elondyke!

News from all along the route to Klon-
dyke—from Juneau to Dawson City, and
downwards on the Youkon to the sea—
indicates that the worst fears respecting
the experiences of those making the rush
for the mines are being realised. Thou-
sands of men who started for the Klon-
dyke are hopelessly stranded on the
passes, which will be the graves of a large
per centage of the adventurers. Many
who have reached the head of Lake
Bennett will have to remain there for the
winter, as they cannot get their boats
ready in time to make the paissage of the
river downwards to Dawsou City, while
hundreds on their way down will be
stopoed by ice, which is already forming.
Supplies are reported as having given out
at Lake Beonett and the same condition
of things exists at Dawson City, and it
seems more than probable that famine
will be added to the other sufferings of the
many ill-housed unfortunates who will be
cowpelled to winter there. The outlook
for the winter in the Youkon country is
therefore a very gloomy one, and the
history of the rush of 1897-8 for its gold
fields will probably be one of the mott
gruesome and harrowing ever written.

I. C. R. Extension.

There is a scheme on foot to connect
the Intercolonial with the Booth railway
systems by constructing a gap of 21 miles
between Canada Attantic at Lacolle and
St. John’s, P. Q., on the United Coun-
ties railway, by which link connection
could be had in turn with the Drummond
Counties Railway soon to be operated
by the government, in order to give the
Intercolonial access to Montreal. The
object of the scheme is to provide for
the carriage of through shipments of
graifi from the west down to St. John
and Halifax. This, of course will mean
an all Canadian route for the shipment
of our grain from the west, and, it is
considered, vgill be of advantage both to
the shipper and the government railway.

The expenditure on capital account for
year ending June 30th, 1897, was $3,705,-
611. The net debt on the same date
was 261,291,000, an’ increase of $2,794,-
000. The liability for Dominion notes
increased from $20,372,000 in 1896 to
$22,318,000 in 1897. The assets of the
Dominion increased from $67,220,000 to
$71,097,000.

When the present government came into
power in 1896 there was a month and a half
of the Sscal year gome, so that for the
balance, ten and a half mouths, the liberal
administration had charge of fidances. For
the tiscal year of 1896-97 Mr. Foster esti-
mated the expenditure at $41,500,000. This
was made up of 38,300,000 which was
brought down to parliament and $3,180,000
which was not brought down. but which
was printed and prepared to be submitted to
the house. The total expenditure for the
year has been about what Mr, Foster antici-
pated, or exactly $38,335,000, while the
revenue was $37,809,347, leaving a deficit of
$525,000. This is what Mr, Fielding said
it would be when he delivered his budget
speech last session, Mr. Foster, however,
discredited this statement and said it would
be about $2,000,000. It will also be remem-
ed that Mr. Fielding eaid in his speech that
the present government would have to get
rid of the obligatione of their predecessors
before being able to cut down the expendi-
tures to what they ought to be. It must be
generally conceded under all circumstances
that good management has been shown in
handling the finances of the country.

It isrnmored that Hon. John Costigan
will enter tha political arena in Oatario as
the lieutenazt of Mr. Whitney, the Conser-
vative leader, Your correspondent endeav-
ored to see Mr. Costigan yesterdsy,
but he had left here for New Brunswick. I
am of the opivion that the rumor has no
foundation in fact. At the last session of
parliament the honorable gentleman stated
most ' emphatically that in the future he
would take no active partin politics, and
from what I can learn I believe that he iu-
tends to adhere to that,

- Town Matters.

So it appears, from Monday night's
discussion in the Town Couucil that the
contractor for the new Town building is
bound to excavate only to low water leve)
for the pipe through which the Aldermen
who are responsible for the specification
think it necessary to provide to supply
salt water to the steam fire engines. With
such a fine supply as we have of fresh
spring water in rear of the Town with
which to fill a large reservoir in the bas:-
ment of the building, and the cer ainty
that water can be had by boring on the
premises at less cost than by piping to
the river, the Aldermen will be wise if
they abandon their tide level salt water
pipe which is sure to freeze if put where
their specification stipulates.

The gravity with which Ald. Nicol
announced in the Town Council on Mon-
day evening that he had read the law and
decided rhat the Board of Health had no
power thereunder to suppress a stinking
slaughter house, was worthy of a Dog-
berry. Did it ever oscur to the liberal
over-expender of Town moneys that there
are many things in the law which might
escipe his research, or be beyond his
capacity to construe { Perhaps he will,
as chairman of the Finance Committee,
inform the Council at its next meeting by
what authority of law he ana others of
the Board have sanctivned a contract for
a public building which is to cost thou-
sands of dollars more than the Council has
at its disposa]l for the purpose. He was
liberal enough «t the expense of the
newspapers to say that they would publish
a supplementary financial statement
which he promised for next month for
the information of the ratepayers. If he
will look up the law under which he and
his colleagues have over-expended nearly
a year’s street fund and contracted a
public building debt of over $5,000 we
will gladly publish it gratis.

When dealing with the Pablic building
undertaking let us hope that some member

of the Council who has influence with the
members who are responsible for its un-
authorised incurrence of debt and mort-
gaging of the revenues it was not elected
to expend, will induce Alderman Nicol,
as chairman of the Finance Committee, to
furnish a statement of the estimated cost
of items in the specification of the bnuild-
ing which were concealed when the con-
tract was made and are to comwe in as
extras with the removal of the old build-
ings, the additional excavations, the
artesian well, the vault door, the water
piping, the plumbing, heating, lighting,
furnishing and the dozens of other things
which men disposed to treat those whom
they represented fairly would have made
an honest contract for.

Will somebody whe is acquainted with
the subject inform the local public why
there is no provision in the contract for
the public building for a device for carry-
ing off the smoke from the steam fire
engines when they are working in their
new quarters, as it is stated by the
Aldermen in Council that it is intended
they shall do ?

His Worship, Mayor Benson, publishes a
card this week anunouncing his retirement
from the civic chair of Chatham, and it is
romored that a number of tne aldermen also
do not intend to offer for re-election. Mayor
Benson’s persounal friends—and they practi-
cally include all the people of the town—
regret that he has nct been surrounded by a
Council of more experienced men during his
term of office, and that he has, in the ex-
travagance of these gentlemen, like Eli of
old with his sons when they needed it,
“‘restrained them not.” However, he will
retire with good wishes acd kindly feeling
from everyone, for he has, in many respects,
been an ideal Mayor, interesting himself
outeide of the Council in the welfare of the
people, participating and assisting in all re-
quired functions of a public character, and
displaying a liberality of purse and heart
which will be long remembered to his credit.

The people of the Town are face to face
with the duty of, next month, choosing a
Town Council for another year and a half.
The incoming Council will have a serious
task before them. The Counacil whose term
is about to expire came into office with nearly
tourteen thousand dollars of cash accruing
from bonds and the ordinary assessments of
the town unappropriated. They have enter-
ed into obligations for not only spending
every dollar of it all, but several thousands
more for which there is no legal provision.
They canuot assess the people for the money,
nor can they obtain it on their credit,
because the extra obligations are illegally
contracted.  Besides this, they have
anticipated next year’s street assess-
ment to a very large extent by an
over-expenditure, although they have appro-
pﬁn@d all the fund derived from licenses
(sonie $600, which should go into the police
or contingent accounts) to cover the street
over-expenditure. It is clear that the
administration of Town affairs is in hands
too reckless and incompetent to be longer
trusted. The difficalty,” however, is to in-
duce good men to come forward to undertake
the repairing of the wreck left by Chatham’s
first Town Council. It will be an ungrateful
task, for the very men who have emptied
the treasury and made a most remarkable
record of debt and mismanagement would
probably be the first to blame their succes-
sors because there was little or no money to
spend for next year’s services, On the other
hand, if these same men are allowed to con-
tinue in office it will be interpreted as
spproving what they had done. The
situation is, therefore, one to the considera-
tion of which the Town taxpayers should
give some serious attention.

and, altogether, the commercial metropdliu
is having its innings this week. The” visit
of the Premier and other members\ ot the
government will no doubt result in shbstan-
tial benetit to St. Jobn and the province
generally, for it will be the means of bring-
fog home to them the fact that if Canada’s
trade is to be properly developed, greater
attention must be given to its ocean ports.

Technical Education.

‘‘The Journal of the Society of Arts,”
London, is publ'shing the papers read at
tl:ie International Congress vn Technical
E iucation held in June last at the English
cip:ital. The issue of that jiurnal for
August 27 contains a paper contributed,
at the insttance of Hon. L. J. Tweedie,
by Dr. Philip oz, principal of the Gram-
mar School at Chatham, des:ribing the
progress of that kind of education in New
Brunswick. Dr. Cox accounts for the
comparatively neglected state of technical
education in New Brunswick by one or
two statemeuts, the general correctness of
which will be admitted. For their de-
velopment there must be large centres of
population, and there must be industries
of kinds and classes which need special
training for their develupment. The in-
dustries in New Brunswick which promise
the largest and speediest returns are lum-
bering and fishing, and these do not need
much scientitic or technical aid. Then,
too, the customs and usages of existing
schools were in favor ouly of academic
instruction, and time is required to dispel
feelings or prejudices against other
methods of lesrning. And, yet, Dr. Cox
points out there has been some progress
in the direction of techmical education,
and “to the University of New Brunswick
belongs the honor of applying the opening
wedge.” The rapid development of the
canal and railway systems of the Domin-
ion has caused a demand for surveyors
and skilled engineers, and this led to the
establishment of the department of civil
engineering which hus been followed,
since the development of electrical science,
by the addition of another technical
branch, that of the applied sciences.
““At a large cost, a complete outit of
pldnt was imported,” and a competent
electrician engaged, and the graduates in
these departments find ready and profit-
ahle employment in the Dominion. It
seems to us that the claim might be fairly
made that before either of thess branches
were established the University of New
Brunswick was furnishing its students
with techmical education. The late Dr,
Robb’s teaching was of that practical
kind which gave his pupils substantial
knowledge to be applied in connection
with minerals, and Dr. Bailey has ftted
out men who have been most competent
practical workers in the Geological sur-
veys of Canada. Dr. Cox, himself, is a
technical as well as a literary and mathe-
matical teacher, and has gained renown
in & department of enquiry aud observa.

-~

tion of gret practical benefit. Of course
in the limited sense in which We now use
the word technical education the work of
neither the geologist nor the icthyologist
may be regarded as technical, and yet in
the best sense it is very practical and
very useful work. In dealing with St.
John all that Dr. Cox can show for us in
this place of grouped population, keenness
of competition and demand for skilled
labor, are two well equipped commercial
colleges. However, he sees a more hope-

ful future :—

cation towards the practical in life finding

alarger and fuiler recogunition in the

common schools system of the province.

The curricuia of stndies, as ameaded and

enlarged from time to time, bear wituess

to this fact, despite the fears of sume vhat

it tends towards materialism in belief.

Such, however, confound the means and

end. If the simpler elements of craft and

labor can be made the means of assisting

to develop the child’s faculiies, and train

the mind, hand, and eyes, to make them

stronger and more perfect as organs, in-

struments, if you will, for directing and
performing work, there. must result a
saving of time and preparatory labor in
the passage from the school to the varied
workshops of human industry. And why

reasoning about aud manipulating these
rather than abatract quantities in algebra,

geometry, and arithmetic, should be more
likely to promote belief in materialism is
difficult to understand. But let the result
be what it may, the utilitarian theory is
forcing itself more and more upon people’s
attention and must result in radical
changes in educational metheds. St.

John is attempting to grappls with the
problem, and a mesting of the Board of
Trade was held a few days ago to consider
the feasibility of grafting someo technical
branches upon the public schools of the
city. It was largely attended, and many
able and carefully-prepared papers on the
subject were read and discussed, these
papers dealing especially with the rela-
tion between technical education and
industrial progress, emphasising the im-
provements likely to be effected in the
condition of the operative and mechanic
and the general life and trade of the city.
Something will evidently result from this
meeting. Since the opening of the great
Canadian wheat-growing and grazing
areas of the Weat, the farmers of the
maritime provinces have suffered from
competition ; and it is beginning to be felt
that to be able to hold their ownand
turn their proximity to the sea-board and
Ecglish markets to the best advantage,
more careful and scientific husbandry is
demanded. Hence the agitation in New
Brunswick for an agricultural college,
aftiliated if possible with the University,
and where the students may take advau-
taga of certain courses of lectures likely
to be helpful to them in their technical
studies.

Dr. Cox has said for us all that it was
in his power to say. When one reads
the papera sent out to the Congress from
New South Wales, Queensland’ and
Tasmania, and discovers the real work in
technical education done in those colonies
he must be charmed with Dr. Cox’s cheer-
fulness.

Chignecto Ship Rallway.
[Montreat Witness.]

While Sir Wilfrid Laurier was in Eng-
land he was interviewed by representa-
tives of the British investors in the Chig-
necto ship railway as to the prospects of
the government renewing the annual sub-
sidy of a hundred and forty thousand dol-
lars for twenty years, granted by Canada
when th e undertaking was begun on the
condition that it should be carried to com-
pletion by a date long since past. Sir
Wilfrid in vary courteous terms gave the
representatives to undeggtand that the
members of the government while in op-
position had opposed the undertaking
with all their might, on the ground that
on the testimony of shipping authorities
the project would never be of use to
Canada and would never yield any ap-
preciable return for the immense expen-
diture involved, and that, having oppos-
ed the scheme when in opposition, the
government could not be expected to
support it when in office.

One of those 1uterested afterwards
wrote to the London ‘Tiumes’ charging
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’'s government with
repudiation on the ground that it declined
to carry out the obligations of its prede-
ceesors. Of course, it was pointed out
that the question was not one involving

gation of the Canadian Government ceased
from the moment the cowpauy failed to
complete the undertaking within the time
set down in the contract. Even the Con-
servative Government, which countenanced
the scheme privcipally because it would
help it to carry a couple of maritime
province elections, could not inducea
parliament in which it had a majority to
renew the grant. The company has ex-
pended about four and a half million
dollars on the works, which are now
abandoned, orat least suspended, but so
certain is it that there would be no
adequate return from the ship railway
that the company will not expend the
million and a half additional necessary to
complete the work without the renewal of
the graut, thereby of course proclaiming
that it is convinced that further expendi-
ture would simply amount to throwing
good money after bad. It would be will-
ing to spend the amount necessary to
finish the work, but only in order to
obtain the government grant.

St. John Letter.

Spain’s proposal to establish a penal
colony for European anarchists has the
approval of Germany and Italy and it is
likely to be sanctioned by the intelligent
world generally. Some isolated and
uninhabited island in the Pacific should
be selected for colonization, and all ships,
except prison ships with convicts on
board, should be prohibited under penalty
of confiscation, from sailing within one
hundred miles from its shores. It is not
likely that a very large island would be
required. Without laws, religion or any
civilized institutions, they would haye
the liberty which they demand and would
exterminate one another very rapidly.
Though the number of anarchists is
large a very small island would answer
their purpose.

News and Notes.

John Jacob Astor’s electric launch,
valued at several thousand dollars, was
sunk in New York harbor on Wednesday,
8th, by coming in collision with a river
steamboat.

One of the worst wrecks in the history
of the Sauta Fe Railroad occurred three
miles east of Emporia, Kan., on Wednes-
day evening, 8th inst. Twelve or fiiteen
persons were killed and as many more
were badly hurt.

The Algonquin Hotel, St. Andrews,
closed last week after the most successful
season that it has ever experienced. The
balance sheet, the Beacon says, shows a
splendid surplus, far in excess of what
the manager had hoped for.

It has been reported at times recently
that Hon. John Costigan wus. on the
point of severing his connection with the
Conservatives, but the St. John Globe’s
Torouto correspondent telegraphs that
paper that ‘It is reported that Hon.

Loxpon, Sept. 9.—The ‘Dsily News’
Berlin correspondent says it is alleged on
reliable authority at St. Petersourg, that

Russia exists and that not even a verbal
treaty was made, for the military conven-
tion was of an earlier date. The Czar
used the phrase, ‘allied nation’ in re-
sponse to the urgings of M. Hanatoux,
that unless something of the sort was
said, the French Ministry would be over-
thrown on President Faure's return to
Paris.

A Quebec despatch says:—A character-
istic trait of Sir. Wilfrid Laurier has come
to light. It appears that one of the Pre-
mier’s greatest friends and admirers is
the ever genial and popular G. T. R. con-
ductor, ‘Ned’ Crean, between Quebec
and Richmond, and when Sir Wilfrid was
in the capital of Ireland he did not for-
get his old friend in Canada. He pur-
chused one of the finest blackthorns that
ever delighted the heart of an Irishman,
had 1t richly mounted in silver and, on
his return, presented it to Mr. Crean
with the following inscription engraved
upon it: ‘Ned Crean, from his old friend,
Wilfrid Laurier.” Neealess to say that
‘Ned’ was delighted and his gratitude
found the following characteristic ex-
pression: ‘May the heavens be your
bed, Mr. Laurier, but may it bea long
time till you get there.’

Lumbering in Labrador.

NovA SCOTIANS ENDEAVORING TO FLOAT A
COMPANY FOR THE PURPOSE OF CARRYING
ON LUMBERING ENTERPRISES—APPLICA-
TIONS MADE TO THE NEWFOUNDLAND GOV-
ERNMENT FOR NEARLY FOUR HUNDRED
SQUARE MILES OF FORESTS,

Among the passengers who arrived in the
city Tuesday from Newfoundland by the
steamer Portia were Mr. Calder, of Tupper-
ville, and Messrs, Whitman and Carry, of
Bridgetown. These gentlemen have been
in Newfoundland aod Labrador all summer,
having gone there in July for the purpose
of prospecting timber lands in Labrador.
Mr. Calder was there in his own interests;
Mr. Whitman, a land surveyer, in the in-
terests of Harry J Crowe, of Bridgetown,
and Mr. Carry as one of the firm of and in
the interdsts of Carry Bros. & Bent. All
were engaged in a joiot mission.

Concerning the results of their trip Mr.
Curry was interviewed at the Carleton
house yesterday by a reporter. The
whole affair, the reporter was told, was but
the preliminary of a large enterprise, which
the people represented are in hope of estab-
lishing 10 Labrador sometime néxt year.

As the result of their trip the gentlemen
named above have made application to the
"government of Newfoundland for the .rights
to cut lamber on threethundred and seventy
square miles of territory on the Kenna-
more, Kennamic and Hamilton rivers which
flow into Hamilton inlet, one of the coast
waters of Labrador abont two huadred asd
fifty miles from Newfoundland.

The valleys of the rivers mentioned have
very wealthy forests of spruce bordering
them, as well as smaller forests of gine and
hacmatack. The trees are very fine, be-
ing of good size which they carry well nup
to the height of about seventy feet, It is
this timber that Mr. Curry and his col-
leagues were making efforts to secure. It
will be some time probably after the elec-
tions take place in Newfoundland this fall,
befcre it will be known how successful
their mission has been.

The conditions of obtaining’this excellent
timber are the payment of $2 a year rental
for each square mile and a bonus, or what
in Nova Scotia we call a royalty, of a sum
not yet settled.

If success attead the efforts of these gen-
tlemen, a company will be formed as soon
a8 possible to operate in Labrador on a large
scale. A schooner will be fitted out and
will proceed to the spot with a survey party
and a part of the plant. The mills will be
portable and will be moved abdut from
place to place as the profitable lumber of
each district has been exhaunsted. Steam
power will be used aud the mills kept busy
the year round.

Already some companies are actively en-
gaged in the lumber business there. As
lumber is one of the chief, in fact, one of
the few resources of Labrador, it will be at
once seen how great a boon the presence of
a company’s works there would be, like the
works proposed by the company to be
formed aod & New York company which
Dow operatee very near the spot selected by
Mr. Curry and his colleaguea.

Fishing is engaged in by most of the men
of Labrador, and is at best very uncertain
ef proper remuneration. In the winter
especially it is very unremunerstive. Lum-
bering gives the une:nployed at taat season
& profitable and, to them, comparatively
comfortable employment away from the sea
and sheltered from the tierce winds by the
thick forests. The establishment of these
industries there mneans increase of comfort
for the people of that sparsely settled coun-
try.

For economic reasons the cutting down of
forests wholesale is one of the most diess-
trous things that can happen most countries.
A diversity of industries depend upon con-
ditions to which large and carefully kept for-
ests contribute. But in Labrador these condi-
tions do not prevail or are of no account, so
that for economic reatons the removal of the
forests is a benefit, even if the country were
stripped bare. Lumber is a resource which,
like coal in Nova Scotia, may possibly be
exhausted, and for the exhaustion of which,
‘when it occurs, there can be no help. The
lumbering industry must bear the same re-
lation to that country that coal mining does
to Nova Scotia. If coal gives outin Nova
Scotia there ia an end to it; the province
will then have obtained what benefit there
was in it. So with lumbering in Labrador.
Accordingly, if any country is to be
stripped of 1ts forests (the present demands
of industry seem to threaten the depletion
of every forest in the world) it is better to
see it done first in a country like -Labrador
than in countries where lhealthy forests are
needed for several purposes. If lumbermen
ply their trade in euch places, unt:l substi-
tutes can be obtaied to relieve wood con-
sumption in industrial processes, there
would be a better chance of preserving the
forests of countries that need them.

The climate of Labrador is very severe.
Extreme climatic conditions reign in summer
and winter. The heat of the summer is in-
tense. Doriog July and August the heat in
day-time is great, but after sundown there is
such an extreme change that over-clothi 2
is needed for comfort. Winters are accom- -
panied by almost nnbearable cold, especially
on the coast, where strong and bitter, nip~
ping winds blow constantly. In the forests,
though, itis somewhat warmer.

June is the season for stream driving.
Daring March and April the sbow falls to s
depth of several feet, which, melting,
swells the streams nicely for logging pur-
poses in June. All winter long cutting goes
oo, and all the year sawing, provided the
cutters can keep a sufficient quantity of logs
supplied.

Cirguit Court.

His Honor, Chief Justice Tuck presided
at the circuit court, which opened in New-
castle on Taesday morning. The grand jary
being called, twenty of the gentlemen who
had been summoned by Sheriff Call respond-
ed to their names. They made choice of
Mr. J. L. Stewart as foreman. Addressing
them, His Honor said :—

Gentlemen of the Grand Jury -

When I first came here, to this fine
County of Northumberland ina judicial
capacity, 12 years ago, I was delighted at
the prompt and efficient manner in which
the clerk of the court discharged his duties
and especially at his beautiful tone of voice,
and I am delighted to-day to know that he
still retains all of his old-time vigor of
mind and body as well as that beaatiful
tone of voice which in those days was so ac-
ceptable to me.

It just so happened, during the fort-
night I then remained at this court, aod
during which I believe I disposed of all the
business of the court, that snother fciend of
mine, who has advanced somewhat in years
since that, was engazed in nearly every
case. I refer to my friend Mr. Tweedie
here, who conducted those cases at that
time and perhaps with sowewhat indifferent
lack. Probably it was the faunlt of the judge.
But if he had indifferent luck at that time,
his luck has improved very greatly since and
perhaps the judge, from experience, knows
a little more than he did at that time. He
ought to at all events.

Since I was here last, the county has lost
the services of a gentleman who for nearly 26
years filled the office of Sher ff of the Couaty.
I refer to the late John Shernff, a kindly
man, a man of many estimable qualities and
a true friend. Death comes to us all—it is
just a question of time, and perhaps you
will permit me to say here, not in the spirit
of landation at all, but rather as giving ex-
pression to what my real thoughts are, that
you are fortunate indeed in the appointment
of the gentleman who now succeeds him as
High Sheriff of the County. The office of
sheriff as we know is not a very remunera-
tive one, yet it is a very high and responsible
office, and I desire to congratulate the
grand inquest of the County and all its
people upon the appointment of the gentie-
man who now holds this distinguished
office.

There is another matter upon whichI
may congratulate you and that is that there
is no criminal business to come before you
at all, 1 thiok it has heen the general ex-
perience that this County has been free
from serious crimes. This is the more re-
markable becanse these towns on the
Miramichi constitute an important seaport,
where there are flourishing indastries and a
large floating or foreign population, 1t may
be that some of your industries—the deal
trade for instance—are not so flourishing as
they were last year, bat I think no one can
come hgre and look at this noble river Mira.
michi and eee what is being done here
without concluding that your county is
advancing. You . have the important pulp
industry running here in full blast, which as
yet has only reached the prospective stage
in other parts of the Province, In coc-
clusion let me say that while your duties on
this occasior are not onerous, you have a
right to examine into any guestion affecting
the public institutions or the public interests
and present your views to the court.

‘T'he grand jury then retired to their room
and dpon returning to court presented the
f:llowing address : —

To His Honor CHigrF JusticE Tuck,

We congratulate your Honor and the county on
the fact that there is no criminal case to be tried
this term, though there are, no d oubt, persouns in
the county who deserve to be here, As it is, how-
over, we, the Grand Jury, are the only ones to be
punished. We have been called from our business,
and many of us compelled to travel some distauce,
and all for no offence that we have committed

nst our ‘Lady the Qaeen, her Cro wn and dig-
ty.” We were warnea to be here at. 10 o’clock,
on pain of fine, and were kept waiting for an hour,
without having the power to fine those who are
responsihle for the delay,

’Iyl?ere are no criminal cases for our cou sideration,
and we could not farther the ends of justice if there
were, It would not be possible for us to inquire as
fully into any case as the committing justice had
already done, and we could therefore thro w no new
light on it.

The Chief Justice in reply said that he
did not know that any one was to blame for
the court not being opened at the hour for
which the grand jury were summoned. The
sheriff was ready and he was ready to open
the court at any hour. He had opened the
court at 11 o’clock iz accordance with the
custom generally prevailing all over the
province, (Had he, for one moment, sup-
posed that the grand jury were setting here
on the steps of the court house impatiently
waiting his arrival, he would have hurried—
yes, he would have run up the hill in hot
haste in order that they might not be de-
layed a single instant. (Laughter)

He was inclined to think that in some of
the references in the address his old friend,
the foreman, had been indulging in a little
chaff at his expense, which he would accept
in the spirit in-which it was offered.

The quéstion of abolishing the grand jury
was an important one, and he must confess
that he had not been abie to make up his
mind upon it. The judges throughout the
Dominion were divided in opinion. Doubt-
less his own hesitation in the matter was
rather due to a little bit of Toryism in his
natare which caused him to oppose the
doing away with old land marks. The in-
stitution of the grand jury dated back
almost to Magna Charts and had been an
important bulwark of our liberties. No
doubt it was often a great hardship that
the grand jury should be summoned from
their homes and occupations and obliged to
remain in attendance upon the court at their
owWR expense.

Hethanked the jury most heartily for

their kindly references to himself. He had
tried during 12 years he had been on the
bench, to discharge his duties faithfully and
efficiently. He thought he might fairly
clsim s ome credit for the fact t it at the
present time the docket of the Supreme
Court at Fredericton was clean and clear.
Oaly one case was now awaiting judgment
and that would be delivered at next term.
He had succeeded in the office of Chief Jus-
ticea long line of famous and able men,
whose ability it would bs very hard indeed
toequal. He hoped, however, that he
would continue to merit the approval not
only of the grand jury of this County, but
of the people of the province generally.

Harries” to-day. (Launghter and applause.)
I wish you, however, genulemen, to accept
my very warmest thanks.

Chatham Towa Council met in regular
montbly session on Monday evening last
(the first Monday in the month being a pub-
lic holiday) His Worship Mayor Benson pre-
siding. .

The minutes of last meeting, being read,
were confirmed.

The Mayor read a communication from
8. U. McCalley in reference to damage being
done to his property by water from the
Johnston Street drain.

Also, a letter from Hon. J. B. Snowball
requesting permission to leave the new
steamer St. Kilda in her present position on
the public wharf.

Also, a communication from John Hawkes
complaining of a slaughter house nuisance
near his dwelling.

Also, a letter from Mrs. Trear relating
to alleged over valuation on her property.

Also, a letter from Thos. Allison on the
subject of the Town giving a free site for a
pulp mill. -

Also a letter from a Buffalo Company in
reference to a road roller at the Toronto
exhibition,

Aid. Nicol moved that Mr. McCulley’s
communpication be referred to the Puablic
Works Committee.

Ald. Loggie said, as one member of the
Pablic Works Committee, that he had ex-
amined the cause of the trouble and what
was necessary was for the Coancil to an-
thorise the Johnston Street sewer to be put
in order. Some damage had been done by
water to Mr. McCailey’s property and it
was likely more would be done, uanless the
sewer was fixed.

The matter was dropped here for the
present.

On motion of Ald. Loggie, the privilege
asked by Mr. Snowball was granted at a
nominal rentsl of $5.

The communication of Mrs. Trear was
referred to the Finance Committee,

Ald. Nicol said the Couneil had passed a
by-law relating to s'aughter houses, and

r. Hawke should put it in motlon against
the slaughter house of which he complained.
It might be well to direct bis attention to
his proper remedy.

Alds. Maher and Murdoch referred to the
nuisance complained of by Mr. Hawke,
holding that it should be remedied.

Some members discussed the powers of
the Board of Health in the matter and Ald.
Nicol said he had read the regulations of
the Board of Health and they did not cover
the case.

On motion of Ald. Nicol, Mr. Thos.
Allison’s commanication was laid on the
table.

Ald, Murdoch moved, seconded by Ald.
Maher, that the police magistrate be author-
ised to enquire into the aint of Mr.
Hawke, 0

A tiresome discussion ensued the Council
evidently failing to remember that it was
necessary for some individual to make a
proper complaint under the bye-law before
the pulice magistrate, either under the bye-

lawe, or the general law relating to
sanitation, before action could be taken.

Ald. Meclntosh read the bye laws on the
subject.

Ald Nicol pointed out that there was a
bye-law—not read by Ald. McIntosh—which
forbade any slaughter house being nearer to
aoy dwelling than 200 feet.

Ald. Murdoch’s motion was passed.

Ald Loggie read a report from the public
works committee stating, amongst other
things, that Mr. C. Keonedy had been
engage'l to bore an artesian well at the
public building, at 80 cents per foot.

_Ald. Lnggie also read the street commis-
sioner’s report, showing that all the work
ordered at last meeting of Council had been
completed. Street and other bills were also
read by Ald. Loggie.

Ald. Nicol moved that the McCulley com-
plaint be referred to the public works
committee with anthority to expend say $50.

Ald. Maher said if they were to suthor-
ise fuonds to be spent, where were the
funds to come from? There was already a
great over-expenditure on streets,

Ald. Loggie thought it would cost $200
to remedy the trouble.

Ald- Nicol said, then let it be referred to
the Public Works Committee without in-
structions,

The Mayor said Mr. Morris had stopped
him yesterday on the street and complain-
ed of his cellar being flooded.

Ald. Loggie said the sewer had fallen in
and needed some remedy, but it was hard-
ly fair to expend money and have it paid
out of next year’s taxes; He suggested that
the matter be laid over until later in the
evening.

Ald. Loggie moved that the other parts of
bhedreporb read by him be received. Car-
ried.

Ald. Nicol referred to the fact that it
would cost more to put electric light wire
throuzh the new public building after the
plastering was done, than now, and moved
that an offer made by the Chatham Electric
Light Company for tne wiring work, at $65,
be accepred. Carried.

Ald. Nico!, from the bye-law committee,
reported amendments in the bye-laws; also
that they had agreed with Mr. J. L. Stew-
art to furnish 200 copies of the bye-laws at
45c a page. Adopted.

Ald. Nicol feported that $519 had been
received from Licence fees this year, and
recommended that the sum be passed to the
credit of the street account, Ad d

Ald. Nicol said it was quite com;)stent for
the Council, without notice, to repeal bye-
laws relating to pedlars and bankrupt stocks
and to re-enact similar provisions, with
power for enforcing penalties. Carried.

There was a long discussion on a provis-
ion empowering minors resident a year in
the Town to sell bankrupt stocks, to which
Ald. Mardoch strongly objected and among
other things, said this bye-law hid been
held back, evideatly for a purpose.

Ald. Nicol repudiated this accusation, and
the bye-law passed.

Ald. Nicol read a bye-law to legalise the
ercction of buillings such as that on the
Bannon Corner, Catried. _

Other bye-laws were passed, one being
the imposition of a penalty of $§5 for town
officews neglecting to do their duty. ;

The last bye-law passed was one providing
that no Town bye-law be repealed without
notice being given at the regular mesting

“prior to such motion being made.”

Ordered that 200 copies of the bye-laws
be placed in the custody of the clerk, and
150 of them be offcred for sale, the proceels
to be placed to credis of the contingent
account.

The report of the collector of dog tax was
read and showed . there were 294 d,gsin
town and $254 were collscted. Ald. Nicol
commended the diligence of tne collector
an® the report was laid on the table.

A number of bills were ordcred to be paid

"Ald. Colemaa moved ttat William
Whelan be appointed a weigher of hay and
coal, explaining thatv he was employed by
the Maritime Sulphite Fibrsa Company who
needed a properly qualified offices of the
town to weigh aud measure for them.

Lists of clectors for the differeut wards
were submitted by Ald. Nizol, in b-half of
the Town Clerk.

Ordered that the town cletk be authorised
to procure handbills giving opotice of the
Town electoral lists and that they would
subject to revision up to and including
Friday 15th October next.

Ald. Loggie said, referring to the provision
in the puhlic building specification for the
excavating of a trench for water pipes,
that he had made enquiries as to the cost
of pipes and found that Hazlehursts, of St.
John would furnish them for two and a half
cents a pound delivered at St. John, while
the Londonderry Iron C y would de-
liver them at Chatham Junction for $2.57
per cwt. St. John city had, he understood,
got them from the Londonderry Company
at $27 a ton and after writing them, he had
received a communication irom the com-
pany’s ageat saying he would be in town
soon and asking that the matter be deferred
until his arrival. Mr. Kennedy had said
that a tack could be put under the building
by digging down, and water could be pre-
cured by a boring. Mr. Ruddock was of
opiaion, glo, that water could be brought
from the rear of the town. He, Ald.
Loggie, was not committed to any plan,
but water should be brought in for at least
a temporary supply in case of emergencies.

Ald. Coleman said he did not know what
special knowledge Mr. Kennedy had, but
although he had opposed the erection of the
building, he thought that a certaio, eatis-
factory and permauent supply should be
brought in for the engines, ani not a mere
temporary supply. The ratepayers were
being taxed pretty well for the building and
expested it to be properly supplied with
water.

Ald. McIntosh favored running a pipe to
the river.

Ald. Nicol said there was no question
whatever as to how water .ought to be
brought into the building, Mr. Ruddock
had said there should not be a lift of more
than 20 feet to the engine. There was, at
high water a distacce of 14 ft. 4 inches to
raise the water to the engine house floor, so
that, at low tide, the limit named by Mr.
Ruddock would be reached. Mr. Mooney
had said there would be no difficulty in
raising the water 32 feet, 8o the level was
well within the safe limit. It was however,
a matter for the Fire Committee and War-
dens, who should be cousulted and their ad-
vice heeded. He moved, seconded by Ald.
Loggie, that the Fire Committee be author-
ised to make arrangements to bring water
into the engine house to be used by the en-
gine in the way they might think best.

Ald. Maher asked where the money was
to come from for this extra expenditure ?
He did not think it was necessary.

Ald. Coleman said the Fire Committee
was not consulted on this subject when the
contract was being made. Why should
they now be asked to take the responsibili-

ty?

yAld. MclIntosh said the members of the
Fire Committee were invited to take part
in consideriog the contract and it was their
owan fault if they held aloof. The Fire
Committee were the proper men to advise in
the matter.

Ald. Colemn reiterated the statement
that the Fire Committee had not been con-
sulted as to thn excavation for the pipes.

Ald. Maher asked whether the chairman
of the Finance Committee intended to give,

Ald. Nicol, chairman of the finance com-
mittee said the accounts had been published
as required by law, save the inadvertent
omission of the auditors’ report certifying
the accounts to be correct. They were not
called upon, he said, to publish any accounts
beyond those to 3lst December, but the
Treasurer would submit, the regular quar-
terly statement, which he believed ~had
been omitted once, and the papers would no
doubt publich a part of that at least,

Ald. Maher ssid the chairman of the
finance committee had given a very lame
excuse fur' not letting the ratepayers know
what the expenditures had been and how
the Town stood; Were they afraid to let
the people knew what had been spent and
what was due?

Ald. Nicol said if these accounts were
published now they would have to be pab-
lished again as required by law and it
would involve additional expense.

In reply to Ald. Coleman, Treasurer
Johnston said he had received $9 from Mr.
McIotyre, special collector of taxes of work-
men coming into the Town from outside
places, and Mr. Snowball had aleo some
orders in his hands for taxes to be stopped
from certain men as they earned wages
wherewith to pay.
