RUSSIAN TROOPS CUT OFF

Commander of the Expedition
Against the Kurds, Sur-
rounded by Enemies, Sends
a Hurry Gall for Help.

TIFLIS, April 20—An alarming re-
port has just been received here set-
ting forth the critical situation of a
small Russian expeditionary force to
Persia, which is menaced by a vastly
superior body of Persian brigands. The
Russian troops penetrated the frontier
in the neighborhood of Belesuvar in
pursuit of Kurdish brigands who had
in Russian

northern Persia by the recent Anglo-
Russian agreement.

The Russian commander has sent out
g messenger demanding reinforcements
of infantry, artillery, and cavalry. The
Persians who have been joined by war-
like tribes of Nomads, surround the
Russians. The sending in of Russian
enforcements is made particularly dif-
ficult by the flooded condition of the
country. Saturday the Russians had
three men killed and ten wounded in
minor engagements with the Persians.

How Proof Against the Mall Bag Thief

Was Found—The Offender Rated
as a “Bad Man.”

Further particulars of the mail bag
robbery at Caraquet have been receiv-
ed from a Star correspondent. It ap-
pears that in the stolen bag were two
letters containing money. One of these
had a two dollar bill, the other a five
dollar bill and some important legal
papers. The tief opened both these
letters but did not notice the five dol-
lars. He took the smaller bill and gave
it to his wife. The latter went to pay
for some goods at a local store and the
proprietor recognized the two dollar bin
which she tendered him as the one he
had mailed a few days before. By this
coincidence the evidence against the
woman’s husband who had been sus-
pected of the robbery, was strength-
ened. The man, whose name is Mc-
Grath, is described as a “bad man,” a
regular terror to the district in which
he lives. He is credited with killing a
cow belonging to a woman who had of-
fended him, and various other offenses
some of them of a rather serious nature
are laid at his door. The people of
Caraquet are said to be so afraid of
MecGrath that none of them will arrest
him, for fear he may later take re-
venge.The Star is informed from Bath-
urst that the magistrate there is now
awaiting instructions from the post of-
fice department and if ordered to pro-
secute will send out a posse to arrest
McGrath and bring him to trial.

FRICTION BETWEEN
GIVIL SERVICE MEN

s

Trouble Has Existed for Four
or Five Years

Incidents Which Preceded the One Which
Has Now Resulted in a Charge
of Assault.

e

While the case now being heard in
police court brought by J. V. lL.antalum
of the immigration service, against L.
E. Tdpley, of H. M. Customs is simply
one of assault, it is probable that the
hearing will lead to the disclosure of
facts concerning friction between the
two branches of the civil service which
has existed for some years, and which
has now culminated in a police court
charge.

Some four years ago the trouble be-
came acute. One day, on the arriyal
of the C. P. R. liner Lake Michigan,
while Mr. Finley was tide surveyor in
charge of the customs work at West
St. John, Mr. Lantalum was first to
board the steamer. The customs offi-
cers had to wait until he finished his
business with the purser before they
had a chance. Mr. Finley was annoy-
ed, and took steps to see that his men
would not be delayed on other occa-
sions. Shortly afterwards the Lake
Michigan came in, and Mr. Finley
with several of his staff went on board,
followed by Mr. Lantalum and his as-
sistant, Mr. Lunney. The purser at
that time was Mr. Webber, now on the
Empress of Britain, who has already
given evidence in the present case.
Mr. Lantalum got ahead in the walk
to the purser’s office, but stopped to
speak to someone and Mr. Lunney en-
tered the office along with Mr. Finley
and the other customs men. Mr. Fin-
ley requested Mr. Lunney to retire un-
til the customs officers had completed
their business. He did so, but a few
moments later Mr. Lantalum entered
the office. He too was requested to
leave, but did not do so. Mr. Finley
then asked Mr. Webber to have Mr.
Lantalum put out, but Mr. Webber
was not inclined to use force in such a
matter, so the officers discussed the
situation, and Mr. Lantalum even-
tually retired under protest. This in-
cident led  to representations being
made to Ottawa. There was a great
deal of letter writing hetween the
heads of the variout departments and
ultimately Mr. Blake Robertson, of the
Interior Department, came to St. John
and patched up a truce. The under-
standing was, so the customs men
claim, that the customs officers were
to have precedence. The interior offi-
cials on the other hand assert that
whatever officers were first on hand
when vessels docked, were to first
transact their business. In accordance
with this settlement instructions were
issued by the collector of customs to
his men.

No further disputes occurred for
about two years, until on the arrival
of the Sicilian, Mr. Tapley, defendant
in the present case, then prevented Mr.
Lantalum from going on board until
the customs officers—Mr. Tapley him-
self being in charge—had first visited
the steamer. Later on the arrival of
¢he Parthenia, Mr. Tapley and Mr.
Lantalum went on board. The former
first saw the captain, and on going to
the purser’s office found Mr. Lantalum
engaged with that official. Mr. Tapley
asked for the purser’s papers. The pur-
ser replied that he would present them
whenever he had finished his business
with Mr. Lantalum. Mr. Tapley re-
marked that Mr. Lantalum could wait,
and insisted that customs matters be
given first attention. In consequence of
this incident Mr. Tapley was reported
by Mr. Lantalum, and both appeared
before the collector. Nothing definite
was arranged, but peace thereafter
prevailed until the dispute which is
now before the courts.

Since the.above was written the as-
sault case has been withdrawn.

quenter of houses of ill repute on Shef-
field street.

Mr. Mullin explained that the prison-
er’s mother had retained him, and the
prisoner wished to plead not guilty.
The magistrate said he would not allow
any such change. “Why, do you know
that this man knew perfectly well what
he pleded guilty to when he was charg-
ed with being a habitual frequenter of
tke houses kept by Alice O’Brien and
Maggie Francis on Shefield street; two
colored women and besides these hou-
ses others which have been mentioned|?
I might say that this Alice O’Brien is
a menace to the community and if I
had my way she and others would be
up here. This O’Brien women who is
cclored has arparently been the down-
fall of many white men; one now in
jail and awaiting to be sent to the pen-
itentiary becatvse he was a frequenter
of this woman’s house. Alice O’Brien
has caused the loss of more white men
than any other woman on Sheffield
street.

There is one fellow, well dressed, a
plumber, who is a frequenter of this
woman's house; there are others whom
I have on the list; there is one man
who, after returning from the Dor-
chester prison, once more found his
way to Alice O’Brien’s house. The
man’s uncle called on him and said:
“See what kind of a life you're living.
Come away.” The ex-conviot left the
place but only went a couple of blocks
when he said: “Oh, I guess Y1 go
back.” If I had my way Alice O'Brien
and others would be here, but it is up
to the police, and I hope this matter
wik be attended to.”” The magistrate
further informed Mr. Mullin that the
prisoner wculd not be sentenced until
he (Mr. Mullin) had made a plea on
the prisoner’s behalf.

His Honor was very strong in his re-
marks of the living of “blacks and
whites” in the Sheffield street houses
and from the manmner of his remarks
it would look as if he courted a gen-
eral round up of the Sheffield street
houses.

and a new earth, wherein dwelleth righ=-
teousness.

At the evening service the subject -
was the Resurrection and its relation
to our Saviour. -Dr. Carruthers drew
from this the doetrine of the resurrec-
tion, and its relation to individual life.

/The people assembled this morning
are in touch with the whole Christian
world, and with the instincts of hu-~
manity as expressed in human history.
Before Christ there were the’instinets
and hopes of an immortal life. These -
were called by various names and re-
ceived various expression. But Christ’s
resurrection confirmed the past and
gave new sanctions to the hopes of
men. He suggested that to a Christian
congregation it was not needful to
prove profits so as to confirm faith—we
all believe. For us the great thought is
«what follows.” To the ancients the
spring which was to them the teacher
concerning the resurrection called for
all the activities of the husmandman.
And so the apostle informed Titus that
Christ has come to teach men how to
live, in other words to engage in the
activities of life and bring about the
final consummation when the principles
of the Christian religion should regen-
erate the whole earth.
Man was to live soberly, that is in
relation to himself, he was to be mas-
ter of all his passions, the <rowned king
of everything within him and about
him. He was to live righteously, that
is in his relation to his fellow man; his
conduct was to be the embodiment of
“that which ye should that men should
do to you, do ye so to them.” He was
to live Godly, that is in his relation to
God; he was to have proper conceptions
and exercise proper ideas 'to national
life.

SLEEP MYSTERIES.

Tasks Often Performed While the
‘Worker Slumbers.
i G

A Dpsychologist was discussing the
miracles of sleep.

“One can become so accustomed,” he
said, “to a monotonous task that one
can fall asleep and still seep on work-
ing. Thus in India there are punka
coolies, men who turn a fan all night
long in the hot weather while their
English masters rest, and it is not un-
common for a punka cooly to acquire
the knack of sleeping at his task. On
and on he sleeps thriugh the hot, per-
fumed hours of the Indian night, but
his hand mechanically anda steadlly
turns the punka pulley.

“Men have ccmposed great literary
works in their sleep. Coleridge’s ‘Ku-
bla Khan’ is the most famous example
of this; but, then, Coleridge was a
morphinomaniac, and his sleep was
scarcely natural. But R. L. Stevenson,
Corelli and Longfellow have also done
good work while sleeping.

“Divers sometimes fall asleep deep
down in the sea, but some unknown
part of their brain keeps watch, and
at the‘proper moment, though asleep,
they give the order to be hauled up.
This is a good deal like the miracle
that happens to all of us—the miracle
whereby if we tell ourselves on retir-
ing that we must wake at 7 we in-
variably do whlk> at that hour—how
or why it is impossible to say. Some
part of us watches, works, keeps
fawake kell night, so that at 7 it may
call us.”

“My father was a merchant, not in
the sense of Scotland, where it means
a retail dealer — one, for instance, who
sells groceries in the cellar—but in the
English sense, a sense rigorously ex-
clusive — that is, he was a man en-
gaged in foreign commerce and no
other, therefore, in wholesale com-
merce and no other.”

Any even numbered scction of Do=
minion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatchee
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved, may be homesteaded by,
‘anv person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec=
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for entry must be made
in person by the applicant at a Do
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency
for the district in which the land ia
gituate. Entry by proxy may, however,
be made at an agency on certain con-
ditions by the father, mother, son,
daughter. brother or sister of an in«
tending homesteader.

A MODERN LIFE LUOY.
SN

Cne feature of the biz Lusitania is
the automatic life buoy, which is fas
tened between decks on a slanting
frame in such a way that it can be ree
leased by pressure of a button on the
bridge. On each end of the four arms
of a large cross shaped framework is
a cocpper ball ‘"These Dballs are SO
weighted that when the buoy strikes
the water it will float upright. To the
crossarms are fastened long brass cyl-
inders. These cyiinders are caleium
carbide lights. so. arranged that they
flare uvn by contact with the water.
Should a cry of “man overboard™ be
raised at night the officer or the bridge
presses the button, the buoy hits the
water and the lizhts flare up. If the
man overboard is a swimmer he can
reach the buoy, to the arms of which
loops are attached to aid him in keep~
ing above water.—Washington Herald.
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SOUR MILK.

The Kings Coun:y Record deplores
the fact that St. John people are not
- buying as much milk as Kings produ-
cers desire. There is a far larger sup-
ply than is now sufficient to meet the
demand, and this is leading to a condi-
tion of waste for which no remedy
' ¢ peems immediately apparent. Quantitics
~‘of milk which are sent to St. John by

' the producers are returned to Kings

County by dealers and reach the orig-
4nal shippers in a worthless condition.
The farmers are also under the neces-
-gity of paying freight charges.

This condition is entirely natural. A
few months, ago Kings County farniers
and a number of others endeavored to
‘force the price in St. John and were
partially successful in doing so. There
‘svas absolutely no reason other than
greed for profits which could be put

forward as an excuse for increasing |
‘gthe price of milk which was then at |

five cents per quart. But these Kings
County men who imagined that St.
Johin people would stand for anything
Wed on going the limit, and for a
fow days there was & scarcity in the
¢ity. Before very long the dealers
were able to secure other supplies and
the natural result was a loss of busi-
Hees to those who-demanded the higher
‘ price. Another consequence of this
short-sighted action was a decrease in
the ordinary demand for a considerable
‘pumber of the less well-to-do residents
of this city were compelled to get along
with smaller quantities of milk than
gormerly, being unable to meet the ad-
wancing price. The Record advises the
groducers to put the milk through sep-
arators and send their cream to St.
John market where there is a large
and growing demand. There is cer-
tainly a demand in St. John, but it is
‘not growig. A few years ago cream
sold in this city for twenty-four cents
per quart; today it varies from thirty-
two cents to fifty-six cents per quart,
the average price being about forty
cents.

THE POLITICAL

SECRETS

OF DOWNING STREET.

[

“Downing Street” to the Continental
mind means the entire British Govern-
ment. When the Frenchman talks of
the Indian Office he refers to Downing
Street as much as he does to the Col-
onial Office, or the Foreign Office.
Hence the title of a book which has
been widely circulated in Germany dur-
ing the past few weeks, though its im-
print bears a French address.

“In the service of Downing Street,”
contains a collection of reports made by
a political spy,whose activities in South
Africa some years ago were apparently
devoted to the task of keeping a
watchful eye on the subjects of the
Kaiser who live in South Africa.

INTERESTING STATEMENT.

The writer is undoubtedly a German.
He prefaces his book with the follow-
ing interesting statement:

“The British Government will not at-
tempt to deny the authenticity of the

secrét reports which are now published |
The political relations between England |
and Germany have altered so much |

since 1906 that the British Government
need not fear embarrassment from

their publication. Should, however, any

English officials attempt to prefer a
charge of fraud, the writer will give

the names of the statesmen who have

had to deal with the originals, and,
furthermore he will expose the efforts

that have been taken in vain to secure

possession of copies of these originals.”

SECRET SERVICE.

No other country, says this foreign

Spy, possesses a political secret service
with such wide influence and such
thorough organization. Russia might
compete with England, but Russia’s se-
cret police deals mostly with revolu-
tionaries in other countries

away from home and there is
room for international politics so far as
Russia’s spies are concerned. But it
is different with England, where the
institution of the political secret agent
dates back several hundred years.
““The history of British conquests can
never be written so long as Downing
Street declines -to open its secret ar-
chives which will never happen. The
few documents which through accident
are now allowed to flutter out of these

archives can only give an idea of the]

methods through which British secret
politics operate.” -

SECRET SERVICE.

The political secret service is attach-
ed to Scotland Yard. By its name,
as is well known, says the writer, is
irdicated by the detective department,
which is under the Attorney General
(sie,) but the political secret service
agents are not to be confounded with
the detectives of Scotland Yard. They
work independently of them, and never
co-operate under any circumsthances.
The policemen of Scotland Yard do
not know the political agents and
cannot make themselves known to them
either by signs or signals. A politieal
agent only knows his chief, whereas
the chiefs of Scotland Yard know the
political agents with whom they are
often called into consultation.

The selection of men for this work
is naturally undertaken with the great-
est care. A high standard of education,
intelligence, wordly expericnce, tact,
diplomatic deportment, and knowledge
of languages are necessary qualifica-
tions for the post. They are not neces-
carily always Englishmen, and particu-
larly in foreign parts men of alien birth
and educaticn are appointed. Many
of these men abroad are physicians,
chemists and lawyers, but it is not of-
ten that they aie newspaper correspon-
dents, because the latter ars always
wa.ched by foréf¢n governfheiits.

ENORMOUS COSTS.

Tho British Diplomatic Service
abroad is not notiffled of the presenc:
of political se ret service agents. The
headquarters at Downing street con-
trcls the revarts of both its aceredited
reprecentatives and its secret agents.

The sum which in the Budget is as-
cribed to “Secret Service” is larger
than that of ary other country fer an-
alogous purposes, but still it does not
suffiez to meect the enormous costs of
thez British secrst service. The Gov-
crnment, therefore, devotes to this
purpese >taar amounts for which no
ruklic returr js made.

As an instance of this widespread or-
ganization the writer states that
Downing street is constantly informed
of every negotiation made by the

which countries are negotiating with
Krupp's and what material and guns
are being delivered.

tained.”

It is reported from China that the
oldest newspaper in the world, the
Pekin Gazette, is about to suspend
publication. The first number appeared
in A. D. 911, and since 1351 more than
a century before the discovery of Am-~
erica, is has appeared regularly every
week.

The Pekin Gazette has published a

| provincial governors and reports from

| Chinese officials. It would be wrong
| to infer that its contents were always
| dry. Frequently the Gazette has con-
| tained news of great interest to the
world and information illuminating
one phase or another of Chinese char-
| acter or the governmental regime,

THREE BUILDINGS BURNED

| fair run to Cape Freels, and cut off

from there taking the E. N. E. course.
The ice was very heavy and soon &
dozen of the steamers were in her
wake. Trying to get north she stove in
her bows, the first damages being done
on the 18th ult. The ice was in heavy
pans, some of which were ten miles
square and five feet thick. After get:
ting well to t northward she return’*
ed S. W. by 'W., and = on the 24th
struck the first batch of seals, 60 miles
E. N. E. of the Funks. Capt. Kean,
knowing how the seals lay, cut in
through the ice but did not reach the
main pateh until the evening of the
27th, the Neptune being close behind.
Previously 2,000 had been taken and
stowed below and on the 28th 17,006
were killed and panned by the crew.
On the 30th 5,000 more were killed, and
the day the ship commenced picking
up. When all the pans were cleaned
up, the “tally” recorded about 5,000
ghort, which no doubt, were safely
stowed below in the other ships. The
Sunday of March 29th all the others of
the fleet made their appearance near
the Virginia Lake, and next day it was
a general slaughter. Capt. Kean thinks
that about 200,000 were in the patch,
but the seals were “dipping” when
struck, which accounts for the small
number killed. On April 1st the young
seals were in the edge of the ice in
thousands, but having been disturbed
took to the water on the approach of
the steamers. On the 4th inst the Vir-
ginia bore up for home, Capt. Kean
deeming it prudent owing to the con-
ditin of the ship.
the Adventurer, which was in the wake
of the Vinginia came in sight, and
Capt. Kean sent one of the crew aboard
to ask for 25 tons of coal and to learn
his position. The coal was offered, but
under the conditions Capt. Kean re-
fused to accept it. Next morning at
4.30 the Virginia left the ice, but after
an hour’'s steaming had to return
owing to the ship making considerable
water. When she returned to the ice
there was 7 feet of water in the for-
ward hold and the pumps had to be
set going to keep her free. About 2,000
seals were shifted and temporary re-
pairs made and at 9 a. m. her prow
was again pointed towards St. John'’s.
Coming along was tedious and it was
about dark when land was sighted.
When leaving the ice thounsands of old

| seals were seen going north, and Capt.
{ Kean thinks the fleet will have a good

chance of picking up some of them.

SHIPS DAMAGED AND LOST.

The Aurora is reported as badly
damaged. March 23rd the ice rafted,
and she was almost lifted out of the
water. All the rails and sides above
decks, and her bridge were carried
away. When the conditions looked
serious her crew left her, and boarded
the Diana, Virginia Lake and Nep~
tune. These steamers were within &
couple of hundred yards from the Aur-
ora, and were getting badly knocked
about. To prevent collision with the
Neptune, the Virginia had to put out
oil casks over her starboard side, and
only by extreme efforts of the captains
were they prevented from pounding
each other. When the ice was rafting
there was but little wind, but a big
swell was heaving in, which caused
the heavy pans of ice to go to pleces.
It meant life or death to the thou=
sand souls on the ships in the vicinity,
and all were ready to leave them it
necessary. The morning of the 24th the
«gwell” moderated, and once again the
sealers were able to look upon safety.

The Ranger, though not seriously
damaged, is in a bad state. Her
sheathing is torn off forward, and she
is making water. Her damages were
caused while trying to force north,
and also by collision with the Van-
guard. .

The Eagle also suffered during the
rafting period, and has some or her
sheathing removed, while her rudder
is also badly damaged, making it im-
possible for her to get around.

The Vanguard had a trying time
during the ‘“spurt” of March 23 and
24, and her stem is carried away.

The Panther, while trying to get
north March 18, struck a heavy jam,
and was kept tight in the ice for two
days. Getting clear, she forged her
way to near the Funk Islands, and on
the 22nd March sunk about one hour
after her crew left her. Neither Capt.
Winsor nor crew knew the ship was
damaged until March 21, though she
had been badly leaking for three days.
When the crew investigated they
found the port and starboard bows
broken, with ice penetrating through
both sides. The matter was reported to
Capt. WinsoY, and 10 miles E.N.E. of
the Funks the Panther was abandoned,
the crew joining the Aurora, Walrus,
Jceland, Southern Cross and Ranger.
went down about one
hour after being abandoned. Only
eight seals were below decks when the
ice closed over the ship.

The Walrus is supposed to have been
lost April 3, during the heavy 8. W.
storm. Her crew were taken off by
ihe Neptune and Terra Nova. The
Walrus had about 300 seals aboard
when she went down.

The Algerine, it is said, struck the
Iceland, and damage was caused both.

The Newfoundland also had cross
words with one of the fleet, but came
through without any great damage.

Prince Will Arrive July
22---British, Frenchand
American Fleets Will
Welcome Him---Finest
Pageant in World's His
tory.

LONDON, April 19 —Arrangements
have been completed for the visit which
the Prince of Wales is to pay to Quebec
in July to attend the tercentenary celg-
brations and inaugurate 'the dedicating
of the Plains of Abraham to Wolfe and
Montcalm, and to the men who fought
under them for the possession of what
is now a part of Canada.

This is the Prince’'s second visit to
Canada. He crossed nearly ten years
ago,when on his world tour, from ocean
to ocean, visiting all the chief towns en
route. He also spent some time en-
joying the fishing and hunting of the
northwest. This time, however, he will
Bo no further than Quebec and his stay
will not extend over a fortnight.

The Atlantic will be crossed on a
fast cruiser, probably the Minotaur,
accompanied by another fast cruiser as
an escort, the two leaving Portsmouth

on July 16th and reaching Quebec on
: the size of an average “public hall” of

the 22nd.

The British Atlantic fleet will go over :

in advance of the Minotaur and her
escort to take part in the celebration
and give a fitting welcome to the heir
to the throne upon his arrival in Ca-
nadian waters. His royal highness too
will be accompanied by a brilliant staff,
so that none of the pomp and ceremony
of the British court will be missing.
Among the staff will be Sir Francis
Hopwood, permanent under-secretary
for the colonies, who of all men in Eng-
land probably knows more about the
colonies, and upn whom the Canadians
at least rely when dealing with the
Mother Country.

At the end of a little cobbled court
in the Rue Chaptal, Paris—the last
place in the world where you would
expect to find a theatre, stands the
Grand Guignol. It has no flounting

marble portico, nor ‘“grand stalrcase”;
no richly uniformed flunkeys ready to |

take your wrap, or call your carriage;
it is utterly unpretentious. It seems
to have buried itself out of sheer mod-
esty in a rather gloomy cul-de-sac on
the Montmartre heights.

Imagine a small lecture hall, about

a small Canadian town, and you will
have some idea of the size of this thea-
tre. It was once the studio of Roche-
groose, the famous painter—today it
looks like a blend of studio, theatre,
and lecture-hall.

However unpretentious the Grand
Guignol looks, it does not need the
eyes of a connoisseur to appreciate the
beautiful old oak exterior of the hall,
carved in Gothic. From the beams of
the vaulted church-like roof hang iron
chandeliers, and by the low balcony
you will see rarely carven figures of
angels and a stretch of fine Gobelins

| tapestry.

ALLEGORICAL FIGURES.

Round the walls are allegorical paint-
ings—they are the human® passions
which form the plots of the little
“Guignol” plays—Hate, J=2alousy, and
Envy.

The fauteuils are conifortable oaken
seats set out by two and two, and at
the back the row of boxes have “gril'-
les’ before them to keep too inquisitive
cyes from peering.

There is no orchestra, but in the tiny
foyer with its walls covered with old
steel engravings of famous actors of
ancient days, somebody plays the piano
for the delectation of those who wan-
ders between the acts. It seems all
gladly informal and home-like when
you know the little theatre.

It is in this setting that some of the
most striking one-act plays that
French dramatic art can p!;iuce are
seen, For art is the key n of the

Grand Guignol performances.The plays |
incid- |

themselves are wonderful little
ents full of sheer dramatic force; mar-
vellous little psychological studies in
scarlet and black ‘that are naw to the
stage, or boisterous comedies of the
pattern that only uncensored Paris
knows.

Ten years ago M. Max Maurey, a
dramatic author of great répute, found-
ed his school of realism at the “Guig-
nol” and since then his theatre stands
first for its grim, remorseless, human
tragedies. The very words “Grand
Guighol,” are applied now to plays of
horror and raw realism. 7

ALL REAL.

Everything is real at the Grand
Guignol, so that when you look on, in
the darkness, your throat is parched
and your pulse tingle with excitement.
You need strong nerves to sit through
the thrilling half-hour of horror which
some of the plays give you, but not the
gross horror of a Weirtz painting, or
the old peep-shows pictures of ‘Maria
Marten.” It is, with a few exceptions

the horror of suggestion. Much is al-

ways left to the imagination.

Take ‘“‘Les
for instance—a play which is on the
repertoire for production at the
Shaftesbury Theatre. This is adapted
from Stevenson’s ‘‘Suicide Club,” and
is practically a ‘one-act play in three
quick scenes. Forbes, a stranger, is
admitted to membership, and joins in
the game of eutting the cards for
death. Who draws the ace of spades
must die. You see the scene with the
group of men round the table gambling,

as it were, with life. Each man is a |
character — a |

marvellously-drawn
thumb-nail sketch, true to life. They
do not seem to be acting; they are
actually men, their foreheads beaded
with sweat in the tension of each mo-
ment. One drops dead of heart dis-
ease, killed by the excitement; another
giggles incessantly with the strain of
the horror. At last Forbes draws the
ace which dooms him to death.

He has to name the member who
will be his executioner, and then he
confesses that he is a journalist who
came in search of ‘“copy,” and has no
wish to die.

FEVER PITCH.

Now the excitement begins
worked up to fever pitch. The chair-
man 1s obdurate. Forbes must die.
He is locked in the room in the black
darkness. The curtain drops for a
moment and rises again in the dark
room. Forbes is there, caged—irapped
he is going mad with fear! He can-
not escape. He beats the door, and
cries and shrieks in frenzy. There is
a. noise of some one approaching. They
are coming to kill himl

He listers with beating heart—near-
er, nearer comes the noise. And in
desperation Forbes tvhips out his re-
volver and shoots himself.

Then comes one of those touches of
satire which lift the Grand Guignol
from the sordid to the sublime. The

chairman comes into the room. “As I |

thought,” he remarks, drily; ‘no one

can bear the agony of apprehension.” |

And so the curtain falls.

The acting is always individual and
magnificent. Men and women of in-
telligence play the parts—sometimes
they will spend weeks
type they are.going to represent. And
the effect is real, as well it needs be,
if these grim plays are to hold the
attention of the audiencer

No less real are the settings of each
play. It is amazing how the small
stage is converted in one evening from
the interior of a lighthouse to a grand
ballroom. In the now famous subma-
rine play, “En Plongee,” practically the

Of the humorous plays it is more dif-
ficult to write, because in Paris we
have different ideas of humor.

drowning accident occurred yesterday
at the Grand Trunk Pacific crossing of
Battle River, in which four men lost
their lives by drowning. 'The victims
were Woodford Readman, Northamp-
ton, England; T. Kirby, Homestexder,
Alberta; A. Lemmons, St. Boniface,
Man., and E. Levis, Camra, France. A
temporary bridge had been swept away
by outgoing ice, and a scow was built
to ferry the workmen across. The
boat with six men was leaving the
bank when three more men jumped in.

Three swam ashore and two regained
the scow and they rescued the third.

He perfectly agreed with Dr. MacRae,
he said, in his remarks concerning the
objection on the ground of character.
However, no mention of the applicants’
character had been made in the peti-
tion.

Dealing with the recorder’s remarks,
Mr. Tilley said that the law did not

be made to each applicant. The re-
corder had said that if no conviction
had been secured there could be no
objection to the application for licenses.
Let the secretary refer to his books |
and find out if there had been convic-
tions. The law required that yearly
lists of convictions be forwarded to the
provincial government. Why had that
not been done? The same complaint
had been made last year.

Inspector Jones referred to his books
and found that there had been convic-
tions against the Hotel Ottawa and
Hotel Edward.

Last year, said Mr. Tilley on resum-
{ng, the inspector had asked him why
the Temperance Federation did not se- |
cure evidence of the violation of the
License Act. The reply had been that!
sufficient evidence would be procured |
in time. The time had come and evi-|
dence had been secured through the
means of operatives supplied by the
Canadian Detective Agency in Hali-
fax.

At this point Dr. MacRae made
sirenuous objection to Mr. Tilley read-
ing the reports of the detectives.

Col. Blaine decided that Mr.
could go on.

Dr. MacRae desired a ruling on the
question as to whether or not the pe-
titioners were qualified to petition.

{Col. Blaine said that would be taken
into consideration.

Mr. Tilley then read very full ex-
tracts from the reports of the superin-
tendent on the work of the two detec-
tives. Superintendent L, J. Ehlers, un-

der the designation of Operative L. 22,
was one of the men.

On hearing the designation L. 22 Dr.
MacRae said: “Give us his name. We
want to know hig name.”

To this Mr. Tilley replied: “If my
learned friend will wait he will learn
the name. It ig signed at the end of
the report. We can have him here on
oath if it’s needed.”

The substance of the reports was as
follows:

First Detective’s Report

Saturday, March 7—Operative at 8.30
p. m. went to Hotel Ottawa and sat in
the office. Many people were going to-
ward the rear room through a door
that was closed after them. Obperative
went through same door. He found
himself in a barroom. Two bar tenders
were working. About fifteen men were
there drinking. At 10.30 he went in
again. A similar condition existed.
The proprietor of the hotel was near
the door tuming away objectionable
men and giving directions to those
leaving tq use the side entrance.

Col. Blaine—"If you had this evidence
why did you not give it to the pro-
secuting attorney?”

Mr. Tilley—“Simply because it is not
our duty to collect evidence and let the
inspector lie back and let others ¢o his
work.

A 14’s Diary

The report of operative A. 14 was
next read.

Saturday, March 14—At 8 n. m. was
in Hotel Ottawa bar. Room full of
men, Same condition in the Park
Hotel. There a young bey was at the
door opening and shutting it, A man
came through the door singing, The
boy told the man to be quict as the in-
spector might be attracted by the noise,
Operative and friend went to the Hotel
Edward. Eighteen men were drinking
in the bar. They left by a rear door.
In the Windsor Hotel the two could
get no liquor. At the Victoria Hotel
u man behind a curtain of the end of
the office desk pressed a button which
opened the bar-room door, Inside about
twenty men were drinking. At 10.30
operatives went to the Royal, but the
bar was closed. The same wasg true
at the Grand Union Hotel. He re-
turned to the Ottawa, There were men
there in the bar until after midnight.

Sunday, March 165.—Six men in the
bar at 2 p. m. Men there after ten.
The same state of affairs at Park and
Edward. In the latter places custom-
ers had to sit down in the office when
leaving. Grand Union not open.

Monday, April 6— At the Royal
Hotel.

“You see wa want to be impartial
and treat all the hotels alike.”

Recorder Skinner wanted to know
why this hotel should be debarred al-
though not represented by counsel.
There was no charge against the
Royal, he said.

Mr. Tilley—“There is a charge. All
the hotels sell out of houre. Three sell
on Sunday.”

Recorder Skinner objected to a gen-
eral inquiry into the hotels.

Col. Blaine—“Give us tha whole
thing while you're at it.”

The report went on to state operative
after getting into the bar, left by go-
ing up a rear stairway and coming
down into the office. At 11.20 p. m.
the same day he was let into the Grand
Union bar by the proprietor.

Tuesday, April 7—At 946 was in a
place called Wooden Taps. Lights
were put out at sharp ten o’clock and
oustomers left. At 10.20 went to New
Victoria Hotel and got into the bar.
Tried Union street, Water street and

Mill street bars. All closed.

A Pointed Question

Mr. Tilley then asked the commis-
sioners why eight hotels were licensed
if only seven licenses were allowed.

After some discussion Inspector
Jones said the commissioners had been
advised they could do so.

In regard to the matter of licenses in
the wards the commissioners had acted
ox legal advice.

{When asking for this information
Mr. Tilley said: “This matter is going
to be submitted to the supreme court,
so you need not answer.”

Inspector Jones then read a list of
convictions of violations of the License
Act during the past year.

The petitions were then read and ob-
jections heard, after which the gath-'
ering dispersed.

in Europe.

All New Contracts Will Contain a Clause
to This Effect — Orders
Received Here.

Instructions have been received from
the postmaster general by the inspector
for New Brunswick that herecafter

will not be permitted to carry any
liquor. This regulation applies for the
present only to new contracts or to re-
newals, for in all contracts to be made
a clause will be inserted giving effect
to the order. Contractors now doing
duty will not be immediately affected.
As contracts are made, as a rule, for
four veurs, it will thus be seen that
by the end of four years every mail
contract will be brought under the
anti-liquor carrying regulation.
{ There have never been any serious
| complaints against mail drivers in this
province on the part of temperance
people, though on several occasions ob-
- jections have been recelved chiefly
! from Scott Act counties. The new reg-
ulation is however as much of a con-
cession towards the growing temper-
| ance sentiment as it is a measure for
| the improvement of the postal service.
