Japanese government to the United 
States proposal for the neutralization 
of the Manchurian railways was hand­
ed to the American ambassador this 
afternoon. It is a polite declination.

ST. PETERSBURG Jan. 21.—Rus­
sia’s reply to Secretary Knox’s note 
proposing the neutralization of the 
Manchurian railways delivered to U,
S. Ambassador Rockhlll today.
It has been understood generally that, 

Japart and Russia would take identi­
cal action on the proposal.

ТОКІО, Jan. 21.—No Intimation of 
the contents of the memorandum of 
reply is given, but the best inform­
ation obtainable Indicates that the 
communication is brief and that the 
declinaton to accept the neutraliza­
tion proposition is based on several 
grounds, the chief of which are: .

The American plan would be of ащ 
advantage whatever to Japan. It 
would afford no advantage to China. 
It would not change the commercial 
situation In Manchuria, wherê Japan 
is adhering strictly to its pledge» of 
an open door and equal opportunity.

It Is understood that the reply la 
couched In terms of friendly appreci­
ation of the American purpose, but it 
la not of an argumentative character 
and its conclusions are not quallSed.

PEKING, Jan, 21.—An imperial re­
script is issued approving the prelim­
inary agreement signed at Mukden on 
October 2 by the British and American 
representatives and the viceroy of 
Manchuria for the construction of the 
Chin Crow Aigun Railway in Man­
churia. It was agreed that the road 
should be built by the Pauling Com­
pany, British constructors. American 
engineers and a 'proportionate share 
of American materials are to be used. 
The ultimate cost of the road is esti­
mated at from $40,000,000 to $50,000,000.

ST. PETERSBURG,
Russian communication which1 
presented by the foreign office at noon 
■rejects the proposal for the neutralisa* 
tion of existing railroads. It also state* 
that the-(Russian Government consid­
ers the alternative proposition for 1ft 
participation In an international syndi­

elections for Parliament, give the Un­
ionists thirteen seats, the Liberals ten, 
Laborites one and Irish Nationalists 
one, a Unionist gain of six seats with­
out any losses.

The state of the parties at 1.30 p. m. 
today was: —

Government coalition, Liberals, 147. 
Irish Nationalists, 54.
Laborites, 30.
Opposition, Unionists, 176.

1 The results lbarned today parallel 
closely those of yesterday in giving a 
succession of Unionist gains, further 
augmenting the chances of Tories put­
ting the government in a position 
where it will be dependent absolutely 
upon the Irish Nationalist vote to 
carry legislation.

Jos. Albert Pease, the chief Liberal 
whip, joined the prominent government 
officials who have been swept off their 
feet by the rising tide of tariff reform 
ln the English counties, the Saffron 
Welden division of Essex giving a 
majority of 272 for his Unionist oppon­
ent, Col. D. J. Proby. Upon the giving 
out of these figures the crowd grew 
noisy and tried to mob him.

Another notable Tory victory was t!he 
gain cf the Scottish seat for Perth­
shire by Mprquds TuIIibardlne, who 
turned the previous Liberal advantage 
of 303 into a Unionist majority of 298.

In Londonderry City, Shane Leslie 
lost to Marquis Hamilton, Unfotidst, by 
57. Leslie is the son of Colonel Leslie, 
who is a staunch Tory. When young 
Leslie turned Nationalist lie re-chris­
tened himself Shane as more Celtic as 
the name which hi» parents had given 
him..

RODNEY’S $10,000 ANNUITY.

The new Lord Rodney, 18 years o’d, 
Inherits with his title the annuity of

Who is the 
present Lord Nelson,” who “has re­
ceived $25,000 a year for 67 years, 
which with a moderate interest 
amounts to over $2,750,000. For what? 
Because

“He had a Father,
“Who had an Uncle,
“Who had a Brother 
“Named Horatio Nelson.”
Then comes in largest lettering, "He 

voted against old age pensions for the 
aged poor."

William II.’s gratitude to his fam­
ous lieutenant, the Duke of Schanv 
berg, allows his heirs still to dra.v $3,-

Lowly Origins of Proudest 
Names ate Shown Up

Cooks, Butlers and Such Among the 
Progenitors of Earls and

Lords.

LONDON, Jan. 20—In the present 
fierce party struggle one really can­
not help feeling some sympathy tor 
the unhappy peers of these islands. 
Not only are their looks, their per­
sonal habits, .their possessions or 
debts, as the case may be, dissected 
and mercilessly criticized by all, but 
Investigators are at work raking up 
their old family histories and their 
origin, with the object of proving of 
disproving their more or less ancient 
rights to stand as hereditary legis­
lators of the country.

S. Baring Gould, a noted writer, 
has published a book on the family 
names of English peers, in which he 
shows that very many of them start­
ed at the bottom of the social lad­
der. Thus the Duke of Northumber­
land is not actually a Percy, but a 
Smithson, and must recognize that 
■his ancestor wielded the hammer at 
the anvil. Lord Gwydyr is a Burrell, 
and his ancestor, judging by the name, 
was a weaver of coarse cloth. The
ancestor of Lord Alverstone was a 

That of theWebster, or weaver.
-Marquis of Headfort was a tailor, and 
no disguise of tailor Into Taylor can 
obscure the fact. 'Earl Wdnterton Is 
the descendant of a turner, dignified 
into Tomour. The ancestor of Lord 
Castlematoe must have been a John 
the Cook to some nobleman’s or 
squire’s house, for the family name is 
Handcook. Earl Cowper derives his 
family and titular name from a man 
who made drinking mugs. Baron 
Forester would be descended from a 
man who had charge of the Royal 
forests. Viscount Masereene derives 
from a salaried attendant who min­
istered to the pleasures of his master 
in the chase.

The ancestry of Baron Burghclere, 
whose family name is Gardner, is also 
clear enough. Lord Bateman, as his 

implies, could trace his descentname
from the mam who -baited some rich 
person’s bears When It was the custom 
to keep these animais. The Earl of 
Morley, as a Parker, must have had 
as ancestor one who saw that his mas­
ter’s park was In order. The Earl of 
Harrowby is a Ryder, and of this

bi-annual civic elections for Charlotte­
town take place on February 9th, when 
& mayor, eight councillors and throe 
water commissioners will be elected. 
The principal contest will be for the 
mayoralty, and it is probable that in 
the five wards there will be two fights 
or maybe but one. At present ward 
one is the only division In which op­
position has been announced. For the 
mayoralty two candidates, up to the 
present, are in the field, Benjamin 
Rogers, Jr., and Mr. Charles Lyons; 
the former has been out for nearly two 
months and has the city well can­
vassed, and Mr. Lyons’ candidature 
was announced only two weeks ago. 
Mr. Rogers Is the youngest member of 
the council and has served for s.x 
years on the board, the last two as 
chairman of the finance committee. 
He is the most active member of the 
well known firm of Rogers’ Hardware 
Company, Ltd., and has considerable 
executive end business ability. He 
has had a creditable record as a civic 
finance minister. This year, for In­
stance, the financial statement has 
been the best in the history of Char­
lottetown, the snug surplus of $1,206 
being carried over after $11,500 debt 
had been paid. Mr. Lyons, his op­
ponent, is anqther well to do prom­
inent business mail, who has been for 
many years In the coal trade. He Is 
a veteran city councillor and a mucli 
older ipan than Mr. Rogers. The form­
er is a Liberal, and the latter a Con­
servative, and If the contest Is run 
along party lines Mr. Rogers would 
be almost certain to be elected, as the 
city at present Is very strongly Lib­
eral. Mr, Lyons, however, has on his 
committee a number of Liberals and 
this fact will rob the struggle in a 
measure of political partisanship.

It is possible, but net probable, that 
religion may enter into the struggle, 
as Mr. Rogers le a Protestant and Mr.
