al-0 the ambition to elevate themselves
above the lowly but respectable class 'm‘
which they were born, and, in order to
tura th-ir dream of wealth into reality,

think no way more simple and natural than

that of treading on the backs and shouldeis
of those whom cruel circumstances have
placed at their merey; indiff-rent are
they, thinking nething of the heavy bur

den inposed, caring nothing for the in-

evitable result, making their victims pre-

maturely aged, shortening their iives,

erushing them without remorse or' pity,

leaviog them in prospect—after forty or

fifty years of hard service rendered to
8 ciety—uaught else but the ignoble alter-

pative of ending their miserable existence
within the walls of a degrading alnisnouse,

or to be picked up some morning on the
icy flagstones of the silewalk, where the
last breath of the wietched victims of
human rapacity has been exhaled, over-

come by cold hunger and exhaustion,
while their small or great lords and masters
are. tranquilly enjoying, in the midst of
comfort, luxary and splendor those delights
secured to them through labor,—labor
bathed in the sweat, and often in the blood

of these unfortunates,

Of that large army of creators of the
world’s wealth, which should be the pro-
perty of those who have taken an active
pars in its creation and perpetration, the
Jarge number get barely sufficieat wage in
exchange for their work to maintain &
mean snd meagre existence, Every trades
union or body of laboring men have grie-
vances to complain of and right to main-
tain, and endeavor, in the midst of the
struggle which they have begun, o find
some way of redressing the one and secur-
fng the other. Many unions have already
obtained satisfactory concessions, which,
although partial and less than jmst, have
mevertheless powerfully contributed to the
amelioration of their social condition. But
shere are other workers, we are sorry
te say, who seem entirely indifferent to
their fate and appear to be willing to re-
main in the eame position where dwelt
their ancestors before the deluge.

1 will cite one of these trades, in whieh
I un particularly eoncerned—that of the
bakers. Tnere are men, or rather living
m ichines, who, for more that a quarter of
a century have no$, so to say, tasted the
na'ural enjoyment, common to brutes, of
a jeaceful night's rest, It is a rare thing in
ma.y places for them 1o work less than 15
%0 20 hours in a day. Sunday is for them
a dead letter, Whilst o' hers enjoy the day
according to their individual taste, the
bakers must remain at home and devote the
morning to sepose in order to be able to get
tarough their burdensome task which, O
shaa.e, begine early in the evening and ends
ou Monday. They know nothing of the
sweetness of family uuion permitted to the
majority of mortals, and what is- their
wages compared with other artisans? Aud
yet no oth: ¢ trade, not even the printers
po:sess means of action more radical a1 d
telling than the bakers, and which would
be more efficacious if they only understood
how to employ them wiscly to ameliorate
their sad condition. Between the two
branches of industry—the bakers and the
prioters—there exists, from & material and
inteﬁeé;hal point of view, a certain auvalogy
which Do one can deny. The one sustains
the physical, the other the inteliectual hife
Bu , while acknowledging the necessity of
intellectdal nourishment, we must aver that
% the bakers belong the right of primacy
by ‘the indispensable neceesity of their
diity product. Everybody will admit that
before enlightening ‘the 'mind, bread must
b had 10 satisfy the needs of the stomach.
Tie union of our intelligén:t 'brethren of
the p: eteis'sn accomplished fdct and works

sinecure, Trust the honesty and good
faith which has been tried and proven. To
the indifferent I sh)uld ask, will you listen
to the voice of reason? It is for you the
ouly hope, the only plavk of safety, the
means of freeing yourself from the unmanly
slavery under which s0o many groan, and by
their own fault. By uniting you have
everything to giin. You will secure a
method of work more worthy «f men and
more en rapport with the age in which we
live. Unity will afford you theoppoi tunity
to assist 8t the reunions of men from which
you are nece-sarily excluded, and enable
you to tike an active part in all discu-sions
affecting your interes’s.

Frejuently we hear some workers grum-
ble about the arbitrary demand of certain
employers. Undoubtedly there are every-
where natures hard and despotic, but it
would be well for such workers 1o reflict
that in most cases th.y have nobody to
blame but themselves. Is it not a sicken-
ing and degrading thing to see some obliged
to humble themselves in going from door to
door offering their services at an abate-
ment, like some vile commodity ? It is the
business of those who cannot dispense with
their services to come te solicit them ; for
workers sh uld never foiget that the sweat
drops moistening their forehead are more
serviceable to the good of humanity than
all the pearls and diamonds—fruit of our
labor—with which the moths of society
deck themselves.

Let us bhope that the time is not far dis.
tant when every individual of both sexcs
forming the legions of r.spectable artisans
will comprehend that is is to the different
trades unions that belong the rightof fixing
omn @& reasonable basis the limit and the
value of the services given by each of their
respective members. To the bakers we
make a fervent appeal to cease to give two
days’ labor in env, for this unworthy action
is casting on the sidewalk a number of
their brother workers aud x&-ubbiug them
of the sole means of providing the simplest
neeessaries for their families. To every
wage-earner we will say, learn how to
make yourselves respected by those who
employ you, in maintaining between them
and you a dignity wi hout arrogance, in~
stead of a low and debasing servility ruch
as too often exists, and which is the cause
of that air of inferiority aud even contempt
with which the honest working man 18 re.
garded by the seif-sufficicnt and by tue
narrow-minded.

It is not in the presumptuous or the
vulgar, or in beings of bruval inscinct-
where one must look for the supeiiority of
man, but among persons of fedling in every
position, who, animated by puely philan.
thropic sentiments, labor with ea nestness,
either by hanl or brain to better our
social condition and to reinstate us n that
now usurped place at the great banquet or
humauity of which we 8 ould be the yreat
est ornament, It is our duty to show our-.

gelves worthy of the noble title of artisins
in laboring in econcert for & ¢aure 8o holy
and 80 just—our emancipation.

THE SCOTCH RAILWAY STRIKE.
To show the hardships the men now
on strike on the Scotch railways have
had to endure and the systematic sla-
very of their daily life, we give the
following statément, which has been
widely published thronghout Scotland,
and not denied by the directors of the
companies, and would ask who could
refuse to sympathise with men fighting
against such a bondage ¥ Councillor
Tait, of Glasgow, says that in numer-
ous instances the men are worked 16§,
19, 203 and 21} hours on successive
days, 25 hours at one stretch, and 108
hours in five successive shifis ; that a
signalman for five successive years has
had to work 168 hours in each fort-
night ; that drivers and firemen work
173 hours in twelve days, 141 hours in
ten days, 169, 157 and 191 hours and
54 minutes in a fortnight ; a guard 27
hours at & stretch. Is it to be wun-
dered at that a driver should faint
trom sheer exhaustion after being re-
lieved or that a tireman should fall
asleep on his engine ? Such a system
as this shows that the white~man’s free
iabor is worse than the negro’s slavery
«ud proves the callousness and cruelty
of the cumpaties, and its continuance
or-s0 long a time is a scandal on the
hoasted religion and civilization of the
Scottish nation. Although the latest
cable advices report the men as beaten
and without resoeurces, we are inclined
.0 believe these monopolistic com-
panies are manufacturing despatches in
vhie interest of the railways, as they
a fortnight ago. Itis true that trains
are being run at pretty regular inter-
valg, but the service is kept up at con-
siderable risk to the traveliing public,
and the danger of an appalling disas
ter through the employment ot un-
skilled labor is very great.” ~Whatever

Fur
ther, that creosote and its allied proiucts
are thrown - ff with the fames of bituminous
coal, and that an atmo=phere charged with
carbolic acid must ber freer fiom germs of
the disease than an apparently purer air.

A wouder of Peru whea the Spaniards
discovered it was the systeom of irrigation
which made the arid laad fertile. The
cunquerors destroyed this system because
they found mining more profitable than
farmiug. Re-cently an English syndicate
was or¢ nized to carry on the work begun
by the Iucas. A dam six hundred feet long
and eighty five feet high i# to be built across
a valley to store the floods of the Piura
river, and it is caloulated that with this
water the entire desert of Leahura can be
made fertile.

There are now 945 submarine dables, ex-
clusive of theseven Atlantic cables, with an
aggregate of 112,740 nautical miles. The
overland telegraph is already a worldwide
institution, in which there is a totalof 1 680,
900 miles of wire—enough of the attevuated
metal to go around the equatorial belt of
the globe just thirty times. The United
States has 776,600 milesof wire, and in
1889 had no less than 56,000,000 messages
traveling the couutry. Fiance has 220,890
miles of wire, on which in 1889 were trans-
mitted 30,050 000 dispa’ches. Great Britsin
has up to 180 000 miles of metal line, and in
1889 sent 50 000,000 messsges on their silent
fight.
