CIROULAR LETTER OF THE WESTERN ¥. B
ASSOCIATION TO THE CRURCHES OF WHICH
TT 18 COMPOSED;

Dear Brethren,—In this letter I wish
to present a few thoughts on the doc-
trine of sanctification, and [ necessarily
must abbreviate. In this epistle I shall
pranent the subject in its negative, and
then in its positive forni. Of, in other
words: 1st, What sanctification is not;
2nd, What it is.

Sanctification is not origigal sin,
ineither is it conviction for sin. It is not
predestination, nor divine fore-know-
ledge. It is not justification, nor bap-
tismal regeneration, neither is it Pharasaic
righteousness, nor self-boast{ul adulation.
The tendencies of sanctification are not to
promote within the possessor of it a
spirit of superiority over his fellow-
Christians, nor is it eflatéd with boasting
bombast, It does not lead ita possessor
to set up his own standard of what is
right or what is wrong, nor does it arro-
gantly sit on the jadgment seat and pro-
nounce an unchristisnizing and unchari
table sentence on all those who may no
look at matters through its verdant and
selfsatisfied lens. Banctification did
not originate in the fungus growth of an
overhested imagination. Neither is it
nerved with & zeal, not wocdrding to
knowledge. Nor does it seek to intro-
duce, promote and perpetuste discord
and division in churches, and amongst
Christinng who ave contanding earnestly
for the faith once delivered to the saints.

Sanctification does sot appear on the
arena with glittering, galvanized sheen,
with a deceptive exterior, Its light is
not that of the ignisfatuus, which, if fol
lowed, would only lead to the dismal
swamp of error and confusion, and to
the turbid streams of a most questionable

nterpretation of God's Word.

Sanctification is not the trumpet which
gives the uncertain sound, It does not
r instaniansously from a doubtful con
sion to God; to the altitude of sinless
ity, and meridian of
Lrightness, parhaps to leave its devolee
Iazed, deceived, lost in the blsckness of
