The arrest of Cashier Tufts was 
asked for late today by Bank Ex 
aminer William E. Neal of Lynn, who 
discovered a shortage in the bank’s 
funds during the day In an examina­
tion of the books.

The shortage is stated ko be be­
tween $5,000 and $25,000. Examiner 
Neal is authority for the statement 
that the condition of the bank will 
no’t be affetced by the shortage as 
the surplus is sufficient to meet any 
loss which may have been sustained.

Tufts, who lives on Summer street, 
has been connected with the Rockport 
National bank for 31 years, being the 
cashier for the past 28 years. He is 
about 50 years of age and married.

Speculation in the stock market is 
understood to be the cause of the* 
bank’s shortage.

Cashier Tufts was arraigned before 
United States Commissioner Hayes 
tonight on the charge of misapplica­
tion of the funds of the bank and 
held in the sum of $15,000 bail. Be­
ing unable to secure the amount to­
night. Tufts was committed 
Charles street jail.

Ottawa, July 1.—The inquiry Into 
the affairs at the printing bureau 
shows that amongst other Irregulari­
ties, there Is a voucher for $15,000 
worth of supplies which cannot be ac­
counted tor. In other words there has 
been In one case a clear steal of $16,- 
000.

One aspect of the printing bureau 
scandal which is arousing Increasing 
comment, is the manner ln which the 
King’s Printer, Mr. Chas.

Annapolis Royal. N. S., July 1.—A 
remarkable discovery was made last 
week at Twin Bridges where the 
grave yard was being removed in» 
order to allow the railway to pass 
through It. Some hundred and twenty 
coffins had been removed, the major­
ity of them in a fair state of preserva­
tion, when what is known as the “old 
lot” In the cemetery was struck. 
This was the first cemetery in the 
place and burials took place there 
over a hundred and fifty years. Here 
a coffin was discovered, which ,whçn 
the picks struck It, crumbled to pieces, 
lusted of finding dust or bones the 
surprised workers, saw before 
the body of a man In a perfect con­
dition. except for the fact that the 
features were drawn and darkened.

Doctors were called, and upon ex­
amination they pronounced the man 
to have been dead for at least a hun­
dred years and that the body had pet­
rified. This is accounted for by large 
percentage of lime in the soil, which 
acts as a preservative. Exposure to 
the air had apparently not effect on 
the body, which was as hard as stone, 
and very light. The following day it 
was rein'terred in the new cemetery. 
Nobody seems to have any idea re­
garding the Identity of the corpse.

It is the intention of the United 
States to contest at the very first 
opportunity the claim of Canada that 
Hudson Bay is an inland sea to which 
the Dominion has exclusive rights, 
and over which the government of 
this country has complete jurisidetion 
and control. For over a year the au- 
thiritles here have ^een aware that 
the time is rapidly approaching when 
Canada will be called upon either to 
defend her rights to that valuable 
sheet of water or allow them to be 
alienated from her. It is probable, 
of course, that when that time arrives 
the matter will be dealt with by ar­
bitration, but if the arbitration pro­
ceedings are unfruitful the question 
will be laid before The Hague Tribu­
nal for settlement.

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■ REFORMING THE CALENDAR. REQUIEM OF TOE WINDSSThc Standard A new project for the reform of the calendar which 

U attracting much notice in England, Austria and Ger­
many, and other parts of Europe, has been suggested by 
Baron Ernst von Hesse-Wartegg. who was the leading 
promoter of the standard time system. His success in 
this direction has gone far in bringing the scheme which 
he is now promoting within the realm of practical dis­
cussion. In fact a considerable number of commercial 
and Industrial bodies have formally indorsed the idea, 
and an active campaign is being carried on to have it 
taken up by the legislatures of Europe.

The Hesse-Wartegg calendar divides the year of 365 
days primarily into four trimeters of 91 days each, or 
13 weeks exactly. The first two months of each trimeter 
are to have 30 days each; the third, 31 days. This dis­
poses of 364 days.

The remaining day and the 366th in leap years are 
to be “intercalary" days, days without date and without 
place in the week. The annual extra day is to be placed 
at the beginning of the year. It will be known as New 
Year Day and will have no other designation. The other 
extra day will be interposed between June 31 (new 
style, and July 1, whenever it occurs, and it will be 
known as Midyear Day or Leap Year Day, having no 
other designation whatever. By keeping these two days 
thus separated from the rest all disturbances in the 
calendar from year to year are averted.

The working of the system may best be illustrated 
by assuming that it has been adopted in the present year 
and is to go into effect with 1911, an assumption, It is 
needless to say, which is outside the range of possibility, 
but which simplifies the outlining of an imaginary 
almanac.

By depriving New Year Day and Leap Y’ear Day 
not only of all numerical place iu the month, but also of 

in Saskatchewan, and all name or place in the week the same arrangement of 
the days and dates would hold good for every year. 
Every date in the calendar would forever fall on the 
same day of the week.

The Hesse-Wartegg programme further contemplates 
the fixation of Easter Day on Sunday, April 7 (new 
style). This is just midway between the extreme fluc­
tuations of the feast under the present plan of compu­
tation, March 22 and April 25. It Is a convenient date, 
being about three months from the New Year festival 
and late enough for the weather to have taken on the 
character of spring. Besides It is said to accord remark­
ably with the traditional date of the Resurrection.

More than 600 commercial and industrial bodies in 
England, Holland, Belgium, Germany and Austria are 
reported to have indorsed this scheme. The business 
world of Europe iu general is said to be unanimous in 
recognizing its convenience.

The great opposition to it Is expected to come from 
the churches, and especially from the Roman Catholic 
authorities. The fixation of Easter is not regarded as 
the most vital difficulty. The violent disturbance of 
the Sunday, the immemorial day of rest and worship, 
which is inevitable in the second year of the new cycle 
and which exaggerates itself year after year, is the thing 
that Is likely to prove an insuperable objection in the 
present state of religious feeling. There can hardly be 
any prospect that the Vatican would approve a calendar 
which, on account of the intercalated New Year Day, 
threw the regular sequence of the Sundays out of gear 
not one year only but every year.

It is not at all clear that the Protestant attitude 
would be any more favorable Just at present; but even 
if the Protestant churches should assent the change 
would be futile so long as so numerous an element as 
the Roman Catholic communion refused to adopt it; in 
fact the condition would be confusion worse confounded 
unless all the people of all the important countries of 
Christendom should adopt the new plan simultaneously. 
Neither would it be possible to adopt the system for civil 
purposes without religious co-operation, as the religious 
features of the Sunday are the controlling factor in the 
disposition of the week.

Notwithstanding these difficulties the baron and his 
allies are not discouraged.

A microbe census has Just been com­
pleted at the Pasteur Institute In Paris 
under the direction of Professor Met- 
chnlkoff. the noted bacteriologist. 
The particular field investigated was 
the surface of fruits exposed for sale 
In handcarts and open stalls. An Im­
mense number of tiny Individuals 
were found tenanting the samples of 
strawberries, grapes and 
a mined. *

While admitting that the microbe 
population was mostly of the Inno­
cent variety, the professor reiterates 
the old warning, "Do not eat uncooked 
fruits or vegetables." The latest 
census was undertaken by Professor 
Ftllaeler and Professor Bartory, who 
took samples of fruit In the afternoon 
from the places where they were ex­
posed for sale. This was In streets 
frequented by automobiles and conse­
quently dusty. Each sample was 
washed in three changes of watet 
which had been previously sterilized 
and the microbes In one cubic cent- 
metre of water (.27 fluid dram) were 
then counted.

The sample of large strawberries 
examined yielded on the first washing 
1,860,000 bacteria, 74,000 on the second 
and 18.000 on the third. The first 
washing of the sample currants pro­
duced 861,000 microbes, the second 
41,000 and the third 1,600. In the first 
washing of the sample grapes 3,200,- 
000 microbes were found, In the sec­
ond 120,000 and In the third 27,000.

"Simple muslin cloth," said Professor 
Bartory. in commenting on the results 
of the Investigation, "will protect fruits 
and vegetables from Innumerable mi­
crobes, and especially the noxious 
ones."

Several Eurpean physicians and 
surgeons have been experimenting 
with Injections of solutions of radium 
as a curative measure. Dr. L. Wic- 
ham and Dr. M. Degrals have written 
an article on the subject for the Lon­
don Lancet. The Medical Record says 
of It:

"They allude to a paper presented 
at the Lisbon Congress by several 
French authors, the conclusions of 
which are as follows:

“ ‘When Introduced Into the animal 
body tin- emanation diffuses itself 
through the structures and may In this 
manner reach deep-seated parts, it 
has a predilection for the glands which 
form an Internal secretion and espec­
ially for the suprarenal capsules. It 
Is eliminated by the lungs and the 
skin, and to a small extent to the kid­
neys.’

"The authors then pass on to relate 
their own experience with this mode 
of therapy. In a case of lupus vulgaris 
of the neck, a curative change was 
produced by Injections of (11 water 
rendered radioactive In the proportion 
of one milligram of pure sulphate of 
radium per litre, or (2) water Impreg­
nated with radium in the proportion 
of one milligram of pure bromide of 
radium per litre. In this case forty 
Injections of each kind and of from 
one to two cubic centimetres were 
given In the course of two months.

"They have also presented a case of 
lupus erythematosus, treating for com­
parison the lesions on the left side by 
the application of the radium appara­
tus and those on the right side by in­
jections. On the left side there was a 
sharp reaction with distraction of the 
lupus and a subsequent process of re­
pair. Later there seemed to be a 
strung cicatrix, but still later there 
was recurrence of the lesion at the 
margin of the tissues of repair.'- On 
the right side there was no visible 
Inflammatory reaction, but there was 
first a diminution and then a disap­
pearance of the erythema of the lupus, 
the part assuming a whitish cicatrical 
aspect.

“At the time the recurrence was 
found on the left side the recovery 
on the right side was maintained, and 
there has been no reappearance of 
lupus since that time, in these two 
cases the doses of radium were ex­
tremely small, but they contained the 
emanation, an element which Is not 
present in the rays emitted by the ra­
dium apparatus.

"The Injection of certain Insoluable 
salts of radium suspended In an emul­
sion into structures of small absorbent 
power prolongs the contact of the salt 
with the diseased tissues and intensi­
fies the action of the radiations and 
of the emanation. This plan was fol­
lowed in treating a large cancerous 
nodule of the breast, an emulsion of 
radium being made In a mixture of 
paraffin and vaseline. The object was 
to inject this preparation beneath the 
nodule, so as to prepare a stratum 
underlying the whole of the diseased 
part. Thus the

IMIK APPOINTMENT OUT THEM Dr. Jacques Bertllllon. writing about 
the decline In the French birth rate, 
points out that in 1909* for the first 
time In French history the births and 
deaths during the year were practi­
cally equal. The figures were: 
Births. 770,000, and deaths, 766,600. 
He asserts that If it had not been that 
last summer was exceptionally cool 
and therefore more healthful than 
usual the death rate would have ex­
ceeded that of the births.

For years the number of births has 
been steadily increasing. Before 
the Franco-German war the annual 
total varied around a million. Until 
1880 the figure always began with a 
nine. Then for twenty years they be* 
gun with an eight and now for three 
years they have begun with a seven. 
"And." Dr. Bertllllon adds ."that will 
continue until the total extinction ef 
the nation."

By a .list of comparative statistics 
he puts the case even more strikingly. 
In France last year the excess of 
births over deaths was only 13,660. 
For the previous year the excess in 
Germany was 880,000, ln Austria 663,- 
000. In Great Britain and Italy about 
the same, and even In Holland «he 
births exceeded the deaths by 83,000.

my youth. Then Jesus beholding him, 
loved him. Jesus lovingly admired 
the young man who was thus desirous 
of being in full accord with the Heav­
enly Father's will. That young man 
had very much of the Master's own- 
spirit. He wanted to do right and he 
desired to have the gift of God, eter­
nal life. He thought that he must 
have merited this by his faithful atten­
tion to the Law. Yet he knew that he 
had not attained to eternal life, that 
the death sentence was still upon him.
He sought counsel of the greatest 
Rabbi, the greatest Teacher. That 
Teacher loved so earnest a spirit and 
proffered him advice on what he still 
lacked of coming fully up to God's re­
quirements of those who will be grant­
ed a place in the Messianic Kingdom, 
which in “due time” is to bless Israel 
and .through Israel, all the families 
of the earth.

In no uncertain terms the Master 
gave the young man to see that while 
he hud been keeping, probably to the 
best of his ability, the commandments 
of the decalogue, he had only imper­
fectly discerned the meaning of the 
Divine requirements of love for his 
neighbor as for himself.

London, July 1,—There was a large 
gathering at Dover to witness the un- 
vetling of the national memorial to 
captain Matthew Webb—the first and 
only man to swim across the English 
Channel, a feat which he accomplished 
on August 25, 1876. The ceremony 
was performed by Lord Desborcugh, 
pnd the Mayor of Dover acepted Its 
custody on behalf of the town. The 
nicn.ciial takes the form of a bronze 
bust of Captain Webb < n i granite 
pedfttial, erected on Clarence Lawn 
on the sea front. An Inscription re­
cords the historical swim, which was 
from Dover to Calais In 21 hr., 45m. 
Amongst those present at the function 
were Mrs, Webb, his widow. Mr. H. 
Webb, his son, and Mr. W. H. Webb, 
his brother. Captain Webb’s daughter 
placed a wreath at the foot of the 
memorial. Lord Desberough (who, as 
Mr. Grenfell, swam the pool at Niagara 
In 1884, a year after Captain Webb's 
met his death in the rapids) paid 
high tribute to the heroic swimmer 
as having set an example for all time 
of that pluck and endurance so much 
prized by the English people. It may 
he mentioned that the fund has pro­
vided a memorial fountain at Duwley, 
SbropjBhlie, where Webb was born, 
a memorial tablet In th^church where 
he worshipped, a memorial shield for 
a swimming competition amongst the 
boys on the training ship Conway at 
Liverpool, where Webb was trained 
for the sea. and has given a silver 
replica of the Dover memorial to the 
Amateur Swimming Association for an 
annual team competition.

According to the annual report of 
the Prison Commissioners for Scot­
land, there is not only a material de­
crease In the number of commitments 
during the past year, hut an amazing 
decrease In drunkenness, due to dearer 
whiskey.

W. H. THORNE & CO., Ltd.,ly had very hazy Ideas of other parts 
of Canada. So much had appeared In 
the British press in recent years that 
a knowledge of Canada was much 
more general.

Discussing Canadian authors Mr. 
Willson remarked on the fact that 
Canadians were not sufficiently gener­
ous to their own writers, whether liv­
ing In the Dominion or elsewhere, and 
Instanced Roberts and Sir Gilbert 
Parker who obtained recognition in 
the states and in England some years 
before their own countrymen came to 
appreciate them.

Although now a resident in England 
Mr. Willson was born in Montreal and 
acquired his Journalistic experience 
in Canada and the states. He is the 
author of numerous publications on 
Canadian subjects, the best known of 
which is the Great Company published 
in 1899 and now regarded as a classic. 
He is not now in active Journalistic 
work, but is a frequent contrlbuter to 
magazines.

Beckles Willson, a well known writ­
er on Canada and Canadian subjects, 
arrived in the city yesterday and will 
leave today for Nova Scotia to gather 
material for a book dealing with the 
historical features of Annapolis, Grand 
Pre, Cape Breton and other places. 
Mr. Willson was last in St. John 14 
years ago as a representative of the 
London Daily Mail, which was then 
starting publication. His articles on 
Canada which appeared In the new 
London dally were the first systema­
tic effort made by an English news­
paper to give publicity to the affairs 
of the Dominion.

Speaking to a Standard representa­
tive of the spread of Information in 
England on all matters relating to 
Canada, Mr. Willson said the reading 
class In the old Country today prob­
ably knew more about the Dominion 
as a whole than Canadians did them­
selves.
