British Extend Line,

While nothing of especial impor
tance has taken place along the Bri-
tish part of the line, the effect of the
German offensive in the Verdun bat-
tle 1s shown in the lengthening of their
tront in order to release the French
for the reinforcement of the army op-
posing the German advance. Unofficial
advices had placed the extreme south-
ern end of the British line in the re-
glon of Lens.

20 Alr Combats Over British Line,

London, March 1.~—The British of-
ficial communication issued this af-
ternoon says:

“Yesterday there were twemty air
encountens on our front.. One of our
machines falled to return.

“Last night north of the Somme our
infantry and machine guns dispersed
a party of the enemy who attempted
an advance from their trenches under
the cover of a bombardment. Today
was generally quiet but there was
considerable artillery activity in the
neighborhood of Ypres.”

On Italian Front.

Rome, via London, March 1, 10.30
p. m.—The following ‘official communi-
cation was issued today:

“Our detachments “have extended
and consolidated the position we oc
cupied west of the height of Mount
Marmolada, after overcoming great
difficulties caused by the rain and at-
mospheric conditions.

“In the Monte Nero zone our par
trols carried out a daring reconnals
sance towards the enemy’s lines at
Mrzli, where we threw grenades, caus-
ing alarm among the enemy.

“There have been particularly heavy
artillery actions in the Gorizia sec-
tion. The enemy bombarded some in-
habited places, doing material dam-
age, but not injuring anybody.

“Our artillery has effectively bom.
barded enemy shelters, observation
positions and marching troops.” '

Hun Attack Well Planned.

Berlin, Mar. 1, via wireless to Say-
ville—German correspondents at the
Verdun front state that on Feb. 22 the
German troops gained an amount of
ground only ten square kilometres
less than the total captured by the
French in their whole offensive in the
Champagne last fall. The German at-

k was carefully prepared by heavy
shelling of the French defense works
in the forests, where barbed wire had
been tied from tree to tree. The wire,
intermingled with branches of the
trees, formed a ylelding barrier partic-
ularly well in the design to resist ar
tillery fire.

“When the German troops charged
they not only swept through these
positions but advanced beyond more
distant defemse works before the
French were able to rally their scat-
tered troops. The correspondents re-
peat the earlier reports that the Ger-
man losses were surprisingly small
while the French, on account of the
well fimed collaboration of the Ger
man infantry and artillery, suffered
very heavy casualties.”

London, March 1 (10 p. m.)~—A Ger
man seaplane bombed a portion of the
southeast of England tonight, accord-
ing to an bfficial statement. A nine-
months old child was killed. There
was no military damage.

A correspondent in an unnamed
coast town sends the following:

“Shortly after six o'clock in
evening a German seroplane, flying
in a westerly direction, passed over
the southeast coast. Several bombs
were dropped, killing one child and
breaking some windows. The houses
in this district are very scattered and
the damage done was slight.

“It was already dark when the raid-
er arrived, and his previous and sub-

fgequent movements are. unknown.”

Washington, Mar. 1—President Wil-
son served notice on congress tonight
that he will consent to nothing less
tham a record vote on the antl-admin-
istration resolutions to warn Ameri-
cans off armed ships of European bel-
w before he @oes on with the

a vote of confidence in the President’s
foreign policy, will be acceptable.
Such an action, it is held, might be
construed in Berlin as justifying the
opinion that the President lacks the
support of congress and his own party
in his demands for a full observance
of international law, while its only
purpose would be to afford members
of conigress a way to avoid recording
their positions before the country on
the straight out-and-out question.

President Wilson made his position
clear to congressional leaders tonight
in unequivocal terms, as the climax
to a day of confusion, uncertainty and
political maniouvering that marked the
opening of his real fight with con-
gress.

As if to emphasize that the Presi-
dent absolutely refuses to continue
the negotiations with Germany until
the attitude of congress is settled, it
was made known that the United
States does not consider the latest as-
surances from Count Von! Bernstorft,
the German ambassador, as broad or
as satisfactory as those originally
given, No furtber step will be taken,
however, while the President walits on
COngress, Meanwhile the ' pending
Lusitania agreement will not be final-
1y accepted. The whole situation in
congress, confused by the President's
call for a vote, as thrown into a
snarl today, when at an early morn-
ing conference the President outlined
hig position to Chairman Stone and
Flood of the Foreign Affairs Commit-
tee, Senate Leader Kern, Speaker
Clark, House Leader Kitchin and Act-
ing Chairman Pou, of the House Rules
Committee.

No Compromise.

As soon as the delegation returned

Ottawa, March 1.—That the govern-
ment has through the department of
agriculture and the director of the
central experimental farm, been study-
ing the needs and possibilities of the
flax growing industry in Canada was
the announcement which Hon. J. D.
Hazen, acting minister of agriculture,
made in the Commons today during
the debate upon a resolution introduc-
ed by Mr. Frapk Glass, the membér
for Bast Middlesex. Mr, Hazen said
that he was convinced from informa-
tion which had reached him that there
would® be a market for linseed oil

schools to be established should be
located in this prowince.

M. A, McLeod said one central
school for three provinces would save
expense and make for greater effici-
ency.

J. F, Riley said one good school
would do more tham three provincigl
schools. Co-operation would bring bet-
ter results. .

C. W, McDougall said his view was
that there should be entire unity in
fanming matters im the Maritime Pro-
vinces. A model dairy school would
cost from $2,000 to $3,000 a year,
which could be expended to better ad-
vantage by co-opepating with other
provinces in an effort ¢o make one
large and efficient school.

Lord Kitchener urged his hearérs

He
reminded his hearers that the army
and navy must be kept supplied and
said there did not exist in the whole
world means to supply them to the
full unless this country made use of
its resources.

The only method, the Chancellor
continued, was the diversion of capi-
tal and labor which are now engaged
in peace services for the nation to em-
ployment for the army and navy.

“The question is how all these
things can be done at the same
time, how we can take milllons of
men from their workshops and
farms and yet provide for all the
needs of the sivil population and
the army millions In the field. If
those left behind only work as
hard as they did before and all
the consumers consume as they
did before the war, our problem
will be Insoluble.

“Hitherto we have filled the gap by
vast importations, but the chancellor
of the exchequer and other financial
authorities impress us with the vital
necessity of reducing our imports.
The dilemma is that either the civil
fans must go short of things which
they are accustomed to in peace times
or the armies must go short of muni-
tions and other indispensable sup-
ples.

J. C. Manger, New Brums-
wick's Agent, Sends
Statement.
German Trade with Cuba
Had Increased Prior to
War But New 'Tis Gone—
Canada’s Dpportunity.
