Woman Climbs on

for Two Hours

|IS FINALLY RESCUED

BY PRIEST OF PARISH

Firemen, Police and Thous-
ands of Citizens Assemble

at Edifice.

Boston, June 4.—A woman sat on
the edge cf St. James Roman Catholic
church threatening suicide for more
than two hours today while three

priests parleyed with her through a

sky light, a congregation at mass be-
low prayed that she might be stayed
from her purpose, police reserves at-
tempted to reach her, and firemen
spread nets to arrest what would have
been a 75 foot fall had she jumped.
After Rt. Rev. Phillip J. O’'Donnell had
partly crossed the roof toward the
woman, he prevailed upon her to ap-
proach for counsel and eventually she
was escorted back through the sky
light.
Is Parishioner.

At the Psychopathic hospital, where
she was taken, the woman said she
was Mrs. Celia Vennard, a parishioner
of St. James church. Relatives, she
said, were trying to have her commit-
ted to an insane asylum and she in-
tended to kill herself rather than sub-
mit,

The woman had first appeared at
the church at 3 o'clock in the morning
asking for one of the priests. She was
not seen again until just before eight
o’clock when some one in the parish
house saw her on the roof of the
church. Mrs. Vennard aparently had
climbed through the window, pulled
herself to the tower and by walking
part way around the church found a
laddér on which she mounted to the
roof.

Priest to Rescue.

To the priests who hurried to the

roof the woman said she wak going

to jump. Sitting on the sloping sur-
face her feet resting against the snow-
guards she told the clergymen her

grievances, while they attempted to

allay her fears and have her return to
gafety. She opposed their advances
with the threat that she would jump
if they came nedrer, and the police
were forced to cease rescue attempts

by similar threats. Firemen set up long

ladders with which to reach the roof,
but decided not to risk the possibility

of the woman jumping to evade them.

REPUBLIC!

President Li Yuan Hung Vir-
tually Prisoner and Ex-
pected to Resign.

DR. SUN YAT SEN
AGAIN IN LIMELIGHT

Eleven Provinces of China De-
cline to Recognize Pe-

kin Government.

Peking, June 1&,—'Eleven provinces
of China, including the province of
Chi Li, in which Peking is situated,
now no longer recognize the authority
of the Peking government. The prov-
inces of Ewang Tung, Mwang Si and
Yun Nan, are supporting President
Li Yuan Hung. The provisional as-
sembly of Ewang Tung, in assuring
its loyal support to the president and
parliament, demands that the military
governors be dism ed and punished.
Dr. Sun Yat Sen, former premier
Tang Shao Yi and other revolutionary
leaders, are proceeding hurriedly to
Canton. 4

It seems probable that should the
military governors persist in their
revolutiopary course that the threa
loyal south China provinces named,
BEwang Tung, Mwang Si and Yun
Nan, will rise in support of the presi.
dent. At present the situation is ger-
ious and the president virtually power-
less.

Parilament Convenes.

Parliament wag convened today to
consider a bill calling for a declara-
tion of war against Germany, but
there was no quorum owing to the
fact that 250 members had left Peking.
Attempts are being made to influence
President Li Yuan Hung to resign
rather than to dissolve parliament,
the object being to throw the blame
for -any disturbance upon the mili-
tarists,

The militarists, it is said do not in-
tend to force a disturbance while
they are in control of the railways.
Traffic has been uninterrupted and
the militarists are demanding a new
election immediately for the purpose
of securing a workable constitution.

President Li Yuan Yung, is power:
less owing to the Peking military
commanders refusing to carry out his
orders.

Provisional Government.

Shanghai, June 3. General Chang
Hsun, military governor of the prov-
ince of Anhwei arrived in Tien Tsin
Saturday evening and after a confer-
ence with the militarists, & provision.
al government was formed. Hsun
Shih Chang was appointed dictator;
Wang Shih Chen, the acting premier,
was made premier; Tuan Chi Kweli,
brother of Tuan Chi Jui, former pre-
mier was named minister of war;
Thao Julin, who is believed to ba
strongly pro-Japanese, was given the
portfolio of foreign affairs, and Tung
Hau Lung, former minister of commu«
nications, was chosen as minister of
the interior,

The chief of the gendarmerie at
Peking has been requested to watch
President Li Yuan Hung, who pre-
sumably is virtualy a prisoner, and
who is expected to resign forthwith,

The militarists have completely
isolated Peking. The government has
established a strict censorship on thes
telegraph lines.

The bill which was given first read-
ing after a discussion upon the intro-
ductory resolution had shown how
fully the house agreed with its pur
pose, is practically a substitution for
sections inserted in the bank act last
year. Last session provision for
loans to farmers was made in the
bank act but the security required
under those sections was either a bill
of sale or a chattel mortgage. Little
use was made of the legislation, large-
ly, it was stated, owing to the objec-
tion of the farmers to giving such se-
curity. o

The registration of liens is not pro-
vided for in the bill before the house
except that under it provinces may

FIRE LAST NIGHT AT

A small shanty situated on River
street, Indiantown, was completely de-
stroyed by fire last night.

He immediately notified J. Calvin,
who lives near him. When Mr. Calvin
reached the building he burst open
the door, only to find that the flames
had complete control of the interior,

The only buildings near the fire
were those of David Kiley, consisting
of a dwelling house and barn, but at
no time were they in danger.
