I decline to take them is that some
other bishop takes them (laughter), I
think if we could come to some deter-
mination not to accept young men con-
templating marriage it would be a very
good thing for the younger clergy of
the ChurcH of England.”

‘This declaration by Dr. Chavasse
was made when the Upper House was

must rise to the occasion, and speedily,
if intense suffering and even scandal
is to be avolded.

Almost a National Scandal.

‘The Archbishop of York, who pre-
sided, said it the members of the
Church of England desired to have a
resident married clergy of educated
persons in their midst, they must
either, in a degree not hitherto con-
templated, raise the money by which
they could be maintained, or else be
prepared for a very drastic diminution
in the number of separate cures
throughout the country. It was quite
impossible to put into words what the
bishops felt about the present position
of the bulk of the clergy of the coun-
try.

THE FARMERS' RUINOUS POLICY.

The Farmers’ party in the Commons
has now been heard from, Mr. T. W.
Caldwell, of Carleton, having been put
up as their first spokesman yesterday
afternoon. ' So far only a brief report
of his remarks is available, but suffi-
cient is given to indicate that he dis-
x')lnyed @ breezy optimism as to the
tutnre of the party, which he predicted
would at the next election be returned
to power by an overwhelming major-
ity. That he should have fallen foul
of the tariff question was only to be
expected; and one is led to infer from
the report of his criticisms that he con-
siders that the only effect of the tariff
at the present time i3 to penalize pro-
duction.

The great weakness in the pro-
gramme of Mr. Caldwell and his party
is that it does not propose any really
available and sufficlent substitute for
the tariff. True, his leader, Mr. Orerar,
thas propounded for us & new National
Policy. This, however, is a misnomer,
for what it comprises is neither new
nor mational, but on the contrary is
old, and has beem condemned many
timies by voters of this country, It is
in fact the very opposite of national;
for it would speedily make of this
country what Mr. Taft unguardedly let
fall was the real object of his recipro-
city proposals in 1911, an adjunct of
the United States. Mr, Caldwell and
bis friends are really free traders, but
they are afraid to admit it in so many
words. This fact does not indicate a
very vobust belief in the strength or
fairness of their policy. It is unfor-
tunate for them that they are con-
fronted with some questions bearing
on it that will prove very difficuit
indeed to satisfactorily answer. TFor
{nstance, what have they to say about
the state of exchange as between Can-
ada and the United States?

TO PREMIER FOSTER.

We desire to call Lhe attention of
Premier Foster to the speech of his
friend the Hon. Mackenzie King, as
reported in Hansard, and to respect-
fully suggest that he spend a little
time reading that portion of it which
appears on pages 30 and 31. It is
much too long to reproduce here in Its
entirety, but the following it the con-
cluding paragraph:

“There is this to be remembered at
“all times in regard to by-elections.

“the right of representation of the

“representation as soon as possible
“after & vacancy in an electoral dks-
“trict occurs.

Blsewhere in his speech Mr. King
complained that “the constituency of

“this House for only one or two days

“represented for the entire session.”
What would Mr. King say to its being
denled its proper representation for
four years?

As the Premier regards My, King
as his political leader, perhaps his re-
marks on the subject of by-elections
will carry some weight with him, and
succeed in accomplishing what the rep-
resentations of the Opposition have
so far failed in,

An Act of last session provides that
“The Comptroller General shall, within
ninety days of the close of each fiscal
year prepare and publish in the Royal
Gagzette, a statément of ihe revenue
and disbursements of the Province for
the preceding year.” It is now one hun-
dred and twenty-six days eince the
close of the last fiscal year, and so far
no such statement has been prepared
and published by the Comptroller.
Ninety-three days after the close of the
fiscal year, he published a etatement

Drydock June 30, 1922,

In view of these statements of an
engineer who has made some study of
harbor development, The Standard
sought information as to the progress
of the work at Courtenay Bay. Ac.
cording to the programme on which
the St. John Dry Dock apd Shipbuild-
ing Company are working, the drydock
is to be completed on June 30, 1923,
and the breakwater and dredging are
to be finished at the same time. This
company will bulld a pier at the en.
trance to the drydock, where ships
may be tied up while waiting to enter
the graving dock or undergoing intem
nal repairs, The company at present
has considerably over-expended their
appropriations, - The excavation work
is well advanced, and the breakwater
is nearly complete so far as length is
concerned, though a good deal of fill-
ing in and grading yet remains to be
done. The report in a local paper that
a portion of the breakwater had been
swept away during a storm had no real
foundation. The seas simply shifted
some broken stone into positions where
stone would have had to be placed any-
way; the effect of the storm was to
save the contractors a little work.

So far the amount of dredging done
has not been very great, but the con-
tractors propose to start dredging
operations on'a éonsiderable scale this
year, and doinot anticipate any trouble
in having the dredging finished as
80o0n as the dry dock is ready.
