COLD N NITED STATES
TREASURY UNPARALLELED.

Only Once Before Was There Ever

Held So Much Under Single
Control.

Washington,Oct. 31—Hon. Ellis . Roberts,
treasurer of the United States, in his re-
port of the transactions of his office dur-
ing the last fiscal year says that the treas-
ury was never stronger than at the close of
that period. The operations, which were of
the first order, both in variety and magni-
resulted in noteworthy changes in
the paper currency as well as a steady and
healthful growth of goid in the treasury
and in the gemeral stock.

The net ondinary revenues for the year
were $587,685,237, am increase of $20,444,485
over those of 1900, which were the next
highest recorded. The increase came from
each of the heads of rescurce, but chiefly
from internal revenue. On the ride of the
expenditures the toal of $509,969,353 has been
exceeded only four times, viz: In 1863, 1864
and 1899. The surplus of $77,717,984 was
slightly under two million dollars less than
in 1900. Inclusive of the transactions affect-
ing the public debt the aggregate receipts
were $1,146,489,306 and the aggregate dis-
bursements $1,077,063,052.

By October 31 the gold in the treasury,
consisting of the reserve, the security for
certificates and the sum in the general
fund, was $543,822,849, the highest in the
history of the country and more than was
ever held under single control elsewhere in
the world, except once for a few months.

INADEQUATE STEEL SUPPLY.

—

Demand for Every Ton That Can Be Made
at Sellers’ Prices,

Pittsburg, Oct. 31—There are mo signs
of increase in”the supply of steel, which
continues very scarce. There is demand for
every ton of steel which can be produced.
In pig won the market has shown am ad-
vancing tendency all around. Basic iron
is quite scarce and a number of buyers
are in the. market and meed the iron to
keep up their steel production to the end
of the year. One lot of several thousand
toms was sold at $16.15, Pittsburg; while
ather sales have been closz to $16, and
furnace men take the position that they
should get as much for basic iron as they
do for bessemer.

Sellers of prompt dteel can got almost
any figure for their product .from inde-
pendent finishing mills, which 'have their
product sold at 'high figures and thave to
get out the material. A mumber of sales
of small lots have been made on the basis
of $28 at Wheeling. The Pittsburg mills
have mno steel to sell. Merchant steel bars
are bringing from $32 to $33 and even
higher, while contracts are being made
for next year’s delivery at $30 a ton; plates
are rather quiet.

TEFFECT OF SLUMP IV ,
OCEAN FREGHT BATES

Three New York Grain-Exporting
Firms Go Out of the Business
Because of Losses--Situation De-
scribed. : ;

New York, Oct. 31.—It is said by per-
sons in position to know that at least
three grain exporting firms will wind up
their business presently, having sustained
all the losses which they cared to stand
by reason of the slump in ocean freigit
rates, which has demoralized the grain
exporting business within the last two
months. These withdrawals may not be
regarded as failures and the houses are
not expected to make assignments.

The shipping business of the United
States has been bnisk for the past two or
three years, and on all sides a continuance
of this good business was confidently
looked for- Freight room for the fall out-
go was bought up at high rates by brok-
ers, exporters and shipping agents. Then
came the drought and storms of last sum-
mer, which blasted the promised abund-
ant corn crop in this country. The great
shortage of corn caused a tremendous
slump in the demand for freight room, so
that September and October, usually good
months, found great mumbers of ships
with nothing to carry out. The freight
room that had been engaged in the spring
at high rates, the ships that had been
' engaged  on time charters with a view to
carrying eastward the wheat needed in
rurope and England, were thrown upon
the market, idle, or 4s competitors for
any cargo available. More careful esti-
mates of the French and German wheat
crops have steadily lessened the reported
European shortage, and with the contin-
uance of over-abundant freight room the
ocean rates have continued to fall, so that
there has been mothing to urge the Euro-
pean buyers to haste in purchasing these
consignments. The result has been the
determination, as reported, of the firms
already referred to and also of some at
other ports to wind up their affairs and
quit business.

It is said that one firm stood to lose
at present rates $300,000 on eighteen time
charters of vessels now on its hands. Four
ships were said to be engaged under a
charter at £75 a day and to be making
£30 a day- Grain rates at this port yes-
terday were 1d- per bushel to London,
1id. to Antwerp, 25 pfennige to Bremen
- and . 30 pfennige to Hamburg.

THERF'S BEEN BIG
GROWTH I EXPORT
OF HOG PRODUCTS

Prominent Feature in Com-
mercial Development
of Canada.

NOW SEVERAL MILLIONS.

Ontario Shows Greatest Increase--
Quebec Packing Houses Cannot
Secure Enough Hogs to Supply
Works--Prices to Farmers Have
Ruled High,

Ottawa, Oct. 31—(Special)—The growth
of the export trade in bacon from Canada
has been one of the features of the com-
mercial devellopment of the past few years.
In 1890, the total value of the pork,
bacon and hams exported from Canada
amounted to $645,360. At the end of the
fiscal year, ending June, 1901, the export
trade in ‘these same commodities had
grown to the value of $11,829,820. A large
portion of this increase has been from
the province of Ontario. As yet the busi-
ness is ome of only small dimensions in
the province of Quebec, although there
does mnot appear to be any good reason
why Quebec and the maritime provmices,
as well as Ontario, should mot have a
large industry in the raising and fatten-
ing of hogs suitable for bacon for the Eng-
lish market.

The packing houses in the province of
Quebec from which an export trade is
dome, canmnot obtain nearly a sufficient sup-
ply of hogs to fill their orders or to keep
their works running at their full capacity.
A Montreal firm has written to the de-
partment of agriculture lately, saying that
when they geét their new packing house
in Montreal compieted they will require
some 5,000 hogs per week to keep the
works running. The prices they have
been paying for hogs are high, as much
as 7} ents per pound, live weight, has
béen paid during periods this year.

NOVA SCOTIAN BUILDING
YACHT FOR THE AISER

Contract Given New York Firm, One
of Whose Members Belongs to
Cumberland — Description of the
Vessel,

o

Ambherst, Oct. 31—Wallace Douney, of
Townshend & Douney, of New York, ie
& native of Cumberland county, N. 8. Mr.
Douney, with his wife, visited his old
home in Cumberland during the past sum-
mer, renewing old acquaintances. Since
his return to New York, his firm has re-
ceived the contract to build a very hand-
some yacht for the emperor of Germany.
A description of the yacht being built by
this successful Nova Scotian may be of
imterest. :

The yacht is being built at the works
of Townshend & Douney, at Shooters Is-
land, 8. I, from the design of A. Cary
Smith, of the firm of Smith & Barbey,
New York. She will be a two-masted
schooner, 160 feet over all, 120 feet on the
water line, 27 feet beam and 15 feet
draught. The hull will be of steel, 22
tons of which will be used in the work.
India teak is to be used for the deck.
The masts and other woodwork will e’ of
Oregon pine and American oak. She will
carry two steam launches and four whale
boats, each 18 feet long.

The masts, fore and main, will each be
100 feet above the deck, with topmasts
40 feet long. The sails will comsist of
main, fore, stay aad jibs and half a dozen
light sails. The mainsail will be about
two-thirds the size of the Columbia’s and
the foresail about half the size, but the
rest of her sails will be just the same
size as those used on the Columbia during
the cupn races.

A private saloon and stateroom will be
built for the exclusive use of the emperor,
but there will be in addition, four sump-
tuous staterooms and a main saloon for
the use of guests. The crew will number
20 men, exclusive of officers. The yacht
will be launched in March, at which time
Messrs Towmshend & Douney have been
notified that the emperor’s eldest son, the
Crown Prince Frederick Wilhelm, will be
present. In addition to witnessing the
launch, it is supposed that, in view of
the interest the emperor has taken in
the improvement of the German navy,
that the crown prince will make a general
inspection of the American methods of
shipbuilding:

Manila, Nov. 1.—The Philippine com-
mission has drafted an act against trea-
son and sedition. The penalty to be pre-
scribed for treason is death and the act
is framed to include those persons giving
aid and comfort to the insurgents. Per-
sons who utter seditious words or
speeches or who write libels against the
U. 8. government or the insular govern-
ment are punishable by the imposition of
a fine of $2.000 or two years imprison-
ment. For breaking the oath of allegiance
a fine of. $2,000 or imprisonment for ten
years is fixed as the penalty. Foreign-
ers are pledged under the same laws as
are Americans and matives. A public dis-
cussion of the act will be had on Satur-
day.

Assassin of President McKinley Pays the Penalty of His
Crime—Minute Description of Scene in Death
Chamber—The Assassin’s Brain,

! ‘Auburn, N. Y., Oct. 20.—At 7.30 o’clock
Ehis ‘morning Leon F. Czolgosz, murderer
of President McKinley, was ehocked to

wign of fear.

. He slept so soundly last night that when
Warden Mead went to the cell shortly
: o’clock this morning the guard
to shake Czolgosz to awaken
sat up on the edge of his cot
e no reply to the warden’s greet-
morning. The prison official
death warrant to the assassin,
ly raised his eyes.
ust as the warden stepped away from
the cell door, Czolgosz said he would like
to talk with the superintendent.

The warden responded: “He will be
down presently.”

Then the condemned man rolled over
on his cot, apparently anxious to sleep
again. At 5.15, however, the guard
brought him a pair of dark trousers
with the left leg slit so as to allow the
free application of the electrode, and a
tight grey outing shirt. He was told to
get up and put these on. which he did.

When dressed he lay down again and
in this attitude Superintendent Collins
found him at 5.30, when he went down to
visit _him.

The superintendent stood in front of
the steel bars and when the guard had
called Czolgosz’s attention, he said:

“T want to make a statement before you
kill me.” .

“*What do you wish to say, Czolgosz?”
nsked the superintendent.

“] want to make it when there are a
fot of people present. I want them to
hear me,” said the prisoner.

“Well, you cannot,” said the superin-
tendent. i |

“Then I won’t talk at all,”
prisoner sullenly.

After the superintendent had left, the
guards brought Czolgosz’s breakfast, con-
sisting of coffee, toast, eggs and bacon.
and he ate with quite a good deal of
relish. ) .

At 7.30 Czolgosz was marched into the
death dhamber. The guards on either side
of the prisoner had hold of his arms. As
‘he stepped over the threshold he stumbled
but they held him up, and as they urged
him forward toward the chair he stumbled
ogein. His head was erect and with his
grey flannel shirt turned backed at the
meck he looked quite boyish. He was in-
tensely pale, and as he tried to throw his
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said the

head back and erect, his chin quivered
perceptibly. As he was being seated he
looked about at the assembled witnesses
with quite a steady stare, and said:

“I killed the president because he was
an enemy of the good people—of the work-
ing people.”

His voice trembled dightly at first, but
gained dtrength with each word and he
spoke perfect English.

“] am not sorry for my crime
he said loudly just a8 the
guard pushed his ‘head back
on the rubber head-rest and drew the di-
visible strap agross this forehead and chin.
As the pressure on .the straps tightened
and bound the jaws itightly, he mumbled:

“I'm awfully sorry I could not see my
father.”

At 7.12.30 Davis turned 'the switch that
threw 1,700 volts of electricity into the
living body. The rush of the immense
current ‘thraw fthe body so hard against
the straps that they creaked. The hands
clinched up suddenly and the whole atti-
tude was one of extreme tenseness. Ior

5 seconds the full current was kept on,

and then slowly the electrician threw the
switch back, reducing the current until
it was out and off entirely Then, just as
it had reached that pomt, he threw the
lever back again for a brief two or three
seconds. The body, which had collapsed
as the current was reduced, stiffened up
again against the straps. When it was
turned off again, Dr. McDonald stepped
to the chair and put his hand over the
heart. . He said he felt mo pulsation, but
suggested that the current be turned on
for a few seconds again. Once more the
body became rigid. At 7.15. the current
was turned off for good.

From the time Czolgosz had left his
cell until the full penalty was paid less
than four minutes had elapsed.

The lengthy report prepared this after-
noon by the autopsy surgeons related en-
tirely to the brain and was of a highly
technical ocharacter. After scientifically
describing to the minutest detail, the brain
of the dead murderer, the report con-
cludes as follows:

“No anomalies were found. The brain in
general is well developed, sufficiently
marked nvith fissures, and the lobes are in
normal propontion.”

The surgeons have mot yet drawn a re-
port on what the aubopsy disclosed as to
the other organs.

The repont summarized
the evidence and comcluded: “The under-
signed, having had advantage of discuss-
ing the circumstances attending the loss of
the steamer City of Moanticello, and the
sworn testimony given by witnesses, with
the late commissioner, Capt. W. H.

* Smith, R. N. R., and being cognizant ot
the opinion of that officer; in reference to
the disaster; and recc dations he was
prepared to submit to the shonorable min-
ister of marine and fisheries, beg to report
as follows: I

worthy, well formed and well manned,
but the undersigned desire to invite the

ABOUT WISSONS.

Deanery Conference in Ses;
sion in the City.

ABLE SPEAKERS HEARD.

Prograss of Missions in Last Cen-
tury--Jewish Missions -- Inaccu-
racy or Non-Christian Religions
--Need of the Cospel Were
Among Subjects Taken Up.

The missionary- conference by the dean-
ery of St. John was opened Wednesday
moming in Trinity church with a service
of Holy Communion at 9.30 o’clock. Bishop
Kingdon administered the sacrament, as-
sisted by Rev. A. G. H. Dicker, Rev. J.
A. Richardson and Rev. T. Craig.

At 10.30 the clergy and others assem-
bled in the school house. The conference
began with prayers, and an address by
the bishop, who presided. :

Rev. J. A. Richardson spoke om the
ideas of the conference dealing with three
lines of thought, viz., the origin of the
conference, the object, the inspiration.

A paper on The Missionary - Outlook,
prepared for the conference by Rev. J.
P. Sheraton, D. D., of Toronto, was read
by Rev. W. O. Raymond, and proved a
most interesting treatise.

After the singing of a hymn, Miss S.
M. Btches, of London, gave a Bible read-

ing.

The conference them adjourned until af-
ternoon.

The afternoon session opened at 3
o’clock. ‘A valuable paper on The Pro-
gress of Missions in 'the 19th Century
was read by Rev. F. Dickinson, of Dart-
mouth, N. S. The speaker, after draw-
ing attention to the negligence shown by
Eurcpe (o mission matters during the
18th century, described the awakening
and spread of Christ’s kingdom' in heath-
en lands, that characterized the advent
of such  illustrious workers as
Wesley, Whitfield, Wilberforce, Carey,Mec-
Aulay, Gilson, Morrison, Keever, Moffat
and others. To Wilberforce was due the
abolition of slavery in Britain’s coloaies,
a measure which resulted from his inde-

fatigable labors in the British parliament ]

between 1788 to 1807, and it was also due
to his work that chaplains were appoint-
ed to the convicts at Botany Bay. Under
God, the present power of England could
be largely attributed to. these early mis-
sion workers and reformers. Of the var-
ious mission societies mow existing the
first was that of the Baptist Missionary
Society established in 1762, the London
Society in 1795, the American Missionary
Board in 1810, the Baptist Missionary
Union in 1814 and the Wesleyan Meth-
odist missions in 1816. Of the early mis
sion posts, the first in Africa were those
along the western coast at Sierra Leone,
Gambia and Jamesport, while another
mission was also established in Madagas-
car. The date of these posts was about
1825,

A few years earlier India was first pene-
trated by Carey—the most famous of all
Bapitist missionaries—who, during his la
bors there, translated the Bible into 22
of the varied tongues of India.

. In 1806 China was visitel by Robert
Morrison, sent out by the London Mis-
sionary Society. He memained in the
country until 1834. In 1810 the general as-
sociation of the Congregational Missions
of Massachusetts, sent five missionaries
to China, several of whom later travelled
into Burmah, distributed the gospel amid
its idolatrous and fanatical inhabitants,

In 1814 New Zealand was first told the
story of the cross, but with small result,
there oot being one conversion until 1825.
Previous, Australia had been visited and
in 1814 tthe island of Australia was form-
erly consecrated to the see of Calcutta.
Missionary work continued in the forth-
coming years in the West Indies; in New
Zealand, Australia, China, India, Ceylon
and Africa.

Attention had been given Terra Dee
Fuego, but the first effort here was dis-
astrous, which was not overcome till the
installation of Bishop Stirling in the Falk-
land Isles in 1861.

At the present time there is ample rea-
son for congratu'ation on the state of mis-
sion affairs throughout the world. The
various fields are equipped with hospitals,
schools, colleges and a large staff of work-
ers, all instrumental in the evangelization
of those in idolatry and sin. In South
America, with a population of 34,000,000,
there are 18 mission posts and in Mexico,
with a population of 12,000,000, there are
14 societies at work and 200 missionaries.
In Africa there are 1,200 missioners and
21 bishops of the Church of England,
Three of these are colored and were con-
verted from heathenism.

The South Sea Islands are well sup-
plied with mission stations and in India
there are now 600,000 Protestant adher-
ents from amongst the native tribes.

China, with 400,000,000, has 54 stations
and a proportionately large number of
workers. The work in Japan is also of a
most encouraging nature.

It has been estimated that 500,000,000
copies of the Bible have been distributed
in foreign lands during the century.

The juggernaut, the sacrifices, the idol
worship, the practice of heathen rites have
in the past century been largely abolish-
ed and instead the purity and light of
Christ’s gospel been shed in those lands.

A brief discussion followed Mr. Wilkin-
son’s interesting paper, led by Bishop
Kingdon, after which Rev. Mr. Burt, of
Shediac, read an instructive and sugges-
tive paper on Jewish Missions.. Atten-
tion was drawn to the apathy shown by
the Christians of today in the matter and
of the debts of gratitude and reparation
which the Christian church owes today
to the Hebrew people. It was pointed out
that the field was world wide, for the
Jewish race was to be found in many
lands, and that if the Christians were to
be successful in the prosecution of their
work they must strive to educate as much
as possible the young of the Hebrew race.
The great difficulty was to get in touch
with the Jews. Much work, though, had
been accomplished. In the Church of Eng-
land there are 250 Hebrews ordained to
the ministry and 350 Jewish clergymen in
different Evangelical circles, while from
600 pupils in Europe the truth is pro-
claimed from' Jewish lips.

Following Mr- - Burt's paper a brief
Bible reading was conducted by Rev. J.
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R. O’Meara, of Toronto, after which ad-
journment was made till the 'evening.

The evening session was attended by a
large audience, who listened to able dis-
courses by Very Rev. Dean Partridge, of
Fredericton, and Bishop Courtenay, of
Nova Scotia. The former spoke upon The
Inadequacy of the Non-Christian Re-
ligions. In_the belief of Buddhism there
was much of pure tradition, he said, while
with the Brahmin creed, the great central
idea is that for expatiation from sin the
person must be reincarnated for each of-
fence, and the belief in this matter is
that before perfection can be arrived at
the person must be reincarnated 84,000,000
times, which impossible process the unfor-
tunate victim strives to shorten by var-
ious forms of personal torture during life.
With Buddhism the belief is largely that
of historical legends and tradition in
which the adherent endeavors to live as
closely as possible to the ideal set for him
by his creed. In the Confucian belief of
China, where the worship of an ancestor’s
spirits predominates and where this
strange creed of idolatry and selfishness
has held sway since 2000 B. C., is nowise
less important to the missionary’s efforts.
The inadequacy of these religions have
been proven but in the Christian mission-
ers’ task of bringing them to the light
should be shown the importance of taking
the influence of the Christian religion in-
to the very kernel of the darkened lands,
instead of a few individual conversions
here and there.

Bishop Courtenay’s address was on The
Gospel, the World’s Greatest Need. Phy-
sical and mental needs were great, he
said, but the spiritual need was greatest
of all. Despite the wide fulfilling in the
world of that need there was still much
sorrow, much grief and bitterness, which
could be adequately assuaged and soothed
only by the yielding of the heart to Jesus
in obedience to His summons of ‘“‘Come
unto Me all ye who are heavily laden and
[ will give you rest,” and who Himself
was “a man of sorrows and acquainted
with grief.” Bishop Courtenay’s address
was much appreciated.

At Thursday morming’s session of the
Church of England missionary conference,
an interesting address on Uganda was de-
livered by W. M. Jarvis. There were now
in that land 16 clergymen from home, 15
lay agents, 16 ladies and 24 mative clergy-
men. There were 2,026 Jay mnative agents
and 30,000 mative Christians in connection
with the English church.

A discussion followed Mr. Jarvis’s dis-
course, after which Rev. R. P. McKim
dealt with a paper entitled The Pulpit,
as one of the agencies for developing the
missionary spirit, and a paper on The
Gleaners’ Union read by Miss Lester.

A discussion on Daybreak Workers was
given by Mrs. John Hay and an address
on ithe Sunday School as an Agency for
Developing Missionary Spirit delivered by
Rev. C. D. Schofield, of Hampton.

Among other speakers on the subject
were Rev. J. A. Richardson, Rev. A. F.
Burt, Rev. R. P. McKim, Rev. W. O.
Raymond and Rev. R. H. A. Haslam.

The afternoon session opened at 2.30
o'clock with His Lordship Bishop King-
don presiding.

A practical and instructive discourse on
Medical Missions was given by Dr. Mabel
Hanington, in which was described the
effect felt in a foreign district by the death
or memoval of ‘any medical missionary,
and which should, in itself, be a sufficient
incenitive to Christian Jands to show ali
energy in supplying immediately all such
vacancies. She pointed out  the unenvi-
able positions which the women of heathen
countries occupy, and considered it but
the duty of the women of Christian fands
to restrain no effort that would bring to
their aflicted sisters the truth of Christ
and the scientific welief of the 19th centu-

ary.

The condluding address wds given on
The Systematic 'Study of Missions, by Miss
E. M. Etches, who prescribed, among
other rules for the prosecution of a sys-
temaitic study, the application of one’s
mind to the geography, climate and re-
sources of the country in which the work
of evangelization was to be done; its
native races, common life, customs, lacgu-
ages, religion, pagan rites, present rate
of progress, the strategic points in their
civilization.

The afternoon’s session was concluded
by a social half hour, ending at 5.30
o’clock.

The conference closed Thursday with
a well attended public meeting. The
speakers were Rev. F. W. Kennedy, a
missionary in Japan, and Rev. J. R.
O'Meara, of Trinity church, Toronto. In
the absence of the bishop, the rural dean
of St. John, Rev. W..0. Raymond, pre-
sided.

After a brief address from the chair-
man, Rev. Mr. Kemnedy delivered a most
interesting discourse on Evangelistic Work
as Carried on in Japan. The encourage-
ments of and the hindrances to the work
and explanations of the absurdities exist-
ing in Japan were all ¢told of in a most
instructive and  entertaining manner,
which retained the audience’s closest at-
tention throughout.

Good Season.

Ore Weir {Owner Figures to Have
Made $18,000 So Far--Another’s
Bank Account Swelled by $10,-
000—Steel Strike Caused Some
Loss by Tin Shortage.

W. W. Hubbard, editor of the Mari-
time Homestead, who amrived from Char-
lotte county Wednesday, says the fishing
season drawing to a close has been a re-
markably good one for the weir fishermen
of the county, apd ‘the saraine factories
have been unable some days tto handle the
immense quantities of fish offered.

“Dhe shores of Passamaquoddy Bay are
a very busy place,” said Mr. Hubbard,
and no less than three steamers are em-
ployed by the sardine syndicate at East-
port in towing the boats loaded with her-
rmg.

“These herring have, in some places
been so thick that seines could be put
down anywhere near ‘the shore and gather-
ed full of the fish. Some of the weirs have
yielded as high as 100 .’hog'shewds in a
single tide amd large amounts of momey
apre being made by their fortunate owners.
Were the canners able to take all ithe fish
that enter the weirs the Klondike would
not be equal to Charlotte county waters
as a wealth producer. The price paid by
the syndicate for these herring is $4 per
hogshead.

“Harry Frye of Frye’s Island, is away
the most fortunate weir owner, and it
was stabed in the county that his receipts
for the season up to date would reach
$18,000, and as yet the herring crop shows
no signs of diminution.

“Peter Hell, of St. George, is another
fortunate weir owner His earnings were
said to exceed the $10,000 mark, and ‘there
are numbers of others who count their
sales. by thousands of dollars. It was un-
fortunate for all concerned that the great
steel dtrike interfered with the supply
‘of tin for canning, as, for a time, the syn-
dicate were able to take only a small por-
tion of the catch and much was lost to
the fishermen because iof inability at fthat
time to dispose of the eatch.

“The fishermen state that the universa!
crowding of the herring imto the rivers
and coves was due to the prevalence of a
langer number than usual of squid and the
herring are in montal terror of these fisi
and ‘in several instances this year have
crowded o cloge inshore to get away from
them that they have been left om the flats
by the receding tide. In some of the bays
it thas been possible to dip the herning
from the open water with dip nets, which
gives an idea of how plentiful they were.”

The $30,000 Electric Light Plant—A
Costly By-law Case.

Chatham, Oct. 20.—At a special meeting
of the town council ladt evening, Alex.
Thompson, the tenderer for building a
house for town engineer, natified coun-
cil he could mot do the work for the
amount tendered. Joseph Mowatt’s ten-
der of $809 then accepted.

The electric light plant for which the
town paid $30,000, in June last, is in
need of a new boiler, and the council de-
cided that the one which the Snowball
Co. had on hand for this plant at the
time the town took it over should be pur-
chased at once for §975.

A letter was read by the mayor from
a ‘gentleman who dis desirous of establish-
ing a furniture factory in New Brunswick,
stating that he expedted to be in Chat-
ham in the course of a few weeks in con-
nection with ithis proposed industry.

The town suit against Byron Keating
for an alleged violation of the bye-laws
re selling goods without a license, will
come up in the supreme court at Dor-
ohester Nov. 2, and the council decided
to send a lawyer ito defend the suit. In
the civic court Keating was fined $8 for
alleged violation, and the lawyers’ fee to
obtain this conviction was $37.50.

Methodist Missionary. Grants.

The missionary committee of the New
Brunswick and P. E. Island Methodist con-

ference Wednesday arranged the grants to-

circuits. The amount of the grant at the
disposal of the committee is $7,684. The
unprovided deficience for manried ordain-
ed men was fixed at $167 on a basis of
$600 salary, each man to receive $30 ad-
ditional for each child in his household
and $60 for a horse, where one is meces-
sary.

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FARMERS' INSTITUTE MEETINGS,

In Many Parts of the Province They Were Held During
the Past Few Days— Great Interest and
Success Marks Them.

Fredericton, Oct. 28.—A series of. suc-
cessful farmers’ institute meetings were
held at Kdmundston, St. Hillaire and St.
Basil in the county of Madawaska, during
the past week, addressed by Robert Ness,
of Howick, P. Q., and L. C. Daigle, dairy
superintendent, Monacton. Mr. Ness, who
has a complete knowledge of the French
language, spoke on the cultivation of the
soil, rotation of crops and how to im-
prove a dairy herd.

Mr. Daigle spoke at some length on co-
operative dairying and the care of milk
for cheese and butiter factories, giving
also some interesiting figures re growth of
dairying and the advancemeat made in
wheat growing. The meetings, which were
well conducted by the several presidents,
were largely attended and, judging from
the number of questions asked, the farm-
ers were alive to their best interests.

Campbellton Meeting.

Campbellton, N. B., Oct. 26.—The farm-
ers’ institute of this place held a public
meeting ithis evening‘in Odd Fellows hall.
Mr. McKenzie, vice-president,occupied the
chair. Hon. L. P. Farnis, commissioner
of agriculture, was introduced and pre-
sented with the following address:

To L. P. Farris, Minister of Agriculture
for the Province of New Brunswick:

Honorable sir,—On 'this, your first of-
ficial visit to the parishes of Addington
and Eldon, we welccme you, and hope
thalt the present is but one of many oc-
!ca.sion‘s we may be privileged in haviag
you with us. Your field "of labor is a
most important one; New Brunswick, and
especially the morthern part of the prov-
incé, has experienced much that has cloud-
ed the grain field In the past the ex-
tensive forest growith, with its lumber in-
teredts and fishing, have been of primary
concern, but today ftheir zenith is past,
the forests are receding and necessity has
turned us to agriculture—‘‘Necessity the
mother of invention”—and we are here
tonight to catch those wholesome, pro-
gressive, practical thoughts of the speak-
ers, that we may apply them to our ad-
vancement in our scheme of livelihood.
We feel, sir, to deeply thank you for the
active interest you are evidencing in your
department and its progressive character.
Government reports are hopeful. Farm-
ens’ stock papers and agricultural journ-
als are doing much but in these local in-
stitute meetings you are reaching the
people direat, and the work becomes co-
operative. Again we welcome and thamnk
you for this personal visit.

Mr. Iarris made a very appropriate
reply and proceeded to explain the work-
ings of his depantment and what they
proposed to do in the line of advancing
the interest taken in farming.

The next speaker was T. G. Rayaor, of
Ontario. He proceeded to lay down cer-
tain principals for treating soils that he
thought would be a benefit in farming in
this locakity. The discussion that follow-
ed brought out some details in =o0il treat-
ment which will no doubt be of service.

F. E. Sharp dealt with pork produc-
tion along the line of careful selection of
the brood sow, her care and management,
and the summer feeding of pigs.” In the
general discussion of this subject it was
shown that this part of the province did
not produce enough pork for its own use,
which certainly must be a regrettable fact.
The meeting closed with the usual votes
of thanks moved with appropriate re-
marks by J. MecAllister, ex-M. P., and
seconded by J. H. Taylor. Hon. Mu.
Farris replied briefly.

Dalhousie Institute, :

Dalhousie, Oect. 29.—Omne of the best
agricuitural meetings ever held in Resti-
gouche county took place last night in the
vemperance hall Dundee, parish of Dal-
housie. ‘“L'he hall was cvowded. A great
many ladies were present. John Barberie,
president of the Dalhousie Farmers’ In-
stitute, occupied the chair.

Hno. L. P. Farris was presented with
an address of welcome. ‘I'he provincial
government was congratulated on its suc-
cessful agricultural policy. The commis-
sioner replied to the address at some
length. He thanked the people for hav-
ing attended in such large numbers. He
spoke of the importance of continuing
holding frequent agricultural meetings and
urged the farmers to improve their stock.

He was proud as one of the
county representatives to see so many
people turn out to welcome his colleague,
the commissioner for agriculture, and his
institute speakers. He was pleased to see
so many ladies present. He thought that
Mr. Sharp had touched the right cord
when he spoke on poultry. He spoke of
the progress agriculture was making in
R.estJIgouche, notwithstanding that most
of our people are interested in lumbering,
fishing and railroading. Mr. LaBillois
"spoke at considerable length on the im-
portance of making better roads. He asked
the people to unite in a movement to im-
prove our highways, especially on the
roads leading to the different markets.
He advised the people to send their chil-
dren to school and concluded by paying
a high tribute to the Duke and Duchess
of York, who had had such a grand re-
cepti_on in the commercial city of our
province, St. John. He said that the
whole demonstration was a great credit
to St. John and one that would never
be forgotten by those who attended.

Angus Dewer said that he would gladly
endorse the remarks made by the last
speaker about education. As a school
strustee he would urge all the farmers
present to send every child of school age
to school.

FOOD COST OF PORK.

Interesting Experiment Conducted by the
Ottawa Experimental Farm Station
—The Net Results.

This subject will be of unusual in-
terest to our readers this yéar, and
we therefore take pleasure in giving
them results of experiments icade at
the Ottawa station during the past
year, for the purpose of ascertaining
how cheaply pork could pe made in
the earlier stages from the feeds cn
hand. We have not space to give

| the details, but merely-thé results.

Five pigs were fed on clover
ture and grain.
pounds and were bought at $5.50 per
head. - A1l the experiments figured at
§6' per hundred weight, this being
the avergge price of the différent
lots. The cost of production .. was
$4.20 per hundred. They were fed
one-half corn and the other half oats,
peas .and barley in equal parts, the
average price of which was 90 cents
per hundred weight on the market.

Six pigs averaging 73 pounds in
weight and costing $4.50 each, or as
in the case of the above 6} cents
per pound, were fed on steamed clov-
er and grain togcther with the meal,

pas-

as above stated, and sold at the
above named price per hundred
weight., The total cost was $2.63

per hundred weight.

In the former experiment the pigs
were charged with haif an acre of
clover pasture at $9 per acre, evi-
dently more than they couid use, in-
creasing the cost.  In 1kis case they
were charged with three-quarters of
a ton of clover at §5 per ton. This,
we think, go r .Lo. account for the
apparent incongsistency between  the
two experiments.

The cost of production in this
case was $2.87 per hundred pournds
of pork. Ancther lot of pigs of the
same weight and price were fed on
grain alone, and the price of procuc-
ing pork from them was $3.03.
Another lot of six, averaging 43
pounds  in weight and cesting $3
cach, were fed on skim nmilk at 15
cents per hundred weight and grain
at 90 cents, and produced pork at a
cost of $2.24 per hundred weight.

To this, there-
fore, we invite the especial attention
of our dairymen and farmers who
have clover hay that they can use
for 14§ feeding this year.

SUNSHINE FOR HOGS.

Points to Consider in Constructing Inside
Arrangement of Pens.

Why is it that the nature of the
hog has been so misunderstood? He
does not thrive on filth, his pen and
his food should be clean, and there
is. one other point that has been too
often lost sight of, his pen should not
be dark and dismal. The hog likes
sunlight. The Maryland experiment
station says that the hog is an ani-
mal to which sunshine is just as es-
seéntial. as it is to the corn plant,
Neither corn nor pork can be success=
fully produced without plenty of sun-
shine. In this latitude and further
north this sunshine in winter will
have to be brought into the pens
through glass, but farther south, un-
der normal conditions, it is only

necessary to face the pen to the:s

south; allow the sun’s rays to reach
the back of the pen on the beds and
give good shelter and protection from
the north and west winds. In con-
structing ‘the hog pen for the station,
the following points have been ob-
served: (1) It is faced to the south
so as to permit the rays of the sun
to shine upon the beds of the pigs at
the extreme rear end of the pen in
the winter season and also to give
shade in that portion in summer. (2)
The lattice construction between the
pens at the ends and rear admit of
a free circulation of air in warm
weather. (8) The locaiion of the
manure pit in the centre and below
the level of the sleeping and feeding
floors, with all the' drainage below
it, aids materially in naintaining a
proper sanitary condition. (4)
Swinging gates close the pigs into
their beds while the :aanure is being
loaded. (5) The manure pit' is con-
creted, which enables the suving of
all .liquid increment which, with the
pig, amounts to 51 per cent. of the
tatal manure value.

Economic Value of Birds.

The subject of the balance of power
in Nature has recently received an
interesting illustration from ¥rance
where it has been shown that the in-
roads of worms and destructive in-
sects follow closely the disappearance
of birds.

It is averred that the destruction
of birds in France has produced dis-
astrous effects on agriculture, horti-
culture, and the grape industry. ‘In
the Department of Herault alone, as
it has been calculated, the destruct-
tion of birds accustomed to feed up-
on insects costs a loss of over 2,-
000,000 gallons of wine every year,
Some birds consume about 600 inw
sects daily, and a single insect-eating
species, according to the estimate of
Monsieur Levat, may be the means of
saving 8,200 grains of wheat and
1,150 grapes per day.

How Plants Absorb Water.

Water is absorbed by the roots and
undergoes a very slight change; mat-
ter from the cells of a tree is added
(as sugar, in the maple) and it is
then denominated ‘‘sap.”’ It passes
from cell to cell upwards, .through
the sap-wood, until it reaches the
leaves. The cells being separate, and
not continuous tubes, it is conveyed
from one to another through a great
number of partitions; in the bass-
wood, for example, where the cells
are very long, it passes about 2,000
partitions in rising a foot.—Iarmers”

The best way to stop this is
to nail a picce of wood across the
manger, so that the hay can be
pushed down under it.

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IMMUNITY FRO# DISEASE.
1

The present views -of scientists en the
question of immunity from infectious dis-
eases is naturally of-some interest to.our
people at the presént’ time. ' Immunity,
in relation to infectious disease, is gen-
erally defined .as the power, of resisting
the invasion of ‘disease-producing ‘micro-
organisms. There are. two kinds of im-
munity—natural. or, aequired, and artifi-
cial. For exaipiﬁe",\fev'léz‘y “healthy lmrg}g{p’
being has a.inattjré&%imnimﬁty_ against the.
saprophytic gbactegi. which «ause. putre:
factive decothpdsitioh; this'candition beihg,
doubtless dge to ‘the «same causes which
render certa}r{fﬁ'h'n%’éﬁ"ﬁﬂnm&(thﬁmhw;
genic or diséase‘firoduicing bagtbia- it has
been observéd that certain nepgin selpted
animal race&,hghgxgﬂg_liﬁgxgqtjy towards
pathogenie - uniero-organisms—thus:  the
bacillus of mouse septicaemia produces
the disease in the house-mouse while the
tield-mouge  is * immune. Similarly the
Frrench goat is susceptible of anthrax,

But natural and artificial immunity is
only relative, for in many cases it can be
overcome, for example by an extra large
dose of very virulent infectious matter,
or again from other causes. 'White mice
which, by way of illustration, are im-
mune to'glinders, can be rendered sus-
ceptible to the disease by feeding them
with certain chemicals which produce arti-
ficial diabetes. Again eertain naturally
¥mmune carpivora can lose their power

diet. It is well known that the acquired
immunity produced by vaccination against
smallpox can be overcome and the vae-
ciated take the disease. But as a rule

and the infectious matter very much at-
tenuated.

This brings up another feature of im-
munity. Certain infectious diseases are
peculiar to man, and others to animals,
while, others again can be transmitted
from man to animals, etc. Yellow fever,
cholera, typhoid fever, etc., are diseases
which are infectious to man, but under
ordinary circumstances not to the lower
"animals, On the other hand pleuro-
pneumonia, Texas fever, swine plague, hog
cholera, ete., while infectious to certain
species of animals are not to man, man
apparently possessing a natural immunity
against :these diseases. Other infectious
diseases are common both to man end
eertain species of animals. Diphtherig
may be communicated to cats, fowls and
guinea pigs. Glanders, a disease generally
found among horses, is very infectious to
human beings. And in like manner with
a ldrge number of other infectious dis-
eases.

The natural immunity from infectious
diseases which is peculiar to certain ani-
mal species cannot be easily set aside.
Man, for example, never contracts Texas
fever from cattle, nor do the domesticated
animals contract cholera or yellow fever
from man. The reason of individual im-
munity is not easily explained, but it is
' probably due to certain bio-chemical
_causes. Yellow fever, by way of example,
1§ mutch: less fatal to the negro than to
the white man, and in the same way ne

" feptidus 'diseases; that animals which have
strongly alkaline blood are less susceptible
to disease, and with a diminutién’ of the
bllkalinity by feeding with certain food
the insusceptibility eam be vemoved.
Doubtless much of the natural immunity |
in animals and races to certain infectious
diseases has been acquired in the process
of time by natural eelection, in’ other
words the survival of the fittest. i

The mildness of the type of 'smaJlrpox

States and Camada is probably due $o the.
fact that the persons who brought the
original germs of tthe presenit epidemic to
our shores had been vaccinabed and thus
the infectious virus had become to a cer-
tain degree less. potemt. It is very prob-
able that the original source of the pres-
ent ‘smallpox in this country nvas Porto
Rico, and that the  disease was brought
from that island to the United States by
American thoops: These froops were vac-
cinatted and ithe pathiogenic potency of the
Feausa caugans of the disease had, there-
fore, become very materially  aftenuated.

The pathogenic power of disease nyicro-.
organjims varies as widely as does the
natural igmunity ¢o their action. Miero-
organisms as a rule lose their pathogenic
potency by being cultivated outside their
host. They are most virglent, the move
recently they are takem from a developed
case of disease. For instance, if the fresu
discharges of typhoid fever patients are
permitted to immediately pollute a sup-
ply of drinking water, and the water is
drunk, it is highly probable that the dis-
ease will be very pronounced and severe.
But, if on the other hand the bacteria
of this disease do not find their way im-
mediately into the water supply and are
exposed to climatic conditions, or after
contamination the water remains unused
for some time, fhen although fthe bacilli
of: typhoid, are present, the liability to at-
tack if Tessened”on' account of the loss of
pathogeni¢ potency. 1f the disease is pro-
duced under the lafter circumstances, ft
ip generally of a milder type.

" A non-atal attack of an infectious dis-
ease, as a rule, generally imparts to the
person a certain degree of immunity which
may, remain for a longer or shorter period,
dccording to the disease. In the case of
smallpox, measles, typhoid end yellow
fevers, and some other diseases which are
commeon to human beings, there is gener-
ally an immunity during the life of the
person who has been afflicted with the
disease. But there are exceptions to this
rule, as a recurrence of smallpox has been
frequently observed. On the other hand,

influenza and diphtheria are everyday oc-
currences. In these latter diseases there
may be acertain degree of immunity af-
ter an attack but dt can only exist for-
4 very shont time. o

et

Protective  inoculation 0 produce
artificial  immunity, was . for many
years confined to one disease—small-

pox. Vaccination was probably prac-
(gised long before Dr.. Jenner peiformed
his first operation in England. in - 1796,
but his reseanches brought it into general
use in Europe ‘Dhe inoculations of Pus-
teur to cause immunity from anthrax and
other diseases are made with an attenu-
ated wvims—that is with a culture of a
pathogenic micro-organism which has lost
a certain ‘degree of its virulence and when
introduced into a susceptible animal in-
duces a non<{atal or very mild attack of
the disease. Pathogenic baicteria, as a
rule, produce toxic substances, and it is
generally believed that the virulence of a
disease is dependent upon the strength of
the toxic substances formed A diminu-
tion of virulence in a disease is generally
aibributed to the diminished production
of toxic substances. In 1866 it was an-
mounced that animals could be rendered
dimmune from cemtain infectious diseases
by inoculation with the toxic substances

: A law that has

obtained by filtering cultures of the bacteria
which caused the respective disease. This
is the method employed by Behring in
producing antitoxin for < diphtheria and
tetanus from cultures of the diphtheria
and tetanus bacilli respectively. The sub-
stance produced in this way is a toxal-
bumin which imparts an immunity. It
‘is probable that Pasteur’s protective in-
oculations. against hydrophobia is also due
to a ‘toxalbumin. Koch’s tuberculin -is
the toxic substances produced by the
growith of the bacillus of tuberculosis.
These are briefly the principal means of
producing atificial immunity, end in the
continuation of the subject we shall
deal with the causes of natural and arti-
ficial immunity.’

BANKRUPT LAW IMPROVEMENT.

It is freely admitted that the existing
Canadian bankrupt laws are not, so satis-
factory but that dimprovementt is ‘possble.
Perhaps those who are endeavoring to
accomplish something in the way of re-
form may be able to benefit by watching
the plans of American business men to
improve their laws in the same field.
In this line the United States National
Association of Oredit Men have sent out
a circular inviting a general discussion of
the existing American law, enacted Juiy
1, 1898, and proposed means for improving

it. The principal claims of benefit from

the present American law are that it has:
(1) Put an end %o chattel mortgage fail-

ures, fake confessions of judgment and,

in genemal, o the old time:race' for “the
register’s office; all mow share alike; 2.
Made preferences, +where creditors are
vigilant, rare if not impossible; (3). Com-

mitted the admimistration of ~estates 0]

trustees  chosen by ithe jcreditors, rather
than by the failing debtor; (4). Increased
dividends and cut down the expenses of
pdministration to a minimum; (5). Made as
a rtule, credit more seenme . Without gon-
tracting it :
: done as much good as
the above is certainly something better
than nothing and upon this ground the
New York Journal of Commence claims
that the proposal of its friends to amend
the law is an dnvitation to its opponents
tbo repeal it, an invitation which the Joui-
nal thinks, should not be extended, upon
the ground that after the law bas been
Tong enough in operation to become an
established institution the opposition to
it will abate and it may be amended safe-
ly. It is admitited that the exigting ' law
is too favorable bo’debbors, but it was
imﬁo.;sible' for years to get any laawv tthrough
Congress ﬁpon the subjedt and the pres-
ent one 4vas obtained by compromising
with ' its opponents who professed to be
solicitoiss for the interests of tie debtors.
The dbjection to the preference system is
#hat it enables.w debbor to make pay-

that any atitempt at present to alter the
Taw gnight, have the effact of increasng the
inequality '‘between creditors.

If therel is to be a practical attempt to
improve bankruptey conditions in’ Canada
it might be well for the improvers first to
see what desirable fealtures of present law
may be advantageously preserved, then
o study the operation of similar laws n
other countries and by comparing condi-
tions ascertain what features from abroad
may be safely introduced in the Do'minix)fl.

NATIONAL DRINK BILLS.

The old matter of comparison of the
quantities of liquor consumed by various
nations_:is up again with a new report
from the British Board of Trade covering
last yeay and previous years. It is shown
that in the consumption of wine last year
France ‘as usual took the lead with 25.4
gallons per head of the population, while
Germany’ took 1.45, the United Kingdom
0.39 and the United States 0.33 of a gal-
lon respectively. In beer consumption the
English led, of course, consuming last year
31.7 gallons per head of the population,
Germany using 27.5 gallons, the United
States 13.3 gallons and France only 6.2
gallons. In epirits as in wine, France
leads easily, with Germany next, France
using 2.02 gallons per head of the popu-
lation, Germany 1.94, the United King-
dom 1.12 and the United States 1.06. The
British consumption of beer in 1899 was

32.7 gallons, the decrease last year per-
haps being due to the war, or to the ar-

senic scare, or both combined; but the
average from 1885 to 1888 was only 27 gal-
lops per head. Parts of Germany con-
sume very much more beer than other
parts, Bavaria last year reaching a record
of 54.6 gallons per head of the population.
Belgium :also drinks some beer, as her
record last year was 46.9 gallons per head
of the population. The taxation of alco-
holic drink in Great Britain last year
vielded 36 per cent of the national rev-
enue, as compared with-29 per cent in
the United States, 19 per cent in France
and 18 per cent in Germany-

CHANCE FOR TRADE WITH JAMAICA

Some interesting observations upon trade
batween Canada and Jamaica have been
made by Mr. Gi. Kustace Burke, commercial
agent for Canada im Jamaica, in a meport
just sent to the departmemt of trade and
conunerce at Ottawa. The principal point
of his remarks is that the Jamaica gov-
ernment may yet be convinced of its short-
sighted policy of false economy in not
meeting the Canadian government half
way in e joint subsidy to a fast fortnight-
ly line of up-todate steamers, mnd that
he strongly favous making St. John a Can-
adian port of call, in addition to Halifax.

St. John centainly has no objection
to becoming a pAorvt' of call for this line,

or in “fact of being: the whole
terminus, for which purpose this
port offers many and varied ad-

vantages. It is possible that New Brums-
wick might contribute much to the sup-
plies demanded for comsumption in dJa-
maica if there were regular and adequate
means of communication, while there is
no doubt that the great majority of Can-

adians could mone’ advantageously export

through St. John than via any other Can-
adian port. Mr. Burke points out that
Canada as yet supplies but a emmil por-
tion of the canned goods, textile fabrics
and ehces comsumed in Jamaica, owing,
he says, to the inattention of manufac-
turers tio- the local prejudices of people in
that #sland. The consumption of Canadi-
art butter is satisfactorily on the increase,
but the oconsumption of Canadian cheese
shows a falling off, due to the local pref-
erence for smaller sized cheese than those
we send. It is stated that considerable
quanitities of Canadiam-cured hams and
bacon weach Jamaica after being repacked
in : England, but thet practically mnone
goes there direct. {In lumber and flour
American producers continue to hold the
market and in oaits alone, it appears, does
Canada monopolize the market. The
conspicuous ' insignificance of Canada’'s
direat importations from Jamaica in -oOr-
anges and ‘bananas, as compared with the
large. quantities brought through the
Unitdd States, would seem to be an ample
guarantee of return freights.

North Packing Company vs. Merritt
Bros,, et al--Cowan Company vs.
Elizabeth J. Dean,

e

Before Judge McLeod yesterday after-
noon in the case of the Cowan Company
Ltd. vs. Elizabeth J. Dean, W. Watson
Allen on behalf of the defendant moved
to have the writ set aside. His honor
reserved judgment and the case was post-
poned till next Thursday. J. King Kelley
appeared for the plaintiff company.

Before Judge MdLeod Thursday morn-
ing, in supreme court chambers, the hear-
ing on the summons to show cause why
sutmmary judgment should not be signed
in the case of The North Packing & Pro-
vision Company vs. Merritt Bros. et al,
was postponed till Monday mext; J. D.
Hazen, K. C., appeared for the plaintifis,
and A. W. Macrae for the defendamts.

In the case of the Lomdon House vs.
Puddington & Merritt, summons was re-
turnable to show cause  why the writ
should mot be set aside, on ithe ground,
that in the special endorsement on the
writ the .incorporation of the company
had miot been set out. Judge Mecleod
decided this point in favor of the plain-
tiffs in a similar application which came
before him last week. The writ was also
issued in the name of Victoria instead of
Edward VII, and the defendamt claimed
that for this reason also it should be set
aside. The plaintifis were allowed to
amend under section 218 of the supreme
court act, on payment of costs; Haning-
ton & Hanington appeared for the plain-
tiffs, and W. Watson Allen, K. C., for

Judge MelLeod delivered judgment in
the case of The Cowan Company, samited,
against Blizabeth J. Dean, an action
brought to secover the amount of a bill
of exchange accepted by her, as Dean &
Co., by special-endorsed writ, dismissing
the defendant’s application to set aside
the service of the writ of summons; and
directed the defendant to pay the plain-
tiff the costs of the present proceedings
before him. The ground of defendant’s
application were that, as the plaintiffs be-
ing a foreign corporation, the writ of
summons should have disclosed how aad
where the conipany was incorporated and
the plaintiff claiming mnotarial fees must
proceed in the ordinary way by declaring.
Hiis honor held that the writ was good
in form, as he had already decided in the
Nonth Packing Co. .vs. Memritt, and that
under section 57 of tthe bills of exchange
act the plaintiff had a right to interest,
bank charges and motarial fees as part
of the bill of exchange; W. Watson Allen,
K. C., for defendant; J. King Kelley for
plaintiff.

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DEAD NUMBER THREE

Two More Deaths from Small-
pox Occur.

ONE UP THE RIVER.

Lemuel Sprague, of Hatfield's Point,
Died Monday Nigh --Miss De-
Bow, of City Road, Passed Away
Wednesday --- Condition of Pa-
tients in the City.

Two more deaths have resulted from
smallpox. Lemuel Sprague, of Haitfield’s
Point, died at midnight Monday, and Miss
De Bow passed away Wednesday morning,
at her home, corner of Delhi street and
City road.

Miss De Bow was 26 years ot age. She
had, as stated, been an invalid and her
weakened condition made her the less able
to withstand the attack of smallpox.

Miss De Bow was the first to contract
the «disease after the sailor, Bamton, who
died a couple of weeks ago.

The interment of the remains of Miss
De Bow were made in the Church of Eng-
land cemetary Wednesday morming at 11
o’clock. Under the supervision of Dr-
Morris the arrangemsents for the burial
were carried out. The body was bound in
a sheet saturated with a strong solution
of carbolic, and encased in a metallic
coffin. To the cemetery the remains were
conveyed in the epidemic - hospital am-
bulance. None accompanied except two
colored men and Rev. J. de Soyres, wno
performed burial rites at the grave.

After the burial of Miss De Bow, Rev.
Mr. de Soyres returned  to the De Bow
residence on City Road. ;

During Tuesday, Mrs. De Bow, mother
of the girl, asked that a clergyman be
sent to the home. Rev. W. O. Raymond,
of St. Mary’s ohurch, where the De Bow
family attend, was motified, as was Rev.
John de Soyres. At a meeting of the
board of -health it was decided that but
one clergyman from a denomination would
be allowed to visit the patients and that
this clergyman selected should attend to
all the cases of that denomination. A
meeting of the Church of England clergy-
men was held and while Rev. W. O. Ray-
mond was amxious to attend to the wants
of Miss De Bow, he would find it ditticult
to atteni others, not having a curate at
St. Mary’s. - Rev. Mr. de Soyres, who has
a curate at St. John’s (stome) church,
volunteered and requested the board to
allow him to stay at the epidemic hospital
with the other patients when his services
were ended at the De Bow house. Rev.
Mr. de Soyres was granted a centificate,
enabling him to enter the house, and Tues-
day night.after donning special clothes and
recéiving -precautionary instructioms, the
reator of St. John's entered the house to
sit ait the bedside of the dying girl. .

Wednesday night, Dr-Morris visited Rev-
Mr. de Soyres and after having him
undergo precautionary measures, released
him.  After his release the reverend
gentleman went to his study in the school
house of stone church, where a reporter
called and asked him for an explanation
relative to the published statement that
he aid not observe the quarantine regu-
lations after entering the De Bow house.
He said: . ‘

“] desire to contradict the statement
in tonight’s Globe with regard to an al-
leged breach of the quarantine rules. I
aated throughout with the full cognizance
of Dr. Morris and the sentry at City
Road. The first intimation that access
to the epidemic hospital was prohibited
was when I received it from Dr. Ellis at
that institution.” *

Rev. Mr. de Soyres aaded that he was
released by the board of health, which
did not feel in a position to accept his
offer to yisit all the Protestant patients.
He will remain at St. John’s school house
for the present.

Smallpox has appeared with fatal effect
in the country, resultiag in the death at
Hatfield’s Point, Monday night, of Lemuel
Sprague, aged 60 years, a farmer and a
life-long resident of the place.

Indications are that' Mr. Sprague con-
tracted the disease in this city, where he
remained a day and might, about three
weeks ago, putting up tor the night at
the home of E. V. Wetmore, a stair build-
er, at 142 City road, a short distance from
the epidemic hospital. Mr Sprague re-
turned to his home the next moming, as
his trip to the city was purely of business
and necessarily brief. He made both
journeys by steamer, and as far as can
be learned was alone. Eleven days after
his return he became ill and grew rapidly
worse. The local physician, it is stated,
treated him for black measels.

On Monday Dr. Bishop, of Norton, was
called, and upon examining the patient
pronounced it to be a fully developed' case
of smallpox.

Dr. Wetmore, chairman of the board
of health, was immediately notified- by
Dr. Bishop, but their efforts were vain.
Mr. Sprague died about midmight. Both
physicians remained with him from their
arrival in the afterncon until the burial
was made eary Tuesday morning. Prompt
action was taken by the authorities to-
stay contagion, all households which had
had any intercourse with the Sprague fam-
ily being quarantined and the occupants
vaccinated, a precaution which was not
taken any too early, for many of Mr.
Sprague’s iriends had been visiting him,
in their ignorance of his disease.

Mr. Sprague was a deacon in the Free
Baptist church. He leaves a wife and
seven children, five sons and two daugh-
ters.

About noon Tuesday Mr. R. J. Wil-
kins, 104 Wright street, was reported
stricken with the disease. Dr. Morris
visited the house and found the patient
suffering from a mild attack of smallpox.
The board of health decided to immedi-
ately place the house in quarantine and,
later, it was decided to remove Mrs. Wil-
kins to the epedemic hospital. A guard
was placed at the house. Those quaran-
tined there besides the patent were R. J.
Wilkins, Miss M. J. Wilkins, his sister,
and the seven months old child of Mr.
and Mrs. Wilkins.

The Wilkins home is about 1,000 yards
to the morthward of the epidemic hospital

on about ihe thighest part of Wright
street.

Inspector Howard, on Tuesday, was in-
structed to fumigate the Gilbeit’'s Lane
lockup where Geerge Ryder was placed
Monday night, having escaped from one
of the houses under quarantine.

At the epidemic hospital there are now
eight victims of the disease under. the
caré of Dr- W. L. Hilis. Wednesday two
nurses from the General Public Hospital
volunteered to go to the epidemic and
assist the two already there. Those who
volunteered are Miss Marion Smith and
Miss Ida Smith, who belong to the city-
There is private telephone communication
between the general and epidemic hos-
pitals and word yesterddy from Dr. Ellis
stated that all his patients were suffering
from a mild type of the disease.

Mwelve hoard meetings were held, one
special meeting and weekly conferences,
which proved very helpful to the workers.

. Applications for help numbered 487, and
were divided as follows: Seeking aid, 250;
asking employment, 237, making a total
of 487, Of the 250 seeking velief, 45 were
frauds, 25 doubtful -or indolent, 32 were
already meceiving aid from other sources,
and 12 were tramps. The remaiding 145
were cared for by the ‘Associated Chari-
ties.

Of the 237 asking employment, 145 were
provided with work; 33 necommended to
employers, leaving 62 unprovided for.

Relief was obtained from the following
churches: Trinity, Brussels street Bap-
tist, Unitarian, Stone church, Main street
Baptist, Queen square Methodist, W. €.
T. U., Turnbull fund, Doorkeepers’ Circle
of the King’s Daughters, Glad Tidings
soup kitchen, St. Vincent de Paul, Alms
House commissioners, St. Andrew’s, St.
Stephen’s, Centenary and others. Daily
interest in the work is growing, the citi-
zens being quick to recognize the benefits
of the mutual organization. v

The treasurer’s annual report was then
read, and proved a source of congratula-

.tion to the members. There is a small

balance on hand, after paying the secre-
tary’s salary of $200 and other inecidental
expenses.. .

Mps. J. N. Golding, of the visitors’ com:.
mittee, read a most interesting report and
emphasized the question of indiscriminate
giving. The report was <o ive
and broad in its views and was listened
to with much interest.

TUESORY'S FIRE
N NORTH SYONEY,

Heavy Losses Sustained in Burning
of Vooght Bros. & Co.’s Estab-
lishment.

Bydney, Oct. 29—(Special)—The fire
fiend has egain been at work in Cape
Breton. This time North Sydney has ex-
perienced in a emall degree the affliction
which befel the sister town across the
harbor a little more than a week ago-

This morning the huge store of Vooght
Bros.,, one of the largest retail merchants
in the manmitime provinces, lies a mass of
smouldering ruins. If it had not been
for the splendid water supply the town
possesses ‘and: the fight put up by the
firemen the whole business section of
North Sydney would have shared the fate
of Sydney.

The work done by the firemen was
superb- The building, a very lofty one,
stood ini the very centre of the business
part of the town, on Commercial street.
Just across the street, a very marrow one,
stands the building occupied by the Bank
of Nova Scotia and Archibald & Co. On
the east side, separated by a narrow lane,
ie Archibald’s building, occupied by Oak
Hall clothing store, Kelly’s ship chandlery
establishment, town council chamber and
Archibald and Armstrong’s office. To the
north, separated also by a 20 foot lane, is
the residence of E. J. Christie and other
houses. On the west side a small tobacco
store almost touched Vooght’s store, Close
to this again was Colling and J. .. Me-
Kenzie’s large building. In spite of the
fact that Vooght’s building was burmed
to the ground nome of these were dam-

aged

Messre. John E. and S. Vooght, mem-
bers of the firm, deft the store:together
about 10.30 last might. Between 2 and 3
o'clock this morning a little girl at E. J.
Christie’s noticed flames in the rear wec-
tion of the store and gave the alarm. The
canse of the fire is unknown. ,

The whistle at the electric light sta-
tion sounded an alarm and the fire bri-
gade at once arrivéd on the scene. When

- they arrivel they found the whole interior

in thé rear a mass of flames and smoke.
The fire had undoubtedly been burning
for eome time before it was mnoticed.

At one time it looked as though the
whole of Commercial street was doomed.
People on all sides began to pack and to
move out their effectss Many procured
trucks to carry off their property. Others
piled their effects in the street.

One poor woman with a fortnight old
infant was taken from the upper part of
Colling’ building and driven off. In the
meantime efforts were made to save the
stock. A string of willing helpers carried
hundles of drv zoods to warehouses across
the street. The greatest order prevailed
and there was no attemvt at lootine.
. The fire soon comnletely filled the front
of the bmilding and but little could bhe
saved. 'The roof had caught and sparks
of burning wood began to fly in all di-
rections. The efforts of the firemen were
accordingly directed to pouring water on
the surrounding buildings. r

Ahout ‘5 o’clock this morning the large
building collaned with a tremendons
crash and all danger of thg fire spreading
was practically at an end.

Onlv abont quarter of the loss is ecov-
ered by insurance. The huilding is fairly
well covered, hut there is only ahont $45.-
000 on the stork, which was wndonbtedlv
the larcest in Cape Breton and valued at
over $150.000. ;

Only the other dav new fall apd win-
ter poode vmrchased in England and val-
ved at R75.000, arrived. Great sympathv
ja felt for this old and reliable firm in
their loss.

A 2 BIGHTLY THRUST

Will Take Down Human Pride
As Nothing Else Will.

AQUESTION AS TO INFLUENCES.

Rev. Dr. Talmage Preaches on
Forces That Affect Our Lives, But
Which We Seldom Recognize. at
the Same Time Giving Due Weight
to Human Freedom and Accounta-
bility. :

Antered accord.ng to Act of Parliament or Uan-
ada, 1n the year 191, by Willtun Bairy, of To-
ronlo, al the Depavunent of Agriculiure,
Uttawa,

Washington, Oct. 27.—In this dis-
course br. Tahnage demonstrates
that we are afiected by torces that
we seldom  recognize and enlarges
upon human accountability. The
text is Job xxxviii, 31, ‘“*Canst thou
bind the sweet influences of Plei-
ades?”’

What is the meaning of that ques-
tion which God put to Job? lave
we ull our lives been reading it, and
are most of us ignorant of its beauty
and power and practical suggestive-
ness? A meaningless passage of
Scripture many. thought it to be,
but the telescopes were busy age af-
ter age, and astronomical observa-
tions kept on questioning the skies
until the meaning of my text comes
out lustrously. The Pleiades is a
constellation of seven stars appear-
ing to the naked e¢ye, but scientific
instruments reveal more than 400
properly belonging to the group. Al-
cyone is the name of the brightest
star -of that group caulled the
Pleiades. - A Russian astronomer ob-
served that Alcyone is the centre of
gravitation of our solar system.
Hugh Macmillan says that the sun
and its planets wheel around - that
centre at the rate of 422,000 miles
a dhy in an orbit which it will take
19,000,000 years to complete. The
Pleiades appear in the springtime and
are associated with flowers and gen-
ial warmth and good weather. The
navigation of the Mediterranean was
from May to November, the rising
and the setting of the Pleiades. The
priests of Belus moticed that rising
and setting 2,000 years before
Christ.,

Now, the glorious meaning of my
text is plain as well as radiant. To
give Job the - beautiful grace of hu-
mility God asked him, ‘‘Canst thou
bind the sweet influences of the
Pleiades?’’ Have you any - power
over the laws of gravitation? Can
you modify or change an influence
wielded by a star more than 400,000
miles away? Can you control the
winds of the springtime? Can you
eall out the flowers?  How little you
know compared with omniscience?
How little you can do compared with
omnipotence!

The probability is that Job had
been tempted to arrogance by his
vast attainments. He was a metal--
lurgist, a zoologist, a poet, and
shows by his writings he had know-
ledge of hunting, of music, of hus-
bandry, of medicine, of mining, of
astronomy and perhaps was so' far
ahcad of the scholars and- scientists
of his time that he may have been
somewhat puffed up; hence this inter-
rogation of my text. And there is
nothing that so soon takes down hu-
man pride as an interrogation point
rightly thrust. Christ used it
mightily. Paul mounted the parapet
of his great arguments with such a
battery. Men of the world under-
stand it. Demosthenes began his
speech to the crown and Cicero his
oration against Catiline and Lord
Chatham his most famous orations
with a question. The empire of ig-
norance is so much vaster than the
empire of knowledge that after the
most learned and elaborate disquisi-
tion upon any subject of sociology or
theology the plainest man may ask
a question that will make the wisest
speechless. After the profoundest as-
sault upon Christianity the humblest
disciple may make an inquiry that
would silence a Voltaire.

Called upon, as we all are at times,
to defend our holy religion, instead
of argument that can always be an-
swered by argument let us try the
power of interrogation. We ought
to be loaded with at least half a
dozen questions and always ready,
and when Christianity is assailed,
and we are told there is nothing in
it and there is no God and there
never was a miracle and that the
Secriptures are unreasonable eand
cruel and that there never will be a
judgment day take out of your port-
able armory of interrogation some-
thing like this: ‘“What makes the con-
dition of woman in Christian lands
better than in heathen lands? Do
you think it would be kind in God
to turn the human race into a world
without any written revelation to
explain and encourage and elevate
and save? And if a revelation was
made, which do you prefer—the Zen-
da-Vista of the Persian or the Con-
fucian writings of the Chinese or the
Koran of Mohammed or our Bible?
If Christ is not a divine being, what
did he mean when he said, ‘Before
Abram was, I am?’ If the Bible is
a bad book, what are the evil results
of reading it? Did you see any de-
grading influence of the book in your
father or mother or sister who used
to read it? Do you not think that
a judgment day is necessary in order
to explain and fix up things that
were never explained or fixed up? If
our religion is illogical and an im-
position upon human credulity, why
were Herschel and Washington and
Gladstone and William McKinley its
advocates?7 How did it happen that
our religion furnished the theme for

the greatest poem ever  written, |
‘Paradise Lost.” and to the painters
their g atest themes in the ‘Adora-
tion of the Magi,” ‘The Transfigura-
tion,” ‘The Last Supper,’” ‘The Cruc-
ifixion,” ‘The 'Entombment,’ ‘The
Last Judgment,” and that all the
schools of painting put forth their |
utmost genius in presenting “The Ma-
donna?’ ”’ A

Why was it that William Shake-
speare after amazing the world as he
will amaze the centuries with the
splendor and power of ‘“The - Mer- |
chant of Venice,’” and ‘‘Coriolanus,” I

and ‘“‘Richard IIL.,”’ and “King

Lear,” and ‘‘Othello,”’ .and ‘‘Mac-.

beth,”” and ‘“ITamlet,”’ wrote With
his_own hand his last will and testa-
ment, beginning it with the words,
“In the name of God; amen! I, Wil-
liam Shakespeare, of Stratford-on-
Avon, in the county of Warwick, in
perfect health and memory (God be
praised!) do make and ordain this
my last will and testament through
the only merits of Jesus Christ, my
Saviour, to be made partaker of life
everlasting and my body to the carth
whereof it is made?’’ Had Shake-
speare lost his reason when he wrote
his faith in Christ and the great
atonement? Put your antagonist a
few questions like that, and you will
find him excusing himself for an en-
gagement he must meet immediately.
These words also recognize far-
reaching influences. Job probably
had no adeauate idea of the distance
of the worlds mentioned from our
world, but he knew them to be far
off, and we, who have had the ad-
vantage of modern sidereal investiga-
tion, ought to be still more impress-
ed than was Job with the question
of the text, as it puts before us the
fact that worlds hundreds of miles
distant have a grip on our world.
There are sweet influences which hold
us from afar. Thére may have been
in  our ancestral line perhaps 200
years ago some csnsecrated man or
woman who has held over all the
generations since an inflaence for
good which we have no power to re-
alize, and we in turn by our virtue
or vice may influence those who shall
live 200 years from now. Moral
gravitation is as powerful as mater-
ial gravitation, and if, as my text
teaches and science confirms, the
Pleiades, which .are 422,000 miles
from our earth, influence the earth,
we ought to be impressed with how
we may be influenced by others . far
away back and how we may influence
others far down the future.
Astronomers can easily locate the
Pleiades. They will take you into
their observatories on a clear night
and aim their revealing instrument
toward the part in the ‘heavens
where those seven stars have their
habitude, and they will point to the
constellation . Taurus, and you can
‘see for yourself. Dut it is impossible
to point to influences far back that
have affected our character .and will
affect our destiny. We know the in-
fluences near by-—-paternal, maternal,
conjugal—but by the time we have
gonc back two generations, or, at
most, three, our investigations fal-
ter and fail. Through the modern
interesting habit of searching back
to find the ancestral tres we may
find a long list of names, but they
are only names. The consecration
or abandonment of some one 200
years ago was not recorded. It
would not be so important if you
and I, by our good or bad behavior,
blessed or blasted only those imme-
diately around us, but our goodness
or badness will reach as far as the
strongest ray of Alcyone—yea, across

.the eternities. Under this considera-

tion, what do you think of those
who give themselves up to frivolity
or idleness and throw away fifty
years of their existence as though
they were shells or pebbles or pods
instead of embryo eternities?

T suppose onc of the greatest -sur-
prises of the next world will be to
see what wide, farreaching influence
fgr good or evil \#¢ have all exerted.
I’ am speaking of ourselves, who are
only ordinary people. DBut who can
fully appreciate the farreaching good
done by men of wealth in Great Brit-
ain for the working classes—Mr. Lis-
ter of Bradford, Edward Akroyd of
Halifax, Thomas Sikes of Hudders-
field, Joseph Wentworth and Josiah
Mason and Sir Titus Salt? This
last great soul, with his vast wealth,
provided 756 houses at cheap rent
for 3,000 working people and chapel
angl cricket ground-and croquet lawn
and concert hall and savings bank,
where théy might deposit somne of
their earnings, and life insurance for
those who = looked further  ahead
and bathouses and parks and muse-
ums and lecture halls with philoso-
phical apparatus, the generous ex-
ample of those men of a previous
generation being copied in  any
places .in Canada and the United
States, making life, which would oth-
erwise be a- prolonged drudgery, an
inspiration and a joy.

Notice also in my text the influ-
ence of other worlds upon this world.
We all regard the eflect which our
continent has upon other continents
or one hemisphere upon the other
hemisphere. Great = harvest or
drought on one:side of our world
affects the other side of our world.
A panic in Wall street, New York,
has its echo in Lombard street and
the bourse. The nations of the
earth cablegrammed together all feel
the same thrill of delight or shock
of woe. DBut we do not appreciate
the influence of other worlds upon
our world. The author of my text
rouses us to the consideration. It
takes all the worlds of known and
unknown astronomy to keep our
world in its orbit. Every world de-
pendent on other worlds. The stel-
lar existence is felt all through the
heavens. Every constellation is a
sisterhood. Our planet feels the
benediction of Alcyone and all the
other stars of the” Pleiades. Yea,
there are two other worlds that de-
cide the fate of our world — its re-
demption or its demolition. Those
two worlds are the headquarters of
angelology and demonology. From
the one world came Christ, come
ministering spirits, come all gra-
cious influences. From the other
world rise all satanic and "diabolic
influences. From that world of
moral night rose the power that
wrecked our poor world six thousand
years ago, and all the good work
done since then has not been - able
to get our world out of the break-
ers. DBut the signs of distress have
been hoisted and the lifelines are
out, and our world’s release is cer-
tain. The good influences of the
consecrated people in our world will
be centupled by the help from the
heavenly world, and the divine pow-

| er will overcome the demoniac. O

man, O woman, expand vour idea
and know the magnitude of a con-
test in which three worlds are spe-
cially interested! From all the
seven worlds which my text calls

The last chapter of Proverbs re-
cognizes the . good wife’s influence
when it says, “Her husband is
known in the gates when he sitteth
among the elders of the land” —.

your consolation that ‘‘while there
is life there is hopd¢,”” which means
that there is no hope at all, and
the 'precious life flutters and is
gone, and you must put out of sight
the pne who from the day she took
the vow amid the orange blossoms
under the marriage bell had been
to you more than all the world be-
sides. 'Then you realize #@s never be-
fore what had been the sweet influ-
ences.

Sweet influences of friendship! If
we have behaved ourselves tolerably
well, we have friends. In our days
of ‘mirth they come with their con-

gratulations.  in times of sorrow
they come with expressions of so-
lace.  In times of perplexity they

come with their advice. They are
with us at weddings and at burials.
If there is anything good in us, they
find it out, and our frailties they
overlook and excuse. If something
appears against us, they say, ‘‘Wait
till I hear the other, side.”” If dis+
aster shall befall us, we know from
whom would come the first condol«
en¢e. Family friends; =~ church
friends; business friénds; lifelong
friends. In our heart of hearts wa
cherish them.

Sweet’ influences o},o'ur holy reli+
gion, surrounded: as:tve are by al
the amenities of Christian society—
mén and women who have felt tha
refining and elevating power of thd
gospel! ' Sweet influences of the Sab-
bath, fifty-two - of them chiming
their joy into every year! Sweet
influences . of the Scriptures, with
their balm for all wounds and thei?
light for every darkness!
When the heirs of a vasl
estate in England wished to es!
tablish their claim to property
warth $100,000,00, they offered
reward of $500 for the recovery ol}
an old Bible, the family record o
which contained the evidence res
quisite. But any Bible, new or old,
can help us to a vaster inheritancd
than the one spoken of, one that
never fades away.

The stories of that world and its
holy hilarities come in upon our
souls sometimes in song, sometimed
in ‘sermon, sometimes in hours of
solitary reflection, and they are, to
use the words of my text, sweet ins
fluences. DBut there.is one star that
affects us more with its sweet influs
ences than the centre star, the Al
cyone of the Pleiades, and that. id
what one Bible author calls the Stan
of Jacob and another DBible author
calls the Morning Star. Of all tha
sweet  influences -that have ever
touched our earth ‘those that radi-
ate from Christ are the sweetest:

Sweet influences of the Holy
Ghost, with all its transforming and
comforting and emancipating power:
When that power is fully felt, therd
will be no more sins to pardon, and
no more wrongs to correct, and na
more sorrows to comfort, and nd
more bondage to break. DBut as tha
old time ship captains watched thd
rising of the Pleiades for safe navi-
gation and set sail in Mediterranean
waters, but were sure to get back

into port before the constellation
Orion came into sight — the scason
of cyclone and hurricane — so there

is a time to sail for® heaven, and
that is while the sweet influences are
upon us and befere the storms over-
take the delay.

LONON TIMES' REPORT
0F ST JOAYS RECEPTIO

No Heartier Welcome Than That
Given the Royal Visitors Here--
“Reception Quite Astonishing,”

P

Mr.Vincent, the spceial corespondent of
the London Times, sent ito his paper the
following report of the welcome of the
Duke and Duchess of Cornwall and York
in §t. John:

St. John, N. B., Oct. 17—When the
Canadian goverament railway officials toois
charge of the two speeial trains at Chau-
diere Junction yesterday one began to
realize that the colossal tour was ending
and the railway journey of mnearly 7,000
miles approaching its conclusion. The
trains reached this bandsome city, which
has been entirely rebuilt since the fire
of 1877, somcwhat late; but I am glad
to learn that its loyal citizens will have
full enjoyment of the.Royal visit. It was
feared once that it might be otherwise,
as it was intended that Their Royal High-
nesses and Lord and Lady Minto should
sleep in the trains. The mumjor, however,
made a special journey earlier in the tour
in order to. draw attention to the great
preparations that had been made by the
city, including houses furaished expressly
for tthe Duke and Duchess and the gover-
nor general. His representations were
successful ,and the people of St. John are
accordingly delighted.

“I am handing this message in immed-
ately on arrival, but hope to send par-
ticulars later of the exceptiomally inter-
esting programme, which comprises the
presentation of medals and a sword (o
Captain Jones for gallantry at. Paarde-
berg, and also of new colors to the 62nd
Regiment, and the attendance of a depu-
tation of ithe British Army and Navy
Veterans’ Association of Massachusetts--
a particularly interesting body, including
among them Mr. Lumb, a veteran born
in the same year, day, and hour as Queen
Victoria. :

“The ‘City of Loyalists,” §t. John,
whose proud title is historically true, ex-
celled itself today, the decorations being
wonderful in view of the short duration
of the Royal visit. The central scenc of
interest was the Exhibition Building,
which was gay with flags, decorated with’]
endless pine wreaths, and crammed with
tier upon tier of eager spectators. There
was a capital children’s choir at the end
of ithe hall. The reception here was quite
astonishing, the applause being particu-
larly noticeable at those portions of the
Duke's admirable speech which showed a
knowledge of the history of New Bruns-
wick and also at those which deat with
the Massachusetts deputation. I have seen
no heartier welcome and have never heard
the Duke speak better. His voice was
audible in every part of the large build-
ing. The local addiesses were most
Lhappy.” ;

SALE OF MAINE TIMBE—R—L-ANDS

$500,000 for 107,000 Acres-$36,000
Made on One Tract.

—

Bangor, Me., Oct.' 29.—Congressman
Powers, of Houlton, has sold the larger
part of the 137,000 acres of timber lands
in northern Maine which he owned, re-
taining but 30,00 acre§: These lands have
rapidly increased in value in the past few
vears. Not long ago he gave two Maine
men an option on his lands for $360.000,
but they decided mot to buy. Since then
he has disposed of one tract that cost him
$14,000, for $50,000, while to the Interna-
tional Paper Company, the Great North-
ern Paper -vmpany, Congressman Edwin
C. Burleigh and others he has sold Jands
to the amount of $500,000, and has 30,000
acres left, worth not less than $100,000.

L. L. Mason, of Portland, has purchased
of E. I. Brown one-half interest in com-
mon in what is known as Mount Abra-
ham Town, Franklin county, a tract of
about 13,000 acres, in which he: previously
owned a quarter interest- It is estimated
that there are standing upon this town
50,000,000 feet of spruce, 20,000 cords of
white birch and large quantities of other
kinds of timber, mostly virgin growth.
The Franklin & Megantic railroad has a
pranch extending to within a mile of this
land, and a line has been surveyed four
miles beyond, into the heart of the forest.

Charlotte County Farmers Meet.

There
was an interesting discussion on these
addresses, Meswsrs. A. C. Poole, Caleb
Hansen, and A. M. Mealey being among
those who took part.

Mr. O'Brien made a happy introductory
address dwelling upon the great import-
ance of agriculture to the country and
expressing his warm approval of the ef-
forts the government were making to stir
up an interest in the best methods and
the practical assistance they were lend-
ing to the growing and milling of wheat
and the improvement of stock.

The January meeting will be held in
Spinney’s hall at a date to be later an-
nounced when speakers will be again sent
by the department of agriculture.

On Tuesday evening the delegates visi-
ted Bocabec and addressed a representa-
tive ‘gathering in the Temperaiice hall.
John W. Stevenson presided and James
McMillan acted as secrotary. After. a gen-
eral discussion, led by Messrs. Tompkins
and Hubhard, on the same subjects as
were spoken upon- at Pennfield with the
addition of sheep Taising and poultry rais-
ing, a farmers’ institute was organized
with the following officers:

SOLUTIONS GIVEN REY. DR, MORISON,

Address by St. John Pastor at St. Stephen Contained
Expressions of City People Upon This Ques-
tion— What They Say.

St. Stephen, Oct. 29—(Special)—St.
Columba guild of St. John Presbytery
 opened this evening in Elder Memorial
hall.

Rev. Dr. Morison, pastor of St. David’s
dhurch, Bt. John, delivered a very practi-
 cal addness on “How to get and keep men
in the church.”” Dr. Morison said it occur-
| red to him that if it were wise to get
theorpi,ndmofornemanastohowtoget
and keep men in the church, it would be
[ ten times wiser to get the opinion of ten
men. He consequently appealed to the
public to send him written and signed
replies as to how fo get aad keep men
in the church. He had received in all 26
replies.

In order to indicate the various opin-
jons held he grouped these opinions under
the following heads: Minister, Message,
Music, Members, Mothers and Fathers,
Money, Methods, Mistakes, Men, Meet-
ings, Manners, The opinions include:
Minister.

1.’A pastor in the pulpit filled with the
spirit of Christ.

9. Let him not apologize for his message,
preach with earnestmess; maturalness in
the pulpit and out of it. Ministers must
| reason with men in.private, not bore,
| not dictate; indicate to them that they
have responsibilities and they will re-
spond. .

9. An orator in the pulpit will draw,
but he must be earnest or he will do no
good. Many earnest ministers lack orator-
jcal power, thereby causing their sermons
to pall. Let colleges pay more attention
to training in elocution.

10. The matter rests entirely with the
pastor. If he is a man of ability he wiil
soon be forced to ask his trustees to en-
large this church.

11. Let the preacher preach, short, sharp,
crisp sermons. Let him mot be struck on
this shape. Let him be willing to exalt
his Saviour above himself.

12. The minister should be an inde-
pendent man, his bearing dignified and
firm, sympathetic and kind, commanding
the respect of men, leading them to a
better life. He should be well-known as
a pastor. He should be wnatural, not
acquiring mannerisms which unfit him to
speak face to face with the ordinary man.
He should impress men that he is not at
leisure on week days, and every act should
indicate a Divine purpose.

13. Ministers in preaching must not give

any loop-hole or excuse whereby the care-
less can ease their conscience to stay away.
Ministers must attend all services of the
church, and have a kind word and hearty
hand-shake for all.
. 14. Ministers must make friends of young
people, and teach them that to attead
service once a week is to do very little
for God.

15. It is selfishness for any church to
say that a minister must stick to his own
pulpit. A good preacher ought to be sent
around.

17. Much depends on the man behind
the gun.

18. The minister must be a young man
with men. He must mix with them, be
one of them, take an interest in their
pleasures. The minister who takes part
in Jall legitimate vecreations with the
young men of his congregation will bind
them to himself and multiply church mem-
bers.

22. The minister’s power for the develop-
ment of righteous character is often limit-
ed by a narrow, contracted, hide-bound
church.

26. Ministers must be men of courage,
preaching the truth, caring little whether
men lke it or dislike it. They must not
resort to flattery.

2. Make no open discrimination. Be at-
tractive. On no account patromize. Xdu-
cate the young. Foster and respect the
old. Love the church as you love your
country. Be mnatural and show common
sense.

Message.

2. Preaching the gospel in plain, every-
. day speech, with simple illustrations. Com-
f forting and consoling words, full of prac-
tical experience. Liberty of thought.

3. Have interesting sermons, with pres-
ent-day illustrations.

. their force in trying to show an easy way

of getting men to heaven after death, but

that show men how to do their duty here
and now.

12. Simple, direct, emphatic message,
good introduction, suggestive always, some-
thing to think about; better short; men
will come back if interested.

14. Short, simple, clear, such as enable
the people to apply God’s word to every-
day life, inspiring them with a wish to
be better, mot long lectures.

17. Interesting, common sense preach-
ing.

I 18. The sermon must teach the people
to go to church to worship and pray and
ask forgiveness of the Almighty.

1. Church members filled with the spirit
of Christ, earnest in prayer for. the coa-
version of souls.

Mistakes

11. Too many clergymen of the present
day are most of the time busy with
schemes of personal advancement, leg
pullers, they are much of their time en-
gaged in the science of leg pulling, de-
siring to be' talked about, have people
eulogize them, say, so and so, and so and
so0 is a fine, clever preacher. Such men
are of the devil, they never knew God;
if they did they have cut His acquaint-

' ance. It is refreshing to hear a preacher

exalt his Creator, and to preach in such
a way as to lead the listener to believe
that, after all, God is a bigger man than
the preacher.

Pride is one of the curses of all
churches. Few people of the present day
are aware of the fact that Lazarus is in
Heaven and the rich man in hell; there-
tore he who goes into the church with a
go!d ring and goodly apparel is shown the
best seat in the synagogue.

12. The minister has too much to do,
and should encourage the men to work,
and manage all matters of maintenance,
of churelr organization, without him: per-
sonally.

18. Men must be taught that the pur-
pose of church attendance is not accom-
plished when they have simply gone to
hear music or oratory. The church must
be the gate of prayer.

21. Some argue that they are hindered
by the coldness, dress and fashion or
pride, as it is generally termed, of church
members.

‘We are having
good large congregations, with no lack of
men. ;

Personal- work, wisely done by the pas-
tor and the people, a word in season wall
produce fruit. Music ‘has chanms, gl.o-
quence magnetizes, dlectriﬁes—God. ’s gifts
they are, let them be used for His glory,
but the pulpit must be first.

MANY LIVES LOST IN
GLOUCESTER FISHING,

Sixty-two During the Season Just
Closed--Nine Vessels Also.

Gloucester, Mass., Oct. 29.—The fishing
season of 1900-1901 is now practically over
and the tribute in loss of life and pro-
perty, which the ocean yearly demands of
this fishing port, can be approximately
made, Sivty-two men sacrificed in the
pursuit of their calling and nine vessels
lost, ‘three of them with their enftire crews,
comprise the casualties. The year’s losses
are theavier than last year, which was the
smallest in 23 yars. The sixty-two men
left 17 twidows and 35 children. This
makes the average loss for the past 24
years of 95 men each year. The nine ves-
sols lost had & regstered 'tonnage of 617
tons valued at $67,000 and on which there
was an insurance of $52,843

INSTRUCTIONS AS TO
FRUIT MARKS ACT.

Department of Agriculture’s Orders
to Inspectors — A Nova Scotian
Grower’s Plan,

Ottawa, Oct. 20—(Special)—In connec-
tion with the fruit marks act the depart-
ment of agriculture has issued the follow-
ing instructions: 1Inspectors will visit or-
chards and packing houses to give inform-
ation with regard to the act. They will
keep notes of what they observe.

Inspectors will examine fruit at all
points in the district assigned them,
whether at shipping stations, packing
houses, orchards or elsewhere, as directed
and as opportunity offers.

The act does mot provide for the in-
spection of particular lots of fruit at the
request of buyers or sellers. When not
under specific directions, inspectors will
use their discretion as to where they can
best employ their time within the district
assigned them. i

Inspectors will avoid anything which
would delay unnecessarily the movement
of the fruit, or which would interfere with
the interests of those concerned in the
fruit trade, except in so far as action may
be mecessary to prevent violation of the

act.

Packages which have been inspected are
to be closed by the inspector and left in
marketable order after examination, un-
less the owmner prefers to take charge of
such opened packages.

Inspectors will report to the department
by telegram regarding any particular ship-
ments which, in their judgment, should
be examined at. the port of export or else-
where. .

Pears have been landed this season in
good shape by Donaldson line. A Nova
Scotian grower sends the following with
every barrel of fruit:

“I hereby guarantee the contents of
this package to be the same from head
to head and to be fairly represented by
the face end, and I further authorize my
consignees to refund the money paid for
fruit of my packing which is proved not
to be according to brand, injury in transit
only excepted.”
