BECKER UNLIKELY
10 FAGE A JURY
A SEGOND TIME

Generally Believed That
Will Go Free and Seek
Reinstatement.

MR. WHITMAN IS SILENT

Second Trial Might Mean That
State Witnesses May Face
a Murder Charge.

He

New York, Feb. 25.—Charles Becker,
former police lieutenant convicted of
instigating the murder of Herman Ros-
enthal, the gambler, who has-just been
granted a new trial, was visited in the
death-house at Sing Sing Prison to-
day by his attorney, Joseph A. Shay.
Tomorrow, the attorney‘told Becker, he
expects to serve the remittitur of the
court of appeals on the prison warden.
Becker will then leave the death-house,
where he has been confined since the
fall of 1912, and he returned to a cell
in the Tombs prison here, until the
fina]l disposition, of his case.

The four gunmen convicted of the
actual killing of Rosenfhal will be ex-
ecuted next month, unless the governor
grants an executive clemency.

The opinion was expressed by the
attorneys and friends of Becker that
he would never be tried again as the
instigator of the murder of Rosenthal,
and there was also much talk that
Becker, if he eventually goes free, will
seek reinstatement on the police ofrce.

Whitman Silent.

District Attorney Charles ‘Whit-
man, who will determine whether
Becker shall be tried again, has thus
far refused to say what further action
he will take in the case. It is known,
however, that Mr. Whitman believes
that a second trial would be futile in
the face of the court of appeal's deci-
sion. That decision in effect stamps
“Sam” Schepps, one of the principal
witnesses for the state, as an accom-
plice in the murder plot which “Jack”
Rose, “Bridgie” Weber and “Harry”
Vailon confessed, implicating Becker.
The decision, it is pointed out, also
leaves the district attorney in an em-
barrassing position with reference to
Rose, Weber and Vallon, who might,
under certain circumstances of a new
trial, be held and tried for the murder
of Rosenthal.

Becker’'s stay of sixteen months in
the death-house has resulted in
changes in his appearance. He has
improved in health and his makeup is
that of an athlete in training. Also he
has read a great deal—the Bible,
Shakespeare and many works of litera-

TORCH CAUSES 36,000 BLAZE
AT DOMINION METER WORK

Work in 6 Degrees

Ignites Gas After Melting Solder Off Meter—Building Gutted
by Flames, and Many Meters Damaged — Firemen

Below Weather.

Thawing out a gas meter with a gaso-
line torch was responsible for a fire that
completely gutted the plant of the Domin-
jon Meter Works, Garfield avenue and
Wortley roaa, this morning and caused
damages, estimated by Manager .
Moore, at between $8,000 and $10,000. The
loss is covered by insurance.
The torch melted the solder off the
meter allowing the gas to escape and
ignite from the flame. In a second a
blazing tongue of fire, six feet long, was
eating its way into the wooden joists-and
rafters

Employee Burned.
R. Court, an employee of the Meter
Works, who was the first to discover the
flames, had his hands and forehead burned
in an attempt to turn off the stop cock at
the side of the meter.
The presence of the gas made it a hard
fight for the firemen who labored in a
to
check the ravages of the flames. There
were no outside cut offs for the gas main,

beside the meter and in the very
of the flames.

Drown Qut Blaze.

Deputy Fire Chief Charles Scott, who
was in charge of the firemen, directed
two streams on the blazing tongue of gas
and after a stubborn fight succeeded in
drowning it sufficiently to allow the shut
off to be turned off with a monkey wrench.

It was-8:20 when the alarm was first
turned in and it was two hours later that
the apparatuge was able to leave the
building.

Hard to Estimate Loss.

After the fire had been extinguished
Manager Mooare declared to The Adver-
tiser that it would be impossible to esti-
mate the exact loss until a thorough in-
spection of the building's contents had
been made. A large number of partial-
ly completed meters "are suspected of
having been badly damaged and until
these are examined the total loss will re-
main unknown.

BOARDS OF TRADE

Ontario Association Gathered
in Annual Convention at
Queen City.

CONSERVE WATERPOWERS

Resolution Made Favoring a
Government Labor Bureau
and Extension of Hydro.

[Canadian Press.]

Toronto, Feb. 25.—A scheme to con-
serve the waterpowers of the province
for hydro-electric development and
extension was presented by F. F.
Black, of Sudbury, at the conference
of Associated Ontario Boards of Trade
here this morning. He suggested that .
the hydro commission proceed with the
development-of power in New Ontario,
and that the Federal and Provincial
Governments adopt this policy at an
early date. He wants the commission
to have power to make contracts with
mining and manufacturing firms in the
great nickel, silver and pulp districts,
where immense waterpowers are going
to waste that could be utilized in those
industries.

Reforest Waste Land.

A resolution from the Belleville
board to reforest waste lands was ap-
proved. F. E. O'Flynn advised that
the matter be pressed on the local
member in every constituency.

No action was taken on a resolution
presented in favor of commission gov-
ernment of cities. A report will be
presented at the next meeting.

Five boards, Fort William, Port Ar-
thur, Sault Ste, Marie, Steelton and
North Bay, united in a resolution fav-
oring governmental assistance in min-
ing and treating iron ore with a view
to keeping this trade in the Domin-
ion. The resolution was adopted.

Government Labor Bureau.

W. P. Gundy, of Toronto, introduced
a resolution favoring a Government labor
bureau as it exists in Great Britain, New
Zealand and Australia. E. C. Kingsmill,
of H:oileybury, said there was plenty of
work in the north thig winter. Govern-
ment control of the exportation of fish
was favored by Belleville. The conven-
tion also favored Government grants to
good roads rather than to rallways. A

Toronto, Feb. 24.—After a debate last-
ing until eleven o'clock tonight, Mr.
Rowell’s amendment to the address in re-
ply to the speech from the throne call-
ing for the appointment of a minister of
labor and an investigation of the condi-
tion of unemployment in Ontario was de-
A feated by a vote of 58 to 19. Allan Stud-

holme, the labor member from KEast Ham-
ilton, voted with the opposition. There
were a number of absentees on the Gov-
ernment side.

The adjournment of the debate was
moved by Mr. Proudfoot (Centre
Huron), who will move a further amend-
ment on Wednesday regretting the fail-
ure of the Government to bring in any
anti-treating legislation, and it is ex-
pected that a further amendment on tax
reform will also be moved.

Hanna Pokes Fun at Suggestion.

Hon. W. J. Hanna, centinuing the de-
bate on the address in reply to the speech
from the throne, stated that the opposi-
tion had not n able to find any cause
of “regret” in his honor’s speech, and
had been foreed into new fields to find
argument for criticism. They had advo-
cated a minister of health, and a minister |
of municipal affairs and now wanted a
“minister of unemployment.”’ (Laughter.)

Mr. Rowell’s remarks, he said, had left
the impression that conditions in Ontario
were worse than actually was the case.
With regard te social legislation he said
that Ontario was net behind other coun-
tries. The workmen’'s compensation act
would be a model for other countries.
The public health act had been commend-
ed far and wide.

“] want to say this,” Mr. Hanna went
on. “I do not think the conditions of
agriculture in Ontario have ever received
greater asgistance, greater encourage-
ment, greater help from any gover_nment
in this Province than they have in re-
cent years and particularly are receiving
teday under the present minister of agri-
culture.” (Applause.)

Sam Clarke Replies.

Sam Clarke (West Northumberland)
prefaced a characteristic reply to _Mr.
Hanna with a salvo of cougr@ltulat:ons
te the provineial secretary on his speech,
the member for North Lanark (Hon. R
. Preston) on his elevation to cabinet
rank, and Hon. I. B. Lucas on his sue-
cession as provincial treasurer.

He was not inclined to agree with Mr.
Cameron’'s (North Grey) boastings that
the Whitney Geovernment had rid the
Provinee of eleetoral cerruption and went
on to show that the “simon pure’ pro-
testations of Government members were
not all warranted. At the sittings of the
public accounts committee a year ago
the Opposition probe had struck the
edge of irregularities. “We just had the
pick in the real thing, and they said
‘so far shalt thou go and no further’
and we had to step.” y

Mr. Clarke, continuing, sald the faif-
ure of any promise of anti-treating legis-
lation emphasized the fact that the Gov-
ernment had more than an alliance with
the liquor interests. The abolition of
treating would reduce the consumption
of liquor by 50 per cent, and if the three-
fifth handicap was removed over S5 per
cent of the Province would be dry in
five years.

COMMERGE GHAMBER

Will Be Organized Through
Associated Boards of Trade.

MEETING HELD IN TORONTO

President Ponton Fears Workmen's
Compensation Act—Hydro Radials
Indorsed by Resolution.

Toronto, Feb. 24.—*“Why not broaden
out?’ asked Col. W. N. Ponton, of

Belleville, president ot the Ontario
Associated Boards of Trade, at the
opening session of the convention here
today. “Let us have a Dominion
Chamber of Commerce, which would
not be merely full of potential results
for profitable and productive good, but
would also be one of the strongest,
most conciliatory, unifying bonds -be-

SUGGESTED IMBEDDING
RADIUM IN TISSUE

Dr. Bell, Inventor, Thought of Idea
Over a Decade Ago—Does Not
Claim Originality.

[Canadian Press.]

Washington, Feb. 24.—A letter written
over a decade ago by Dr. Alexander Gra-
ham Bell, the inventor, and recently dis-
covered, is causing his many friends
here to wonder whether he was not the
first man to suggest the' imbedding of
radium in body tissue as a curative agent
for deep-seated cancers.
The letter, dated July 21, 1903, and ad-
dressed to Dr. Z. T. Sowers, of Washing-
ton, was made public by the National
Geographic Society today.

In it Dr. Bell suggests that radium

might be inserted in a small glass tube
in cancers, and be more effective than
when applied externally, when it had to
operate through a mass of healthy tissue.
Dr. Sowers replied that he regarded the
suggestion -as very valuable, and added:
*Jf such experiments should be made, I
have no doubt they would prove success-
ful in many cases where we now have
failed.”
The letters were recently called to Dr.
Bell's attention, but he declined to claim
that his was the first suggestion. He
added, however, that should an investi-
gation prove this to be the case, noth-
ing would please him more.

While they have not been able to find
exact data on the subject. physicians in
the offices of the Surgeon-General of the
War Department are of the opinion that
Dr. Bell's suggestion was the first of its
kind to be made.

WINTER SALVES.

For the chapped lips that winter 1is
sometimes responsible for, an excellent
remedy is a cream having mutton tallow
as the basis. Melt enocugh to make two
tablespoonfuls, strain through cheese-
cloth, and add a teaspoonful of sweet
almond oll and & pinch of powdered
camphor. Beat up together till nearly
cold, and put into a pot for use.

A good cream has four ounces of mut-
ton tallow, strained, with four ounces of
almond oil, one teaspoonful of spirits of
camphor, ten drops of carbolic acid,
one ounce of peroxide of hydrogen, and,
if liked, a few drops of perfume. The
daily use of this tends to whiten and
soften the skin.

HAVE LOOSE ViEWS ON
RELIGIOUS TEACHING

Hon. S. H. Blake Speaks His
Mind About University Pro-
fessors and Teachers.

[Canadian Press.]
Toronto, Feb. 25.—The proposal to
introduce religious instruction in the
public schools, which has precipitated

a heated controversy all over the
province, has aroused Hon. S. H. Blake.
In an interview this morning he ex-

pressed himself in his usual vigorous:

style,

“Seventy years ago in Upper Can-
ada College, the Bible was used as a
textbook,” remarked Hon. S. H. Blake,
in speaking on the proposal to intro-
duce the study of the Bible into the
schools of Ontario.

“In the classes,” he continued, “it
was read verse about by the scholars.
If the Roman Catholics desired it, they
were at liberty to use their own Douay
edition of the sacred volume. It was
made the subject of examination, and
rewards were given for Scripture
learning. The true incentive to the
studying of the Book was thus given
to each pupil in the college.”

In a letter to Dr. John Seath, Mr.
Blake agrees that the department of
education would not be justified in in-
trusting the exposition of the Scrip-
tures to the teachers of our schools. He
states that the teachers are influenced
by “the loose views of university pro-
fessors and teachers,” and adds: “How
can you expect a godly reverence on
the part of our students or the teach-
ers in our schools when one of its pro-
fessors publicly reads at a dinner given
to one of his fellows a song from
which the following is taken: ‘Then
follow four verses of a song in which
Methuselah and Melchizedek are in-
troduced for purposes of comparison
with the guest of the evening, and the
last line is ‘Corks poppin’, champagne
fzzin’'"”

5 VERY DESIABLE

And Villa’s_Promises Do Not
Specify That This Will Be
Allowed.

WOULD TELL THE TALE

Shows Whether Death Came
From Pistol or Rifle

Bullets.

Washington, Fes. 25.—Difficulties in
the way of obtaining a complete medical
sxamination of the body of William 8.
Benton, British subjeet, appeared today
to cemplicate the ingquiry instituted by
both the American and British Govern-
ments into the circumstances surround-
ing the recent execution at Juarez.

Americar officials were not sure that
& promise by General Villa te permit an
American representative to see the body
after it was exhumed meant that an
opportunity would be afforded to exam-
ine it, and determine whether FEenton
died by a pistol shot, as his friends
claim, er by rifle bulleits fired by a sguad
as Villa asserts.

Will Press Villa.

That the American Government’s di-
rect request for the delivery of the body
had@ been denied was another phase of
the situation which attracted attention in
the official circles. It is believed fur-
ther representations to General Vila,
indicating the importance of turning the
body over to the widow, will be made by
the state department.

The promise of the United States Gov-
ernment to Great Britain, as cabled
from Leondon, was that every effort
would be made ‘“to secure the exhuma-
tion and examination of the body.”

Rebels Get Gunboat.

Other overnight developments in the
'ex.jcan situation, which occupied the
attention of officials were the surrender
to the constitutionalists of the Federal
gunboat Tampico, giving them their first
paval equipment on the west coast of
Mexico, and reports of the hanging by
Mexican Federals at Nuevo lLaredo of
€Clements Vergara, an American citizen.

Secretary Bryan had arranged to go
befare the Senate foreign relations com-
mittee during the day, when it was ex-
pected he would be asked to give infor-
mation concerning the Benton episode
and other details of the Mexican situ-
ation.

UNCERTAINTY AS TO
VILLA'S INTENTIONS

[Canadian Press.]|

Texas, Feb. 25.—Uncertainty
still prevailed here today as to what
General Villa, of  the Constitutionalist
army, proposed to do regarding the re-
guest .of the United States Government
that he deliver to the widow the body
of William S. Benten, the British sub-
ject whom he executed last week at
Juarez.

Conflicting reports of the rebel. gen-
erals proposed action hdve been re-
eceived here. A message sent by Villa
t0 ‘tHe Uhnited States consul at Juarez,
was translated to read that Benton’s
body would be delivered to the widow,
but not at the present time.

However, Consul Letecher, at Chihua-
hua, where General Villa is making tem-
porary headquarters, reported Villa de-
clines to deliver the body, but that he
will permit the widow or other relatives
to visit the cemetery with American ‘rep-~
resentatives, and that for their benefit
he will order an exhumation of the body
which will then be reinterred in the
grave from which it would be removed:

Respect to Dead.

In a telegram to one of his subordin-
ates at Juarez, General Villa was re-
ported as saying: “I will not give up the
body out of respect to the dead. It was
fnterred . with all religious observances,
and a cross erected over it, and I will
not allow the sacrilege of its removal.”

United States secret service operatives
said they had received informatien,
which they did not make public, that
indicated that Gustav Bauch, the miss-
ing German-Ameri¢an, has met a fate
similar to Benton’s.

Ceonstitutionalists today expressed
pleasure over the reported voluntary sur-
render yesterday of the federal gunboat
Tampico, with its erew, to Constitution-
alist officers at Topeolobampo. The sur-
render of the Tampice gave the rebels
their first armed vessel
