May 31.—The Allied left flank on the Aisne front has 
been forced back by violent German attacks in the region of the 
Ailette River, it is announced officially. Near Soissons and fur- 
ther south, German attacks broke down, the French maintaining 
their positions.

In the centre the Germans made a slight advance north of the 
Marne. Further east and also northwest and north of Rheims, all 
the German efforts were vain. The French, by a counter-attack, 
won back the town of Thillois, west of Rheims.

Withdrawing before the German onslaught in the region of the 
Ailette, the French fell back on positions north of Blerancourt 
(nine miles southeast of Noyon) and Epagny (seven miles north- 
west of Soissons). The French are holding their positions along 
the road between Soissons and Chateau Thierry, as well as in the 
western outskirts of Soissons.

1.3miles to the rear of the front. German and French wounded soldiers

were carried to cellars and caves by American nurses and members 
of the American Red Cross.

Only a few persons were injured by flying glass, as most of the 
windows in the hospital had been shattered by bombs dropped the 
previous night. Several private houses were wrecked, and a number 
of civilians, including several babies, were killed and injured.

In some instances the bombs fell within 30 and 40 feet of a hos- 
pital building but, fortunately, there were no direct hits. A French 
nurse, her mother and two little sisters were killed in a house a short 
distance from a hospital. Another nurse was ‘ standing on the upper 
floor of the hospital ministering to patients when a piece of . bomb, 
struck her, piercing her lung. Five American nurses were in the same 
hospital. While the raid was in progress the nurses went about cheer­
ing the patients.

Three American ambulances were caught in the raid. The patients 
in one were all hurled out, but escaped with a few scratches. The 
second car apparently received the full force of the explosion, and was 
wrecked completely.

Win Be Done.

00 OIL That the military service branch of 
the department of justice desires to 
warn all men subject to service as to 
requirements with respect to documents 
to be carried after June 1, is evidenced 
by large posters being sent out all 
over the Dominion. Copies of these 
have been received by the deputy regis­
trar here, the Dominion and city police 
officials and the military authorities, 
with requests to post them up in con­
spicuous places.

In view of the heavy penalties at­
tached for violation of the order-in- 
council of April 20 last, it devolves upon 
every man subject to this order to 
secure the necessary papers and keep 
them in his possession or an premises 
where he may be.

The onus of proof that the man him­
self is not liable to service in the mili­
tia lies with the individual and not with 
those officials whose duty it is to en­
force the act.

Capt. Asa Minard, Inspector of the 
Dominion police for Military District 
No. 1 stated today that the regulations 
would be rigidly enforced after June 1, 
and it was up to all men to be fortified 
with proof as to their status with re­
spect to military service.

Men from 20 to 34 inclusive, and un­
married or widowers, must show ex­
emption certificates or discharge papers 
as returned soldiers who have served in 
an actual theatre of war.

Single men beyond 34, but whose ap­
pearance might lead the authorities to 
suspect that they were not over that 
age, are advised for their own protec­
tion to carry birth certificates. Many 
single men of 35 and 36 look younger 
than some others of 32 or 33.

The wisest course for these unmarried 
men or widowers who have just passed 
34, is to carry birth certificates.

Marriage certificates of men from 20 
to 34 years must be carried in order to 
prove their status. Official certificates 
or papers signed by two reputable citi­
zens certifying to certain facts are 
required.

Presumed To Be British.
A person of foreign nationality must 

prove his nationality by a consul or 
vice-consul of the foreign state to which 
he claims allegiance, or a passport issued 
by the government of his native coun­
try. Failing to thus establish his 
nationality, the man will be presumed 
to be a British subject, and if in the 
class called out will be put in khaki.

Clergymen are exempted from mili­
tary service, but they too must establish 
the fact that they are bona fide minis­
ters. An office-holder in the church or 
denomination to which the clergyman 
claims affiliation must certify to the 
clergyman's connection with that order.

According to the circular issued any 
male person who is found without the 
requisite evidence or certificates upon 
his person, or in the building or upon 
the premises where he shall be, will be 
presumed to be liable for military ser­
vice and to be a defaulter or deserter 
without leave. In addition, such a per­
son may be brought into police court, ! 
and upon conviction fined $50 or one 
month in jail or both. In addition to : 
this, the man may be taken into mili-| 
tary custody and there detained and 
required to perform military service| 
until he establishes the fact that he is| 
not liable to military service.

The use, signing or giving of any false| 
certificate shall be regarded as an of- 
fence and punishable upon conviction 
by a fine of $500 or six months in jail.|

It is believed all men will carefully [ 
observe the requirements with reference| 
to certificates, as the penalties are too 
great to justify indifference._______

2. The age stated on your application 
for exemption filled out in the postoffice 
last fall is the age that is taken. You 
were over 23 then, and if you gave your 
age correctly, are not included in the 
present cancellation of exemptions.

3. Yes.
4. No.

FARMER JONES. Q.—1. What
is meant by category C1, also C2?

2. Would a man married between 
July 6, 1917, and April 20, 1918, 25 
years of age, still be considered un­
married, or would he be in the sec­
ond class?
A.—1. Category C indicates that a 

man is fit for service in Canada. They 
should be free from serious organic 
disease and able to stand service con­
ditions. If classified Cl. they should be 
able to walk to and from work a dis­
tance not exceeding five miles. If 
classified C2 they should he fit for or­
dinary duties not involving marching or 
continuous heavy labor.

2. As the regulations now stand, any 
man who had attained the age of 20 
on October 13, 1917, and who was mar­
ried after July 6, 1917, is classed un­
married.

April 20, 1918. Is the dead-line for 
men who were ton young for the draft 
last fall, as far as marriage is con­
cerned.

Further regulations may be made to 
provide for such cases as that men­
tioned, though as it stands now, he 
would be considered unmarried.

The 
Easter thank-offering this year amount­
ed to nearly $1,000.

An agreement was signed last even­
ing by which the question of wages 
between the London street railway and 
the men is settled until May 1, 1919, 
as a result of the efforts of the con­
ciliation board which was appointed 
to adjust the differences. While the 
terms of the agreement cannot be given 
out until the minister of labor has re­
ceived a copy, which was mailed to 
him this morning, it is learned from a 
reliable source that the scale of wages 
for the motormen and conductors 
will be 30 cents per hour for the first 
year, 33 cents for the second year, and 
35 cents to men in the employ of the 
company longer than two years.

Overtime will be paid for at the rate 
of 10 cents per hour extra, and no day 
will be less than nine hours. The men 
have always reported ten minutes be­
fore taking their run and they will 
now be paid for this time.

Barnmen, who formerly were paid 23 
to 30 cents an hour, will get from 26% 
to 33% cents. Trackmen will be paid 
23 to 28 cents an hour, an increase of 2 
cents for both maximum and minimum.

Working conditions were settled be­
fore, pending a satisfactory wage in­
crease, and the men are now satisfied 
with the general terms. Under the 
old agreement the men received 23, 26 
and 28 cents per hour.

Long Sessions.
The conciliation board, of which 

Judge L. B. C. Livingston of Welland 
was chairman, with F. H. McGuigan 
of Toronto representing the company 
and Charles Ferguson, city, the men. 
commenced its investigation on Thurs­
day, May 23, sitting all day Friday 
and Saturday morning. The sessions 
were resumed Tuesday, when the 
hoard met the city council, but that 
body refused to have anything to do 
with the matter. The conciliators 
continued their efforts Wednesday 
and Thursday, with the result that 
the signature of C. B. King for the 
company, John Colbert and Jas. Reith, 
representing the union, were affixed to 
the document on Thursday evening.

At one time a strike loomed on the 
horizon, but the citizens of London 
may rest contented that there will be 
no necessity for walking to and from 
their daily tasks.

Under the old scale, for car crews, 
the weekly wage of the "low" men was 
around $14, say the union officials. Un­
der the new scale the average will be 
around $20. The working conditions 
and the overtime bonus appeal strongly 
to the crew members.

No Railway Statement.
"No statement can be given out until 

the terms of the agreement have been 
made public by the minister of labor," 
replied Manager C. B. King to a ques­
tion today as to how the company 
would be financially affected by the new 
scale of wages. In any event, he inti­
mated. it would be some time before 
a statement could be compiled.

That there are no new developments 
in connection with increased fares, Man­
ager King also affirmed.

What steps will be taken, if any, in 
an effort to secure higher fares were 
not intimated.

The question as to whether the men 
would be likely to receive a further in­
crease in the event of the company's 
income being increased, by reason of 
increased rates, was not answered. 
That this might be inferred, Mr. King 
assented to, with the explanation that 
whether the inference were correct or 
not was another question. Emphasizing 
the statement that there were absolute­
ly no new developments, the interview 
was closed.

Canada if they would devote more time 
to finding substitutes for wheat flour 
and less time to seeing who could make 
the whitest bread, was the message 
brought to the bakers of London by W. 
E. Linn, Ottawa, representing the Can­
ada Food Board. At a meeting of 50 
bakers from a number of Western On­
tario towns and cities in addition to 
local men, Mr. Linn outlined the 
methods that should be followed by the 
manufacturers of bread to produce the 
great wheat conservation.

That the bakers present were heart­
ily in accord with the ideas submitted 
by the speaker was evidenced by the 
questions he was asked to answer, each 
one indicating a desire to co-operate 
in every way possible to save wheat.

A circular letter is being sent out by 
the Government to the makers of bread 
submitting a tested formulae that will 
enable them to make bread according 
to the food controller's restrictions, but 
at the same time will be a bread of 
highly nutritious properties.

Conservation of wheat was absolutely 
essential, said Mr. Linn, who substan- 
tiated this claim by facts and figures, 
showing the present and prospective 
supply and the needs of the allied na­
tions.

Coupled with their promise to co- 
operate in wheat conservation was a 
resolution, unanimously adopted by the 
meeting. The motion was made by A. 
C. Barndale of Stratford, and seconded 
by J. Ruddy of this city.

The motion was worded as follows:
"That this meeting of the baking in­

dustries of Western Ontario, assembled 
at London, Ont., do express their ap­
preciation of the service rendered by 
the chairman of the Canada Food 
Board, H. B. Thomson, in sending W. 
H. Linn of the bakery section of the 
board to speak to and enlighten the 
baking industry upon the working of 
the food board's order. No. 16.

"Mr. Linn’s visit has been highly edu­
cational and has established that con­
fidence in the work of the Canada Food 
Board which will largely stimulate our 
trade to more patriotic service. We 
recognize in Mr. Linn a man of experi­
ence, both technical and practical, and 
one who will make impartial decision 
and to whom we can go for advice and 
instructions. Such a man is certainly 
helpful in an official capacity in these 
times of changing flour and flour substi­
tute conditions.

"Further, that we, members of the 
baking industry, will co-operate with 
the Canada Food Board in all its ef­
forts to conserve, and will assist and 
instruct others, who had not the good 
fortune to be present, in the introduc­
tion of substitute, to save the wheat 
and other materials necessary to sup­
port our fighting brethren and allies, so 
that this terrible war may be brought 
to a peaceful conclusion.

"We add thanks and assurance that 
we will patriotically render every as­
sistance to the Canada Food Board in 
whatever direction they may command.

be sugar be extracted. The sliced beets 
should then be placed in a barrel and 
covered at once with boiling water and 
permitted to soak for about one hour. 
The water should then be drawn off and 
strained through several thicknesses of 
cheesecloth. There is no pressing re­
quired.

The resultant liquid will be a light 
i brown color, with a sweetish bitter 
taste. This is then heated slowly until 
it has evaporated to a proper consist- 
eincy. Slow boiling is important in 
making beet syrup, and several hours 
will be required to complete the evapor- 
sting process. While the boiling is pro­
gressing, a scum will rise on the sur­
face of the liquid. This should be re­
moved carefully by skimming, which 
eliminates the strong beetlike flavor, and 
leaves a wholesome, palatable product.

While the syrup produced thus from 
beets is dark in color, and therefore not 
marketable, it is good for home con­
sumption. Any method of removing 
the color would require considerable 
skill and some outlay of money. The 
flavor is pleasant, and the syrup is % 
wholesome and nutritious food, whin 
to a certain degree should be helpful in 
reducing the sugar bill. It may be used 
for all purposes for which other syrups 
are used.

If evaporation is carried far enough 
and the syrup allowed to stand, a dark 
sugar will settle out.

It is said that one ounce of sugar beet 
seed, if the roots are properly cared 
for, will produce one gallon of syrup. 
The sugar beet must be used, however, 
as the sugar mangel Is used for stock 
food only.

BELIEVE LONDONERS 
. CAN MAKE SUGAR RY have made possible the maintenance of 

the Toronto Hospital for Sick Children 
as one of the best hospitals in the 
world. His gifts to this institution ap­
proximate half a million dollars. As a 
Free Mason, not only has he held the 
highest rank in the craft, but has de­
voted much time and study to the his­
tory of Masonry. As a local historian 
he has succeeded in preserving data 
concerning the early settlement of To­
ronto and vicinity, both in print and 
illustration, to an extent perhaps never 
elsewhere equalled.

This work of preserving the early 
records of his own city was afterwards 
extended to embrace the entire coun- 
try, and several years ago Mr. Robert­
son presented to the Free Public Lib­
rary here a collection of 20,000 rare 
Canadian historical pictures.

A Patron of Sport.
The late Mr. Robertson was a liberal 

patron of amateur sport. He was for 
years president of the Ontario Hockey 
Association, and gave many valuable 
trophies for competition in this and 
other sports.

In 1896 Mr. Robertson stood as an 
Independent Conservative candidate in 
East Toronto, in opposition to the 
Manitoba school remedial legislation of 
Sir Charles Tupper. He easily de­
feated the Government nominee, but 
was content with one term at Ottawa, 
and was not at any other time directly 
identified with politics. On two oc­
casions he refused the honor of Anight- 
hood, and also declined a senatorship.

Mr. Robertson was twice married. His 
second wife, who was a Miss Holland, 
and two sons by the first marriage, J. 
Sinclair and Irving Earle, survive.

Two of Mr. Robertson's brothers died 
of pneumonia, and he had several times 
predicted that this disease would be the 
cause of his own death. It is an­
nounced that by the terms of his will 
interment is to he private and as inex­
pensive as possible and the hour of the 
funeral will not be publicly known. The 
will also provides that the publication 
of the Evening Telegram is to go on as 
usual, and the paper appears today 
with the slight though significant 
change, "Founded by J. Ross Robert­
son, 1876," instead of "J. Ross Robert­
son, publisher and proprietor."

has received the assistance in every 
possible way of the magistrates who 
have had entire confidence in him.

This confidence since the earliest 
days of the Children’s Aid Society work 
has been extended to Mr. Sanders by 
the chief of police. The inspector has 
had the chief’s authority to take po- 
licemen off their beats to raid houses 
in connection with which suspicions 
were well founded. The extent of the 
clean-up work of the aid, both in the 
city and county, has been evidenced 
by the growing infrequency of such 
raids at the instigation of the Shil-I 
dren's Aid.

So far as delinquency among young 
people is concerned, Mr. Sanders for 
years has strongly advocated that sev­
enteen, and not sixteen, be the age 
limit for committment of young people 
to the charge of the Children’s Aid. 
While London has not experienced 
much difficulty with 17-year-old girls 
and boys who up to that time have 
kept straight, though cases have come 
under the attention of the inspector 
to make him feel the desirability of a 
change in regulations.

With his benevolent face, kindly 
voice, silver white hair and beard, In­
spector Sanders must be an ideal 
grandfather kind of a man to the boy 
and girl wards. In any case they aren’t 
the least bit afraid of him. Before the 

reporter left his office the other day 
a foster mother and father entered to 
pay a visit, accompanied by their own 
bonny child and an attractive looking 
little one whom they had recently 
adopted. For one reason, they had 
evidently picked the adopted child be­
cause she bore a striking resemblance 
to them, not only in features, color of 
eyes and hair, but in expression. They 
had been shopping for her, and no 
child could have been more smartly or 
becomingly fitted for a summer’s day. 
They wanted Mr. Sanders to see. While 
the others in the room chatted by the 
window the inspector took the society’s 
small ward apart for a little talk with

her. Unhesitatingly she climbed on his 
knee and put her arms around his 
neck.

Loves Work and Children.
That has been the secret of Inspector 

Sanders success as head of the Chil­
dren’s Aid Society in London and dis- 
trict. He loves the work and he loves 
the children. In turn, he inspires af­
fection and confidence in them, and no 
matter how many other foster relatives 
they may be going to have, they adopt 
him in any case as a near relation.

While Mr. Sanders will be relieved of 
a large number of his present too 
pressing responsibilities by the coming 
of Mr. Kelly as secretary, this doesn’t 
mean that he is going to relax Interest 
in the work, not a bit of it. All this 
past severe winter he has been down 
to work every day, and at present is 
engaged on making 200 inspections of 
the foster homes of the wards of the 
society. Two long flights of stairs up 
to his office mean less to him than to 
most young people. He is enjoying in 
his advanced years the fruits of a tem­
perate, well spent life.

Owing to the growth of the work 
and its demands another official has 
been deemed necessary for the taking 
care of the manifold details. Mr. San­
ders is to be honorary superintendent, 
according to the new arrangement, and 
W. E. Kelly of Goderich, comes from 
that place the end of this week to 
assume the responsibilities of secretary.

Record of Every Case.
When Mr. Sanders turns over a share 

of the active duties he will turn over 
with them a fine record of efficient 
methods. He knows about every ward 
who has passed through the Shelter 
and been placed in a foster home since 
he accepted the inspectorship in 1891. 
with the inauguration of the work 
here. If he hasn't the information 
right in his head he can get it in a 
few minutes from the careful records 
that have been kept of every single 
case. To be sure, many have been 
"transients” in the Shelter, hundreds 
and hundreds of them, whose where­
abouts is not known. These have 
stayed a period of greater or lesser 
length because of sickness in the fam­
ily, which made it impossible to be 
cared for at home until claimed by 
relatives, or because of delinquency.

Regard It as Home..
The fine thing about the Shelter is 

that the real wards look upon it with 
a home feeling, and their regard for 
Mr. Sanders is not diminished as the 
years go by. The letters which pour 
into his office testify to this. Some­
times the letters are written in an 
awkward, childish hand, mis-spelt and 
most ingenuous in construction. Some­
times they come direct from a field 
postoffice in France, and these always 
awaken a special thrill in the heart 
of Father Sanders. Wouldn't he just 
be there with the boys if he were 
young enough! And many of them 
might envy his soldierly bearing, his 
quick movements, his unfailing fasti­
diousness in regard to attire that belie 
the fact he is in his 84th year.

Sometimes the letters are a business 
scrawl, or in the chirography of the 
student. Among all these foster sons 
and daughters are numbers who have 
taken a high standing in high schools 
and passed on to the universities. 
Others have fitted themselves for 
teachers. Occasionally a letter comes 
along in rhyme, whereat the face of 
the worthy Inspector beams with pride. 
The poetic person is a journalist who 
has received wide recognition, but the 
journalist person never forgets the sum 
of indebtedness to Inspector Sanders.

The journalist persons, by the way, 
has a very tender feeling for fellow 
wards of the Children’s Aid, especially 
the boys serving the colors. The 
journalist person writes letters in 
rhyme to the boys in khaki and the 
boys like it immensely. They clamor 
for more.

Invitations Bring Up Memories.
Quite frequently a wedding invitation 

comes to the inspector, which revives 
old memories. The inspector has a 
vein of romance which makes him 
glad to see his wards, "happily settled 
in homes of their own.” He recalls 
the circumstances from which the 
groom-to-be or bride-to-be was taken 
and his heart swells with thankfulness 
that all has turned out so well. At the

he has on more than one occasion 
"given the bride away."

Often the letters that, come in are 
from foster parents, who have found 
the children adopted by them veritable 
sunbeams in their homes. It has been 
a case of "twice blessed," the measure 
many times running over.

When the Children’s Aid Society 
work was first inaugurated in London 
in 1893, there was no place to take 
children rescued from destitution, un- 
suitable environment, delinquency. Ar­
rangements were made for accommoda­
tion at the Protestant Orphans’ Home, 
which served until the rapid growth 
of the work demanded larger quarters. 
A Shelter was then equipped on Ful- 
larton street, thanks to the generosity 
of friends who saw the need. In 1899 
the society was again confronted by 
the necessity for expansion, and at a 
most nominal price the house and 
grounds on Wharncliffe road, which be­
came Thomas Alway Hall, were pur­
chased from Malcolm Kent. Further, 
Mr. Kent made a contribution of $500. 
Each of the members of the Children's 
Aid board of that year rose heroically 
to the occasion, giving $100 apiece to 
the good cause, with the result that 
cash was paid for the property.

Doubled Since War.
The next lift was the securing of 

generous financial aid from the Blair 
estate through the sympathetic interest 
taken by T. H. Purdom, K. C. This 
meant a building adequate for the 
needs at the time.

Since the outbreak of war the work 
and demand for accommodation in the 
Shelter have doubled. * This has been 
due in a large measure to the number 
of children of soldiers looked after dur­
ing the illness of the mother, or when 
the mother has died leaving helpless a 
little brood at the time daddy is fight­
ing for them overseas. Several leg­
acies and the Interest awakened in 
the "365 Club Fund” have helped to 
make necessary enlargements and re­
arrangements, and to keep the good 
work going.

Mucn of Mr. Sanders’ thought and 
attention have been given to delinquent 
boys and girls, children who some way 
have made a bad start, or been led 
astray by companions, and who have 
ended up in the police court. In his 
experience as inspector, Mr. Sanders 
has been associated with four police 
magistrates, the late P. M. Parke, the 
late P. M. Francis Love, Judge J. C. 
Judd and Magistrate A. H. M. Gray­
don.

An Atlantic Port, May 30.—Recent 

reports that German submarines have 
been lurking in southern waters off the 
American coast were given support to­
day with the arrival here of a Brazilian 
steamer.

these, same newspapers some time ago. The in­
clination was to take the arbitrary stand that 
anyone who had not supported Union Government 
was no longer a Liberal, that Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
could no longer claim to be Liberal leader, and 
that all true Liberals had flocked over with Mr. 
Rowell, et al. This tendency is not so marked at 
the present time. The Liberal Opposition, led 
by Sir Wilfrid, made a good showing at the last 
session. It was a good thing for the country that 
this opposition was there; more nefarious acts 
than those perpetrated would have been carried 
out but for fear of the undaunted few who faced 
the power-swollen majority. The swallowing of 
that “abomination” called the war times election

results have not been too encouraging since he 
summoned his nation to the cause, but all the 
vicissitudes and all the trials have been shared 
by the president and his people. They are in for 
the hard times of the war. They are in it, with 
us, to the death.

It is an inspiring thing to all peoples to see 
this man, who gives infrequent displays of sum­
moning the Almighty to his assistance, call upon 
his people to prostrate themselves before the 
Power that controls the universe, to admit their 
need for Divine guidance and to throw their peti­
tions upon the throne of mercy. On the surface 
there may have been much superficial gayety on 
the American holiday, but in the homes and in 
the hearts of all those who proudly bear their 
nationality must have struck that same sense of 
dedication to a noble purpose as inspired Lincoln 
in his immortal Gettsyburg address. “Humble 
yourselves before your Maker” was the command 
of W oodrow Wilson. Even while the Germans 
surged over Soissons and slaughtered thousands, 
the Allied cause was winning a great moral victory 
through the declared devotion of the American 
people to the Christian principles that animate the 
soldiers of the western front. Canadians may well 
go forward with a prayer in their hearts for such 
men as Wilson, Lloyd George, for our own leaders 
who are called to carry on the crusade for righte­
ousness in the spirit of Coeur de Lion.

ALLIES ARE HOLDING 
LINES AT SOISSONS.

PARIS. May 30.—"We have prevented 
enemy progress in the western outskirts 
of Soissons." says the official report 
from French headquarters tonight.

"To the south we solidly hold the left 
bank of the Crise River. The Germans 
are multiplying their efforts in the 
direction of Ville-en-Tardenois (south- 
west of Rheims).

"In the centre the fighting has not 
diminished in intensity. The Germans 
have occupied Fere-en-Tardenois and 
Veselly.

"The battle continued today with un­
diminished violence along the whole 
extent of the front.

Holding Above Rheims.
"On our right and to the northwest 

of Rheims we are holding our positions.
"The enemy forces, which have been 

very aggressive and numerous during 
the battle, have been attacked with the 
greatest daring by French airmen, who 
destroyed nineteen German machines, 
brought down two balloons and com­
pelled 23 enemy airplanes to land in a 
damaged condition.

"On the night of May 27-28 French 
aviators dropped, 23 tons of explosives 
on bridges and crossings on the Ailette 
and Aisne, and on various cantonments. 
The next night and day 37 tons of 
bombs were dropped on convoys, troops 
and railway stations."

HUNS TRY DESPERATELY 
TO REACH THE MARNE.

LONDON, May 30.—A dispatch from 
Reuter's correspondent at French head- 
quarters in France says that, being 
held on the flanks at Soissons and 
Rheims, the Germans are throwing their 
entire strength southwards, obviously 
with the Marno for their goal. It is 
probable that the Germans hope to 
establish themselves on the Marne, 
with a view to turning the directions 
of their main effort westward, thrust­
ing to the river to protect their right 
flank.

The hottest fighting is proceeding 
along the whole southern front of the 
advance. The report, which was sent 
at noon, said that this morning it had 
been learned for the first time that re­
serve units were engaged in the sup­
port of divisions which had borne the 
whole weight of the onslaught since 
Monday,

AIMING TO TURN WEST.
WITH THE FRENCH ARMY IN 

FRANCE, May 30.—(By the Associated 
Press.)—The Germans in the Cham­
pagne pushed farther towards the River 
Marne today. The intention of the 
Teutons probably is to secure a position 
enabling them to turn to the westward1 
with the bulk of their attacking armies.

The efforts of the Germans since their 
first rapid advance appear to take a 
fan-like movement. The principal 
column of the Teuton divisions seems 
to be thrusting in the direction of 
Fere-en-Tardenois, which now is under 
a heavy fire. On both flanks also 
strong forces are engaged. The first 
of these captured Soissons. while on 
the western flank they threaten Rheims. 
In the latter region, however, they are 
meeting with the sternest defence from 
the Franco-British forces which, never­
theless, have been obliged to realign in 
order to keep the front straight.

HOW BATTLE LINE RUNS
Paris, May 31.—The extreme point of 

the German advance is Le Charmel, 
about two miles north of the River 
Marne, according to an outline of the 
battle front as marked out by news­
paper correspondents, the Havas agency 
says. The fighting front, it is declared, 
runs as follows:

"From Chavigny, north of Soissons, 
it describes a circle west of that city, 
and rejoins the River Crise south of 
Soissons. Then it goes to Barzy, fol­
lows the Soissons-Chateau Thierry road 
until near Hartenneo, where it bends 
southeast to Grand Rozoy. Thence 
southward, leaving Mutchy-le-Chateau, 
it passes Nanteuil-Dotre Dame, and ad­
vances toward the Marne to Courcy, 
Brecy, Courpoil and Le Charmel, which 
marks its extreme southern point.

Through Vezilly, Brouillet. Savigny 
and Thillois it runs northeastward to 
the environs of Rheims.

The newspapers do not attempt to 
minimize the importance of the German 
advance.

The foregoing declaration explains itself In regard to the plan suggested 
in this page a couple of weeks ago, to the effect that a substantial sum might 
be raised in London and Western Ontario for the starving, destitute and or­
phaned children of Belgium, if, on registration day, each person eligible to 
register, that is, over 16 years of age, would give the small sum of 5 cents, 
and each young person under 16, one single cent. Last week, readers comment­
ing upon the plan raised the question If collection boxes might not be placed 
at each registration centre. It has been stated to the editor of this department 
that so far as East Middlesex Is concerned, the registrar, Mr. W. C. Fitzgerald, 
is in sympathy with the plan, provided it does not entail any extra work for 
the deputy registrars and their assistants, and provided permission can be ob­
tained from the Government. Concerning this point, the president of the 
Bryanston Red Cross Circle, Miss Langford says:

A NEW MEANING TO REGISTRATION DAY, THAT OF SERVICE.

EVERY LITTLE BIT HELPS.
“I'm only one, but I am one. I cannot do everything, but I can do some- 

thing, and what I can do, that, by the grace of God, I will do."
The foregoing was the motto chosen by one of London's first boys’ clubs 

organized a number of years ago.
"What difference does it make the little bit of food I can conserve?” is a 

comment frequently heard.
It was an exceedingly well-known and level-headed Western Ontario farmer 

who said this very thing about conserving food to the editor of this depart­
ment just a few days ago. “After all," he said, "production is the big, im­
portant thing. For example, In my family, if the whole seven of us cut down 
our consumption of white flour, beef and bacon, we wouldn't save any more 
than enough for one person. But on the farm, my boy and I can raise enough 
to feed fifty people. In the meantime, we need plenty of nourishing food to 
strengthen us for our work."

Granted. The soldier of the soil who is raising the "bread bullets" with 
which to fight the enemy, is entitled to his strength-giving meat, just as the 
men who are holding the battle line. Is It possible, though, that there might 
be substitution even on his table, in order that the men actually under shell fire 
may not lack of their beef and bacon, that the Allies who have borne the real 
brunt of the battle may be saved from famine?

This Is just a question, not a criticism. Far be it from a mere writer per­
son who simply has to sit at a typewriter and pound out theories to undertake 
to criticize people who are actually doing the work of raising food for fifty peo­
ple. Production, assuredly, is the big end entitled to all support and consider­
ation. (Whether it is getting this support and consideration in view of the 
"more food" cry is another story.)

But to get back to that argument, "Conserve as they would, my family; 
couldn't release more wheat, beef and bacon than would be enough for one ! 
person."

Even so, if every group of seven people in Canada released that much of 
the food required for shipping, that would be sufficient to feed an army of 
500,000 and about as many again.

The woman who is conscientiously doing her own part is In a much better 
position to criticize the Government and food profiteers and any others who are 
failing to do the part "possible to them to end the war with honors on the right 
side.

A story has come back from England from a Canadian officer who received 
a box of candy from home and offered some to an English woman. She looked 
longingly at it. "I love it," she said, "but I cannot touch it during the war." 
One Canadian, after another who has heard the story, has had a little twinge 
of conscience over something that had been left undone in the way of self-denial 
or substitution, while an English woman, who had given up almost everything 
else for the war, is consistently refusing to touch sweets, while they may 
bring a certain amount of comfort to the boys in the trenches.

There is one person for whose conduct In regard to the food situation each 
of us is first of alii responsible. We are each of us first of all responsible for 
what we do ourselves. Then, having each done our part, we can go out and talk

THRIFT IN CANNING.
Trust a wide-awake businessman or businesswoman to apply science and

Thousands of pounds of fruit have been sent 
over in the past few years to give variety to the diet, and tempt the appetites 
of sick and wounded soldiers. Mr. Macbeth, the businessman in question, was 
in the city recently during a trip to Parkhill in connection with the Community 
and Red Cross Canning Centre established there a year ago. Starting with the 
question of conservation of sugar he gave some illuminating information con­
cerning conservation in other directions.

"This year," he said, "instead of making jam, we purpose canning the fruit 
In a sufficiently heavy syrup. We expect by so doing to save about 75 per cent 
of the sugar formerly required. Then we expect to effect a saving of about 65 
per cent on the packing cost by the use of tin cans instead of glass jars as con­
tainers. Finally, and a most important item, four-sevenths of the shipping 
space will be saved by putting up the fruit in tin containers instead of glass 
jars."

With all the details worked out with scientific accuracy, the Hamilton Red 
Cross canning kitchen is ready for the fruit season. Anything the housewives 
can learn from these suggestions from the big patriotic canning plant?

Talking of canning plants, the Parkhill Community Centre proved such a 
triumphant success last year that similar centres are being opened at various 
other points in Ontario. Last year 1,200 cans of chicken, as well as hundreds 
of jars of fruit, canned vegetables and canned soups, went to the Red Cross 
overseas from the ambitious little Parkhill centre that started out to be a com­
munity canning centre to help along food conservation, and ended up by having 
the tail wag the dog. In other words, the Red Cross service end greatly over­
shadowed the putting up of supplies for home consumption. This year, those 
closely associated with the work are talking of 10,000 cans of chickens for the 
boys in the overseas hospitals, and out through the country, more chickens are 
being raised by many, many people to help along the good cause. Apart from 
the manner in which the Red Cross is going to benefit, the centre will be used 
by groups of women for miles around for their own canning. Arrangements will 
be made to obtain the use of the canning centre on certain days by certain or- 

I ganizations. The work of canning for the home shelves will be done as a part 
of an afternoon's outing, with no muss in the home kitchen, and with much less 
expenditure of energy. Moreover, Mr. Macbeth states, "I am very much In favor 
of the community canning centres for the reason that so much better results can 
be achieved. In the first place housekeepers cannot possibly have the equipment at 
home which Insures the highest degree of success. By the use of the steam jacket 
kettles being installed in the centres, not a particle of the flavor Is lost, or the 
product either, through evaporation. The process of cooking at low pressure 
is too long at home to give the best results. Then, the work can be accom­
plished so rapidly."

Doesn't it begin to look as if the community kitchen may not be a dream 
of the very far distant future, in view of the manner in which women have 
been learning to work together and to pull together in war days to eliminate 
waste of material, time and strength and to render the maximum of war-time 
service?.______L

artificial sea water bath at home. In: 
fact, if you will take a salt bath, using 
about one cupful of salt for 15 gallons 
of water, and do this about three times 
a week, it will tone up your skin won­
derfully. and improve your health in a 
general way.

Instead of soap, why not use a bath 
bag, which can be made at home very 
easily? Make the bag of cheescloth, 
about four inches square, and fill with 
some of the following mixture:

4 pounds of oatmeal
4 pounds of bran
1% pounds of almond meal
1 pounds of white castlie soap
3 ounces of violet sachet.

The soap should be dry and powdered. 
Mix all these ingredients together and 
keep in a glass jar. Fill the small 
cheesecloth bags as needed, ‘and use Just 
like a sponge.

Two Refreshing Aids.
Another great aid to stimulating cir­

culation and beautifying the skin is the 
lemon bath. Cut a few lemons into 
slices and put them to soak in a basin 
of cold water for 30 minutes. Pour the 
lemon Juice into the filled bathtub and 
stir vigorously.

A simple rubdown with a Turkish 
towel after the bath will refresh the 
skin, or you can use a liquid prepara­
tion as follows:

1 pint of pure alcohol
1 ounce of gum camphor
2 tablespoonfuls of salt

Put. these ingredients in #. quart 
bottle, fill the rest of the bottle with 
water and mix well.

Above all things, if you would have 
your skin made beautiful through the 
bath, you must follow a regime regu­
larly. If you will stick to a plan once 
a week for a year it will be much better 
than to be enthusiastic every day for 
a month and then to forget about it.

Now, the curious circumstance con­
nected with It. is that Mrs. Howe wasn’t 
a writer of reputation. It is true that 
she had written a little occasionally. 
There were a few verses to her credit, 
and it is said that she wrote a classic 
play In blank verse for Edwin Booth 
and Charlotte Cushman, but tills play 
was never staged.

Mrs. Howe was a woman of rare In­
tellectual attainments. She occupied 
herself with many public movements of 
the day—woman suffrage, anti-slavery, 
international arbitration and there. 
She was affiliated with so many clubs 
that she was frequently referred i as 
the “Queen of Clubs,” and she was an 
able lecturer traveling in many cities 
in the United States and abroad.

Julia Ward Howe was the wife of Dr. 
S. G. Howe, also a philanthropist, who 
devoted his life to the education of the 
deaf and dumb. Their home was the 
centre where gathered some of the most 
Interesting men and women of Boston— 
statesmen like Charles Sumner, famous 
actors like Edwin Booth, writers and 
other public-spirited personages.

To the inspiration of such surround­
ings, perhaps, as well as her own zeal 
for stirring achievement, Mrs. Howe 
owed the immortal hymn. It is the one 
thing she ever wrote that has survived, 
for the occasional other bits of drama 
or verse that she penned have long since 
been forgotten. But. this one work 
stands out as a big, worth-while 
achievement in a long life that was 
singularly useful in many other ways. 
Mrs. Howe died at the age of 91, but at 
the age of 90 she was still working ac­
tively on committees, speaking before 
legislatures, and reading “The Battle 
Hymn of the Republic” at meetings 
which she addressed.

Blondin and Rainville Also 
Remain To Be Fixed Up

OTTAWA, May 30.—Efforts are being 
made to provide jobs for three French- 
Canadian members of the old Borden 
Government, who ran and were so dis­
astrously defeated at the last election.

In the case of one in particular, Hon. 
Albert Sevigny, former minister of in­
land revenue, the matter is urgent, 
since Mr. Sevigny is here himself doing 
the urging. Mr. Sevigny was one of 
those members of the former Borden 
cabinet who graduated from the "shoot- 
holes-in-the-British-flag" school to that 
of the ultra-imperialists. Yet, he even 
went so ar as to start an officers’ course 
at Kingston, but he was never seen in 
uniform. However, he supported con­
scription at the last election, whenever 
he could find anyone to listen to his 
testimony of conversion. His career 
was somewhat meteoric, while the old 
Borden cabinet remained. He was suc­
cessively deputy speaker, speaker, sec­
retary of state and minister of inland 
revenue, and he moved so rapidly from 
one to the other that he learned neither 
well.

Wants His Reward.
Now he is just plain “Mr. Sevigny, 

with a spending capacity,” and he 
wants a “reward” for his faithful pub­
lic service.

As a feeler, Government newspapers 
put out a story last session to the effect 
that he was to be male assistant librar­
ian. The fact, however, that he knew 
nothing of library work created some 
protest and the idea was dropped. Then 
the Senate was mentioned, but there 
aren't any Quebec Senate vacancies at 
present, and Mr. Sevigny is impatient 
about waiting for dead men's shoes.

So now it has been discovered that 
there is no French-Canadian repre­
sentative on the high commissioner’s 
staff in London, England; neither is 
there on the Government of Canada 
for that matter, but that is nothing. 
Quebec, it is suggested, should be, 
must be, represented in London, even 
if it is not on the councils in Canada. 
And what so apt but that Mr. Sev- 
igny, “the imperialist,” should have 
the position?

It is stated that he will get it.
Must Care For Blondin.

As for Hon. P. E. Blondin, he is 
overseas somewhere in England and 
wears a colonel’s uniform. He has 
not been in Canada for more than a 
year, but he has been administering 
the postoffice (by absent treatment) 
during all that time. He was defeat­
ed in two seats at the last election. 
That is six months ago, and yet he is 
still postmaster-general “on leave of 
absence.”

And yet the postmaster-general’s 
job is one of the most important in 
the Government.

As for Jos. Rainville, who lost his 
deposit, even after having 1,200 troops 
from the County of Iberville, voted in 
Chambly-Vercheres at the last elec­
tion, he also is at Ottawa looking for 
a reward of his martyrdom and pat­
riotism. But there is an inquiry pend- 
ing into these very soldiers’ votes, an 
inquiry which the disclosures of Jos. 
Archambault made in the House ren­
dered it impossible for the Govern­
ment to refuse. Mr. Rainville’s escut- 
cheon must be cleansed before he can 
be given a position of emolument in 
the gift of the crown.

!SPANISH KING IS CAUGHT
BY NEW QUEER EPIDEMIC

San Francisco, May 29.—Russian wo­
men are no longer their own mis­
tresses in the matter of their relations 
with men. according to a proposed de­
cree. They are the communistic prop­
erty of the men of Russia, and unless 
a woman is the mother of at least five 
children she is subject to the beck and 
call of any man. Even if she is mar­
ried it makes no difference, for under 
the new "moral code" adopted by the 
Russian soviet of Saratov, all marriage 
ties are declared to be not binding.

This astounding decree, the purpose 
of which is said to be to repopulate 
Russia's devastated provinces and which 
makes family ties illegal and all chil­
dren the property of the state, is caus­
ing the civilized world to gasp. Not 
even the polygamous "lateral" mar­
riages to which the wives of German 
soldiers are subjected are more revolt­
ing to civilization.

Sodom is Outdone.
Nothing described in the Old Testa­

ment as the cause of the annihilation 
of cities and peoples is worse than the ! 
demands in this startling proclamation : 
set forth by a body of Russian anar-| 
chists. [

Men and women representing every| 
shade of thought and line of endeavor. ; 
throughout the United States, have 
expressed themselves as horror stricken' 
by the degradation of thought evinced| 
in the decree. Many have declared that| 
the moral women of the whole world 
would rise in protest to protect their 
Russian sisters from such abhorrent! 
practices if they themselves prove help-| 
less.

A copy of the decree was brought to| 
San Francisco by Frank Forest, a Brit- 
ish engineer, who obtained it before 
sailing from Vladivostok. The procla-| 
mation, as drawn by the Free Associa- ! 
tion of Anarchists of Saratov. Russia,| 
sets forth proposals and restrictions 
that are almost unbelievable.

Remove "Injustices."
"The private possession of women is, 

hereby abolished," are the first start­
ling words of the document. The right 
of man to possess a woman between 
the ages of 17 and 32 is abolished, the 
decree declares, and then tells why, in 
these words: "Since the most beautiful 
specimens of the fair sex have in the 
past been limited by marriage to the 
possession of the bourgeois men, the 
correct continuation of the human race| 
has been greatly impeded and great in-: 
Justice and inequalities have resulted."

According to other articles of the 
proclamation, of which there are fifteen, ! 
the former husband shall release his 
wife from personal ownership, but may| 
call upon her whenever he wishes. All 
women are exempted from private' 
ownership and are proclaimed to be theI 
property of the whole community, but1 
married women who are the mothers of 
over five children are not affected by 
this decree. Any citizen noticing a 
woman who has not registered under 
the domination of the Saratov anarchist 
clubs is duty bound to report her to. 
headquarters.

Admitting that he had sold liquor 
without a license, Harry Snelgrove, bar­
ber at the Black Bell Inn, was fined $300 
and costs or six months in jail in police 
court this morning. Henry Macklin. 
J. P., and Controller Charles Merryfield 
heard the case, and levied a severe 
penalty because Snelgrove declined to 
explain satisfactorily where he had 
secured the liquor he sold.

Crown Attorney J. B. McKillop con­
ducted the case for License Inspector 
J. E. Keenleyside, who laid the infor­
mation against Snelgrove. The crown 
attorney stated to the court that many 
complaints had been laid with the 
license inspector and the Ontario 
License Commission because of the fact 
that returned soldiers being treated 
for tuberculosis at Byron Sanatorium 
were able to secure at all times whiskey 
in any quantity they desired.

"As a result of this illegal traffic 
in liquor, these men were not given a 
fair chance to recover from their dis­
ease, ” said Mr. McKillop.

The Ontario License Commission dis­
patched A. E. Sarvis, chief of the de­
tective department of that body, to 
London a few days ago, and he soon 
landed Snelgrove. As a result of his 
investigations others believed to be 
implicated in the unlawful sale of 
liquor to tubercular soldiers may find 
themselves in the police court shortly.

Instances are cited, where returned 
men, suffering from tuberculosis, be­
came intoxicated from liquor and have 
been known to fall asleep on the damp 
cold ground around Springbank. Such 
a condition is suicidal to the men, the 
sanatorium officials claim, and in order 
to get at the bottom of the evil strong 
representations were made to the de­
partment.

Snelgrove explained to the court that 
it was his first offence, but his answers 
to further questions apparently did not 
please the magistrates.

"We might have imposed the mini­
mum fine had you been more frank 
with your statements,” said Controller 
Merryfield.

Dr. W. S. Downham, assistant to Dr. 

H. W. Hill, the M O. H., vaccinated 13 
pupils at the school this morning. Forty 
others of the 150 pupils of the depart-| 
ment reported that they had been vac­
cinated by their family physician last 
night and others sent word that they 
were being vaccinated and would be 
back to school on Monday. Those not! 
vaccinated will be kept out of school 
until they are or until the danger of in-| 
fection passes.

The general department of the school 
has not been affected by the discovery; 
of the nature of the teacher's ailment.:

Last night two new cases were re­
ported to Dr. Hill. One proved to be 
no ailment at all, and the other was 
chickenpox. The diagnosis of these 
cases somewhat relieved Dr. Hill.

Secondary Cause.
The discovery of the case of small­

pox at the collegiate, making the 
eleventh found in London in the past 
few weeks, is proof positive, says Dr.; 
Hill, that there is a secondary cause i 
of the disease. The other ten cases| 
have all been centred at one factory, 
the patients being either employees of 
this plant or members of employees 
families.

“The discovery of this case means 
another source of infection," says Dr. 
Hill. "It means that there is some 
hidden cause and that some one who 
has had the disease has gone out be- 
fore being entirely recovered. Out of 
respect for themselves as well as : 
others, everyone in the city who has 
not been vaccinated within the past: 
seven years and whose vaccination, if : 
in that time, has not taken, should be| 
vaccinated at once. With this second| 
source unknown, there is no teling ; 
where smallpox will be encountered, 
and it is up to the citizens to be 
vaccinated.

May Be Others.
"With two different sources of disease, 

the second one undetected, there is 
every indication that there are others 
about which we know nothing. There­
fore. it is up to everyone to take the 
proper steps for protection, and these 
steps are a general vaccination.”

Of the ten previously reported cases 
of the disease, four have made com­
plete recoveries, according to Dr. Hill. 
The remaining six are under close 
quarantine.

You would have thought that 
they were marching down Dundas 
street, though they knew that the next 
morning they were going into action.”

The secret of their success was care­
ful preparation and training, added to 
their wonderful spirit, he said. Won­
derful work was done with the wound­
ed, and by noon the division with the 
heaviest casualties, had all its ground 
cleared of wounded. Those at home 
should be grateful that their boys are 
so well looked after when wounded.

Marvellous work was done by the 
Canadian Engineers, railway troops, 
tunneling companies, etc., in restoring 
water systems, roads, and dugouts, 
wrecked by the Germans before retir­
ing.

"You can rest assured,” he added, 
"that your fighting men, and your ad­
ministrative men, did their utmost to 
uphold the glory of Canada. Through 
ail the actions in which they have been 
engaged, they have thought of Canada.”

Sir Arthur Currie, though like many 
other Canadians, an amateur soldier, 
now commanded one of the largest or­
ganizations in the British army with 
extraordinary ability.

Praises Canadian Nurses.
Great tribute to the Canadian nurses
