JOHN WALL DEAD.

He Was l'or Maay Ycar‘,s a Pro-
mincn¢ Citizen of Charham.

Retized In 1895 and Hes Since Re-
sided in Cleveland —WHIl be
 Burled Here.

.Jubu Wall, for many wluts a promin-
ent merchant of Chatham, paesed away
in Cleveland yesterday afterncon. The
remains ure being brcught to Caatham
for interwent. Born io Bristol on
July 1st, 1834, at an early age he was
apprenticed in the drapery business to
ore:of the leading houses in London,
Eng. The royal family used to trade
at this store and Charles Dickeus apd
his wife were also prominent custom-
ers. After learning the business bhe
came to this country landing at Moo-
treal where be regided for a few years.
He came to Chatbam in 1863 and with
Mr. Birrell, son of John Birrell,
of the.at that time well-known whele-
sale firm of John Birrell & Co., opened
up a dry goods store under the old
Royal Kxchaoge Hotel. In the epring
of 1865, be bougnt out Donald Mc-
Nabb's stock and moved icto the store
oo the corner, of King and Fifth streets
where Northway & Co., now are. In
Auguet 1866, Mr. Birrell sold out-his
share to
Wall and Martin conticued in purtner-
ship till 1870 when Mr. Martio sold his
interest to Mr. Wa!l who cootimued the
business up to about six yeurs ago
when he retired. ; )
Mr. Wall was one of Chatham’a lead-
ing merchants and there never wes &
businees man in the city who seemed to
have such & hold on the confidence and
respect of bis customers. Under the
pustorate of Rev. George Goodson he
united with the Methodist church and
was for mapy years an earnest wember
of the Victoris avenue congregation.

Two letters were recéived in the city
on Friday from Private John Donegan,
of the first comtingent, one by kLis
brother Ed.,and the other by Thomas
Fairbanks. Both are very interesting,
and well worth perusal. They are as
follows : * § ! i

Beimont, Dec. 13, 1899.

Dear Brother—I guess I will write
you e few lines tolet you know that [
I am still alive. How is everybody in
Chatham? We had a fine voyage out
here, only lost one man. We bure
ied one of our fellows this morning,
who ‘died last night, Yesterday we
buried three of the Muaster Fusiliers
and seven Seots’ Guards who were
killed here. We are encamped on the

battlefield, and all the boys have relics
of all kinds. We - are just 17 miles
from where there is a battle going on
at the present timé. You can hear
the cannon as plain as day, and every
hour there are traim loads of wounded
gving through to Cape Town. The
British iost about 7,000 men yesterday
at this same place. The Scotch bri-
gade, comsisting of the Gordons, Sea-
forth Black Witch, were literally
cul to pieces nnd now. they have only
two officers fit for active service. Gen-
eral Wauchope was killed and jhey
found 59 bullets in him. We expect Lo
go to retieve Kimberley to-night. er
tosmorrow morning. How is Mr.
Downey and ail the rest f
Kindly give them my best regards,
and te!l Tom Fairbanks that he missed
haedf his life time in not coming out
bere. How is the Y. M. C. C. coming
aipng?
