Meteors and Volcanic Outh
Proctor, in the Nineteenth Century.

‘We have actually no possible way of explain-
ing the terrestrial origin of any meteors but in
voleanic outbursts, Moreover, we are obliged
to set the time when such outbursts took place
very far back in the past, seeing that at pres-
ent the volcanic forces of the earth, even as
manifested at Krakatoa recently, possess
nothing like the power necessary for the ejec-
tion of matter beyond the range of the earth’s
back-drawing power. Looking, however, at
the immense extrusive power of the wvol-
cances of the 'tertiary era, when basaltic
lava, covering hundreds of thousands of
square miles to a depth of 1000 to 14,000
feet were poured forth, we can conceive
the still mightier energies of voleanoes in
the secondary era, their still more tremendous

wer in the Frimary era, and so, ing

ckward to millions of years beyona the first
beginnings of life on the earth, we can even
picture to ourselves volcanoes gjecting matter
with velocities of 10 or 12 miles per second.
With such velocities flights of ejected particles
would pass the earth’s attraction, and if she
were tge ,only bodfv in the universe, such
ejected matter would travel away from her
never to return.  But, although such expelled
bodies would never return to the earth, they
would not escape from the solar system.
To drive them forever away from her
the earth would have to impart a much
greater velocity—an average of about twenty-
six miles Fer second. The greater number of
the expelled bodies would travel thenceforth
in an orbit around the sun, crossing the earth’s
track at or near the place where they were
first sent forth from their parent planet. One
may almost say that this origin of many me-
teorites and meteor systems is forced upon us
by the evidence. Still it would be negatived
if we found that volcanoes do not eject matter
at all resembling meteorites in structure, The
reverse, however, is the case. Ranging the
products of volcanic ejection in order according
to the amount of iron they contain,and ranging
meteorites in like manner,we find the twoseries
coinciding ‘aver the greater portion of the
longer—the volcanic series. 'We might not in-
deed have known how closely the most ferrug-
inous voleanic products resemble the iron me-
teorites in structure but for the accident that
Nordenskjold discovered a mass which he mis-
took for an iron meteorite, but which is found
now to be really a volcanic ejection, akin in
structure to the field of basaltic lava (at Ovi-
fak on the shores of Greenland) in the midst
of which it had fallen while the lava was still
lastic to retain this missle as it fell after its
Eighz through many miles of air.
