AS TO PORTUGAL f
Wherever the Catholic Church is a
notable feature of the life of any par-
ticular nation, aud whenever there is |
an upheavel in the political atmosphere,
a certain class of non-Catholics are wont
to single out that Church as the cause.
In their minds it is always wrong — al-
ways seeking to oppress the people, ete,,
ete. Such was the cry which resounded
through the land when that atrocious |
monarch Henry VIII sat on the throne
of England.

He and his courtiers, to-

The follow- |
ing extract from a paper in The Busy
Man's Magazine for December last tells
the story of the turn-over in Portu-
gal. It will be interesting reading to
those who have been under the im- |
pression that the Church is to blame
for the uprising :

A great many people have been tell
ing their neighbors going down iu the
street cars in the mornings, that, of
course, they knew what caused the rev-
olution.

The former
speaks of the Roman Church in Spain,
and the latter deals with the part which
that Church played, among the other
causes, in the Portuguese revolution.

“ From all I can learn,” says the
writer in the Nineteenth Century, |
“ this (the clerical (uestion) was largely
