Uatil last year, by con-
sent, there were ususlly two Catholics
and three Protestants elected for the
ward ; but on occasion of the election
then the Protestant members of the
Board insisted on the retirement of one

Toe Protestants supposed
that the clection of last year was geined
only by a spatch vote, but once more
the Catbolics have baen victorious,
baving elected their five candidates, It
may be expected that in future the
Protestants of the ward will not be &0
obstinate in rejecting smicable pro-
posals.

tng in a half-circle. Four Hotebkiss
guus were pluced upon s hill sbout two
pundred yards distaut. Every prepara
tion was made, not especnlly to fight,
but to show the Indians the futility of
resistance, They seemad to recognizs
this fact, and when M¢jor Whitesides
ordered them to come up, twenty at a
time, and give up their aras, they came,
but not with their guns in sight  Ofthe
first twenty, but two or three displayed
arms. Taese they gave upsullenly, and,
observing the futility of that method of
procedure, Major Whitesides ordered a
detatebmen . ot K and A troops on foot
to enter the \cpees and gearch them

Tpnis work had hardly been entered
upon when the one hundred and twenty
desperate Indians turned upon the
eoldiers, who were gathered closely about
the tepees, and immediately a storm of
firing was poured upon the miiitary. It
was 89 though the order 10 search had
been a signal. Tne latter, not enticipat
ing uny such sciion, bad been eathered
in very closely, and the first fi-iog wes
terribly disastrous 10 them Tae reply
was immediate, however, and in an in
siant it seemed that the draw in which
the Indiau camp was set wae a sunken

govthe, [ndians and so!diers fell together,
and, wounded, fought on the grdunc,
Ott through the draw toward the biufls
tne few remaining warriors fled, turning
occasionally to fire, but cow evidently
caring mora for escape than battle,
Only the wounded Indians seemed pos-
sessed of the oourage of devils, From
the ground where they hud fallen they
continued to fire until their ammunition
was gone, or until they wera Kiiled by
tho soldiers. Both sides forgot every-
thing excepting only the loading and
diecharging of guns,

It was only in the early part of the
sitray that band to hand fighting was
seen. Oarbines were clubbed, sabres
gleamed and war clubs circled in the
air and came down hke thunderbolts,

extermination now with the troopers.
1. was difficult to restrain the troops.
Tactics were almost shandoned. About
the only tactics was to kill whileit could
be done wherever an Indian could be
goen, Down in the creck and up over
the bare hills they were followad by
artillery and musketry fire, and for
several minutes the engagement went on
until not a live Indian was in sight.

It was in the first attack that Father
Oraft and Captain Wallace were mortally
wounded, but the details are not at
hand as yet. Father C:aft had an inter
esting bistory, 1o was a descendant of
the Mobawk tribe of ladians bimself,
and for that reason had great influence
with the rekskins, He was adopied as a
caiof by the Dakotas, succeeding Spotted
Tail, scmetimes called by the whites

Spntted Tail was killed at Rossbud, 8. D,
inJaly, 1881, He wae at that time taking
steps to have the Catholic missionaries
engsge in the work of clvil'zng his
Iodians.

And this {3, and ever will be, her ro'a end
and aim, When she, therefore, inte: feres,
or Interests herself 1o matters extreneous
to this, she does sarelatively to the benefit
or detriment the soul is likely to recelve.
In this light, and in this only, does she
clalm or bas she tae power to touch things
not entirely spiritual ; and for this reison
she has mad» her iufluence felt in politics,
commerce, arte and sclences and fa the
vario«s relatlons of life, These are the
means by which che attaios ber end  She,
therefore, aide and encourages ail laudable
and legitlmate cfforts whicn of their
nature tend to elevate and cleli-
§z3 and refine mankind., She even goes
farther, and claime that withoat her Corls
tiauizing luflaence thess sclencee, arts and
{ndustriss are wot useful, bat dstiimental,
to mankind.
Toerefore Carlstlanity desires material
progress ; but only as a means, not as an
end ; she desires to see matter a siavs, not
a soverelgn : and she desires the develop-
ment of matier as a normal conditlon of life,
but not #s a supreme ambition, Matter,
such as wealth, or arts or eclences, are to
be a means to attaln an end. That end 1s
God. St. Ignatiue, in a few words, ex-
plains the whole of this sublime phil-
osophy. In writlog the foundation on
which be constructed bis wonderfal epirit
ual exercises, he sald : *‘Man was created
for thls end, that he might pralse and
reverence God, and, eerving Him, at
length b3 eaved. But all other things
which are placed on earth were created for
man, that they might help him ia pureun-
fog the end of his creatlon, whence it
fullows that they are to be used and ab
stained from in proportion as they profit
or hinder him ln pursulog that end.” I
think any Jesult Father will say this s
correct'y qaoted. This sums up che doc-
trlne of the Chuzch on thls question.
Thus it can be seen that the Church does
not condemn the acqulsiifon of wesl:b,
bat the worshipplog of 1t  She condemns,
consequently, all the wrongs that follow
from the worshipping of 1t; euch as the
oppression of the poor, aud, by exactirg
too much of them, the robblog them of the
necessary time for attandiog to the re-
qalrements of the soul, and even for the
eievarion of the Intellect, Cariatianlty's
duty is not abitentlon from matter, nor
an sggressive warfare agatnst it, but in-
tervention. Thnls 1s accomplished by
moral progress ; and this, of coures, pre-
supposes the necesslty of virtue,

Having shown that the Caarch con.
demns all abuses, I rhall now prove that
she fosters and cherishes industry and pro-
gress in all the arts and sclences Tae
evidence is 80 abundant that the d!fficulty
les In making the selection of examples,
Thie, perhaps, can be no more conclusively
demonstrated than by producing author-
itles that substautiate her clalm I shall,
therefore, now mentlon a few — only a
few of the multitude — of the Citholic
name’ which have electrified the world by
their exceilence and pre-emlinence ln the
varlous paths of literature, arts and
sclences.

If ladlsputably honored names can be
shown to belong to true children of the
Church, then it fs falr to clalm that the
Church which can foster ruch men can-
not at the same time be a foe to progress

Let us take the subj:ct of education
first, beciuse it is the most {mportant
Ia the year 1540 St. Ignatius founded his
soclety. At his death, sixteen years later,
fn 1556, It contained 7,000 educated men
engaged in teaching, and In other works
of progrese, in 100 colleges. Ia that time
St, Francla Xavier had blowa the trum -
pet of the gospel over lndia. Bobadella
had aroused Germany, while Gasper
Nusnez had gone to Egypt aud Alphoneus
Dalmeron to Ireland. The echools then,
and ever slnce, attracted students from all
parts, and there was a visible progress in
religlon as well as In literature, At the
end of the elghteenth century the soclety
numbered within a fraction of 20,000 well-
tralned, well-disciplined and well taught
men. This certalnly has the appearance
of progress,

And who are some of the famous men
thissoclety has glven to the world? Father

Maldonatus (whose nama {s surely & mis-
nomer), of the soclety, was the chief com
pller of the ratlo stadlorum, a eystem of
conducting studles which {s now all but
untversal, Prom their collega at Lifleche
came Descartes, the astronomer, At the
coliege of Fayenza, near Rimini, was edu
cated Torricelll, the inventor of the
barometer. The learned commentator,
Justus Lipsiue, was a Jesult pupll, as was
aleo Towlnefort, the botanist. The Jesult
Kircher invented the maglc-lantern, The

have tried it have the same experience,

D'jon, as was Cornellle at Ruuen, by these
F.{hc;l, Mollere found the tralning,
which afterward ensbled bim to write such
celebrated comic verse, at the Jesult col-
lege of Clermont ; snd under the same
trainers J. B Roussenn recelved bis edu-
eation st the college of Luls lo G:and,
Parls,

These are some of the calebrated men
who had aided the progres of the world,
bat these are only & few from one of the
many tesching orders in the Caurch.
Perbaps we can fiad some other great
Oatholic minds whom the bitterest Pro-
testant could never charge with retarding
progress. Glileo, alread: meontioned, in-
vented the telescope, sud dlscovered the
riuge oo Saturn, A French Catholle, Lo
Verrler, discovered Neptune, and even
foretold 1ts existence and probable location
by s process of astoundivg mathematical
calculations, He was honored by sll
Earope, yet he was as much devoted to bis
crucifix as to hle teleecope,

Father Peter Angelo Secchi, 8 J., the
greatest student of the sun that ever lived,
wrote a work on that body which s price-
less to the world of science. Ha was also
a student of spectrum analyel, the new
chemlistry which uufolds the constitution
of the stars. He analyized the spectra of
ahove GOO fixed stars, e dled, February
26, 1878, He can scarcely be cnsidered
a foe to science,

The Abbot Gassend!, *the greatest phil-
osopher among scholars, and the greatest
scholar amoug philosophers,”” brought the
eccentrls comet Within the reach of sclence,
and demonstrated that cometary bodies are
without atmosphere, and that they really
presaged no evil to mackind. The
destruction of sach an inveterate super-
stitlon by sc'entific demonstration was pro-
grees indeed !

Pezzi, a Theatlne movk, catalogued
7,646 stars, and made many wonderfal dis-
coveries, Jean Picard, s simple French
priest, was the ficst president of the Acad-
emy of S:lances. The most perfect sys-
tem of chronolcgieal reckoning vet dls-
covered {s d ae to a Pope—Gregory XIIL
C.nceruing the scleace of geography it
{s scarcely necessary to mention that
nearly all its ascartalned facts were derlved
from the personal observations of the m's-
sionaries of that Church which 1s 0 wan-
tonly charged as belog a foe to enlighten-
meut, The great vavigators, such as
Columbus, Vasco de Gama, Magellan, Ves-
pucel, Girard Mercator, were Catholics,
and geuerally as plous as they were
famous

Franciy Viete, the greatest raathemati-
clan that ever ltved, inventad algebra as it
now exista. He and Rene D :scartes were
both good chlidren of the Church, The
ecleuce of opties 1s bristling with cele-
brated Catholic names, and {a early elec—
tricity wa bave the Catholic names of Gal-
vanl and Volia while Gaston Plante, a
Catholic of Brussels, made the ficst electrle
storage battery in 1859*

In the sclences of chemlstry, miner.
alogy, botany, pbysiology and geology,
Citholic names are abundant; but we
have already showa enough to sustsin oar
position.

Oae word about English and American
Protestantism, or rather Protestant Eag.
land and Protestant America, and the
Roman “shackles.” This toplc is an la-
viting one, and much cao be satd thereon.

Every winter brioge us lamentebly
nearer to the close of the public lifeof a
man who will be remembercd by posterity
as one of the chief figures not cnly of bls
generation but of bis century. Edwin
Bootb, the actor, though not an old mag,
1s beginning to bow to the fiaal decrees of
incessant lsbor and study. He has hitherto
scknowledged but obe master—Sbakes
peate. To him he has been faithful, and
long years of tireless devotion have re-
warded bim with a success that must
satlefy even that ambitious soul. If the
huzzas of the multitude proclaim in any
degree tho dues of their obj:ct, Booth
should; lorg eince] have worn a crowe.
Fr who will meacure the spplanse he
bas recelved from the threatre full of
people,;.on| all the nights of his life
in all the citles of the continentl
It 1s well known that the publlc is
craelly layish when pralsing its favorites.
It 1s no less notorlous that many actors,
misunderstanding thelr capriclous patrons’
Isudlte, are led to overestimate their
own abllitles, and sre ‘ruined in ccn-
sequence,i; This 1s just what did not
bappen to ;Booth, 1f the public ever
would bave petted snd spolled s darling
that were he. If ever da:ling would not
be petted .and_ spoiled, that, toc, were
he. He gusged with preclsion not often
attalped the true value of pubile
applauce. He bas genlus, and by
application to mastered bhis art as
t) plase it beyond the pale of adverse
criticlem ; thece entered the field, and,
happy In the slmple coneclonenessof hav-
iog mastered a rarelard useful power, he
a:cepted for his art the hemage pald him.
We never heerd it urged that the actor was
a wonderfully haodeome man ; his figure
1: rather s‘rong, compact, and kis shou'-
ders very alightly bent, But he hasa won.
darful face, end, might add, hands. Hie
skin s a dark clive, and lcoks asthcugh it
pever kuew a blemish. His eyes ere
large, strong, and, needless to eay, plerciog
And when they are emitting fire and the
seneitive lips sre quivering forth perlode
of faultless English, in tones which never
enriched the human volcs before, then he
1s actlrg. Soon the whole machinery of
that facejand; form is in motlon. The
nostrils disterd, the eje is flashing o
brighter l'ght, and from under s massive
brow, framed in blackest balr, {llumines a
face which reveals all the powers of the
soul, as they successively;attend his bidd-
log. His hards—those hands whose
quallilee cannotbe ramed but which con-
tribate so largely to the_finlshed acting—
a'ways remind us of the figures of the
blind glrl wbose members grew 8o sen-
sitive from having to do the service of the
eyes, Hehas the proud distiuction of be-
logreputed to have the best enunclation of
suy Eoglish public, man. It, together
with the perfect modulation of kis volce,
secured by dlligent training, renders his
every utterance an exqulslte pleasuro.
There {s no man on the American stage
whose reminlecences would be more later-
estipg to his contemporarics ard to pos-
terlty. Yet is there no man lees likely to
welte for publication. ; Mz, Booth s not
12 the babit of takiog the public into bis
confidence, only when he is playing are
hls wheresbouts known, Then he dres
not dledain even to pay for a little adver-
tlelng.

Cruel memorles, which his artist nature
bas never overcome, prevent him from
playing in his nation’s capital. A flstter-
ing inducement was offsred bim to play
in Weshington during one of the late
administrations, A haudsomely ergroesed
favitation, bearlng the signatures of the
Preeldent, his cabinet, many senators acd
forelgn ministers, was sent him to produce
« Hamlet” in that clty. He, as usual, de-
olined. It was characterletic of him to
remain ellent about this flattering atten-
tion, not even allading among hls friends
to the existence of the honorable tribate.

Mte. Booth has been playing so long
and s such o famillar figure to
theatre goers in the States that the
newspapers have long ago ceased to
pay bim any special attention. It 1s
therefore not popularly koown, by those
who have never seen him play, what ea-
tausiasm his activity arouses, An idea of
thls can be had when it s sald that it s
pot unusoal for him to be called before
the curtala a dczan times durlog the even-
fog. And when it ls remembered that he
s loath to exhibit himself, one can
imegine the amount of hand clapping
necessary to bring him forth three or foar
successlve times after each act,  Eaich
time he appesrs hls penetrating eyes

aweep the whole houce, from gallery to
foyer, and rouunds of applause rise higher
and higher, often ending in ringing cheers,
which die out only when the hero has
passed lnto the wings and refases to be
cheered forth again, So far Mr. Booth’s
decllne 1s confined exclusively to his
health, His histrionic abilitles are unim-
paired. Hisold power, a8 witaessed & week
ag0, Was a3 strong acd masterful as i his
prime. In company with some other
great actors and actresses, he seems pot-
gessed of the abllity to keep his etage work
entlrely unaffected by hls decay ing health
It is the uaivereal wish that Mr. Booth
and his talents may long be spared, Ha
holds an eminent place among the wotks

whora migh fest exponent hehas been, Hie
{ofl 10nce, exerted as it always has been 12
the fnterests of the legitimate drama, hos
secarel for the works of Shakespesre a
pew and universyl lnterest, whose «ffict
will ba no more wideepread than healthy,
and which alone serve a great purposa.
Greater etill than this, Edwin Booth has
made use of the opportunity given him,
so fellcitiounsly adapted to such » purpose,
for exhibiting to the world, that, for all
who dare enter the llsts, thera la success,
unbounded success, enough to eatisfy the
highest and purcet ambition, if uncessing
labor, generous self sacrifice and an in.
domitable will are not thought too high &
price for the boon.

thelr part, The wlter eaysin & letter ad.
dressed to the Canadian Freeman :

“ No one regrets more fully than I the
scaudal that appears to bave been given
to our Catbolic people and the pleasure it
affords to the profeesed enemies of our
boly religlon, by the editorial article pub-
lehied in your lesue of tbe 10.h fust. on
the subject of edueation.”

The Toronto Mail had more than one
artlcle of jubilation over the Canadian
Freeman's independent stand and Arche
blshop Cieary's tyranny. It could not
conceal its eatanic delight at the prospect
of a fierca quarrel between a Catholle
journal and sn eminent Archblshop, The
Mail 18 now covercd with confuelon at the
unanewerable arguments of the prelate
aud the most hombls submlsslon of
both {writer erd journellst, It must be
acknowledgid that both have shown &
true eplrdt of Catholie obedience to his-
tor!c truth and to eccleslastical authority
in eubmiting so unrescrvedly to the
casiigetion sdmialetered by the jastly in-
dignant Archbishop. Indeed both ebare
with Archbishop Cleary ia the glory of 8o
peaceable aad s) triomphant a termlna
tlon to wkat might have proved a scan-
dalous controversy, The learned Arch.
tebop has demonstrated plalnly that no
error or derogation from Oburch hla-
tory end universal truth shall be
permlitted to creep futo and lle
hldden 1a any Catbsollc  publica-
tion under his jurizdiction and super
vision, The mysterious writer and the
known editor of the Canadian Freeman
have pleaded guilty to unconecious error
and confeeced abzolute willingnees to
submit to correction when administered
by competent authority, As Oatholics,
both have done therazelves honor before
the community and Lave set an ¢xample
that all honest and eincere Catholic
journalists should deem it a duty, as
they would invariably find it a profit, to
copy and to foliow,

The apology of the mysterions writer
contains eome beautifully.worded pas
sages, with which we may be permitted
to terminata this article, For instanoce,
in reference to his remarks on a blind
and unreasoning submission to author-
ity, which he said was no longer the rule
but the exception, the writer eays :

% As a sincero Catholic, possessed of
common intelligence, and at least a fair
knowledge of the catechism of Curistian
doctrine, I could not have deliberately
intended, in writing those lines, to con
vey the meaning which 1 now confess
they plainly bear to ordioary readers,
for assuredly the acceptance of the re
vealed truths of Jesus Carist delivered
to men by the Catholic Church in virtue
of His commission to teach all nations is
uot & blind and unreasoning submission
to authority, but rather the most perfect
exercise of the human intellect under
direction of the human will, puritied and
elevated by Divine grace,”

In its concluding paragraph the writer
8aya

“1 hope I have sufficiently repudiated
all that is offensive to religion and to the
Church in the editorial article of which
[ have bsen treating. As I have said,
I retract the entire article and condemn
it, because, on revision, I perceive it
aboundg in errora egainst religion and
cffensive language towards the Catholic
Courch,”

The editor of the Cunadian Freeman is
no less eloquent In hls Catholle humllity
and entire submlesslon, He says In his
latest lesue, in & well written leader :
“We hope the Archbishop will gra-
ciouely condone our regrettable mistake,
a9 it was altogether a material and not a
formal one on onr part.  We honor His
(irace the more for hls condemnatlon, be-
cause 1t 1s indlcative of bls high regard for
officlal duty ; and is well caleulated as a
practical lesson agalnet the commission of
llke mistakes In the fature, Ourlove and
respect for him in his personal and ¢ fficlal
cbaracter remaln undimlulshed, They are
both Increased many fold in view of recent
events,”

The Christian sentiments which dic
tated those professions of personal
attachment and of filial obedience to
episcopal authority are much to be ad.
mired, a8 they are deserving of tne
highest commendation, In perusing

pious Bishop of Cambray, ascending the
pulpit to read the condemnation by
Rome of a book he had written and then
committing it to the flames in pre.
sence of the whole congregation,
Such evidences of Oatholic discip-

source of the Cburch’s greatness and in-
defectibllity,  But they are gall and

powerfu!.

SAVONAROLA.

In s recent issue of the Mail there
appears a paper by Mr, G. Mercer Adam
on Savonarola, the Dominican monk who
in the year 1494 attained control of the
Government of Florence, It issufficient
in the estimation of many Protestants to
justify the most atrocious conduct if the
perpetrator be at war with the Pope,
and this sppears to be the only claim of
Savonarola to the extravagant laudation
which Mr, Adam hesps upon him, He
8aY8 :

% There was no gelf-righteousness in
Savonarola ; only s beautiful eavctity
and au humble eelf trust, In the won-
astery his great store of learning had
been put to use as a teacher, and his
success in that led his superiors to bid
him go forth to preach.”

The learning and eloquence ot Sayon.
arola we do not deny, and it was on
accouat of these qualities thai the elo.
quent Dominican gained unlimited con-
trol in Florenco, Neither do we deny
that the eloquent preacher in the begin-
ning of his career was honest and disio-
terested, and that it was his wish to
mske the people of Florence a virtuous
community, But the pride of power
was too much for him, and waa the cause
of his fall, It is a matter of opinion
whether & Republican form of Govern.

they were entitled to the bencfit of an
appeal to the Grand Council of State,
but this right was denied to them by
Savonarcla, For this illegal act of
tyranny he was very properly punished
by the decree of excommunication
which the Popa issued againat him,

Savonarola paid no sattention to this
decree, and in despite of it he continued
to exercise sacerdotal functions, This
was certainly not the conduct of a saint,
such as Mr. (i, Mercer Adam describes
him to have been, Saints do not treat
with contumely the decrees of their law.
ful ecclesiastical superiors, and even if
Savanorola had been condemued cn in.
sufficient grounds, he shouid have
yielded obedience to the Fope’s decree,
It is easy to see that it is in consequence
of this act of rebellion that so many
Protestants regard Savonarola a3 a hero,
Not content with continuing to preach
and to hear confessions, thongh he was
deprived of all ecclesiastical jurisdiction,
Savonarola attacked the Pope’s author.
ity directly, and declared that he ought
to be deposed. He even went so far as
to establish at Fiorenco an independent
Florentine schismatical Ohurch, He
thus set at defiance the words of our
Lord : “If he will not hear the Church,
let him be to thee as the heathen and
the publican,”

Savonarola was deposed from the presi
dency of the Rapublic, and condemned
to death by the civil tribunal of Ficrence,
It is unfair for Mr, G. Mercer Adam to
accuse the Pope of being the cause of
his death. It was, however, the law
that a monk could not be subjected
to capital punishment unless he were
first degraded from his ecclesiastical
position, and Savonarola was thus de-
graded so that the civil authorities could
deal with him according to the laws,
Mr, Adam styles him a martyr, A mar.
tyrs 1 Amartyris one whois put to death
for his adherence to a good cause. This
was not the case with Savonarola, who
openly committed sacrilege by exercis
ing ecclesiostical functions while he was
excommunicated,

Savonarola made his peace with the
Church before his death, and was ad.
mitted to receive the last Sacraments,
but he was not put to death on account
of his religious belief, He was con-
demned as the leader of a political
party.

MESSIANIC PROPHECY.

Oae of the most interesting and lucid
prophecies of the Old Testament bear.
ing upon the coming of the Messias is
undoubtedly that written by the prophet
Daniel, in referecce to the number of
weeks (of years) which would elapse be-
fore tke coming of Carist, It is fre-
quently read without due appreciation
of its irresizstible force, and at this season
of the annouucement of the tidings of
great joy, the birth of our Divine
Saviour, it will be useful to call atten-
tion to this woaderful revelation,

Of no book of the Old Testament has
the authenticity been more virulently
attacked than of the book of Daniel,
Bat the boldest of infidels have mnot
aseigned to it a date lator than the reign
of Antiochus Epiphanes, about 160 be-
fore Christ, It was, however, a part of
the Jewish canon of Scripture, and it is
named as such by the historian Josephus.
The saume writer tells us when this canon
was finally established, namely in the
reiga of Artaxerxes Longimanus, king of
Persia, thus brioging us to about the
year 435 before Christ, which is the date
usually assigned for its formation, the
reign of Artaxerxes having lasted from
424 10 464 B, O, It was not long before
tois that the prophecy under considera.
tion was made, namely in the first year
of Darius (ix, 1 ) or about the year 537
before Carist. By many other evi.
dences toe authenticity of the book may
be established, but it is suflicient that it
was written before Christ, to show that
it wag a real prophecy, and if fuifilled in
Christ it is a divine testimony to the
truth of Christianity, We may add,
hawever, that Josephusstates that when
Alexander the Great visited Jerusalem,
%“the book of Daniel was shown him,
wherein Daniel declared that one of the
Greeks should destroy the empire of the
Persians, and he supposed that himself
was the pereon intended.” It is there.
fore clear that it was an ancient book
when the vizit to Jerusalem took place,
332 before Christ,

It
was thus God spoke to Solomon, Israel’s
wisest king, after he had completed the
at temple of Jerusalem—that temple
in which His chosen peu{;ln were to do
honor to their Lord by the offering pf
sacrifice and praise. God, Who dwells in
the universe as in a vast temple, has
Himself selected this spot in which we
are assembled to-day, that He may re-
eeive herein the adoration and worship
due to Him. This temple is sanctified
by the prayers of Holy Church, by the
devotion of the faithful, but especially by
the sacramental presence of Jesus Christ,
the Son of God made man for our re-
demption. It is just that you should
each year celebrate, with feelings of love
and gratitude, the day on which your
church was dedicated solely tothe service
of God, and recall the words pronounced
on that solemn occasion, “ 0O, Almighty
God,” ete. Hence, when the bishop or
some priest authorized by him performs
this sacred function, God Himself, through
His representative, sanctifies the temple.
Every stone, every part of it, is blessed
and consequently worthy of our respect;
yes, every part—not alone its foundation,
its walls, or its holy sanctuary, but even
the very floor on which we tread has been
solemnly dedicated to the Lord. 1Tt is
then with joyful hearts you recall that
day and again behold your bishop, after
thrice sprinkling without its stately walls,
place the sign of the cross on its threshold,
with the words “ Peace be to this house,”
etc. It is not necessary to explain in de-
tail all the ceremonies used in consecrat-
ing a church. 1 shall dwell briefly on
one fact. On entering this beautiful edi-
fice you see around its walls the cross.
What does it signify ? It signifies that
by the power of that cross the Apostles
preached the gospel to all nations, con-
verted the people from their barbarous
customs, and implanted in their hearts
the words that they caught up from the
very lips of Christ. ~God is always will-
ing to incline to the prayer of man. No
matter when we call upon Him, He is
ready to hear us, but here in this holy
temple He speaks face to face with His
faithful servants ; for have we not the as-
surance of it in His own words, * Where
two or three are gathered together in my
name there am 1in the midst of them.”
Truly then is this temple sanctified—yes,
it is sanctified by the sigh and tear of
many a fond mother who supplicates God
to protect her cherished children from the
dangers and allurements of a wicked
world ; by the ardent pleadings of many
a devoted father for his wayward and
guilty son; and, oh, how it is sanctified
by the prayers of the poor, the afflicted
and the orphan, who daily ask for grace
and strength to follow in the footsteps of
their divine Master! Ah! how many
souls are here brought back to the service
of their God! Here His holy word is
preached in its purity. Here the sorrow-
laden obtain grace to bear their trials,
and exclaim, with resignation of spirit,
“Thy will be done.” llere, too, the sin-
ner, by remorse of conscience, by pen-
ance, humility and hope, says, “1 will
abandon the ways of sin; I will take up
my cross; 1 will follow Thee.”

“The Sisters of the Most Holy Sacra.
ment ” {s the name decldel upon for the
new religlous Order that Miss Kate
Drexel, or “ Slster Uatherine,” as ehe ia
now called, is to establiah, and which will
have for its epaclal objict the amellora-
tion and improvement of the condition of
Iudisns and colored people.

Sister Catberive has returned from
Washingtor, D ©, and {is at the Me:cy
Convent, on Webstersireet. Her mlssion
to the Natlonal capltal was to have a con
ference with Secretary Noble, of the Da-
partment of the Laterlor. Shealso wished
to make some definite beginning for the
work of benefiting the colored race. With
that objzct in view, a ite wes purchased at
Araude!, near Washington, aud the erec-
tion of & convent and school will be com-
menced immediately,

Tois will be the foundation of the
extensive work contemplated by Sister
Catherine, and to this point she, with
her novices, twelve in number, who
have been with her in Sc¢. Mary’s Con
vent, will repair in the early spring, and,
taking possession of the building, act-
ively commence the enormous charitable
enterprise.
Siater Catherine’s vows of poverty,
chastity and obadience will probably ba
taken in February, and the profession
will be, a8 was the reception last winter,
a notable event, to be graced by a large
number of the Caurch dignitaries from
this and other cities. It will take place
in the chapel of Mercy Convent, and at
that time Sister Catherine will resign
her immense fortune—estimated at
between $7,000,000 and $8000,000—to
the new Ocder, becoming herself a
simple member. By this bequest “The
Sisters of the Most Holy Sacramant”
will become a wealthy Resligious Order.
The Mother House is being built at
Andalusia, near Philadelphis, and will
be the novitiate for the followers of
Sister Catherine, The residence at
Washington is only temporary, and will
be removed to Pniladelphia within two
years, the idea of Sister Catherine in
going there being to closely ally herself
and become intimately acquainted with
the people of the South that she and
her followers hopa to benefit.

Infent, which fills our souls with Chrlet-
mes joy, is & mimion of pesce. * Glory
to God in the bighest aud on earth peace
to men of good will.” Such was the
messege of the angels to the shepherds:
and by the mission which shall be opened
in tbis church next Sunday it {s intended
that sll in this parish shall be made par-
takers of the peace of Christ. Allow me
to say & few words on that subject.

One says I don’t need the misslon; it
1s tntended for hard eiuners and I am o
good Cbristian, Brethren, that la a de.
Juelon. The miseion {s to prevent good
Chbrietians from becoming bard elouers.
How many bard sivners were once good
Christian. How many fall into sioful
courses because they are puffed up with
eelf-righteousnees. The temptation to
pride is the devii’s last resort, and pride
goeth before a fall, Besldes, evervthing
in & mission tends to wake gocd men
better as well as to make bad men good,
Do you not want to persevere! Then
atterd the misslon, for it is & mighty
power for perseverance, Agaln, we ueed
the example of our good Chrietlans to
help nlong the eioners, Mauy a elnner’s
ealvation wiil depend on those who will
by word and by cxample help him to at-
tend this mission,

Avother ove saye, “O I have attended
miselons before : why ebould I get up
theee cold, wintry mornings at balf past
four to go to church to hear the old story
overepain.” In answer to that I admit that
the mieelon is an cld etory for it {s the
Goepel of Our Lord. But it s always in
teresting to souls who take a serlous view
of life. Such eouls know that they bhave
to dle ; they kncw that every wan will be
judged according to his woike; they /now
that a place {8 recerved for them ln Paia
dlee ; and they never can ficd such things
wearlsome.

Our Lord Jesus Christ is, indeed, an old
acquairtance ; does that make Hie friend.
ebip less preclouns?

Another one rays: “ I don’t want to
go to church to hesr those men pound
me with hards words, to pour fire aud
wrath on my head, to make me mizerable
with pictures of hell and the judgment.”
1 answer: How do you know that such
will be the effect of the misslon? 1 ad.
wit that the justice of God will not be
omwitted by the Fathers as a motive for a
good life. But it is not the highest
motive, Did you ever attend and msake
a misslon? If eo, was not the fioal re-
sult of it the poesession of the love of Gud,
e etate of joy and peace and hope sand
coursge! There are many who need the
grece of the fear of God to start
with, but none can do without love if
they are golng to persevere in the divine
rervice, aud this great fact s kept steadlly
in view In the miesion, and in every ser-
mon and instruction of it,

Another cbjects that the miselon iz in-
tended for elmple people and not for fn-
telligent and educated men aud women,
the class to whbich he belongs. Brethren,
that is an cffenelve form of Pharleeeism.
Is your religion that of one certaln cluss ?
Was the Goepel Intended only for the
simple and ignorant 7—or {s the misicn
tomething besides the Goepel ! There are
not two Gospels—one for the eimple and
suother for the educated. The Mlisslon.
sry Fathers are educated men, and thelr
eouls sre absorbed in the truths which
they utter. Are you of a higher order of
intellect than they ?

Brethren, this miseion s sent by God
for ull the people, forall clagees among ue,
for one and all of the pariehioners of this
church, F.r our part we extend fits
favors to uvery person in the parlsh, and
we lay its obligations on all. All must
atterd it, unlees here and there one s pre-
vented by sickness or other equsily grave

veseon, All can benefit by it, all muet

try to do so. All must pray for euccees.

GETHSEMANI

THE GARDEN WHICH I8 ASSOCIATED
WITH THE BACRED S8TORY.

Oa the very loweet slope of the Mon't
of Odvee, deep down avd umnseen beyond
the 1uclosed walls of the Temple area, lies
the garden which is 8o acasclated with the
sacred story — Gethsemani, the teane of
the agony, eays & w.lter in Blackwood's
Magavine. Almott oppoelte to it, on tte
other atde of the road which traverses the
narrow vslley, is what {s now called the
Golden Gate, supposed to have been the
Beautiful Gate of the Temple. 1t would
be the natural and nearest way by which
to reach that sacred retirement. By this
gate no doubt the betrayerand hlestealthy
bard would follow the steps of our Lord
to Hle favorite haunt, etealing down
under the twillght ekies to where the
ebade of the pale clives sheltered His
mwyeterlous avguleh, aud the troubllug
dozing of the disciples ‘“‘sleeping for sor
row,” confused by the strsnge uccompre-
bended tide of events, which was drawlng
their feet toward something they knew
not what. And by this path again, no
doubt, they led their Prisouer back, avold.
ing the peopled waye, hurrying Him iato
the stronghold of His enemies,

It 18 eaid that there exists & Moelem
tradition that by thisgate the Messlah 1s to
ylde into the holy place, taking back His
kingdom; and cousequently the precaution
has been taken— & curlously ineffectual
one, coneldering the greatest of the event
—of building up the gate, There i3
something even in thls superstition which
is grateful to the imiginative mind. And
the singularly touching juxtaposiiion of
the Temple gate and thegardenis stlil more
memorable, Getbsemani 1self, a site
about which there is no manner of doubt,
fs now a garden of flowers, protected by
trim palloge—a modern gs.rden. orderly
and well cared for, which gives a certain
shock to the mind, but rather for the first
moment than permanently.

O lest SBundwy at the High Maesa in
the Church of the Immaculate Conception,
Farm sizeet, the Rev, Father Gallwey, 8
J., made an appeal on behalf of the funds
of the patronsge work of the Boclety of
St. Vineent de Paul, doring which he eald
St, Jobn telle us, “We never can love
God, whom we do mnot see, till we fizet
love our melghbour, whom we do see.’
Till they loved men on earth they could
not arrive at the eternal love of God in
heaven.
THAT DOCTRINE WAS IMPORTANT FOR
CATHOLICS
sbove all. Two daye before our Lord’s
deatb, when the Pharisees came to en.
tengle Him with questions, they ssked,
¢ What is the great commandment of the
Lord 1" Chbrist esid, * Thou shalt love the
Lord thy God with thy whole heart and
with thy whole mind,” but He immedi-
ately added, “and the second is like to
this, thou muet love th{ nelghbor as
thyself.” He purposely linked the two
together, and they could not be severed.
Bome one might eay, “Who are my
nelgbbors 1” Our Lord had settled that
(tuenion in the parable of the good
Samaritan, Oar neighbors were all men
and women and children who wanted
belp. Tney might ack, * How am I to
love my neighbor? Am 1 to wrlte son-.
nets by moonlight in pratea of the dark
man, and the negro, ard the white elave,
aud thestreet arab?” Oar Lrd had salo,
“You mayst love your uelgbbour as
Christ loved you,” or, “' Liave your nelgh-
bor as you love yourse:ves.” Let them
fix thelr attention on that rule. Cer-
tainly
IT WAS NOT BY WRITIN 3 BONNEIS
in praise of themselves that they loved
themselves, but it was by their keen sen
sitiveness for thelr own comforts, Men
lived day and night for their own com-
forts and discomforts, and were feellngly
aive to all that concerned their own
plessnre and their own psin, their health,
thelr s'ckness, thelr riches, and thelr
poverty — their honor and dlshonor.
Oor  Lord elmply eald, *Share
that love with those around you. Do
for others what you are dolog for
youreelf.” Let them thare what they
pos:essed with others, for loviog was
really sharlog, end when wishing and
praylog for themeelves let them pray for
others also, Perhaps they would uuder
stand that doctrine better by calliog to
mind whbat wes written by a man {uo the
dnye of old who bad never seen the Gospel
of Chriet as Catholics saw it; who had
never knelt before the altar as they did ;
who was never fed by the body of the
Lord as they had besn; who had never
looked up to the face of the Madonna as
they did. That man
IN THE OLD DAYS
lived in the mid:t of heaiheuism, and he
wrote under the {nepiration of the Holy
Ghost, and he bequeathed it to them e
uttered that prayer in the sight of God
and His angels: “ If ever I bave eaten my
mozsel alone, and the fatherless have not
shared of it, may my shoulder fall from
ita joint, and my arm with its bones be
broken ” These were the words of holy
Job. That was the doctrlne which our
Lord wanted them to adopt, and that did
not merely refer to the food which they
ate, but He wanted them all day long,
and at all times of the year, to ehare what
they pos:essed with their nelghbors, and,
if wi:hlng and praying for good thinge for
themeelves, let them share thelr prayers
and wishes with others that they might
havs them too, If eome man compored
a macual aud put that prayer cf Job's
before them in large letters, he would
hovestly aek, How many of them would
dare to say that prayer? IIa thought
they would elther cut that leaf out of the
manual, or would live in a perpetual state
of wervouspess about their shoulder or
thelr arm. They knew that the poor were
not treated properly in the
OLD ATMOSPEHERE OF PROTESTANTISM,
When Protestants had three handred
years ago made pauperlsm a crlme they
had grown up with wrong ideas concern-
ing the poor. Was that doctrine of Jab's
their doctrine?  Pethaps our Lord bhad
done away with that truth—wlith the old
dogma? Had the nloeteenth century
brought amongst other great revelations
that there were two Creators—one that
created a nice, respectable, refined gentle.
man, born for a good coat, for au arm-
chalr, for a b2autifal drawing.room, and,
perhaps, £10000 a year, and another,
¢'umsy Creator, who created the miserable,
the pcor and the beggare, That gentle
man in his drawing room might receive a
begging letter. A llttle later a servant
announced that there was a priest wanting
alms, the Little Sisters were coming to beg
food, the Sisters of St. Vincent de Paul
wanted some help, and he became fever-
{sh, frritable, and nervous, aud he sald :

“Roally, this Is intolerable,” and ap
pealed to his faithful servaut to take pity
on him, and esve him from those appeals,
and exclalmed,

¢ Reslly, my life i3 not worth living,”
acd his dear wife and children chimed in :

“Yes, darling ; dear papa, It 1s true ; it
{s latolerable,” and ke said : :

o] really can’t get quiet; my mind is
dlsturbed ; I cannot pray,” and to qulet
himeelf he sprinkled eau de cologns over
bis forehead and began to read the news.
paper. He tock out his little Oflice and
began : “Oar Father, who art in heaven
_"

But holy Job put his hard upon him
and said : “Ia the name of Gud, do not
say that—Say,

*My Father,’ because if you say ‘ Our
Father’ you are admitting that there is
only one Creator of the poor and rich.
If you say *Our Father,’ you acknowlege
that the same Creator—that old -fashloned
doctrine that wasin my time—that the
same Creator who created you created
these men whom you have sent away be
cause they are pestering your life.”
Those people who had come for alms had
gone away sick at heart because they could
not get help. Perhaps there wes

A CHILD TAKEN AWAY
from the care of St. Vincent de Paul and
put under the care of one of those who did
the work of St. Vincent de Paul in the
cxmp of Satan. There were women and
children wanting fire, a man dylogon a
pallet and not knowlng who would teke
care of his Cathollc orphans; and etill
men who had comfort were pestered to

death and were wretchedly miserable be:
| cause & fow begging applications came to

them. Let them go to the hovels of those
whom they had re¢jected. Let them hear
them arguing with God, listening to the
apostle of Saten, who came and eald to
them : “ How ¢sn you belleve there is a
good God ! If s good God created you,
why does He make this inequality,”
Taus the Lord God wae blasphemed and
put upon His trlal, The poor were beiog
evangel'zed in that eente. and repidly
taught that there was no God to care for
them, because the rich would not open
their hande to share their Juxuries. Sel-
fisbnees came ineide the Church of God.
Plous Catholice, as they were called, might
be very eelfish, Many a prayer wae
offered in the church and at home full of
selfi-hness. Lot them take, for inetance,

or mother were having Novenas eald, and
Popes and Cardinale prayieg for them
that thelr well.seasoned daughter might
attract the eye of that young Marquls who
had come into the market, could angels
have much st mpatby with euch a prayer |
If the Marquis bappened to be a curse in
stead of a bleesing, they might have reas n
to repent ; but if he was a really worthy
partner, why should God glve him ‘o
thele daughter be:ause they In seifish
prayer asked it? Lot them change their
prayers if they wanted a bleeefog. Lt
them pray that they and ell others—if
they liked that particular

LADY WHOM THEY DETESTED
—that she and others might have good
marriages for thelr children God would
hear such a prayer, and love it and blees
it. In thelr prayers they were to share
thelr morsels with others. They could
not have a bleselug frem God and a curee
for His image, 'Therefore ho asked them
to be good to St, Viccent de Paul, and
share thelr morsel with bls liitle ones
Let them prey earunestly for all, that they
wight have tbe grace to adopt the maxlm
of holy Job—that they would love their
twin brother — that was, every neighbor
whom God bhad created.

A BRAVE DKED.

Oa agravestone in New Lindon, Conv,,
appears the foilowing iuseripiton, The
records of anclert Geeece or Rome do not
oxhibit a nobler instanca of paurlotic hero
{em :

“On O:tober 6.b, 1781, four thousand
Biitish troops feil on the town with fire
aod eword, A lineof powder was laid by
them from the magszise of the fort to
the sea there to be lighted—thus to blow
the fort fnto the alr. Willlam Hotman,
who lay wounded not far distant, beheld
ft and eald to one of his companione:
¢ Lot us endeavor to crawl to this llne;
we will wet the powder with our hlood,
Thus, with the littie iife that remalns to
ue, we sball sava the fort and magazine,
and perhaps a few comrades who are only
wounded’ He alone had strength to
accomplish this noble design. He dled on
the powder he had dampened with hls
blood. His frlends snd seven of his
wounded companions by that means had
thelr lives preserved.”

After this simple narrative are these
words in large characters :

HERE RESTS WILLIAM HOTMAN,

On Connecticut's coast, when was New Lon-
don town—
While America’s fate hung suspended—
Bieg'd by British forees of marshal renown,
And few were the brave wno defended.

By four thousand soldiers surrounde

The following touch!ng incldent 1s re
lated by & Jesult Father: I have known a
student, whote desolute and wicked life
had cansed him to be cast into chains, and
to be locked up in the fortress of Earen-
broitsteln,  Hfs father was long since
desd. Hle mother, therefore, had to hear
alone the grief caused by her degenerated
child 1t {s difficult to express how
keenly It gnawed on the mother’s heart;
In the soul of the crimicval, however, it
was and remained as dark as in the prison
where he was cha'ned ; not the least slga
of repentance, No wondersuch a sorrow,
which, by day and by night, t{llicted the
poor mother of the lmpenitent son, Jald her
on the bed of death, Sseing the hour of
disecintlon approsch, che eeut a petition
to the commander of the fortress to bring
her child once more before her dylug bed,
He granted the request, The next day
the eon appeared, e coried by armed sol-
diers, at the bed of hia mother. But ghe,
pale and coneumed with grlef, spoke no
woid, no, not & word, but iong and plerc-
ingly she looked on him, and having pen
etrated him long and deeply, she turned
her face to the wall, and gave the elgnal
to lvad away the son.  As he came eo ke
went —cold aud eulky, like as if there
was {n him an incarnate obstinancy. But
in the prison it came upon him, The look
of his heggard, dylee mother, thin and
wasted ; and with thlsilook everything—
reproach, puanlshment, admonltion, en-
treaty, mother’s auvxlety, mother's love!

We must not dicown Lhis gfeat legacy
of praise which our predecessors have
passod down to us. For this reason we
bave taken every occasion to denounce
and condemn publicly the cruel evil of
slavery and we have given our attention
to this matter in letters which we wrote
on the 4%a of May, 1888, to the Bishops
ot Brazil, To tnem we thus sent our
coungratulatieas for ali taat had been done
in their own country by laudable private
and public enterprise for tae freedom
of slaves, and at the same time we pointed
out how much slavery was opposed both
to religion and the digmty of man,
In trath, when we wrote that lsttor we
were profoucdly moved by thelr condition,
who as elaves serve a master, Bat much
more are we bitterly sffected as the re
cital of the evils by which a'l the lnbabi
taats of certain reglons la interior Africa
are nfflicted. It is indeed Jamentable and
hortible to relate, what we have heard
from certain meesaugers, that about four
bundred thousand Africans, without dis
tinetlon of age or sex, are yearly viclently
carricd away from thelr country villeges,
whence, bound with chains and beaten with
rode, they are dragged over a long journey
to the market, where, like cattle, they are
exhibited and scld. Since these things
have been testified to by those who saw
them, and confirmed by recent explorers
of tropical Africs, we barn with a desire
to c)me to the rescue of thoee miserable
men, and to ligbten thelr calamity. (There
fore, we instantly commsnded our beloved
son Cardinal Coarles Marteal Layigerie,
whose activiiy and apostolic zeal aze weil
kuown to ue, to vielc the prinetpal cities of
Euarops, to explain the ignomtny cf this
vast traflic, and thus induce princes and
cit'zsna to come to the asistance of this

ucfortunate rsce, We must retura
thanks to our Lord Jesus Chrlet,
the most loving redeemer of all

nations, Who in His kindness has not
suftered our &ction to fal, but
wizhed it, like seed cast into fertile soil,
to promise a joyful harvest. For Sover-
eigus and Uatholics over the whole
world, in a word, all who regsrd as sacred
the rights of peoples and of nawre vie
with each other in their inquiries todis
cover ways and means to pull up by toe
roots this inbuman commerce. Tae
solemn congress lately held at Brussele,
in woich delegates from the sovereigns
of Europe took puart, and the recsnt
ussembly of private citizens, who with
such great courage met for the same
purpose at Paris, give clear evidence
that the negio cause will be defended
by as great force and constancy as the
weight of the miseries that grind the
African slave. It is for this reason that
we do not wish to let pass the ocoasion
now agsin oftered, to return well
merited praise and thacks to the Sov-
ereigns of Europe and others of good
will, and we earnestly beseech G1d in the
highest to deign to grant success to their
enterprises and proaper the beginnings
of such a vast undertaking. But besides
our concern for the lprm.u:litm of liberiy,
another anxiety of a wmore weaighty
pature presses on our epostolic ministry,
which damnpds our attention, v ia that
the gospel shall be spread skrough thess
regions of Afiica, which aball illumiae by
divine faith the inhabitants who et in
darkness, surrounded by blind supersti
tion, 80 that by these means they may
become, with us, jont heirs to the King
dom of God. Mor this purpose we labor
more strenuously that afier they have
received the light of tae gespel they may
cast off from their necks the yoke of
human slavery.
